For
instance, the Union Mining Company, an
American institution, ow: two thousand
acres up the Ottawa River, had spent $100,000
in plant, and yet, after one year'’s operations,

ad declared a_ dividend of 30 per cent. This
was but a sample of what might be done, and if
there were a permanently free market in the
United States, the result could not fail to be
satisfactory. But aside from phosphates, such
minerals as asbestos, antimony, mﬁhlw, gyp-
sum, mica, salt, gold and silver exist inlarge
and paying quantities ; in_addition there is ar-
senic, bismuth, cobalt and lithographic stones,
and oxydized iron of every kind suitable for
paint ; materials for building, stones for grind-
stones, millstones and marbles of various quali-
ties ; white quartz, silicious sandstone for mak-
ing glass, soapstone, emery—every one of which,
with proi¥er development, should yield large
returns, if & market existed for them, and if at-
tention were given to their development by the
introduction of foreign capital, enterprise, and
a hopeful future.

The Dominion Blessed In Her Forests.

Speaking of the effect of commercial union
on lumbér, Mr. Wiman said that Canada was
blessed in her forests to a greater extent than
any country in the world. Her npatural mar-
ket was the United States. The exaction of a
tax of $2 on every 1000 feet of lumber that en-
tered that market was a barrier that ought to
be removed. In view of the enormous growth
of the United States and the meagreness of
their wood supply, it was of the utmost im-
portance to them that Canada should be avail-
able for the purpose of su glyi that which
they needed, The wealth of Canada in
her forests would be much more valu-
able if the custom barriers were broken
down. The contiguity of Can
such great lumber ' distributi
as Oswego, Albany, New York, to the West
coast an Portland and San Francisco,
gave her great advantages in the malter o
timber, while the vast means of communica-
tion from her Upper Lake coasts to the bound
less prairies-of the West seemed as if Provi-
dence intended that there should be no barrier
bet ween the two countries,

Capital Wanted for the Fisheries.

Mr. Wiman referred at great length to the
fishery question of Canada, and said that all
thnt gvas wanted was additional capital and
additional enterprise and an open market, such
as the United Statues offers, and such a develop-
ment wonld take glnce in the growth of the
fishery interest as the world hiad never seen.

Mr. Wiman said that no consideration should
stand in the way of a just and most comprehen-
sive policy, which would soon’ bring
Canada the greatest development of
her immense resources, e asked ‘did
they over redlize ‘what a vast numbre
of Canadiang there were who Rad alr
sought the benetits of commercial union: wit
tho United States. It might be foubted if, in
the history of any couniry—especially a young
country—so largo a proportion of sthe total pop-
ulation had ingo shorta timegought a home
oulside of it, and gave tho folfowing figures as
an illustration:

He has established
mone Canadian boys in business thanany other
hundréd men witbin our borders. To Erastus
Wiman is due the honor of having-had swept
from the statutes of the Empire State a law
which punished misfortune as a crime. You
do well to welcome back such a man to the

A Decidedly Dangerous Risk,
From =he St. Louis Globe-Democrat.

To secret societies not having a prohibition
clause, these railroad and steamboat excur-
sions, which are becoming more frequent of
late years, are a decidedly dangerous rislk.
Assuming that an accident should occur there
would be great danger of loss of life; yet it
might nat prove fatal, of again it might. Sup-

ing that.it should, but one life might be
ost, while on the othier hand the result might
be the death of fifty or a hundred. To the
average order this would mean the payment of
anywhere from $100,000 .to $200,000.. The
orders of the country, however, have never
been_called upon to meet such cases, yet
while excursions are in progress such an event
is even possible, and as rapidly as is feasible
the societies of the country are shaping their
constitutions to meet just such features.

- You may get. something
more eloquent, but you eannot get anythiug
more to the point or better in agreement with
commion sénse than this.
