Men, women and children were carried along
frantically shrieking for help, but their cries
availed them nothing. Rescue was impossible.
Husbands were swept past their wives, and
children were borne rapidly aloug, going ot o
terrible speed to certain death before the eyes
of thejr terrorized =nd-frautic’ parenta,

1t was ssid at the depot-that it was imposs:-
ble to estimate the nmuber whose lives were
Jost in the flood. ' It will simply be a matter of

apparent the frightened passengers fled from
the two trainsto the hills near by. Many
in their wild oxcitement (hrew themselves
1nto the raging current and wire drowned, It
is |ufp0led that about - fifteen persons lost
their lives in this way.
