Total Defeat of the London Gas Stokers—A
Healthy Public Sentiment:
LoNDON, Dec. 22.—The gas stokers in the
South of London seem to be completely
beaten. No strike, in the proper sense of the
word, can any longer be said to exist. A
certain number of old hands are out, and
their places are filled by new hands. The
supply of gas, which has never failed, is
daily increasing, and all the works at
the different stations of the company are
in full operation. All of South. Lon-
don is lighted. The street lamps were dim
for some days, but no serious difficulty has
arisen anywhere in the vast area served by
this single company, Coal is regularly un-
loaded at e company’s wharves, Mr.

The strike list for the week elsewhere than
in London is short. A month ago the work-
ingmen thought that they were winning
everywhere, and had only to demand in
order to obtain higher wages and shorter
hours, or any other terms, in the interest of
the Trades Unions which they liked to impose.
Manchester and South London ave
taught them a much-needed lesson.
The railway servants’ meeting last
Sunday in Hyde Park was a dismal
affair, small in numbers. The attempt at
a fresh strike at the Victoria Dock, to pre-
vent the delivery of -goods to any but
unionist  carmen, broke down completely.
The South Wales miners, who lately were all
for striking for higher wages, have sent
delegates to make the best bargain they can
with their employers. A fresh strike, ~or
lockout, in the boot and shoe-trade at Bristol
is threatened, the‘recent agreement with the
employers not suitin[(;i the shoemakers on
trial. The employers decline tc give way.

What is the most noticaable of all is the
healthy tone of public opinion. The scare of
last month is for the present oveg There
are movements for the formation off a Com-
mitcee of Conciliation, in which the’ London
Chamber of Commerce is taking, the lead.
They may come to something if the working-
men will join.

Boyeotting an Offence at Cammeon Law,

LonpoN, Dec. 22.—Mr. Justice Grantham’s
decision at the Liverpool Assizes, that boy-
cotting is an offence against the common law
of England, is important. Boycotted Irish
cattle from the Massereene estate having
been brought to England for sale, two
League emissaries followed them and warned
and threatened dealers not te buy them.
They were indicted for conspiracy, tried,
convicted and sentenced to three months’
imprisoment. It is not, I believe, disputed
that thisis good law. Two results follow:
Mr. Gladstone will have to modifly his
defence of boycotting as merely exclusive
dealing, and the frequent charge that a
combination which is lawful in England is
unlawful in Ireland must be dropped. When
a combination becomes, in either country,
a conspiracy to prevent a man from carrying
dn  his business, it is unlawful in both
countries, and throughout the c vilized world
as well.

THE AGITATION IN SPAIN,

Rioting In the Province eof Ovicdo—The
Republicans Active,
[Special to The World.]

Paris, Dec. 22.—The agitation in Spain in
favor of a republic continues, It is not so
openly conducted in Madrid as it was a fort-
night ago. The republican bodies areasactive
and busy as ever, but have turned their at-
tention to the provinces where, the move-
ment is spreading and gaining strength. A
special dispatch from Madrid ~this afternoon
reports that the efforts of the authorities to
keep down  the agitation in  the
province of Oviedo. caused a riot
in the town of Gigon on the north
coast. The Liberals and I{epublicans assent-
bled in Jarge numbers and refused to disperse.
The police were unable to restore order. The
Governor-Generalof Oviedo was sent for and
appeared on the scene with two wegin nts of
infantry, when the streets were cleared and
quiet restored. During the rioting one man
was killed and two badly wounded. A
number of arreasts have been made.

There are symptoms of trouble in other
towns. The Spanish Republicans are’ in
constant communication with their political
friends in Portugal. Senor Castellar has all
in hand. He Is acting with remarkable
moderation and reserve, He approves: of
political agitation within legal bounds and
deprecates violent measuies™sz the part of
the Republicans or the Government.

The-scientific side of the University of
Toronto is being developed on broad and
permanent lines, The inauguration of the
new wuiological laboratory last week was an
important event in this direction. It is,ac-
cording to distinguished professors like Minot
of Harvard, Osler of Johns Hopkins and
Vaughan of Ann Arbor, the best equipped
laboratory of its kind on the continent, and
competent to do, and is doing, the best kind

_ of investigatjon. It is alike open to the
arts students and to the men of the medical
schools: !

In the same way and on the same linesa
chemical laboratory will be established in the
park just as fast as the resources of thed
University will admit. The new School -of
Science will afford improved accommodation
for practical work in mineralogy. The
physical laboratory in the main structure is
another instance of this new departure in the
history of the college.

EpiToR WORLD: Permit me space to say
that the agitation over the manner in which
the conttract for this pavement thas been
earried out and the result of the recent inspece
tion of it by direction of the Board of Works,
have brought out two important facts.

First. That the City KEnginear and his
subordinates did not exercise that care-
ful supervision of the work its im-
portance called for, otherwise the Engineer
would not have feund on making an inspec-
tion, after his attention had been repeatedly
oalled by the property owners to the defects,
that the stone curbing was not set in the man-
per called for in the specifications. This defec-
tive work has been publicly admitted since
by thecontractors.

This fact having been established it appears
to me that a thorough investigation into the
workings of the City Engineer's'office, particu-
lariy as to the method of appointing inspectors
of such worx and their qualifications, would
in order. The second fact brought ontis, that
property owners, : before entering upon
txensive locnl improvoments such as the one
under discussion should appoint from amongst
themselves a committee who would undertake
to keep e general-supervision of the work dur-
ing its progress and, if necessary, place over it
a thoroughly competent and trustworihy in-
spector of their own choosing, who would re
port any -dovintion from the specifications.
eitherin regard Lo the quality of the material
used or the way in which the work was being
performed. .

‘An honest contractor, desirous of working up
to the specifications called for i his contract,
ought not wobject to the most critical supor:
vision of the work, and who more interested in
seeing this done than the property owhers who
have to pay for the improvemeant.
