NOTE AND COMMENT

The pilgrimage of the peace ship 
indicates once again the eminent noc- 
-essity of knowing whore one is going 
before one starts.

Germany can have peace on the 
terms of the Allies as soon as she 
likes. On her own terms, never. It 
is entirely for Germany to choose 
whether she will continue fighting 
until she can light no more or sur­
render at discretion. The right an­
swer to the German peace conspir­
acy is for the Allies to determine am­
ong themselves in what shall consist 
tho terms of peace to he dictated to 
the enemy when the right monrent 
comes. In tho case of this country 
the representatives of the Overseas 
Dominions must ho called into 
council.

A few more red spots have been 
put on the map of the world. It has 
just been ollicially announced that 
the Gilbert and Ellice Islands, two 
groups lying near the equator to the 
north-east of Australia, which were 
discovered in 1705 and which have 
been under British protectorate since 
1892, were formally annexed Novem­
ber 10, 1915. The sixteen islands 
will hereafter he known as the Gil­
bert and Ellice Islands Colony. 
There are about 25,000 inhabitants 
in the colony, mainly made up of 
fishermen, with a yearly import trade 
of $517.795 and exports valued at 
$1,652,590.

From America comes the startling 
suggestion that in Germany plural 
marriages, after the war, will be en­
couraged and legalized in order that 
the population of that Empire shall 
as soon as possible regain its proper 
proportion of males. Startling as the 
proposal is, it is by no means a new

The Ontario Government has 
caused to be published in the On­
tario Gazette a notice decreeing that 
no alien enemies be allowed to have 
wills probated or letters of adminis­
tration granted. The order makes 
provision, however, that by special 
permission of the crown small sums 
of money may be paid out of an es­
tate left to an alien if such sums are 
to meet debts owing to their sub­
jects. The Government passed the 
order-in-council when it became 
known that enemies of the King who 
are at present interned in Canada or 
are forced to report to the police at 
regular intervals were in a position 
to receive the benefits of any estate 
that might be willed to them.

Developing the Boy and the Girl

Of the activities encouraged and 
promoted by funds provided under 
The Agricultural Instruction Act of 
tho Dominion none is more worthy 
than the improved means which have 
been made possible for the develop­
ment of the juvenile mind. There is 
but one way that the boys and girls 
can he rivetted to the soil and that is 
by strengthening their attachment 
for it. This can only be accomplish­
ed by the inculcation of knowledge 
presented not altogether in utility 
fashion but in a manner that will 
emphasize the brightness, the won­
der and the attractiveness of the 
works of nature. This the boys' and 
girls’ clubs are doing ; this the school 
fairs are doing. This the rature 
study classes in the public schools 
are doing ; this the school gardens 
are doing. They encourage associa­
tion and sociability in the first in­
stance, a desire for emulation in the 
second, a favourable disposition for 
the outdoor life in the third and an 
appreciation not only of the marvels, 
hut also of the beauties, of creation 
in the fourth. All four divisions of 
the work receive substantial support 
in every province from tho grants 
derived under the Agricultural In­
struction Act. In Prince Edward 
Island, the sum devoted to these 
purposes in 1913-14, the first year 
the Act was in operation, was $5,529 ; 
in the third year, or in 1915-16, it is 
$10,050. In Nova Scotia the sum 
thus employed under the Act in 
1913-14 was $6,700; in 1915-16 it is 
$10,000. In New Brunswick in tho 
first year it was $1,500. In the 
third year it is $10,000. In Quebec 
the first year it was $3,000 ; in the 
third it is $8,000. In Ontario it was 
$10,000, it is now $20,000. In 
Manitoba it was $2,000, it is this 
year $5,200- In Saskatchewan it is 
$2,100. In British Columbia $1.000 
was so used in 1913-14, but this year 
for boys and girls, competitions, fairs, 
etc., and instruction in public schools, 
$17,000 is to be spent from the 
grants. It must be understood that 
while in some of tho provinces the 
money is directly employed for the 

I purposes set forth, in others it is 
used in other ways and the sums 
required for school fairs, school gar­
dens, and so on, are received from 
provincial and municipal sources. 
The figures, however, are in them­
selves abundant indication of the far- 
reaching benefits conferred by the

TO CONTROL SMUT IN WHEAT.

More Than One Treatment May Bo 
Used in Killing the Disease.

There is more than one treatment 
that may be used for. controlling 
smut in wheat. One is the hot water 
method, where you heat your water 
to a temperature of about 145 de­
grees F. and then put in the wheat 
and let remain for about five min­
utes. Another method is the forma­
lin treatment. The formalin may be 
got at any drug store at a cost of 
from 76 cents to 90 cents per pound, 
or cheaper when bought in quanti­
ties. One pound is sufficient for forty- 
five or fifty bushels of grain. It 
should be used at the rate of one 
ounce to three gallons of water, and 
as a rule one gallon Is sufficient to 
treat one bushel of grain.

