The British commanders are reported 
afraid to allow their mariners to land for 
the purpose of parade at New York,, for 
fear of desertions.

The long debate on Mr. Gladstone’s 
borne rule bill was concluded in the house 
of commons on April 21st, and the second 
reading of the bill passed by a majority 
of 47, the vote standing 347 for and 304 
against. There is much rejoicing ampng 
thé Liberals.

Cablegrams were received at Rideau 
last Friday announcing the death of the 
E$ri of Derby. Lord Stanley, the pre­
sent governor-general, succeeds to the 
title. The death of the earl may necesjr 
skate the governor-general’s leaving Can­
ada for England earlier than expected.

Count Paul Honsbrouck, of Berlin, a 
brother of the prominent ultramontane 
member of the reichutag, has publicly 
quitted the Jesuit order, wherein he had 
occupied a high position for 13 years. In 
a pamplet explaining his reasons he says 
that Jesuitism almost destroys a man’s 
independence and individuality, and even 
his feeling of patriotism. His secession 
causes a great sensation.

Millionaire Carnegie is reported to be 
losing business rapidly. These conditions 
are believed to he the cause of his cutting 
down his exhibit fur the World’s fair, 
which he had contemplated with great 
satisfaction.. It is stated that the new 
men in his big Homestead mills are thin­
ning the work entrusted tv them, and 
that liis victory over organized labor will 
cost him a vast sum of money.

The lower house of the New York legis­
lature has passed a bill providing for the 
abolition of capital punishment pfter Aug- 

r; 31 next. It was shown during the discus­
sion of the measure that the ends of 
justice were often defeated through the 
severity of the sentence meted out to fit 
capital crimes. It was not argued that 
the “life for life” penalty was unduly 
severe, but it was claimed that its very 
severity often awakened a sympathy on 
the part of juries for the prisoners and 
resulted in the acquittal of many guilty 
ones. It was further and more sigiiifi 
cantly set forth that through the ^atious 
technicalities it was possible for a prisoner 
with ample means to secure counsel able 
to save him from death, while a poor man 
friendless and without money, was sent 
to his death.

Coal Mines in Inverness to be 
Developed.

Mr. Wm. P. Hussey, coal merchant, of 
Danvers, Mass., arrived in Halifax on 
Monday. As Mr. Hussey was interested 
in coal mines, and it was known that he 
lmd on his person.a sum of money of no 
mean proportions, his arrival became at 
once of move than ordinary interest. A 
reporter was soon on his track,and learned 
that lie had disposed of the money which 
he brought with him. The facts, taken 
from a report in the Chronicle, are as 
follows :

About a year and.a half ago Mr. Hussey 
bonded what is known as the Broad Cove 
coal mine from the Inverness Coal, Iron 
and Railway company for a large sum of 
money. At the time he paid a deposit of 
ten per cent, on the purchase price, and 

^ Tuesday he paid the balance, wnich 
amounted to $100,000. The transfer was 
effected through John Y. Pazant, barris­
ter, president of the company, and Mr. 
W. II. W is well, the, secretary and treas­
urer. In answer to a. question Mr. 
Hussey said that he bM succeeded in 
farming a company of foreign capitalists 
who were irttferested in the development 
of the Broad Cove coal mines. They pur­
pose opening the mines and placing this 
coal in the market as soon as possible. 
It has been estimated by the most reliable 
coal experts in this country and the geol­
ogists of the Domhtion government that 
the property contains one hundred and 
forty million tons of coal.

./ The general manager of the Springhill 
coal mines has examined this property

and states that the coal is superior in 
quality, void of sulphur and phosphorous, 
and to be the best cooking coal that has 
come under his observation either in 
Canada or the United States. It is also 
stated that one of the great natural ad­
vantages of Mr. Hussey’s property is that 
a great many million tons of coal lay above 
the natural drainage and can be mined 
without the use of pumps, etc., as no 
perpendicular shafts need to be sunk, the 
mine being self draining. This coal makuk 
very little ash and no dense black smoke 
and is suited for all purposes.

In connection with his coal property 
Mr. Hussey has interested several Ameri­
can capitalists who will join him in the 
immediate construction of a railway from 
Broad Cove to the nearest point of sliip-

Rioting in Ireland.
A London despatch of April 24th says : 

Orange riots broke out in Belfast Satur­
day night and continued until late Sun­
day morning.

Fighting was especially severe in the I 
notorious Shank Hill district. At mid- ' 
night an Orange mob put out the street ! 
lights and shortly afterwards attacked a | 
tavern kept by a Roman Catholic named J 
Connolly. They smashed in the doors, 
looted the store rooms, drove out Cju- 
nolly and his family, and endeavored to ' 
burn the building. The rioters then tried j 
to invade the Roman quarters, where j 
Nationalists were celebrating the second, 
reading of the home rule bill. A hot 
tight ensutuL Twenty or more rioters 
were arrested. Several more attempts 
were made this morning to mob the 
Nationalists, but all were defeated by the 
police.

The Orangemen employed in Queen’s 
Island ship yards refused to allow 1,000 
Roman Catholic fellow-workmen to re­
sume work in the yards and drove, them 
away from the place. In the attack a 
numlier-ôrpGl'sons were injured.
