The
propelling machivery consists of two steam
engines of 50 horse power each. The cost
is estimated at 100,000 marks (50,000.)

Canapian Ergerric Raiuway, —The first
electric railway in the Dominion, for other
than exhibition use is now runnmg be=
tween Windsor and Walkerville.

The electric current
which gives the motive power is generated
at the lightning atnuon, Windsor, and
transmitted to a motor in the car by
means of a thick copper wire strung over
the car.

SOME INTERESTING NOTES ON THE EARLY
HISTORY OF THE DOMINION.

The name of America first ocours in
an addition of Ptolemy’s geography,
on a map by Hylacomylus.

The name of Canada first occurs in
the *Bref Reoit, etc.,’ of Jacques Car-
tier, printed at Paris in 1545.

The first settler in Canada was Louis
Hebert, who came out in 1617 with
his family to settle, and who mains
tained himselt and family by tilling the
soil.

" The first governor of Canada was
“Samuel de Champlain, whose term of!
office continued from October 15th,!
1612, to December 25th, 1835.

The first earthquake in Canada oce
-curred in 1638. |

The first mention of lacrosse is made |
in Segard's Voyages au pays des Hus|
rone, Paris, 1632. |

The first newspaper published in|
Canada was the Quebeo Gazette, which
appenred on June 2lst, 1764. |

The first steamship from Canada mi
cross the ocean was the Royal William, |
which sailed from Quebec on the 5‘.h;

The first coin issued in Canada was
in the year 1858.

The line was from La«
prairie to St. Johns, and work was Pe~
gun in 1735 ; first opened for traftic
August, 1736, being run with horse-
power, but in 1857 the horses were re-
placed by engines.

“The first discovery of gold was made
in a stream flowing into the Chaudiere
in 1823 by a woman named Gilbert.
In Silliman’s Journal in 1835 a Cana-
dian nugget is described by Lieut.
Braddeley, R. E.

The first game of lacrosse between
white players only occurred at Mon«
treal in 1859. The clubs were the Mon-
treal Club and the Hochelaga Club.

The tirst mention of Niagara is lound
in Laleman’s Relation of 1641,

The first sale of land on the island of
Montreal was about forty acres where
the St. Ann’s market now stands. The
sale was made by Maisonneuve to one
Gaday's, date 4th January, 1648, aod
the censideration was one quarter sou
per acre yearly.

August, 1860, L. A. Vaughn sank an oil

. well, and in November struck oil at a
depth of 85 feet. I'his was the begin~
ning of the town of Petrolia, Ont.

The first Protestant church was built
at Berthier by the Seigneur Cuthbert in

* Mary's current was the Hercules in
1824, in charge of Capt. Brush, latcly
deceated. Previous to the Hercules
no vessel had come up the current
without the aid of oxen.

The first steamer to come down the
Lachine Rapids was the Ontario, Capt.
Hilliard. The name was afterwards
changed to Lord Sydenham. The date
of her descent was 1842 (7).

Coal was first shipped from Canada
late 1n the seventeenth century, and’
was sent to the West Indies to the su~

gar refineries there.

The first incorporated town in Oo«
tario was Hamilton, date 1833, Feb-:
roary 13th. Toronto was incorporated
as a city, March 6th, 1834,

The oldest town 1n the Dominion. is
Quebec and bpot Annapolis as some
suthorities claim. This latter town
was the first founded, but is not in ex-
istence on its present site. Quebec
was founded by Champlain on 3rd of
July, 1608, and the present Apnapolis
(previously Port Royal), by Cbarnieay,
between 1632 and 1645. The ruins of
the old fort are still to be seen.

The first smelting of iron took place
at the St. Maurice forges on October
15th, 1837. These forges were estab-
lished near large beds of bog ore; they
bave not been worked for some years.

The first temperance meeting in Ca-
rada was held in January, 1828, in the
county of Pictou.

The old fort at Chambly (the present
ruin) was built in 1709-11 fiom plans of
De Lery.

The first clock factory was establish~
ed at Whitby, Ont., in 1871. The first
peper mill was erected at St, Andrews,
Que., in 1803. The first distillery was
Drummond’s, at Quebec, which was in
operation in 1776. :

The first Sunday School, in one sense
of the term, was the free school opened
by Prince Edward at Quebec on Sep-
tember 4th, 1793. It was a secular
school opened on Sundays. The first
Sunday school in the present meaning
of the word was opened by Mies Hedge,
in 1816, and 1n connection with the
Church, March 9th, 1823, (Dr. Miles
js suthority for the above, but there is
some doubt as to its correctness.)

The first newspaper in Upper Canada
was the Upper Canada Gazette, the first
number of which appeared April 18th,

1793, at Newark.
‘The first capture of Quebec was ef-

fected by L. and T. Kertk in 1629. It
was given up by the English King in
1632 to secure the payment of a certain
sum of money. The cession was made
by the treaty of St. Germain-en Laye.

The first printing press in Canada
was set up by Berger & Mesplet in
1775.

The first stone of the locks of the
Rideau Canal was laid by Sir John
Franklin, Aug. 16th, 1827.

Montreal was first lighted with oil
lamps in November, 1815.

The first settlers at Ottawa were two
persons named Berry and Firth, Ot~
tawa was called at first Bytown, after
Col. By, who came out from England to

superintend the construction of th
Rideau Canal.

The first vessel to come up the St.
Lawrence to the foot of St. Mary's cur-
rent was the Emerillion, of Jacques
Cartler, in 2555, the latter gives the
date 29th September.

Montreal was founded May 17th,
1642, Paul de Chomedy, sieur de Mai-
sonneuve, was the first Governor of
the island.

The Montreal Curling Club organiz-
ed in January, 1807, ‘ by some natives
of North Britain." This is believed to
be the first regular Club in Canada.

The first name of the present site
of Kingston was Cataracony, afterwards
it was called Fort Frontenac.

The first mention of a coppper mine
in Canada occurs in the 28th chapter of

large quantities, the establisament of
creameries having thrown an ample
supply of a superior article on the mar-
ket.

It bas also been discovered that
buttermilk, in a remarkable degree,
satisties the craving for strong drink
and enables a man to endure fatigue
in warm weather better than any other
drink he can use. T'he proprieterof a
bar, who disposes of over a dozen pail-
fulls daily, says it 18 remarkable how
quickly the appetite for it increasee
after the first glass, He thinks it is
destined to destroy moredrinking than
prohibitionists can ever do.

Stand-
ing one on either ‘bank they guarded
the river, and stretching their long
necks into the canoes of the Indians
as they attempted to paddle along
the stream, gobbled them up as the
stork king in the falife gobbled up the
froge, The destruction of life was so
great that not an Inflian could pass
without being devoured in the attempt.
It was long before the mosquitoes were
exterminated,and then only by the com-
bined efforts of all the warriors of the
Cayuga nations. The battle was ter-
rible, but the warriors finally triumphs
ed, the mammoth mosquitoey
were slain and left unburied. For this
neglect the Indians had to pay dearly.
The carcasses decomposed, and the
particles, vivified by the sun, flew off
in clouds of moequitoes, which have
filled the country ever since.

Tre BrRAvE ENGINEER AND THE Bany,
— Cincinnati 0., May 22.—A thrilling
railway accident occurred at 11 o’clock
this morning at Pendleton station, on
the Panbandle railway.
