Is Beef Tea Nutritious?

“ Modern Medicine” for March combats
the delusion that beef tea is nourishing, and
we herewith reproduce some selections made
from their article on the subject:

“The late Dr. Austin Flint remarked on
one occasion that thonsands of patients have
been starved to death while being fed on
animal broths, beef tea, etc. No error could
be greater than the notion very commonly
held by the laity, and still quite too largely
entertained by the members of the medical
profession, that beef extracts, beef tea,
bouillon, animal broths, etc., are peculiarly
nourishing in character. We can adduce no
better evidence to the contrary than is af-
forded by the following paragraphs from
“ Bunge's Physiological and Pathological
Chemistry,” one of our latest and most re-
liable authorities:

* We must guard against supposing that
meat bouillon posesses a strengthening and
nourishing influence. In regard to this the
most delusive notions are entertained, not
only by the general public, but also by medi-
cal men.

“ Until quite recently the opinion was
held that bouillon contained the most nutri-
tive part of meat. There wasa confused idea
that a minute quantity of material—a plate-
ful of bouillon can be made from a teaspoon-
full of meat extract—could yield an effectual
source of nourishment, that the extractives
of meat were synonymous with concentrated
food.

“Let us inquire what substances could
render bouillon nutritious. The only article
of food which meat yields to boiling water is
gelatin. It is well known that albumen is
coagulated in boiling, the galcogen of meat
is rapidly converted into sugar, and this
again into lactic acid. The guantity of gela-
tin is, moreover, very sm:ll;: for a watery
solution which contains only one per cent.
of gelatin coagulates on cooling.  Such
coagulation may occur in very strong soups
and gravies, but never in bouillon,

““ Bouillon, therefore -contains much less
than one per cent. of gelatin. In preparing
extract of meat, the guantity of gelatin is
reduced as much as possible, because it is in
a high degree liable to putrefactive changes,
and therefore likely to interfere with the
preservation of the preparation. The other
constituents of bouillon are decomposition
products of foodstuffs—products of the oxi-
dations and decompositions which take place
in the animal organism. They caonot be
regarded as nutritious, because they are no
longer capable of yielding any kinetic energy,
or at most such a small amount that it is of
no importance whatever.

~ immense crop of wheat is only a side-show,

50 to speak, compared with the corn of the
United States. This is computed to realize
a total of two billion bushels, or to put it in
another form, two thousand millions bushels,
which is by long odds the largest in the his-
tory of that country. Patting the price to
the grower at twenty-five cents per buehel,
which is a very low estimate, the corn crop
alone will add no less than $500,000,000 to
the wealth of the country. American statis-
ticians are computing that the exportation of
the wheat and corn of this year’s crop to
Europe will be large cnough to turn the bal-
ance of trade in favor of their country and
put a stop to the exportation of gold which
has been going on for years. Our neighbors
have an enormous interest bill to pay yearly
to their Eurcpean creditors, chiefly in Eog-
land, and the exportation of gold to meet
this and other obligations did much to hkelp
bring on the panic in financial circles exper-
ienced there a year or two ago. The pros-
pect of paying these obligations in natural
products, instead of the precious metal, will
now go a long way towards reviving business
and restoring confidence once more among the
business men of the nation. The magnificent
storn and wheat crop of the United States,
together with the wheat crop of Canada,
should make times good on this continent,
at any rate.

A LIVE SOCIAL PROBLEM TO THE ANNAPOLIS
COUNTY FARMERS,

Dear Monitor,—When speaking the other
day to a gentl of the probabl
of u little war which is now going on between
two rival transportation companies, the gen-
tleman remarked: ‘It is no use ﬂghtlnq
these big concerns; they have the power al
in their own hands, and right or wrong the
will have their way eventually, and an ordi-
nary business will be ruined trying to fight
them for its just dues.” If this is correct,
what does it all signify? Is it not that after
all our boasted progress it is only the strong-
est that must survive, which may not be the
fittest, except in power? Is it not that it is
after all no idle vagary which sees only un-
der present conditions a cruel, relentless,
imperative destruction and death in human
effort all along the line, while a certain pros-
})eriby is gathering an increased volume to a
ew favored ones? Isitnot that the ‘‘survival
of the strongest,” which we see in the vege-
table kingdom, is a subject for practical ap-
plication in this little animal kingdom of
which we now form a part right here?

It is patent enough that he who would
study aright the social problems of the times
must forthwith give attention to these phe-
nomena, disheartening and hopeless as the
fact may appear, when reviewed from one
stand point, and yet from another stand

int & feature of the human life problem
ull of possibilities. To say that we right
here in this valley are as fully entered upon
this strife as the people of any other part of
the world, may be as correct a proposition as
can be made. At most, there may be only a
matter of difference of point in the stage of
transformation.

