Will Appear When Completed.

The City of Tkree Rivers, Province
of Quebec, will soon be graced by a

new station, more modern and better

suited to the requirements of -the

traffic which has been steadily in-
creasing in this progressive metro-
polis of the St. Maurice region. Such
is the announcement of the Canadian
Pacific authorities, and one may rest

assured that their decision to replacef ”

tho present structure by anoiher

more in harmony with the import-§
ance that this industrial centre takes b

to-day will not fail to satisfy the
Three Rivers population, which for
gome time has been anxious to see
this company undertake the works
rendered mecessary by the rapid de-
velopment of the city and surround-
ing country.

Delayed to some extent by the
European War, which forced it
to work in other directions, the
Company will now be able to satisfy
the reasonable demands of the pub-
lic at Three Rivers in erecting at
this point a station which will be a
credit to it, and which at the same
tfime will answer to the needs of the
traffic. - S—

The new construction will, it goes
without saying, be absolutely up-io-
date, and provided with all the con-
veniences and different services
which dfte can find in the staticns of
larger cities. The architects who
have designed the plans, have adcpt-
ed the French Chateau style, success-
fully employed at Quebec for the
Chateau Frontenac and the Palace
Station, since it harmonizes thor-
oughly with the character of the
population and of the country, and
since it lends itself equally well to
this kind of building, both from the
practical and the aesthetic point of
view.. From the exterior the g'rea_.t
waiting room below is frankly indi-
cated, while the principal entraace
of the station as well as the exif to
the trains, have been desxgn"d to
form an ensemble very pleasing to
the eye. The interior disposition is
arranged so that the passenger has
easily accessible ¢n the g'x'opnd floor
all the services of the Station, com-
prising the ticket offices, news
stand, toilets, telephones, telegraphs,
a well lighted restaurant, parcel
room, etc. Two waiting rooms, one
for ladies and the other for men,
general waiting room

to which access is given in the first
place by a well lighted central con-
course, The baggage Toom wing
has been placed at the side of, and
parallel with, the train platform and
tracks, opening on one side directly
to the platform and on the other to
the street.

The building as designed, will be
of fireproof construction, faced on
the exterior with warm brick and
cut stone dressings of Deschambeault
or similar limestone. The roofing
material will have floors of marble
and terrazzo tile, the walls treated
with marble wainscots and caen
stone or marble above. The toilet
rooms will be finished with tile
floors, marble wainscots and divi-
sions. Generally the wood finish
throughout will be of Canadian oak.

The heating, lighting and plumbing
services will be of the most up-to-
date, arranged and furnished in qual-
ity and kind commensurate to the Te-
quirements of the travelling public.

With its population of 22,000 souls,
and its numerous industries, this
town has a2r undoubted right to these
improvements which will certainly
contribute to the continuation of its
expansion. The development of the
City of Three Rivers will not fail
before long to reach vast proportions
for its exceptional situation half-way
between Quebec and Montreal, and
at the mouth of the St. Maurice,
drawing all the valley of that river,
guarantees it a future of progress
and prosperity. ;

The City of Three Rivers is one of
the most ancient and interesting in
the Province of Quebec, if not of

Canada, and its importance was re-
cognized from the earliest _colonial

times. Founded in 1634 by Lavio-
lette and a group of hardy colonists
from Quebec, this point was under
the French regime, one of the most
important positions in the country
for the fur trade with the Imdians;

was the exploit of the famous iron
mines of St. Maurice, which were
already at work in 1737. This in-
dustry gradually assumed greater
importance, and today the manu-
facture of pig iron in the Radnor
Foundries is one of the most pros-
perous in the district. The forest,
which covers all the regions situated
to the north along the St. Maurice
and its tributaries, has ‘also béen
an important factor in development;:
sawmills and great pulp plants have
Keen established on the banks of the
St. Maurice, and employ at the pre-
sent date thousands of workmen.
In that industry alone, one factory
ships annually 60,000 tons of pulp
and of Kraft paper. Shoe factories,
gleve factories, biscuit factories,
furniture factories, etc., also give
employment to a working popu-
lation.

Three Rivers also possesses a
spacious harbor sufficiently deep for
ocean vessels,
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Nipigon, Ont., Lies Picturesquely Along Waters Abounding With Fish.

