Were this the
case, Messrs H. Bligh & Son, should
be exceedingly thankful that there is
now a Central Association ready
and willing to relieve them of this |
gell-imposed responsibility and save
them from' the bankruptcy, which |
they argue is sure to follow specula-
tion in apples. ;

No one, however, is misled by such {_
nonsense. Messrs H. Bligh'& Son |
are in business to make money, and |
very rightly so.

I.et me hasten to assure you Mr.
Editor, that I have no quarrels with
speculators, they are men carrymg
on a perfectly legitimate business, in
which they sometime make losses,
but generally their intimate knowl- |
edge of marf¥et conditions, nets for |
them a very handsome profit to |
which they undoubtedly have a per- |
fect right.

Under up:to-date conditions how- |
ever, speculators.are no longer nec- |
essary, for through co-operition
farmers are able to market their |
own fruit without the intervention of |
such middlemen. ‘

Allow me to give you an illustra- |
tion of how co-operation under a
praperly organized Central Associa- |
tion means money to growers and by
the same illustration let- me demon-
strate how Speculatcrs miean a l0ss
to the farmers. :

_The Urnited Fruit,Z Companies, rep-
resenting twenty-seven of the co-oper-
ative Companies of the Valley, look-
ed to the Canadian North West to |
provide the best market for the |
Gravenstein. The executrve Commit-
tee realized at the start that it |
would be an expensive matter to |
pack honest No. 1 and 2’s and ac-
cor(iingly fixed - the selling price at |
$2.25 per barrel F. O. B. cars at |
Valley points. Their representative
scld on that basis 16,000 barq‘:ls in |
an aroun® Winnipeg and was continu-
ing his journey still further West, |
experiencing not the slightest dificul- |
ty in selling at that price. ‘

The Nova Scotia speculators, how-
ever, could not let such a good op- |
portunity go by to spoil a - market |
and having still a goodly number of
farmers to prey upon, they went to
these men buying No. 1 and 2 Grav-
ensteins at $1.25 per barrel and
through their brokers in the West
quoted these at $1.50. This rrdicul-
ous q‘uotition caused a panic on the
Western market and orders were can-
celled wholesale, and it eflectually
spoiled the market. Many buyers
however, reordered when they learned
the nature of this confession.

Had the United Fruit Companies
had even eiphty per cent. of the
farmers behind them, they could have
easily secured $2.25 per barrel for
the entire output of Gravensteins. I
appeal to the farmers outside the
Companies who are selling to these
specillators, to count the cost. Take
even the 16,000 barrelst that our
representative had sold, for a basis
