THE C.W.A. MEET.

By referring to the account in another
column of the meeting of the Board of Uffi-
cers of the C.W.A., held at Toronto on the
11th iast,, it will bo seen that the second
annual meot will be held in Toronto on
Juns 19th instead of tho day originally
set apart for the purpose, viz.. July lst.

The objest in making this change of date
was asa great many know, that the semi-
centennial of the City of Toronto was to bo
celebrated from the 19th till the 24th June,
and the meet would be largely bencfited by
the large crowds which must needs be at
Toronto during that period, avd which will
warrant & very large attendance at the per-
formances. Also by holding it during the
celebration, the C W.A. would be brought
into more prominence in Canada than if
held on July 1st.

The advantages to be derived by both
wheeluen aud the Association as sct forth in
the ciicular issued by Me Dounly Sec, C W.A,
at the time of the mail vote were well put.
There will no doubt be a splendid oppor-
tunity for those who are able to be present,

*to spend a most enjoyable time, and one
which will not occur again for some time,
but the one great drawbuck is the possibility
of wheclmen beiog unable to go to Toronto
that day. It is but eléven days from a holi-
day following, and as the trip will occupy
all of two days it {8 unreasonable to suppuse
that wheclmen who are in mercantile busi-
of any kind, and living some distance from
Toronto can ask three holidays inside of
two weeks.

Again the city is going to bo crowded to
overflowing, therefore, are the visiting wheel-
men sure of getting good accomodation,ar
apy ot all? The chances are somewhat
against them. To prevent any mistake on
this point, it would be well for the commit~
tees to secure accomodation before hand.
There is also another advantago presented
in Mr. Donly’s circular, viz: that ¥hecimen
may have the choice of many other amuse-
ments by coming earlier or staying Iate.

By the reasons stated above, very few of
the bicyclists will be off from their busiucas
for more than a day which will necessitate
them making the trip in a very harried way,
algo in overy town and city, as many as four

J

and five whoeclmen are omployed in the one
firm; a circumstauce very natural enough,
our City of London belng furnished with
half a dozen or more such justances. This
will bo another cansoe to lesson tno chances
of ]l wheelmen being present, whereas if
the celebration were held on 1st July it is
& public Loliduy, and every one is freo to do
as they please.

There is ne doubt but that Toronto is just
the right place for the second annual meet,
as it is contrally located from all points in
Canada and ig & beautiful city ; but it secms
a pity that the apnual holiday, the day which
wvery wheelman looks for for weeks and
mouoths before—in fact as soon as the pre-
ceding meot is over—that this day which
*eyclists celebrate should have to bu changed
tor the second annval meet, an action which
it is to be hoped will not occur again, unless
similar circumstances to these are brought
to bear upou it.

Finally, the meet will undoubtedly be a
success from present prospects, but in num-
bers of wheslmen it will fall short ; although
those who may not be able to attend can rest
contented that their sacrifice is for the good
of the Canadian Wheelmen’s Association.

In conclusion we would ask that every
wheelman in Cauada will do his best te be
present on June 19th and strive to make the
annual meet o grand success in every partic-

ular.

ERON'S GUIDE TO ROADS AND
RIDERS.

Eviror CANADIAN WWREELMAN :

