PRESIDENTIAL ELECTIONS.

The world has at present two great Republics—France and the Uhited
States —and it may be useful to contrast tacir methods for electing a Chief
Magistrate.

The Freachman is univeisally admiited tu be the most volatile, and, to
that extent, the most unrcliable person on carth,  This may be the truth,
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Hc sparkles on the surface as does a diamond.  His wit cffervesces like the
bead on champagne. But, though velatile, he is more sensibly so than his
American congencr—especially in polititics.

In the Unlted States, when a President is to be clected, enthusiasm is
thrown to the winds of heaven. It permeates every nook and cranny of the
social edifice. The presidential campaign is made the oceasion of mirth as
well as struggle.  Still, in the heat of political strife, good nature and sense
are apt to be largely supplanted by bitterness and vituperation.  Though
the law oflicially recognises no nomination, and every native Lorn citizen,
who has not the taint upox him of conviction in the criminal courts of the
country, is technically eligible for the Presidency, still partics hold conven-
tions and sclect the men they regard as the most likely to win the pupulae
vote.” In most of the States the tests of eligibility are merely citizenship
and the ability to read the constitutions of the State and of the nation, toge-
ther with a residence of one year within the State, and of six months in the
district wherein the vote is tendered. When candidates have been * nown-
inated,” the air is for months rent with shouts, the ear delighted () with
oratory, and party camp-fires burn through the land, politics claiming aut
tion everywhere. . When a President is elected, it is for only four yoars, uud
he has hardly got a firm hold of affairs before the same petformance has to
e again gone over. The President of the United States is paid $50,000 a
year for his services in that capacity, and his houschold cxpenses are paid
by the nation, no definite sum being fixed for that purpose. If he happensto
be frugal, he has the opportunity tosave a goodly sumw lis four years. If,
however, he is a Jiberal entertainer, with high ideas of what befits the Chief
of the greatest Republic, and one of the greatest nations un the face ol the
carth, he will not have much left when he retires from office.  Of course, if
he has proved himself a wisc executive officer, history and posierity will
honor his name.

The French way is different.  The Senate and Chamber of Deputies, by
a majority vote, elect without any nomination, and in very much the same
manner that the United States elected its President Lefore political conven-
tions became the style in American politics. There is, however, this differ-
ence—that the American Electoral College was created by the Constitution
solely for the purpose of making a President and a Vice President, and it has
no duties beyond that, while the French Chamber is also the legislative
body of that Republic. The Frenchman natutally takes much delight in the
event, but there is none of the pyrotechnic display of enthusiasm that is seen
1 the United States on such occasions. There is more soberness, more
solemnity, in this, one of the greatast acts of a Republic—the choice of a
chief executive. When France elects a President, it is for seven years. He
receives, as salary, 8120,000 per year, and is ~llowed $60,000 annually for
household expenses. Besides the honor which attaches to his name, if he
has been a wise magistrate, he will be a rich man.

INDUSTRIAL TRAINING IN SCHOOILS.

The success which has attended the manual-training branch of the schools
in the City of Toledo, O., is worthy of the highest consideration and com-
mendation. It was originated about five years ago, and has steadily grown
in popularity and usefulness. Space will not permit us to give in full, but
from an open letter of the Superintendent of Schools of that city, we con-
dense the following .—

“In a comparatively humble way it began in a small room, with sixty
boys and girls as pupils. They were pupils of the public schools, and did
their regular school work in connection with mechanical and free-hand draw-
ing and carpentry in the manual department. The second year, a large
four-story building was erected and equipped with steam power, benches,
tools, latkes, and forges. Ample room was provided for frec-hand and
mechanical drawing, special prominence being given to architectural ang
perspective work. A domestic economy department was added, in which
girls study the chemistry of foods and their preparation for the table. A
sewing class has been organized, in which cutting and fitting of garments
is taught. A class in clay-modeling models the forms and designs used in
the arts. The students have increased to about three hundred in all depart-
ments, and from the beginning have manifested the greatest interest and
enthusiasm for the work. The class-room work proper and the manual-
training are so adjusted to each other that there is a harmonious blending of
the useful and practical with the highest intellectual culture, that the unpre-
judiced observer needs but to inspect the work to be convinced of its
reasonableness and utility, whilst the case and grace with which savory and
palatable food is prepared in the domestic cconomy department would
molify the most radical opponent of industrial training.  Those who take the
manual work do the same amount of mental work in the regular class-room
studies as those who have no work in the industrial department.

