1In spito of disappoictments which
would have daunted s wosker man he carriod out successfully his scheme for
uniting America and Europs by moeans of the Atlantic cable. The lad who
was onco glad to accept a pozition as clerk in A. T. Stewart's dry goods
store at tho princely salury of $2.00 s weok, had, at a later date, his millions
to invest as he pleased. He has been known as a paper-merchint, as &
founder of the olevated road of New York City, but, far aboveall, he has
boen known as a wiso and just steward of tho wealth on‘rusted to him.
Last year the crime £nd arrest of his son, Edward W. Field, cut tho old
man to the quick. Sinco then * the world has been too bitter for him,"
and he has beon seen but little in pub.ic, but for generations the silent
usefu ness of his great brain will be fo.t.

The Christian Endeavor S cieties of Canada havo been petitioning the
Huueo of Commntons that tho Cavedian sectivns of the World s IFair shail be
closed on Sunday. Thoe Government, while in full sympathy 1ith the
reguest, has beon unable to give a definito avswer, as the Managing Com-
mittee at the Exhibition will have powar, under Congress, £ open and close
the Fair. If the Sunday closing proviso in the ** World's Fair Appropria-
tion Bill™ is accopted by Congress tho many societies will havogained their
point, but if tho IMair is to be ¢'osed on Sunday some provision should be
mado for the attends.ce of the workmen of Chicago and neighboring cities.
Maaoy laborers would attend on Sunday who would not bo able otherswise to
afford losing o day’s wages. By all means some arrangement should be
raadoe for tho benefit of tho workmen, for it is not likely that such an oppor-
tunity will again come so noarly within their reach,

The results of tho recent clections in Ireland proved pretty con-
clusitively that Parnell's name has been relegated to a secondary place, and
that tho people of Ireland have resolved not to let the great cause which
they have espoused bo ovemshadowed by even tho name of Parnoll.  For
ovory Parnollite elected, seven McCarthyites have beon roturned to Parlia-
mont. This result is attributed by tho Parmellites to undue clerical
influence, but due or undue, it is a well-known fact that tho Irish howe

Tke Rebbis of the Jewish Synagogues in America, dnuring their recent
conference, have shown that they are fully up to the imes in their church
fentimente.  The reformed Jews have now agreed 1o nccept cremation as an
orthcdox form of burial, ard the Rxbbis are irstructed 1o oflictate ut such
ceremenite.  Stienger stdl, this most censcrvative people in the werld have
agreed that women shall share cqually with men in all matters connected
with the Synagogucs and it is also proposed to give the Jewesses a much
higher position in the Synagogues than has hitherto been awarded t.cm,

The demoralizing ¢flect of the llomestead troublo has bozin feit in far-
off Flotila. A negro accused of murder, who was cotfiaed 1 tie Duval
County g2o), was rot without good rcason in constant tetror of being
lynched.  This becoming known to his fellow-Africans, 1000 of them
assembled, fully armed, and 100k up a position near the gacl. Jn order to
mamtsin order in the district, it has been thought nccessary o call out
seven companies of Irfantry, a gatling gua and two brass ficld pieces, The
pegroes are now gradually dispersing, and the safety of the prisoner is
assured by military protection,

The young Deke of York has wisely decided that the memory of his
brother shall be kept alive in the werld by means of a benevolent agency.
The charity which ke proposes to found is to be known as the Albert Edwarg
Sailors' Rest. ‘This Institution is to be connected with the British and
Foreign Sailers’ Scciety, of which there sre already branches in mapy coun-
tries, The money for the undestaking is to be contributed—muck cf it
from Loglish eources—but it is hoped that contnbutions will come from
mapy who are interested in the work. Our Canadian Commissioner, Sir
Charles Tupper, will forward any conttibutions which are sept to him in
Londou.

The promotors of the eleven year o'd Society of Christian Ecdeavor
are to be congratulated upon the great growth of thst order, and upon the
goed work which the various Branch S-cieties are steadily carrying on.
At the recent Ctnstuan Endeavor Congress held in New Youk, no fewer
then 30 coo delegates were asiembled. The 22 5c0 Suc’eties have rnow
corolicd one and oue-! ndwillion of men-b rs, 1. Canadnthereare 13 999
Sccieues  The young people in Nova Scotia in particular seem to have
taken up the movement cuthusia:ticaily.  Acuve Sscienes are to be found
in almest all our towns ard vil-ges,xhere much unobtrusive good work is
dope. The well-choren name of Coristiap L.deavor describes exactly the
objact of the whole Society.

