It is well for a persun to live within his meaus,
It is always wise, even if sometimes it should be
uncomfortablo. This is equally true of churches;
but churches, liko individuals, ofton pursue.a dif-
forant course. A church burdencd by a debt un-
necessarily incurred must bo an eyesore to God
and a pleasing picture to Satan. It is botter by
far to worship in a plainly finished and plainly
furnished meeting-house that cvst one thousand
dollars and is paid for, than to be tenantsn a mag-
nificent structure furnished with all the modern
conveniences and comforts, but over which a
mortgago of thirty thousaud dollars baungs like a
cloud. Common glass windows that arc paid for
are more beautiful to the devoutsoul that has faith
in the Book which says, ¢ Owe no man anything,"
than the most beautiful stained windows could
poseibly be, if the latter are not paid for. A debt
makes cushioned seats uncomfortable, even though
they be cushioned with plush; but we can enjoy a
hard seat in God’s house when wo know it is His,
and the world has no claim upon it. All this is
suggested by a big mortiage which disfigures a very
rich and very fashionable church.

WE sometimes hoar p.ople trying to solve the
problem why the Disciples of Christ make so few
cenverts in theso provinces, It is always well to
find out whether a cortain state of affairs exists
bofore we look for the reasons which will explain
it. Wo have not miade as little progress as many
seem to think, A rich harvest has grown on these
ficlds and been reaped, but hundreds of the finest
sheaves have been carried away ito the United
States. We have not received mcre than a dezon
or 8o in return, About twoanty of our preachers
are working in the neighboring country. Is it any
wonder, then, that we do not seem to be duing
much for vurselves when we have done so much for
others! It would be an instractive task, during
these long wintor nights, for the clerks of our
various churches to examine the records and see
how mauy names have been enrollod since the
churches wers organized, and especially to see how
many members have gone away, taking lotters
with them. Such an examination would probably
produce a feeling of sadness when it was found that
more had guue than remained; but, as a reaction,
a feeling of joy would arise in thinking that there
were 80 many to go.

EvERYTHING has a history. It may be as brief
as that of the dowdrop that forms in the night
and disappears in the morning, or it may be as
long as that of the mounntain which has stood &
silent witnoss of the changes of centuries. Some
of our churches have had long, eveutful and sug-
gestive histories. Tt would be interosting to know
what the past hasbeen, When wore they organizod
and under what citcumstances? Who was the
leading spirit in the movement! How many
memberaformod the nucleus? Through whatsersondg
of trial have they passed? What events of espeaial
interest are connected with them? Information
along these lines would bs oxcoedingly entertaining
reading. The history of the church at Lot 48, for
instnnce, could not fail to entertain and instruct.
For naarly oighty years it has been contending for
the faith once for all delivered to tho saints. Its
history seems to go back further than the com-

mencement of Campbell's work in the United States;
for ho was not excluded by the Baptists from their
fellowship till 1827, or more than a decade after
this church was organized, There is room for a
fruitful investigativn here. Who can give us tho
facts?

THERE is one work which the writer of this para-
graph would modestly suzgest that the editor of
Tue CuristiaN should do, . ¢., to write tho
History of the Disciples of Christ in the Maritime
Provinces. In one hundred years from now we do
not doubt but that the plea which we make for a
return to the old paths shall be listened to with
approval and accopted with dolight by the English
speaking world. A wave has atarted on its way to
the Pacific States, It is working mighty changes
as it goes, It will soon come back aud touch the
Atlantic coast, and in due time come up here, wash-
iog away speculations and dogmas which have no
foundation but in men's vain thoughts. Those will
be bright days for the Disciples in these provinces
who shall see it. They will want to know when
the first small and feeble wave touched thoae shores
and tried to wash away the theological rubbish
which had been acecumulating for ceuluries, and
prepared the way for the inflow of tho flood of truth.
Such a rocord should be made when brethren and
aisters are [alive whose, memories go far back into

the century and who can supply data which no
existing record contains, Whois soToHipetant to do
the work a& Bro., D. Crawfordl T he cannot
unde riake such a task, let him at least give us a
short account of the organization of the Church of
Christ at New Glasgow.

