Ilerc lie fitted ssp a very swsell bar-roomi with all
cescnniences for his patrone, expending ta
considerable tmnount of money, aind tiis branch
has proved a success, but shrinkage in values of
bis wholentale stock, wlhich lie was endeavousring
to work out of, was too much for his capital, and
after iaving lost between 3,000 and 34,000 on
brandy last year, hie foutd iinseif in a tigit
place.

TKE SUGAR DUTIES.
'We publish elsewhere a letter from r.

George Gordon Dunstan, of Balifax, KS.,
a gentleman who professes to be tho-
roughly acquainted with theý sugar trade,
and who:bas of late made frequent appeals
to the'Canadian public, through the press,
on behalf ofthe refining interest of the
Dominion. Mr. Dunstan indertakes
to correct some "niis-statements" in
our late revie' of Mfr. Patterson's pam.
phlet on the West India trade. The
Toronto Mail has likewise honoured us
with a notice, which will render further
explanation on our part desirable. We
are inclined-to think that M'r. Dunstan
has completely misunderstood the scope
of oui' former article, the objeet of whieh
was not to enter into a controversy on the
sugar duties, but to point ont the difieul-
ties in the vay of' establishing trade-with
the West Indies, so long as the policy of
imposing protective duties in favour of
our, relineries nas mnaintaiieed. Before en-
tering on a review of' Mr. Dunstan's letter
we nust request our readers to bear in
Mnind that the supply of the Canadian
marke'ts is s6ùïht on behalifof for ldnds
of sui., viz.: 1.*Canadian refined 2.Eng.

lish or Scotch refinedi; 3. United States
refincd; 4. West India grocery grades
-alt these sugars may be taken as ready
for consunption. Those who have visited
the Centenînial exhibition at Plhiladel-
phia have bad an opportunity of judging
of the quality of No. 4 in the British
Guianîa departinent. Of course the pro-
ducers of each of these descriptions of
sugar desire that they should reach the
consuner vith the snallest possible
amount of burtben in the form of duty.
We hiad fiattered ourseves that ive liad
so discussed the question raised by Mr.
Patterson as to have precluded the possi-
bility of our being involvedl in Cite contro-
versy which is being carried on by M3r.
Dunstan and others as te the expediency
of imposing a surtax on American retinecI
sugars so as to counteract the excessive
bounty which is said to be granted to the
maUnfacturers of such sugars in the United
States. This discussion is vholly beside
the question at issue. WVe pointed ont
that, te the West India producer of Nýo. 4,
whiich lie vants to bring within reach of
flic Canadian consumer, it is a imatter of
no importance iether he is excluded,
owing to a preference being given to Can-
adian refined, English. or Scotch refined,
or' United States.relined. M'r. Dunstan's
object is.to show that Canadian refiners
are suffering fron tlie unfair competition
ofUnited States refinedi; but, assunming his
position to be impregnable, it.would notI
affect in the slightest degrce our position,
thtat the West itndia producer of what we
have termed No. 4 is dissatistied with .the
Canadian tariff. If that tariff be altered
in tbe direction contended for by Mr.
Dunstan the West Ihdia producer would
be still more dissatisfied. The first alleged
mnis-statemcnf of ours pointed out by Mr.
Dunstan is that .the Canadian sugar
duties were imsposed in the interest of the
sugar refiners,".,ancd the proof offered is
that " the refiners protested against them
mos.t strenu'ously," in other words, the
refiners wanted still more protection than
they got. We shallnot alloîv Mr. Dunstan
to maisi-epresent us witli impnnity. Mv
Dunstan professes to be a sort of'free-trarcl
himself, but lie. vill not, we trust, charge
us with holding very advanced views, if
we acknowledge that we have -never yet
known an instance -n which any manuali
turing interest objected to the largest
amiount ofjvptection it could obtain. To
refute our statement Mir. Dunstan should
have proved iot that the refiners clained
more protectionthan. they got, but that
they had advocated the admission of ail
raiw sugars on equal terms. Now Mv.
Dunstan, it appears, wrote in 1868, she-
ing that Il the. tariff was so arranged as to

favour the impoi:tation of refined sugar
and discourage its manufacture iere.1'
Mr . Dunstan's objection voul lle cof no
account whatever wviths the West ji-
dia producer whiio is only interested
in the fact that his sugar being above
No. 9 Dutch Standard has to pay 25
per cent. ad valorein and 1 cent. petr lb.,
while sugar under 9 is only liable to 25
per cent. and è cent. per lb. This differ-
ence is equal to 75 cent. per J00 lbs
or, $15 per Ehd. M. Dunstan states
iat le pointei out that one eflect of'

