-TrE Imperial IÂfe Assurance Co. will apply at the next
session of Parliament for powers "to enable the company to

purchase contingent riglits, reversions, or remainders and to in-
crease its powers of lending and of investment, as to the surren-
dering of certain policles, and for other purposes."
-A rEwARD of $800 is offered for the arrest of E. C. Bush, a grain

,buyer for tue Northern Elevator Co. of Winnipeg, who recently
absconded with $1,200 of the company's money. A Winnipeg
contemporary prints a half-toue cut of Bush which could easily
lead to Identilication of the defaulter, This is painful but
plucky.

-HIONoLULu bananas are now being received et Seattle, from
wience a direct service now runs to Hawaii. Previously that
territory got its supplies from South America via New Orleans.
.Freight rates are practically the same from both points, but the
fruit from Honolulu arrives tn botter condition and on that ac-
count is preferred.

-Osa hundred and twenty publishers of city directories lu the
U. S. have formed themselves into an association for the purpose
of niutual protection and the forcing of dishonest direétory
publishers out of the business. If the association succeeds in
its aimu, the fakirs engaged in tits lino will doubtless turn their
attention to Canada, as in the past, to Canada's cost.

-THE combinatioh of flour mills le the Western States, whilch
a Mr. McIntyre Is actively promoting, has not yet come to any.
thing. This same gentleman, if we mistake not, contemplated a
short time ago a combination· of wheat growers on a gigantic
scale. Farmers were to hold wheat upon order of the Associa-
tion l New York, which would guarantee fixed prices et all
times.

-McrireÂAx sait refiners are using a substance resembling
yellow ochre which accumulates under the sait tanks to paint
bouses, barna, &c. It is claimed for this np to now worthless
pigment, if such it can be called, that it is fire proof and pro-
serves the wood. There are thousands of tons of it in the
Wolverine state and it will result In a substantial revenue to sait
block owners.

-FRÀNcE will not be the only country to have a century fair
in 1900. Venezuela bas just announced to all nations tht there
will be au exposition at-Caracas-in-that year.-The exposition
will be opened on January lst, and close on April 27, these dates
having been selected Bo as not to ie concurrent with the Paris
fair which opens un April 15, of that year. This is very thought-
fui of President Andrado.

-TrE total trade of Madagascar with France in 1897, accord-
ing to returns just published, was 10,000.000 francs, witi Eng-
land 5,000,000 francs, with Germany 1,240.000 francs.'This shows
àn increase in English, trade with the island (despite the " high
wall" of protection buit around it alter the French acquisition)
of 860,000 francs. The U.S. apparently fails to do as well in Mad-
agascar as In Africa, its trade fell away nearly 2,000,000 francs,
the total being only 159,000 francs.

-As engineer engaged in survey work on the White Pasa &
Yukon Rly.-being buit for American owners-states lis im-
pressions of the British side of the passes through which the
line runs. le says, " have in my possession two ouriosities,
one a potato costing 20 cents a pound, the other a potato raised
on Lake Tagih. Hay grows well, and I have seen meadows of
a thousand acres In extent, knee-deep in good grass, within two
miles of a trail alongwhich hay et $200 a ton was being packed."

hours as they formerly did ln ten, and as three shifts are worked
every twenty-four hours, instead of but two, as formerly, it is
possible to push production by fully one-third lu case the work-
men can bu secured, which means a saving ln cost per ton lu
operatiug machinery and a reduction In the cost of various fixed
charges on eaclh ton of iron mined."

-Tr.itn le a algn painted on one of the Baltimore & Ohio
Railway stations which lias withstood thirty or more years' wear
and le as fresh now as when painted. Heat of summer and
storme of winter have had no effect on It. Nor have the fierce
sand laden winds that have worn the wood around the lettering
down an eighth of an incs dimmed or marred the letters them-
selves ln the sligitest. Efforts have been made to find the man
who mixed the paint and painted the sign, but to no avail. Ex-
ports are now at work analyzing the paint, in the hope of ascer-
taining the formula of the lustre whose secret bas apparently
been buried with its inventor.

-MR. A. R. MACDONALD secured a judgment on 12th A pril
1897, against E. D. Boswell, C. Riordan, of the Riordan Peiper
Mille Co. and estate of late J. J. Macdonald, for $193,000, with
interest from 1890 until settlement and costs. Early this 3 ear
the Temiscouata Ry. intervened ln an action which was dismissed
with costs, and the judgment dismissing the intervention was
confirmed In the Court of Review ln this clty. The case was
heard last month in the Court of Review, before Chief Justice
Tait and eight other judges, who were unanimons ln reversing
the judgment ln favour of the plaintiff. The Court declared in
Its judgment that the action of the plaintiff in regard te certain
stipulation ln his agreement with the defendants was in direct
contravention of the law.

-THE MARYLAND Steel O. have filled an order for 2,500 tons
steel rails for a railroad in Ireland. Heretofore British colonial
possessions have been heavy purchasers.ofAmerlcan rails, but the
above mentioned lot is the first, it is said, to be .used l the
United Kingdom. The Americau rails are being sold for export
at $18 per ton, while the British price le $23. One of the English
Inspectors, now at Baltimore, after having made a visit to the
works, le reported to have remarked that ln point of equipment
the Maryland Co's. mill was fifty years in advance of any similar
mill ln England. As another evidence of the advantage Aneri-
can steel manufacturers have over their competitors acros- the
water, it la cited that estimates for the plates of a merchant man
of 6,000 tons register, involving about 2.000 tons of steel showed a
difference of $10,000 in favor of American steel.

-TE shareholders of the Golden Cache Mine, British Colum-
bia are confronted, it le disclosed, with loss of their mouey. The,
rich ore of the mine was contained in a pocket and only low
grade ore is now in sight, The company bas liabilities of $2,000;
a law suit pouding; no assete. The stock le held ln the follow-
ing places, and proportions :

GROCERY NOTES.
The California Raisin Growers Association contemplate making

further changes regarding the marketing of the fruit. It pro-
poses to pack the fruit for Itself and to do away with packers.
It le moreover intended to do away with the middleman, com-
mission seller or broker, and to deal direct with the jobber. The
commission merchants and brokere through whose efforts Cali-
fornia raisins have been introdnced li the eastero states and
Canada, and sales fron season to season increased, and through
whose exertions In the interest of California fruit the foreign
raisins have been almost entIrely eliminated as a factor ln the
Arnerlcan markets, naturally object to the plans of the Associa-
tion and think it la going ton fùt. If anything liko this is dune
there will be a revival in Mediterranean raisins.

The arrivai at New York of Persian dates via England ias
depressed prIces there, moreso as ail the fruit by direct Eteamer
bas not yet been sold. On Monday next another 15,000 boxes
are due, and buyers are holding off to see whether this addition
to stock will favor then. The stock coming via England la sald
to contain a fair proportion of Khadrawees sud Satre, which
heretofore have been scarce. During tiis montih it is expected
that transhlgments from London wIll be ratier free, and as a re.
suit buvers are placing orders for only what le actually required
to cover present wants.

The total overland movement of fresh deciduous fruits for the
season of¯1897 ¯ioüiited to 5,828 carloads ; the movement for
the season of 1898, up to and including November 15, amounted
to 4.88 carloads, with the last scattering shipments to be yet
added ln order to arrive at the grand total for the present
season. The year 1898 will show a shoirtage as compared with
1897, but it will be considerably smaller than was anticipated
early ln the season.

