Tag CrUuBcE IN WaALEs.—A writer in tho

Quart.rly Review proves that while her encmies
buve been asssulting her with one falsehood
after another, the Church has been regaining
the lost ground. In the small diocese of St
Asaph, with its population of 260,000 the sum
of £899 000 has been spent since 1850 upon
church building, parsonsge houses, and school
baildings. The confirmations returss show
that in the dioceee of St. David's the confirma-
tion candidates have doubled within the last
fifteen years, while the children in Church
schools have since 1846 more than trebled, the
number in the diocese of St. Asaph baving
risec from 10,000 in 1870 to 19,00 in 1889,
being at present double the number of those in
the Board schools, The official year books of
the Welsh Nonconformists state that the Cal-
vinistic Methodists, the most, nuinerous and
powerfal Nonconformist body in Wales, since
1876 the “applicants for membership” have

fallen from 3,205 to 5.720, & deoroaso of 2 485;
and the ‘*membera admitted” have fallen trom
11.126 to 6401, a diminntion of 4.726; mesn.
while, betwoen 1875 and 18836, the nhapnl debts
haveincreased from £205,000 to £323 00 while
tha offorts to rednee these have fullon from
£4200 in 1875 to £31.000 in 18%6. Ono of the
Mothodist resords is that of * hearcrs,"” each
chapel sending in at the ond of the yoar all
those who at any time aitended the wervices,
be they even babies, ar tourista = In 1875 these
worg retarned at 27000, and in 1836 us 277~
000 ; so the Moathodistr have barn providing a
sow chapel for every 3% new * hearers.”

“Qne day,” says the Watchman, *these
ladies sent for the Bishop in great distress,
Their father had been strivken during the
night with paralysis and was spoechless. They
oould not eay that he had aever openly confessed
Jesus to be tho Messiah, bat yet in other waya
bo had shown them that he was a Christian
believer, and they were fully persuaded that
aow in prospect of death, ho would avow his
belief.

How
must he huve been moved when under such
circn&ngt)nces he expoanded and testified the
Kingdom of God | Would that his words could
be given, or even the outlines of his discourse ;
evea 88 every reader of the Biok of Aots must
wish that we had been told what Paul said to
his brethren in Rome when he persuaded them
concerping Jesus from morning till evening.
We oan konow only what he himself told me,
The exposition’ of the faith was followed by the
baptism of tho father—the speechless one for
whom his daughters answered,

The Son of Abraham, being now, as was
trusted, within the better coverant, the minis-
ter of Christ continued his discourse as to Lthe
Christian brother abort to enter t..e promises,
when, as he spoke of the resurrection and the
secund coming of the Lord in glory, the pars-
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‘Iytio rose in his bed to a sitting posture. With
arms outstretched, head raised, and his beam-
ing eyes fized on a diatant objsot, he cried out
with & loud voice, “ Even o0 Lord Jesus ! come
quickly /" and a8 the lust word wae nttered, in
8 sharp, loud tone, his hands were clasped, and
he fell back dead.”

Tae Paayer Biox —dAn Incident.~In the
summer of 1848, during & month spent at the
beautiful retreat, the ** Blue Sulphur Springs”
of Vieginia, very early one Sunday morning,
wishing an hour of quiet, I wandered, my
Prayer Book in hand, to the pretty Summer-
house over the Spring.

“Ah!"” said he, *I am sorry to hear this ; I
have watched you daring the week, and hoped
yot wero & Christiau.”

1 esked.

«] pever saw one.” my old friend said; ¢ and
I never saw an Episcopalian before, sand where
I live, neurihe Hawk's Nest in Kanawhs, we
thiok them like the Ruman Cutholics; and 1
belong to tho Mothodist Church.”

“Then you ought not to find fault with the
Episcopsl Chaureb,” I replied, * a8 yours is
called the Methodist Episcopal Churcb, and

ou know how you got that name.” And then
1 asked, “ Will you look at this Prayer Book,
gee it for yourself, and if you find fault after
that, then I will bave nothing more to say;
sust read the first sentence in the book."”

My aged friend hesitatingly (as though he
were not obeying the command, ** Romember
that thon keep holy the Sabbath day") took
my book and resd alond: * The Lord is in His
holy temple; let all the earth keep silence be:
fore Him,” and said, “ That is good, that is
from the Bible!” He road on: all the Sen
tences, the Exhortation, the Confession, and
then said, * Will you lend me this book ?”

Constantly for days the old man was seer
with that book in his hard, and often the tears
were wiped away whilst he was reading.

At the end of ten days be came to me, hie
eyes filled with tears, and holding the book in
his hand, said with & tremulous voice, ** I have
come to say good-bye; I have read all this
book, every word; from the first sentence,
‘The Liord is in his holy temple,’ to the last
verse of the Hymns, and if I ‘hought you could
ever get another, I would ask yon to give me
this. Often I cannot gat to meeting, and when
I want Lo pray, cannot say all just as I wish to,
and this book says it ali, everything 1 want,
and I would rather bave it than anything else
in tho world ; but I would not deprive you, 1
gave it to him.

DIRECTIONS FOR WORSHIPPERS,

Over the entrance of the little parish church
at Hawarden, England, where Mr. Gladstone
worships whenever he is at his country home,
are_inscribed these directions, which may be
suggestive to others, as well as the humble
parishiovers for whom thoy were designated :

“On your Way to Church.—On your way to
the Lords house, be thoughtful, be silent, or
say but little, and that little good. Speak not
of other meu's faulta: think of your own ; for
yon are going to ask forgiveness.

 In Church.—Kueol down very humbly and
ﬁray. Spend the timo that remains in prayers

omember tho awful presenoce inlo which you
have come. Do not lock about you to discover
who are coming in, nor for any other cause. It
matters not to you what others are doing ; at-
tend to yourself. Fasten your thoughts firmly

on the holy mervice; do not miss one word.
This needs a severe struggle, You bave no
time for vain thoughts. The Blessed. Spirit
will etrengthen you if you persevere.

 After Church,—Remain kneeling and pray.
Bo silent. Speak tono one till you are outside;
the Church is God's house, even when prayer is
over. Be quiet and thoughtful as you go
through the churchyard.

“ On your Way Home—Be carefal of your
talk, or the world will soon slip back into your
heart. Remember where you have been, snd
what you have done. Resolve and try to live
a better life.”

LENT,

The observance of this annual Fast, in the
Church of God, dates back to a very early
period in Christian histcry, and was introduced
to commemorate our Saviour's forty days of
fasting in the wilderness, and enforce its teach-
ing, So we find it mentioned in the writings
of Irersmus, the sacoessor of Polycarp, who was
& disciple of St. John the Divine, Tertullian, in
the third century, and Chrysostom, Bishop of
Constantinople from A. D. 398 to A. D. 407, In
the Homilies of the last of these, which were
delivered to the Christians of Antioch, daily
through the Lonten Fast, we fiod these in-

