There is & consid-
erable quantity of legnl matter which might
without serious loss to the magazine have been
omitted. The verse in the pumber is, in the
majority of eases, real poetry, but why such
piecesas that “'L'o a Mosquito” and ** Absence”
were ever penned is o conundrum that the au-
thors only could answer. Wc have pleasure
however in most heartily commending the vol-
ume as & whole.

Mu. Arcinarp FonrbEs, the war correspondent,
is now on a lecturing tour in Canada and the
States. Mr. Grip is pleased to extend the right
hand of hearty welcome to this brawny and enev-
golic Scot.  He is, fucile princeps, the one and
chief war correspondent and model descriptive
writer, At _an carly age (somewhere among the
*teens) Mr. Fornrs was plucked in mathematics
at the University of Aberdeen, and in dis-
gust, left for London. Here he was, for a
time, full private in one of tho dragoon regi-
ments. ‘Theveafter he turned his attention to
the press, and experienced a good deal of the
ups and downs of the newspaper man’s exist.
ence. e was cditor of the London Scolsman,
an influential publication, at the time when
the Franco-Prussian war broke out, and he
undertook to act as * our special " for the Lon-
don Daily News, from which time his fame
dates. ‘Those who care to see and hear a man
who is so thoroughly the representative of
newspaper writers, should go to hear his lec-
tures, They will find him hardly less
graphic in his verbal descriptions than he is
with his pen.

Herr Horrmay, one of the three foundersof
Kladderadatsch, the German Punch, has just
died, leaving behind bim o fortune of $1,200,000,
whieh he built up from the Jaughter of German-
speaking Furope. His paper was popular from
the start—1846—always incisive and never dull
from the standvnoint of German humor. Horr-
say, when he started his paper, was a poverty-
stricken bookscller, and the scheme for the
paper was suggested to him by Herr Kaviscam,
a fertile author of vaudevilles, and HEernr
ScmoLz, an artist who still draws for it in the
comfortable studio of his handsome Berlin res-
idence. Karrscn made a deal of moncy out of
it, and preceeded Horryan to the grave. The
most notable point of the Kladderadatsch, or
rather that which was the more celebrated than
any other of its features, was the little scrappy,
witty, weekly dialogue between Munren and
Schuwze, two perfect types of the Berlin loung-
er and skeptic, who never failed to chat on cur-
rent events. To Kiladderadatsch we owe also
the discovery of AUBERT WooLr, the Parisian
critie, who made his first witty yemark in the
pages of the Berlin journal. HorraaN was a
genial, jolly German, and was always to be
found at the weekly receptions at Hrrr Donw's,
acontributor to the paper, who gathered round
him all the Berlin literati. Naturally, as all
good things have imitations, Kladderadatsch
was not long in the field wiithout a rival.
Most of these have died, but the Wespen is to-
day a successful competitor, though 1t hardly
succeeds in disturbing the serenity that belongs
to the older paper. Kladderadatsch has played
no small part in Prussian politics and has
always rather petted than pricked Prince Bis-

marek.
