THOUGH the good people of America can­
not for their lives comprehend the views,

and, as it is in the nature of reading to give rife 
to obfervations, he will not be furprifed, that 
fome of thofe, arifing from the reading of his 
patriotic labours, have, by a very ordinary pro- 
cefs, found their way into print. It is thus that 
books, more grateful than the children of men 
never fail to yield afliltance to thofe that have 
given them birth. Whenever negleâ lays its 
icy hand on an unfortunate produâion, another 
flies to 'its aid ; and, though it cannot cancel 
the irrevocable doom ; it faves it, for a mo­
ment at leaf!, from the jaws of the unclean 
monder, that is day and night gaping to receive 
it. Such being, $t lead in part, the charitable
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views of this phamphlet, it will undoubtedly meet 
with a hearty welcome from all the friends of 
The Political Progrefs, and particularly from 
its Author.

Let me then a(k ; what could induce him to 
come a’ the wa’ from Edinborpugh to Philadel­
phia 10 make an attack upon poor old England?
And, if this be fatisfaftorily accounted for, 
upon principles of domeflic philofophy, which 
teaches us, that froth and feu in flopped in at one 
place will burft out at another, ftijl I uiuft be 
permitted to afk ; what could induce him to 
imagine, that the citizens of the^nited States 
were, in any manner whatever, interefled in 
the affair ? What are his adventures in Scotland, 
and his “ narrow efcape, ” to us, who live on „ 
this fide the Atlantic ? What do we care whether 
his affociates, Ridgway and Symons, are ftill in '/ 
Newgate, or whether they have been tranflated 
to Surgeon’s Hall ? Is it any thing to us whether 
he prefers Charley to George, or George to 
Charley, any more than wether he ufed to eat ^ 
his burgoo with his fingers or with a horn fpoon ?
What are his debts and his mifery to us ? Juft 
as if we cared whether his pofteriors were cov­
ered with a pair of breeches, or a kelt, or 
whether he was literally fans ciylotte? In Great 
Britain, indeed, his barking might anfwer fome 
purpofe; there he was near the object of his 
fury; but here he is like a cur howling at the 
Moon.

Indeed, he himfelf feems to have been fully 
fenfible of the ridiculoufnefs of the fituation in 
which this publication would place him, and 
therefore he has had the precaution to furround 
himfelf with company to keep him in counte­
nance. lie fays that Mr. Jefferfon, late Amcri-

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tian Secretary of State, fpoke of his work, on 
different occafions, in *efpeCffu4<terms ; and that 
he declared, “ it contained the molt aftonilhing 
“ concentration of abufes, that he had ever heard 
“ of.” “ He tells us bcfides, that other gentlemen 
have delivered their opinions to the fame effect ; 
and that their encouragement was one principal 
caufe of the appearance of this american edition.

And did he in good earned, imagine that mix­
ing with fuch company would render hrs perfon 
facred and invulnerable ? He fhould have recol­
lected,that,though ■jnefca’>'>y fheep infeCtsa whole 
flock, he does not thereby work his own cure.

As to Mr. Jefferfon, I mult fuppofe him en­
tirely out of the Queltion ; for, nobody that has 
theTeaftknowledgeof the talents,penetration and 
faite of that Gentleman , will ever believe, that 
he could find any thing worthy of refpeft in a 

/ h production, evidently intended to feduce the 
rabble of North Britain. Befides, upon looking 
a fécond time over the words attributed to Mr. 
Jefferfon, I think, it is eafy to difeover, that the

pretty confident, Ihould be, abufe ; and thus, 
by leaving out en s, tfie fen fence exprelfes ex- 

, j * aCtly what one would cxpeCt from fuch a perfon 
as Mr. Jefferfon “ thatthe work contained the 
“ molt altonilhing concentration of abufe, that 
“ he had ever heard of."

With r^fpect to'thofe other gentlemen whofe en­
couragement has thrulted the Author forward, 
it is not difficult to guefs to what clan they be - 

■ long ; but, let them be Who they may, and let
their fituation be what it may (and if 1 am right 
in my guefs, it is at this time auk ward enough,) 
I think’they would not exchange it for the one

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they have placed him in. He vainly imagineiA 
himfelf the hereof the farce, when he is nothing 
but the buffoon. Indeed he has deferibed the 
part he is ading better than I, or any one elfe 
can do it. He fays that Authors of revolutio­
nary pamphlets form a kind of “ forlorn hope 
on the fkirts of battle”. Every one knows, 
that the forlorn hope, or enfant perdus, was, a-> 
mongft the ancient Gauls, compofedof the out- 
cafts of fociety ; wretches whofc lives were al­
ready forfeited (and who had not had the good 
luck, like our Author, to “ cfcape”) who were 
fet in the front of battle, not for their courage, 
but their crimes. The comparifon he has pilfer­
ed from Dean Swift ; it is therefore juft to re­
turn it to its owner ; but as to the application 
of it to himfelf, I am certain, nobody can have 
the leaft objection.

However, I can hardly imagine, that the en- L 
courage nient of thefe gentlemen would, alone, have 
dragged him into fo dangerous a fervice : I think, 
his condu£f may be, in part, accounted for up­
on phylical principles. We are told, that there 
is, or qught to be, about every human body, 
a certain part called the crumena, upon which 
depends the whole ceconomy of the inteftines.
When the crumena is full, the inteftines arc in ,a 
corrrefpondent ftate ; and then the body is in­
clined to repofe, and the mind to peace and good 
neighbourhood : but when the crumena * be­
comes empty, the fympathetic inteftines are im­
mediately contraded, and the whole internal 
ftate of the patient is thrown into infurredion 
and uproar, which, communicating itfelf to the

brain, produces what a learned ft ate phytician 
calls, the mania reformatio-, and if this malady is not 
flopped at once, by the help of a hempen neck­
lace, or fome other remedy equally efficacious, 
it never fails to break out into Atheifm, Robbery, 
Unitarianifm,Swindling, Jacob in ifm, Maflacres, 
Civic Feafls andinfurreâions. Now, it appears 
to me, that our unfortunate Author muft be 
affli&ed with this dreadful malady, and if fo, 1 
will appeal to any man of feeling, whether his 
friends would not have (hewn their humanity, 
in relieving him by other means than thofe they 
have encouraged him to employ ; which, befides 
being unproductive, have expofed both him and 
them to the birch of public opinion.

Such are the mighty effeCfr of the mania re­
formatio, that I was at fir A inclined to believe, 
we were indebted to that alone for the publica- 
cation in queftion ; and that the gentlemen, from 
whom the Author had received erpouragement to 
proceed, were purely the creatures of his di(or­
dered imagination ; but I have lately feen it in­
troduced to public not ice fooften,and infuch a way, 
that I have been obliged to change my opinion.

A Newfpapet printed at Philadelphia, whofe 
motto is, “ The public -will our guide ;—the public 
good our aim," has borne a confpicuous part m 
“ ufhering this dark born devil into light.” In 
one number of that truely puffing print, the 
fpeech of a member of Congref* is cut afunder 
in the middle, for the purpofe of wedging inan 
extract from The Political Progtefs of Britain. 
The debate was on the propriety of the houfes cen­
tring certain focieties that had ajjf/lcd in bringing 
about an infurreélion in the wejlern counties of Pen- 
fylvapia -, and the extracted morfel, wedged in 
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as above mentioned, went to prove that bread 
was abfolutcly dearer in Scotland than in England ! 
—Well enough may you dare, reader. Was 
there ever fuch an impudent, fuch a barefaced 
ptrff as this, fince the noble art of puffing has 
been difeovered ? And did the author of it ima­
gine, that there was any two legged creature fo 
nupid as nottoperceive it ? It is a kind of public 
infult to our underftandings. Why not fay 
candidly ; “ gentleman and ladies, here is a 
poor man in diftrefs, who, for want of better 
employment, has trumped up an old pamphlet, 
which he propofes to fell for a new one ; in 
buying each of you one, you will render him a 
great fervice, and the bookfeller a dill greater ; 
for, unlefs you will be pleafed to bellow your 
charity, the worms will (tuff away upon the work, 
while the Author’s belly will be empty.” This 
would have been plain downright honed dealing, 
and would have brought the wilhed-for relief 
at once. We give a fixpence to a good blunt 
beggar who tells his-cafe in three words ; but 
we have not time to liften to the canting fybil 
that offers to tell our fortunes for a halfpenny.

