treated seven patients,

By an »arrangement between the
Tederal authorities and the hospital
Mount Sinai will provide accommoda-
tlon for such other patients as the
government may send to the hospital.

Of ‘the seven patients treated by Dr.
Friedmaann three are suffering from
tuberculosis of the ribs, cne from
tubercular knee joint and one from
tyberculosis of the elhow.

Free From Nervousness.

When Dr, Friedmann emerged from
the ward in wh‘h:h he gave his treat-
ments he was In a more jubilant frama
of mind than he has given evidonce of
since his first night in New York. He
was smoking a cigaret and was free
from much of the nervousness he had
shown during the last few days.

I
shall g1ve no more treatments in New
York tomorrow, but shall devote my
time to getting ready for my Canadian
trip.”

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SHAW STREET DUMP MUST 60
INDIGNATION MEETING HELD

“Foulest Nuisance That Ever Soiled the Air of a City’’ Is Con-
~demned by Residents, Who Threaten to Take Action

Against the City.

According to the speakers at the
indignation meeting, held on Saturday
night in the, Essex street school to
devise a way to get rid of it, the Shaw
street dump is the foulest nuisance
that ever soiled the air of a city. The
speakers ' did not exactly use the lan-
guage of diplomacy in referring to
the dump. :

.“Mr, Chairman,” spat out Richard
Barrett of 20 Roblock avenue warmly,
“there are no words in the dictionary
athletic enough to describe the Shaw
street dump. I live on the edge of
that steaming festering midden of
corruption. The smell is the classiest
perfume that ever put a dog to flight
or made a skunk think that his life
work had been in vain. Dogs and
cats in a state of decay ornament the
top of the dump. The swarm of living
rats that inhabit the dump make
neighborly visits to our back yards
and “houses. Even during the winter
the dump is objectionable. In sum-
mer millions of flies carry a million
species of bacteria into our homes.

“Dr. Hastings makes ,us cover our
garbage cans with lids. The garbage
man collects the contents of the cans,
and dumps it a few yards from .our
back doors. ke

“The smell has certainly got all
other aromas backed off the map, Mr.
Chairman and fellow citizens,” said
G. H. Knapp of 30 Roblock avenue.
“I lack the graphic descriptive power
of &e last speaker, but 1 can cor-
roborate and endorse his statements.
The smell is the smell of pestilence,
and I am afraid for my wife and child-
ren. If we cannot get the dump elim-
imdted before the warm weather next
summer we will have an epidemic.”

Worst in Toronto.

“When a city has no garbage dis-
posal plant,” said A. E. Parker, “it
has to dump its garbage. The dumps
are very offensive and dangerous to
the people who live near them: The
worst nuisance in Toronto is the Shaw
street dump. It is a wonder that it
has not caused more sickness. This
is the kind of thing which in ancient
citles caused the terrible epidemics
we have read about “in history. The
smell is not’a local one, but pollutes
the air over a large extent of this part
of the city. In summer time we have
to keep our windows closed. The
nuisance has lowered the value of pro-
perty and made it impossible to either
sell or remt houses in its viecinity.”

Alderthan Meredith described his
activity: in the city council since the
beginning of the year in endeavoring
to have the dump eliminated. He said
frankly that in this matter he had
been unable to accomplish much. Na-
turally the alderman took advantage
of his opportunity to tell the ratepay-
ers and residents what he had done
for the distrat.

“I. will continue my eéfforts to have
the Shaw street dumping ground
abolished. It will cost $84,000, 2 com-
paratively small sum. 1 have made
numerous notices of motion, but at
the next meeting of the city council
I will move to have this sum placed
in the estimates, which are the lists of
expenditures for the year.”

Take Legal Steps.

their meeting on Friday next, at 3
p.m., for the purpose of requeésting
the works committee to provide means
for the immediate elimination of the
nuisances being maintained by the
city in the Shaw and Pendrith street
garbage dumps and also the removal

His Life Sketched in Tr{ihity
Lecture by Rev. T. S.
: Boyle.

CHANGED HIS POLITICS

But Charges of Fickleness
Were Not' Just, It Is
Claimed.

