THREE PLOTS OF BOER PRISONERS

TO CAPTURE BRITISH TRANSPORT

Refugee From Bermuda,
Story

Now Held in New York, Tells a Thrilling
of His Desperate Attempt to Regain Liberty

—Legal Aspects of Case-

New York, July 10.—The plucky young
Boer, Du Plooy, who escaped from Darrell’s
Island, Bermuda, now detained at Ellis
Island, awaiting the result of the proce2d-
ings that have been instituted to take
him back, tells a thrilling story of nis
escape and of the events of the long voy-
age from Cape Town, when three plots
were originated to selze the steamer and
land on a foreign shore. Without food’
he remained in his grimy hiding place
from Friday last until Monday evening,
when, becoming exhausted, he gave him-
gelf up to whatever hospitality he might
recelve from the stokers on the steamer.
They offered him food, but he could not
eat, and has scarcely regained his former
condition.

Swam Three Miles.
To reach .the steamer he had to swim

three' miles thru the glare of the search-
lights from two watchful cruisers, thru a
school of playful porpoises and within
hearing of a group of Hnglish officers in
bathing.

Du Plooy. tells of three plots among the
988 Roer prisoners, when on their way
from Cape Town to Bermuda on the trans-
port Armenian, to overpower the guards,
seize the ship and land at some port in
Africa, France or the United States. The
times were fixed for carrying out the de-
sign, but at the first the conspirators |

were not ready, at the second two of the
leaders were ill and the third plot was
betrayed by a traitor.

Prisoners Well Treated.

The detained Boer is only 24 years of
age, 1s nearly 6 feet 2 inches in height,
of spare build, with dark hair and a
slight curling mustache. Speaking to a
reporter, he said when the prisoners were
landed at -Darrell’'s Island they were al-
lowed to go /in bathing, and he spent
nearly all his time in the water learning
to swim. He detenmined to cscape to
America at the first opportunity, and,
knowing that the searchlights would
sweep the shore, he made a headgear of
small branéhes of cedar. On Friday night
last he went to the beach and plungad

in, following the shore to the east: A
British cruiser was playing ,her searchlight
on the water, and when he crossed by
the ship he was within 200 yards of her.
He saw persons in. bathing, but paddled
around them, and landed around the point.
Some negro hoatmen rowed "him to the
breakwater, behind whieh lay the steam-
er. Knowing she was from the United
States, he ran on board when the wateh-
man was not looking, and felt his way
into the bunkers. He had six eggs, which
he procured from the negro boatmen, and
remained in the bunkers till Monday night,
when he gave himseélf up.

Objected to Old Men.

The prisoner did not complain of the
prison eamp, but objected to the presence
of old men and boys who should not be
considered prisoners of war. The pri-
soners are in tents, seven in each, and
the fare is bread, meat once a day, and
potatoes. No other vegetables. At Si-
monstown and Greenpoint, in Cape Colony,
the prisoners got onions, cabbage and some-
times jam.

Some fine flegal poinfs are likely to
arise if an attempt is made to send Du
Plooy back to Darrell’s Island. Boer
sympathizers are ready to pay the fine
of $10 usnally imposed on a _steamship
company that brings in a stowaway, but
there: is the question whether the prison-
of can be admitted to the United States
under the immigration laws. He was
examined by the Board of Enquiry at Ellis
Island yesterday, and the board believes
he would become a useful citizen, but
Commissioner PFitchie is waiting for in-
structions before disposing of him.

A Nice Point.

It is claimed that Du Plooy is technically
under the jurisdiction of the British gov-
ernment. The representations of British
officials, therefore, will hdve considerable
hearing on the disposition of the detained
man. Captain Fraser of the Trinidad,
who is a Canadian, donbted his authority
to hold Du Plooy, and turned him over te
the immigration officers. Had Captain
Fraser detained him on "the vessel, and
had he escafféd while the vessel was in
port, the captain would be subject. to the
government fine of $300. Sir Percy San-
derson, British Consul here, gave his opin-
fon that as the man arrived on a British
steamer he was still under British juris-
diction. - The cable message from Bermuda
was handed to the police authorities, who
refused to act in the matter.