The wheat seed may be treated by 
spreading the grain in thin layers on 
a smooth floor, canvas, or on the hard 
ground and sprinkling with diluted 
formalin so as to thoroughly wet the 
grain with the mixture. Then shovel < 

the grain thoroughly for a few times 
to insure an even distribution of the 
solution. The wheat should then be 
covered with bags or blankets to 
keep the fumes of the formalin with­
in. It should stand in this way for 
from six to twelve hours and shotild 
then be dried thoroughly by spread­
ing out in thin layers and stirring 
frequently. The seed is then ready 
for sowing.

I TRICKING SUBMARINES.

Ruses by Which Vessels May Escape 
Their Torpedo Attacks.

It Is the surprise attack which In 
nearly every case enables a submarine 
to torpedo a hostile ship. There are 
several maneuvers by means of which 
a ship can trick a submarine. Several 
vessels have diverted torpedoes by 
swinging round their stern until it 
points in the direction of the undersea 
craft In this way the wash of the 
propellers has deflected the torpedo 
from its course and it has sped harm­
lessly past its mark. Another success­
ful ruse Is to stoke up the furnaces of 
a ship chased by a submarine, and 
thick, black smoke belches from its 
funnels and envelops the vessel in a 
protective shroud. In this way the sub­
marine gunners are confused and can­
not perceive the correct direction in 
which to send their torpedo.

A speedy ship which follows an er­
ratic, zigzag course presents a poor 
mark to a submarine. When a torpedo 
is dispatched against a fast traveling 
vessel it is directed to a point just 
ahead of its mark, and the craft lit­
erally runs into the death dealing de­
vice. This obviously cannot happen, 
however, if a ship is swinging rapidly 
from side to side and alternately point­
ing the narrow expanse of its bows or 
stem to the undersea marksmen.

A submarine seldom attacks a vessel 
If it is not alone, for it can only attack 
one at a time, and while it is launching 
a torpedo at its first mark the second 
vessel has an excellent opportunity of 
ramming the submarine, which can be 
located by its telltale periscope.—Pear­
son’s Weekly.

STORAGE HOUSE FOR SQUASH

Air Should Be Warm and Dry, and
Good Ventilation is Necessary.
An ideal storage house for squash 

contains many series of .shelves 
where the squash may be laid out for 
the free circulation of air. It should 
be rat proof and should be provided 
with a wood stove, so that the air 
may be kept warm and dry. Ventila­
tion should be provided for, but keep 
out the cold damp air of night and 
keep everything closed up during 
cold or rainy days. Moderately 
warm, dry, even temperature of 50 to 
55 degrees F. will cause the squashes 
to harden up and keep in wonderful 
condition provided they have not re­
ceived even slight bruises when han­
dled or stings from the squash bug. 
Any time the squashes are seen to 
“sweat” do not imagine the moisture 
Is coming out of them. If the 
squashes are cold and warm air 
blows across them the warm air will 
be cooled off, with the result that the 
moisture which warm air carries will 
be deposited upon the cold squash. 
When such a condition arises close 
up the ventilators and start a little 
fire in the wood stove. This will 
warm up the squash and the air al­
ready in the building, and no damp* 
ness, will be deposited.

Cultivate Sudan Grass.

One of the oldest of subjects, but 
one that must be considered by suc­
cessful poultry raisers, is the care of 
chickens. Without thoroughness in 
this there will be nothing but disap­
pointment and failure.

Notwithstanding all the writing 
and talking, it is a rare thing to find 
a poultry house or a flock of chick­
ens that is free from vermin. This 
fact explains most of the failures in 
poultry management. Taken in con­
nection with filthy and drafty houses 
and the liberty given to fowls to run 
about in wet weather,/ the whole 
business becomes one of wasted ef­
fort.

three, classes, as they attack in the 
three different ways. These three 
classes are body lice, head lice, and 
mites. The body lice are on all parts 
of the fowls’ bodies, but more espe­
cially in the soft, fluffy feathers. 
They usually remain on the fowl, and 
they increase very rapidly.

It - has been estimated that within 
eight weeks one of the lice will have 
125,000 descendants. You will see 
from this how much easier it is for 
one to destroy these pests before they 
get well started in the spring.

Body lice ,âre not bloodsuckers, 
but live on the roots of the feathers 
and scales of the skin, causing irrita­
tion.

In getting rid of them nothing 
equals a good insect powder. Hold 
the fowl by the legs, head down, and 
dust the powder into the feathers 
near the roots, rubbing it well into 
the feathers and skin with the hand. 
In all seasons give chickens a chance 
to dust themselves. This will aid in 
destroying lice.

Head lice are true bloodsuckers. 
With their long bills they puncture 
the skin and the blood vessels under­
neath. They are a constant drain on 
the health and strength of the adult 
fowls, fastening themselves on their 
heads and sucking the blood from, a 
position over the brain.