We may boast of our progress in the estab-
lishment of our institutions of techmology,
wherein is the best of chances for a training
that may lead to & most successful produc-
tion; we may boast of our lines of railway
spanning the continent; of our growing mar-
kets in the old world and in the new: we
may boast of our cheese factories and our
creameries and cold storages, and yet the
prosperity of an individual producer or of a
special industry of our locality may be more
dependent upon the merest margain or a
rapidly vanishing margain than at any other
period in the history of our country. We
are inclined to the belief that Huxly's remark
that nature has her favors for her *‘ darling
the strongest” will not be obsolete so long
as conditions remain as they are.

Viewing the industrial phenomena over a
space of time one is able to gather informa-
tion as to the influences which are making
these phenomena, some easily governed if
understood, others not so controlable and
mere perplexing than developments and
changes in transportation,

Look back over fifty years of the history
of our country and you will find that we have
made little progress in the direction of bet-
tering tramsportation facilities by our com-
mon highways; and yet, during that period
what have we not done to assist in opening
up transportation facilities from province to
province and ocean to ocean? And now,
when I say that relatively we are in a worse
condition, to an -alarming extent, in this
particular of comparative _transportation
than we were thirty years ago, I will not, at
the first blush, have one in one hundred to
agree with me, though I am confident that,
properly understood, I will not have one in
one hundred against me.

We have an important railway service
passing its trains right before our doors, by
which we may travel to the Pacific ocean or
New Orleans without change of cars; we
have three boats a day crossing the Bay of
Fundy and trains to all our cities, while but
a few years ago we were quite satisfied with
two boats a week and no railway connec-
tions, and yet the question of comparative
transportation was never so perplexing to
our producers, yea, and consumers t0o.

Closely connected with this important
matter is another which must be kept well
in view when the question of comparative
cost of transportation is considered. It is
not alone a question of minimum of cost in
producing and transporting an article to a
consuming market, but one also of what it
may cost for another competitor to produce
and transport his article to that same con-
suming market. Once upon a time the price
of production was almost altogether settled
by considerations of what the laboring pro-
ducer was willing to receive as a recompense
for kis labor. It is now more a question of
what the capitalist is willing to receive for
the use of his money. How much capital in
making concessions may give way to a nar-
row margin or an actual loss to secure a
customer or kill off a competitor; or, on the
other hand, extort to secure the maximum
price, will be settled almost altogether by
the power of the monopoly to eventually
make its own terms.

Competition in transportation says to the
farmer of the West: For the price of one
day’s labor of the laboring man of the East,
I will carry from you to him a year’s rations.
Will the monopoly which seeks establishment
in our valley and to our markets carry the
year's rations a hundred miles for a like
amount? (Competition says we must secure
the business of transferring the country’s
commodities to all points of consumption,
even at the risk of a loss. Monopoly says:
We will make all we can out of our present
chances, even if by so doing our producers’
market near bhis own door is given over to the
far-away producer. What is the use o£

The Summerside merchant sends his
over to Port de Chene and nearly 100 mi
down the 1. C. R. to St. John, and well into
the city, for jo. per dozen. It cost me jc.
Er doz. the other day tosend two cases from

ingston to Annapolis, only 35 miles.

APPLES.

It costs me 12 cts. per bbl. to send apples
in less than car lots from Lawrencetown to
Annapolis. I have had them trucked from
the Monticello warehouse in 8t. John and
ferried across the St. John harbor and con-
veyed by rail to St. Stephen for 12 cts. per
bbl. For 15 cts. per bbl. I bave had apples
frequently trucked from the warehouse in
Srt..quhn to Indiantown and landed in Fre-
dericton. The farmers on the river below
Freder have to pay no more for getting
their €pples landed in St. John. And our
farmers Yn the valley have no cause to treat
this competition of the New Brunswick ap-
ple as a trifle. Every year it is gaining a
greater grip upon the 8t, John market, and
the time is not far dirtant whem it will in-
vade the Halifax market. Apples; hundreds
of miles west of us, are landed in London for
less than it costs to get them from the valley,

carrying two barrels of apples a specifi
distance for 40 cts. when we can get the same
amount for carrying one?

Trace out the history of the progress aud
status of any of the principal indastries
which are taxing the time and energies of
our people of this valley at the present mo-
ment, and it will be found that I am abso-
lutely correct in my theories as they refer to
these industries.

BUTTER.