During the warrma summer months
tourists from all parts of the world
make their way to Northern Ontario,
Here they find the climate most de-
lightful and plenty of fish in the riv-
ers for sport and an abundance of
wild animals for bunting. Those
especially fond of fishing usually
come to the Nipigon river which is
known far and wide for its speckled
trout.

Tourists desiring to visit this
world famous river usually come on
the Canadian Pacific Railway to the
village of Nipigon, which is situated
on the Nipigon River about three
miles from Nipigon Bay and sixty-
six miles east of Port Arthur. As
one steps off the train at Nipigon
one sees the homes of all the in-
habitants stretched along on either
gide of the track. Besides the
homes of the villagers the tourist
would notice other buildings worth
mentioning. He would see three
churches, a Hudson Bay store, an-
other general merchandise store,
owned by William McKirdy and Sons,
two hotels, a restaurant ownec by
Mr. Goodridge and a school. The
stranger to the village would likely
follow a side street to the river
and here he would find rapids in the
river.

NIPIGON is derived from
an Indian word which means “large
quantities of water beyond.” Just
above the rapids the river widens
out into a lake, known as Lake
Helen.

As the tourist stands on the river's
pank and surveys the surrounding
country he is greatly impressed by
the size and color of the rocks in
the hills around the village. Not
only is the place noted for its
beauty, but there are many places
of historical interesty along the
river near the village. -~

About a couple of miles down the
river from Nipigon is a place known
s Red Rock. It was so named be-|
cause of the steep, massive red rooks |

river. Directly opposite Red Rock
on the left bank of the river is a
steep cliff, Painted red on the
rocks near the water is the figure
of the devil and several canoes
carrying Indians with their paddles
in hand. These pictures were paint-
ed here years ago by the Indianms.
They painted the picture of the
devil there because they thought the
evil spirit lived near by, The other
paintings of the canoes was a sign
to other Indians showing what tribes
had passed that way.

The Indians living around Nipigon
belong to the Ogibway tribe. It
was the fish in the waters of the
river that first drew the Indians to
this spot. In early history when
the various tribes of the Indians
were at war with each other, the
Iroquois being the better warriors,
pursued the Ogibway up the Nipigon
River into Lake Superior. The
Ogibway managed to reach the shore
in safety. They climbed a steep cliff
and bravely kept the enemy on the
lower grouhd. The clever Iroquois
landed on an island in the lake and
there dug holes in the ground ia
which they intended to hide and
await the return of the Ogibway.
However, the Ogibway saw and
understood the plans of the cruel
Iroquois. By means of their bows
they shot arrows into the pit-falls
on the island and forced the Iroquois
tg leave their hiding place.

Nowadays the Indians living in
and around Nipigon village live -s
the white people do. The govern-
ment has granted certain areas of
land to them. These areas are
known as reservations. Each year
the government grants the sum of

Since those
early days Nipigon has developed
some., Foreigners, chiefly Finlanders
have bought up farms in Nipigon
township from the government.
They promise to clear and settle
upon the land in return for the pulp
wood on their farms. - On account
of the increase of population, the
Hudson Bay company found it
necessary to build a larger stor®e in
which they could keep on hand a
large supply of groceries and mer-
chandise. Now they have a big
store opposite the C. P. R. station on
the front street. It is of interest to
know that Mr. McDonald, our deputy,
minister of game and fisheries, spea
a part of his early life in the em<
ploy of the Hudson Bay company at
Nipigon. £ |

The country about Nipigon is one
of vast natural resources. There is
an immense area of forest from
which the people get pulp wood,
timber and railroad ties. The wood
is hauled in the winter time to the
station to be loaded om cars or to thel
water’s edge to be floated in a raf!
in the spring to the pulp wood boaul
in Nipigom Bay. Most of these boats
belong to companies in the United
States. ’

There is much beautiful hard
rock suitable for buildings ia th
neighborhood of Nipigon. The rock
is drilled out and sent to where it
required. Many homes in the Twin!
Cities have been built from rock!
taken from near Nipigon.

cognised by the award of a C.B.E.

In 1916 he was employed as tech-
nical representative in the various
negotiations for the use of neutral
shipping by the Allies. This work
was of vital importance to France
and Italy and indirectly to this coun-
try also, in maintaining supplies dur-
ing the most difficult part of the
war. Incidentally, Commander Fish-
er gathered a valuable knowledge of
the shipping interests of Europe.

During this period Commander