Dxar 8ir,—In expressing my gratitndo
for the generous recommendation given in
your February issue to my schemo of pub-
lishing n road-book,and for the equally kind
ofter of space in your columns for the per-
sonal presentation of its claims, . wish to
announce that your individual subscription
was the ficst one gent in to me by a Caua-
dian*  More than twenty others have since
followed your example, however, ond I con-
fidently expect that when 1 really prepare
for the press the # appecdix of 3.000 subscrib-
ers’ names, geographically arrunged by clubs
and localities,” the Dominion will not be
represented therein by less than 300. The
Captain of the Relleville Club, on reading
your annouucelr eut, at once sent me o half-
dozen Dames, with a promise of others to
follow ; the Vice-President of the Montreal
Club has assured me tbat he is makiug a
successful canvass, and many other encour-
aging reports have accompanicd the ten lor
of individual subsuriptions. A wheelman
of Halifax writes that he shall send more
than a8 dozen names, though there were not
that number of “cyclers in the city when 1
toured through Nova Scotia last summer.
The success of my bovk would be put be-
yond question if I could only open tho eyes
of the ‘cyching publicto the full significance
of my refusal to accept any support from
w gdvertisers,” in order that I inay be lcft
frev to command the support of each indivi-
dual wheelman,  As I shall print an edi-
tion ot 5,000 copies, I have no doubt that 1
might sell fifty pages of ¢ advertising space,”
at $50 each; but I prefer that those fifty
pages, or a greater number, shall be devoted
to a «geograplical directory of subscribers,”
recording the fact that 3,000 individuais have
borne testununy to their enthusiasm for
‘cyeling by pledging a dollar each in sup-
port of a literary exponent of their favorito
pastime. 1 wish to demonstrate to a scuffing
outside world thal there are enough of these
people in existeuce 10 ensure financial suc-
cess to 8 volume which is written solely in
their general interest and which refuses the
patronage of all epeual interests.  Such a
publiation, supported by not a page of ad-
vertisements, and, at the same time exhib-
iting the names of 3,000 advauce subscribers,
scattered in hundreds of different towns all
over the continent, would be an impressive
Jiterary phenomunon, which could not fail
to set people to thinking. The most case-
hardeued sceptic would be forced to admit
that it represcnted somcthiog elsv than a
mere “advertising dodge,” paid for by the
various manufacturers and dealers. As [
remarked in a letter to the Wieel, « the mis.

sion of my buvk is to adverties in the most’

impressivs manuer conceivable, the general
advantages of ‘cycling, as compared with any
other sport or manner of locowmotion ; it is
not to supply a bill-board upon whicl indi-
vidual tradvsmen may nail up their rival

announcements to attract the patronage of
thoso who practise ‘cycling.

It seems to me thkat overyone swho
has olther a business interest or a sentiment.
al interest in the spread of 'cycling ougut o
be willing to manifest it by contribufing a
dollar in support of & book whose wide cir-
culation will necessarily give a great impetus
to touring ; inasmucl as every touring cyc-
ler is the best possible advocate for the
increase of wheeling. An advance subscrip-
tion list naming 3.000 peopic who hud
individually pledged a dollar for the book
would do more both to advertise tho subse-
quent eale thereof and to advertize the
importance of ‘cycling generally than an
assurance that twice that number of copies
wrould bs purchased by the book stores. 1Its
value asa club list and «elite directory
will also be increased by the addition of
overy individual subscriber's name. No
better device could be hit upon for giving
information to the tourists concerning the
clubg, and the meu most devoted to wheel-
ing, in any given locality, than this scheme
of providing him with a list ot owners of
the road-book. A catalogne of all the cyc-
lers in Ameries, if it conld be compiled.
would be teo bulky and too « miscellancous "
to be of much value for reference ; but a list
of those who testify to their enthusiasm by
making a special pledge of a dollar must
evidently be select and significant. 'My
appendis, as first planned, promised to pre-
sent *an alpbabetical lise of 3,000 subscrib-
ers’ numes, nccompanied by residences, and
also an alphabetical list of thuse residence
towns, accompanied in the case of each town
by the name and exact address of every sud-
scriber living there;” but I have since de-
cided to carry out the « ditectory ” idea still
fucthier, by making special groups of theo
club men in each town, indicating the club
headquarters as well as the individual ad-
dress of each member, and especially desig- '
nating those subscribers who are or have
been officers of the club, the League, the
C.W.A, or the C.'T.C. Mere membership in
anyof theseassociations will also be shown.
The clergymen, luwyers, aud physicians on
the list will be speciully noted as such, and
1 may perbaps mention the occupations of
otber subscribers which may be reported to
me. I certainly will mention the occupations
of all who definitely request me to do so,
and this meution in thecaseof a dealer in
bicycles, will be equivalent to a « business
card,” worth in itself a good deal more to
him than the subscription price of the book.
In like masnner, every hotel-keeper on the
voads where there is any touring can well
aftord to pay me a dollar, merely to have his
house mentioned in the geographical list of
owners of the book. It is plain that each
one of these owners, while on a tour, will be
inclined, as between two possiblo choices
whereof he hus no other knowledge, to pat-
ronize the hotel or the agency where heo
hnows he can at least find a copy of % tho
towists’ guide.” I have taken up s0 much
space jn showing how valuablo tne,