Manual-training is a successful and satisfactory branch of study in the
Toledo schools—not because it is theoretically a good thing, nor because 1t
is given undue prominence and special advantages—but because it is in
hamony with the nature of things ; has a noble purpose in view ; has been
well managed ; has good instructors ; and has proved itself of great value
to the pupils.”

Is not the example of Toledo worthy of consideration in Halifax ?

It must grow, not by individuals every now and then saying to them
selves and to cach other--¢We must be national,’ but by the people of 2
land generally fecling that they have a country, a history, and a destiny in
common, of which they find increasing reason to be proud, and for the
advancement and exaltation of which they fecl increasingly prompted to do
noble acts and live noble lives.”

The Duchoss of
Dovonshire offered to kiss all thoso who voted for hior favorito Fox whon he
wa3 in tho hot cuntest for Westminster, nud ou a par with this enthusinstic
action was that of Lady Gordou, who turned rocruiting sorgeant and offored
us bounty o shilliug tv bu taken frumn botwoon chorry ripo lips by the mouth
of tho recruit. It 18 uftirmed that mapy a Highlandor was ready to rushinto
tho ranks for a bounty of this kind,

Ouo would suppose that kissing would obtin in Iceland, s the act is
#aid to give warith to the blood ; but not so. A man whe osculates an
unmarried fewmale against hor will (noto the line, reader) rouders himself lia-

Messts C. Harrison & Co., of Cambridge, N. 8., manufacturcrs of Excol-
sior Package Dyes, 1ok Powders, Laundry Blueing, otc., have boeon establish-
od about four yvars,and altho’ tho onterpriso isstill in its infancy,they are doing
a suug littls Lusiness. It is the only une of its kind in tho Lower Provinces,
and is incroasing rapidly und tho proprietors unticipato u largely incroased
business in time tv cowe, the outluok boeing very good. Tho Excelsior Dycs
comprise overy varisty of shade and are adapted to all kinds of fabrics as
well as hair, paper, bk work, otc. They can bo procared from nearly all
Druggests and Grocers, and for haodiness and oase of manipulation greatly
suporsedo the old fashioned mothods of homo dying. The inks produced are
a great oconomy.

Cbristio Lroy’ & Cu, of Amhorst, manufacturors of coflins, caskets, ote.,
report, that their business has jucreased romewhat during tho past six months
and that they uro oxtonding their trade. They have to contend with strong
competition from the Uppor Province manufacturers and they also expericnce
some difficulty in procuring a sufficient quantity of good lumber to carry on
business. ‘Lwenty-fivo mon are cmployed at present, but when tho trade
domands, their facilities are euch that work could be furnished a largely
increased force. The output for 1887 was about $30,000. Tho firm have
a fair salo for their carriage and truck wggaon hubs and bave greatly
increased their facilities for manufacturing the same.

Tho packing of lobsters is making very slow progress in the provinces,
and it is ovident if tho date limit by law is adhered to, there will be con-
sidorablo doficioncy. The packers are appealing to the autborities at Ottawa
to oxtond tho tumo, and they are in Lopes uf securing somo concossion that
will onable them to fulfil their contracts,.—ZLrade Recvicic.

Borlin has supplanted Switzerland in the carved wood industry. Six
hundred artists in wood carving, about the ssmo rumber of turners and 700
carponters aro ongaged in manufacturing such articles as cigar cases, news-
paper and picture framos, napkin rings, olc, This is exclusivo of the costly
carved wood furniture, the manufacturs and export of which are assuming
large proportions.—Ib.

PurxoneNaL Winks.—Willism Riddell & Co., Glasgow, have finished
for tho Glasgow Lxhibition two picces of wire, ono of biass, 65 miles long
and 48 w. g. in diamoter. Tho other is of copper, 111 miles long, 48 w. g.
in dinmotor, and was reduced at ono process from 23 w. g. to 48, taking
forty hours' continuous running to run it off. Excopt iu tho precious metals,
this length has probably nover boen oxcecded, and cortainly nover without
annealing.