Though the great World's Exhibition has not been formally opened,
thousards cf sighl-zeers have already inspected the grounds and the buiidipgs
by paying the admittance fee of twenty five cents. Many varieties of loce-
motive power are to be seen, ore c¢f the most ingenious being the rej cted
“moving platforms.,” Since it has been decided that this innovation 15 not
to be intraduced joside the Exhilition giourds, the pre j-clors have cUtained
the right to lay sn aval track outside the enclosure. Qo tho 'rack stand a
series of very low, flit caxs. The weary pedestrian steps on ouve ang is
immediately carricd by electric force around the grounde. Tne platforms
vaty as to speed, some travelling at the rate of three miles an hour, while
the fastest one covers nine miles in the ssme time.

Halifax is well cquipped with city Fotels and with firsl-class boarding
houses, probably ss well equipped os any city of its sizs in the Dominion,
but a medern summer hotel has beccme a necessity ; and if our people are
to reap the full advantages of the tourist travel, our ciiz:ps must b up and
doing, otherwise scme en:crprising town in the Province will erect a suiiablo
hotel and thus cut out the capital. Many capitalists fear that a summer
botel wou!d pot prove a paying investment, bat if located upon a conven-
ient eite, why should pot the hotel be made a winter residence for the
families resident upon the shores of the North-West Arm and those who go
out to Reckirgkam snd Eidfcrd for the summer months?  Surely one of
our clever architects ceu desigh a structure suited alike for the purposes we
have indicated. To cur mind the central idea in the plans should be larger
or_emaller tuntes of reoms, 10 which fumites ccud live in ¢ mparative
privacy, having in comanen reading rocms, dining roems, etc.  The ceccu
pet cn during the winter of a well ordered establishment such as we have
cutlived 15 assurcd beyoud question, and one ouly has to note the diily
arsivale by train aed stecmer 1o convince him that the travellicg public
weuld appreciate s gecd summer hotel.  Judging by the amount of money
uj-ot deposit in our banks there is po lack of capital in Halifux, apd if
this summer hotel idea were taken up by a few of tne right men the neces-
eary tmount «f steck would be subscnibed within a week  aud next year the
botel would be resdy for occupation.  * Everyhudy's busioess is nch 3dy’s
bueinces, ' but surely wehave a few citizens who ure pairiouc encugh to
deveie a litde tiwe to this undertaking, 1w order that our people as a whele
muy benefit by their cnergy and enterprise,

The cry fcr improvement {n the roads came first from the bicycliats of
the United States, Far the past year the press have been very urgent upoa
the subj-ct, and now Senator Manderson has brought the measure fully
before Congress. 1le propcses that a National Highway Commission shall
be es ablished, and that under its supervision the roads of the nation shal|
become sccand to none in the world. Public money is bring constantly
spent on canals, bridges and railroads, so that it seems only reasonable thit
a portion af the surplus in the treasury should be applied to so important a
wotk., It is nlso proposed that a model highway shall be constructed
between New York snd Washington, passing through the cities of Philadel-
phia and Ualtimore. We wish this ardent friend of road-reform the best
of good luck in his undertakiog.

The spread of cholera in Asia is larpely due to the pilgrimaze wania for
which the people of the Eist have b:ieo celebrated.  Huf a million
pilgtims mect anouzlly at the sacred city ot Hurdwar in Iodia, and any
seed of contagious disease is encouraged to rapid growth by mesans of the
heat, the bad water and the O:iental indiff:rence to cleanliness, Mecca,
Mesched and Kiev all contain favorite shrices, and all of these cilies have
suff:red severely from cholera six times in the last seventy years, There
seems to L no doubt that the crowds of pilgeims ara responsible in great -
measure for the spread of the disease. At present Asia is suff:ring from the
scourge, Europe is threatened, and every effirt is bring mid2 to dis-
courage trade between the two continents. In our sea-port town we should
willirgly put up with asy incoavenieucs rather than that any opportuaity
should be given the dsease to appear in our midst.