REFORMATIONS are necessary, and as things go
it seems as though the time would not soon come
when they could bo dispensed with. A reformativn
is generally more sweeping than a revision. The
proper way to reviso a man-made creed is to reform
it till it conforms to the Divine confession of faith.
The Church of Christ hss no creed that needs
revision, and no doctiines that require refurming.
The Reformation of this century has restored to it
ths teachings of Christ and His apostles, unmixed
by human error, and undisturbed by human phil-
osophy. DBut the age of reformation even for us
has not yet passed. Wo may well congratulato
oarselves upon holding a doctrinal position which
is impregnable. No place for successful assault
can be found by oven the most active and sagacious
of our oppouents, But it is one thing to be right
in doctrine and an entirvely differont thing to be
right in our religious lifo. Both should always bs
found together; but either may exist without the
other. Thousands are wronp—radically, deplorably
and it may be fatally—in doctrines, whose lives
aro almost abovoreproach. Thousands who under-
stand God's tovealed plan of salvation, and can
state as clearly as Paul did tho conditions upon
which pardon will be granted, live lives which
have little or nothing to recommend them. And
of the two classea the one that is wrong in dnctrine
but right in life, stands in a safor position than

tho one who is right in doctrine and wroug in life;
for tho latter cannot beo saved, but the former may
possibly be. Tho reformation which shall be next
needed is ane to cause all who have named the
name of Christ to depart from all iniquity, and
show themselves to be indeed sons and daughters
of God, who aro trving to glorify Him in theig
bodies and spirits which are His.

ANUTIER CRITICISM AND ANSWER

Indeed, Bro. Furd, Iam perfectly willing to
¢ take God'’s own action in this case as the correct
interpretaticn of His ovwn werds.”  You ash,
**Was not Adam alisnated from God thy snme day
he disubeyed?® 1 eay certainly! Again, '*Is not
this a result of disobedience 2" Most certainly, 1
cannot fuil to see that an alienation from Gud nas
the first (and immcdiule) result of Adam’s trans
grossion,” Adam and Eve telt that themsulves
when, ashamed, they hid themselves fromn their
God. But this is not the ‘¢ threatened penalty.”
For, a8 you say, we have . . . . a plain accvunt of
the oxecution of tho threatened ponalty. Certainly!
But bave wo a plain sceennt of Adam’s spiritual
alienation from God? WNo. for that was instan-
tancous, was it not? Immeodiately un sinning he
was at variance with his God, The *‘execution of tho
threatencd ponalty " was sometitne during the day,
Therefore the plain sccount of the excention of tho
penalty, and tho only such account, wo find in the
following threo last verses of Genesis iii: ** Aud
the Lord said, Behold the man is become as ono of
us to know good and evil ; and now, lest he put
forth his hand and take also of the treo of life,
and eat and live forever. TuExrerore the Lord
sont him forth from the garden of Eden to till the
ground from whence he was takon. So He drove
out the wan; and He placed at the east of tho
garden of Ilden cherubim and a flaming sword,
which turned every way to keep the way of the
tree of lifo.,”” And to use you own words, ** In
conscquenco of this banishment from the tree of
lifo, ho died a phyeical death some nine hundred
years aftorward.” Again I quote you: Following
this digobedience, Adam was not only driven from
tho presence of the Lord, but was also banished
from the tree of life lest he shounld ¢ eat and live
forever.® . Henco, physical death must bo
more immediately connected with the banishmnent
from the tree of life, and is thus the remote and not
the direct conecquence of Adam’s sin. But this is
the execution of the °‘*threatened penalty” re-
member. Therefore, according to your own reason-
ing, *“the oxecution of the threatened penalty”
produced physical death. the REMOTE consequence of
Adam’s trausgression. No, God romoved Adam
from the tree of hfe lest he should cat and avert
the threatened peualty. You say, ** Sin of itself
could not kill the budy.” What does? Would
Adam ovor have died if he had not sinned? Cer-
tainly not ! For he was allowed free access to the
treo of ife which could give him everlasting exist-
ance. Only one tree was forbidden !

. You mistook my wlustration for one of the two
‘ similar 1nstances " 1 mentioned. I merely drew a
cowparison betwzen Garield’s death and Adaw's.
As to Gurfield’s wound being inflicted by another,
that alters not the case, as I have read of men
shooting 1hemselves, andif you wish wo'll “‘suppose
it so.”