these dities ivould be "to paralyze oui'
direct trale with the West Indies." Tlie
direct trade whicli Mr. Dunstan vistes to
encourage is the importation of infeirior
grades of stigai' and of melado for the
purpose of refining, but titis tralde was
active during a considerable period aftt
the imposition of the tarifi of' which Mr.
Dunstan complains so bitterly, and it is
generally believed thîat the refinoers wer<'
not losing isoney during thiose years. We
have always been given to understancd
that the cause of the abandoumenit of the
refineries iwas the comipetition froin the
UniteclStatesstiinulated by iigh bointics,
the einedy foi' whici wvould be a surtax
on Atnerican refinted equal to the bounty
granted. Our position is not in Lite least
afl'ected by M.Ur. Dunstau'sxsrgument, It
is viholly imnaterial to the W\Test India
pio:ucer whtethe' here be a surtax on
American refineid sugaror not, or .whetber
the piesent rates of duty, ori still more
protective ones, be imposed iii Canada.
At present lie is pradcicail ¡ cxcicdecd from
the Canacian imarket because ive cannot
believe tiatt Ir. Dunstan is so obtuse as
not to admit that, if Lhe producer of A 1
West India sugar can get adimittance
for it to the Emglish tmariket on equal
terms with the lowest grades or iwith
melado, lie will ship to a market where
mucht inferior grades are aclnittecd at an
advanthge of sone $15 per 1Ihd. Mr'.
Dunstan has been good enough to eiplain
for Mr. Patterson that lie neant to incide
the West India crystallized sugar as rawi.
Nw, it may be convenient to have a
clear undlerstanding on tIis point, mnc
tlie truc test is that ail sugar imported
for refining purposes should be considered
raw, and all inported; togo 'liectly into
consumption should be considered refined.
On n0 other basis can the subject be
fairly argued. We do' not costenc against
Mr. Dunstan 'that the best systein for
Can-ada may not be to regulate our tariff
so that raw sugar and Melado should>e
inportéd and i.efined by our owiv manIu-
facturers sinilar refined sugar being ex-
cluded by a surtax. Thlat may or may not
be an advantageous national policy: But
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we unhesitatingly assert thatsuch a policy,
however it may please Mi. Dunstan or
Mr. Patterson, will not gain the support
of the West Idia planters wlho have
great influence over the legislation of all
the colonies. Whlîat they irant is the
admission of their sugars, which are not
raw in the sense that we have indicated
above, ta our markets at duties as low as
the sugars required by our refiners. ln
short, ive cannof pieuse our sugair re-
fining iiterests represeted by Mir. Dun-
stan and the West Indian planters at
one and the sane tiie. Mir. Dunstan
asserts thiat nothing could be " nore
inacc:ra/e "l than our statement that the
repeal of the sugar duties was a me]Oasure
in opposition ta the interests of the Englisl
sugar- refliers. Those w-ho charge others
with iniaccuracy should be very careful as
to tleir own statements. Mr. Dunstan re-
fers ta thce English tariffs, and states that
the sugar duty was 8s. and 12s., thén 4s.
and Gs., then 2s. and 3s. before the final
repeal. Mr. Dunstan cannot be ignorant
tlhat wlen the duty an refinecl was 12s.
there ivere intermediate rates of I is. 5d.,
Ils. 3d., ]Os. Mcd., 9s. 7d., the lowest
being Ss. 5d. and not Ss. The same dis-
tinctions were kept up in the subsequent
tariffs. Of course as the reductions took
place the protection ta the refiner was dimn-
inisied, the duties wlien at the lowest
ranging froin 3s. to 2s. 1Od., 2s. Sd., 2s. 5d.,
and 2s.; but as the refliner has ta com-
pote with the grocery sugars, it mnust be
obvious that the greater the difference iu
duty between such sugars aid the raw
iiported for refinling the better for him,
and that if sugars " alhnost black in calour,
Nviti sometimes 20 per cent. of sand and
other dirt in it," are adnitteil on same
terns as the best crystallized sugars fit
for consumption, it cannot be for the
interest of refiners. If Mr. Dunstan
concurs with Mr. Pattersonî that it was
for the interest of the sigar reliiers ta
abolish all sugar duties, why does lie not
advocate a uniforin duty on all sugars
imported into Canada of 2 cents per lb.,
vhich would probably give a sufficient

r-evenue and place the sugar refiners in.
the saine position that they hold in Eng-
land,-drawback ofcourse being allowed?
Most assuredly sucli a proposal would
not inanate from.Mr. Dunstan ior from
any sugar refiner, and we assert without
fear of contradiction fromn any well in-
foried person,that the successive chaInges
in the Imperial taiff, all of wllicli wie
in tie direction of renoving the protec-
tion enjayed by the refiners, werc opposed
by that interest. We hav devoted so
imîcl space ta Mr. Dunstan's letter that
we cannot devote fis sinucli s we woukl

like ta do ta the Mail's article. That
journal, like M-. Dunstan, is a strong
advocate for sugar relineries. And it
contends thîat Mir. Patterson's demland
for extension of trade is a special arraign-
ient of the Governiment policy and of
Mr. Mill's views in particular. The Mail
suggests a mode by chich iwe imiglht
countervail the obvions disadvantages
under which iwe labor fromn our geogra-
phical position, and this is that instead of
differential duties, whieh lie adimits with
us are impracticable, we should subsidize
steamers, and likewise admit raw sugars
at very reduced rates. N v we beg the
Mlail, ta read Mr. Dunstan's description of
rawe sugar. Tlat includes ai article quite
ready for consumption, and ane which, if
adinitted on the teris siggested by the
.MLail would compete most vigorously writli
any reflied. Moreover, the trcasury can-
not, ire imagine, spare the sugar duties.
The Mail (oes net, %vc apprehend, fully
appreciate our arguiment as te the prac-
tical eff'ect of the influence of English
proprietors against the division of the
trade. le thinks that they would
be very unireasonable and unpatriotic
were they te interfere ta prevent Cana-
cians getting a sha-e of' a trade that
the Americans nowr get ta alarge extent.
No w ve readily admit that the parties ta
wh' oin we referexe-cise precisely the saine
influence te prevent trade to the United
States as ta Canada, but jve maintain that
the sutai trade fromi the'Britishs Colonies
to the United States is not extensive.
Possibly ie nay explain ourselves better
by an illustration ; we ill take threegreat
West Indianî hases located at different
ports, Messrs. Tiinoas DLaniell & Sons, of
Lando and Bristol, Messrs. Sandbach,
Parker & Co., of LiverpooI, and Messrs.
James Ewving & Co., of Giasgowy. Noi all
these great conmaercial firins are owners
of sugar, estiites, have lent mneyi103 on
sigar estates, wihich arc under their con-
trol, and have ships in tise trade iwhieli
are freiglited with sugars fromi estates
unider their control. These arc represen-
tative hoses, but we eau af-irm that a
very large portion of the British West
Indian sugar crop is conti-olled by such
influence. Are they likely ta alloîr sugars
on wlich they have imade advances, on
wihich they depend for their interest, on
ivijicl they obtain comnissions, as well
as freiglt and warehouse rent, te be sent
ta other markets? No doubt there is a
certain quantity' of sugar' not under con-
trol, and vhicli occasioially seeks the
United States niarket, but the percent-
age is sinali, and in coisidering the- ques-
tion, the obstacle tiat -wNe hive 'pointed
ont inust not be overlooked. WC en

tirely concur with the Mail, that the ques,
tion deserves the best consideration of
the] Boards of Trade. It oughit to be easy
to ascertailn the rates cf freight from
H1avaimali, Barbadoes, Deierara and
Kingston Jainaica ta Nev Yoi-c and Balti-
niore, and the expenses thence ta Mon-
treal and Toronto, and the rates froim the
saine ports to Hlalifax, Quebec and Mon-
treal. Similar calculations could b.e nade
as te the cost of bringing a barrel of flour by
the saune routes te the West Indian Ports.
Our only desire is free and full discussion.