During November U.S. tes examiners at New York rejected

The highest average of unsuitable tes was in Pingiuey which
almost reached 50 per cent.

The stock of Valencia almonds ln the primary
market appears to be exhausted. Jordan seem to be the only
description of shelled almonds of which there le good supply
abroad.

THE NEW CITY CHARTER.
Unless the methocd of proceeding witlh tie considera-

tion of the new charter is entirely clanged, there is
little hope of its being in a presentable shape for the
next meeting of the Legislature. Perhaps a section of
the aldernen, both English and Frencli speaking, are
working to that eud. The division on the vital ques-
tion of an executive committee of control caused sur-
prise to many citizens who expected better things of
some alderman who voted against that reform. The
opponents of this change voted to perpetuate the
present costly and wasteful-if not worse-system of
expenditure by conuni ttees.

The division on that question was so close that a
change of two votes would have reversed the result.
There were several names recorded aPainst an Execu-
tive Comiittee that ought most certainly to have been
on the side of the better elements in the council that
are striving for reform witlî good prozpects of success.
It is said on beh alf of those niembers who gave those
disappointing votes that they vanted something still
better,-what they wanted was a governnent by expert
comminssioners fromu outside the City Conuil entirely.
With all respect to the'judgment of those aldermen and
others who mîay think with thenm, we nay say thev
miglit as well bay at the moon and expect any good
result to follow.

Theoretically their proposition nay be sound, but
practically it will not work well in this community.
The question as. W who would' appoint thôse extirt
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commîissioners and who would reinove them, would
present insuperable difficulties. It was unfair to the
charter comittee after having affirmed the principle
of an Executive Committee at one meeting, to re-
verse it at the next. Unless means are taken to restore
that feature either by the cou ncil or by the action of the
citizens in Quebee, there can be but little hope for any
improvement in the future.

As we have before stated, in Toronto they have had a
coimînittee of control siimîilar to thîat proposed here. In
Toronto it lias worked so well tliat the taxation per
head has, under its operation, been very iaterially re-
duced. The citizens are satisfied with it notwithstand-
ing that two of the aldermen deuounced the system,
evidently because it did not work to suit private ends.
A further reduction of rates is expected fron the
economilcal working !of that system, and the public ser-
vices are rendered so as to give Toronto the proud title
of being one of the best governed municipalities on
the continent.

The committee froi the Board of Assessments here,
who went ta-Toronto to examine into the method of
taxing and exempting, have made a report which, as far
as it goes, is interestiug. No allusion is made in that
report to the Committee of Control; perhaps that could
scarcely have been expected as it would not have been
acceptable to the majority of the aldermen, vlio are
their employers. We do not intend to criticise that
report in any way, except to say tLhat in their effort to
show that the taxes per head of population are less in
Montreal than in Toronto, we thiiik they err iii placing
the populatioti of Montreal at 300,000. We were not
aware before that any, not even the most sanguine,
claimed that iumber for the population witlin the
limits of· the city proper. For such a purpose the
population of the adjoining suburbs cannot be coulnted
in, and the taxes levied in thei left out; to do so would
be nisleading.

The assessors in their report bring out clearly the
fact whicl has been repeatedly insisted upon here of
late-that the plant of ail kinds belonging to and used
by the different conpanies holdingfraiilhisesaiid pîrivi-
leges froi the city-are taxed the sane as ail other
properties. This is as it should be here, but a comîbined
effort will, it is said, be inade by .the differeit companies
holding those franchises to prevent it. [u comion jus-
tice and fairuess thîey should not succeed. All such
property should be taxed and at its full value the saine
as the property of private citizens-rich and poor alike.

Some of the mostimportant chapters have not yet
been toucied by the committee of revision. Chapter
x'IV the ifinances is ane-of them IL: is drafted evi-
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dently with the intention of protecting the city against
unauthorised expenditure of money by committees or
by the council itself beyond the prescribed limits, set
forth in the charter and the revenue available. As we
read them, the provisions of- thatchapter seem to be ad-
mirably adapted to iecure the end aimed at. But we
ail remember that the very stringent clauses in the
amendments to the City Charter within the last three
or four sessions of the legislature, were generally ex-
pected to be as effectual as they were intended to be.
lI practice, however, they have proved lamentable
failures.

With ail those safeguards the floating, if hot the bond-
ed debt, bas been increased by the action of the council
until it is far beyond the limit of prudence for borrow-
ing, and it is pretty certain that the aimount of the
harbor bonds-used for other purposes-will have to be
borrowed over again and added to the general debt. Be-
sides ail that, we have seen soine of the comnmittees or-
dering works to be done aind supplies bought without
any authority or appropriation being given them or at
tli-éirdiposal, and the clauses in the law which de-
clares that the aldermen who do these things are per-
sonally liable, were lauglied at. In ail the actions that
lavebeen taken this year to test the liability of the city
for rome of the debts so incurred, judgment that the city
must pay, was invariably given.

Naturally the citizens will expect to have the law
made so thiat it will be a real safeguard. We do nlot
pretend to give any legal opinion, or to dwell on tie in-
tricacies and technicalities involved in this chapter,
But the clauses on this question of personal liabiiity
for such vrong-doing, are as stringent in the present
law as it seemed possible to make thiem, and yet they
have utterly failed to be effective. This is why this
particular chapter should receive the iost careful
scrutiny, in order to prevent the possibility of the re-
cent occurrences being repeated.

The draft charter provides for a bonded debt of $25,-
000,000, including the harbour bonds. Any loan beyond
that sum is to be inade under by-laws subject to ap-
-proval by popular vote. In addition to the above
round suin the city treasurer's statenent shows that a
further anmount of $2,500,000 is required for floating
debts and the like, besides havinig an awkward liability
in the shape of temporary bonds lying in London to
the extent of $1,168,000. These teimiporary bonds ara
represented by the unpaid special assessinents for ex-
propriations, whicli will prove an unprofitable asset,
and one of doubtful value.

The position is awkward, to say the least; and before
the borrowing power is increased the revenue that the

new arrangement of the taxes is likely to produce will
doubtless be considered. If, ufortunately, the present
systein of working by coimittees is continued, ive
should decidedly hesitate to increase the borrowing
power. The aldermen then would have to resort to a
special tax on real estate, which wili enforce economny
on thein better than any other expiedient. By increas-
ing the borrowing power to the extent indicated by the
city treasurer, the city woulid have a clean siate, and
îînder the systei now in vogue the aldermen would

sool find reason for piling up a freshi floating debt.
We are convinced that with tie economnies that

wold follow the appointmient of an Executive Com-
mnittee of control, as proposed by the charter coin-
mittee-but rejected by the city council-and the tax-
ing of nuch property ownied by companies and used on
the streets, thiat lias so far escaped taxation, tliere would
be noneed for any increase of the present taxes nor
for muany of bhe others proposed to be levied.