straclione: “ This is not the only thing re
quired, that we should meet here every day,
and hear sermons continnally, and use ab
stinence the whole of Le.t, for if we gain
nothiog by these meetings and exhortations and
seasons of abstinence to the advantage of our
souls, they will not only not do us any good,
but be the ocoasion of a severer condemnation,
If after so much oare-and pains bestowed on
us, we ocontinno the same; if the angry man
does not become meek, and the passionate man
wild and gentle; if tre envions does not redace
himself to a friendly temper, nor the covetous
depart from his madness and fary in the parsuit
of riches, and give himself to almsdeeds and
feeding tbe poor; if the intemperate man does
not become chaste and sober, and the vain-
glorions learn to despise false honor, and seek
for that which is true; if he that is negligent
of charity to his neighbor, does not stir himself
up, and endeavor not only not to come behind
the publicans [ who love those who love them,]
but also to luok friendly upon their enemies,
and exeroite all aots of charity towards them;
if we do not couqer these aftections, and all
others which spring up from our nataral cor-
ruption, though we assemble here every day,
and enjoy continual preaching and teaching,
and have the assistunce of abstinence; what
pardon can we expeot, what apology can we
make for ourselves?" These instrauctions of
the noble and eaintly Chrysostom cover, at least
by implication, the entire purpose aud daty of
the Lienten Fart, Its observance ought to be a
reality. There sbould be left no place for
shams, pretences, or formsalism. It should be
remembered that it is not to be observed simply
because the Charoh requires it, though that
ought Lo be & suffioient reason to all her faithful
ohildren, bat that the Church orders it because
it is for the best interests of her children in
their nurture and advancement in godly life
But faithfalress to accepted obligations is of the
very essence of the religions life, and no single
duty imposed by the Charch can be viclated
or negleoted by her children without sin;
and by such sins of her children the fair char-
acter of the Church takes an obloquy and
defamation from those-ontside her fold. Those
who thus trample on her requircments are a
public dishonor to her fair fame. They defile
their heavenly homestead, Bat there is some.
thing grand and inspiring in the proper use of
the Season, if we only grasp its meaning. It
means, in its simplicity, a time for a fresh start
in life amidst uplifiing spiritual environments,

It means a time to strive hard to besnme bet-
ter in sll the relations of Jife ; & time to use
more and better every offered help to move
heavenward ; to take closer and faster hold of
what we know to be true, and so, every day to
grow truer and stronger for the truth and the
right, This is the way to muke & blessed season
of refreshment to our souls, and the sonla of
others. “It is & good thing to grow better,
It is the pleasantest thing in life to know we
are making progress, and improving as we go
on. Come, then, and let us make a fair start to
pat down the wrong, and do the right.”
“ That love is purest and most true
‘Which beams upon the Saviour's breast,
And thinks with pleasure ever new
How in all things to please Him best;

Which in all things, not great alone,
Oan serving Him is fully bent,

And, knowicgly, will not to one,
No, not the smallest sin, coneent,

Begin, then, first with little things,
The smailest si avoid and hate ;
Obedience to love adds wings,
And litle faith will grow to great.”
—Church Year, Florida,

What Lent will do for ue, depends much
upen the spirit with which we come to it. We
know that it brings with it obligations of self-
examination and sscrifica; that it affords
special aod blessed privileges of prayer and
retirement from secular things, that we may
commune with God; but if we are to reap
spiritaal benefit from all these, it must be be-
cause of a realization of the tremendous press-
are of the world and ite interests upon us; of
our dangers of forgetting that we are pledged
to & ocontinual warfare against the triple al-
liance of the devil, the world and the flesh;
and that the h.lp of God, and the means of
grace which He has given us in His chureh,
must be sought and employed, earnestly,
devontly, prayerful y, Lent does not simply
mean 8n oasis in a year of worldliness, The
spirit of the season should run through all our
Christian lives. To give God six weoks and
the devil forty-six is & poor preparation for
aternity. So, if Lent is to biess us with its
pecaliar privileges, we must come to it with &
preparation of its own spirit, in the
weeks that precede it; and after it has
passed away, the same epirit of watchfulness,
of prayer, of self~examiaation, of taorifice,
must go on with us in the succeoding days and
weoks, until we Jearn that Lontea fast and
BEigter joy go hand in hind throagh sall our
life.—Parish Record, St. Liruis, Mo.

PAY WHAT YOU OIVE.

FROM THE KALENDAR,

To pay what one owes to another is neces-
sary to sustain any kind of reputation for
honesty and fair dealing, In the business
world no venture would be possible if debts
were repudiated, or if collections were so slow
as to produce stagnation. Prosperous times,
thrift, and the accumulation of wealth, depend
on one man paying to another what he justly
owes him.

Every man owes God a cortain proportion
of his poseessions, whether he acknowledges
the obligation or not. Tkhe repudiation of this
obligation produces stagnation in the Church,
and makes new ventures in the parish or dio-
cese impossible, More than this, it entails &
ourse upon wealth itself, which is sure to be
felt sooner or later, The giving to God what

we owe Him conececrates wealth, brings
beaven’s blessing npon what remains to us, and
makes it worth having. ’

But what is the proportion which we justly
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owe to God? Uader the old dispensation God
required the tenth of the increase, and He
certainly requires a8 much 88 this under the

pew. A less proportion was never heard of in
any sge of the Church. Even many of the
. heathen gave a tenth of their possessions for
‘the promotion of their idclatrons warship.
The offerings of the Church, including the
personal tithe, supported all the poor up to the
time of the Reformation, It was Qieen Eliza-
beth who was obliged to make the firat poor-
rate—the result of the dissolution of the monas-
teries. And what a tale ia told of the prinocely
offerings of the Middle Ages by their splendid
grobitectural remains | Does not the testimory
of that age form & noble contrast to the gradg.
ing spirit of our times, when men will give
only when they have their foelings wrought
upon; when the amount obtained, we will say,
for example, for missions, depends very
materinlly upon the ability of the sermon, or
the eloquence of the speech at the annual mis-
sionary meeting! Compare our religious so-
cieties advertising, agitating. beggiog, almost
cringing, for the sake of an income—compare
them with the Macedoniaus pressing ronnd the
Apostle St. Paul, and begging him with much
entreaty, to sccopt the gift; and say whether
the statement that ‘* covetousness is tho beset-
ting sin of the modern Christian Churoh” is not
airoe charge.

The immediate welfare of Christ’s kingdom,
the Church, is a sacred trost solagnly commit
ted to each individual memberthereof. Itdoes
not rest eotirely upon the vestry, or upon a
few prominent members, bu* it rests npon all
alike who have been signed with the sign of
the cross. Not a single person can shirk the
responsibility without being guilty of sin. Roe
ligion, while it is free, was never intended to
be cheap, We must remember that there are
some fferings that God spurne and despises
He will not accept the sacrifice which is cheap,
which coxts us nothing ; for it is no racrifice
st all. God requires us to give mo liberally
that we munat feel that we have made & ssori-
fico. What an awful charge God makes against
thore who withbold their tiihes from Him;
“Will a man robGod? Yet ye have robbed
me. Bat ye say wherein have we robbed
Thee? In tithes and offerings. Ye are cursed
with & enrse, for yo have robbed me.”

Might not God use the same langusge to
many in the Church today and jusily charge
them with robbery—people who do not pay
God what they owe Him, who keep back all that
they csn and pay only that which, for decency's
sake, they are obliged to pay? They play the
role of the delinquent debtor in the Church of
God, and they will be visited with a curse, as

" gurely as the buginess man who fails to pay al)
his obligations will, in doo time go to the wall.
The curse, very often, is in the man's own
heart, His life must be as barren of good as
the broad field which receives the rain and the
sunshine, but gives back no verdure or fertility.
Barrenness is & curse in itseif. It requires not
the judgment of God. With the means of mak-
ing himself and others happy, such a man
lives only to be despised and mirerable. The
poor mnever bless him. The widow ard the
fatherless never mention him &s their friend or
bonefuctor; and as for his church dues, he bhe-
gins to pructice economy on them first of all:
and when he pays, long after it has become
due, even his pew rent for which he hss
bargained, he flatters himsolf that he is per.
forming & beantifal act of charity.