The gazette above mentioned, in good will 
to Great Britain, does not yield to The Political 
Progrefs itfelf. It can do any thing, it can work 
miracles, w hen the “ public will ” requires it. 
For this year pad it has kept an army of a 
hundred thoufand Carmagnoles in condant rea- 
dinefs to invade England,. and has even landed 
them once, and fet them to fricaffeeing the poor 
Engliffi, with as little merCy as they do the poor 
Frogs in their own country. Nor is it fécond 
to any, with refped to home affairs. It may be 
called the political barometer of the Union. At

(
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a time when the atmofphere of popular opinion 
feemed to lower over the principal officers of the 
Federal Government, the Editor, in conformr- 
ty to the fir^t part of his motto, expunged the 
word Federal from the title of his gazette. As 
a reafon for this alteration, he obferves, with his 
ufual modefty : “ previous to the adoption of 
“ the Federal Conftitution, this paper bore an „ 
“ honourable and decided part in its favour ; but 
“ this Conftitution no longer needs the aid of a 
“ Newfpaper. ” Notwithftanding this plaufible 
excufe, moil people thought, that the expun­
ging of the word Federal had fomething ominous 
in it. I confefs myfelf to have been among that 
number ; 1 thought, I could perceive in it 
a preparatory ftep to fomething elfe : as fkillful 
mariners, when they fee a ftorm gathering, 
throw the heavy lumber overboard, that they 
may be able to tack with more celerity. And, if 
things had taken a different turn from what they 
did, who knows but we might have feen the 
protean Editor change his prefent relppâable 
fign * for the head of Citizen Genet ? Happily 
for all parties, we have been fpared this morti­
fication.

I ftop here to throw myfelf on the mercy of 
thereader. “Adigreffion, ” fays Shaftfbury, “ is 
“ ever inexcufable in proportion as the iubjeft 
“ of it is contemptible. ” Acknowledging, as 
I do, the juftnefs of this maxim, I am but too 
well affured, that nothing can apologize for the 
digreffion I have juft been led into.

The Political Progreft has more than one ftring 
Co its bow. The Editor above mentioned is

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furpafied in charity by one of his brethren oft he 
lame city ; the firft has only bedaubed it with 
his prail'es, while the latter has taken it under 
his own roof. 1 (hall trouble the reader with but 
one infiance, among a hundred, of this gentle­
man's generofity. He is upon the fubjed of the 
blood that has been Ihed in France, lince the 
commencement of the Revolution. He fays, it 
would be an eafy matter to apologize for all the 
tnaffacra that have taken place in that country ; 
“ but, even taking them as they are, it will be 
“ found, upon refledion, that, at this moment, the 
“fum of human happinefs is greater in France 
“ than in the fiuecn of Ifler, ” thefe are his very 
words. To prove this, he prefents us with “ an 
“ anecdote, copied from a work of great merit (to 
“be had at the office of the Aurora,) entitled, “ The 
“ Political Progreft of Britain. ” This rare anecdote 
informs us, that, in the year one thoufandfeven 
hundred and feventy feven, a woman was hanged 
at Tyburn for Healing a piece of linen. Now, 
how the hanging of a woman at Tyburn, in 
1777, could reduce the fum of human happinefs 
in the Queen of Hies, in 1794 ; and how the re- 
dudipn of the fum of human happinefs in the 
Queen of Illes could make an addition to the 
fum of human happinefs in France, is, I pre­
fume, a problem to be foived by thole, and thofe 
alone, who have been initiated in the arcanum 
of democratic algebra.

Many have been the conjeduhea on the rea- 
fon of this Print’s affuming the na*x of Aurora. 
The Editor, after having, like a fécond Phae­
ton, driven the blazing car of democratic fury, 
till it was with n an inch of burning us all up 
to cinders, has a (Turned the gentle gait and mo-

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deft veil of the Goddefs of the morning: “ A 
right chip of the Old Block ; ” as poor Richard 
fays. Some think, that, having fcen the Sun of 
all his hopes and expectations let, in the wejt, 
he thought it was high time to rile upon us 
from thceajl. But, this is not the reafon ; the 
thing is an imitation of a French Paper, con­
ducted by “ Le veritable pere du chien,” * and 
bearidethe motto, “ Bougrement Patriotic." It 
is fotffthing wonderful that the Aurora has not 
adopted a motto fo chara&eriftic of the matter 
it contains: but, to make ufe of a well known 
democratic quotation, “ nemo repente fuit tur- 
piffimus.” f Though, perhaps, the Aurora, anil 
lome other prints, may boaft of being an excep­
tion to this maxim, yet it may ferve as a feafom- 
able hint to their readers.

Never mind, reader ; I know what I am a- 
bout. I have fet'my foot among a nelt of vi­
pers here; but the poor devils -do not know 
how to iting. Let them writhe and hifs, while 
we return to The Political Pregret's »f Britain.

Taking it for gtanted, that the Author is nei­
ther more nor lefs than the “forlorn hope"/>f 
the phalanx by whom he is encouraged,! do not 
look upon myfelf as bound to obferve the laws 
of neutrality towards them, any more than to­
wards him; and therefore ! (hall make very free 
with them, whenever they may fall in my way. 
Nor will tire title of gentlemen, which he has, 
and very uncitixen like top, bellowed on them, 
withold my hand; we know that hawkers and

ferve ? Certainly not. They claim the liberty 
of the prefs in the evomition of their anarchical 
poifon, and (hall not others claim the fame liber­
ty in adminiftering the antidote ?

What then is this bleffed performance ? what 
does it contain, that fuch uncommon, fuch un­
natural efforts (hould be made to drag it into 
day ? Why, The Political Progrefs, or Sawney’s 
Complaint (for this title would become it much 
better than the one it has affumed), • paints in 
as odious a light as black and white will admit 
of, thofe kings of England who have inflided fe- 
verities on the Scotch ; it abufes all the mod 
celebrated Whigs of the United Kingdoms, and, 
in general, every body who was oppofed to the 
caufe of the Pretender^ it contains the molt fo- 
phiftiçal and ill digeftcti account of the national"

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ment in Great Britain, that has ever yet appear­
ed ; in fhort, the piece altogether, forms one of 
the moft complete Whilky-boyBillingfgatelibds, 
or, as Mr. Jrfferfon emphatically exprefled it, 
“ the moft aftonilhing concentration of abufe,” 
that ever was feen, or heard of.