Jonathan Swirt was  introduced to
the audienge at Trinity College on
Saturday afternoon, not as a hero, but
2S a very human tho brilliant charac-
ter. In a very interesting address
Rev. T, Stannage Boyle, M.A., D.D.,
sketched the life of the gifted Irish-
man from his birth in 1667 until the
light of life went out in 1745. Swift
lived in the time of William III. and
800d Queen Anne, the age of Addi-
som, Steele, Dryden and Pope. He was
not an ardent lover of his native land.
The only occasion on which he -men-

tions this in his writings, however, is
when' he regrets “that he was born at
all a'nd then that he was bormn in te-
land.” He wag dependent on Godwin
Sv[/ift for a good education, but the
Spirit of dependence galled -him, and
he on one occasion referred to what
he had received as “the : education of
a dog.” Before the age of five he
¢ould read any chapter in the Bible.
His mother was a very capable woman
from whom he inherited his genius
and humor, and for whom he always
had the deepest admiration. The re-
cord of Swift at Trinity was that of
dulness, and later it was thru the in-
fluence of. his friend, Sir William
Temple, with the King, that he ob-
tained his degree from Oxford. Swift
met His Majesty King Willlam IIL.
twice. The first occasion was that
on which he sought to: get the King’s
consent to the triennial bill. After be-
ing in London some time as secretary
to Sir William Temple he returned to
Ireland . for ordination, and twelve
months later returned to London, this
time as companion to his patron.
Among the rules he drew up for him-
self at this period were “not to marry
a4 young woman; not to talk too much
nor of myself; not to tell the same
1s'to.l'y to those I have told it to be-
ore,” ‘

Sir Willlam Temple left him five
hundred pounds and about the same
time he received a promise of promo-
tion from the King, a promise never
realized,

Touches of Humor.

One of the early touches of humor
introduced by the lecture was the
“meditation of a broomstick,” written
by Swift and introduced into medita-

:|tions, which he evidently found dull

when reading them to Lady Barclay,
Swift compares man to the broom-
stick and the essay is really a piece
of philosophy worthy -of its author.
A’ disappointment came when the
deanery of Derry became vacant, and
Swift was passed by, receivifig a less
important appointtment. He was con-
scientious in his clerical work, estah-
lishing a weekly eucharist and a daily
service. At these dally exercises the
congregation sometimes consisted of
but one individual, the dean’s clerk
Roger, and on such occasions, Swif:
was wont to begin, “Dearly beloved
Roger, the spirit moveth you and

me."”
Tale of a Tub.

His Tale of a Tub” wag a satire il-
lustrated by three brothers, Peter,
Martin and Jack, representing respec-
tively, the Catholic, Lutheran or per-
haps the Anglican, and dissenting
churches.

“beside himself with indignation at
England and her pcople.” Jq SJulli-
ver's Travels Swift shows nis keen
insight into men and things. Of this
bock a good bishop, wh4o evidently
had missed the humor, gaid: *It is full
of improbable lies and for my part I
scarcely beliéve a word of it.”

Discontent was Swift's worst fault.
Brilliant, genetrous, charitable, he was
pessimistic to ‘a degree. He had af-
fection for friends, but hated man-
kind. This discontent was not the in-
spired kind, but that of wounded van-
ity when he found himself deprived of
which “e felt his
ability ought to have given him. ;

His last years were dark. He had

. seventy-two summers, the late bishop
presented a striking figure as he stood,
a puny forny before a vast congrega-
tion and delivered his master sermon
vesterday morning. Sir- Willlam’s
voice is one of the most remarkable
ever heard within the precinéts of To-
ronto University. At first, so weak
that it was scarcely audible to those
in the front seats, he gradually accus-
tomed it to the new auditorium, and
before many minutes it was heard in
the highest gallery, a .clear, mellow,
Hqueous expression, musical in itsim-
pression and powerful in force.

Which is Greater?

“Which is greater, the gift or the
altar that sanctifies the gift?”’ was
the text he chose by which to inter-
pret his message. These, he said, were
the words of Christ, delivered in an
unusual mood. of indignation. They
were given to the world for its guid-
ance In worship. Many forms of gifts
have been placed upon altars--sheep,
Hiour, doves, incense—tributes large
and small, significant and insignifi-
cant, costly and cheap, but once they
lay upon the holy altar, which on the
occasion represented God, they .be-
came all the same consecrated things.
The handsome offerings of the rich
man on the altar meant no more to

God than the merest pittance from
the heart of the poor. -

Gifts, tributes, prayers, when given
in the same spirit of mind and heart,
must touch God with the same appeal.
He looks not at the gift but the senti-
ment of the giver.

What Difference?

“What difference was there, will you
tell me?” said his Icraship, “between
the act of man who by a rare ex-
hibition of/ skill, walked a tight rope
across Niagara Falls to the amaze-
ment of the multitudes, and the megn,
who seeing two souls within a momeént,
of death from thit dynamited ship,
and knowing his daiger, turned back
to sa¥é th2w ~md all three we e
plunged .nto anirible death?