2 pany Has Plan to Completely &
Circle the Globe.

CONFER WITH BRITISH SHIPPERS

America’s Activity Causing Alarm
in Europe-~Will Inaugurate
Pacific Boats.

Chicago, July 10.—The Record-Herald
prints a speclal cable from London to the
effect that Herr Ballin of the Hamburg-
Amerlean Steamship Company is expected
to arrive In London on Friday to open ne-
gotiations with certain big English ship-
ping concerns with the Intention of limit-
ing America’s possibilities at sea.

Already Europe dreads the flood of Yan-
kee manufacturers that is beginning to pour
down upon it, and with America operating
its own ships the situation will beée much
worse. Herr Ballin, therefore, s anxious

to realize the Kaiser's trade dréams, and
wishes to occupy the world's great na-
tural steamship\ routes before the United
States has a chapce to do so. .

Herr Ballin proposes to make San Fran-
cisco the terminus of the Hamburg-Am-
erican boats. The present terminus I8
Hong Kong, The extension means that
cargoes.can be jaccepted at Hamburg and
intermediate polnts via Suez for tlie west
coast of America. The ultimate
of the project depends on the. German’s
ability to effect strong transcoatinental
connections In the United States, which
will give them an unbroken service around
the world.

NEW FACTORY FOR SWANSEA.

Big Comeern to Be Started Near To-
ronto at an Early Date.

Swansea, July 10.—This suburb is shortly
to bave a new manufacturing concern.
The property upon which it’is to be bullt
is the site of the old Ontario roller mills,
comprising 10 acres opposite the factory
of the Swansea Forging Company. The

company, which is a chartered one, is
named “The Ditzel Metal Company,? with
a directorate consisting of P. H. Burtell,
president of the Merchants’ Dyeing and
Finishing Co.; R. M. Bertram, vice-presi-

‘| dent of the Bertram Engine Works; W. K.

George, managing director of the Standard
Sllver Co.; L. V. Dusseau, secretary-trea-
gurer of the Gendrom Manufacturing Co.;
W. A. Mitchell of Todhunter & Mitchell,
and L. J. Cosgrave, president of the Cos-
grave Brewing Co. It is proposed to erect
a brick structure 200 feet by 60 feet, with
fron roof, and when completed between 50
and G0 hands will be employed. It is
computed that the company will manufac-
ture 1000 tons of refined metal annually.

The business of the Dizel Metal Co. I8
new to Canada. At present $200,000 an-
nually goes out of the country in the pur-
chase of rolled copper, brass, silver, ete.
This company proposes to make all rolled
metals known to the trade, and will also
make Ditzel silver, which is a compara-
tively new metal that can be put to many
uses.

The plans for the miachinery have been
prepared and the machinery ordered, and
the company expect to have the plant in
operation in the course of the next four’
months. Just at present the lawyers for
the company are searching the title of
the property acquired. When satisfied
that the title is correct the property will
be transferred to the company.

Cases of Sudden Recovery.
London Chronicle,

Of late days several instances have peen
chronicled, both in medical and lay jour-
nals, of cases of sudden recovery from
allments, mostly of nervous type, involv-
ing loss—of speech and loss of hearing.
It is, of course, am old-story that after a
shock of some kind or other a person,
mute for a long period, speaks freely,
and the case of a sailor is quoted where,
after being deaf and dumb for five years,
hearing and speech returned after recov-
ery from the unconsciousness into which
he had been plunged as the result of an
accident. These cases gppear wonderful
on the face. of them. and doubtless, in
some Instances, the effect of a shock has
been to release the tension, so to spenk,
due to some central or brain condifion
which lay at the root of the defects. But
in other cases the cause of the speech-
lessness may not have been deeply seated,
and the paralysis of speech and hearing
may be regarded as having been rather
functional than organiec in its nature, 1t
is these latter cases, where there ig no
actual disease, but rather a suspension of
the duties of the sense organs, that are
most susceptible of cure thru mental or
bodily shock. On the same prineciple, but
gcting on a less definite malady, of course,
the surgeon who forcibly makes an hys-
terical patient, bedridden for years with
a stiff knee, literally rise and walk and
cures her, Is using shock as a means of
treatment. ' This result, however, would
by some people be called a ‘‘faith cure.”