As the chicks are hatched these 
lice leave the old hen and fasten on 
the chicks. If you pick up a droopy 
chick and examine its head you are 
almost sure to find these lice fast by 
their bills, busily sucking the blood. 
To destroy these rub some sweet oil 
or lard well into the feathers and 
skin on the heads of the chicks and 
of the older fowls also.

Mites are even wTorse than these 
others. They hide during the day in 
the cracks and crevices of the hen­
houses, especially about the roosts, 
and attack the fowls at night after 
they have gone to roost.

To destroy them a liquid is much 
better than a powder. Paint the 
roosts and spray the dropping boards 
and walls with a preparation of crude 
carbolic acid and kerosene mixed, 
half and half.

There is another parasite belong­
ing to this family, called the deplum­
ing mite. It usually appears in the 
spring and summer and attacks the 
roots of the feathers, causing them to 
break off and leave a bare spot.

The mite is quickly passed from 
fowl to fowl and soon spreads 
through the entire flock. You will 
not see anything suspicious on the 
bare spots, but if you will pull out 
some of the feathers and examine 
the roots you will see these mites. 
They have the appearance of fine 
dust.

Spray the houses as for the other 
mites and rub carborated vaseline 
into the roots of the feathers. It is 
also a good treatment to dip the 
fowls in a tea made from tobacco 
leaves.

There is another parasite that 
causes the disease called scaly leg 
by boring under the skin of the feet 
and legs of the fowls. They.cause a

pbwdery sécrétion, which enlarges 
the feet and legs of the fowl, giving 
them a rough, ugly appearance. Dip 
the feet and legs in kerosene, rub­
bing with the hand and allowing it to 
soak well in.

Protect Your Trees.

with building paper up to a foot

Diameter Becomes About Four 
Miles Lee* Each Century.

There are varions theories to account 
for the enormous store of beat and 
light in the sun The theory now gen­
erally accepted by physicists is that 
the graduai contraction of the sun in 
cooling is the chief source of apparent 
inexhaustible éhergy. It has been cal­
culated that at the present rate of ex­
penditure of heat the sun’s diameter 
would contract four miles in a century, 
and in a few millions of years it may 
become as dense as the earth.

The sun is supposed to be composed 
of much the same materials as the 
earth, except that they are at a much 
higher temperature. About forty of 
the seventy terrestrial elements have 
been identified by the spectroscope as 
existing in the vapors around the sun. 
Astronomers think that they find traces 
there of very few substances not al­
ready known. Even these may be dis­
covered on the earth some day.

It has been calculated that the heat 
thrown on a square mile exposed at 
noon under the equator would melt in 
an hour 26,000 tons of ice. This amount 
has to be multiplied fifty million times 
to arrive at the quantity of heat re­
ceived by the earth’s surface during a 
single hour. Yet this enormous supply 
is even less than one two-thousand- 
milllonth part of what the sun pours 
forth in all directions in space. It 
stands to reason that this inconceiva­
ble outgiving of beat must be accom­
panied by a gradual though impercepti­
ble diminution in the size of the sun.

Kinlg and Commons.
King James 1. of England, although 

keenly alive to his own divine right, 
yet recognized the power of the house 
of commons. Sir Robert Cotton was 
one of the twelve members to carry 
the famous declaration against monop­
olies to the king at Newmarket When 
the king caught sight of them he call­
ed out “Ob, chairs, chairs, here be 
twaP kynges cornin’.” His majesty 
mounted his horse on one occasion to 
find his usually quiet steed in a restive 
mood. “The de'il V my saul, sirrah,” 
said the king to the prancing brute, 
“an you be. no quiet i s send you to 
the 500 kings in the house of commons. 
Tbe.v’ll quickly tame you.”

Kaffir Banking.
The Kaffirs have a simple method of 

banking. Before setting out to trade 
they select one of their number as their 
banker and put all their money in his 
bag. When an article is purchased by 
any of those who are in this combine 
the price is taken by the banker from 
the bag, counted several times and 
then paid to the seller, after which 
all the bank depositors cry out to the 
banker in the presence of two witness­
es selected, “Ypu owe me so much!” 
This is then repeated by the witness.

The general accounting comes be­
tween the banker and his several de­
positors when all the purchases have 
been made, after which all the natives 
go home.

Meals on a Man-of-war.
All food served on board a man-o’- 

war is carefully inspected and prepared 
under the close supervision of the com­
missary officer. Here is a typical Sun­
day bill of fare:

Breakfast—Baked pork and beans, 
bread, butter, coffee.

Dinner.—Roast veal or roast beef and 
gravy, stewed tomatoes, mashed pota­
toes, bread, butter, coffee.

Supper.—Bologna sausage, cheese, po­
tato salad, bread, butter, tea.

The menus of every ship are forward­
ed to the flagship every week so that 
the admiral may observe whether the 
men are being supplied with the proper 
food.- _•