Experimental farms and creameries fail to
meet this growing difficalty. I bhave been
amused at the remarks of a considerable por-
tion of the press of late over our export of
butter, especially over a consignment from
the Upper Provinces to Newfoundland, one
paper speaking of it as a first shipment from
Canada to Newfoundland. I find that in
looking over Nova Scotia’s trade returns for
1864 that this province-—30 years ago—sent
194 tons of butter and lard (nearly all but-
ter) to Newfoundland. In 1890, twenty-six
years later, we sent the colony only 125 tons.
Butter and lard were classed together in the
first-named period; we therefore so combine
them now: but the export of lard from Nova
Scotia was and is insignificant at any time.
Oar total export of this commodity in 1864
exceeded 325 tons; in 1890 less than 200
ton®, omitting New Brunswick. Weshipped
over 325 tons, nearly all butter. We im-
ported less than 90 tons (nearly all lard).
In 1890 we shipped of the commodities,
outeide of Canada, only 200 tons, and re-
ceived 273 tons. Today, if the Halifax mer-
chant ships butter to Newfoundland, he is
as likely to send Quebec butter as Nova
Scotia butter. In 1864 he sent only Nova
Scotia butter. When the Nova Scotia far-
mer seuds his butter to the Halifax or St.
John market, the Upper Province is almost
always there to compete with him. He will
even find it in rolls in the farmers' market.
I think I am safe in saying that Nova Scotia
does not send to St. John one half the butter
she did 30 years ago, and she has a lessened
home market through outside competition.

NOT A POLITICAL QUESTION.

We have no desire to bring party politics
into the discussion. It is a matter greater
than our politics. It is with the ‘““darling
the strongest” we have to deal, and he is
ready to give his support to any party which
will serve his cause, and all are constituted
to serve his special interest.

TRANSPORTATION.

If the farmers around Sherbrook or Rich-
mond in Quebec want to send their butter
to Halifax or 8t. John, competition says we
will consider your case and do all we can to
forward your undertaking and carry your
goods right into the city. Monopoly says to
the farmers of the valley you know cur terms
and we will land your perishable goods in
the heat of the day two miles from the city,
We have three boats a day crossing the Bay
in the interest of tourist travel. Surely now
there should be a chance for the farmers
products to reach the market of 8t. John in
eplendid condition.

The early river boate bring down the N.
B. farmer's perishable goods in time for the
morning market, cool and timely. From
Kings and Westmorland a train brings the
farmers produaots early enough to supply the
morning milk carts, and so it is with the
early train over the L. C. R. to Halifax.

What is being done to convey the perish-
able products of this valley even to arrive at
all on the day of shipment. Scarcely any-
thing. Ts it because this part of ‘‘ Evange-
line's Land ” is so upimportant or sn far off
the track of industrial enterprize? A short
time ago I attempted to send a small consign.

MEAT MARKET
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Fruit Trees and Vines in Summer and Fall.

The way to secure a large crop of fruit
next year is to get the trees and vines into
condition this fall. The larger share of work
with froit is done early in the spring, for
then the sprayer mast be used frequently and
mueh time is necessarily devoted to the des-
truction of insects instead of to the cultiva.
tion of trees and plants. There is but little
work given fruit trees and vines during the
summer and fall, yet much can be done that
would render spring work less laborious. In
the obliteration of grape rot success has par-
tially attended the spring applications of
solutions for that purpose, but the sprayer
can do better service until the crop is har-
vested than in spring, as the spores will be
easier destroyed. After the vines are clear
of grapes work can be performed in the en-
deavor to rid the ground of the spores by the
free use of lime and the several recognized
mixtures for that purpose. When such mat-
ters are deferred until winter the delay per-
mits of the firmer establishment of the spores
and their distribution by rains and winds.

FERTILIZERS IN THE FALL.

It requires a large amount of water to dis-
solve sorne fertilizers, especially phosphates
in the form of bone, meal or Carolina rock
that has not been acidulated. The fall is an
excellent time to apply such, aud their ap-
plication is beneficial to trees and vines,
which are believed to store up certain sub-
stances that are utilized for the formation of
fruit during the spring or bearing season.
Experimenters with strawberries have found
summer and fall applications of fertilizers to
the plants of great assistance in increasing
the yield and quality of berries the following
spring and on a plot which produced at the
rate of nearly 5,000 quarts per acre this sea-
son the heaviest application of fertilizers was
made the previons summer. The practice of
abandoning the fruit fields until the growing
season again arrives is to lose time, for weeds
and grass take away a large portion of the
plant food of the soil, and the exhausted
trees and vines have but a partial supply of
plant food with which to recover from their
work of fruit production.

PLANT FOOD ESSENTIAL.