meare appendix of tho book may bo made as

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a “directory to riders,’’ that I cannot ven-
ture now to say much about ite vain purpose
as a guido to roads. Minute descriptions of
of the 5,000 miles of them explored by me
in the region indicated by the list of litl}'s
which you published in February, will be
supplemented by summaries of tho road
reports which other riders have contributed
to the 'cycling press ; and the whole will be
80 thoroughly indexed as to make each fact
aud statement instantly nccessible, Tho
chief local indox will consist of an alphabet.
ical list of all the towns mentioned (with
typogrophical davices distinguishing the
scourt house,” and other important towns
from the little vnes), and the names will
then all be repeated uuder an alphabetical
arrangemont of states and vonntics. Theére
will bo special lists of rivers, valleys, lakvs,
mountains, water-fulls, bat  ields, mouu-
ments, colleges, hotels, and places rendoved
notuble for historic or sentr  ital reasons.
One special index will contsin tho names of
all men who are mentioneg in the book ;
another, the desirable routes for tours;

THE TORONTO CLUB.

As the spring approaches, “altho' on
leeden wings,” the thoughts of bicyclists
generally turn upon the possibilities of the
coming season.

Some there are who have not yet been
initiated into the mystericvs of our craft, who
ate anxious with fear and trembling to make
the acquaintance of the ¢ historic goat,” and
hope that they, of all who preceded them,
will be able to escape from what seems to
be the lot of all adventurers in this particu-
lar arena, the inevitable header.

The Torontos, after finishing up last sea-
son with tho best and most satisfactorily
cenducted race meeting evorheld in Canada,
have been keeping rather quiet, but as the
season advances, and the days lengthen,
bicycling conversation comes once more
into prominence. During the winter, addi-
tions have been made to the Club of gentie-
men that will tend to strengthen its already
high standing in the city, and altogether
some twenty names have been added to its
active membership roll since the first of
January.

Last year a two wecks club tour was ar-
rauged, date and rvoute being fixed, but
business took a more active turn and those
who had made arrangements to go, found it
impossible to get awuy on the date previously
agreed upon, 8o it was finally decided to
postpone it till the season of 1884.

Some of the retiring ofli-
cers bave worked hard in the interests of
the Club,and they feel gratified at its present
prosperous coudition.

Capt. McBrido and Lieut. Ryrio arocredited
with the longest all day record in Canada
having ridden from Torounto to Belleville,
117 miles in nineteen hours including all
stoppages.

1 shall expect to sev this very creditable
performanco eclipsed by some of the western
clubs over the superb roads they are credited
with having.

A rumor is current that the second annual
meet of the C.W.A. will bo held in Toronto
during the Semi-Centenial week, if this
should prove true it will giveour brother
bicyclists from all parts of the country an
opportunity to witness the grand demon-
stration, and also to become important fac-

tors themselves in the selting forth of the
great progress that has taken place in the
last fifty years. Should it be decided at the
annual meeting ot the Board of Officers of
the C.\W.A to hold the meet in Toronto at
that time I trust every bicyclist will make
up his mind to beone in the grand purade
of mounted wheslmen.

Porhaps some of our cousing across the
border, from Rochester, Buftalo, &c., might
bo induced to swell the number.

Uur Captian has been guilty of the ex-
travagance of nickle-plating the bright parts
of his 54¢inch D H.F. I consider hisex-
travagance justifiable,and I would that wmy
machine were similarly treated, a3 X bave
found that I avoided rust only by constantly
using the chamois.