A CELESTIAL FEAST.

Tho patty numbeved a novolist, a journalist and a poet, and two ladies,
likowiso litorary folk moro or less known to the world, Tho timo was 6
o’clock on a rainy night, nnd the placo was tho Chiunesn quarter of Now
York, bottor known as the Bond, where Mott streot dobouches into Park row.

Picking their way among the pools and pitfalls of the narrow sidewalk, [ J.

tho party halted beforo an ancient tonemont, somowhat more dilapidated
than its neighbors, whoso deor post bore o legend in Chineso—if ono could
but have deciphored it—informing tho hungry wayfarer that horo ho might
cat aud be fitled.

Tho novolist, to whose experionce in Chinese cookery the rost of the
party humbly submitted thomselves, led the way into the dusky interior,
Mounting one flight of ataire, ho ushered his companions into a large, squaro,
front room, uncarpeted, and furnished with a numbor of plain wooden
tables and stools. Near a window in one corner of the room ono of the
tables was sot forth with a numbor of curious dishes  Hero the party eeated
thomselves, and prepared for what was to follow.

Two clocks snd n stove, togothor with the tables and stools, wore the only
strictly Occidental appurtenances which tho room contsined. In the left
band corner of tho npartmeont stood a broad, short loungo or divan, piled
high with pillows, and furnished with & tray containing a miscollaneous
nssoriment of necdles, jors, pipes and a lawp which was kept constantly
burning. It was occupied at prosont by a large plump specimen of tho
Oriental, who lay at length lazily manipulating needlo and pipe, and presently
tho faint, insipid odor of opium circled through the place.

1n the opposite corner upon a number of shelvas wasarranged a marvelous
array of crockery, calculated to sot o keramomanine wild. Wonderful tureens,
decorated with interwisted drazons, enakes, dwarfed folinge and menstrous
humanity; bowls of all shapes and sizes, jars, pots, saucorsand utensils whose
uso would puzzle any but a Chinese, wore displayed to the admiration of
onvious eyes. Delow those agein wore metal utensils of multitudinous shopes,
chafing dishes, fish shaped, to contain fish ; plates, fowl shaped, to hold fowl,
and many formed to contain the nondeasript delights which so largely make
up a Chineso meal.

Near at hand was tho counter for what in English would bo the cashier,
with tho counting frame, ink pot aud brush and sccount booke. Over this
presided a fat, jovial looking Celestial, who had evidontly thriven upon enter-
tainmont of bis own house. Back of tho main apartment the kitchen display-
od to view a perplexing maze of arlicles, wholly nameless to a westorn
understanding, the whole porvaded by a wmouth watering perfume and a
suggestive sound of frying and frizzling.

Bofore each of the party was set a cup of delightful tea—many times
replonished during the meal—chop sticks, and, as a concessiou to English
ignorance, & very small plate and a fork.

The first dish brought on was the famous Nut-chi-ki. In cold words, it
is a preporation of fow), pork, Chinesc mushrooms and a nut somewhat
similar {0 a chestnut.  In absoluto fact, it is tho original ambrosia—tho true
food of iho gods, in whose luscious sauce Jove's beard was daily dipped.
Its tasto and flavor are simply indescribablo—English has no synonym for
it, adjectives are feoblo and insulting. One of the ladies observed, in pase-
ing her saucer for a second help, that it was “ heavenly.”” The novelist, to
whom the observation was sddressed, had no audible roply to make. With
his mouth full ho could do nothing but reply fervently with his oyes. The
plc:ot devoured in silonco ; ho bad found sovmething fur which there is no
rhyme.

Following this camo Foy-yung-dsrn—an omelot—of which it may be
said that no Occidental chef d’ccuvro could ever compare with this Oriental
work of art in eggse. Tho Chineso chef had no rival excoptin his own
countrr. Then came Chow-chop-suy, anothor mysterious mixture, after
eating of which the poet oxpressed his opinion that nature had done him
wrong in not giving him two stomachs. Marvelous comestibles now followed
each other in rapid succession, and the diners were roduced to a condition
of silont contentmont.