The holiday season in Nova Scotia during the months of July and
Avgust is really one of the busiest times in the year, both in the city and
couniry. Probably this is due to our loag winters, durtbg which business is
comraratively dull; a time when most of ts feel like emulating bruin by
sleeping away the hours and sucking our paws for the waot of something
better to do. There are, however, a fortunate few who have the leisure and
means to e1jy the chaim of a holiday in the country. To all such we
would recommend o visit to Grand Pié and the valley of the Gaspereau.
A drive through Grand P:¢ upon a bright sammer’s day is a geouine ireat
to the senses. The beautiful stretch of the highly cultivated "prairie land,
the picturesque valley, the wonder{ul ebbing river and the glorious roll of
mountsio land which closely borders it on either side, are scenes which
delight 1he eye and fill the mind with thoughts of those poor Acidians who
oonce called this land their home. There near the mouth of the riveris the
point where Kvangeline and her fellow villagers sadly erbirked ; here on
that gently slopiog hill was the home she had left. A little further on tood
the forge of Baiml, and there 18 the fort of Minas, near to which fell Culonel
Nuble and mauy ot his brave men, A shoit drive up the ridge or up the
side of Horton Mouatain will give an oppurtunity to see one of the most
picturesque land and water «cenes in all Acadis, By all means go and see
it, for its beauties are untivalled, and it has an added charm 1o 1s weird,
strange history.

Many eminent geographers diff:r as to the is'and upon which Culumbais
first 1snded upon October 12, 1492. San Salvador or Cat Island, one of
the Bahamas, has been generally ac:epted as his first landing place, bat
some authoriues believe that a landing was first «fi cted upoo Grapd Turk
Island. The following abridged extract from the log baok of Coilumbus
is so explicit that no cne can reasonably believe that it applizs to either
San Saivador or Grand Turk 1sland, as they do not in any w.y conform to
the description of the nivigator. Uader date of O:stober 11th Columbas’
journal says:—*“Two hours after midoight the land appesrzd about wwo
leagues off They lowered all the saiis, leaving only a storm squere sail,
which is the maijosail withont bannets, and lay to uatil Friday, (Ozt, 12)
when they re:ched a emall island cilled Guanalaire by the natives.” Tais
island he called San Silvador, and he described it as * very large snd very
level, and has very green trees and abusdance of walzr and a very large
lagoon in the middle, without any mountaio, and all is covered with verdure
most pleaging to the eye.” Subsequently he refers to a *reef of rocks
which catirely surrounds that island, although there is within it depth
enough and ample harbor for all the vesscls of christendom, bat the
entrsnce is very narrow.” It is conceded that Columbus first saw one of
the Bahama Isiands, that he anchored conascutively at four others, and that
from the last one he went to Cubi. The Chicago flerald undertook the
solu'ion of this question, and two correspondents of that paper were sent
to the Bahamas to make the fullest investigation.  Alter visiting several of
the islands and rejocting them as not answeriog the description of Columbns,
they went to Watliog Island, which, beyoad all douby, is the first lind
touch+d st by Cilumbus four cecturiea since. According to the Heruld
expedition, they found Watling 1:1snd to canform to the historical evidences,
and geometrically to b: uneniingly the first laodlsll, The conditions
required by any theory of the first voyage are thoso indicated by Columbus
hisnself. Trnese are that the island fizst touched, which Le named Sao
Salvador, must have such features as a north and south coast, surroundiog
rects, a large 1:goou ia its middle, a headland nearly cat from the mainland
by the acticn of the eea, and a spacious harbar near by with a narrow
catrauce. The flerald says :—** Watling Island is the Guioahaire of the
patives, the San Salvador of Columbus, the scene of the most momentus
eveat in history, bscause it is the only islacd which in itself agrees with 1be
discoverer's description, acd because it is the oply island from which the
log can be followed to the five other islands visited by him.”