Moses, the historian, also ‘¢ kept the two events
separate,” viz : Adam’s death blow and Adam's
death. But they were nune the less closely con-
nected,

One or two questions in clusing : If spiritual
death were tho threatened penalty, why drive Adam
from the treo of life? Could not the spiritual
death be enforced with tho wan physically alive?
Will you please nawe avmo other places in Genesis
or in the Old Testament in which spiritual death is
spuben of 7 Shunid we not understand languago as
it was understeed by these to whom it was sp: ken?
Adam had, no doubt, witnessed the death of

animals around him, but did be know anything

abuut spiritual death ?  If not, why would God
threaten bim with a penalty not understovd by him?
Thero aro o fow vther puints 1n your reply [ should
like to have noticed did space permit,  With these
fow romarks, my dear brother, T await you r further
explataticn. By the way, Bro. Ford, I think there
is not much difference botweon s, unly this, Law
RAW, yJuud are ol

Though my Bro, writes with a faicly sharp pen,
it is very evident that there is no wmneyar in his
ink. There is alsv e'ich o mamfest desire to know
tho truth that 1t affords me much pleasuro to follow
tho cyamination of this subject a little further.
In tlos second letter my Bro. admits about all that
has beou eaid in reference to Adam’s alicnation
from God the day he ate of tho forbidden fruit,
and that this was tho * first and immediate result
of his transeression.” DBut adds: *‘ This is not the
threatened penalty.” Hete, my dear Bro., you
are assuming the very pomnt in discussion. Tho
question is simply this: Was this separation from
God, which Adam suffered the very day ho traus-
gressed, spiritual death? The position taken in
my avswer to your query is that it was spiritual
death that ho thon suflered.

In proof of this it has been clearly shown that
men still in the enjoymont of physical life were
spoken of as being ‘‘ dead in the trespasses and
sins,” and that this death, or alienation from God,
was on account of ‘ wicked works.” Col i, 21
And that it was said of the woman that lived in
plonsure, that she was ‘“dead whilo she lived."
I Tim. v. 6. Theso are but a few of the many
Scriptures that represent men, who still were liv-
ing in tho flesh, as being spiritually dend, or
alienated from God ** by wicked works.” If these
Scriptures do not teach this, then ars they mean-
ingless?

If it bo true, then, that Adam's descendauts,
becansp of thoir transgressions, became sinnors,
and because alionated by *¢ wicked works,” and
were thus said to bo ‘“dead in trespasses and sins,”
is it not but reasenable for us to conclude that he
also, the very head of tho race, should have suffered
a liko penalty whon he transgressed the law of God,
for the wages of sin is death?® Thus spiritual
death could be, and was, enforced ¢ with the man
physically alive.”

Tho only reason kuown to man for driving Adam
from tho tree of life is thal given by God himself,
“lest he should eat and live forever.” It would
appear an act of mercy, that man having sinned,
thus bringing so much evil into the world, should
not be permitted to live forever in this sinful state,
particularly when God knew how He would ultim-
ately redeem ull men from the grave, to which they
must necessarily go on account of Adam’s banish-
ment from the treo of lifo.

We do not g0 to the Old Testament for light on
the subject of life and death. ** Life and immor-
tality is brought to light through the Gospel,”
IL. Tun. i 10 It is to t) e New Testament wo go
for light on ull these things. Indecd, without this
we could understand but little as to the spiritual
condition of man, ‘eithor in this world or the world
tocome. We could never have known what God
meant whon Ie said the seed of the woman should
bruise the serpent’s head, but for the light that has
been thrown back on those words by the New
Testament.  So with very many of the sayings of
God in the Old Testament; they ure best under-
in the light of the Gospel. This subject of lifo and
death is no exception. The hope of the resurrec-
tion from the dead is the joy of the Christian; but
we look in vain for moro thau a hiut, and that but
divinely giver, in the O:d Testament, for light on
this blussed hope. ** Everlasting destruction § om
the presenco of the Lord” is the doom of the

finally wicked; but this too, we learn from the
Guepol.  From this it will bo ecen that there ia no
force in the fact that the Oid Testament throws
but little light on tho subject of spiritual death,
fur it also gives but littlo hope of the resurrection
from the dead. Isit not altugether gratuitous to
say that Adam had witnessed the death of anunals,
and henco understood the naturo of physical death?
It would bo hard to prove that this was true.
Would it nout be mure in harmony with the circum-
stances to conclude that Adawm was an nspired
man, aud by the aid of the spirit could give sutable
*names to all the cattlo and all the birds of the
air and to all the beasts of the field,"” by which, also,
ho could understand the nature of doeath as spoken
in Gen. ii. 17.  This is the position taken by
Dresidont Milligan and seoms much moro reason-
ablo than the unwarranted conclusion that Adam
had seon animals slaiv, by which he had learned
the naturo of death.