We liad wvritten the foregoing reuiarks
before reading the elaborate article ii
the Toronto Globe on the I"Sugar Ques-
tion." There is nothing in thîat article
in contravention of the views that ve
have expressed, but We think that the
mode of estimating the duties by per-
centages on the different grades is not
calculated ta present the question fhirly
froin the standpoint of the West Indian
producer. A large por-tion of the sugar
duty is ai ad valorem rate of 25 po cent.,
but as what the Globe teris the Il gro
cery grades I are aivorth fully double %vfiat
Mir. Dunstan calls ic sugar almost
black in color with sometimnes 20 per
cenit. of sand and other dirt in it," it is
obvious that, on a logshead of sugar, the
duty would b double on the former what
it would be on the latter, and, in addition
to this, there is a diffeîrence Of ' cent a lb.,
ai about $5 per hogshead. The Globe,
we observe, lias made a mistake as to the
time whiien the sugar duties were lixed
by the Macdonald Administratiion. ILt ias
in the year 1868, as will bs perceived by
a re-ference ta Mir. Dmistan's letter, and
at that timne Sir John Rose w-as Minister
of Finance. This, of course, does ot
affect the argument of the Globe, vhichi
was that the present Dominion Govern-
ment cannot be held responsible for the
sugar duties.

THE QUEBEC BUDGET.

The Treasurer of Quebec is justly en-
titled to the eredit of having furnished a
msst lucid exposition of the finaicial
position of the Province. Vague rumo-s
hIad been current for several days tothe
effect tIiat there would be a proposition ta
obtainadditional revenue fronsources that
wrould have boen mnost objectioniable, to
the commercial coimmnity, and thereay,
consequeintly, much anxiety felt to learn
the intention of the Governmient:It is satis-
factory ta learn that the revenue has been
sufticientto neet all legitiniate deinands
an it, for there Cau ho d clouîbt that, tIe -

loan ta the Sisters of Pi-ovidence and tho_
prchase-miney of the St. Gabriel street
propeoty are legitimate charges againîst

59î
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capitalaccount. fr. Chuich made a good
point wien eli claimed that a large par-
tion of the revenue, viz., the Doiinion sub-
sidy and thIe interest of the trust funds
in the hands of the Dominion Govern-

ment vas not only "l fixed, certain and un-
alterable " but collected without cost,
while other revenues are subject ta a
charge for collection estimated at 10 pori
cent. On the transactions of the year
Mr. Chur'ch shows a surplus of $01,-
101, more than sufficient to pay the in-
terest on another million of bonds. Tie
estimates of revenue anid expenditure
for the current year present iardly so
eicouraging a prospect. We confess that

ve are not without appreLeiision, judging
from Mr. Culiirch's statemuent, that there
will be a deficiency. The statemnents re-
garding the arrangenent with the Ontario
Governiment for the settlemencoît of the
disputed itens, and regarding the Jacques
Cartier Bank, were, on the w'hiole, quite
satisfactory. 'T'he anounementregarding
the loan wvas.just wIIat w'as anticipated by
those hiro had long bee aw'ar'* that the
entire loans had bee taken by the Mer-
chants Bank at par. Even if a specifie
agreement had not bean made that Mr.
Clurch should pioceed ta England te
lendi lis aid ta the Bank in placing the
loan on the London maiket, ve are of'
opinion that lie would have beens bound
in honor ta aid in "rotectiig the Bank
fron the consequences of an unexpected
assault on the credit of' the Province of
Quebec. It is satisfactory to learnl' frein
2ir. Chlurch's stateinent that lie spiared
no efl'ort te sustain the credit of the Pro-
vince, and ie inist acknowledge that Mr.
Mackenzie, Prenmier of the Doinision, lent
his powerful aid ta the saine cause. To
hin Canada is' inaiily indebted for the
forced resignation of Mir. Potter, the un-
conprom'ising eneiny of Canadian enter-
prize, of bis chairimnaiship of' the Grand
Trunk llailway. With regard ta railiway
enterprizes Mr. Church quoted a passage
fron a speech of his predecessor w'hich
will meet the genleral approval of prudent
men. I can't be a party ta incurring
liabilities to such an extent as te interi-
fere with the efficiency of the public ser-
vice or requiring additional burthens ta

"ho placedi upon the people." If, consist-
entlywith thatdeclaration and the engage-
ments already entered inuto for the Quebec,
Montreal, Ottawa and Occidental Railway,
the Governmsent can venture ta increase
tieir subsidies on certain lUes, they willbe
generously supported, but it is absolutely
necessary ta put a curb on the projector
of railhays. The root of the evil is th
facility with which chaiters have beci
gr'anted ta these compuanies, without th

substantial guarantee of a subscribed
capital, and the sooner talit bath the
Dominion and Provincial Legislatiures li-
sist upon this guariintee the botter it will
be for the people at large. re vill con-
cludeo this very briernotice of Mr. Church's
coinprehensive speech witl his final
reinarks on the Iailhvay policy of the
Goverimient:

"We I have not yielded ta the clamior
which souglt ta persuade us ta increase
the subsidies ta certain roads by sacrifi-
cing the rights o oothers ; nor have ie reck-
lessly added te the public burithuens by
inci-easiiig the suîbsidies to roads wIich
have already $4,000 per mile, conivinced
that oui' present debt is as miiuch as iwe
ouglit to bear tillsuch tine as our revenue
is iici'eased aither by the returns of our
roviincial roads or by saie other neans,

andi 'Our credit matide irmer abroad by the
discovery tlat it is selfisliness, malice ar
envy iwiich Icads those vlio detract fron
and defame the credit of our Province
ta act as they do and say wluat they say.
With my predecessor, I can truly say T
don't expeet that this scheme will ba
satisfactory ta all, but it lias this nerit
that it coinentds itself te the nature
judgmient of those ivho are responsible
for it: who moieovei, are responsible te-
wiards the country l'ai' whiiat they may pro-
pose ta do, and avho aie responsible ta
poste'ity for tLe lenigtls ta which they
mnay go in seekiig te promnote a policy
vlicli, originating in ivisdomn anid patriot-

isin, has peirhaps been pushea further
than the resoîrces of' the proinoters and
surplus means at the disposal of' the
Goveriiient iould justif*y. Be that as it
may, in all and for al 1 have said I claim
the calm, unseilishs judgment of the mei.
bers of this fouse, and the constituen-
cies outside of it, aid, if ire have not dlone
all iwe ouglt ta have doue, ri' if we have
done more thain w'e could a, should have
dene, iwe abide the jutdgnent and reimnain
firiii hi the conviction of the faitifulness
and integrity of our purpose and inten-
tions. Mr. Speaker, in your hands 1 place
my motion, and if I inay be periitted ta
say s0, in thre Iands of the House the
responsibility of accepting ai' rIejecting
the policy Oi te Governeit." The lon.
gentleman resumed his seat anid loud
applause.

- GAMB3LING.
In alinost ail large cities boasting of a

Stock Exchange, there are, beside the
regular operators, a few' wealthy mo who
risk a little in stock speculations I just for
the fun ai' the thing." These are to be
found not ifiequently among persons
wvhose patlis thriough life-unrelieved by
devotion ta some favorite art, ar by the
cares and happiness of' the domestic circle
-wierc too ionotonous without that
pleasirable excitrneit which the ncer'-
taiîty o wvinning aor losing lends ta all
kinds of gamnbling operations, wlctelii
tiese consist ini pIItting up 4 ilargins " on
faoi'te stocks, or' ii playing "draw'-poker"
at a fashionable liotel till two ai' five
o'clock in the norning. These wvealthiy
operators sometimes lose as others do, but
seldoi ai' never mak their losses public ;
a lucky stroke, howevei, is sure to be
bruited fron ioutih ta noutli, and hre
it is iiere the cvil comes in. if S. or M.
iake $1.5,000 ai' $20,000 in Monîtreal
Telegraph or grain speculations, the yoiing
fellow who luis saved a few' hundreds out of'
his salary is dazzled, and risks his little
I pile "l w'ith sone brokier in the hi~pe
of viniing, whîich lie usually does at first.
Fortune seeims ta favoim in foi' soine time,
andi he is encouiraged to risk everything
in ane grand coup, vhicli ends lisastrois-
ly. He next casts about him foi the menus
of further operations, fo', like the appetite
for dri, the passion for gambling, wli
indulged in even but foi' a short period, is
next ta impossible te shiake off, and rnore-
over through tie hope it offers foi' bettr-
ing one's means. Many of those who have
becoine bankrupt vitliiii h last two
years owe tirui present condition ta th]
passion for gaibling, vliether at the cat.-
table or on the " street ;! and these are
not by any meanus coninned ta the younig
aña inexperienced: gr'ey-bearded miiien
coipete at "Jack Pots '' with the iniddle
aged and young, and risk the mnoineys they
owe their' cr'cditors, aiid their' repuîtation at
the saie time. Merchaits and inerchants'
cleriks, men who have little else ta do after
the close ai' navigation, young mien of
means iiose veiîis have long been drained
of the red corpuscles, aind for ivloin the
nightly card-table is the oily pleasurable
exciteient laft in life, may be seen daily
in tie streets of' our large cities vitht
bleary eyes and prostràted nierves, only
anxious for the return of niglt ta renew
thoir favorite intoxication.

It is difficult to fnid a remedy for this
state of things ; but as long as a few of
the wealthier' and more proinisent citizeis
amuse thiemselves in this way it is not
much te be wondered at that soie of the
younger ones followv the example. It inay
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also be suggested that if gambling dens
are suffered ta exist in our midst, it were
better ta license them at once and make
them, as well as other dispensers of so-
called luxuries, contribute ta the revenue
of the country.

li conclusion we may remark that re-
spectable brokers as a rule will not be
found nakiig themselves the medium
through which salaried young men hold-
ing positions of trust can indulge their-
mad notions as ta the possibility of mak-
ing a fortune by gambling operations in
stocks ; and it admits of little question
how much moral responsibility rests wlere
the broker may be aware of the inability
of his client ta niake such heavy invest-
ments, thus making himself in some de.
gree an accessary in any means thsat may
be resorted ta in procuring the where-
withal.

STOCK SPECULATION.

Concurring, as we do, vith much tiat
has been urged by our contemporaries on
the subject of the unfortunate specula-
tions in stock which have produced such
disastrous results in this city, we nust
admit that we doubt the efficacy of the
proposed remedies. It would be a most
dangerous policy ta legislate so as ta pro-
hibit the banks from lending on securi-
tics w-hicls they inay possibly hold at the
present time, and even prospective legis-
Iation might have a disastious effect on
the particular description of property
under consideration. There is ia reason
ta suppose that any extraordinary facili-
ties have been recently given by the
banks ta stock operators. On 30th No-
vember, 1S73, the loans secured by bank
stocks amounted ta $3,S72,735, the aggîre-
gate assets haviing been $156,016,023. On
31st October, 1876, the latest return be-
fore us, the loans secured by bank stocks
were $3,684,691, the aggregate assets iav-
ing been $171,813,194. We have ne idea
that the result of ai ensquiry would
bo ta show that the banks have lost
on this branch of their business more
than on thseir loans on personal secu-
rity. The main abject of those who de-
mand change seemss ta be not ta pro-
tect the publie, the bank depositors,
and note liolders against the impirovidence
of bank managers, but ta protect boniitfijde
investors against stock jobbers. Niow
we doubt the probability of affording any
suchl protection. It would be as reason-
able ta prohibit banks from naking loans
on wareiouse receipts because corners in
wvhieat and parlare occasioalily atteismptecd
as ta adopt a similar course ta provent
corners in stocks. No doubt there is an
evil, and one of some magnitude, in the