11 PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.
President McKinley's message to Congress read to

that body on 5t inst., will do nothing towards naking
history. A New York banker who publislies a weekly
review predicted that bhe message would "electrify the
nation." The current in il seens to have been too weak
for thera was not even a g -ntle shock administered.
One of the most creditable features in Mr. MîKmîîley is
his avoidance of sensatiounJlismn. ;i e leaves the work of
electrifying fhe nation ta those who have no responsi-
bility, or mental balance, or statesman like judgmîîent.
He was expected to declare bat Nelson's faîme hîad
been eclipsed by Dewey, and Wellingtori's by Slafter,
but lie had the good sense ta avoid such rhodomontade.

He made no reference ta the Philippines and thougl
declarinîg for a free governiient in Cuba, he declined to
state what formî lie regarded as desirable until a peace
treaty is signied. An enlarged standing arny and a
stronger navy the President considers necessary. He
considers the disarmamuent project of the Czar ta have
no direct interest ta the States, as their armîed forces are
boa inconsiderable ta call for any association with this
m-novenent. Trade vith China was spoken of as need-
ing a Commission to further its extension. The work-
ing of the Alien Contract Labour Law does not satisfy
the President, lie wishes to sec it amiended.

le igntores te free silver question, but urged cur-
rency refori. This part of the message reads

I renew so iuci of mîy recommnuiendation of Dec.,
18M7, as follows:-That when aiy Unuitedl States lnotes are
presented for redemiption in gold, and are redeemned in
gold, such notes shtall be kept and set apart, and only
paid out in exclange for gold. This is an obvious
duty. If the holder of the United States note prefers
.the gold and gets it froi thc Governnt., he shouild
not receive back fron bhe Governmtîent a United States
note witliout paying gold in exchange for it.

"The reason for this is made all fihe more apparent
.when the Governmient issues an interest-bearing debt ta
provido gold for te redenption of United States lotes
-a n1on1-iiterest-beariig debt. Surely it should not
pny titem ont again, except on1 demnand, and for gold.
If they ire put ont in ainy other way, tiey nay return
aîgain, to be followed by aiiother bond issue to redeeni
-aniother in tercst-bearing debt to redeem anon-interest
bearing debt

Legislation was urged to nake adequate provision for
iisuring a noney standard related, as the U. S. money
standard now is, tu that of other nations, and for keep-

ing te domestic currency safes and yet,so related ta the
needs of the nation's industries and internal commerce
as to be adequately responsive to such needs. This
being interpreted means, an elastie currency on a gold
basis like that of Canada.

The President paid a generous compliment to the
British officials in Cuba for the manner in which they
discharged tleir duties during the war in protecting
Americanis and their interests, a duty laid upo)n them
by the Sritish Goveruînment at the President's request.
He gratefully acknowledged this courtesy, as well as
the liberality of the Canadian Governmnent in facilitat-
ing the passage of United States revenue cutters from
the great lakes to the Athintic.

The sentiments of the President in regard to the
Commission now sitting at Washington were thus
expressed

"IL will give me esppcial satisfaction if I shall be
authorized to comunnicate to vou a favourable con-
clusion of the pending ni egoiations with Great Britain
in respect to the Dominion of Canada. It is the
earnest wislh of this Governiment to remove all ources
of dikcord and irritation iii our relations with the
neighbouriing Dominion. The trade between the two
countries is constantly increasing, and it is important
to both countries that all reasonable facilities should
be grated for its developmeit.?

President McKinley will have the satisfaction he de-
sires ta enjoy if thc negotiations are conducted an the
lines of justice and equity and a sincere desire to pro-
mote international trade.

THE DRY DOCK.
To any thougtfuil person the agitation and feeling

tliat have arisen on the location of the proposed dry
dock, give rise to amazement that ta ilso muuch import-
ance is attached.

Of itself, the dry dock will be of little benefit-
if any-as a nmeans of attracting trale or population.
wherever it may be placed. lbinay be tlhat the owner3 of
the land boughb would make a profitable sale, and while
tbe work of construction is going on a large number
of Iien would receive employmnent, but that would not
ensure a permanent resident population. On the oLher
hand, it is thc universal experience elsewhere that all
works of that nature materially depreciate the value
of the surrounding district. There is nothing attrac-
tive ta look at about a dry dock--it cannot be called an
object of beautv-and thc noises aud other nuisances
necessarily connected with it, wlhen work is going on,
will drive away private residences, and certainly not
draw-of itself-private commercial enterprises.

We believe that the tinie is fast approaching, wlhen
in the interest, not only of Montreal, but of the Dom-
inion at large-more and better facilities mnust be pro-
qided for the increasing through tracie to and fronri the
ocean-going vessels. No im partial man eln ignore the

fact itai in many respects the eastern end of the har-
bour offers many advantages for providing the sccon-
modation required. Nature lias provided deep water
there for ships, aud highi banks above flood level for
elevators and storage purposes and there also is an
abundance of space al[ about for railway approaches
and stations.

The tliree Government engineers, who under the old
reginie reported on the plans for harbour inprovenents,
whilst modifying somewhat the plan for the central
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harbour, pointed out the necessity for providing in the
near future for the through traifie, which could in the
general interest best be made below the St. Mary's
current.

Those engineers took a broad view into the future
and as time passes and the course of trade is constantly
changing with it, their prescience is fully justilled by
all tlat is going on.

If Montreal is to do more than simply maintain its
present hold on the trade of the western cnuntry, its
business men must consider well what is the outlook,
and grasp with a fast hold the opportunities for mak-
ing sure of the future. Moentreal needs for the future
more elevators and storage places to hold over the
winter accumulations to be ready for shipment at the
opening of navigation. Where these ean be the most
conveniently and econoinically placed should be the
only question.

The marvellous improvemients that have in late
years been made in the working of railways are rapidly
changing the charact-r of inland transportation ; and
Montreal will have to sec to it tlat the trade that
shoblil centre her i don iot slip by this port

[n the course of discussion on the harbour question
last ye Ir, the [Hon. Mr. Tarte stated that the Parry
Sound railway would bring down so m'ny millions of
busliels Of grain. M:ny people were disposed to make
light Of the matter, but one season's work of that live
railway lias shown that it is destined to be as importaut
a factor in the matter of transportation as the Minister
of Public Vorks predicted. If the parties who have
been so persistent in pushiig the valueless dry dock in
the interest of the east end would drop it and, in the
general interest of the whole city and country, push
along works that will tend to draw more trade andP oli merce in the direction pointed out by the govern-
ment engineers in 1894, they would render a public
service.

It is diflicult to understand how the dry dock cores
to the front. The act of Parliaient of last session
authorising the loan of two millions, provides that
$750,J00 shall be used to "construct wharves and other
facilities for trade including a dry dock," below the
St. Ma-y's current. The dry dock thus conies in at the
tail end ocf the arrangement, and yet it is sought to be

put in the forefront notwithstanding that of itself it
would absorb the whole of the nuey set apart for
all the work in that section of the harbour. It would
seem to be the part of wisdon to begin at the right end
first, and that would do sonething to bring business te
Montreal which vould tend to increase the.value of
property both east and west.

If all the time that lias been lost vainly talking about
dry dock had been utilised in preparing plans that
would prove acceptable and useful to the great inland
transportation interests, there would before this have
been something tangible to look at. The natural ques-
Lion arises why lias such a plan not been prepared ?
By the Act the making of such a plan was a step to be
taken before any other move.