God demands the tenth, That is the mini-
mum, and that man only who gives more than
the tenth can Jay a just claim to being gener-
ous, It God demands the tenth, your available
income is dimiuished by a tenth and you must
live accordingly. You must not practice econ-
omy upon God, You must not plead that you
have a certain position to keep up. If your
position is more expensive than you can afford,
you must descend from your position and take

up & Jower one, and live within your income.
You must dress less expensively; you muat
live more moderately, You must not reduce
your payments to God to indulge your tastes
and extravagancies, You oasnot plead with
God that you have a certain position to keep
up. You oaonot plead a human and conventionsl
arrangement as & get-off to & divine decres, The
conscience that will do that must be seared
with & hot iron. The jidgment of our lives
is being made up here and now. And it is be.
ing made up very accurately. Figares cannot
lie. What we give to Gud, and how we give
it, tells how muoh we love God. Remember
that what you give is not given to the minister,
or to the congregation, or to the Episcopal
Churoh, but it is given to God and rightfally
belonge to Him as a debt from y.u to Him.

No maop was ever the peorer for what he
gave from a pure motive for the glory of God
and the good of His Charch. Aud it is only
when we give 80 ag to feel it, g0 as to make
gelf denial neceseary, that wo know the full
luxury of giving, the valae of property as a
means whereby may be ministered to us the
most exalied happiness. In religion, as in
cther things, God has wirely ordered it, that it
we will not work, neither shall we eat; if we
will not do our daty we shall nat be blessnd.
The Christian who pever loses tight of self,
whose sole anxiety is about bis own hope and
welfare, who puts forth no earnest efforts for
the Church or for others, will find his religio=
very barren of comfort. The more we dec to
blesss others the more we ourselves are blessed.
While watering others, our own gouls are re-
fresbed, The less selfish, the more Christ-like
is our charsocter, the more will our graces
flourish. The -ctive, working, painstaking,
self denying, liberal Christian is always blessed;
his hope is slways bright, his faith strong, and
his goul joyfol in God; while the indolent,
ease 1aking, selfish, penurions professor is al:
ways complaining.

Y.onTREAL.—St. Martin's —Tho Reotor of
tais Parish, the Rev, G. O, Troop, as well in

his Looten pastoral 83 in his sermon on the
Sunday preceding Lont, referred to the quostion
of freo seats and expressed his convietion that
all the sittings in Gad’s House should bo free
from sny rental, saying that bis hooest onvia-
tion was ‘' it is morally wrong to ront sittings in
God s House. Tho scnse of this wrong has
troubled me ever since I ontered upon the min.
istry of this parish, avd my conscience rofasen
to allow me 1o endure the reproach any longer,
[ cannot continue 1o minister among you unlees
ull puyments towards tho sapport ot tho Church
are left to the voluntary offorings of the people,’
He suggested in place of the pow renting sys--
tem, the following plan:

1. That all members of the congregation
shonld continne to ocvupy by common consent
their sconstomed sittings,

2. That straugors should as usual bo shown
to sests by thesidesmen, .~

3 That no member of the congregation should
have the right to objeot should he find his own
usual seut occupied by a stranger.

4. That Mutoal Christian Quurtesy should
take the place of legal right in the oocupancy
of the sittings,

6. That the ‘Envelopo system,’ (so called)
shounld be adopted to meet the finuncial loss of
the pew rents; that is to say i—

6. Thbat each member of the congregation be
aeked of his own free will to contribute & defia-
ite sum, varying in amount according to ubility,
towards the necessary cxpenses of the Churvh,

7. That as far a4 possible this sum should be
prosented in weekly instalmonts tbrough the
uffertory us give 1 to God.

8. That each contributor should be provided
with & numbered envelope in which to enclose
his weekly offoring.

9. That a systematic account of the issue and
rotarn of vhese envelopes should he kept either
by the Finaucial Warder cr uu officer appointed
for the parpose.

A special Vestry meoting was called for the
evening of the 24th, Lo cousider tho Reotor's
suggestion, and st that meeting the proposal
wug unsnimounsly sgreed to, and St. Martin's
will hereufter be ranked amongst the number
of free seat churches,

Great satisfaction has been cxpressed at this
result, and some seem to reguid it as phonome-
nal, and forget that the Church of 8t. Join the
E.angelist, ot which the Rov. E. Wood, M.A.,
is Reotor, has been from iws very commencement
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"-&freereat churoh, being supported by voluntary

ocontributions. In its esrlier days the maintain-
ance of this principle was not easy, and though
now the congreeation has grown and has passed
beyond its difficulties, it certainly deserves

- oredit of having inaugurated more than twentv-

five years sgo the principle of free seats in God's
House, It must be satisfactory, howrver toall
to find that this Jarge parish of St. Martin bas
svopted that which bascertainly been generally
admired as the right principle, though one dif-
ficult to apply urder all circamstances,

Partioularly hasthis good
work been obtained through the assistance of
his good wife, who is beloved by all. Her ser-
vices will bo greatly missed in the Sunday
School, and in the choir, where she took an
active part. We only hope God will send us a
astor who, with his wife will fill Mr, and Mrs,
g‘orsythe's place, and that the work will con.
tinue to prosper in the future as in the last two

years.

organ. The Reotor, the Rev. Canon DaMoulin,
who was the preacher at the morning service,
took for his text, 1st Kings viii, 38, 39, and in
referring to the building ef the magnificent
temple of Solomon and to the opening sermons
conneoted with the dedioation thereof, and to
the prayer of the king, said :—In that sublime
prayer the King very closely seizes upon and
unfolds two ideas: First, that the universal
Gud, who filis immensity, who is not chained
to any one spot in B is dominions, condescends
to acoept and enter into and dwell in temples
lovingly made and conseorated to His honour
by human hands. * Will God in very deed
dwell with msn upon the earth?” * Behold
the heaven and hezven of heavens cannot con-
tain Thee, how much less this homse which 1
have builded.” * I bave surely built Thee an
house, a settled babitation for Thee to abide in
forever.” This philosopby is sound and good.
The circamstances amid which man may have
to worship his Maker in the Temple of Space
are rare. Those calling upon him to adure in
temples are normal. So long 88 we are mate-
rial beirgs, dwelling in a material world, we
must assemble and meet together, and that at
fized times ; and in churches, and with settled
ordinances, must we regularly pray and adore,
Second, The Royal Temple Buailder and Dedi-
cator has throughout this whole business, by
word and deed, oft refated the opinion (which
somehow still survives and hangs about) that
splendour and spiritaality are enemies to each
other, that a mean abode is inviting and &

beautiful one repelling to the Almighty Father
of all, Never up to thie time ia the world's
history had so glorious a place been found and
fashioned by man for Jehovah's feet, Never