Yes, reader, look at it again, and tell me 
what you can find here, that can merit the atten­
tion of an American. If you want to know the 
characters of the kings of England, you will find 
them recorded in hiftory ; you will there find 
the good with the bad : you will find, that they 
have all had their faults, and moft of them their 
virtues : if youfind thatfome of them werewolves, 
you will never find that their fubjeCts or their 
neighbours were lambs. From the fame fource 
you will learn, that, ever fince the abdication 
of James II. the embers ofdifcontent have been 
kept alive in Scotland, by the means of ambiti­
ous demagogues : you will find that their influ­
ence is daily decreasing, but that, like the Anti- 
federalifts in America, they feize every oppor­
tunity to exert it, in reviling the government, 
reprefenting every tax as an opprefiion, and/ex­
citing the ignorant to infurredtion. * You will

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obferve (and undoubtedly with a great deal df 
pleafure), that exertions offuch a horrid tenden­
cy have not, latterly, had the fame effects there, 
that they have here ; but you mult neverthelefs 
agree, that it was as prudent and as jultifiable in 
the government of Great Britain, to profccute 
thofe who were endeavouring to kindle the flames 
of civil war in Scotland, as it is in the govern­
ment of the United States to profecute the men, 
who, for a fmiilar crime, are now in Philadel­
phia jail, waiting their trials. As to the taxes 
in Great Britain, they are heavy, and I believe 
in my foul it is in their very nature to be heavy, 
as much as it is in the nature of lead ; for, the 
people complain of their weight not only there, 
but here, and every where elle. You will, per­
haps, like many other compafiionate people, feel 
a good deal of anxiety about the national debt of 
Great Britain, and may poflibly have your fears 
of a general bankruptcy : but, fuffer me to cauti­
on vouagjinfl anexcefs of fenfibility ; for, though 
compallion is, in itfelf, amiable, it degenerates 
into weaknefs, when lavifhed on an unworthy 
objet! : nay, it even looks meddling, if not 
childifix, to be eternally exprelfing a folicitude 
for people who do not feem at all fenfible of your 
kindnefs. Only look at the condutl of the 
Merchants, for example, towards Mr. Dayton : 
we have not heard, that they have exprefled the 
lead gratitude to that honed gentleman for,his 
kind motion for putting afide about four or five 
millions of their dollars, in a fafe corner, to 
preferve them from the Hanover Rats and the 
Scrambling clutches of Billy Pit ! If I were in 

- the place of the honourable Member from New 
Jcrley, I think it would be a leffon to me never
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to meddle with their affairs again. Such a perverfe 
f^iff-necked race ought to be left to their fate. 
All we have to do,is,to take care that they do not 
get intoour debt, and then let them break as foon 
as they will. Humanity requires that we (hould 
pity our dilfrefled fellow creatures, but it does 
not oblige us toexpofe ourfelves totheir contempt.

In defence of the conduct of the gentle::cn tn- 
rouragers of The Political Progrefs of Britain, it 
has been roundly aflerted, that there ex ids a Mo­
narchy Party in the United States, and that eve­
ry thing tending to render it odious is nçceffary 
and laudable ; and that, confequently, jt was 
no more than fair play to borrow, or hire, the 
pen of a needy foreigner to lampoon the gbvern- 
ment and conftitution of his own country. But, 
whoever will give themfelves the trouble to o- 
pen their eyes, or make ufe of a very little re- 
colledion, will be convinced, I fancy, that there 
is no reafon for alarm on this account.

Our democrats arc continually crying fhame 
on the fattelites of Royalty, for carrying on a 
Crufade againft Liberty ; when the fad is, 
the fattelites of Liberty * are carrying on a Cru­
fade againft Royalty.

E- 
very Royal or Noble charaâcr was to be driven 
into ever lading exile, or, at lead, none fuch 
was ever to be introduced except by way of de­
gradation. The words your Majedy, My Lord, 
and the like, were held to be as oifenfive to the 
chade ears of Republicans, as filks, gold lace, 
painted checks and powdered periwigs to their 
eyes. In fliort, the bigheft and lowed titles were 
to be citizen and cftefs, and the dreffes were all 
to be à la mode de Paris.

That the Theatre might not fuffer for want 
of pieces adapted to the reformed tade, the re­
formers had the goodnefs to propofe William 
Tell and feveral others equally amufmg.— 
William was to be modernized : in place 
of (hooting the Governor with a bow and ar­
row, he was to flab himin the guts with a dag­
ger,cut off hishead, and carry it ivund the Stage
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upon a fike, while the niufic was to play the 
Muderer’s Hymn and Ha, ça ira.

It is hardly needfary to fay, that the gentle­
men and ladies of the buflrin (though they have 
taken for motto, Vivat Refpublica * ) turned a 
deaf ear to all innovations of this kind. I; was 
no eafy matter to perfuade people, who had 
been kings and queens from their infancy, to 
turn kennel-rakers and cut throats all at once. 
In vain did the Crufculers reprefent to them,that 
their conduti was inconfiftent with their motto, 
and that their vanity was like that of the Ats 
loaded with Relicks. Expollulations and me­
naces were vain : After having (1 rutted fo long in 
furbelowed brocades and White Chapel dia­
monds, they felt them left es by no means difpof-
ed to go (linking about the feene in an a------
clout.

Some people may think, that this is all inven­
tion ; but if they think it worth while to look 
over the Gazettes I have mentioned above, 
they will find that the merit of it does not fall 
to my (hare. 4

To make the reader amends for William 
Tell, I am going treat him with a delicate mor- 
fel indeed ; and, which adds to its merit, if is 
not in every body’s handS, the publication, from 
which I have extracted it, being, thank God, 
but very little known.

That there (hould be found amongft us men. •

This 
was all that was wanted to the humiliation of 
thehoufe of Bourbon and to the revenge of its 
Rival. Poor Louis might deferve fomething of 
this kind in the Eyes of Engliflimen ; by them 
he might expedt his memory would be execrated:

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Church for near about thirty years, without e- 
yer obferving that fuch a thing was on the walls 
of it; nor did ! ever imagine shat my falvaüon 
could be endangered by the form of a lump of ftuc- 
co. In this affair, one would have wiflied on­
ly, for the fake of thofe who made the requeft, 
that it had not been made at fo unfortunate a 
junôure. It was almoft literally biting off the 
nofe to be revenged on the face. George II. who 
died, God reft his foul, in 1760, could not help

If the 
poor image could have fpoken, it certainly would 
hare remonftrated againft fuch an adt of manifeft 
injuftice ; an aâ tranfgrefiing all laws both hu­
man apd divine. Ker, I believe it is a princi- 
cipal eftablifhed in Rrw, that thirty years, if not 
left, of uninterrupted poffcflion conftitutes a 
tight ; and, though we have heard of the fins 
of the fathers being vifited upon the children, it 
was left for thefe ‘S young and virtuous men ” to 
find out the juftice df vifiting the fins of t}ie 
children upon the fathers.

Of a piece with this heroic aflion was that

** ving finger at.” People compare them to the 
child who fights with his man of clay, and calls 
out to his playmates to admire his bravery. No 
wonder that the Jacobin Club at Paris (hould 
object to the adoption of ninnies like thefe.

I will not fatigue the reader with any more of 
their feats of modern chivalry; what I nave here 
related will, I think, be fufficientto prove,that the 
pifturesof half a dozen old kings, painted with 
a Caledonian mop, were by no means neceffary tso 
frighten the people into Democratic Principles.

The petition was an appeal to the Legiilature, 
not from an inferior, but from a fuperior Legif- 
lature ; and, which is perhaps the moit incon­
gruous of all the incongruities that ever were 
heard of, at the head of the appellants was the 
Prefident of one branch of that very Legiilature 
from which they were appealing ! ! Had the 
Prefident of the United States joined Citizen Ge­
net in his appeal to the people, the itep would 
not have been more ridiculous.

No body can doubt, that the fcheme of the De­
mocrats was, by means like thefe, to deaden the 
limbs of Government, and then feize the reins 
themfelves.