IN NORTH YORK

Former Minister of Labor Was
Nominated at Liberal

Convention. -

A GENERAL ELECT ION
Sir Alan Aylesworth Predic;s
- One in Next Few
Months.

(By a Staff Reporter.)
NEWMARKET, March 9.—Hon.
Wm. l. Madckenzie King, minister of

‘labor in tBe late Dominion Govern-

ment, received the unanimous nomin-

ation of the Liberals of North York
at Newmarket on Saturday afternoon
in a hall literally lined with flags and
especially the Canadian ensign.

Hop. Mackenzie King was tendered

| the Liberal nomination for North York

by.a standing vote of all present, in-

cluding the ‘ladies.

No Racial Appeal.

BIBLE DAY INAUGURATED IN
“ FIFTY TORONTO CHURCHES

Comprehensive Work of the

Upper Canada Bible Society

Was Explained and Benefits Emphasized—The Bible
" Now Is Published in Four Hundred Languages.

Toronto yesterday Inaugurated an
annual Biblé day, with increased sup-
port of the Upper Canada Bible So-
ciety as one of its features. The city's
Protestant pulpits were eloquent with
tributes to the matchless work in the
Dominion -of the Bibhle Society. The
hundreds of congregations addressed
on .the wonderful influence of the
Scriptures were given many sidelights
on the comprehensive colportage work
of the society in every province in
Canada. The outstanding fact that
the Bible men and women of the Bri-
tish and Foreign Bible Society form
an army of “a thousand strong, and
operate in all pertions of the earth
open to travel, was emphasized. Pro-
minent laymen added their expres-
sions of admiration for the work of the
society at several of the churches. N.
W. Hoyles, LL.D., spoke in earnest
terms of the observance of Bible day
as one of supreme importance to the
cause of Christian progress, in an
address at the Church of the Re-
deemer. His topic was “The Worth
and Work of the Upper Canada Bible
Society.” :

Dr. Hoyles traced briefly the history
of the- British and Foreign Bible So-
ciety, from its inception in 1804 to the
present time. At that time the Bible
was- oniy published in 35 living lan-
guages. Since ‘then the society has
published it in 440 languages, and is
constantly adding to the number. He
pointed out that the first of the for-
eign versions published was a Mo-
hawk-English version, in 1804, for the
use of the Six Nation Indians in Up-
per Canada and Ohio.

He then pointed out the great in-
debtedness of the Anglican Church to
the society. This church obtains from
the society the Scriptures in 180
tongues, and without its help the mis-
slonary work of the church would be
utterly paralyzed, if not destroyed.

He then referred to the value of the
work 'of the Canadian and.. Upper
Canada Bible Societies, putting spe-
cial emphasis upon the Diglot ver-
sions for the use of foreigners.

Church of thé Epiphany.

At the evening service at the Church
of the Epiphany Rev, Dyson Hague
sald: “Today is’ Bible day. We live
in an age of great movements, and
this- is a great movement, worthy of
our great age, to inaugurate an an-
nual festival thruout the empire and
the world, to be known as Bible day.
On such a day. not only the unique
work of the Bible Society, but the
unique influence of the Book upon the
nations +will command the attention
and elicit the thought of myriads in
every land. The Bible is more than a
book. It is a force in thought, it is
the dominating force of the modeérn
world. Internationally it dis the great
humanitarian and peace creating pow-
er among the peoples of the earth.
It is not only” the secret of the great-
ness of the greatest modern nations—
it is the secret of the soul salvation
of innumerable millions.. More and
more it is becoming the Book of the
world. We are glad therefore ‘and
may well be proud that Toronto should
be the. starting peint of a movement
that, in the . providence of God, may
take possession of all people who be-
lieve in that Word as the.volee 0f the
living God.” ; : ] j .

Westminster Church.

Rev. W. B. Cooper, general secre-
tary of the Canadian Bible Society,
preached in Westminster Church in the
morning, founding his’ discourse on
the passage, “He shall nof fail nor be
discouraged.” He suggested an al-

Its skirmishers are
well in the van; its resources are
massed for the common service, ' This
relationship of the Bible to missions
was too well recognized to need.proof,
and we have only to deal with the fact,
that the first step in entering & new
missionary field is the translation and
‘publication of the Bible itself in the
language of the people to be reached.
It is not enough that the missionary
be able to speak the language, but
the people to whom he preaches must
get the printed word direct into their
own homes and. hearts, as with ‘our-
selves. He cited the case of a typical
missfon station to show the patient
labor as well as the cost involved in
translating the Scriptures into a new
tongue ,and gave facts to show the
magnitude of the task of keeping up
with demands of modern missions in
making the truths of God known thru-
out .the world. To make effective the
work of the missionary it requires
that for every ten dollars spent on the
mission field one dollar must be de-
voted to the issue of -the Bible. ;

Parkdale Presbyterian.