Bullfighters Afraid of Cows.
From Pearson's Magazine.

It will probably not surprise our read-
ers to hear that most Spanish hullfighters
object to fighting cows. The real reason
may, however, astonish them. A sports-
manlike objection to persecuting a female
animal has nothing whatever to do with
it. The fact is that the average toreador
is sincerely afraid of a cow.

And he has good reason. The cows of
the half wild breed used for the arena
are much quicker in their movements than
are the bulls. Their horns are more point-
ed and more formidable; ithey do not
lower their heads to the ground, = shut
their eyes and charge like a locomotive
upon the rails, but are alert and ready to
follow every movement of their porst;cnf-
ors. Their warllke tactics thave been
adapted not to blind bovine frontal at-
tacks, but to the strategy of active and
cunning beasts of prey, of which the hu-
man bullfighter is only a feeble mimie.
If these cheap idols of the Spanish popu-
Iace would face young and active wild
cows which had just been robbed of their
calves they might, pérhaps, forestall the
butcher, but they would, at any rate, do
something to earn thelr laurels.

The Business Doctor.
From New York Herald.

the working of the machine. He finds out
for example, how the leiters are
and distributed, how orders are executed,
how many people are employed, what 1s
the exact nature of the ‘work they do,
what are the wages they are receiving,
and so on.
In the case of a large ¢oncern he may
need a week to get full possession of the
facts, and he charges at least $50 a day
for his work. When he has completed his
investigations he draws up a report and
adds to it a number of practical sugges-
tions. His object Is to prevent waste, and
especially to check the constant tendency
in working expenses to rise year by year
without any compensating advantages.
One of the largest department sfores In
the city employed the services of a business
doctor reéently. He found that the part-
pers came down about 10 o’clock and open-
ed the letters together. As their corres-
pondence was enormous, the opening of the
letters necessitated the waste of much valu-
able time. He therefore advised that a
lady, who wag to be paid a salary of $1000
a year, should be engaged to open the let-
ters before the members of the firm arriv-
ed and sort them, allotting to each part-
ner higs own letters, o that when he came
down to business he might deal with them
fmmediately. This recommendation wnas
adopted, and is found to work very well,
and to save, as it was intended, % great
deal of preclous time. .

He also advised the rearrangement of the
duties of the assistants.

Some were receiving too large a salary,
\and others too small. Nearly all of his re-
commendatlons on these points were adopt-
ed, and the result is that the firm Is now
getting its work done at a lower cost than
heretofore. Waste has been considerably
checked, and efficiency has becen propor-
tionately increased.

The business doctor eéarnestly advocates
good payment to really efficient peonle, and
would have the test of efficieney stringent-
ly applied year after vear. He condemns
strongly: the practice of automatically rais-
ing salaries according to length of service,
irrespective of the quality of the gervice.
Of course, he confines his work to giving
recommendations.

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BRITAIN'S INDUSTRIAL INVASION.
We can understand a country like Great