A large crop takes from the soil nearly ail
the elements of growth. As stated, all ap-
plications of phosphate will be of advantage
in the sammer, but a little later there should
be given a slight dressing of potash. Early
in the spring more potash should be applied,
followed later by some nitrogenous fertilizer.
By this method there will be less loss during
winter by rains, and the plant food will be
given at the most appropriate periods. In
an orchard a grass crop may be grown oc-
casionally when fertilizers are used liberally,
but the sod should be turned under and the
land well limed. It is the weeds that do
the damage, and especially to small ‘Truits.
1t is not profitable to postpone cultivation
until spring, for the damage to the frait crops
is in the fall, when the trees and vines are
being robbed by intruding plantsand weeds,
as well as being injured by insects that should
be destroyed,*”

Two Serious Sins.

Tgg eating and feather pulling are unde-
niably two very bad habits. Ifa fowl gets
this mania, better decapitate the specimen
as soon as possible. Evil tricks are easily
learned, and one bad bird will rapidly de-
moralize a whole flock. But usually there
is something wrong in the management when
either of the above vices is contracted. A
disposition to eat feathers denotes a morbid
appetite. Very likely a little salt or meat
is needed in the rations. If the birds are
idle, we have another prolific cause, for
*Satan finds some mischief still for idle
hands ® do” is asreadily applicable to fowls
as tomen. To guard against egg eating be
careful to give the hens no egg shells before
they have been completely crushed so as to
lose all semblance to eggs. Have the nests
in a somewhat darkened locality of the poul-
try house. Gather the eggs frequently and
guard against any breakages in the nests due
to soft-shelled eggs.— Pouliry Monthly.

Chicken Cholera.

One of our gubscribers living near Downey
sends the Cultivator the following:

¢ A sure cure for chicken cholera and
bowel trouble, which latter is brought on in
hot weather by drinking too much water is
the following—Use Venetian red, giving a
tevel teaspoonful of the powder toeach twelve
fowls, mixing it with eoft food. Keep the
fowls shut up for four days and feed on rice
or bread or some soft food, and give no drink-
ing water for 24 hours, then give them water
during the day, but leave no water in the
pen over night where the fowls can drink it
¢old in the morning.

The Horse Your Friend.

This being so, be sure to keep the harness
soft and clean, particularly inside of the col-
lar and saddle, as the perspiration, if allow-
ed to dry in, will cause irritation and pro-
duce gall. The collar ehould fit closely, with
sufficient space at the bottom to admit yoar
hand; a collar too small obstructs the breath-
ing, while one toolarge will cramp and draw
-the shoulders into an unnatural position,
thus obstructing the circulation. Never al-
low your horse to stand on hot, fermenting
manure, as this will soften the hoof and
bring on disease of the feet; nor permit
the old litter to lie under the manger, as the
grasses will taint his food and irritate his
lungs and eyes. %

—1It is-often true that simply a lack of
pure, clean water causes loss, varying in
degree from loss of one animal to that of the
plagae and annihilation of a herd. Pure,
clean water for drinking, in the hog yards,
into which the pigs, even, cannot wallow,
and which flows cool and fresh from spring
or fountain, at a temperature which the ani-
mal relishes the soothing draught during the
hot and dusty weather of a good share of
the year, has value incalcalable.

—Turkeys require and must have a con-
siderable range, and they must also be al-
lowed full liberty with their young after
they begin to feather, else they will surely
not be kept in good health, The same may
be said of pea and guinea fowl,

—If skim milk is left in cream, that cream
will develop acid more quickly than therich
cream from which the milk has been separ-
ated. Naturally fat does not sour so quick-
1y as other ingredients of milk.

—August is one of the best months in the
year for making cheese. The nights begin
to get cool then. Even if you have not suc-
ceeded well with cheese during July, you
awill bave a chance to show yourself during
August.

—QGurler says his experience in feeding
skim milk to pigs shows it to be worth 25c.
a hundred pounds. Even separator milk,
sweet and warm, will make animals thrive
when not fen too heavily.

The Russian Face Bath.

The principle of the Russian bath for the
face is to bathe it with such hot water that it
will make one jump every time it is applied,
and then, a minate later, to bathe it with
cold water. The reaction which this causes
in the blood will cause the ekin to glow and
tingle with warinth. Then it should be
wiped dry with a towel. Day by day the
skin will grow firmer, and the wrinkles will
gradually disappear. The use of hot and
cold water for the face is important in many
ways. Hard, cold water, will not remove
the grease and dirt which settles in the pores
of the skin; but, if hot water be used first,
and then cold, the dirt will be removed and
the skin strengthened. Dirt, grit and grease
will settle in the ekin when the face is wash-
ed only with hard, cold water and soap, and
this alone, in time, injures the color and
softness of it. One should never bathe the
face in hard water if a fair complexion is
desired. The water should be softened with
a little borax, or a few drops of ammonia.
When the face is very hot it should not be
bathed, Wait until it cools off a little.