Here train will be taken
next morning for Garduer, Mass,, but should
inducements prove attractive to stay in Sar-
atoga over night, train will be taken from
there. Arriving at Gardner about ncoun, the
tour will be resumed after dinner through
quaint old Massachusetts’ villages and his-
toric territory to Clinton, twenty-six miles.
Saturday, 25th, the finishing stietch of the
tour wiil be made to Boston, forty-two
miles. The last two days will be run over
splendid roads, the representative wheeling
of the East, and through places aud over
roads famous in bicycling annals,

A programme has been arranged at Bos-
ton whereby the most can be made of the
few days® stay there before taking train for
home, Weeker could be profitably spent in
the suburbs and vicinity of the Hub. The
Kennebec tourists will leave Boston the third
day after the arrival of the Niagara-to-Boston
tourists, giv‘ing our tourists an opportunity
of going with them down the Kennebec
River in Maine for a week's trip.  They will
pass through Linn along the Atlantic coast
out of Boston, on the way to Portsmouth,
and this route affords the rarest bicycling in
the country. Mauny of tho tourists will re-
turn West vie New York and up the Hudson
River, while tho oxtremo westere wheelmen
will return direct from Boston. Transpor-
tation atrangements will be madn both ways.

Tho tmusportation and subsistence ex-
penses will bo arranged ueder tho head of
tickets covering both departments, and will
Ve given outin June snd July. Aun estimate
of $8000 for the round trip has been mado
from Chicago, but it is designed to get this

An ambulance, or covered carringo, will
accompany the tourists during all wheel
trips, for use of those who may become in-
disposed or whose wheols may fail; also to
carry baggage. On the question of bag-
gage, chance will be given to exercise somo
judgment. It must be as lightas passible,
especially between Toronto and the Islands.
This stretch will include the solid bicycling
of the tour,and etrict touring trim will be
necessary.  Boeyond the Islands extras may

" b2 indulged in, but they will have to be for-

warded abead to the different hotels.  Tour
baggage should be rolled ina yard of rubber
cloth and bLound tightly with a luggage-
carrier to be attached to machine if necessary.
The awbulance should not be ubsolutely de-
pended upon for baggage, ns it may fail.
The tourists will bear in mind that horses
are no match for bicycles on the road. This
was demonstrated conclusively on our Can-
ada tour last year, where,on certain stretches
two teams were used up, the tourists arriv-
ing long ahead of the ambulance causing
some halting. However, the daily mileage
is not 50 great on this tour, being in every
case not over the forties.

It is with pleasure the Chicago Bicycle
Club invites wheelmen to participate in the
Niagara-to-Beston tour. fecling that in no
eveut can they spend a more ¢njoyable or
profitable summer vacation. The route,
country and wheeling are all that can Lo
desired. It is not exclusively a bicycle tour,

AN IMPORTANT DEOCISION.

To ne Eoitor Caxaviax WHEELMAN ¢

I presume the factis not generally known
that the United States Treasury Department
has hitherto refused to make any distinction
between bicycles and other «carriages,” and
has enforced the rule (at least at the Port of
New York) that cach bicyclo entering the
country from n foreign port must pass
through tbe custom house, and, if it be of
foreign manufacture, must pay a duty of 35
per cent., ad valorem, no matter if the owner
took it out of the United States but a few
days Lefore., and no matter if the duty had
been duly paid wben it was originally im-
ported.
tax was exacted.

Mr. F. A, Elwell, my compaunion on last
mouth's trip to Bermuda, bad a machine of
English make, and he refused to submit to
this imposition. An appeal was made to
the authoritics at Washington, and by the
encrgetic cflorts of Congressman Skinuer, of
New York, the case was brought beforo
Attorney General Brewster, who has decided
that a bicycle, when accompanied by its own-
cr,is to be classed among his personal effects
and not subject to suy duty. Thisisa great
victory for tho causo of international tour-
ivg, and it becomes Canadian wheelmen to
bestir themselves until they sccare a similar

.one from tho Government of the Dominion.
When once official recognition can be gained
for bicrcles as tho most essentially « person-
al” partof a tourist's cquipment, wheelmen
will no longer "bo subjected to delays and
inconvenicnco in # crossing the line.”