It seemed at tho point whoro the menu begins to taper for this to bo read
from loft to right, as if even Chinese ingenuily must havo exhausted itself,
but there was a knowing twinkle in the eye of the novelist, and his deluded
and overfull companions began to suspect that ho had prudently resesved a
nook for some culinary wooder yot to come. Heralded by birds' nest soup
—tho king of all soups—it camo iu the shape of Chow-gow-men, the apex
and pinnacle of all things eatablo in this world or the noxt, It issimply a
species of macaroni, so prepared as to loave a part soft shile a part is cooked
crisp. Tasting it gingerly, the party uttered simultancous cries of delight,
and (;mdo a combined attack upon the dish, which disappeared with startling
rapidity.

The bill of fare is not the work of en inky spider, as it scoms, but the
passport to delights such as Lucullua nover kpew, oven whep he dined with
himself. Let any one who wishes to know how to dine hand it to a Chineso
reetauratour.~New York World.

The cause which led tho Govornmont to chango its intention of reducing
tho rato on Savings banks’ doposits from 4 por cent to 3} por cont is ong of
thoe mystorios of financo, as the Government must be a hoavy loser through
continuing to pay 4 por cont. It was expected that about ton million ol
lars would bo withdrawn from tho Govornmonts’ Savings banks, through thy
roduction of tho doposit rate to 3} por cout, and means \woro actually provide
for this anticipated withdrawal of doposits, by the loan which the Govern.
mont negotinted i England for about £4.000.000 storling. It has ahiedy
made drafts upon this loan for about 85,000,000, whish has been roloaned 1
cortain banks in Montreal at 1} por cont, tho bulk of which has bee
ro-inveated ia New York at 1} por cont, showing that tho banks make ogly
of ono per cont profit. It is truo tho markot thore is benefitted by the
funds being employed in Now York, causing a Jarge amount of capital to be
taken off that market. Tho 814,000,000 that was left in London cannot t»
earniug 1 per cent in England, so that the Governmont loses on its 3} per
cont borrowed capital. Bank dircctors appear to have becomo vory dissis.
fied at having 80 much money idlo in their vaults, and have advised the map.
agomont to push it out. Consequently, tho banks tako greater risks i
londing than formerly. Collatoral is thorofore taken now that & yesr ag
would not have boon looked at. This means an accumulation of bad debts
and losses in tho futuro,

inclined to wait until their future requirements are pretty well known, in
order to carry small stocks, and then to take the smallest possible chances on
the future. Communication—both city and country—is constantly becom-
ing moro rapid and certain, and is being more and more availed of by mer-
chants. A country dealer can, by cabling, order English, German, or French
goods through Halifax, Montreal, or other houscs in commercial centres,
and bave them out hero and delivered in about 16 to 20 days. Whether
this will graduslly do away with the old system of larze wholosle
importing bouses of dry goods, and confining the order business to agenciss,
who will only require to keep ssmples of what thoy have to ofer, the future
alone can disclose. It certainly appears as if trade was troncing that way.
While sor=c Souses compisin that remittances are slow and not up to their
oxpectations, othorsgeom to be satisfied. On the whole, it appesrs that pay-
ments aro as fairly good as could bo hoped-for at this season,

Irox, HARDWARE AND Merars.—The weok has beon quiet, with trans.
actions smsll, and prices unchanged. Although business in Scotch pig iron
cannot bo called active, a Jittle is doing in the leading brands. A new brand
of Scotch pig has boon offored on tho Montreal market, and scoms to meet
with considerable favor for its grade, which, wo undorstand, is & medium
botween Calder, Summe:les, and Gartshonie, on the onoaide, and Eglinton,
Dalwellington, on the othor.

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HOME AND FARM.

A writer in the Kentville New Star, of 35 years oxperionce as an Onion
cultivator, says he has not been able to dis:over any chsuge in those funda-
mental principles which aro inilisponsible to ita growth and porfect maturity.
It requires a {ino firm texturo of #oil, dminage and minfall (or irrigation) at
auitable intervals, and if the soil hns boon oxhausied of its fortility by
repoated croppings it will refuse to yiold o harvest.