Under tho continuance of bright and warm weather the hopeful foolings
noted last week havo been strongthened and greator aolivity hes been mani-
fested in noarly every branch of businees,

* Labor doy," of couree, to some extent hampered the smooth coureo of
business, and wuch money was epent—porhaps in some cases foolishly—but
tho moro circulation of money stimulates business activity and, therefore,
though individuals may find their purses lighter, tho general trade situation
is improved,

WeekLy ¥ivanoian Review or Hesrr Crews & Co.,, Niw Yomk,
July 16, 1892.—* Tho situation in Wall Stroot is unusually devoid of
fostures of active interest. Tho lwo sides to speculation appear to bs so
ovonly balanced, as to force an advantage, that neither ono cares to under-
take any movements of importance. Tho * boars, it is tiue, are, 88
always, on the outlook for a chance for a skirmish or a raid, but they fiud
the position of tho *bulls’ so well guarded that such demonstrations are
cautious and fesble, and any damago they may inflict upon prices is econ
repairod, The absenco of special occasions for excitement aflords an unus-
usl inducement to oporators for taking s libsral summer vacation ; and both
professional and outside operators aro consequently maintsining a passive
attitude, though propared to defond any outstanding intoreststhey may have
left behind. Probably the amount of stocks restivg in this position is by no
means inconsiderable, but such holdings aro clung to with confidence, for
{he reason thot the situation is regarded as steadily improving, and becauso
it is therefore expected that tho Fall will open with e situation favotable to
higher prices.

Tho improssion appears to bo very general,—and we think tho event is
likely to show that it is well founded,—that the secrics of roactionary
influences which set in with tho Barings’ suspension have now, after an
interval of about two yoars, worked out their worst results, and that hence
fosth whatever changes may ariso in the genorsl situation aro likely to be for
tho better, Indeed, alresdy, traces of steady recovery are spparent both in
the Old World and the New. Though capital is still cautious, yot it begins
to show anxioty for employment, The willingness of the London Roth-
schilds to undertake o loan of $15,000,000 for the Tranavaal Government is
a significant symptom oJf the dispesition of London capital to roturn to
investment in foreign enterprises, and it will have its effect in encouraging
the recovery of like enterprise in other quarters. It is the keyacte of the
beginning of financial rovival in Europe. Even thus early slso, there are
wigne of the roturn of life among the dry bones left in tho wake of the
destruction of credit and onterprise in the Argentine catastrophe, and the
great mass of obligations whick had eo enormously overdiscounted the
resources of that fertile country are now finding buyers at advancing pricos,
while the piemium on gold is steadily declining, The harvest prospects in
all European countries, excopting considorable areas of Russis, nce hopeful ,
which,—tsken togother with the probability of a surplus cf close upon
200,000,000 bushels of wheat being available for export from the United
States,—means a year of cheap bread for the millions of European population,
—a factor which, in that part of the world, alnaye contributes to popular
content and tho encouragement of trade.

The forementioned symptoms warrant the hope of & steady rccovery of
trade and finapce in the pations of the wurld. This is more important to the
United States, because the foreign financial depression of the last two years
has been attended with the return of large amounts of securities to this
country, and with large drains upon our stock of gold—movements swhich
would naturally be reversed in the event of recovery abroad. Itis doubt-
fu, however, whether anfficient importance has been attached to the signifi-
cant fact that we have so little felt tho pressure arising from this unprecedented
return of our obligations and tbe withdrawal of our best money. It has
caused no precoptible check upon our industries, nor Las it prevented the
isano on this market of a large amount of new corporate loans, and hed it
not been for the feara excited by the insane silver agitation, this cxemptiva
from sympathy with Europoan causes of trouble would have been still more
marked. T'hat there is a stoady, not to say large, imgrovemont in the volume
of home trade now going forward, is made clear from the fact that the clear-
ings at the combined clearing-houees of the country, for the first half of the
yoar, show an increase of 15 per cent., notwithstanding that the transsctions
at the New York Clearing Houeo havo been largely curtailed by the creation
of the Stock Exchange Clearing House.

Under the gew:ral conditions above cited, and in view of a clearer ascer-
tainment of the resulls of tho harvest—which stiil temaio & matter of uncer-
tain cstimate—it seems reasonable to infer that, after the quiot of the Summet
recreation, the men of Wall Street will awake to tho appreciation of a
situation exceptionally favorable to the value of securities,”

Both city and country retailers
are working down their stocks and asking for frosh supplies. As stocks
that were laid in were lighter than is usual tho movement is all the more
apparent, and wholesalers are now reaping the advantage of tho very conser-
vative buying. Prices conlinue about tho same, but aro very firm. Paymonts
still continue to improve. Ounco the crop prospects assume a more definito
phase dealers expect a gonoral improvement in the demand. Thoy arguo
this, upon tho generally edmitted fact that stocks all over the country in
rotailers’ hands aro small, which will necessitato all round replonishmont as