In conclusion Jet it be noted that the Now Testa-

mont wakes but small account of physical death,
s Fear not them who kill the body ' ure the words
of our Lord, ** but rather fear Him who is able to
destroy buth soul and body in hell.” Paul speuks
of it as a ““departuro ¥ and as ¢ being absont from
tho body,” etc It is tho death of the svul against
which we are warned in tho Gospel, that we suffor
not that everlasting separation from God, which is
the ¢ sccond death.”

FROM JAPAN,

Strange questions arise in the minds of the
Japanese ivn regard to the Christian roligion. ¢ [s
Moses God1” asked a Joper, * No, why do you
think 50! ** Becauso you speak of the ten com-
mandmonts of Moses, and tho lirst one says,
¢ Thou shalt have no othar gods before me,’ "

*¢Is that ture?” said an old lady whon she
hoard that there is only one God, ‘* I have always
thonght the more gods I worshipped the better,
I'll go and sweep them all away.”

¢ T suppoee,’ eaid a barber, as he scraped my
faco with a razor which took hold with greater
avidity thaa it Jet go, ** I suppose that it costs a
great deal of money to enter the Cbristian Church?”

* Why does God permit evil 7" puzzles many, as
it has from the days of the Grecks.

We were invited out to dinnor. DBesides the
main house there were three small houses within
the yard, The yard was broken by artiticial hills,
between which a stream flowed in which there wore
a number of fish., We went to one of the summer
houses and found chairs and a table provided, such
things Japancee do not customarily use. Tea and
cakes were served first, the Japauese sensibly take
dessert before they have a full meal of solid food.
Then came boiled chestnuts and sweet potatoes,
cuttle fish, exceedingly tough, and a dish very
palatable called *“ateamed teacups,” ouws, furming
& custard, threo or four different kinds of fish,
mushrooms and leaves of a seaweed were the ingro
dients which are put into a cup and steamed.
Raw fish cut in small slices, bamboo shoots, oranges,
no larger than the end of a man’s thumb, seaweed,
cherry leaf tea and custard completed an enjoyable
meal,

One of our brethren paints flowers on silk, If
ho would not put his seal on merchants would pay
two or three times his price, then they would aflix
the counterfoit seal of somo noted painter of ancient
times and sell it at a higher rate, but he would not
consout to such dishonest practices. A Chinaman
gells at tho samo price he pays, his profit is in short
woight. There is no cure for these things but the
Gospel,

*Wo Japanese cannot do business as fast as you
Americans,” said a cuitured Japanese to me in
faultless Euglish. “‘In Corea,” he added, *‘it is ten
times worse, A Corean will start out with a small
basket to make some purchases, he will ask the
price of an article and try to get it cheaper, then
go some other place and in an hour or two return
aud buy. In that way he will use up a whole day.
Time is not counted as of vaino.”” This gentle-
man was trying to sccuro a lot for a chapel, It ia
uecessary for me to keep in the back ground, for if
it were kn wn that a foreignor is the roal buyer tho
price is muck higher. I wauted to push things—
hence the above remark. The delay was fortunate.
The contract was made, money to bind the bargain
was paid, a fow hours before the time appoiuted to
o to tho court house to mako the bargain complete
a firo started in the adjoining house and fifteen
houses, including that one, burned to the gronnd.
Tho rumor is that tho ownor wishes us to pay $100
anyhow, and such is the indefinitoness of tho
Japuanese lsnguage the contractcan bo intorpreted to
say that we had bought, or that we would bl’.‘ly