prevailing custom, both in Canada and
the United States, of combining the busi-
nsess of stock broker and stock jobber in
the same hands. In London it would be
tolerated that a broker on the stock
exciange should be an operator on his
own account. It is perhsaps impracticable
yet to separate the two branches of busi-
ness, but we should imagine that few
operators in Canada are not fully aware of
the fact that many of lier brokers are
operators on theirown account, and, if so,
they would hardly be guided implicitly
by advice which may be interested. The
question is, can any means be adopted
by legislation ta prevent persons from
speculating? If it were possible ta res-
train such persons from speculatinsg in
stocks, they would probably try their
hand at flour, pork or some other article,
or do, as is often done at present, specu-
late in the New York market, where
loans secured by adequate margins can
always be obtained. Our own opinion is
that, however desirableit may be ta ex-
pose the consequences of rash specula-
tion, the matter is not one requiring any
extraordinary legislation, and we doubt
much whether any will he attempted.

LET TIIERE BE LIGIIT.

It is said that people must soinetimes
go from home ta hsear siew-s of thenselves ;
the people of this country would do wiell
ta look occasionally into English books on
Canada, that they may aeari ivisat sort of
country it is we live in. In a recent pre-
tentions publication entitledI "The Library
Geography," issued by William Collins,
Sons & Co., Edinsbur-gh, Glasgov and Lon-
don,-in the article on Quebec, the cli-
mate of this Province is described as sa
extrenely cold in winter that it is impos-
sible ta keep meat, fishi, etc., from freezing,
"ancld msilk is weighîed out by the pound ! "
On the other lsand it is stated thsat in the
Province of Ontario it is lia very uncoi-
mon thisig for the wii1ter season ta pass
vithout ansy fall of ssnow. 'Thec article ais
Barbaloes imiiglit apply ta the condition
of thsat islansd about three quarters of a
century ago. Soie of our readers ivill
doubtless be remsinded by this of tie sa-
ltion ofl'ered somse years ago by the Lon-
don T7imes, of the diflilulty that w-ould be
experienced in transspbrtinsg troops te the
interior of Canada. Why not, said the
Thuniderer, march then along the ice of
the gi-cat lakes i

BUTTER AND CHEBSE.
The cheese market is well controlled by

about half a dozen operators, who hold the
stock and are supplying the export trade.
These holders appear to be fully conscious
of the fact that they hold an article, the
price of which is not likely to deteriorate.
The only transaction in this market since
Our last report was a purchase of about
12,000 boxes at ]3½ ets., the quality said
to be fine. We believe the stock of cheese
in Canada and the United States is not
less than 150,000 to 200,000 boxes short in
comparison wvith the corresponding. period
last year, and it is our opinion that. the
finest September make vill go out higher in
price than we have seen it for several
years past. We predict that before the
new niake appears there will be some
sharp searching for finest qualities, and
that the price may go up ta 75s. to 80s.
per cwt., in the Liverpool and London
markets. On the whole, the outlook is
favorable to a continuance of firm rates.
We may quote cable at 70s. There has
been very little change in butter since
our last, as is usually the case at this
period of the year, and we hear of very
few transactions. lhat little business
there is, is of a local character, at prices
which will be found in our market report.

The home government lias transferred
Mr. Pope Hennessey fron the governor-
ship of Barbadoes on the sufficient and
comparatively isnoffensive ground of in-
compatibility of temper. Ili the troubles
which had for some months disturbed the
island, the governor was less in the w-ong
than his opponents; but it is tie business
Of Iigli oflicial persans ta be successful as
well asjust and uprigit, and to keep clear
Of quarrels. The two alternatives that
presented thenselves seemed - to be
whether the inihabitants or Mr. JHennessey
should leave the field,and Lord Caernarvon
decided that the latter Ivas the morc
practicable. Mr. Hennessey will have a
moire inoffensive class of people ta deal
with in the people of Hlang Kong, ta
whiich place lie Ihas been pronoted.

A WORD TO LIFE AGENTS.
Every business calling as its seasons of de-

pression-times whien ever one tlinks isis
neigibor's business better than his own. It is
an exemiplification ot tie truism that fainliariy
breeds conteipît. Joies lias experienced ail
the intricacies and obstacles in his own line o
business; lie kinows w-bat risks fie muust incur;
rhat lersistence lie inust evince ; the anxious
w-atcifiliess lie mssust exercise; and in seasons
of businiess depression he views bis affiairs wholly
fron thsis standpoint. The result seemls iîade-
quate-a sliabby return for so great an iurest-
lent of bis capital and lis vital energies. He
is quite certain that Brown is doing:better, and
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with less worry. Brown says I things are duli"
.with him, but, of course, that's " ail talk." And
so Joues goes on envying Brown bis business
advantages, while, in all probability, Brown is
seeking " a' change," and wishing himself in
Jones' place. A few days since, one of our
well-known dry goods men w'aited upion bis
friend, a prominent and seccessful lawyer. .is

purpose was ta put lis son in the lawyer's
office for instruction and practical training,
because the dry-goods trade was l over-donc.
the lawyer only repeated Punch's well-known
advice te those about to hmarry " Don't."
" Why not?" questioned the mnerchant. " You
lawyers ali seem to take it easy, and get rich,
too." ly dear sir." answered the lawyer,
" you think so because you only consult the
successful ones, and you don't know anything
about the countless tlhousands that are neve'
consulted at all." And so it ie througi nearly
every business calling. Those outside of it
wishing themselves in, and those already in
being quite confident tiat tic same expenediture
of powder could be made to bring down better
game in " fresh lields and pastures new." Pro-
bably these remarks apply to no class of our