The dry dock question may be considered as dead-
at least for the present. Should it ever be revived,
however, the material of which it will-be constructed
will afford roomu for discussion. It bas been currently
reported that for some reason or other eertain parties
advocate to build it of wood. So far as we know, out-

.-side of the *United States, there . are. no dry. docks on

land, built of wood. Those at present owned by the
Dominion are substantial stone constructions,. and it is
scarcely likely the government will allow public money
to be speut on a wooden structure of this importance
in Montreal. There are three or perhaps four dry
docks built of wood in different places along the At-
lantic coast. They are so unsatisfactory that Mr. Long,
the able secretary of the Navy, in bis report to Con-
gress-just published-alludes to them as being in a
state of decay, and so costly to maintain that he there-
fore makes a strong recomniendation that the new ones
be asks authority Io construct shall be made with some
ma terial other than wood.

THE 50 CENTS WAR TAX.
There have been. representations made by the Board

of Trade, and by importers to the Washington authori-
tics in regard to the imposition of the tax of 50 cents
on entries of goods passing in bond through the States
for Canada. Although an equality in bonding privi-
leges, of which this tax is a contravention, is not
establi.shed by a formal Treaty, it lias been long recog-
nised as au international agreement, binding on both
countries. An investigation is goingon as to its opera-
tion which is reported to have revealed a difference in
the mode of levying this tax in different ports. In one
port each consignment is levied upon, and in another
the consignments are grouped according to Iccalities.
This systen is probably leading to some irregularities
by customs oflicials, to whon an opportunity is offered
of charging all the individual consignnents destined
for one place and returning receipts for the tax im-
posed as laving been paid under the grouping system.
Whetlier this lias been doue will appear under enquiry.
Be that as it nay the tax on entry bonds is clearly con-
trary to the agreement as to mutual bonding privileges.
It is also clear that it is not just to subject goods merely
crossing a country in bond, to one of the internal, the
domestic taxes of such country. The objection of
Canadian importer$ to being levied upon for a United
States war tax is well founded in international custom
and equity.

THE NEW INVOICE DECLARATION.
Protests against the new Custonms regulation as to

invoice declarations, are being genterally and forcibly
made. The declaration, which will be soon required
cannot be truthfully made by many exporters. 'hey
bave to affirm that the prices charged are the current
credit ones where the goods are shipped froi. But a
large body of our imports are not bought on credit,
cash having to be paid prior to shipment. Exporters,
therefore, who have sold for cash cannot make the new
declaration. For other goods there is no current credit
price in the market fiou whenc goods are sent, as they
are made exclusively for certain Canadian importers
under special agreenent. The new regulation will
prove very irritating to all honest importers, and be a
source of considerable fricton wi th the Customs, while
it will not place any obstruction in the way of those
whose irregularities it is designed to stop.

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BOODLE, ß00DLING AND B00DLERS.

A new word which graphically expresses by a few
letters what could not be stated in any otber way ex-
cept by a long sentence, soon acquires popularity. The
word "boycott" when first invented had a great run at
once, and was a distinct addition to the vocabulary.
Somne years ago "boodle" and " boodIlr" came into
general use. Tleir meaning has been extended beyond
the original ones, but in a genleral way, the first in-
dicates noney takeni by an official by irregular and

.usually fraudulent methods, the otheris the epithet
applied to an officiai who uses his position to acquire
muuonuey by crooked dealings whichi, though morally
frauîduleit, are not punishable by law. A Minister of
the Crown for instance was recently styled "a boodler"
.by an eastern paper because, it was alleged, lie liad
personally profited by giving a contract to supply cars
for a government railway to an American firm. The
accuser apologized to avoid prosecution for libel as he
had no knowledge of any facts to justify the charge.

Were what is implied by the Word "boodier" incap-
able of being expressed so briefly, there would be far
fewer persons so designated. Or, were the word to have
a more definite meaning it would not be so freely used.
It is like a swear-word, very iisultinig; but, though im-
plying emubezzlemient, or breach of trust, it is not specific
enough to convey a charge withinî the terms of the law.
In a very large number of cases there is every reason
to fear that nen are styled boodlers for no other pur-

pose than to convey an insult to a political opponent,
againist whon, in a boodling sense, notbing whatever
ls known. It is a species of verbal maud whicl, how-
ever unjustly throwni, is apt to befoul the victim
assai led.

Aldermen are especially liable ta this formî of abuse.
Oie of the miost respected aldermen of Toronto, who
sems to have a life interest in a seat in thue city coun-
cil-whose constituents are chiefly business ndu-some
tiine ago received a letter froum tie States addressed to,
."Th- Honourable Alderman So-and-So."l On reading
the address which bore his naume, business, and street
numîuuber, le e-xclained, "This cannot be for nue, as api al-
derman canot be 'Honourable' !" The constant use of
the word "boodler" to aldermen has done much to deter
manty citizens of high character and business talent
from entering municipal life. If any defilite, provable
fact is -known which justifies a publie official being
styled a "boodler," it is the duty of any one who is in

possesioan of such evidence to take steps for the ex-
posuire and puinishmnuit of the delinquent. When no
siclh action is talken the inference is justifiable thàt n1o
such evidence exists, or that he wlo possesses it lias
sonie not very creditable reasons for keeping it secret.

As for political boodlers, if we believe the rabid party
organs, the whole House of Colunons, and the Legisla-
tive.Assemblies are made ui) of men wlho ouglt to be in
a penitentiary. But, bitter as is party virulence, and
determninled as is each party to crash its opponienits-free
too, as are the Houses of Legislature to those wlio have
e videnfce of wrongdoing to adduce, session after ses-
sion goes without any specific charges being made
against those who, duriug prorogation, have been con-
stantly charged with boodling in the party press and
on party platforms. This abstinence fron direct
charges by those. who miake indirect ones of boodling
so freely, is demonstrative of such general accusations

being made merely for purposes of insult and dispar-
agement.

The financial circumstances of sone of those who
have an exceptionally bad reputation as boodiers, but
against whom no specific charge was ever made, show
either that the boodling trade is not a profitable busi-
ness, or that inoney so got sooi vanishes. The Devil's
showers seem to dry up quickly, if we may judge by
the inpecuniosity of those who are widely accused as
boodlers. Whether, bowever, the showers of gold
alleged to have fallen on thei were really of Danmen
richness, or only were mere allusions, is quite doubtful.
That sone Who are alleged to have been so blessed, or
cursed, by fortunes made by boodling, show no sign of
baving been recipients of boodle, is as notorious as is
their reputation as boodlers.

It is evident therefore that such practices do not pay.
It is evident also that if those who are believed to live
upon this class of ill-gotten gains were to devote their
skill and eunergies to business, the results would be far
more to their pectuiary advantage. It seems probable
that the words " boodle" and " boodler" are used with
more freedoin than facts justify. The natural result of
flinging abusive epithets around, which are not justified
by facts, is to give immunity to those who are really
guilty as they are shielded by the general discredit
thrown upon charges of boodling because of their being
so freely used for the inere purposes of party warfare.

TEA CULTIVATION IN INDIA.
Althougih China is likely ever to be the world's greatest

purveyor of teas, the monopoly it has onjoyed for con-
turies is being weakened year by year. Official returns
for 1897 show that Iidia is making great strides as a
tea grower. So great indeed bas been its advances in
recent years as to indicate a growing demand for ldian
teas, which, if it continues to develop at the sane rate
year by year will soon render India a powerf ni competi-
tor with China.