before in the same history bad the same God
been so £piritually, so devotedly, so lovingly .
worshipped. Never before did His glory so fill
any meeting place of God with man, making it
 dark with excessive bright,” This houre, so
maguaificent of fame, crowning the Hill of Zion,
seen from afar, was to Jehovah's peonle a very
Sacrament, an ontward and most brilliant sign
that the God of Heaven had made a covenant
with His people that mercy shounld rest on
them for ever. The two traths so fervently
prayed and preached by the magnificent heir
of David's line sre living traths—trathe of uo-
dying interests and imperishable worth. For
still the Univer-al God meets His people in
man made temples, and stilt is pleased with
every pious gift and sacrifice and effort by
which His temple is made meet for His ocou.
pation. The visible Church presents her moral
whorever she prorents her materisl side. It is
now &g it was in the days of Solomen's glory,
Every truveller as he sapproaches mighty,
teeming London, first gees the dome of the
Metiopolitan cathedral arisicg from out the
city’s smoke and fog and turmoil, telling him
in ancient undiminished speech that God is
there amid the commerce, the crowding, the
ceaseless roar, the sin and sorrow, the wealth
and power of that vast city ; that God is there
10 meet, to bless His people, and to hear in
Houven tho strapger's cry. And in & minor
wuy this Mother Church of Toronto falfils the
sameo mission. Her tall spire, seen from afar,
her presence down here amid the city's grime,
is & perpetuation of the ancient petition and its
apswer, * Have thou respect unto the prayer
of thy serv.nt and to his supplication, O Lord
my God, to hearken unto the ory and to the
prayer while thy servant prayeth below thee
to-duy.” This blessed mission, I say this, ven-
crable church and the preceding bu'ldings have
long fulfilled. The life of this mother church
of the city runs with the centary. In 1799 a
service of thankegiving was held in York by
Royal appointment, but there was 1o church
wherein to hold it, It was performed in tho
Council chamber. Itis & most gratifying fact
that wherever England’s arms conguer and her
sivilization is set up, Epgland's Churoh aecom-
panies—or soon follows, Accordingly, in 1803,
the first church was bailt or this site in the
town of York. It was a frame building fifty by
twenty feet, In 1818 it wus enlarged and im-
proved; and in those bygone days, which, 1
suppose, no one is now living to recollect, the
litue world of York assernbled, The congrega.
tion of these days was very comprehensive,
High and low, rich and poor, one with another,
The Guvernor, the chiel justice, the judges, the
sheritfs, the councillors, the officers of the
army, barristers, physicians, merchants, a
Iadies’ school, the poorer people, the working.
man, all gathered.within the sacred fold. In
1830 this primitive frame building was saper.
seded by & stone church of enlarged propor-
tions, The old building remasined standing
side by side with the new, In 183Y the stone
church was destroyed by that public enemy,
fice. The homeless congregation, headed by
Dr. Strachan, the second rector, whose name is
a history, braced themselves to rebuiid. The
recond St James’ wus bailt, bat after a short
life of ten years it fell 4 victim in 1849 to the
devonring element. This cocasioned the build-
ing of the present church (1850). The plans,
ideas and designs of the people kept pace with
their increasing prosperity, and they resolved
to build & subsiantisl and beautiful edifice,
Accordingly the present graceful siructure
arose on the ashes of the first and second
chorohes of St. James, The history of the
present building has been one of progress from
stage to stage of beauty and fiowsh, In 1866
the chime of bells was placed in the then un
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finished tower. In 1888, after long and anxious
care and the liberality of a few, it was deter-
mined to make the improvements which to day
your oyes behold. Mach yet remains for loving
zeal and generosity toward God to accomplish
in an onwsrd direction. The grand organ
needs a care worthy of it. Windows, now ap-
gightly, sre waiting to give way to their
guperiors. The chancel invites suitable decor-
ation, and many & touch remains to give unity
of besuty to the whole building. Forty years
ago, whon this church was built, it was the
mother of four churches, now the family nam:
bers 34. Then the neighbourhood in which the
charch stands was surrounded with respectable
residences, now it is deserted of all such. The
rich have removed far away on every ride
Notwitbstanding, the parent church of Toronto
has a great futore mission, we bolieve, Few
oan doubt that her future is fo be a free church,
in which God's worship sball be daily per
formed in the beauty of holiness, and to whose
portals all may flock *without money and
witbout price.” The services in ihe evening
were condncted by Bishop Sweatman, who took
&8 his text, Ruvelations ii, 3.

Miss Brown, of Gleichen, wrote gratefully and
encouragingly speaking of the intense delight
cf the Blackioot children on receiving their
Christmss presents, she spoke of the natural
tendency to extravagance on the part of the
Indisns until they were civilized and ohris
tisnized, making them throw away garmenis
88 useless, wheu they might wush an . repair
them ; example and precept will modify tnis.
All communic¢ations from the mission field
show that & large proportion 'of the work
entniled upon our Missionaries has to be
secular and much of it hard manual labor,
struining their energies to the utmost. A let-
ter frym Mrs. Fry, of Seguin Falls, Muskoks,
to the Ministering Childrens’ Liesgune of the
Memorial Chorch (Mission Branch) was read,
describing the delight of the children in the
Christmay gitts sent them, The patient per
severance in well doing of this admirable
woman who has iteadily carried on this work
single handed and alone far away from Church
or school, for years, deserves every help and
encouragement thut can be given her. Murs,
Boomer will thank{ully receive any donations
of work, materials, garments, &c., for her,
Thankfal mention was made of'the good news
from Niagara that & litue daughter of their
Diocessn Aunxiliary had been chosen, also a
*Johin,” and from far away Athabasca, a
gratetul letter from Rov. R. Renison was heard
with interest, teiling of the generous gifts from
all quarters of the W.A.M.A. which had so
bountifully supplied their needs, that like:

HoxzsviLie, — The congregation of All
Saints', Huntsville, which has hitherto been
worshippiog in a temporary hall, and is feeling
greatly the need of a charch, a3 also its owa
10ability to build one unaided, is uniting
together with the intention of bailding 4 stone
charch, from plans approved by the Bishop of
the Diocese. This youthful copgregation,
settled where but a few yoars ago the wiid and
virgin forest stood, has, during the five years'
inonmbency of the Rev. Thomus Liwyd, proved
its love for the historio church of their tathers,
snd their capacity for work by the prompt pro- -
vision—throogh the offertory-—of sll finance
necessary for the ourrent working expenses of
each year, for two years last past, volantarily
increasiog the subscription to the stipend fund
from $200 to 8300 per snnum.

In addition to this step towards self support,
the congregation, which has pever exoceeded 32

tamilies, all working people, has, in the five
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_years, puichased a bell, snbstantial osk farni.
ture of church desigun for the chaneel, a beauti-
fal set of sacred vessels, with brass alms dish,
a vestment cupboard, sll preparatory to a
oburch. It has also bailt & hall for Saaday
gohool and general purposes, with kitchen be
hind, having all necessaries for mocial gather-
ings of the Church family; also & driving shed
for the convenience of country members, be-

Is it then—it may be ssked-—not reasonable
and natural that this Mission Congregalion,
that bas for five years wohesitatingly followed
the lead ot its clergyman—worked so mobly
and so enccess'ully wgnirst such odds too, as
are always incident to & settlementin the bash,
shoald tarn an appealing glance to their more
favored fellow churchmen and churchwomen in
other piuces for help, in the great work to
which they are now bend ng ull their epergies
—* 10 build un house unto the name of the Liord
their God 7' The congregation themselves nn-
dertako to raise one thousund dollars towards
the estimated cost, five thoussud dollars,

The propused church is to be of stone, obtain-
able in the neighbourhood, and will consist of
pave, chunccl, vestry and bell tower, with a
gealing capacity of three hundred. A most
eligible site bas been secured and paid for. The
congregution, though small and weak, is an
noited one snd is desirous of helping itselt to
the utmost of its ability, bat thie work is be-
yond their powers unsided, and it now makes

its firat poblic appeal for help,  Then he said
unto them, go your way ; eat the fat, and drink
the sweet, and send portions unto them for
whom nothing is prepared.”