This is very pretty in making love, but it is 
a romantic way of carrying on Treafon and Rer 
bellion, and feems to agree but very ill with the 
language of thole gentle fwains affembled at Par- 
kinfon’s Ferry.

I mult be excufed alfo, if I do not give fuU 
credit to what the Governor ofPennfylvania at 
lerted on this fubjeS, when he was harranguing 
the militia officers to perfuade them to aflembie 
their quotas, for the purpofe of marching againlt 
the “ Weftern Brethren.” “Liften,” faidhe,

“ had failedIf they had recolleded, that, 
under luch circumftances, the end of an har­
rangue was to “ ftir men’s bloods,” and not to 
be very nice in the rtatement of faffs, they would 
not have been furprifed, that our Solomon (I 
can have no intention to hint, that the wife Go­
vernor has ever had three hundred concubines, at 
a time ; human nature cannot ft and that, now 
a days) ; they would not, I fay, have been fur­
prifed, that our Solomon Ihould choofe Great 
Britain as a fpur.

Reader, when you were a little boy, did you 
never carry on a fecret correfpondence with the 
pies and tarts *, and, when, by the rattling of 
the plates or feme other accident, you were like 
to be caught at it, did you never raife a hue and 
cry again!! the poor dogs and cats ? Thofc who 
look upon the conduff of oar Democrats as un­
natural, forget their own little reguifh tricks.

I will venture to fay, that there are not five per­
lons in the United States, poffefling a degree of 
underftanding fuperior to that of the brute cre­
ation, who believe that the Rebels have ever 
had, from firlt to lad, the lead idea of feeking 
ptoteflion from the Britifh.

The truth is, thofe among us who have made 
the molt noife, and have exprefied the molt ran­
cour againlt Great Britain, feem to have done 
it only to cover their enmity to the Federal Go­
vernment, and confcquently to their country, if 
we may with propriety call it their country. Let 
any man take a review of their condudt iince the 
beginning of the prefe"ht European war, and fee 
if this obfervation is not uniformly true. It was 
they who raifed fuch a clamour againlt the Pre-

rally implies the mod mature reflection, and 
makes an affertion or an opinion in print be jult- 
ly regarded as irretra&able. For this reafon, I 
ihall, in fupport of my pofition, bring an extract 
from a print whofe character, in the patri­
otic world, yields to that of no one.

I have already done myfelf the honour of ex­
tracting a fong from this print, after which its 
hatred to the Government of Great Britain will 
not be difputed, and, I think, the reader will 
foon be convinced that its hatred to that of the 
United States is equally fincere.

“ are not happy and contented.”

“ Whatever courtiers may pleafe to fay, on 
“ my part, I feel no inclination to compliment 
“ men in power at the expence of the dilpofiti-
“ on and good fenfe of my fellow citizens------
“ To charge a people heretofore diltinguilhed 
“ for their prompt and due fubmiflion to the 
e‘ laws, and orderly conduCt, with turbulence 
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“ and unjufi difcontent, or to fuppofe that the 
“ good fenfe of American citizens cannot pene- 
“ trate the defigns of fadious men, are aflerti- 
“ ons fcarcely meriting ferions attention.

“ The conllitution of the United States is free 
“ and excellent, and yet the people are not hap- 
“ py and contented. In free governments when 
“ the laws are well adminiftred, the national 
“ honour regarded, and the property of the 
“ citizens proteded, fubmiflion to the law, and 
“ confidence in thofe who are charged with the 
“ adminiftration, will confequently follow. But 
“ when tliie property of the citizen is unproted- 
“ ed, nay even his /acred perfon can find no
“ protedioQ *------when the honour of the na-
“ tion is become fo projiituted, that an invafion 
“ of territory or denial of juft right is fubmitted 
“ to with humility—when the national^honour 
“ cannot be aflerted, becaufe it might interfere 
“ with the venal projects of a certain junto—when 
“ every nteafure which is pretended to be purfu- 
“ ed for the public welfare, is veiled with a 
“ myfterious fecrecy becoming a Turkijh Divan, 
“ and when men are appointed to procure red refs 
“ —in whom the people raoft interefted, have 
“ no confidence, and againft whom conftitutio- 
“ nal objedions are juftly fuggefted—what are 
“ we toexped ?—difguft; difcontent and total 
“ want of confidence muft refult.”

“ ny—That thofe complaints are too well foun- 
“ ded is our misfortune—but if you doubt, a(k 
“ your merchant what redrefs he has received 
“ for his property robbed and plundered upon 
“ the molt infamous pretexts ? a(k your ma- 
“ riner what redrefs he has ■ received for the lofs 
“ of his hard earned fervices f for his differing 
“ by prifon (hips and emprefiinent ?—a(k your 
“ fellow citizens from one end of our exterdfve 
“ frontier to the other, what they fuffer ? On 
“ the one hand they are expofed to the mur- 
“ dering hatchet of the favage Indians, and the 
“ encroachments of the more favage Briton.— 
“ On the other a natural right is withheld, 
“ though fecuredby folemn treaty.— But' under 
“ all thefe difgraceful and diftrefllng circum- 
“ (lances, we are told that our complaints, arc 
“ the ebullitions of a reftlefs difpofition, or 
“ that they are created by the machinations of 
“ a fadion—for we have a mod excellent go- 
“ vernment, and virtuous, and great men to 
“ adminifter it.—That the government is good 
“ we believe—but without charging any par- 
“ ticular branch of it, we (hall not helitate to 
“ pronounce that our affairs are badly condud- 
“ ed and whether from the errors of ignorance 
“ or the defigns of wickednefs, a remedy 
“ fhould be applied-—And thank God ! that 
“ remedy, though not immediately, will, ’ere

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“ long be in the hands of the people *—then it is to 

be hoped that the true Republicans of America 
“ will unite, and hurl with juft refentment 
“ from their exalted dations, men who have 
“ abufed the confidence of a generous people.
“ -----To effefl this—perfevere ye writers in
“ defence of liberty—and you popular focieties, 
“ relax not your laudable pur fuit s, your coun- 
“ trymen fhall biefs you, and your honeft zeal 
“ fhall be crowned with patriotic rewards—- 
“ let no confiderations of pajifervices, or tem- 
“ porary dignity, deter you from exhibiting to 
“ public view the public fervant who has abufed 
“ his trujl, or adts not for the intereft of thofef 
“ who conftituted him. Difregard the infinua- 
“ tions of men who objedt to fuch inftitutions 
“ —no man would objedt to fuch focieties, but 
“ one -jcho wijhes to reduce you to the condition of 
“ flaves, to deprive you of the right of thinking 
“ and exercifing your opinions upon public af- 
“ fairs, or one whofe condudt will not bear the 
“ teft of inveftigation.”

I could go on to a thoufand pages with pieces 
of this caft, that have appeared within the laft 
nine months ; but, I dare fay, the reader will 
excufe my flopping here. This piece was among 
the firft I came at, and I have copied it word 
for word and letter for letter, without even the 
omiflion of a comma or a dafh. Since the fail­
ure of a certain enterprife, there is no doubt 
that the Author or Authors of it would wifh it 
turned into blank paper ; but, alas! the wifti is 
vain; in vain would they cry, with Lady Mac-

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beth ; “out, damn’d fpot !” It is like......-their
reputations.