In the Parkdale Presbyterian Churel
Rev. A. Logan Geggie preached last
night on the “Message of -the Bible to
the Young.” He said in part:

“It may be that the Bible is not read
in the homes in Canada and the homes
of the old country so much as it used
tc bhe, nor so much as' it should be,
but today thruout the world the Bible
is more read than it.ever was in iis
history. Thus can we take courage.

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AURORA AND ELECTRIC POWER.

Aurora is the centre of an attack
Just now being made upon the effec-
tiveness of the hydro-electric system
by ' its competitors of the private cor-
porations, The World has no desire
whatever to impugn the value of the
maxim, “Business" is business.” We
would, indeed, impress it upon the
Aurorans as the one thing to be con-
sidered, but not only in relation to
themselves. The electric corporations
are as fully seized of the value of the
maxim as any citizen can be. The
Hydro-Electric, Commission quoted
certain  figures to the municipality,
Of course, it is easy to underbid a
stated figure by another stated figure,
But the point for the people of Aurora
to remember, if they are. really busi-
ness people,'is that the hydro-electric
figure is not a fixed stated tigure,
while the figure quoted by its compe-
titor most assuredly is so. Toronto
was quoted the figure of $18.10 by the
Hydro Commission, but after a year
$2 was cut off that amount, A pre-
sent\qut of 50 cents by the private
corporations before any business is
done In Aurora is nothing to go upon.
But if Aurora accepts that figure and
ties itself up, it will, like Brantford,
soon be regretting its action, and
seeking. to change to the cheaper and
more satisfactory public-owned sys-
tem., : ;

Under private control the price
quoted is the lowest that Aurora can
hope to have. Under public control
the. hydro price is the. highest that
Aurora will ever. be called on to pay,
and it includes ownership of its own
bplant, which the private. company’'s
price does not, a privilege worth much
more than 50 cents a horsepower. The
price will automatically be- reduced
by the Hydro Commission, not only as
local consumption increases, but as
the consumption in other municipalf-
ties increases. The more power To-
ronto and Hamilton and London use
the cheaper will power be in Aurora.
But there will be no such relief un-
der the terms of the private com-
pany’s- contract.

Aurora should consider this point
well, for it concerns not only its own
citizens, but also the citizens of other
municipalities in the district, who
would desire to co-operate with "Au-
rora in obtai“ning cheap and even
cheaper power. But if Aurora breaks
the ranks it makes it the more diffi-
cult for other municipalities to build
the thru line and supply cheap power
thru the country.

It is.not Aurora's electric business
that the private corporations want so
particularly. - They want to bre'ak the
ranks of the municipalities, and that
is why they are striving so hard now
to oust the hydro-electric. If Aurora
kinew the strength.of its position 1t
could make a contract with the cor-
porations for much less than the fig-
ure quoted, if that would serve to pre-
vent the hydro system entering the
North York district. But any figure
would be dear compared with that
which represents bare cost price, ac-
tual ownership of its own plant, and
the public - contirol which a munici-
pality like Aurora should possess.

THE EUROPEAN SITUATION.

Stronger evidence of the radical
change in the Kuropean balance of
power effected by the course of the
Balkan war could mnot be afforded
than the promulgation of the new
German military program. It calls
for the expenditure of the hugesum
of §250,000,000 on .fortresses, new ar-
maments and the enlargement of the
peace strength of the standing army
by approximately 200,000 men, By
far the greater portion of this amount
will be spent on the eastern and cen-
tral frontiers, and the resolve dis-
closes whence the menace is expected
to come, Turkey has been beaten to
her knees, and out of the campaizn
emerge a string of states of groally
increased war efficiency, jealous of
their independence, and recognizing
that only by hanging together can
they secure their own salvation. But
altho present indications point to an
arrangement that will prevent the
embroilment of the greater powers,
delicate and dangerous questions re-
main for solution by them.