Britain, which does not produce it own
food supplies, admitting food produdts frae
of duty from all quarters of the Korld.
But it surpasses our comprehension te un-
derstand why Great Britain, which  excels
as a manufacturing country, ghould allow
foreign countries to compete with her, In
her own markets, in articles which she
is as well adapted to produce 88 any 9ther
country In the world. , In a recent’ edi-
torial The London Daily Mail draws at
tention to some disastrous effects of Great
Britain’s sulcidal free trade policy. Ac-
cording to The Mall the dramatic coups of
Morgan and other Americans are mgrely
{ncidents in a vast Industrial eampaign
that is beliig incessantly and relentlessly
waged by the United States against Great
Britain, The campaign is belng carried
on noiselessly In five hundred industries
at. onte. Among these industries The
Mail mentions that of typewriters: The
value of typewriters imported %o Eng-
land from New York and Boston is placed
4t considerably over $20,000 a week. Bf-
fort after effort has been gnade by Eng
lish firms to acquire this trade, but in
vain. The only serious competitor to the
United States macliines dn Great Bri-
taln is a Canadian typewriter. . There is
gurely something radically wrong in Great
Britaln’s fiscal policy when it makes it
possgible for a fiew and sparsely populated
country like Canada to compete with Great
Britain, in the latter’'s own market, In
manufactured articlés. The market for
typewriters is probably ten times as large
in Britain as it is in Canada. If we In
Canada had a population as large as that
of Great Britain, but few United States

O | typewriters would find a markét here, As

long as Great Britain permits the free
importation of typewriters just so loug
will the efforts of British firms to acquire
the trade prove unsuccessful. The British
gm;ernment cofild effect by a stroke of the
pen what British manufacturers eannot
effect by any means. Three years ago,
we are told, some cheap American blouses
were imported, and last year the greater
part of the English readysmade. shirt waist
trade went to America. One English firm
alone sold American blouses for women to
the value of £57,000. This was done not-
withstanding the fact that the American
manufacturers would not look at small or-
ders and would only do business-with the
largest jobbers. In the boot trade the in-
vasion goes on just as actively. A short
time ago BEnglish boot manufacturers be-
gan to feel the pinch of American com-
petition. 'They faced the situation, and
began to improve matters. . In many cases
they sent over for American boot-making
machinery. Their effort to check the
rising American tide has, however, 80 far
proved in vain, In 1898 the United States
exported to Great Britain shoes to the
value of £72,714; in 1899, £147,944. Last
vear the figures had risen to £298,057. The
‘Daily Muil mentlons other branches of
trade that have been captured by the
United States, and it ends up by stating
“that the fight has only just begun.”

* And while this ruinous invasion of for-
eign manufacturers is in full swing British
statesmen are linviting suggestions for
an Imperial policy that will strengthen
‘the resources of the fﬂmplre. The policy
that they are so anxiously looking for Is
right under thelr nose.” "It I8 the polizy
of protection applied to every part of the
Empirée simply, and to the Empire as a
whole a& far as can be done consistently
with local conditions. It is not so much
4 new constitution that Great Britain
requires for the establishment and con-
golidation of the Empire as a progressive
fiscal policy.

WHY THE PAN-AMERICAN CON-~-
GRESS WILL FAIL.

Not only ls it possible, and even probable,
that direet and solid political gains would
be in the end secured by Peru and Bolivia
thru their participation in the Pan-Ameri-
can Congress, a moral advantage, also, of
profound and far-reaching influence would
be acquired. Let the* Pan-American Con-
gress .proclaim that, as regards all future
controversies, this. continent is to be ex-
empt from thé wilfulness and savagery of
war—is to be a Saturnian land, forever
sacred to peace and brotherly kindness,
under the aegis of an inter-American pub-
lic law—and what American commonwealth
will dare to shock the conscience of a
bemisphere by a resort to brutal violence,
even in the case of certain issues osten-
sibly reserved as ‘‘pending’”’?, Would Chili
then ventdre to plead, In the face of an
electrified public opinion, as she now prae-
tically pleads, in withholding a plebiscite
from Tacna and Arica, the insolent law of
superior force, the monstrous and subhu-
man right of the wolf over the lamb?