In the matter of rotaticn, we bhave increasing ovidence that wath proper
tillago and fertilizition, onions may be grown upon the same field for a long
torm of years with reasonablo prospect of success.  But mothoda and systema
have changed It was formetly said that the man skilled with the hand hoo
who would start early and work hard and Jong, woull bo sure to sucececd
with his crop. While the hard work has not been oliminated, somethin
more is required now. Now and improved implements have been introducos
whoroby Jabor has bgen very much abridged.

Chemical fertilizors ere more generally used.  Tho demands of the market
are constantly changing and there is cowpstition on every sido. The sue-
cwssful onion grower of the present time must be not only a willing worker
skilled in tho uso of improved implements, but ho must be a well-read,
caroful observer and able to direct evory oporation with a well educated
judzment.

The soil upon which our onion crop has beon grown is alluvial, heavy
loam, but cazily cultivated, nearly lovel and froo from stonea. Tho 1ecent
practice hae heen to plough in autumb, applying a half-dre:sing of fario
yard manure, to be supplemented with the chemical fertilizers the eusuing
season, [u early spring wo apply to each acre 200 pounds of high grade
sulphato of potash, an ¢qual amount of plain superphosphate and 100 pounds

sulphato of smnonis, harrow, drag and rake until the ground is very fine, firm
and freo from all rubbish that would obstruct the seed sower or push hoe. Wa
sow four pounds per acre of yellow Globe Danvers onion seed in drills fifteen
inches apart. The demands of the warket wust, however, regulate to some
extent the variety and amount of sced used. The after culture consists in
keeping the crop free from weeds and thorough but shallow cultivation, oft
repeatad, until the crop is nearly grown. Wo u ually apply one huadred
pounds nitrate of soda broadeast carly in July, aund, if the crop seems to
require it, reprat the dressing after an interval of a week or ten days.
During the last half of September the crop is ready to harvest, when
we pull the onions and allow them to remsin on the ground to dry, four or
five days before and perhaps as long after removing the tops. Then, if' the
woather has been favorable, they are in fine condition to store or send to
market. We invarisbly prefer the lalter, because it gives more time lo
attend to other farm work, which always crowds at that geason of the year,

and aleo saves cost of wtorage snd re-sorting, though others prefer another
couise,

The Caltivator and Country Gentleman gives the following practical
directions for saving munure :—Good farmers gonerally understand well the
importancs of saving manure and prevenling its waste, but the work is not
commonly performed in « neat and systematic mapner.  If the manure is not
drawn out and spread on tho fields as fast as it is menufactured or accumn-
late s at the stables, it is ficquently thrown out or wheeled out by hand and
discharged iuto irregular heaps, when if it happens to become tso dry by
heating, o1 is washed into too liquid a condition by rains, the defect canuot bo
very casily corrdcted. If the liquid which has been saved is to be applied or
poured on, it is often done too trregularly. Desides, the farmer who likes
a handsome appesranco in his barn yard, will not esteem such piles of manure
for their special neatness.

These objections may be easily avoided. When the manure is wheeled
out, lay the foundstion basc in the shape of a square or ohlong, by driving
stakes at the curpers ; aud if the pils is a large o1 long one, inserting stakes
at the gides. A wide plank will allow the wheelbarrow to discharge its load
as tho pile rises, and one or mure piecos of plank laid on tho top facilitates
tho work. In this way, tho manure is wheoled out and pleced where it is
wapted, with less labor than for an irregular heap. It is not necessary to
make this keap very high, if suitable length or breadth is given to it.

Such a pile may be made more or less into a compost heap, by spreading
even alterpating layers of any nbsorbent, such as turf, loam, peat, ete.  If
litter ia largoly used io the stables, a littie care in wheeling out will give this
alternating characier to the litter and droppings. Ths thinner these layers
are, the more perfectly the ingredients will be intermixed when the heap
rots down. Mote labor will ho required to reduco thick layers, instead of
thin oucs.

Mapure which is well worked together and pulverized, after being
thoroughly rotted, is more valuablo than manure in unmixed chunks or
lumps, snd is moto ovenly spread on land  When there are sevoral hundred
loads, on large fsrms, such tegulatly made long heaps may be mixed and
pulverized with horses and plows and harrows, beginning on one side and
working gradually overto the other side. But for garden purposes, the
work may be done by hand, using such a tool as Hexamer's prong hoe.