Inoy, Hanpware anp MeTars.—Tho iron market, like other hoavy

branchos, continucs quiet, Warrsuls are weak and aro quoted in Glaegow at
about 41s, 31, Bar iron is without feature, only a emall jobbing movoment
being to mote, Scrap ir:n is dull and steady with only occasional sales to
be noted. Jron plates are featurolees, values being the samo, Tho msrket
for tin in still dropping awny off, but the decline i3 generally credited to the
Now York clique who Iatterly 1an it up, and who aro now said to be depress-
ing that they may buy more. Tho quotatisn in England has dropped from
£99 10s lae* weok and £103 o month ago, to £97 ot the beginning of tho
week and £95 to-day. Our local market, as ususl, is reepondiog very slowly
to tho altercd prices, and prices here are higher proportionately than in
Eovgland. Copper is also lower both in Eogland and Joocally.

Breavsturrs —T'he local flaur market has boon dull and eisy with but
littlo Lusiness doing. Oatmeal is unchanged. Tbero is a fair demand for
feed at steady pricos. Buierbohm's cablo roports wheat quiet but steadior,
and corn firm, but nothiog doing. The Fronch country msrket:, owing to
continued wet woather, bavo ruled firm. Woather in Englsnd damp and
unlike summer. In Chicsgo there has been an improved tono to the wheat
matkot, and tho prico advanced about one cent on moderate buying by local
and St. Louis ehorte, The Now York Post says:—!'¢ ¢ Bright skies of
promisc’ and encouraging crop reports at home and favorable sgricultural
condiiions snd dull m:rkots abroad mako a heavy market lcad for the bulls
in grain to drag woarily along the spcculativo road ; and as they continuo
thelr journey, one after another of tho faithful ones fall out by tho way, and
fow tako their places. DBut *it's a long lane and no furn,’ though the end
of the market depression seems as fur cff' as evor. Tho latest phases of the
Anti-Optior Bill aleo ouly aggravato the situation, and will continue to
restrict business until further and moro decided Jdevolopmente, The
various Stato reports issued every few days indicate that the corn crop is
makiog fair progress, the wintoer wheat harvest nearing completion, and
spring whoat doing well, The crop weather West continues very favorable,
ospecially for corn; local rains and showers in sectiuns, but in the main
clear and hot weather prevails over the corn belt.”

Provisions.—The local provieion markat is without change. Pork and
smoked meats are in fsir demand, but business {s, on the whole, quist.
Outside markets exhibit no change ss a rule, The Montreal Trade Bulletin
romarks of that market as follows .—* Tho market for pork is decidedly
firmer, sales of Canada short cut, which i3 gettiag scarce, haviog taken place
at 817 to 817.560 por bbl. Chicago new regular m:s; cannot be laid down
here at to-day’s prices at under £16, and dealers say that, in order to got a
fair profit, it cannot bo biught in and sold at less than $16.50. It is eaid
that prices in the West are being hoisted, iy order to give the packers a
chance to unload ; but this is now a threadbare argument, R-garding lard,
thero is 8till a difference of opinion as regards piices, one dealer showing us
sales of compound at $1.45, and another 8ays he is willing to sell at §1.35
per pail. Tho market, however, is firmer at 31.40. Smoked meats are firm
at the advance last quoted by us.”

DurTeRr continues the same as before, creamery being held at high
figures, while the demand is oot at all urgent. Thero is nothing partic 1lar to
note with regard to dairy stock, of which, however, but litile is coming for-
ward yet. A Montreal report says:—* It is very certain that an easier feel-
ing obtains in cresmory butter, although there is as yot no materisl change
in values, which we qu.to from 19:. to 193¢, asto quality. Although most
of the June creamery has been braught up as stated by us two weeks ago,
there are still a few factories offericg their make op this market, but it is
eaid to be difticult to obtain the full priges formerly offored. Eistern ‘fomn-
ships daity sells to the :ity trade st 17c. to 18c., a lot of choice Morrisburg
bringing the outside figure. In Wostern, prices range all the way from 133c.
to 15¢c. The export demand is not by any means brisk, slthough a few lots
are going over. Theo receipts during tho past three weecks have amounted to

24,000 packages, which are quite heavy.” A Londun correspondent writes .