Many things in the Old Testament point to the |
salvation of Christ rovealed n the Now. God
claimod as His family the children of Abrabam, Isaac |

and Jacub, which grew g0 large as to becomo a|
nativn.  Ho dearly loved that nation, gave thom the [

beautiful land of Cansan. They bure His nameand
had [Iie worship, and His oracles, whilo tho other
nations had not. It was very hard for a loving
Father to punish His cluldren, and ospecially by
an alien nation, but to be truo to His chaiacter
they must bo puuished fur perasting in siv and
rebellion,  H's truth provented Ilis wercy flowing
to thom,

David is thought in this psalin to allude to the
return of Isracl from Babylun, aftor 70 years of
sore captivity. It was sad indeed to witness their
rich and beautiful house, in which their fathors
worsbipped God, stripped and burned, their king
disgraced and slain, and them and their children
in heathen sluvery; but this was the fruit o their
disrbedionce  But ofter thoy wero punished and
humbled, truth and justice met and they wore ro-
stored to their land and were pormitted to 1ebuild
the honge of the Lerd in Jerusalem.  While this
was transacted o1 earth, righteousness lovked down
with approving smiles from Heaveu.

Whilo these things came prophetically before the
Psalmist’s mind, it is thought, and justly, that he
rose far kigher to tho contemplation of the divine
attributes meoting in the person and work of the
Son of David and the Sorn of God. Whatover he
saw of God's truth and mercy shining in this, it
was but a glimmering type of tho glory that shines
in the face of this anoint. d sacrifice, Priest, Medi-
ator, and method of approaching (iod, but pointed
to Him who is the true High Priest, true Sacrifice
and only Mediator botween (God and man. He is
the way, the truth, and the life, no man ¢ meth unto
tho Father but by Him, and is bacce called by
David in this sublime passage, TRUTH. He is the
true God and oternal life.

We will consider law—its penalty aud its trans-
gressoin. Sume men who are ignorant of the scrip-
tures, of useful arts and economy, are quite expert in
the knowledge of law, of its penalties and the best
methods of evading them, others who aro intelli-
gent in Bible kuowledge, in arts and economy, don’t
know so much when it comes to points of lnw; how
is this! The Jaw was not mado for a righteous man
but for the lawless, etc. Tho honest man is not
brought oven into a court of law on his own ac-
count and seldom attends, but a lawless wan is
often there. When a man commits capital crime
how soon ho secks out the ablest and most anscru-
pulous lawyer to-assist him in his troublo. Ar in-
rocent man reeds nothing of the kind. Just laws
are to prevent or punish wrong and “work wrath »
on their victims. They proclaim *“ tribulation and
wrath ¥ instead of mercy *“ on overy ono that dooth
evil.”  How truth and mercy can meet in all their
glory in the case of the guilty, or in other words
how God justifies the ungodly and still remains
JUST, is the grandest discovery in the universe.
No wonder that the angols desired to lonk into it,
We will refer to a fow facts in ancient history, not
in an attempt to reach the urnsearchable, tut what
may bo useful in speaking of law in general and its

penalties,

Cus. 1. Tt is said of Beutus, o Ruman goneral,
that when his army was drawn up in form of battle
bofors the enemy who confronted the whole length
of his lines, he ordered his men not to accept a
challongo frem the fue to siuglo combat to decide
the issue of the day, and pronounced the sontenco
of death on the man who should disobey. Scon a
strong man from tho cuemy came forward iato the
gpaco between, and insultingly challenged Romo's
strongest man to meot him.  After onduring for a
long time his bragadecia and charges of cowardico,
the martial spirit of one of Brutus' sons was so
stung and aroused by his insclenco that ho rushed
into the space, fought a terrible duel, slow his
enemy, stripped him of his armour, won the day
for his crunteymen and returned to the arimy & mid
their triumphant shouts, But their joy was soon
turned to deepest sadness when they realized the
doom of the hernic youth, He had discbeyed a
nilitary order whose penalty was death, and
althongh the pity of a father’s heart pled for mercy
there was nono for his son, He had violated law,
and if Brutus spared bim he conld never punieh
another, the army would be disorganized and the
crmntry  riined.  Mercy and truth could not
meet here and he must die,