.business men, at all times, and especially just
now, so forcibly as to our life agents. Their
duties demand the exercise of peculiar skill and
unflagging zeal. It their calling, success is but
another name for work, and the agent cannot

work if he permits discotient, and distrust
te breed apathy lin his mind and heart.
With that apathy will surely come the convic-
tion that work is ueoless, and that ie is toiling
in a barren vineyard. It is the story of the
merchant and the lawyer over again. Some
other business is botter than his! Now,the
agent must shake this offi Let bite remember
that the items seemingly detrimental te insur-
ance and te bis success he reads because they
are of interest te him, but that nt uo out of a
thousaid business men give sucit items more
than a passing glance. The "suspension of a
life company," wbich he reads of with excited
interest, nakes a comparatively fleetiLg impl>res-
sion upon the general public; and if suci tt
event leadi a much more lasting influence, what
of it? What business is exempt froue excep-
tional changes and disappointments ? fere is
a paragraph from one of our dalily paliers:
I There were 064 buiness failures in Pennsyl-
-anin during 1S74, the aggregate liabilities
beitng E34,774,000. In 1873 there were 576
failures ; liabilities $31,4>5,000." This doesn't
scare anybody. It is expected, as a natural
sequence of business effort, tiant to many the
resuit will be failure-and so, when, frome
causes no human band eau well avert, a life
company deem, it better for its policy-holders
that il shouid discontinue business, and
arranges with sorne more forturiate cote-
pany to protect its insureL, il is an occur-
rence ta be, for many reasons, regretted; but it
should nlot, in the laset, discourage any live,
working agent. Greater obstacles to success
lave to be surmounted in every commer-
cial undertaking, and nobody deserving success
ie at ail intimidated by then. The principle of
insurance remains unchanged, and nothing can
lessen the reality of the bentits it secures to
those for, whose protection it was planned.
Vriting tram Lucerne, Switzerland, some years

ago ta a worling agent of one of our city coe-
panies, Dr. Holland, the gifted author, said: 'I
am very glad ta iear of your prosperity. I
have a good diel of faiith in you-here is same-
thingunusualintheblood; but, above aill things,
you keep pegging away.1" Life agents, wly not
take the hint. Put your heel upon every rising
doubt, and "keep pegging away "-isutraniece
Timtes.

CAUSE UN KNOWN 1

This is the report in muany, possibly in most,
cases of fire. IL is safe ta say tint in the gretier
part of cases se reported, the companies and
their adjusters are itnclinied ta be suspicious, and
are strongly prejudiced againest the suffrers.
Unfortunately past experience ias been but ta
well calculated ta justify such suspicions.
When prejudices are conceived in suci cases,
tihey are. ta Say the least, excusable, if not
justifiable. But il is not vouehsafed ta every
mea ta search iearts :ed form judgments of'
absolute correctness. LittlIe circuemstances
whici, in a dif'erent counection, would seem ne-
important, become proofs as stroneg as Holy
Writ in the oye of au insurance adjuster. It is
difficult, if not utterly impossible for cne adjust-
er ta drawe just inferences, in regard ta lie
cause of fire, upon general grotnds, when the
position he occupies bas prepared his meind to
admit suspicions. As a getteral rule, the place
where the lire originates is destroyed. No mat-
ter how great the number of rotten claims that
have been made, iL is certainly doing property
oweners graveinjustice ta enter upon the investi-
gation of every cews case with a mind made up
that there lias been something wrong.

The known causes tirough which tires may
lie produced already form a large classe, and
this class will undoubtedly be enlarged more
and more. Insurable property includes an lu-
finite variety of objects whichi are capable of
combustion and exposed ta ignition. Property
may not only be set on ire by grown persons
througli accident or intention, but by children,
and, indeed, it is sometimes destroyed by
spontaneous combustion. Fews well authenti-
cated cases have yet occurred in which lire is
known ta have been cattsed by the brute crea-
lion. If thc truth were kneown, however, it
nigit be found that animals have originated

tires oftener than ias beens supposed. And yet
it may very well be tieat, anong the tires, where
the causes are reported ta be unknsone, many
have been produced through the instrumental-

y of animals, and, in consequence, blame
thrown upon the occupants untjustly. Thsey are
made perbaps, to suffer during ail le rest of
their lives, although perfectiy innocent, merely
on account of te existence of circunstances
which have never bee completely cleared uep.

Saoe cases bave come under our notice in
which il was proved beyond ail doubt tit fires
were causetd by rats and mice. We think i
important to draw the attention of adju ters to
the subject, so thtat some light ma tbrown
upon this obscure point n lire i 'noce. Any-
thing that will serve to abolisi errors tint have
becen the source of se much ill feeling and an-
noyance is weli worthy of attention.

One morning a fiemily was waked up early by
n thick smoke whicl filled the sleeping rooms.
Instant examination ewas made, and it was flound

that a room on the secornd story was one tire.
Fortunately the lire had not spread very mu,,tc,
and they succeeded in putting iL out belore it
had eautsed a great deal of damage. ilpon
further search a rat's nest was found under the
floor, le te corner, amonga quantity of' rags and
rubbish. A number of half-gnawed mateles
were found among the rubbisi.

In another case a passer by etoticed t heavy
cloud of smoke coming out of a closed coutnt-
ing-room. He imeuodiately raised an alarme,
people broke leto the house, but couid not, for
some time, find out what emitted tihe simoke.
Finahl,', aler long search, the lire was dis-
covered in the floor' of the second story. The
fire was leut out witi considerable dißliculty.
The next day, in this case likewise, a nest was
found with about fifty gnawed matches in it,
and a couple of dead rats much singed.

Je, Novemcber of last year atnother small fire,
under almsost precisely simeilar circumstances,
occurred in a building situated te few feet froum
the alter.