Very large capital has, in recent years, been invested
in advertising Iindian teas, and there is no doubt what-
ever that to these efforts is due their increased con-
sumption, which has led to such a large extension of the
industry as is recorded in the Governument report for
1897.

Some years ago this article was littie knovn in
ordinary grocery stores, its sale was chiefly in the
hands of non-traders, such as retired Indian army
officers and other private persons having personal con-
nections in Ceylon. As they met with considerable
success comnpanies were organised to handle and push
the business whose energy is nanifest not only in ad-
vertising colunmns, but on the fences where their
placards nudge elbows with theatre posters and other
illustrated horrors and pietorial sensations.

To those who prefer the flavour of Indian teas they
are no doubt more agreeable than those of China, and
as they are vended at attractive prices and sold in con-
venient foris the denand lias became extensive. l
1896 the area devoted to growing the tea shrub in
India was 433,280 acres, and in 1897, 493,711 acres, an
iacrease of 60,431 acres last year. Fron 1887 to 1891
the yearly increase averaged 12,844 acres, and from
1892 to 1896, 14,136 acres per annum. Tle'expansion,
thorefore, in 1897 was nearly five times that which oc-
eurred in each of the previous tèn years; .This enlarged

THE CHIEF LESSON OF THE
TRIAL.

NAPANEE

The trial of tbe four persons charged with having
-robbed he Dominion Bank at Napanee on 27th Augt.,
i897, closed on the 2nd inst. The jury found Mackie
guilty and lie was sentenced to 10 years in the peniten-
tiary. They failed to agree on a verdict as to the batik
teller; 2 being for conviction and 10 for acqaittal. He
was bound over to appear agail in bail bonds for $10,-
000. The professional burglars, Pare and Holden, both
of whom confessed their. guilt, are to be leld over un-
til the Spring Assizes for sentence and as witûesses in
the new trial. Feeling ran so high in favour of the
bauk oflicer charged as au accoiplice, that the Judge
was grossly insulted in the streets and violence threat-
ened. 'The riot Act being read, the mob took the hint
anl dispersed. The incident is we believe without
parallel in our history. The people of Napanee are
very sore over it, as the rooàghs who uade this disgrace-
fui exhibition were not residents of the town.
a During the trial, evidence was given by two lock-
experts who appear to claim their ability to open any
combination lock without knowing the combination.
These persons are evidently men of remarkable in-
genuity, who have giveuyears of study to combination
locks. They were brought to prove that the lock of
the Napanee Bank safe mnight have been opened by a
professional burglair without assistance froum any one
in the office, or information surreptitiously obtained.
The point, however, seens to be, not what might have
been.possible, but w hat actually occurred.

As the case is stiil undecided we must leave it to the
jury in March next. . This, however, may be said, and
needs saying as tha chief lesson of this remarkable
case There is' too great reliance placed by banks in

area vas called into cultivation chiefly in consequence
of the enterprise of capitalists who devoted considerable
funds to advertising and pushing Indian teas on publie
notice.

Indian tea companies have been organized in recent
years whose hopes of an enlarged demand are shown
by their having recently acquired 939,405 acres for
planting. The Economist considers such an enormous
expansion of the productive area for growing Indian tea
as justifying some appreliension on the part of investors
in the shares of Indian tea companies. This prepara-
tion for an enormuously increased production has been
made in spite of the fact that " for the past few years
the tendency has been for the supply to run ahead of
tie demand." Under such conditions we deem it highly
probable that the prices will decline as the Indian tea
growing conpanies will be in keen competition, and
will expend ail their energies in avoiding the large
surplus stocks which are regarded as likely to
accumulate.

The goverament return shows the area under tea
cultivation, in ladia to have risen from 283,925 acres in
1885 to 493,71L last year, which is an increase of 73.87
per cent. li the same period the production rose fromt
71,520,000 pounds of tea to 153,782,270 pounds, an in-
crease Of over 11;5 per cent. Should the area now cul-
tivated and being brought under cultivation for tea
growing in ladia, prodtuce-as luxnriantly as the fields
did in 18IJ7, we shall expect to see ere long an over
supply of Indian tea in the market.
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country places, and by others elsewhere, upon the im-
pregnability of a safe which has a combination lock. It
would be viser to make offices only accessible to mar-
rauders by such prolonged efforts of a burglarious nature
as would prevent the "enterprising burglar" attemnpt-
ing an entrance.- The offices of branch banks are often
no better protected than an ordinary dwelling-house,
absolute reliance beingplaced for the safety of valuables
upon a combination lock. A second line of defence,
is desirable.

Men of the Pare and I{olden class ought not to have
any chance of experimenting with the lock on a batik
safe, and more, the office of a bank ought not to be so
easily accessible even to the staff after hours, as the one
was at Napanee and as the generality of offices are.
The resident manager ouglt to be responsible for the
office, as well as the safe, being kept inviolate after
being closed for the day. Distributing responsibility in
so serious a matter practically cancels responsibility.
Let the manager alone bear the responsibility for the
safety of the bank's preinises and valuables, he will
then take measures to protect hinself fromt the disgrace
of appearing to be careless, or false to his trust. Then
too, if the ojffice is robbed by burglars the clerks will be
protected fron the painful suspicion of being accom-
plices in such crime.

THE AUSTRIAN EMPEROR'S - JUBILEE.

If any of our readers is looking round to find a sub-
ject for an historical treatise, w'e con mend to bis atten-
tion the revolutionary neriod which was inaugurated at
the barricades in Paris on 24th Feby., 1848. A well
written work on the causes which led up to that and
successive outbreaks in Eastern Europe, with descrip-
tions of the conflicts which followed between the armed
forces of established governmnents and the organized
forces of the rebels; accompanied b.y a narrative of the
political results of the 1848 troubles, would prove a
most valuable addition to our historical records.

During that year there seeied to be a chance of
every crowned head on the continent being politically
removed, às was that of Louis Philippe, king of the
French. The overthrov of the monarchial system vas
the design of the European Democratie Association.
This secret society attained great power; so great iii-
deed as to have an arny officered by men of distinguish-
ed military experience and talent. In that force were
numerous recruits from the chief Universities and nili-
tary schools of France, Italy and Austfia. Sentiment
ran high in Great Britain in favour of the revolt. It is
known to us that extensive shipments of arms àn*d
ammunition were made from England by sympathisers
with the revolutionary forces, amongst the subscribers
.being nany promlinent public men ; authors ; journal-,
ists and elergymen. One of the latter class, a leading
Birmingham citizen, vas imprisoned in Germany and
sent home because of his denunciations of despotism,
which had been reported to the continental authorities.

In Vienna when the outbreak occurred the [mperial
troops vere unhorsed by women, who in thousands at-
tacked then in the streets, the soldiers chivalrously re-
fusing to strike then down. In London au Austrian
General,llaynau, when visiting Barclay's brewery was
set upon by the drivers, vho used their whips freely on
this olficer whose record as a flogger of vonen had
roused their ire and all Englánd applauded the deed.
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The final overtlhrow of the revolutionary forces at Teme-
war, their flight into Turley, their humane trcatment by
the Sultan and deportation in bateles ta A merica and to
Great Britain, would niake a story equal to any romance
in sensalional incidents. The refugees whio caime to
England were enthusiastically received, and, some of
tben, vio were Poles of ligh culture, were hospitably
entertained by one nobleman in the sane mnansion
where lie had beeni the host of the Queen.