Christisn did, to congratulate onrgelves on our
suocess, and then to fall asleep in the midst of
our felicitations, but to Iook back at the way
we have come, t0 mark our failares, to ask par-
don for our sins, to thank God and take
courage,

Most of us will fiad little or nothing to be
proud of. When We compare what we have
done with what we have meant to do, we shall
see mauny failores and omissions, Woell for us
if we do not ses also many wilful sins, We
..eant to deny ourselves in the matter of light
reading, but the new novel was too tempting.
We meant to at end every missionary meeting
bat other things came in the way, and we made
no effort to get them ont of our way. We
mesnt to oveacome that fretfulness, that in-
dolorce, ibat tendency to censcriousness, yeb
on looking back, we see how many times we
have given way, :

All this is discouraging enough, and we are
gometimes sorely tempied to gay 1o ourselves,
thera is no use in tryiog! I shall never be
any better. It is my nataral disposition and I
cannot help it."”

This lust thought is a favorite snggestion of
Satan, **Itis nataral to you; youcaanot help
it!” he whispers, when conscience and the
Holy Spirit, have mude us aware of & faull,
“There is uo use in trying to overcome this
wesknesa, Batter lot it go, and turn your
thoughts to something else.”

But in this counsel Satan lies as usual. The
man who follows it is like the general who
leaves & sturdy garrison of the eaemy in his
rear. Weo cannot atford to neglest any fanit or
failing, not even those which seem Lo us of the
least consequence, The feeblest member of the
garrison, if he be a traitor may open the gate
to the enemy. For what is the graee of God
given us except to fight against our inward
gorraptions aud besetting sins ?

Bat Jet us not be disconraged, though on look-
ing over the way we have coms, We see many -
laces where we have slipped or strayed, or
willally gone astray. All is not lost, We are
still in the way fo the Celestial City. The
fountain is yet open for sin and uncleanness,
where we may wash off our stains and refresh
our weary limbs, and go on our way rejsicing.

The Church Year, of Fiorida, says:

In noticing recently the domineering infla-
ences of the Roman authorities in the poblic
affairs of the city of New York, and its efforts
to bend to its own interests the public school
system of Mussachusetts, The Church Year
spoke of the Papacy as not & purely religious
organigation, but politico-religions. Under our
oconstitution, every religiors body has like free.
dom for its work,and like independence of civil
control, with every other, ard no more, There
is not only no established religion, bat there is
great sensitiveness a8 to the tendency of apy,
to acquire controlling iufluence over oivil
offices; or public institations. It is well, there-
fore, from time to time, to note, for the publio
information, the evidences of any aunch temn-
dency. In this behalf, we qnote from a late
article in the Southern Churchman :

The foremost and most widespresd of Roman
Catholic jourpals, and which may bo con.

sidered as the official organ of the system, is
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I Univers, published -in Paris, the very ocentre
of modera thonght, For thirty years or more
it has not oeased to oast in the face of our epoch
such words as these:

% All by the Roman Church and for it, or,
better still, by the Pope aud for the Pope. All
power has been g ven to him; in heaven, as on
earth, not a right that does not belong to him
or proceed from him. He is king of kings and
lord of lords. It is presumptacus and absurd,
a8 well as impious, to pretend that error has
avy right whatever (which means that all
which does not agree with the Romish cualt is
‘error.') There is bat one trne church, that
of which the Pops, infallible and sbsolute, is
head, All that resists his authority should be
exterminated, rooted out | In missacreing the
Vandois, 1he Albigenses, the Huguenois of
France, in citing betore the tribunals of its in-
quisition all persons of doubtful faith, and de
livering to the secular arm all convioted of
herosy, the Church has bat exercised an inali-
enable right, fulfilled & sacred duaty I"—North
Daksta Churchman,

Pope Pius 1X, under whom the dogma of
Papul Iufallibihty was crested in his famons
syllabus anathematized as 80 many monstrons
heresies the liberty ot the press, the liberty of
thought, the liberty of examination, the liberty
of conscieuce, the liberty of edacatior, the
geparation of Charch and State: in a word, all
thut we are taught to consider inalienable from
the rights of the people—religious, social or
political,

1t would seem that at least the Chiefs of Ro-
manism, citizons of this great cuvuntry, edu-
oated and growing up under the tatelage of itw
free institutions. onght to be strangers 1o such
seutiments and tr repudiate things so openly
antagonistie to treedom. Bat lot us see, It

was remsrked, and not withoat surprise, that,

the leust liberal of the Bishops, the most fan
atical in gupport of Papal pretensions and
usurpations, were those who came from the
‘“{ree American States.” This is plainly seen
in the fe # significsut extracts we give:

* They (Ruman Cutholics of the United
States) are us strongly devoted to the defence
and mainterance of the Holy Fatber's tem-
poral power as the Catholios of any other part
of the world whatever, aad if it shouid ever
become necessary to prove this by acts they are
ready to do so.”

“ Religions liberty only endures until the
contrary can be bronght about without peril to
the Cuwnolic Church.” These &re the words ofa
bishop still living in Pennsylvania,

Archbishup Kendrick, of St. Louis, the most
liberal of the Amerioan prelates, and the only
one who dared to onpose and protest against
papul infaihibility, says, * When the Cataolics
ghull be in possession of & considerable majirity,
which will not be tardy in coming, it wutl put
sn end to religious liberty in the United States.
Quar enemies ray 580, and we believe it."

The Cathslic Review eays: * Protestaniism,
of whatever form it may be, has not, and
shoald not have any rights where Catholicism
triumphs.”

Stz,—My attention has jnst been called to a
letter of Rev. Principal Henderson in your
issue of the 19ith wult. which appears to be &
portion of & controversy between the learned
Prinoipal and some other correspondent in refer-
ence to astatementthat ‘ the Montreal Diocesan
College is empowersd to confer Degrees in
Divinity’ I bave not seen the reasinder of
the correspondence and desire therefore to
eXpress no opinion upon it, but ome or two

sentences in Principal Henderson's own letter
are to me so extraordinary that I felt it abso-
lately necessary to record my protest in refer
ence to them. I had hoped that as & result of
my previous letters I had made the meaning of
the canon sufficiently clear, but it is plain that
the learned Principal still differs widely from
me in reference to that point. He says: “If the
** Montreal Diocesan College be not so em-
“powered under the ‘Canmon’ (le. to confer
** Dogrees in Divinity) * no other Uaiveraity
¢ or College in tbe Ecolesiastical Province is 84
*“ empowered, If on the other hand any other
“Uaiversity or College be se empowerad so
“ glso is the D.oossan Cillege. Thw effsot is to
“ place all the imstitations in the :ame line in
“ this respect.” I thiok if Prinoipil Henderson
will endeaver to recall the proveedings of the
Committee he will remember that the pre-
position was made to place all the Institutions
on the same footing in regard to conferring
Dagrees in Divinity. Tam proposition was
not even entertained by the represeatatives of
the Uaiversities present, I maust repost again
that the Universities in no way surreader any
portion ot their ohartered rights wor do they
aat under the canon by &ny other proceis than
thoee conferred on them by the existing chur-
ter, t €. the powers they had befure the Canon
way pasged, By these powers they appoint, av-
cording to agreement, year by year, & com-
posite Board of Exaiminers to act for each ol
them in the Faoulty of Divinity, By the same
powers they confer the Degree of Bachelor a-1d
Doctor of Divinity on utl ocsodidates whom
their Board of Exuminers so appointed has
passed. With regard to colleges whioh had
oot previously Dagree o nferring powers, the
vage is quite differeat. Tney act only under
whatever powers are oouferred on them by tha
Canon of the Provincial Synod, and the Cauon
us A00N 88 the requisite powers are given by the
Liegislature gives not to them bat to the Metro
polttan the right to coafer these Degrecs. Tae
Canon -undonbtedly confers upon the Colleges
important rights in regard to their representa
tion on the Buard of Examiners, the selestion of
subjacts for examination, the nomination ol
candidates, &o. All these rights the Canon was
intended to give to the colleges bat I cannot
see either the wisdom or the fairness of
igooring
oundidates oan proceed to their Degrees,
* gither under the existing Universily powers
at their Uaiversity or uuder the powers con-
ferred upon the Metropolitan.” As the Pringi-
pal says, ** it is of coarse one thing to exsmine
for Dogrees and another to confer them,” Itis
perfectly clear that the right to conter Degrees
remains with the Universities on the one side
and ig given under the Canon t) the Motro
politan, on the other. I am sure that Princi-
pal Henderson with his characteristio fsirnoss
will not desire to overstate the terms of the
mutual agreement which hus been 8o happily

brought about.