Thus then, I think, nobody will deny, that 
a hatred of the Britifh Government and of that 
of the United States go hand in hand. Nor is 
the reafon of this at all myfterious ; it is not 
becaufe of their refemblance to each other in 
form, nor, as the Democrats have ingenioufly 
obferved, becaufe “ there is feme dangerous 
“ connexion between Great Britain and our 
“ public affairs it is becaufe they are both 
purfuing the fame line of condutt with refpeft 
to clubs and confpirations ; it is becaufe they 
have both the fame radical defeft, or power to 
fupprefs anarchy ; it is,to fayall in one word,be­
caufe they are governments. Great Britain has 
a government of fome fort (nobody will deny 
that, I fuppofe), and this is fufficient to merit 
their execration.

If the people of that country like it, why need it 
pefter us ? That pious and patriotic Scotchman, 
the Author of the Political Pregrefs, tells us “ to 
“ with that an Earthquake or a Volcano mavt .
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“ bury the whole Britifli Iflands * together in 
“ the centre of the globe ; that a fingle, but 
“ decifive exertion of Almighty vengeance may 
“ terminate thtprogrefs f and the remembrance 
“ of their crimes.” Yea, be it even as thou 
fayed, thou mighty Cyclop ; but let us leave 
them then to the vengeance of the Almighty ; 
let us not ufurp the place of the Thunderer.

Underdand me, reader ; I would by no means 
infinuate, that a man cannot be a firm friend of 
the Federal Government, and at the fame time 
wilh all manner of fuccefs to the French, in 
their prefent druggie for what their vanity and 
our complaifance have termed Liberty ; on the

“ lands of draw ; let them drefsup their (trumpets 
“ in leaves of oak, and nickname their calcn- 
“ dar ; let them play thofe pranks at home, and 
“ we fliall be but merry fpcflators.” Ihefcarc 
the words of a gentleman, who feems to have 
been, on this occafion, and, indeed, on mod 
other occafions, rather unfriendly to our allies.
1 am for carrying our complaifance further ; I am 
for not only letting them play their pranks at 
home,but here »lfo,ifthey p cafe. If therebe fome- 
thing, the feeing of whicli may turn to cur a- 
mufement or profit,lfee noreafon why we fltould 
(hut our eyes? Did not the wife Lacedemonians 
make their (laves drunk, and turn them loofe, 
once a year, to infpire their youth with a horror 
for that beallly vice ? Infhort, I am for hearing 
them, looking at them, laughing at them, or 
anything but imitating them. Imitation here 
is ridiculous. When Shakefpear wrote the cha­
racter of an Iago or a Caliban, or Molière that 
„f a Tartuffe, they certainly never meant to ex­
cite imitation. T houfands of mob crowd to 
fee one of their friends hanged, but not one of
them ever dreams of participating in the cere­
mony. . • , r

Talking of dreaming puts me in mind of a
dream I had lad fummer, which is fo apropos to 
,he prefent fubjea, and contains fo many whim- 
fical circumftances, that I Batter myfelf it will 
not be difagreeable to the reader.

In the month of Augujl lad (I believe, it was 
on the 10tb or 11th day) I retired -to red about 
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eleven o'clock ; but the heat and mufquitos to ­
gether prevented me from falling afleep, ’till the 
Watchman had been round for three. Soon af­
ter this I dropped off, for about an hour and a 
half, during which time my fancy fported in the 
following dream.

I thought, Iwas walking upMarket Street, by 
the fide of Old William Penn, the founder of 
the City ; who told me, 1 thought, that he 
was come upon earth again to fee if his defen­
dants, and thofe of his companions, continued 
to walk in the paths of peace and integrity. I 
thought,! alkedhimwith akindoffneer,whether 
he had not found things furpafflng his expeâa- 
tion ; upon which the old man, after a heavy 
figh, told me a Idng deal about freeing Blacks 
with one hand, and buying Whites with the 
other, about godly malice and maple-fugar, and 
about ihofe “ precious hypocrites” (thcfe were 
his very words) Briffotand Warner Mifflin, &c.

Before the good old man had finiEed his (lo­
ry,which, by the by, was a pretty tough one, we 
were, I thought, got to the upper end of Market 
Street, where we were flopped by a mondrous 
crowd of people, that not only blocked up the 
way, but filled all the fields for a great way out.

Round the Pyramid marched, I 
thought, a bevy of Virgins in white robes, each 
wearing a crown and cedus tricolor, and bearing 
a garland in her hand ; and (what duff do we 
dream of! ) I thought thefenymphs wereufhered by 
nine orten pried s.whofe only mark of didinâion 
'wzii.no/egay of Jlraw tied round with a ribbon. I 
thought that behind thefe, came a company of 
artillery with their cannon,andthat they were fol- 
lowedby a gangof Myfic. Then,I thought,follow­
ed the two banners above mentioned ; one of 
them having for arms the Imperial Eagle, ju(t 
as it is feen on the dandafds of the Holy Roman 
Empire ; the other was fo black and dirty that 
I could not didinguifli its armory ; it feemed, 
I thought, rather the enfign of the infernal re­
gions than of any earthly nation. “ After this 
“ I beheld, and, lo, a great multitude that no 
“ man could number, of all nations, and kin- 
“ dreds, and people, and tongues", and colours. 
I thought however I could didinguifli amongfl 
them (but it is all a dream) the Chiefs of the 
State of Pennfylvania ! !

I thought, we followed this antick (how into 
a fpacious enclofure, where on an alter, not of 
burniflied gold, but of deal boards, flood Iht 
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Goddefs, the objeft of the Feafl. She was JielT- 
ed like the Cyprian Queen, when (he received 
the prize from the Idalhan Shepherd; that is to 
fay,—in her (kin: in her right hand (he held a 
ftaff mounted with a night-cap, and in her left, 
a dagger : on her head (he had a cap, decora­
ted, in appearance, with fillies ; but, upon a 
clofer examination, I thought, I found them to 

r be real bells. This difeovery, I thought, led 
me to perceive, that I had committed an error 
with refpeft to the identity of her perfon ; for, 
hearing thather worfhipers were called cus-nus,* 
I had concluded (he was the Goddcfs Cunia ; 
and in this opinion I was infome mealure con­
firmed by feeing her furrounded with children:

bale round the altar, at the fame time deafening 
the very firmament with their cries.

Here my venerable companion, who, I 
thought, had been very uneafy during the whole 
i'ccnc, would abfolutely Itop no longer ; and, 
to confefs a truth, I began to feel a good deal 
jincafy myfelf. I thought, we got with foma 
difficulty to the outfide ; and feeing a young 
fellow of a milder afpeft than the reft, the Old 
Man ventured to a Ik him few long thofe people had 
been pagans. I thought, the fellow gave him a 
look of infinite contempt, and anfwered : “ I 
“ fee you are a fuperflitious old fool, that know a 
“ nothing of the luminous clofc of the Eigh- 
“ teenth Century. .Why, you ftupid old dog, 
“ we are all chriftians yet : what you have 
“ feen to-day is only a jubilee, to celebrate the 
“ down-fall of our belt friend, andthe maflacreof 
“ nine hundred of our neighbours by the hands 
“ of forty thoufand of their countrymen.”— 
As he fpoke thefe lad words, I thought his per- 
fon, which was that of a genteel and gentle A 
merican, aflumed the hidious form of the ter­
rific Medufa ; his fingers were transformed into 
the claws of a Tiger, the fangs of a Boar hung 
down his foaming jaws, his eyes became a gla­
ring ball, and his hair a bed of fnakes, curling 
round his fkull and hiding dedruftion. The 
poor Old Man, though immortal, was appalled, 
and rufhed into the grave to hide himfelf from 
the petrifying fight. I uttered a fhriek, and a- 
waked ; but, awaking was very far from putting 
an end to my fright : dill the noife continued, 
and dill was I dilfened with horror ; unable to 

9 determine whether it was a dream or not. My
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voice however, had alarmed the family, and, 
Oh ! how glad was I to find, that the noife 1 
heard, was nothing but that of the French and 
our own citizens, affembled to celebrate the 
“ Holy InfurredHon” of the 23d Thermidor!