Appx:ehenion centres round the
conflicting ambitions of Russia and
Austria-Hungary, and the point at is-
sue is within which sphere of oplitical
influence will the Slav states come.
Beyond this the dual monarchy has
other definite nbjects—the auton smy
of Albania, the maintenance of free
communication with Macedonia and
Albania and access to the important
port of Salonika. On behalf of Aus-
tria the claim is made that she is en-
titled to a seat and voice in the Balkan
confederation, and that if there be any
conflict of interest ‘between Austria
and Servia it must be settled by the
two states themselves. But behind
Servia stands Russia, also credited
withk a close understanding with Pon-
mania and by that means affecting
the policy of Bulgaria. Nor can the
bond of religion be ignored, but on the
other hand economic interests appear
to draw the Balkan states rather to
“¢itral Europe than to Russia.

Long ago Gladstone perceived that
the-true line of British diplomacy lay
in encouraging the formation of a
cnain of autonomous states across the
expansion southward of Russia and
easiward of Austria.  His prescience
has been signally vindicated by the
issue of the Balkan war, which has
also revealed ‘the weakness of Austria
financially and for purposes of mili-
tary offence. Xven Germany will find
it difficult in the present international
monetary situation in obtaining what
Fhie requires for her new program.

FOREIGN IMMIGRATION
UNITED STATES.

In a recent article Mr., E. Dana
Durand, director of the United States
census, discusses immigration into
that gountry in the light of the census
of 1910. During the decade ending
with that year, he says, the foreign
born white bopulation increased 31 per
cent. and the pative white population
21 per cent. Nevertheless the propor-
tion of each class to the total popula-
tion was precisely the Same as it was
in 1890, and but little different from
what it was so far back as 1830.
Where change has taken place is in
the important matter of the characier
of the immigration received. Betveen
{1900 and 1910, Mr. Durand remarke,
an actual decline occurred in the num-
ber of persons living in the United
States who were born inm the coun-
tries of northwestern Europe, but the
number born in Southern and Eastern
Europe-—Italy, Austria, Hungary,
Jalkan States, Greece, Turkey and
i Russia nearly trebled. Another sig-
feature is that in recent yvears
has Dbeen comparatively little
immigration of families and the pro-
portion of children very small. ‘- The
more recent immigrants, even those
who remain permanently, seem less
disposed to become American citizens.

While a little over one-eighth of the
foreign born whites in the United
States were illiterate in 1910 yet that
disablement does not extend to their
children. Indeed for all the na-
tive whites! ot foreign parentage, ten
years of age and over, the percent-
age of illiteracy in the country as a
whole is decidedly lower than it is for
the native whites of native parentage
—a little over one per cent. as com-
pared with nearly four per cent. This
Mr. Durand attributes chiefly to the
fact that the former live mostly in
the cities, where echool attendance is
miore general than in the rural districts

BRITISH PARLIAMENT RESUMES.
* Today the British Parlament
Sumes after a bare three weeks' re-
cess. Its first business will be the
budget, which, for the coming finan-
cial year, is not anticipated to contain
any novel or startling departure. In
order to prevent its use, or misuse,
for the purpose of holding up the
Home Rule, Welsh Disestablishment
and Scottish Temperance Bills, all
coming up for the second time under
the provisions of the Parliament Act
of 1911, the government, it is expected,
will impose a compulsory time table,
to which the opposition must ¢onform
under stress of the closure, the guillo-
tine and what have been nicknamed
the *“kangaroo” sections of the re-
Bulations. In whatever shape the
budget bill passes the commons it
must be passed by the house of lords
within one month after it is sent up,
otherwise it is presented to the king
and becomes act on the royval assent
being signified and without consent of
the peers.

Bills falling under the Parliament
Act must be repassed in the identical
terms as previously presented to the
house of lords, or if they contain only
Such alterations as are certified by the
Speaker of the house of commons to
be necessary owing to the lapse of
time. The commons may, however,
suggest further amendments subject
to approval by the peers, but this does
Dot affect the operation of the act
should the bill _be again rejected.
Similar power ig given the upper
house in the third session, but the
amendments only become effective if
agreed to by the commonst It is im-
possible for the peers to delay the bills
by any device, since it is expressly
provided that a bill shall be deemed
to be rejected if it is not passed by
the house of lords either without
amendment or with such amendments
only as may be agreed to by : both
' houses.

METAL TRADES COUNCL
DEMAND HEN'S RELEASE

SOLDIERS IMPERILED

But "Xellov Streak,” Com-
plained of by Leader,
Saved Lives.