This I8 a pnmple of the arguments used
by The New York Sun to iInduce Peru and
Bolivia to participate in the Pan-American
Peace Congress that is to convene next
autumn in the City of Mexico. The plead-
ing of The Sun would be much more ef-
fective If it told the people of Peru and
Bolivia that the United States was favor-
able to settling the pending dispute be-
tween itself and Canada by the peaceful
process of arbitration. As long as the
United States itself refuses to recognize
the principle that it lays down fof the
guidance of other nations, just so long will
it fail to command the respect’ of the
people whose leader and champlon it as-
pires to be. If the Congress is to result
in a farce, as is anticipated, it will not
be because of the demand of Peru and
Bolivia that- the proposed agreement to
settle by arbliration all disputes between
American States shall cover pending issues,
but because the United States refuses
to sanction the principle In virtue of
which it would have to abandon the\ role
of wolf in its dispute with little Canada

over the Alaskan boundary.

THE YONGE STREET BRlDéE.
*The aldermen must really make an ef-

fort to extend the street car service to the
wharves where the steamers arrive and
depart. The gap between Front-street and
the water should be put in a shape to per-
mit of the extension of the street railway
A bridge over the Esplanadeis a
pressing necessity, even independently of
the car service. This work I8 one of the

O] very first that should be undertaken by

the Council. The extension of the street
cars to the wharves, alongside the boats,
would prove one of the greatest conveni-
ences we know of. The establishment of
a close connection between the cars and
the Island ferries would greatly increase
the business of both companies. It would
finally lead to the absorption of the ferries

by tb~ Toronto Railway Company, and

the adoption of a B5-cent return fare. it
we extend the cars to the boats, and sell
10 ferry tickets for 25 cents, an addition
to the fleet will soon be necessary. The
business will more than double itself, and
everyone Interested will be benefited, ihe
companies not less than the public.  The
first step necessary to secure these ad-
vantages is the construction of a bridge
across the tracks along the Esplanade.
When that is completed, the reduced rates
will follow as & matter of course.

DOMINION ALLIANCE AND THE
CANTEEN.

Editor World: 1 see by your current
{ssue that the good ladies of the Dominion
Alllance propdse to advocate more strin-
gent measures against regimental canteens
at militia camps. While giving every
credit to the Dominion Alllance for good

intentions, I cannot But point out that their
\deas about canteens have the almost unan-
imous non-support of those who are ac-
quainted with the camps. The drill is
hard, the sun is hot,“the men must have
something to drink. The water 48 u rule
is second-rate. Young -Canada, when all
is said, dislikes "pop.” Why, then, I8 he to
go thirsty to please-good-intentioned busy-
bodies, who never did a day’'s drill in their
livesy Ask anyone who has had any-expert-
ence at camp, and he will tell you that
the men will drink, not soft drinks, but
lager beer, In preference. How much bet-
ter, then, that a cantéen for lager should
be authorized, nothing stronger belng.per-
mitted, that it should be under proper
oversight, and that a proper military offi-
elal should be responsible for the good con-
duct and sobriety of the men, than that
they should be drivem by temperance peo-
ple, falsely so-called, to the unsupervised
drinking places of the town? I would re-
commend the following extracts from the
last militia reports to the attention of the
good ludies of the Dominton Alliance:

In 1%09 Major-General Hutton reports:

“The existing regulations prohibiting the
sale of liguor within the camps were car:
ried out. It Is not, however, possible to
prevent the consumption of liquor in camp,
and it is equally impossible to prevent the
illicit sale of liquor outside, but in close
proximity to the confines of the camps. 1t
is in niy opinion open to doubt If a can-
teen for the consumption of ligquor within
the camps, under proper supervision, and
under military discipline,and control, I8 not
Fpreferible to the system now existing,
which transfers the scene of possible dis-
order and irregularity to the melghboring
villages and towns.”

. Again in 1900 the adjutant-general, Col,
Aylmer, writes:

‘“While I do not think that strong, alco-
holic drinks should be permitted, I am
unable, after an experience of many years
with the Canadlan military forces, to advo-
cate or understand how well-intentfoned
people ecan advocate prohibiting the sale
of lager beer and soft drinks. If men arc
able to obtaln lager beer and soft drinks
instead of being compelled to drink impure
or nauseating water, it would have the ef-
fect of restraining them from  seeking
stronger drinks outside the camping
grounds, and from bringing liquor Iinto
camp in bettles, and thus temperance
might be better promoted.”’