A very important requisite in saving and in manufacturing manuro, is to
preserve the right degreo of moisture in the manure heap. If a largo quan-
tity of straw littor has been used, it will probably need some liquid addition,
oither by leaving it exposed to rains, or by turning the liquid manuro upon
it. Theso requitements, which vary greatly with circumstauces, will decide
whether to placo the manuro heaps vuder spacious sheds or otherwiso. This
care will be particularly needed in tho amaller hoaps for garden nse.  Hoppet
liko holes may be cut with a sharp spudo sfter the heap is completed, into
which wator or other liquids may be poured to impart the right degree of
moisture, to bo ascertained by inspection,

This systomatic managoment will easily admit tho small addition of othe,
fortilizers in thin layors,such as ground bouo, plaster, lime, ashes und guang,
to give additional strength. Tlio manure thus manufactured will be of gy
valite for many purposes, although a large proportion will be tost convisgy

and economically applied hy spreading at.onco ou tho fielda as it accumulste
from tho stahles

Ty Suesr axo ™R Laxp, — Tho sabject of the improvement to {h,
land by shoop is ono that is froquontly treated in tho agricultural and hy,
steck pross, but really it does not scem to bo understood to tho extent that it
ircportanco deservor, It is said that n fiold that has been pastured by sheep
will show a mnrked increase in any crop that may be upon it. That it wi)
show some improvemont in fortility is uot to be questioned ; and then the
cloaring of tho land of much undesirable growth that cannot bo got rid of in
apy other way is a great consideration. Thoso matters are worth taking int
considoration by farmers who have never kopt rheop. We are firmly of the
opinion, even in thofaco of the adveraity that hasstuck to the sheop interests
8o loug, that thero is money in sheep.

In addition to its valuo for feoding, clover is one of the best crops for
restoring tho fortility of the land. Its 100ts penetrate deop, and thus bring
nourishment to the surfaco that the ordinary grasses do mot rench, and a5
they have been found to weigh 3,000 pounds to the acre when dried, it will
roadily ho secn what sn amount of matter isleft in the soil when the pastuie
is plowed. Tho decay of this adds largely to the fertility of the soil, and on
this account clover is made use of on tho land that has beon rendered unpro-
ductive by constant cropping.

‘The farmer cannot be too often or too strongly cautioned sgainst fraudu.
lent tree, shoddy, agricultural implement, and other agonts and pedlars,
The amount of confidenco foolishly accorded to those ruscals is astonishing,
and evinces an unwise credulity hardly creditable, It is to be hoped, how-
ovor, that tho warnings so repeatedly given will in timo put the whole agri.
cultural interest on its guard.

7th row—Slip one, kait two, over, narrow, knit two, (over, narrow, koit
three, narrow, over, knit three,) repeat, over, narrow, knit five, over, knit
one.

8th row—Like second.

9th row—Slip ono, knit two, over, narrow, knit three, (over, narrow,
knit one, nartow, over, kait five,) ropeat, over, narrow, knit five, over, knit
one.

10th row—Like sccond. (Thirly-soven stitches on needle.)

11th row—Slip oue, knit two, over, narrow, knit four, (over, slip one,
narrow, pass stitch over, over, knit seven), repeat, over, narrow, with the
right-hand ncedle pass the second stitch on the left hand noedle over the
first one; so continuo notil hut one stitch remains on the noedle ; koit that
one,

12th row—1Like second. (Thirty-two stitches on ncedle-)

Mould csn be prevented from forming on fruit jellies by pouring a littls
parafine wax over the top, which, wien cold, will harden to a solid cake, which
can bo oasily removed when desired.

A plaster cast which has become soiled may bo made as fresh und white
as whon new by spreading starch paste over it with a soft brush. The
starch dries, and in scaling off brings with it all the impurities,

To clean a hot porcolain kottle, fill half full of hot water and putins
tablespoonful of powdered borax; lot it boil. If this doesn't romovesll
tho stains, scour with a cloth rubbed with soap and borax.

Sulphuric acid will removo spots from brass that will not yield to oxalic
acid. It may be applied with a brush, but care must be taken that no drop
gots on clothes or skin, as it is ruinous to garmoent and cuticle. Both bricks

or rotten stone may bo used for polishing, the latter being preferabls for
delicate work.