—* Batter has been a rather demoralizad market this weck, sgonts trying to
get quit in vain et shillings below the suppused matket value. French,

‘which bave kept out of the market of lato, owiog principally to the droaght

and to tho wholesale slaughter of cows and calves in progress during the
spring, havo been coming in this woek in increased qusntity, and buyers
bave had things pretty much their own way in the matter of prices. Irish
are coming forward in great guantity and in splendid condition, aud people
aro not now so wont as formerly to givo stiff figures fur Danish when good
stufl nearer home and st moderats guotations can be obtained. Danish,
again, is having its usual spel! of bad weather, which turns it out in nnsivory

has not given way as much as we expected, the cheese going out by this
week's steamers costing 83c to ¢ for finest Western colored, 8§c to 8jc for
finest Fronch colored, 8§c to 832 for finest Wostorn white, and 8ic to 8.
for finest Franch whito, Underpriced goods have sold at 8c. to 8ic, T1ho

recent hot woather has caused a corsiderable porticn of cheose arnving to
show up in bad condition, and this has a tendency to depress the markef,

gonoral opinion in the trade is that prices will sot go lo &c, for finest.
There is n good cable onquiry, but st prices that holdera aro not inclined to
sccept. Owing to wint of spaco on tho Bristo! steamer, shippers have beon
sgked to cancel their ongagoments, but we boliove that arrangements havo
boon made that aro eatisfactory”” In Landon, according to a letter received
thonco * Checeo is still an active market, the arrivels of the cow mako going
rapidly into coneumption o a freo demand., Tho amount on hand, hor-
ever, both from the States and Canads, had tho effect of sending down rates,
and sbont 1s. to 25, lowor,than last week may bo quoted as tho range of the

Eoos —Tho local demand for eggs is apparently slackening cff, but this
gecws 10 bo partly due to the uncertain character of tho eggs cffered. ILgpgs
should bo, like & certain historical personage, “above suspicton,” or the
public will look at them askance Thero is no room hore for ** doubtful”
eggs oxcept for what the Chrondcle calls * ecrentific purposes,” but thero are
no elections on just now in this community. Muntreal reports:—* There
has boen an improved enquiry for oxport, and sales have beon mado in this
matket by cable at f. 0. b. prico here for Livorpool and a c. i. f. prico there.
The local demand, howovor,ie rather elow with sales of good candled stock
at 11c ; but choico shipping eggs are quoted firmot 11§c. per dozan, Seve:al
ehipmonts aro going forward this woees to Logland, and moro aro oxpected to
follow next week.”

Fruir.—Tho supply of greon fruits conuinues largo, but the demind
roadily absorbs all tho supply ; indeed it ecems almost :mpossible to import
more green fruit than our pouple wnl covsume. There has boen a somowhat
improved enquiry for dried fruits during the week, but the market is nearly
baro as far as stocks in first hands aro cuncerned. The new crop will bo on
the market in about aix wrecks, and thero is not much disposition evinced to
stock up in the interim, Recent advices from Eogland state that in the
principal apple-growisg districts in that country tho outlook 18 very disap-
pointing, and half a crop is all that may be depended upon. la Germaoy
and Belgiom, however, a fair crop is anticipated. Regarding the crop in
Canada, reports from some of tho principal apple sectionsare discouragiog, a
good portion of the fruit being blighted and badly spotted. Ia other sec-
tione, howoever, the yield will be fully as large as that of last year. A lirge
spple-packer, writiog from S.rathroy, says that if the crop is as large all over
gs it is in the ceven Western counties of Ontario, he does not want to touch
early fcuit, a8 he thiuks there is bound to be losses on it.  The ctop in Now

York State promises to be a fair one, whilo the Michigan crop s expected to | 1

bo large. It is too early a8 yct to prognosticate with apy certainty as to the
jeld in Nova Sco:s, but so far, the promises for a tair yeld are gocd,
although this is what is called an *“cff yoar” 1n maby of our orcbards.

Suuar.—TIn spite of tho aruval of what shouid be 1he busy season the
sugar msrkets sre oll weak. Our local market shows a better demand buy
granulated is easier in price and yellows are hardly so firm. Sull the refin-
ories are kept busy in filling orders. In New York, although the demind is
geod, granuiated has been put down another sixteeth, and 18 now quoied at
4}s. This drop, however, 1s belioved to be simply a repeution of the dodge
ot the Suger Trust to force down the price of raws un il they have bougt
their eupply. Apparestly, this plan tor putting on the ecrew is quite suc-
ceasful, for the Lordon market for raw is lowor than even last week ; beat
firals are 12s 6d for July , Java is 15s ; and fair retiniog 133 34 ; a drop of
3d in each line. In Toronto, cutling is going on very fiercely, one firm
selling sugar at 43¢, or oven lowor.