Case 2. An ancient king passed alaw agaiust
adultery, and decreed thas the trangressor was to
luse buth his eycs. His own son was tho first to
break the law. He was brought to his father who
also yearned in pity for his son, but law and
government were involved, justico and hunor at
stake. Ho discovered an eoxpedient. Ho was
higher in rank ar.@ law than tho offender, nu subject
was so high. He had one of his own eyes taken out
and cne of his san's, and thus he honored law and
8o far spared bis scn.  Truth and mercy met in
this case, Had a subject «ffered one or even both
of his eyes to sparc the prince it could not, on
account of inferiority be accepted, but the sacrifice
being made voluntary by one higher than the
offender, jnstice was satisfied and crime condemned.
Besides the effect this self-denial would have upon
the son, overy time his subjects looked they could
ece mercy and truth shining in the facoe of their
noble sovereign, kindling afresh their regard for
law and incroasmy their admiration of and affection
for him who was o0 just and yet so merciful,

We will suppose a thousand men risein rebellion
against a king who had an only son. Somo of the
rebels were young and led intn it, they were con-
quered and brought to justice, their sontence was
ten years banishment with hard labor, The Kiug
and his son both pitied the rebels, butlaw must
take its course. The Prince says, “ To save these
rebels I will go in their placo and put in the ten
years slavory.” The King accepts the offer and the
Privco puts in the time, enduring the greatest
hardships but grandly bearing it all. No law re-
quired him to meko this offer, but e did it for the
love and pity he bad for the rebels. The King
was nunder no obligation to accept the offer, bu:
love for the rebels caused him to give up his son,
Such was the love of hoth father and son. At the
end of tho ten years the Prince roturned and was
crowned ICing; his first act was a proclamation of
pardon to the thousand rebels that in consequonce
of his bearing their punishment ho would pardon
every one of them on plain terms which he distinet-
ly mentioned. Supposo a number of theso refuse
tho pardon and would not come to terms but rejec-
ted tho whole that was done by the king and his
son, what would bo the just and natural conse-
quence? Wonld these rebels bo pardoned when it
was romembered that the prince did all this that
they might, nnt that thoy must be saved. Coartainly
thoy would Ba guilty of rebollion increased and
sgeravated a thousand fuld by their rojection of tho
offered pardon aud contempt for all that the king
and his son had done and suffered to reconcile
them to favor and happiness. Al that witnessed it

would justify the hiat that rofused any other saori-
fico but a certain foarful looking for of judgment
and fiery indignation,

On tho other hand whoen the rebels heard the
amnesty proclamation, whon they hoard what the
King and Prince had done for them, they belioved
it with all their hoart and gladly submitted to the

termsof reconcilintion, how inoxpressible the happi-
ness of all concorned. The Kiug's love for the vebels
- has annihilatod their oumity and kindled therr love.
{ Tho prince remembeted his sacriice avd suffering
and is satisficd, and the brightest banners of tho
nation float iu tho breezo at tho roception of these
trophies of a sovereign's wisdom and love.

Bat anything to comparo with the redemption
of our fallon race hy the Sun of Gtud, oye hath not
seen not ear heard, neithor hath entered into tho
heart of mau, and many an enlightenod miud hath
struggied with tho uestion, ¢ how shall I my Sav-
iour set forth,”

Sin hath vntered intu the world, and death by
sin. Lt affuets the whole raco. The very grouad
is cursed for it, man must labor and suffue and dio
till he return to that ground from which he was
taken. It was pure when he came from it but
cursed whon ho returnod. Without shedding of
blood was nv remission, and God's worshipers
offered scarifice for 4,000 years. bat 1t was
impussible that the bloud of bulls and goats could
tal:o away sins, and oven when God's own nation
was at the zemth of its glory, his prophet exclaim-
ing **scarifice and offerings thou did not desire
butabody hast thou prepared meo, " Ps. x1. 6,7, utter-
ing 1,000 yearsin advance His words who came as 1t
wag written in the volume of the book, to do thy
will, O God. He came to take away theee scarifices
that He might establish the scarifico of that body God
had prepared for Him. Heb, xvi. Hewhocamein
dignity far above every creature named in hesven or
earth says, ‘I go to do thy will, O God, I'll gu to
seek and save the lost. Havo they reproached thee?
let these repreaches fall onme. Have they broken
thy holy law? I will fultil that law and make it
honorable. Are they for sin accursed? I will be
made aceursod by hanging on a tree.  Are they all
doomed to siuk into the ground that was cursed
for sin ! my dead body shall lie with them.” Thus
the Just offers himself for the unjnst that He might
bring them to God. No law required this, but He
who was bofore all law and above all law volunteer-
ed this sacrifice, and the loving Father accepted
it. He 80 loved the world that he gave his ouly
begotten son, that whosoever believeth in him
should not porish but have everlasting life. The
dignity of Christ gave a value to His sacrifice. No
creature however bigh or however pure could give
his life for another, because it was not his own to
give, but Jesus in whom is lifo (Jno. i. 4) laid
down His lifo, for He had power to lay it down and
had power to take it again, God could houourably
pardon sinners through the death of His son.
Hero mercy and truth meet together and righteous-