In aniother place a rats nest was found upon
taking down a stable. lin this nest partly
gnawved matches were found, although luckily
tee tire resulted in this case.

lIn a large box wbich lad been leit lying tor
some time utceoceied, partly filled with matehes,
the skeleton of a meouse was fotnd. The mouse
appleared ta htave gnawed at the original pack-
age teat contained the matcies and then stop-

Similar caises mtiglht be related without nuim-
ber Those which have been already mentioned,
however, are suflicient to draw attention ta te
subject. We are satistied tiat, if the causes of
fires were thoroughly investigated, similar cir-
cumstances might be discovered in otier cases
and such frequent recourseo t the stereoutype
formula i cause uttknowt," would not be
necessary.- Translated froim the J)eutfsch l'e'r-
sicheerungs Zeitung,9.

TORONTO MARKETS.

The grain business, noe that the fall season
is over, ias dwinsdled down ta a few smtall
transactions, and we cannot expect anything
of importance ta take place in this branci of
trade for some time to come. The wbeat crop
was so smail that iL wonld be hopoless ta expect
there is any large quantity yet ta comte. The
limitation of supplies iere render the flour and
wheat trades firm. Grocries are active, and
prices continue firm. Soie small lots of bacon
have been shipped to England. Hardware
dealers report a great imsprovenent, as
compared with the state of the trade this
time last yter. Apples are somewhat quiet
at from $1.25 ta $1.75. Bacon, in snall lots
is worth 8ic. to Dc. Stocks of Cumberland
are in fair demand. lolders of brat are ask-
ing iigih prices, which iL is dificult to realize,
tas the demand is far tram being good. OCt'
lots are morth about $11. IL is not ensy ta
procture fine butter; dealers vould willingly
pay 21c. ta 22c. for round lots. The cheese
market remains steady, and supplies are mode-
rate i ine is in good demand at 13c. ta 13el.
Coffee romains quiet; jobbers are doing t
steady trade. We quote Java, 28C. ta 30c.,
Rio, 21c. lu 2

3c., Jamaica, 21c. to 22c., and
Ceylon, 23e. to 284. Fres eggs are exceed-
ingly scarce and Corth 24c. ta 27c. The qua-
tations of fish are unecisanged. O lie 4th
inst. there wvere 4,173 barrels of flour in store,
as compared with 3,373 this time last yer.
The demand for ail descriptions of Hlides is fair,
and the supply is about the same. Sole leathers
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are advancing in value but curried leathers are
remnarkably dill, whici, may be accountei for
by ltle fact that most of the louses are stock
takinig. The oatmeal market is not supplied so
well as could be wislied, but lie scareity is not
so manifest as il lias been. lin sugar we may
quote eut loaf 13c. to 14C.; dry crushed 13c. to
14c.; granulated, 12c. to l3c. ; soit yellow
refined, lic. to l2ýe; Demerara lic. to 12c ;
Barbadoes loc. to lUic.; and Cuba, 10C. to 11c.
Price of spices remains wvithout change, as is the
case with syrups. Tee jobbers have been doing
a quiet but steady trade, but prices remtain tu-
altered. The finer grades of pulleid wool bring
fair prices, otherwise the deiand remuaimîs
untchan gedi.

Ti FisntuîaR QUEsTio.-il-fe-rriing to tue pre-
sent and prospective condition of lie fisheries
commission a Washington Correspondent of' the
New York Graphic writes :-One commltissioner
has been appointei by the President of the
United States and oe by ler Brittaic ilajlesty,
but the tine having expired] wherein the two
were given the privilege of conjointly naming
tieatlird commissioner, that privilege, accord-
ing to the provision of Article 23, would seemî
to devolve on tite Austrian representative ini
London. Up 10 the presnt lime, lowever, lie
bas failei to move in the matter, notwitlstand-
iîg thalt the Canadiant authorities have repeat-
edly called tihe attention of the Home Govern-
ment to the faet liat lie consideration and
final settlement of tie question is delayed to
await the naming of ite third commissioner.

Tha Government of the United States lias
fulfilled to the letter ail of its agreements uinder
the treaty, but, of course, bas nto power to in-
fiuence lie action of ihe Austrian representa-
tive in London. The latest information received
from London on the subject seened to inspire
the hope tait lie question of naming lie third
commissioner would be settled shortly, but lie
complications presented by the threatented war
between Turkey and Russia, il is believed, have
attracted the attention of the British Govern-
ment in that quarter to such ai extent that the
fishery question ias beni definitely laid aside,
if not altogether forgotten. Evet if the third
commissioner should he appointei itis winter,
the commission would not meet in Halifax
before next spring.

Too FAs-r.-A correspondent of a maritime

papter, -wvriting fromt St. Johnt, gives the follow-
ing information not fouid in eli papers of tlit
city :

Tut Elx-aoitios Tit''vY.-It is annoiunced
that alter a lengthy correspondence between
Secretary Fisht of the United Staites, and
tli British G overnmiient, the Atîglit-American
treaty regarding the extradition ireaty lias
been rearraiged.

surrender to the Amsierican iauithori tics. CUarles
Brent, the Louisville forger, was found and
placed in custody ; Gray, ti' beWal straet forger,
and Edward Vinslow, the Boston forger, have
fled the country, and iheir wherceabouts tire tun-
known. Steps iill he taken for their apprehîen-
sion. When dischargedi previously Brent eus-
listed as ca private in tise Sixteenth Lancers, and
was with tlit regimsent when arrestedi on ite
4th inst. On an orderof the Homne Oflice, Mir.
Mlullins,Solicitor of the London Bankers' Pro-
tective Association, appeared for tua prosecu-
tion. Brent's arrest being uinknown, lue was not
defended. This decision of both countries will
have a restraining effect on the fuiture opera-
lions of embezzlers and oither criminals.