The revoit happily ended the power of Prince Met-
ternich, one of those obstinate men who breed revolu-
tion by opposing extensions of freedom. During the
troubles the present Emperor came ta the throne on
the abdication of Emperor Ferdinand. He was a youth
of 18, but known t be of ain amiable disposition, of en-
lightenled view's and anxious for bis peoples' good-will
and welfare.

As soon as Hie storm nabated he, being thon of mature
years, threw himself into a movement for a reform of
the Constitution on the lines of extended liberty ta the

people. Parliamentary governiment was establislhed in
actuality, and hie one mail" system abolished. The
celebrated radical leader, the late Joii Arthur Roe-
back, well-known in Canada, declared in 1862, after a
vi>it to Austria, that the Empire was governed on the
most enlightened principles and the Emiperor was the
inspirer of -ali movements for enlarging popular
liberties; proniot.ing education ; developing commerce;
and for aieliorating the social condition of the
humibler classesl. a a word, Francis Joseph of Austria,
bas ever had the ambition to raise bis realm to the
British standard. What a revolution provoked by in-
justice and oppression means to trade nay be judged
by the fact, that every bill given by French traders ta
Englisli ninufacturers, which was current wien the
revolution of 1818 broke ont was dishonoured, and pay-
ients of Germîan ;and Austrian engagements ivere long

suspended, as vere orders for Englisli goods.
The Empire of Austria-H-Iungary comprises a most

ditRicult population to govern, so varied are the races,
and tlieir inierests, and political ideas. To ail vho
know tlis, and wlio realize the inestimable blessings of
civil peace arising fron confidence in the wisdomn and
good-will of a chief ruler, the Jubilee of the Emperor
of Austria is a lit occasion for gratefully recognizing
the services ie has rendered to his peaple and ta the
civilised world.

THE PURClHASE OF TITLES.
The systeni of purchasing titular distinctions lias

been spoken of by a leading English journal as " The
pùtrch:ase of honours." We prefer ta speak of it as a
purchiase of titles, for a social distinction bought by
money is no honour, but rather otLherwise. The well
vorn phrase, " honour rooted in dishonour," is a contra-

diction iii terms, for, ont of dishoiour honour can no
more spriug than a grape vine from a thistle root.

The notorious Mr. looley placed a cheque for $250,-
000 in the hands of a Baronet, representiug the Carlton
Club, to be used as a gift ta that Club in order ta secure
for the donor its influence in securing him a knight-
hood. The incident lias elicited some caustie comments
on the systeni of granting titles ta those wlho have con-
tributed leavily ta party funds. The Ecoo»mist regards
the incident as showing that " political corruption is
not confined ta America, but that in England also the
patronage of the State is sometimes prostituted in

order to fill the campaign fand on the eve of a General
Election." It describes the Americau system, with
which we are ail familiar, under which every public of;
ficial lias ta contribute a percentage of his salary.to the
fond of the party by whomi he was appointed. of
course these levies are ultimately paid by the public, as
officials recoup themselves by ail manner of devices,
more or less irregular and corrupt. This system runs
through the entire publie service in the States, but in
England the members of the civil service are not
changed after each General Eleetion, hence the party
patronage system is restricted. As the party managers
need large supplies they have fastened upon the dis-
tribution of titles as a source of revenue. The Econo.
mist says :-

" They recommend ta the Prime Minister wealthy
candidates for peerages, baronetcies and lcniglhtlhoods,
and if the Minister falls into the trap the fortunate
aspirants send ta the political clubs large sums of
money. Of course there is no formai bargain, but so
well is the systema understood that Mr. Iooley thought
lie might dispense with ceremony and forwarded to a
well known manager a celcque for £50,000 stg. This
was held in the hope that as the Jubilee festivals were
at hand Mr. llooley's name might pass muster and be
included in Jubilee honours, but the reconimendation.
vas rejected and the "Manager," probaly vith a deep

sigli over the inconvenient fastidiousness of the Minis-
try, honestly returned the money."

This disgraceful systein is dezlared to explain " un-
accountable grants of even peerages, baroneteies and
Iiiigltioods," t persons wlo had no claim for dis-
tinction, beyond their being " very rich, very free-
handed, and very desirous of soc:al distinction." A
case is referred ta of baronetey having been recently
bouglit at the price of a considerable estate.

This traflir is defended on two grounds. The gift of

mroney is said to be merely a grateflul recognition of
party favour ; but that is "a mere draft upon the
credulity of the ignorant." Anothier plea is, that as
payment for titles go towards meeting eleution ex-
penses, they help ta remnove the barritrs, which prevent
able men of small mxeans from being elected to Parlia-
ment. Thus human vanity is said ta be made an ally
of paolar representation. This is a wholly specious
excuse. If the flouse of Commons cannot be supplied
with able men without the ioise of Peers being dis-
graced by seats in it being sold for cash, there need4 to
be a serious change in the British parliamentary system.
As our contemporary says

"It is such bargains which spread through the pub-
lic mind the impression, happily a most unijst one,
that the wealthy are al. corrupt, and that public
olices, state honours, and even the power of legislation
are the prizes of the most unscrupulous, if only they
have the nioney ta throw away. We say nothing of'
the immense injary done ta the public sentiment
against bribery, which is our best defence against the
corrupt distribution of State contracts, and maintain
that the sale of even purely titular honours deserves
the strongest disfavour of the Crown."

We regard such traffic as an insult ta the Queen,
who, when tiLtles are bought, must be deceived as ta
the real grounds upon which Her honours are solicited
and conferred. Its effect in cheapening such titular
honours is obvious, and does a grave wrong ta those
who-like Lord Kitchener for instance-have won a
title by distinguished services ta the country.

T'he following apropos anecdote has never been in
print,-its truth is known to us. 'A wealthy manuface.
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turer seeured a knighthood in the way above indicated.
His riches lad bep derived frous his audaciously mak-
ing a patented article. As the owner of the patent
ivas- coining money lie made no complaint. After
bowever the knighthood had been conferred lie stepped
into the offender's office and gave imis a choice, either
to ,pay damages and abandon his enterprise, or go on
his knees and beg pardon when "all would be forgiven."
The new kuight dropped on one knee and was instantly
Struck on the shoulder with a walking stick with the
.words : "ise up ! Sir Peter Scoundrell" This novel
ceremony Vas witnessed by the secretary of the person
who gave the title. That knighthood went much be-
low par, and would have been relinqished had it been
possible.

The sale of titles is however not modern, as they
wereconferred for a monetary consideration generations
ago, but the recipient of the reward used to be soie
Court official, vith "back stairs" influence. They have
beau conferred too for even more disgraceful considera-
tions thas cash. The Queen's reign is free fronm scan-
dals of that class, and it is lamentable that the shamne
of continuing such a traffia should rest upon the Carl-
ton andi other aristocratie political clubs whose mem-
bers seemi ta have forgotten the old motto, noblesse
oblige.