Lont is the name given to the forty days of
fasting snd ponitence, which come before the

groat feast of Buster,

This fact begine with Ash Wednesday, and
onds with Eastor ove, Each of these forty days
is striotly speuking, a fast day. The six Sun-
days which ocour in Iisnt are, of courae, not
days of fastling, but feast days like all other
Sundays of tho Christian yesr. Fasting is not
a pew thing. If you will read your Biblo you
will find that David fasted for his sins (2 Sam.
xii, 16), and that tho Jows used to fast, Ezrs
viii, 23, Neh. ix. 1).

Bat above all it should be remembered that
our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ fasted forty
days and forty nights in tho wilderness. Now,
Jesus Christ is your pattern, reader, and you
must ¢ follow His steps” (1 Pet. ii. 21), and
try, as fur a8 you can, t0 do as He did, Christ
pra'yed; therefore Christiane who are named
after Christ must pray ; Christ fasted, there.
fore must Christians fast likewise, Again,
Josus Christ fasted whoen Hehhad no necd ‘tlo
fast, for ** He did no ein, neither was any guile
found in His moutb,” [l Pet, ii. 22] Mach
more should Christisps tust who say daily that
they are ‘* misorablo ginners,” always * leaving

hese things which they ought mot tu
:E::I:ioox‘w." Tnif is what the Church of God
thought in very early Cbristiuns times, For
{his 1ea80n che set apart this season ot Lent for
fasting, penitence snd prayer, The Churchdid
pot invent fusting snd penitence, but merely
get apari a lime for tasting and penitence.

Jesus Obrist,. by His life ‘and dootrine says
" Fast”; the Cburch says * Fast now in this
holy season of Lent,”

Ia early times more Christians were very
striet in keepiog Lent. Each of the forty days
waa devoully observed. Nothing was eaten
before six o'clock in the evening; and then the
meal was very light, po meat or strong food
being allowed;, The sick and the infirm alone
were excused from this severe fasting. Bat
about eight hundred years afier this the rule
became more lax. Christians were permitted
to break their fast in the middle of the dsy, but
88 before, &l the mesls were light, Since that
time the rule has become more Jax still, Chris-
tians were sllowed to take flesh meat on all
days in Lent, - zcept on Wednesday, in remem-
brasce of our Lord's betrayal, aud on Friday,
in remembrance of his Crucifixion and Passion.
Thiy is the rule which now holds good in the
Church,

But how few there are who keep even this
rule, How very few in this country of ows,
where most men «at and drink more thac is
good for them, even try to keep it. Hew muuy
there sre who do not observe Lent, because
they never repent of ibeir sins, How many
profess to keep Lient, but never really keep 1t
siter the way of Jesus and His Sainws, How
gad this is among those ‘- who profess 2 oall
themgelves Christians,” They use, nay thoy
bonor the nume of Jesus; they eny tne
prayer of Jesus, the “ Our Father ”; they show
forth the death of Jesus at the Holy Eucbarist;
but they will pot besr Lhoe fast of Jasas. 18 thi
copsistent 2 Lry sod besr all His burdens, evern
the burden of suif denial. Remember his owu
words, ** 1t any man will come after me let
bim deny himselt and take up his cross aud
follow me.” [ Matt, xvi 24].

You ure touched, reader, you aremoved ; you
suy to yoursclt, | nover saw Lent in “this light
betore. I will this year keep the fast of Jesus
for the love of Jesus. I wul deny myself s
ltuie tor His sake, tor He denied Himeelt much
for the sake of me, poor worw of earth. I will
try and tollow the saints who followed Jesus,
[Heb. vi. 12], those ‘‘exumples of ruffering
uflitction and patience,” [Jas. v, 10], in theu
seif-denial and 1ssting, 1n neir heuaruielt peni-
tence, in their esrnest prayers.

10 Lhe boly observance ut Lient, which will come
eusy 10 you 1f you ask Gud to give yon His help
to prsouice them., To spenk generaly; you
should keep Lout with your whoule man, 1hatis
with your puay, snd with your soul, both cut-
wardy sud inward.y.

1. And first of akl, I will speak of the

Lentany FasT

as it concerns the body,

Now, it is right, just and proper that a sinful
man shoald keep Liont with his body ; that he
should ohasten nws flesh, and deny himself in
the way of food and drink. Maa simned in
Puaradise with buth soul and budy, His soul
derired what od had forbidden ; his hand took
tbo frmit, his mouth devoured it. And as the
wages ut his sin, nou only was his sonl punished
by vevoming sintul, buv his body likewise by
b:coming subjest 10 disease, decay, and death,

Tais boing s0, man should repent with both
b.dy and soul. Duavid repeuted in s way
whon he smid, * My hesrt s smitten down and
wilhered hike grass, 5o that 1 forget to eat my
biead,” [Pa. c11, 4], Budily fasung trom foou
went ulong wilth the inward repenwunce of his
beart, The Nineviles repented 1n this way at
iho preaching of Jonuh ; they * proclaimed &
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faat,” and the king said, * Let neither man nor
beast, herd nor fl ek, taste anything ; let them
not feed nor drink water” [Jonah iii. 5-7].
And St, Psul, fearing lest the flesh “which
Insteth againat the spirit,” should gev the mas-
tery over him, says, ‘I keep under my body,
and bring it into subjection, lest that by any
means when I have preached to others. I myself
should be a ocastawsay.” [Cor.ix. 27] KEise-
where he refers to this bodily mortitication as
the praotice of devout Christians when he says,
¢ They that are Christ's have crucified the flesh
with the affections snd lusts.” [Gal. v. 24].
In both these texts he implies that bodily mur-
tfication goes aloog with inward repentance
from ¢in and eanctitication of the soul. Bethis
your work. O reader, this Lent; while you seek
to conquer your puassions, chastise yonr body
also, 45 8 means to this geod end. Make a
resolution, asking God to help you, that yon
will abstain from de.ioste food daring the whole
of Lient; {rom all idle, vain amusements which
often hort the sont; aud that besides this, you
will, on each Wednesdsy and Friday, absiain
from flesh meat and strong food as fur a8 you
are able, This will not be very hard to you if
you sre in earnest about your soul, and it you
nave 8 real love for Jesus Christ in your heart.
Of course, if you are reslly sick in body, se as
1o be unable to go about your business, you are
exvused from this bodily fusting: as are also
the aged, very poor persons, and children, by
the luw of the Charch, Bat beware of making
fulse excuses, by pretending that you sre not
strong enough Lo fast, when you are sirong
enough to lake your pleasure, and to work at
yoar daily business,
2. Nexy, lot me say a few words on the

Inwaip AND SPISITUAL OsERAVANCE

of this seasun of Lent, This is the most impor-
tant part of your Lenten daties, for the- mere
practice of bodily ubstinence alone will be of
tittle avail in the sancufication of your soal.
This would be as though a mun professing to be
triendly with his neighbor should be content
with abstaining irom siriking him, while st the
same time he was plotting sgainst him in his
heart. Soch friendship as this none wonld
value. So God cares not for the merely ontw~rd
vbservance of Lient, while tho heart is far from
Him. Such a Lent is an abomination unto
Him, [ls i. JU-.5]. Keep then thia holy
season with both soul and body, offering your
whole mau as & holy sacrifice well pleasing
anto God thromgh Jesus Christ, [Romans
xii. 1].