The fubjed of the debate I allude to was, an 
amendment to a bill of Naturalization. A mem­
ber from Virginia had propofed that a claufe 
(hould be inlerted to exclude foreign noblemen 
front becoming citizens of the United States of 
America, unlefs they would full make a folcmn 
renunciation of their Titles. A member from 
New England propofed, as an amendment tothis, 
that fuch noblemen (hould alfo renounce the 
right of holding/laves, On this amendment a 
member from Carolina faid : “ That the gen- 
“ tleman durd net come forward, and tell the 
“ houfe, that men who poffejfedJlaves were un- 
“ fit for holding an office under a Republican 
‘‘ government.—He defired the gentleman to 
“ conftder what might be the confequence of 
“ this motion, at this time, confidering what 
“ had happened in the Welt Indies.—His a- 
‘‘ mendment would irritate the minds of thou-

Virginia ! No tyrannical Ariilocrat dares to lprd 
jt over the free born fwains who cultivate the 
delicious weed, that adorns, firft thy lovely fields 
and thenthe lovelier chops of the drivting drunk­
ard ! After having fpent the day, in Tinging 
hymns to the GoddeCs of Liberty, the virtuous 
Democrat gets him home to his peaceful dwel­
ling, and fleeps, with his property fecurc beneath 
his root, yea, fometimes in his very arms ; and 
when his “ indujlry” has enhanced its^value, it 
bears to a new owner the proofs of his Demo­
cratic Delicacy !

Though the encouragers of this work might 
think it a means of deceiving the ignorant, and 
adding to the prejudice againft Great Britain, 
yet they feem to have had another view, which 
perhaps the oudden of an author knew nothing 
of. The Political Progress profefles to fhow “ the 
ruinous confequences of taxation.” And, indeed, 
this is the burden of thé fong ; almoft every 
paragraph clofes with melancholy reflections on 
the coniequcnce of taxation. The author even 
goes fo far, in one place, as to 'declare, that 
“ the flight efl and mojl ruccjfary taxes,are very def- 
“ truCUve”. This it was that recommended the 
piece to the gentlemen who encouraged the author 
to publilh it in America : it was fo apropos too ; 
fojuft the very thing.

With refpeCt to the expediency of taxation in 
general, it is not to my prefent purpofe 
to fay any thing about it ; every one that 
is not already upon four legs, knows that he 
foon muft be fo without fomething of this kind:" 
what I wifli to direCl the reader’s, attention to, is, 
the real objeCt of the publication in queftion. 
If then he will take the trouble to compare the 
above doCtrine on taxation, with that held forth 
by the “ Weftern Brethren,” and their relations 
in every quarter of the Union ; and if he will 
pleafe to take notice of the time when the Poli­
tical Pregrefs was preparing for prefs (the month 
pf Auguft iaft) he will, 1 fancy be of opinion,

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with me, that the encourager: had the United 
States in their eye much mùrethan GreatBriiain- 
As if they had faid : look here, Americans, fee 
-what taxation has done in another country ; and, if 

• you do not put a flop toit, if you do not rejifl it with 
all yout- might, it will certainly do the fame in your 
own. The national debt, taxes, &c. of Great 
Britain were well adapted to their purpofe ; they 
knew, by themfelves, that the bulk of readers 
were incapable of going into calculations of this 
kind ; of making juft companions between tMi 
Country and that : it was like reading the hifto- 
ry of a giant to a pigmy.

Nobody can doubt, particularly if country be 
taken into the confideration, that the grind eré 
and retailers of Mundungus were among thé 
author’s encouragea. I renjçmbcr hearing a 
fpeaker of tins honourable body, holding a 
talk to his brothers, in the month of May lalt< 
from the window of a Certain State Houfe. I 
(hall not eafily forget his faying, among many 
other things equally model! and unafluming, 
that he had told the Secretary of the Treaftiry, 
that if the Mundungus was taxed, “ he would 
“ be damn'd ifevey he forgave him, While he had 
“ an exiftcnce.” His fpeech, though from thé 
fample here given, it may be fuppofed to furpafs 
hi ribaldry thofe of Tom the Tinker or even 7ont 
the Devil, had an amazing effeû upon the loons 
below, who were all watching with their jaws 
diftended to catch, not the oracular, but the an­
archical belches. When the refolve was put, 
h would have done your heart good to fee and 
hear. What a forell of rulty hats and dirty 
paws were poked up into the air in token of ap­
probation of “ no exe fe!"
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t • " Jack Straw at London—Stone with all liis rout,
“ Struck not the City w ith fo loud a rtiout.”

But this had no effect ; and now they run- 
about, “with many a deadly grunt and doleful 
“ fqueak, poor fwine, as if their pretty hearts 
“ would break.”

It is certainly worthy of remark, that, among 
the fpeechifiers at this talk, there was but one 
American, and that, among the hollow boys, 
perhaps there were not twenty. How kind is 
this of foreigners, to come and put us in the 
right road, when we are going wrong !

Compare the principles of the fupporters of 
this talk, and thofe of their “ Weltern Breth­
ren,” with the principles inculcated in The Po­
litical Progrefs of Britain, and fee if they do not 
cxadly tally ; if they do not all point to the fame 
object ; that is to fay, to the undermining of 
all government, and to the deftrudtion of the 
focial fyftem. Is it not fair then to conclude 
that The Political Progrefs was employed as an 
auxiliary in this laudable enterprize?

If this was not its objeQ, what was its objedt ? 
I would alk the lovers of their country, if fuch 
there are among the encouragers of this author, 
what good they could intend to render it by fuch 
a (tep ? I think they would be puzzled for an 
anfwer. Did they imagine, could they imagine, 
that his having narrowly efcaped transportation, 
in his own country, was a fufficient fecurity for 
his being a mofl excellent citizen in this? Be- 
caufe his bookhad been burnt by the hands ofthe 
common hangman in Scotland, did they imag­
ine that it was calculated for the edification of the 
people of the United States ? That the author 

H
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beliêved this to be the cafe is clear,otherwife he 
would not have introduced himfclf by expofing 
that, which he certainly would have kept out 
of fight if he had been appealing to virtue ofr 
reafon, inltead of prejudice.

To what a pitch mult this unmeaning, this 
fruitlefs ill-nature again(t a foreign country be 
carried, if to be declared infamous there, is be­
come a recommendation here ! If a fellow, to 
uther himfelf into favour, mutt cry out : I have 
had a narrow efcape ! Look ye, good folks, here’s 
the mark of the halter about my neck yet ! If this 
be the cafe we may as well adopt at once thlt 
famous decree of the Jacobin Club at Paris, 
which requires as an efiential qualification in 
each member, that he thall, previous to his ad- 
miflion, have committed fome crime worthy of 
the gibbet ! A regulation like this was very 
proper, and even necetfary in a democratic club ; 
and, for that very reafon, unnecelfary and impro­
per every where elfe.