' CHARLESTON, W. Va., March 9.—
1Cﬂn. Press.)—That efforts were made
0 wreck trains conveying soldiers to
the Kanawha County strike reglon,
and to destroy property, was the tes-
timony today of Frank C. Smith, de-
tective, at the trial before the mili-
tary commission of 49 persons charg-
ed with conspiracy during the r
riots in the coal flelds. " o
. Smith stated that he had spent five
months in the mining region repre-
senting himself either as an organizer
of miners or as an employe of an
electric company. During -his testi-
mony he named persons and incldents
without® hesitancy, and’ frequently
when he pointed to some of the de-
fendants he secured a bow as re-
cognition of the truth of his state-
ments,

Only once did anyone question his
testimony, and that was when Smith
named one of the defendants as being
Wwith him on thelr march from a camp
at Holley Grove to Hansford, for the
alleged purpose of “dynamiting” a
train carrying soldiers. The defendant
declared he was a hundred yards be-
hind Smith in the march.

On another occasion he pointed out
John W. Brown as the man who sav-
ed his life at Hansford when an arm-
ed crowd, while waiting for a troop
vrain, became suspicious of the detec-
tive. Brown vouched for Smith and
told him to leave.

Waited Three Days.

“According to Smith, armed men at
Holley Grove, on Feb, 10, informed
him that they had beenh waiting for
three days for an opportunity to
“wreck and shoot up” the train on
which soldiers were being sent to the
strike district.

:He said that on Jan. 28 he was at
Cheylan and heard “Mother” Jones
tell the miners “they had a yellow
streak in their backbones and ought
to be beaten up by the mine guards
for not resisting with all their might.”
Smith was not permitted to testify
against persons not on trial at this
time. He had not finished his state-
ment when court adjourned, and will
resume on Monday.

R. L Taylor, Emory Hoffner, and L.
T. Hensley, testified regarding the
riots at Mucklow and Ronda. They
told of encountering armed men and
of the wounding of several persons.

Thirty-nine of the 49 persons on
trial filed a plea in abatement with
the cireult court of appeals today,
saying they did not want to be a
party to the writ of prohibition re-
cently asked for, and that they were
satisfied that their trial before the
military commission is being copnduct-
ed in a fair and impartial manner,

KEEN BATTLE FOR
FURS OF INDIANS

Hudson Bay Company Com-
pelled to Establish New
Northern Post.

COCHRANE, Ont., March 8.—(Spe-
cial.)—The fight that has been going
on for centuries between the free
traders and the gentlemen adven-
turers, tha Hudson Bay Company, has
been rencwed with considerable keen-
ness at Bell River, in northern Quebec,
at a point where the Bell River cross-
es the transcontinental railway.

The Hudson Bay post at Cochrane
had been finding that the toll of furs
obtained from the Indians coming
down the Bell and the Nottaway to
Cochrane was getting lamentably
small, and on making investigation
they discovered that a little knot of
tree traders had established them-
selves at Bell River and were inter-
cepting the Indians and getting the
fur trade. The worshipful company
have therefore determined to establish
a post right at Bell River and compete
with the, fur traders on their own
ground.” This is a forward move on
the part of the Hudson Bay Company,
as hithert>, as the Indians ha.o re-
ceded north, back from the advance
of colonization, they have abolished
their posts and followed them. Now
it is bidding for the trade that will
undoubtedly spring up not only with
the Indians but with the contractors
or. 'the Montreal and James Bay Rail-
way Wwhen work commences on the
Clergue road.

GOMEZ TO VETO.
AMNESTY BILL

Protest Made by United States Has
Weight With Cuban Pres-
ident.

HAVANA, March 9.—(Can. Press.)—
After a long conference tonight with
members of his cabinet, congressmen
and lawyers, President Gomez decided
to veto the general amnesty bill to the
passage of which the 'American Gov-
ernment has declared its strong oppo-
sitlon. President Gomez holds that his
signature is ineffective until the pub-
lication of the bill in the official ga-
zette, and that therefore he still re-
tains the right to use the power of
veto. It is probable that the official
announcement that the president has
taken this action will be made Mon-
day.

The bill provides for the liberation
of more than 3000 convicts, including
the negroes who took part in the re-
bellion last year.

OLD GALT CITIZEN DEAD:

GALT, March 9. — (8pecial.) —
There passed away today one of the
oldest and most highly respected citi-
zens, Thomas Pattersgn, aged 77. He
had lived in Galt nearly all his lif-.
and was for many years assessor and
collector, Death was due to an all-
ment from which he had been a suf-

ferer for years.

SAYS ALL BARS
WILL DISAPPEAR

None in Ontario in Fifteen
Years, or in Canada in

Thirty.