If the Dominion Alllance are in earnest
for prohibition for the militia, let them
advoeate a measure and press it on the
government, forbidding any militiaman in
uniform to be served with liquor, lét them
get it passed, and then watch something
drop—-probably on their own ' toes.

Gity Engineer Rust Reports That Bad
Pavements Have Been Laid
With Both Kinds.

FAVORS SLIGHTLY PITCH LAKE

But His Opinion is That There l-
Not a Great Deal of i
Difference.

The City Engineer's report on the rela-
tive comparative .value of the different
kinds of asphalt pavements has been made
public. A great deal of the information
in t.he‘report, he says, has been gathered,
from various pamphlets and reports issued
by engineers and chemists, but the litera-
ture on the subject is not very extensive.
Mr. Rust quotes a score or S0 engineers of
the United States and several writers of
pote. The consensus of opinion as to the
values of Trinidad, Pitch Lake and land
asphalt appears to be that the omne is the
equal of the other, or that there is but

little difference between the two.
The Engineer’s Finding.

I\ Mz. Rust concludes his report by saying

that bad pavements have been made with
both land and Piteh Lake asphalt, e-sp'ecl-
ally with inexperienced contractors. The
result of permitting land asphalt to be
used, he says, has been to reduce the price
from 256 to 80 per cent. If both kinds
were the same in price, it would be ad-
visable to use Pitch Lake, but a good
formula once ascertained either can be
duplicated.

REBUKE TO PRO-BurRS,

Large Guildhall Meeting Express-
es Confidence in War Policy.
London, July 10.—There was a meeting
held at the Guildhall this afternoon In sup-
port of the government’'s war policy. It

was a great success from the *'jingo” point
of view. The idea originated on the Stock
Exchange, and was intended as an offset to
the recent pro-Boer gathering at Queen’s
Hall. The Lord Mayor, Frank Green, and
the other city magnates did their utmost
to assure its suceess, and the result was
the great hall of the Gufldhall, having a
capacity of 4000 persons, did not suffice
to contain the crowd, which necessitated
an overfflow meeting outside, where the
pro-war enthusiasts made a demonstration
of an even more pronounced character than
that of the stock brokers within. Patriotie
songs broke out at intervals, both within
and without the building.

The British generals were cheered and
the names of Henry Labouchere and other
Boer sympathizers were hissed and hooted.

The Lord Mayor presided, surrounded by
Conservative members of the House of
Commons, bankers and others. A resolu-
tion expressing complete confidence In the
Sonth African policy of the government
and protesting against the unpatriotic at-
tacks of the opposition was adopted Iin the

midst of wild scenes of enthusiasm.,

REMARKABLE WOMAN DEAD:

Sarvivor of Many Accidents Passed
Away, Aged 100,

Dublin, Ind., July 10.—Rebecca Wampler,
aged 100 years, and survivor of many ac-
cidents, died to-day. ‘‘Aunt Becky,” as
she was known, was the oldest person in
Eastern Indiana. She was the mother of
six children and had forty-one grandchild-
ren. Mrs. "Wampler had a greater amount
of vitality than most people, and, during
her century of years, had many falls, in
‘which she had broken bones.

At the age of six years, she fell from a
picket fence, and broke her finger. In 1852,
she broke her ankle, in 1865 she fell down
cellar and broke her collarbone and three
ribs, in 1885, in a runaway Wwhile return-
ing from church, she was thrown from a
vehicle and her right hip broken; In 1888,
she slipped and fell on the pavement,
breaking her left hip: in 1892 she broke her
left leg at the knee; in 1896 she fell from
a tree, breaking. her left arm; In” 1898 she
fell out of bed, breaking her right arm,
and in 1900 she broke her right hip for the
second time.