Morasses.—1here has been no chsnge in the looil molasses situation
sinco our report leat week. Stocks held here are quite small and owners
cvioce n.o anxioty to dispuse of what they have.

In blacks there is unly a yobbing business and only smalt sales
aro making. The d-mand is nut brsk.

Corree is in faitly ective demond and firm under light cupplice. Hardly
any of light grades are to bo had.

Fisn.—The local fish market remains quiet, and receipts are rather
smaller than they were last week, Dait 1s fairly plentifu), bat the hsh are
scarcer, S.me very small calches of mackerel have becn made at various
points, but nono of tho large tchools taken in furmer years bave put in an
appearance ihis scason, The outsido demand appears to bo umproving to
somo degroe, and hopes ate nuw entertsined that fair prices may be
obtained for sny fish that mey be taken by our fishermen.

Mr. F. K. Ballou, of the Boston Gold Mining Co., brought t» town and
Jeposited with the Halifax Bankivg Co. ono day last weok, a brick of gold
weighing 175 o-s., the product of last month’s work. Mr. G. A, Wade, of
tho Malaga Mining Co., alsd brought in a brick weighing 136 oz, the pro-
duct of last month's work.— GQuld Hunter.

The mineral exhibit at the World's Fair promises to be incompsrably
finer than any before made, oither in this couutry or abroad. Californis
and Colorado each is striving to surpass all other states, and claims that it
will suroly do so. Michigan, Muntana and Missouri, too, are making a
specialty of tho oxbibition of their remarkably rich and varied mineral
resources, and are not without hope of winningthoe highest award. Almost
overy stato possesses mineral resources of especial merit in ono or more
particulars, and will display its best. X¥rom all togetbera wonderfully
cumplete and valuablo oxhibit is a certsinty. Then, too, many foreign
nations, notab’y England, will make mineral oxhibits of the most completo
description.  Canada will occupy 10 000 square feet for its mineral display.
Half of it is aesired by Ontario province, which intends to make an exten-
sivo exhibit, inciuding lead, copper, iron, gold, griphite, mica, asbestos,
phosphate of lime, gypsam. marl, petroleum, sa‘'t, terra colta clay, nickel,
silver, and mapy varieties of marble, granite and other building material.

Canada will make a remarkable display of her mincral resources at the
World’s Fair. TEo Province of Ontario has determined on msking a large
oxhibit of all the minerals found in that province, and Quebec has resolved
not to be behind her sister province in this respect. Nova Scotia, so rich
in mineral wealth, is aso actively engaged in bringing togethor specimens
of her richest deposite. It is expected that tko pold orss of Nova Scotia
will surprise many of the visitora te the World s Fair, while the sample of
ber coal fields will afford some idea of the wondezful resources of the Pro-
vinco in that particular. Tho asbzstos, mica, plumbage and phosphate
deposits wili form promineat features in the Quebec exhibit ; whilo tho
rich picke} ores for which Ontario is now so famous, will receive much
aitention from that province. The Domipion geological survey will make a
very fine exhibit, which wi'l afford facilities for s’udying tho mineral
resources of the country, on cither the limited provincial basis or from
tke wider Dominion standpoint.

Ovexs Distaict.—I. W. Leonard, C. E,, “ricerly conzecled with the
Spring Hi.l and Parstoro Ioad, now of Kingston, Ountario, has been
makipg a systematic test of somo areas at tho Ovens Distiict, owned by
perties in Kingston. Tho areas lie bolween the former Cunard c'aims and
the Ovens proper, and about 14 tons of ors were taken out across the belt
Jf Jeads at tho foot of thec’'iff. ‘Then the belt was opened on tho main-
land about 150 feet back from the face of the c'iffand a quantity of oro raised
and barrelled. Pat of the oro was sent to the Hardman Mill to ba tested,
part was milled ot Gold Lliver, and somo barrels were sent to New York
and Kingeton. About a barrel of conc:ntrates from the crushing was also
sent to Ringston.