ness and peaco kiss each other, because the True
Ono or Truth has sprang out of the earth and right-
cousness has loocked down from heaven,

How hard, how cruel for lost sinners to reject a
pardon which Jesus offors through His death, and
immediately after Ho was crowned Lord of all,
They not only refuse the full pardon of all thoir past
sing, but thoy add to them the far groater and the
unpardonable crime of treating with despite the
wisdom and love of the Father and of the Son and
of the Holy Spirit.

But who can describe tho blessedness of receiving
that salvation; to havo tho blessed assurance that
all that has ever beon done against a loving Father
is blotted out of his books never to come up again,
to huve the onmity destroyed by the blood of the
cross, and tho Holy Spirit bearing witness with
our own spirits that we are the children of (od.

Tho groatest obstacle today, in the way of suc-
cessful missionary work in heathen lands 1s, per-
haps, the disagrecements in doctrine among those
who profoss to balong to the Christian army of
workers and to be gmded by the one Divine Head.
To bolong to Christ and yet not agree with others
who profoss to bolong to Christ must certuinly
seom very strange to the minds of educated and
thinking henthen,

Paul asked: Is Christ divided! The heathen ask:
Is Obirist divided? The agnostic asks: Is Christ di-
vided! The athiest asks: Is Chrst divided! The
Romanist, seeing the divided stato of Protestantisms
asks: Is Christ divided?

Ilow can Protestantism satisfactorily answer?
How meot the diflicuity! How 1inspue confidence!

Inorder toestablisk confidence that which divides
—soparates—must be abandored, and sll who be-
hevoin the one Liord must come together in the unity
of tk faith and show to the world that they not
only believe in the one Lord, but they are united
to the one Head and are enlightoned by tho one
Spirit—honce, ‘“are of one mino aud speak the
same thwngs.”

If wo who profess faith in the Liord Jesus Christ,
continuo as we aro doing now, and succeeding
generatons follow 10 tho samo footsteps for one
thousand years, Christian union will be just as far
off as ever.

Tae time has almost arrived to hold union meet-
ings. Bat, to bold union meotings, iu the usual
way, does not lny the foundation for unon—unity;
because 1t is not union, 1413 only toloration, hardly
that.

In modera union meotings the represontatives
of the different denominations dare not speak out
what they beliove—'‘teil it all.” 'Thoy daro not
givo a reason of the hops that is in them, with
meekness and fear, or any other way. Why?
Becauso the ground of hiops of one would not agres
with the reason of the hope of the brother from the
other denomination, who is playing union with hini.

To speak the reason of your hops is to advance
the dostrines of yowr sect and disparage that of
your brother; hence you must bury, for the time,
what you really believe—refrain from giving a
reason of the hope that is in you, lest lizht be
thrown on the different creeds and some party
suffor by the compurison. This is the same old
system which has lived through the ¢‘ dark ages
and is worthy of some consideration because of
its antiquity.

Jesus said: Ho that doeth trath cometh to the
light. Ho that docth ovil hatoth the light. But
during the sge of darkness, beforo the reforma-
tion, and even now, leaders of the people would
shut them up in darkness, so as to make them
more casily led—in their way.

We do not wish you, eay they, to read tho
books of that other denomination, or hear their
preachers, They will lead you astray. Thoy are
enemies of cur church—uur creed— onr system;
it is utterly dangerous (o have anything to do
with them,

Afraid of the light! Afraid of investigation!
Auvy system of religion which is afraid of the
light—afraid of investigation-—is net that anthar-
ized by the Lord Jesus Christ, or proclaimed by
Paul.  Jesus said: ““He that walketh in the night
stumbleth. He that followeth me shall not
walk in darkness but shall have the light of life "
“Search the scriptures....thoy are they which
testify of me.”