Trn NIIGAiA DisTiua'cT.--Tlie case against
Alberie DeLact, indicted for ebtainitg money
utinder fialse pretî-nces, by receiving payments

oui an insuralce policy in the capacity of agent
of hlie Nigngara District Mttual Fire Insurance
Company, after iaving been, as allegetd, dis-
charged froue tie employ of said company, was
called on Wednesday and a jury sworn. The
counsel for the prosecution said he did nlot in-
tend to call any wsitnesses in the case. Since
the prosecution was instituted, be had become
aware of the fact that. Mr. DeLaet had acted
under lte advice of a member of tlie bar of bigh
standing, who connidered that he was agent of

the Company at the time of collecting this
money i and, therefore, is he had acted in good
faith, he consideredi hlm entitled to acquittal.
Tie jury, witlhout hesitation, returned a verdict
of 'lot guilty." It is said liat Mr. DeLaet
intends taking ac tion against the Company for
breach of contract and back commissions due.

- Last February our attention was drawn to
the operations of an Ottawa concern, calling
itseli' Reche & Co., of whicl we made brief
mention at the lime. It appears tlit about a
year ago the concern orierei about SOO wortli
of boots and shoes fromu a promuinent firn in tihis
city, who shippei the goods on the strength ofa
report front Ithe B3radtstreet Coneurcial Agency
ilit Recle & (jo. were good for simial lines.
'lhe goods were to be paid for waithin GO dlays,
but the drafts havinig been dishoniored, the
principal partner of the Montreal firm proceedei
to Ottawa, onlly to find liat the alleged manager
who, ilt was discovered, had formerly bean cou-
nected viti tie bankrupt firm of Jodoin Bros.,
was absent in Toronto, antI that their place of
businîess was scarcely large enougi Io swing a
cat in. eli goods were not to be fotind; they
had, it appeared, been sold on arrival for cash
to several dealers in the City, as was provei by
the trade tmarks on goods in possession of liouses
not purchasing fi ott tlle iMontreal firn. O n
being tireatetid with summtsary proceedinîgs,
Reche & Co. paid about SO, but nothing
further has sitnce been received. Tie Montreal
firi, it is said, cotentipltted action against the
Commercial Agency w hich furnishbed the report.
It is intimated that one of the parties
interested in the bogus concern had beei e cor-
respondent of the agency. which mat11y accoiit
for the deception ail round. It is stated that
the muan Ratty las been doing business tinder
vairrrious tnes, and at one time a·tempted to
buy $1,100 wortlh of goods froin e St. Johns'
hotise, but tiey. wr waned in time to stop
shipmiient. Severail other boot and shoe manu-
facturers in this city are also said to be suffer-
ing fromn the operation of these swinudlers.

- Work on tie branch of the Montreal,
Portland k Boston Railway, between Chambly
and WlVest Farnalmin, is progressing rapidly.
Large gangs of men are busily working at each

end, and lthe iron is on the spot and will bie laid
as fast as the road is graded. lt-is expected
thait this section will he completed and open
for traflic by Christmas. Messrs. W. Angus and

. H. Gofi' have acquired the title of tue
Canadian portion of this rond, and they are
determinedl to push the enterprise through with
the least delay possible. Engines have been
ordered fron a Kingston company, sbowing
the desire to patronize home industry.

- The " urgentprivate business" on which
tue Mayor of Quebec lias left for England tuirs
out, it is said, urgentpuic business. Bills to the
amount of $200,000, drawn against the balance
of the Quebec loa still in Ie bands Of Baron
Grant's agents in London, have been returned
" dislonored?." Tie corporation have had to
borrov $80,000 frem the Banque Nationale to
maeet the first batl of this paper, and the bal-
ance, (Over £410,000 sterling) due in January
next1 must immediately be provided f'or. The

season ust passed the most unprofitable ever
known in the Iistory of the country. lii lire-
vions years dullness had been attributed to the
failire of crops in the West, or tn a very light
foreign movement, but this season the crops
in the United States have been abundant,
and the shipmeents fron the principal lake
ports considerably mn advance of what they
were last year, and not much less than theywere in 1874. The receipts of grain et the
seven-principal seaiboard ports, nramely, Mon-
treal, Portland, Boston, het York, Piladel-
phia, Baltimore and New Orleans, i to Novem-

THE SUGAR QUESTION.

To the Editor of the Joural of Commerce.

Sî,-Will you kindly permit me t correct
somte mtt isstîat&îceents in your leaiing article of
the 2-it--on " Trade wiith te West Indies and

Soithî Ailerict." I will confine ittyself to the
practical part of the saugar question, believiiig
that the able Secretary ai' the Mtntreail Board

f 'raade is well able to take care oif hiself.
Youi suite that "2Mir. Patterson illust be well

aware iltt the Ctnadian stugar duties were
imtosed in the interest of the sugar refiters."
iThe very ieverse is the case. The reiinert pro-
tested against thet iost strenuousiy. I wrote
he Govenmitett lithe tinte the present dutties

were imposei (in 1868), showing Ctait they
afforded a direct bountiy to the foreigl reliner,
tat in fct the tarif was sa arrauged tis ta

favor the imptuaorat tinui of reined sugar, and di-
courage its manufacture here. I at satne time
predicted that stci un arrangement for sugar
would miost surcly destroy the induîstry tir
suîgar refinintg in Ôanda, paralyze our direct
trade with tie West Indies ai d other sugac

The sugars you refer to are most asttredily
and in every respect rate sugars, and would cft
course conte it s suci-payimg duty on their
value and cost at place ofshipment, sne as tie
lowest class of refining grades of' sugar.

Let me liere expilain tait et rte" suganr ii-
cludes every grade of origiial sugar prod ced
in tue sugar growing cat.ries, froin Onba box
sugar (which is nearly pure white in color) to
tite darkest brovin sugar in bags fron tlite East
Indies (Ihich is ailtmost bltck in color, wvith
soletimes 20 per cent. of sand and ctîer dirt
in it), and that Il refined " suga.r incides tue
putrest white sugar fromi New Tork and Liver-
pool, down to the darkest yellow sugars frotn
Greenocl.

Such a tariff, therefore, ns proposel by lr.