ARISTOORATIC TRADERS.
'Some of our Aimerican centemporaries have indulged in

sarcastie merrinient over the Riooley exposure of certain
English noblemen whom he induced to j iin the board of direc-
tors of bis j int stock schernes. Their censure of these men
is deservel enough, but some of tieir comments showv a non-
acquaintance with English lite and traditions. A banlhing
paper for instance says " A glance at the boards of direc-j tors-of mnany Eigilih corporations will reveal so many lords
ani dukes that one is constrained ta believe that the ancient
!and honourable horror of being in trade, wihich once caused
the aristocracy ta look down upon shopmen, had passed
away." The remark is made by the Aumerican Banker, the

:aristocracy of E ngland think " it is dishonourable ta engage
in trade, but not dishonourable ta share in a schieme ta cheat
your neigibour 1" The Banker ought to have discriminated
between a haindful of titled inca who sold themselves ta Mr.

aoley, and tise upper classes upon whom they have brought
reproach. Ir ought aiso ta litve known that the English
aristoaracy do not, nor ever did, re.,trd it as " disionourable
ta engage in trade." Soine of the large.t traders in E igland
to-day are noblemen, whose forefathers iWere also in traie.
Centaries ago trading enterprise was rewarded by a title in
order ta encourage trade. England's foreign trade owes
much of its extension ta the ambition of traders to secure
titular distinction as a reward of their enterprise. H >w can
the elevatiDn of successful traders ta social honour by the
Crowns be reconciled with the theory that the higber clases
regard it as "dishonourable ta engage in trade" ? The
social distinction most nu.rked in E xgiand is between those
classes whose incomes are derived froum the land, and those
dependent on business. The former being enj yed without
labour allow of a life of leisure, and give the landowner a
fixed social positioi. Those classes on the other hand whose
incarnes have ta be earned by labour, by close attention ta
business, are debarred from a lite of leisure, and are subject
ta changes of fortune. The lite of an aristocrat maves in a
different sphere, or orbit ta that of a trader, which prevents
their social intercourse, just as the lifa of one of NewYork's
l 400," prevents his intimacy with "shopmen," as the
Amierican Banker calls those who are actively engaged in
trade. Members of the British aristocracy do not engage in
.trade becausò theyhave an aesuaedincom*e witiout business

cares or risks, which enables them ta engage in such occupa-
tions as travel, and publie )ife, and visiting; and sport in
vhich their companions must be those in a bike position. .It

is not because trade is " dishonourable" that noblemen, as a
rule, are not traders, but because the engagements of business
interfere with the engagements of a life -of leisure. The
pursuaince of such a life puts thom in a class apart froni all
others, jist as in' the States and in all countries merchants
and professional men are classified apart from artisans. A
nobleman is sought after ta act as director of a conpany not
because of his title per se, but because a nobleman has great
influence, is usually rich, and geurally is exceedingly care-
ful of bis associates lest bis escutcheon and bis fanily record
be stained. The peers and other aristocratswho were trap-
ped by )Ir. Hooley dizgraced their order not by engaging in
trade, but by.allowing their greed ta overcome the traditional
prid, of an aristocracy in its honour and self-respect. Those
who in this country regard traders with disdain do sa in sup-
posed imitation of the aristocracy of Great Britain, respecting
whoe ideas, and way of life, and habits they knv nothing
beyond.what they have learnt in dime novels written by
authors who pander to social prejudices born of ignorance
and j.ialousy. When the Aierican Banker next sueers at
the Englisih people because they "dearIy love a lord," he
should refer ta quotations of the matrimonial market whel e
he would find that English Peurs fetch far higher prices in
America than they do in Eagland.

TUE CLOTRING TRALVDE.

The evolution going on in the -lothing trade, low-grade
retail, as well as in the smaller custoliti tailoring busi,
ness througbout the Dominion, can hardly fail to in uke it!eIf
feit among the wholesale bouses also. Whether this be the
sole cause-for other infinences are binted at-we will not
pretend ta determine, but there is already evidence of a desire
on the part of one at least of the younger houses in the
trade ta seek retireinent. At a time whein the condition of
trade throughout the country is shown ta have experienced
considerable improvement, it is sonewhat signilioant ta find
such a house thinking of withdrawing froi the fild, one,
too, personally sa weil favored. Tuere are triddrs
who seen ta h like the farmer who boasted that he
used less wheat ta sow an acre af land than any of bis neigh-
bours, but who learnt that such economny resulted in bis
having the poorest crops in the district. Any buinezs firm
which takes pride in its non-advertibing economny, were il; ta
study 'Ihe matter would discaver tht abstinence fromi adver-
Lising is far more expensive than free indulgence. It savas
in seed but loses in the crop twenty times what it has s.wed.
A' non-adverti-er practically proulaimus bis indiffarenuce ta
business, he advertises that he is not anxious for customners,
and customners reciprocate by being inddferent about bis
wares. lis travellers can't be everywihere. The
present movement in the clothing trade will re-
suit in the "survival of the fittest," if the pun, may be par.
doned, when it suits the case so well. The extension of the
clothing enterprise ta the supply of boots and shoes has
already bea established with saeh success, that it witl pro-
bably lead ta further developiments on the saine lines. Ladies'
mantles, as already noted, are aiso ta be' kept in stock.

A LIFE ASSURANCE POINTER.

A correspondent engaged in life assurance who is anxious
ta make a record for 1898, miss us for a " pointer." Length
of days has ever been desired by memsbers of the human
family. It is one of the special biessings vouchsafed by the
Supreme mentioned in Holy Writ. The strongest instinct
of humanity is a clinging to life. Now a policy of life as-
surance does very much ta confer this blessing and ta gratify
that instinét, It prevents worry or anxiety as ta the future
of a man's familj. Byron spcaks of
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-The vile daily drop by drop,
That wears the soul out like a.stone,
With petty cares."

the same idea and the same simile were espressed in a poemn
by Greene published in 1617.

It is notorious that care kilts more than work, No care
wears out the sou and with il the body more than anxiety
over the future of a family. Life assurance by removing the
cause for such care tends to prolong life and to make it
better worth living. Annuitants are proverbially long lived,
as they are freed from the debilitating influences of serious
care about the future. Whoso then desires length of days,
and an easy conscience as ta his parental responsibilities, let
hilm secure a poliy of life assurances for as large a sumn as
he can carry with justice to bis creditors and to bis family,
and which he bas a good prospect of being well able to main.
tain. Our correspondent bas a good pointer in the above, and
vie trust it will lelp hiin bis laudab-e ambition.

JUDGES' SALAR1.#1.

In a recent issue we drew attention to the question of
Judges' salaries. In stating the reasons which may be ad-
ducéd for more adequate reumuneration being given ta mein-.
bers of the judiciary, we omitted naming one of :some import-
ance. In the past few years the work thrown upon the
Judges bas very materially incr-eased, so muich so as to con-
pel ibom to bie oceupied in proparing for their duties in

.Court quite often, far into the night. Were.they practisinf
atibe Bar these labours would be bighly ierative; they
would indicate the pressure of an unusually large legal
busineýs yielding a proportionaiely large inmene. A Judge,
bowever, imay bave bis bours of work extended far beyond
those of the tusal length, his leisure may bie well nigli all
taken up by extra labours, but, for all this additional work
lie is not paid one cent extra sa!ary. le lias great opportu-
niities of carning heavy fees, but is comnpelled to keep within
the judicial spihere and tu hard and fast judicial salary,
however unfairly he nay be burtbened with extra duties. At
present the work of the Courts is in much arrear, the numn-
lier of Judges being unequal Io the current worIc. Clearly it
is most unfair to burtben a Judge with heavy duties, extra
ta the ordinary ones, without granting him any spedlal re-
inuneration for th se additional laiours.