N u:vlv this spiritual observance of Lent divides
itself into these neads : Prayer, self-examination
and Moeditation,

1.—PRAYER,
Make it a rule throughout Lent to rise earlier

in the morning, 80 a8 to have more time for
private communing with Grod before your day's
work. Muny persons either omit, or say oure-
lessly their morning prayers, forgetting that
tfis early lifting up of the heart to God 18 the
mast important daty of the day, and is far more
likely to bring down blessing from heaven than
the evening pruyers uttered when the body is
lired and weary, .

Make it a practice also at this time, as faras
you uare able, to spend & few moments by your-
self in some church, the doors of which are
always open; and there, in the silence of God's
house while no service is being performed, give
yourself up to holy thoughts or 10 readiog the
passion ot our Lord in the holy Gospels, or to
offering up 1o God your privale prayers and
intercessions, [ry and do this on each Wed-
nesday and Friday in Leot. Besides you will
no doubt consider it & pleasure to attend some
of the special Lenten services whish may be
held in your owa parish church. If so, yon
might go there some thirty or fliteen minutes
betore the time in order to practice these holy
daties I am recommending to yor, Bat whether
you go to church or not; whatever your d.ffl-
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culties may be, poverty, persecution, or sick-
ness, always remember this, that you are not
exoused from prayer, Prayer is 8 necessity of
the soal day by duy, and especially in Lent.
Many will be founa in heaven bheresfler who
have never read the Bible, but not one who has
ot prayed in some way oranother to Almighty
God. * Pray then without ceasing.’ [LThes-
salonians v, 17].
2, SxLF-EXAMINATION.

If you have never praciiced gelf- examination
before, begin this Leat, for it is far better for &
man to examine himself in this world, while
there is hope, than to be examined by God on
the last day, when there will be no hope for
the soner. Let ihis work e done in thetven-
ing, say un esch Wednesday and Friday.

Kuoeeling down, put yourselt in God's sight,
and 68y the Qar Fat er and the Ash Wednes-
day cotlect. Then, a3 the Church directs you
to do, go over the ten commandments, taking
one commsandment each evoning, and ask youi-
selt how you bave kept each of them, looking
back upon the whole of your life pust to fiea
out & iar 88 you can, how mapy times you
bave fallon, Ssy not this is hard, 1t msy be so,
all good works are hard at first; yet God
demunds repentance for all sins of & man's life,
apd account must be rendered at the last, not
for a part omly, bat for the wholz of lfe, Take
courage, God will make it easy to you. Or,
you may examine yoursel! 8s to you: besetting
sin, be 1t pride, sensuality, bad temper, or any
other deadly sin; for he who by God's grace
conguers his besetting sin, will more easily
gubace his other gins; jist a3 an army after
having tuken the forts which defend & town,
can mors easily obtain possession of the town
itself, Or, exumine yourself as follows, first,
88 to yoar duty to God, in prayer, worship, and
reverence for His name; next as to your dauty
to others, in chastity, duty of parents or child-
ren, honesty, tratbfulness, and peaceable living;
lastly, a8 10 your daty to yuvurself iu purity,
temperance, and contentment,

Having found out your sins, kneel down and
oconfess 10 God each and sll of them, asking
Him to forgive you for the sake of Jesns Chrisl;
then say devoutly the 51st Psalm, ** Have mercy
on me, O God,” a8 you will find itin theCommin-
ation service, with the prayers which follow it
there.

1t your conscience is troubled about these
gips, #8ek out your parish priest withoat delay,
and make special confession of your sing 1o
him, or to sune other eXperienced minister of
God's Word, Lhat you may receive ** the benefit
of absoiution,” and the reconciliation of youar
soul with God [Kxhoriation before Holy Com~
munion in the Prayer Book]. Tnen will you
with joy sod delight muke your Kaster Com
muuon ; then will Jesns Carist oome With &
blessing into your soul, a8 into a dwelling pre.
pared tor Him ; and He will become one with
you, to your great and lasting comfort, *Pre:
pare then to meet thy God.' [Amos iv, 12 ]

3. MxpITATION.

“Meditation consists in thinking about God,
and the things ot God, and is of great use iu
stirring up devotion, and in surengthening
faith,

First of ail: kneel down, and say the Lord’s
Pruyer, with the Coilect for the fitth Sunday
after Kaster, Then pioture 1o yourselt what
you wish to think abouat; either Jesus on the
Cross, or the Judgment Day, or your own sin-
fulness; turn it over in your mind agsin and
agan 10 ten, filleen or thirty minates, This
ended, pray God that this meditation may be &
blessing to yoar sonl, and resolve that by God's
grace you will love Jesus more; or that you
will have & greuater fear ol God in your heart ;
or that you will tuke more pains in the future
aboul svoiding sin, acoording to the subject of
your meditation, At the end of this devotion,
ask God to give yon grace o carry out in your
life the good resolutions you have spoken with

your lips; saying the Colleot for the firat
Sunday after Trinity with the following short
gentences:

O Lord, I believe in Thee, increase my faith;

O Lord, I hope in Thee, enliven my hope;

O Lord, I love Thee, make me love Thee
more and more,

Concluding with “The grace of our Lord,”
&o. Liet this meditation take place in some
quiet place, either in church or in your own
room, on each Wednesday and Friday throagh-
out Lent.— The Churck Critic.

CHURCH PRINCIPLES.

FROM BISHCP OOXE'S ANNUAL ADDBBEES,

My reverend brethren, let me ask your
renewed attention to the daty of grounding
the people in the fandamentsl principles of
Church order and of Church work. The pre-
sent gemeration is not 80 well instraoted in the
Prayer Book and distinctive teaching of the
Church as were those of a period when we were
indeed a *‘feeble folk,” and when * first prin
ciples,” oonstantly ssssiled by others, were, on
that acoount, more zsalously inonlcated by cur
clergy. The canon (Title I. Can. 21), which

requires the curate of souls to “ be diligent in
tnsirucling the children in the catechism,” for-
bids him 10 be content with this. * He shall
also, by stated catechetical leotures and in-
stroction, be diligent in informing the y.uth
and others in the dootrine, constitution and
liturgy of the Churoh.” Lot me solemnly in~
quire whether & neglect of this obligalion, in
w0 msny instances, bas not bred the evils of
which B0 msany pasto:s have reason to com-
plain? Are there not parishes and missions in
which there are no stated oatechetical lectures
aud ipstraction? INone in the long and other-
wiso tedicus evenings of winter 2 It is said,
*our people are scattered and will not come to
church.” Tonen invite & lew young men or
young girls to the parsonage and instruot
them there, QOr go forth and find & family
that is witling to be instructed aud begin with
them, 1 koow that sach zeal begets zeal and
such works grow and make increase, One of
my respected brethren of this diocese invited
me t0 examine a company of young women
whom he hud instructed in the history of the
Christian Church, the Anglican Reiormation
and the history of our own Church. Their
* understanding and answers” surprised me,
acd I must own that theologicsl stndents, when
examined for Oiders, have often failed t0 give
rephies with the precision and detail that ohar-
soterized this parochial olass. Fow are the
parishes in which & number of lads conid mnot
pe gaibered for such teaching, and wherechoir-
boys meet for instruction in musio, I must in-
sist that a little timo should, in all cases, be
given to their education according to the 6anvn
L have oited.