The Political Progreft is in politics, what mad 
Tom's Age of Reafon is in religion, and they have 
both met with encouragement from fome people 
here, from nearly the fame motive. Had not 
the laft mentioned piece been fuppreffed in En­
gland,there is everyreafoniobelieve.that it would 
never have rivaled the Bible among us, in fo ma­
ny families as it does. What a prepofterous 
tiling ! People, who deteft blafphemous publi­
cations, will tolerate, will read them and put 
them into the hands of their children, becaufe 
other people have declared them blafphemous ! 
Pope would have faid ; x

“ Thus Infidels the true Believers quit,
“ And are but damn’d for having too much wit.’’
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To what deception, to what iiifulting quack­
ery of all forts has not this prejudice expofed us ! 
AprojeCtor(and,Ithink like the Authorof thePo- 
Utical Progrefs, of the Caledonian race) propofed, 
fotne time ago, to change the language of the 
country. He even went fo far as to have his 
fcheme and propofols printed. As to the fcheme 
itfelf, it confided in the introduction of feveral 
new characters into the Alphabet, and in chang­
ing the (hape, or manner of writing, of fome of 
the old ones. To give the reader as good an 
idea, as he can poflibly have, of the merits of 
this fcheme, it will be fufficient to tell him, that 
the i was to be turned upfide down, and the 
point placed under the line, thus ». Ridicu­
lous as this may feem, and much as the Author 
may, in fome people’s opinion, appear to me­
rit a cap and bells, yet we mud fuppofe, he 
knew whom he was making the propofol to. 
There is hardly any thing toogrofsforan appetite 
wetted by revenge. The preface to this greafy 
dab was a fliarpening fauce, well calculated to 
make it go down. It was printed in the “ A- 
marpan Lan2uaSa” (I go as far as “ barbarian” 
types will permit me) ; but, for the benefit of 
the unlearned, the Author had the complaifance 
to give a trandation of it on the oppofite page. 
This prefatt fet forth, as near as 1 can recoiled:, 
that, the United States of America having, by 
a mod fuccefsful and glorious way, (haken off 
the difgraccful yoke of Britifli Bondage, they 
ought to endeavour by every potlible means to 
obliterate the memory of having ever borne it ;

I would advife the Author never to read this pre­
face in a (table ; the horfes would certainly kick 
his brains out.

Some readers may imagine, perhaps, that 
this is all a joke ; but 1 certainly faw the thing, 
as I have defcribed it, and in the hands of feve- 
ral perfons too. It was in the month of Odober, 
1793, that I faw it; it was in a fmall odavo 
volume, printed at Philadelphia, and the Au­
thor’s name if I am not miftaken, Lhornton.

After this, who would wonder if fome one 
were to tell us, that it is beneath Republicans 
to eat, and that we ought to eltablifli a fyftem of 

' French fiarvation, only becaufe the Englilh live 
by eating ?

There is nothing that might not be received 
without furprife after the projed of this Languid, 
and therefore we may remember with lefs afton- 
ifhment the notable projed of that Democrat 
Briflot, for curing the confumption.

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concitoyennes, change gallants as often as they do 
their chemifes ; if he could even convince us of 
the efficacy of his remedy, we (hould certainly 
reject it, as ten thoufand million times worfe 
than the difeafe. And you, ye Fair Americans, 
are you afhamed to follow thebright example of 
your Mothers ? Would you accept of Mr. Brif. 
lot's noltrum ? No ; you are too mild, too love­
ly, to become the tribune of a Democratic Club: 
your lilly hands were never made to wield a 
dagger: you want no rights, no power but 
what you poflefs : your empire is much better 
guarded by a bofom of fnow, than it would be 
by the rufty batterred bread plates, worn by 
thofe terrible termagants, the “ heroines of Pa- 
“ rig.”

When I faid that we fhould certainly rejeâ 
Mr. Briffot’s remedy, I by no means meant to

sot dtidain a poor thing in petticoats. La Fon­
taine has a verfc which fays, that a man can ne­
ver bend his kSbes too often before his God and 
his Miftrefs ; but our Democrats have laid afide 
both God and Miftrefs, and have taken up 
with a (trumpet of a Goddefs, who receives the 
homage due to both.

Being upon this fubjedt, it is hardly fair to* 
omit mentioning! a great and mighty democrat, 
who is univerfally allowed to be a perfect plato- 
tonift both in politics and love, and yet has the 
unconscionable ambition to fet up for a man of 
gallantry. He has taken it into his head to run 
dangling from one Boarding School to another, 
in order to acquire by the art of fpeechifying, 
a reputation for which nature teems to have dif- 
qualified him.

Now, reader, fuffer me to return, for the lafh 
time, to The PoliticalProgrefs of Britain-, though 
I mult confefs it has a6ted only the part of an 
ulher, it ought certainly to appear at the break­
ing up of the ball.

The Political Progrefs contains, among many 
l otherreligioufly patriotic things too numerous to

mention, a prophecy, — not of the deftruc- 
tion of the whore of Babylon and the 
“perfonal reign of Jefus over the Unitarians,”-f 
but of the deftruétion of the empire of Great Bri­
tain ! This is certainly a molt defirable event, 
and fo abfolutely neceffary to our happinefs, that 
every thing which has been faid on the fubjefl;

Philadelphia by a bookfeller from North Bri­
tain , and the whole appears to be fully con­
firmed by this plain unqualified prophecy of the 
author of The Political Progrcfs : “ A Revolu­
tion will take place in Scotland before the lapfe 
of ten years at larthelt.”

If we want to know what fort of Revolution 
is here meant, we have only to look at the toads 
drunk by the republican Britons at New York : 
—“ A Revolution in Great Britain and Ireland,
“ upon fans culotte principles—three cheers.”— 
But the long term of ten years, mentioned in 
the Prophecy of the Author of the Political Pro- 
jrefs, has given a good deal of uneafinefs to fome 
of his zealous friends in this country.

Laying afide dreaming and foothfaying, 
what indications do we perceive of an approach-., 
ing diffolution of the Empire of Britain ? Has 
(lie loft an inch of territory, or has the enemy 
fet a foot on any of her extenfive dominions fince 
the begining of the war ? Is (he not in poffef- 
fion of almoft the whole Weftern 'Archipe­
lago ? Are not her poffeflions increafed to an 
amazing extent in the Eaft-Indies ? Has (he not 
more men and more cannon afloat than the 
whole world befides ; and is (he not the undif- 
puted Miftrcfs of the Ocean ? For my part, 
the Englifh are no favourites of mine ; I care 
very little if their Iiland were fwallowed up by an 
Earthquake,asthe Author of thePelitical Progrefs 
fays ; but truth is truth, and let the Devil deny, 
it if he can, that this is the truth.

Are thefe indications of weaknefs and diftrefs ? 
xAre thefe indications of approaching diffolution? 
^ We were told the other day, by a newfmon- 
ger whom I have already mentioned too often, 
that “ a verbal account, of the greateft authen- 
“ ticity, had confirmed the taking of Amfterdam 
“ by the French ; and that, as loon as the off]i- 
“ cial account came, the Editor would not fall 
** to fing forth, in the loudeft notes, this lab
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“ Jiroke to the power of Britain." Of Britain ! ! 
of the Dutch, he means ; of our poor old friends 
the Dutch ! And what have they done to us ? 
The truth is, I believe, that the Englifh would 
join us in rejoicing at fuch an event as this ; 
that is to fay,when they have given the Hollan­
ders time to carry all their treasures over to Lon­
don. We pretend to laugh at John Bull ; but, 
I fancy, that John is at this moment laughing 
"in his fleeve at all the world. The Baboon has 
been tearing himfelfto’ pieces ’till he is no more 
a dangerous neighbour to John; and if he fhould 
now, in his mad pranks, give Nic Frog a fnap, 
or even fwallow him up (as he is very fond of 
fuch diet,) it will only turn another grift to 
John’s mill: John, if I know1 any thing of his 
temper, wants no rival of any fort.