“I believe that in fifteen years there
will not be a licensed bar room :in
Ontario, and in thirty years the whole
of the country will be under prohibi-
tion.”  This belief was expressed by
Rev. J. A. Rankin, pastor of St. Paul's
Methodist Church, to his congregation
last night, when speaking on “Tem-
perance.,” To back up his statement,
he gave a history of the temperance
movement in Canada, and the attend-
ing success. He told of an incident,
which is very amusing from present
day viewpoint. About forty-five years
ago at a conventjon of Methodist

ministers, a. rule was introduced to
prohibit members of the ministry from
sclling intoxicating liquors. This
amendment to the constitution was
defeated.

LOS ANGELES, March 8-—(Can.
Press.)—A. J. Mooney, secretary of the
TL.os Angeles Building Trades Council,
announced tonight that plans were
being perfected to attempt the recall
of District Attorney John D. Freder-
icks, because of his attitude toward
vnion labor and Clarence S. Darrow.
Mooney said the IL.os Angeles County
Central Labor Council was co-operat-
ing with %is own organization. “Peti-
tions for a recall election are being
prepared,” said. Mooney, “and will be
circulated thruout the county within a
few days.”

PARIS, March 9.—(Can. Press.)—
The willingness of the young .men of
France to join the army
considered a national crisis has been
indicated by the thousands of volun-
teers who have applied at the recruit-
ing offices in every part of the coun-
try to serve-a term of years.

OF KINDERGARTEN

Dr. Robertson of Ottawa Ex-
plained the System to
Women's Club.

GETS BEHIND PUPILS

Helps Them to Amuse and Vi-
talize Themselves in Own

Way.

On Saturday afternoon the Women's
Canadian Club listened: to a delightful

and instructive address «glver} by Dr.
Robertson of Ottawa, on “The Mon-
tessori System.” ,
Dr. Robertson is the chairman of the
commission appointed by ‘the Domin-
fon Government ta investigate in-
dustrial and technical education, and
he studied for some time the Mon-
tessori system in Italy, where it has
been established by Dr. Montessori, as
the result of her investigations in con-
nection with feeble minded children
The fact that first impressed the pub-
lic mind with the important results to
be attained by the use of her system,
which she had evolved after twenty
years of patient study. behind her in
the management of defective children,
was upon the occasion of a competi-
tion in Rome; between the feeble mind-
ed from the Montessori School and the
normal children from the third grade
in. the public schools, with the aston-
ishing result that the feeble minded
children were equal in every respect
with the normal children.
Two yvears ago the system was
adopted in Switzerland, as the national
method in all its schools. | In contrast-
ing it with the kindergarten method,
the speaker said it was difficult to
judge between things that were both
good, but the essential difference be-
tween the Froebel system and the
Montessgori system is in actual practice
very great. The Kindergarten teacher
is doing her best g good part of the
time to amuse and interest and vita-
lize the pupils. The Montessori
method is to move behind the pupils
and help them to amuse and interest
and vitalize themselves by doing the
thing in their own way.,

Results in Europe,
Dr. Robertson also save an inter-
esting description of the work that is
being done in the schools of England,
Scotland and Ireland, and in countries
in KEurope, particularly Denmarlk,
which is very advanced in its edu-
cational methods and where the de-
velopment ajong the ethical side of
life is strongly emphasized. The motlo
for one school visited was, “He that
makes another happy thereby adds to
his own happiness in life,” and the de-
vice that went with it was a spade.
Wisdom and woerk were typified in the
motto and the deviceiand formed a
noble ideal.

SYNOPSIS OF DOMINION LAND
REGULATIONS

ANY person who {3 the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years
old, may homestead a quarter gection
of available Dominion land in Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. The
applicant must appear in person at the
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for the district. Entry by proxy may
be made at any agency, on certain con-
ditions by father, mother, son, daugh-
ter, brother or sister of
homesteader.

A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homesteed on
a farm of at least 80 acres solely
owned and occupied by him or by his
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

Sentiment is so bearish that one of

The general decline was partly due
to “Nerves,” Wall street seems to fear
trouble among European powers, a
money, erisis.in. Germany and a fresh
onslaught on the trusts by Attorney-
General McReynolds. It pictures the
Tobacco and Standard Ofl cases re-
cpened, regardless of the decisions of
the courts, which passed favorably on
the dissolutions. In due time the

SHARP DECLINE IN
NEW YORK STOCKS

Gloomy Advices From Abroad
Brought on Feeling Akin
to Panic.

DROP IN UNION PACIFIC

Proposed New Plan For Disso-
lution Disturbing Influence
—Politics to Front.