Mr. Henry Archibald was employed to superintend the operatiouns, and
has success{ully completed his vart of the work. The results of the tesls
we havo not yet learned, but hopo they may prove satisfactory.

THE GEOLOGY OF CAPE BRETON—THE LOWER SILURIAN.

By Eowiy Guepiy, Ja,, Lu. D., F. R. S. C,, E1c.. INsPECTOR oF MINE3,
Read before the Nova Scotian Insldute of Science 9th May, 1892,

In my lsst paper I gave a brief ske'ch of tho Davonian Moasures of
Caps Breton, rnd cow come to the Lower Silurian rocks. I have ulready
drawn altention to the remarkably limited devoiopments of goologiosl
borizons in this island, Belween tho basal conglomerate of the Carbonifer-
ous and the Pro.Cawbrian thoro interveno only o few limitod aroas reforred
to the Devonian and the Lower Siluriar. The Laurentian hills of the
islard mry have borae on their ctests much fuller representations of the
geolegical scquence than sre now presented, but evidence is nod wantivg to
show tonal for long perisds they must bave stood as now, bare and
patiisrchal.

The Lower Silurian of Capo Broton rests frequertly upon the Laurentian,
and its cong'omerates include pebbles ¢f itas felsiles, gneisses, ete. It i3 {u
tiro overlsid at many points.by Tower Carboniferous strata, and has yielded
ita frrgmenis to form the basal conglomerates of tho lstter formation.
The fact that hitlorto the Lowor Carboniferous conglomerates have failed
to yield pebbles diffsring from the Lower Silurian and Laurentina rocke,
form. sp argument in faver of the view that the Lewer Silurian and
Dcvor an slone in Cspe Brelcn mark the gap slrexdy alluded te. This
argum -nt is the stronger becauso the Carboniferous conplomerates are com-
resed of material derived from strata close to the poiot of formation, They
do rot, a3 in eeveral c-ses in Nova Scotis, contain buulders snd pebbles that
havo been carried many milcs.

Tte extent of these Silurian sirata is observed at mepy points by the
overlyis g Cubcnifercus conglomerster, and at other lociliiies they appear to
have teen prescrved by the protecticn sgainst denudation alfiided by the
Liurentisn ridges. Theso strata s1e not found in the counties of R chmoad
or Inverness, and are represented in Vie'oria County on'y by a small oulcrop
peer Cspe Divphin, refuared with doubt, in the absence of fossil evidence,
to thie ege.

A lovg nerrow band runs from Mooye’s B:ook, in St. Andrew's Chabnel,
(Little Bras d'0.) along the shore to the mouth of McLeod’s B:ook, which
it ascends to its scurce, acd then foilows Iadian Breok down until withia a
milo ¢f its meuth, at the Chagpel on the E:cigzonic Iadisn Resarve on East
Biy. Except at Owi'a Brook, this bind is no where over a mile in width.
Lspg lsland is entiraly composed of the slates and limestones of this group.
At the Lorg Istend, Barasois end McSween'e Brook there is an uncomnfort-
ab'e c-pping «f conglowmerate. At Dogald’s Puint the conglumerate
completely ob.cures it, and res's upon tha 3 isdale fel-i-es. No expaosure of
the Siurisn strata is visible for several miles uptil Maclear's Bssch i
resched, where it reppears as a narrow strip between the Laurentisn and
Curglomera'e.  This outcrep terminates at Shen:cadie, but a emall outlier
is vizible about a mile to the westward. Similar ottliers cccur op E18t By,
pear the mouths of M.ckintosh and Bawa’s Brooks.

At the Lead of Est Bay, thesc strsta outcrop sgain resting on the syenitio
maeses «f the Coxbesth Hiils, and aro in turn obscured by the Cirbaniferous
conglomerate. Tho northero edge of this expisure ruus from tha faat of
Gillis Lake, and pasees a hittlo south of Mc \iams Lik= aod continnas ts a
point on tto Eist Bsy road about one mile west of the bridje over Syruce
Breok. Thbis sirip is 2bsut a mile w.de in tbe centie and gradually narrows
at exch end.

Tte greot st development of this horiz , howsser, is met in the Mira
River district, and here 1t has been carefally tricrd and minutely descnibed
by Mr. F etcher of tto C.nsdi-n Geulugicat Sarvey.