Paul said: “Prove all things and hold fast that
which is good.”

All wh> luve truth and rightoousness jjfare
anxious for light. They court investigation. 4l
who foar the light, fear investigntion,®have some-
thing to hide.

In I Cour. i. 10, there ure five things specified
by Paul: (1) That thoy all speak the same thing.
(2) That thero be no divisions amoung them.
(3) That they be purfectly joined together.
(4) That they be of the same mind. (5) That
they bo of the same judgment.

This alone is Christian union, This is the grand
preparation for success in winning souls to Christ.

In Jesus’ day, the Jows compassed sea and
land to mako ono proselyte, but after his conver-
sion, he was, to say the least, no better than ho
was before. So it may bo in the convorsion of
many persons today. Converted to a sect—-church
—donomination; and, instend of partaking of the
spirit of Christ, partaking of the spirit of the
donomination — selfishnoss, narrowness, cunning
and sometimes dishonesty. The narrowness of
tho sect spirit will separate the person converted
to a sect, from the membera of every uther seot.
In this there is no univn, nor is there any satriv-
ing for the forwarding of the cause of Christ,
but, rather, OQur Church.

Oneness is possible, else Jesus would not have
prayed for it, John, xvii. 21, “That they all may be
one as thou Father art in we and I in theo, that
they also may be one in us thal the world may
believo that thou haet sent me.” But thereis only
one open door. What is i? Being cunverted to
Christ—not a church. I would not give ten cents
tu procare the conversior of ten thoueand persons
if only converted to a church, even our church, or
our ciurch, If a man is converted to a church he
will partake of the spirit of the church, and be like
it. But if converted to Christ, he will partake of
the spirit of Christ, and, partaking of Hisepirit, he
will loatn to imitate Him, and so wili grow into
His likeness, and love every other one who bears
the same likeness., This will lead to Christian
union--oneness in Christ,

All will learn in the same school. Al will bo of
oro mind, Al will be of one judgment. All will
be perfectly joined together—in Him. Then, all
will speak thusame things. Then, again, all thus
standing out befure the world as a8 noble witness
for Christ, the world will Lo constraiued to belisve
that the Father hath sent the Son.  So may it be.

Some people are ‘ born grumblers,”
somo brother or sister is always doing sumething
out of the way, etc. But I am notin a spirit for
writing an essay on grumbling today.,

We are having a strange winter up to date (Jan,
20ih) the thermomeier has not yet beon down to
zero; we have had but very little snow, and no
sleighing. The harbours ure all open; last year
they were clused fur the most part during the 6irat
week in December. As I look out of my window
I sce the fields as bare as in the spring, and an
occasional epot turning green, and I do think the
trees hava a notion to bud,

We are trying to hold somespecial meetings hore,
but the travelling isso bad that I do not know how
they will sot slong, Of one thing Iam sure, cither
the meetings or the weathor must stop.

On account of the openness of the winter, busi-
ness has been very dull, and several failures are
roported, and thoro is a cry of ‘‘hard times.”
‘Thero also seems to be a religious spathy: evon the
freo thinkers seom quict. Whether this is the calm
that precedes the storm, is a question on my mind.
The signs of the time arp ominous; I shall not be
surprised if thero is a commotion hero before long
but X trust that when the storm has apent ita fury
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that we shall have a clearer atmosphere and brighter
wnshino, Theru is a great smount of dead for-
mality among Christians, there is a certain routine
through which they musi go, and that constitutes
abuut all of religion for them. Stereotyped habit
takos the place <f warm-hearted devotion. Hearts
are fltled with pride and vanity, instead of love and
humility. As no two substances can occupy the
samo identical spot at the same time, neither can
wo liave our hearts filled with the world and stili
have Christ in them. V' o must push out the world
and mako roem for Christ. Tho less we havo to
do with the world, the more room for Christ; and
the more rcom we teko up with the world, the
less wo have for Christ. If wo do not overcome
sin, sin will overcomo us. Paul tolls us: *‘ to noy
be overcome with ovil, but {0 overcome evil with
good.”