The total for 1898 shows a substantial increase over ail years ex-
cept '97. There lias been practically no business doue in export.
ing sheep, pigs or horses titis year. Prices have ruled very high
for sheep and bogs in the domentic market and al offerings
were absorbed for local account. lu fact it bas been found pro-
fitable by some of the Winnipeg packing bouses to Import
several carloads of hogs fromu Ontario. The decline of hog rais-
ing in Manitoba bas beau due to the short crop of feed grains
for two years in succession. This year good crops of feed grains
have beun secured, and no doubt the number ofhogs will rapidly
multiply.

DRY GOODS NOTEi.

Judging from the great strides in the distribation of books
made by the large retail drygoods stores they bid fair to control
the output in another year, and the retail bookseller will be
driven to the wall. In American citles, department stores band-
ling books are allotting greatly increased space for their sale.
While a Vear ago their stocks consisted chiefily of novels to sei
at popular prices, muany Of theml paper covered, they now include
well known works, coming under the head of classices and
science, as well as leading works of fiction. Many of these are
of high cost, profusely illustrated by famous lîlustrators and
artists, such as are only to be found lu high-claes book stores. A
short tme ago Wanamaker, the famous Philadelpia retaller, dis-

played original drawings for a well-known work of fiction, and
now others are making similar displays of engravinge taken
fron'famo'6is aUethors.

The coming spring dress goods season will it là Said denon-
strate the fact that plain gonds are to supersede fancies to avery
large extent. Plain box-clothB, habit cloths and -poplins will b
much in vogue. Amazons, a new liue of dress goods, crepe-
dette, etc., are ail likely to meet with a large denand. Amazon
is a plain line of dress goods with a bright satin finish. Serges
will doubtless find au active enquiry. While these plain dres
lines are likely to.be more called for than last season, partly to
the exclusion of fancy lines, there will,' no doubt, be a good de-
miand for the latter, as a certain class of customers always want
something strikiug and showy. Tweeds, serges and worsteds are
ail likely to have a guod sale. The ordors coming in for spring
goods are very satisfactory.

The representatives in the United States of ,J. T. Clay & Sous,
the English worsted manufacturers, have applied for an injun-
tion to restraiu the application of the word " Clay" to clothei not
manufactured by the firm. The word Clay is very conmanly
applied to worsteds and uther men's wear fabrics manufactnred
by various mille over the border, but it Is understood that the
firm of Clay & Sons have only recently become aware of the'ex.
tensive use of their name in this manner. Baverai damage suits
are likely to be instituted against manufacturers, jobbers, and
others selling American manufactured goods as the Ciay pro-
duet, and some very iuteresting developments may result: .

In Paris white gloves of all kinds are still the rage, from the
high grade extremely long for evening use with short sleeves,
as well as the more moderate li length for general use. Suede
in white is also the correct style, liager and thumb seams being
double stitched, with embroidered backs in black or colored.
Dark shades are less used than formerly and seemn to be going
out of style, while black that were so fashionable, are seldom
seen except for mourning. The ruling colors are white, pale
gray,'cream and a flesh color that is almost a pink; also gray and
a light brown verging on yellow.

According to advices from Belfast the amount of fresh busi-
ness passing in linens is of very fair proportions. Prices, gener-
ally, however, are much complained of. and any attempt to get
more remunerative rates means lost business. Handkerchiefs,
both linen and cotton, are moving in slightly larger quantities,
and damasks ara changing hands regularly if not actively.
Iland-looms goods are, perhaps, a trille brisker, though the
changes are not very well marked. The export trade is well
maintained, and with the majority of the markets business is
slowly-ëexanding<.

Ribbon manufacturers in Paterson, N J., are reported to be
foriiing a combination. Tie plan, however, is not altogether
favored owing to difdiculties which are held to be insuperable.
"lShould any sucli coi"blnation be formed," says one ribbon
manufacturer, " it would result lu new factories springing up all
over the country, and the increase in the output would.soon send
the strongest combination that could be formed tu the walI."

The selling comninittee of the Fall River print cloth mills put
up the price end of last week 1-16c, as follows :-28 inch 64
squares, 2%c; 28 inch 64x60s., 2 1-16c; 27 inch 64x00s., 2e; and 27
inch 56 squares 1.82Jý.

A permit has been issued to a Chicago department store to
construct a new ten-storey building. The building le to be of
steel, with walls of white marble and plate glass. The interior
is ta be finished in mabogany and bronze. The structure will
cost from $700,000 to $800,000.

Th 'govornor of French Soudan lias sent to the home govern-
ment, samples of unginned cotton grown there. Cost of pro-
duction packing and freight is about 5 cents or twenty cents for
the lint. At this price planters in the Southern States need not
feel uneasy.

Ten years ago there were 19 worsted milla in Germany, now
there are 23. The number of spindles has risen fron 685,000 to
1,085,000, while Lhe capital eugaged in the industry has risen
frot 36 million marks to 55 million marks.

Lancashire sateen makers are reported tu have made progress
in their combination not to seli below a certain price. It is
stated that an improvement Of sixpence per piece bal.l)ceen es.
tablished. The prices of sateens run from about 13s to. 18t per
piece.

Oriental rugs are comparatively low lu price as compared vith
a few years ago. Large importations and an increased knowl.
edge *of the goods, coupled with increased competition, bs
broughit'about this result.
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Fringe trimnming ls coming in again in New York. The ef-
fort to revive this one time fashionablo wear .emanates froni the
manufacturers.

An inlaid linîoleum proce;s has been« patented by a Kircaldy
manufacturer. This will be incorporated in connection with the
combination of Scotch and inerlcan linoleum and oilcloths con-
cerns referred to elsewhere.

Calcutta jute rnIls will work but five days a week, beginning
1st Jany. Tlis will greatly relieve the situation in the India
jute trade, and tend tu put 1 rices on a beotter level there and la
Dundee.

It is claimefd
ta be nut so gooil as Australian, but for ail
this brings equal prica at retail, and of
course is preferred, Supplias of Canadian
cotming upon the London market are drop-
ping away, only 267 tons s'rrived w. e.
Novenber 25th aginmst 640 ton soute few
weeks previoutsly. Following are present
whnflesale vaies of butter ia London:-

118s. Tie cheese maruîket continues ta
gain il strength, and United Kinigdom
buyerst are perceptibly preparing ta pay
more money for it. For lincet western
about W,.e is the idea, and 9ge ta 9i4c for
eastern make Thi broadly represents 3ce
improvemnalt over the week.

C MmcmALs.-Hleavy icmicals are dull,
Manchester advices of late date state
trade in general ls not so buoyant as could
lie expected at itis ime of year. Bleach-
ing Powder ls etsy for bath early and for-
ward delivery. Orders are being accepted
for caustic soda at soine reduction on bite
quotatiîons. Animonia alkal is very liri
for the home trade, but for soute shipnents

abroad prices have recently been conîsider-
ably reduced. Chlorates of potash and
soda are easier for present delivery, but
are firmer for next year. Buiphate of cop-
per has advanced strongly and still higher
prices are expected.