Many will come to such instructions who
would not attend & professional ** Bible class.”
Bat the faithfal pastor can make this & Bible
class without tte nume., He can interweave
the most solemn appeals to conscience, he can
explain conversivn and its process, he can
‘* win souls,” which is wisdom indeed. And
whiloe thus working he will win what he does
not, primarily, think of, the affection of young
and old in his parish. If sll our missionary
clergy would take oare to read the service in
an edifying munnper, and would work among
the people in this way, we should be astonished
by ihe results. And city pastors must work
down 10 lhe masses in like manner. Let us
oopy the noble examples already known and
reud of ail men, in the Church, and we shall see
how mighuly her power oan be increased.

I must return to the subject incidentally
meutioped in connection wih the case of the
discipline afuress.d, How vastly important in

our Lme, that the clergy shonld jaithtully and

very striotly attend to all the Churoh's pro.
visions, aud those of the state as well, which
protect the sanctity of the family. Naver
omit the olosest invesligation of strangers seek.
ing to be married by your ministrations. The
stute qualifies yon as magistratos for the ad.
ministration of an oath in such ouse, B suro
a8 to parential consent, where tho parties are
young, and never omit inquiries as to former
marriages, if the parties are possibly divorced
persons one or both. “Keep thyseli pure,”
Take down their answers with pen and paper,
and make them feel tho saoramentsl nuture of
the rite you are asked to administer, Sy you
will have no part nor lot in tho abominutions
that defile the Iand, It is always safo to
deoline marrying any divoroed puarty, in all
circumstances, You oAnnot gain tho evidonce
to deoido that this ome i8 innocont and tbat
guilty, There may have been collusivns, tho
times are rifo with such wickednoss, It you
refuse (0 marry ope divorced personm, and yot
murry another, you proviaim your judgment,
and you do 8o witkout evidenoo thut judges
would allow on which to proceed. Ohl lottho
Church, my brethren, be folt by all mon in this
land, t. bo the guardian of tho fumily, the
faithfal proteotor ot the Christisa homo,—Ths
Fecord,

Outside the order for Morning and Evening
Prayer and that for the Holy Communion we
fiod the salutation, * Dearly beloved,” It oe.
cours in three other offize3 where we might
reasonably look for it. Wo suppose thut on no
occasions iy the sentiment of ministerial affec.
tion and interest more drawn out thun when
the pastor is uniting two of his people in the
bonds of holy matrimony, or admitting an in-
fant child into the Charch of Josus Christ in
the saorament of Regeneration, or visiting a
siok member of His body, and comforting him
or her with the solace of Holy Scriptare and
the coneolations of religion, And so in *“The
Form of Solemnization of Matrimony,” the
priest opens the service with the words,

¢ Dearly beloved.” It may be that two young
people aro standing before him whom bo bup.
uzed in their unconscious infancy, whom he
taught in the Sunday-school, whom he prepared
tor Confirmation and their first Qummuuion

whose course through life hitherto he has
watched with the uimost interest, whose love
for each other he has seen growing und deep-
ening, and whose friends, interested to the ut.
most degieo in the union of these two young
friends, are now standing wround, and g0 with
tull and loving heart he suys, * Doarly beloved

we are gathered together hore in the sight of
God and in the face of this congregation,to juin
together this man and this woman in holy
matrimony.” At anyrate, thers should always
be enough of sympathy in an event of the kind
to excite in the pastor's breast the deepost love
and sympaihy.

Then tuke the ministration of public Baptism,
A pew-born member of the great family or man
& unit in the vast aggrogule of humun life a;
helpless infunt, is brought forward to win for
ttself, through the mediatorial astion of others
a place in the kingdom of God. Can unythiné
be more touching | If it be true that “ heuven
Lies about us in our infanoy,” heaven hag surely
come down w eurth while this new member of
Christ i8 waiting in the arms of its sponsors to
receive the firat truits of tho covensnt of grace
in the baplismal waters. And so it ig that the
priest a3 he looks into the faces of godiuthers
and godmothers vhus speaks 1o them, ** Dourly
beloved, ye have broaght this child bere to be
baptized, ye have prayed that cur Lord Jesus
Cbrist wowd vouchsate t0 receive him, to re-
lease hum of hi# sins, to sanctity him with the
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Holy Ghost, to give him the kingdom of heaven
. and life everlasting.™ - -~ = .~ )

If there is one thing that more than another
should touch a tender chord in the heart of the
minister of & parish it is when he sees one of
hie flock laid low with sickness, perhaps laid
up on a bed of extreme pain and weakness, or
it may be of hopeless disense and spproaching
dissolution, Then all the love and tenderness
that are in his heart, if he be a true pastor and
spiritual friend and brother, will spring forth
and with * 4 tear in his voice” be will use these
words ;:—* Dearly beloved, know this, that Al
mighty God is the Linrd of life and death, and
of all things to them pertaining, as youth,
strength, healib, age, weakness, and sickness;”
and s0 he wiil proceed to comfort the sick
member of Christ's Church, exhorting him to
repentance, patience, snbmission, and a full
snd perfect relisnce on the mercy of God
through Christ.

Wo trust that the remarke we have endea-
voured to mako on the pastoral ssalutation,
 Dearly beloved,” may sorveto lift them above
the low level of mere conventionslism, and in
vost them with the real and snbstantial element
of true ministerial affection.—7Irish Ecclesiasti-

not with Me is8 against Me.’

‘The next thing is, that on both sides they
have recruiting offices and camps of instruc-
tion. You know that when men are first
gathered into an army they do not know how
to be soldiers. They have to learn to obey or-
ders, and to be always ready and watchful and
vigilant, and how to use their weapons and
oear all sorts of hardships like brave soldiers,
So they put them into camps of instruction,
and there they are drilled and taught,

To
mothers and those in charge of
young ¢k ldron, a fow hints may be
tim-ly  Scarlet fever is communi-
cated by the minute pa-ticles of skin
which akeoff duringthoconvales ng
procees, and there is always dangor
urtil every particle of ths cuticule
has Leen shed. YWhenever searlot
{ever is 8 suspecte’, isolate the
aticnt and attendant, and le there
ho no rontact with the ¢ ther mem-
bers of the family until tho physician
has pronounced the caso fully corod
Do not let evon 2 cas or dog or bird
be in the room. If it be possible
et tho attenudant porform all the
work of tho sick room. Have a
plent ful supply of strng solution
of carlwlic acid, ono part pure carbo-
lic ac d and three parts water. Keep
an atomizer corstantly filled wich
it. It a carpet bs» on the florr of
the sick ro:m, let it be sprnkled
frequently wih the earbol ¢ acid
nlso the bed cove'ings ihe dress of
the attcudant tho walls and every
article of furniture. Let ro d shes
or trays leave the ro'm untl they
have been hrought under the earbolic
gpray. All articles to be washed
should be luid:iu water to whi h the
carholic soluvon has been added
beloro they they ave given to the
Inundiess undthey should bewashed
al pe. After at ending to the o
tient the huncs should be wa hed
in enrholic wa er, and the ¢l thing
of i ho physic an should be sprinkled
bef re Lo leaves the yoom, the spray
from he stowizer Lo ng so tine it
will net imjuie any fabric or cause
any inconvenionco.