Again, our Demagogues attempt to make our 
hair fland on end with the Subftdies, the Englifh 
are paying to foreign princes ; and have the 
ingenuity to draw an argument of their poverty 
from a cucumftance, which, above all others, 
proves their riches, ciedit, and confequence. 
\What does our experience fay ? If we go upon 
change, we fee people buying bills upon Lon­
don at three or fourrer cent above par ; but if 
a fellow were to take it into his head to propofe 
the négociation of a bill on Paris, I much quefti- 
on if he would not get kicked ont into the ftreet. 
There is no friendfhip in trade. The exchange 
is no place for fraternizing. If I recollect right, 
the Secretary of State, in his report on* the de­
predations on the commerce, &c. complains 
that the French Convention had paid for certain 
cargoes of Provifions in AJft^nats, In aflignats !
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Morbleu ! what would you have ? Are v e r.at 
told, by every looby of a Captain that arrives, 
that Aflignats are at par ? And, what is more, 
has not the Convention ordered them to be at 
par, on pain of the Guiftiotine ? We have not, 
1 think, heard any complaints againft Englifh 
Bank Notes : and yet we know the Englifh to 
be upon the point of breaking. What fort of 
work is all this ?

But wc are told that thcre mu/l be a Revoluti­
on in England ; for, that the people are all 
ripe for revolt. Where is the proof of this ? 
Not in the conduû of their land, or fea forces. 
At the beginning of the War, the Convention 
decreed, that the crew, of every veffel captured 
from the Englifh, fhould (hare in the prize. 
What good did this bafe fatanic democratic de­
cree produce ? What pood did the fraternizing 
fpeech of the Carmagnole Admiral do ? I do not 
believe he even found time to pronounce it. 
How did the crew of the Ship Grange behave to 
Citizen Bompard, when he told them they were 
to fhare in the prize, and that they were not his 
prifoners, but his brothers ? “ No,” faid they,
“ you French B--------r, we are none of your
“ brothers.” Alas ! I fee nothing here that af­
fords, the Jeaft glimps of hope.-;----------But the
people are difeontented, and comp'ain of their
taxes :----- ,—where ? in England r or here ?—
But they have infurreCtions every year :-----and
every day too, if we believe our Newfpapers ; 
it appears however, that there has been only one 
in England, of late years ; and that was/or the 
the government, inflead of againft it. A troqp 
ofhorfeput an end to that inturrettion ; while 
fifteen thoufand men weçe obliged to march to

put an end to ours. But they have a dozen 
prifoners going to be tried for High Trcafon :
........and have not we more than two dozen,
going to be tried for the fame offence ?—-O! but 
-they have their Carmagnole Clubs, and their 
Stanhopes, and Foxes, and Sheridans :—yes, 
and, God confound them ! fo have we, to our 
forrow ; and have them we (hall, ’till we take 
the fame method with them that the Englifh 
have been taking with theirs,for fome time part. 
Suppofc, Bradford, the Wat Tyler of the Weft, 
were to get over to London, and write a Political 
Progrefs o/yfmm><z,fortellingthe diffolutionof the 
Union ; would he not deferve a horfe-whip in 
place of encouragement l When ,the militia was 
called out, and cannon were planted oppofite the 
State Houle, laft May, to keep off a gang of in- 
folent Sailors, were we apprehenfive of a Revor 
lution ? No ; but it our Democrats were to 
hear of fuch an event taking place in the neigh­
bourhood of the Britifli Parliament, I queftion 
but it might produced Civic-Feaft.

Even fuppofe, that that accurfed thing, call­
ed a Revolution, were to take place among the 
Britifh ; what good would it do us ? Would it 
weaken their power ? that cannot be, becaufc 
we fay, it has rendered the French ffronger 
than ever. Would it deftroy their credit, and 
ftarve them ? No ; for our gazettes all affure us 
upon their words and honours, that the French 
treafury is running over,and that thepeople’s belr 
lies are ready to burft, Would it make them 
turn athiefts and cannibals ? Yes, but then, 
it is a good thing to caff off fuperftition and pu- 
nifh Ariftocrats. In (hort, which ever way I 
turn the matter, we are, according to my lim-
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I

pie judgment, upon a wrong feent. We are 
wifhthg for a Revolution in England ! and for 
what, I would be glad to know ? to give the En- 
glifh a (hare of all the goody goodies, eh ? No, 
no; they are the exclusive property of our dear 
allies, and, in the name of God, let them keep 
them all to themfelves. To be fore they have

{'ull given us a tafte, but then, I hope we (hall 
lave too much fenfe to run about crying road 

•meat.
Let us open our eyes ; it is pretty neat rime, 

if we do not wi(h to be lei blindfolded to the 
end of the farce, and even after it is over.— 
How can it be our intereft to give way to this 
moody temper towards anation, with which, 
after all, our connexions are nearly as clofe as 
thofeof Man and Wife? (I avoid the compari- 
fon of Mother and Child, for fear of affefting 

' the nerves of fome delicate confutations. ) Be- 
• caufe a war once exifted between the two coun­
tries, is that a reafon that they fhould now-hate 
one another ? They had their battle out ; let 

•then follow the good old cuftom, drink and 
(hake hands, and not fuEer themfelves to be fet 
together by the ears by a parcel of out-landifh 
butchers. If the animofity were on the fide of 
the Britilh, they would have fome excufe ; it is 
almolt impoffible for the vanquilhed party not to 
retain fome tindure of revenge ; but for him 
who boafts of his viftory to brood over his ill- 
nature, is, to fay the belt of it, very unamiable. 

-That maxim in war; “ a foe vanquilhed, is a 
“ foe no more,” ought ever to operate with him 
who calls himfelf the vanquilher, and, I believe, 

- we Ihould be very loath to furrender that title.

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The depredation on the commerce is now 

pleaded as the caufe of all this ill-blood ; but eve­
ry man of candour will acknowledge that this is 
not the caufe. The Newfpapers teemed with 
abufe, the mod unprovoked, unheard-of, infa­
mous abufe againft Great Britain, before a fingk 
American veffel had been (topped by theBritilh. 
Do we find any thing of this kind in the Englifh 
papers ? Do the Englifh publifh to the world 
that they with to fee our Conftitution fubverted ? 
Have they a Marat to mark out our beloved Pre- 
fident and bis Lady for the Guil liotine ? • Do their 
Governors, Magiftrates, Military Officers, &c. 
affemble with cannon firing, drums beating, and 
bells ringing to celebrate every little advantage 
gained over our troops by the Indians ? Do they 
hoift the colours of our enemy, and trample our 
own under their feet, and eve» burn them ? f

But, fay we, have we not a right to do as we 
pleafe ? Have we not a right to hate them ? 
Yes ; but do we expeét them to love us for this ? 
Do we imagine that revenge can find a place no 
where but in the breads of Americans ? Do we, 
becaufe a fet df fawning foreigners tell us we arc 
the only virtuous people upon the face of the 
earth, poflefs :the exclufive privilege of being 
fyflematically vindictive ? Forgivenefs of inju-

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ries is what we have right to exped at thehands of 
all men; but love in return for hatred is what 
no mortal ought to expeft from another ; it 
is an effort beyond the power of human nature.

The publication of fentiments like thefe un­
doubtedly require an apology on the part of the 
Publither ; but I think, it is eafily found. Many 
devout and fanftified chriftian Bookfellers, in­
deed all of the trade in the United States, have 
afftfted in diftributing the Aoe or Reason ; and 
not one of them has yet expreffed the lead re- 
morfe of confcience for fo doing. Now, though 
it maybe, and certainly is, a terrible thing to 
publiln the name of Britain unconnected with 
execration, yet it is not much worfe, at moll, 
than publiftiing a libel againft God.