NEW YORK, March 8.—Securities
were under constant ‘pressure during
the two hours of trading today. The
heaviness of the principal foreign mar-
kets was reflected here in sharp de-
investment and
specylative stocks, many of which de-
clined precipitately at times. The
virtual failure of the Prussian Gov-
ernment’s loan offering vesterday de-
pressed European markets, and, senti-
mentally, was an influéfice here. Bank-
ers held that the tendency would be
toward the maintenance of high rates
abroad, with the prospect of further
calls upon this centre for accommo-
dation.

The unfavorable effect of this in-
fluence upon the stock market was
heightened by other considerations.
The recent indications that the draft-
ing of a new plan for the dissolution
of the Harriman properties might be
necessary have given rise to conjec-
ture whether, in such an event, Union
Pacific would fare so well as was ex-
pected under the plan first adopted.
That stock was under heavy pressure
and broke thru the low point touched
last year when the dissolution decree
was rendered by the supreme court.

BLIND SINGER
IERTS PANI

Five Hundred Persons Escaped
~ Without Injury From Burn-
ing Theatre in Wor-
cester, Mass.

WORCESTER, Mass., March 8.—
(Can. Press.)—The coolness of Ed-
ward T Boyle, a blind singer, in keep-
ing on with his song while fire spread
rapidly in the balcony of ¥. W. Lynch’s
Fleasant street theatre tonight, pre-
vented a panic among the 500 persons
in attendance, all of whom filed out to
safety. When the last of the audience
reached the door, Jos. L. Rogers, the
pisnist, who had played Boyle’'s ac-
companiment thruout the trying time,
leaped on the stage and led the blind
man out thru a réar exit, /

The flames spread with such. swift-
ness that a general alarm of fire was
sounded, calling most of the fire de-
partment to the scene to save the ad-
Joining property in the centre of the
business district. The flames finally
were confined to the theatre which
‘was wrecked. The loss is estimated
at $35,000. '

Harry W. Lynch, son of the proprie-
tor, discovered the fire, He was
standing in the wings when he saw
flames running along
of the balcony where
had become crossed.

Stepping to the side of Boyle who
was singing an fllustrated song with
all lights in the theatre turned down
except the !.f.potligh‘) Lynch quietly,
announced that a smaj] blaze had been
discovered. He requested the audi-
ence to file out promptly, but without
confusion.

Panic Was

There was a quick shuffling of feet
and several persons hagd broken {into
a run when Boyle signaled to Rogers
at the .piano to “siapt something.”
Rogers struck at once into a popular
air and as Boyle's vojce rang out dis-
tinetly, without a quiver, all signs of
a panic vanished, Everybody moved
fast, but without confusion. Before
half of the crowd had jeft the audito-
rium the spotlight spluttered and
went out. In the dark the singer and
the pianist kept on with the song.

Boyle's brother, Thomas, who helps
the blind men get around, was across
the street getting a shave when he
saw smoke pouring from the theatre.
Collarless, with half of his face shav-
ed and half lathered, he bolted for the
theatre, intent:on saving his brother.

Two policemen tried to stop the
frantic man.

Victims of Fire Near

half miles east of Huntingdon. The
vietims were Charles McConville, 80
years old, father of the farmer’'s wife,
and three members of the Robidoux
tamily, Alfred, 17 years, Florence, 13
vears, and Oliver, 10 ¥years of age.
Only nerve and obedience of Mabel,
aged six, resulted in her escaping the
fate of the others. Thg remains of
three of the victims were found in the
cellar charred to a crisp, and the jur-
ors, at the inquest held by Dr. Clous-
ton, coroner fo rthe district of Hun-
tingdon, returned a verdict of.death
from suffocation by smoke, with the
cause of the fire unknown,

The family had retired at 9 o'clock.
At midnight Mrs. Robidoux was dis-
turbed by the crying of her two-year-
old baby. She lit the lafmp to attend
to it and heard a crackling noise. The
house was fast filling with smoke.

In her bare feet and clad only in her
night dress, with the child in her
arms, she ran across the snow to the
house of Frank Sherry, about two

burned beyond recognition.

The coro-
ner says the statement of Price, is
supported by other stevedores who
were in the immediate vicinity.

Bomhardt denies the use of the
balehook, but admits the box of dyna-
mite exploded while he was handling
it. His theory is that the' dynamite,
whieh had heen frozen, had blistered
and that thé friction ‘caused by the
blisters on two adjoining. sticks pro-
duced the explosion.

Contrasting with these stories are
the statements of others aboard the
Alum <Chine that they heard no e-
plosion whatever before they aiw
smoke and flames pouring from the
hold of the ship.

The coroner's inquest will be held
tomorrow night.
