Over in the United States 
the Hearst transcontinental string of newspapers are calling loudly 
for federal assistance t ; recreating its mercantile marine and hark 
back to the palmy days when the Stars and Stripes floated in every 
sea and all but ten per cent, of the nation’s over-sea trade was car­
ried under the flag.

There is a general belief that holidays in 
Canada at the presenFare far more numerous than 
they were in civilized countries in bygone ages. 
This is clearly a misapprehension, for an old al­
manac of 1792, or one hundred and ten years old, 
gives forty days that were observed as holidays 
by all the government officés and the banks. In 
addition the excise and exchequer offices observed 
six other days, making in all vefy nearly eight 
weeks. Every month had its holiday, some three 
or four, the only month having a single day be­
ing May, during which month, for some reason or 
other, the 25th was observed.

This will be quite a revelation to the Scrooges 
who imagine Canadian people have too easy a 
time.

With the immediate purpose Mr. Ross has in view—the resur­
rection of the United States mercantile marine—Canada is not 

^directly concerned. But it is evident that many of his arguments 
“and propositions arc as applicable to the Dominion as the Republic.
Thc Dominion, however, in this, as in -other important lines of en­
deavor, is in a more favorable position since Canadians can, if they 
iwill, profit by the experience of their neighbors. Canada, fortun­
ately for herself, assuming the correctness of the theory Mr. Ross 
propounds, is as ;yet largely a Baltic pcopHS.

Then why such nonsense about 
subsidizing ships? Ships are a nation’s shoes ! A nation cannot 
get around without ships. If it deliberately takes off its shippng 
shoes, it invites the fate of China.” As an integral state of the Bri­
tish Empire the Dominion has important advantages over the Repub­
lic and with the extension of that inter-imperial preferential trade 
system which had the blessing of Sir Wilfrid Laurier and has the 

-approval of all really imperial statesmen the opportunities for en­
couraging over sea trade will be vastly increased. Mr Ross advo­
cates the institution of a business-like campaign thruout the interior 
of the United States—a campaign of education, information and 
sympathy. Canadians of the interior provinces should also learn to

NEW PROCESS.

The new method of generating elec­
tricity brought to notice by Drs. Bark­
er and Kaye Is a notable scientific 
achievement, altho It Is not yet of prac­
tical value.

In the experiments described to the 
London Royal Society, two Insulated 
carbon rods were Inserted Into a car­
bon tube resistance furnace of high 
temperature, and on displacing one of 
the rods to a hotter or colder part of 
the furnace a reversible transient 
rent was produced.
• The direction of the current was from 
the cold to the heated rod. A contin­
uous current was produced by keeping 
up a large temperature difference, and, 
by cooling one rod with water, 
rent of a tenth of an ampere was kept 
up more than an hour, lighting small 
glow lamps. An alternating current— 
reaching two amperes or more—were 
produced by moving the rods by clock­
work.

We heard voices In the square above 
one o'clock one morning and It appear­
ed that by previous arrangement forty 
sailors and forty mariners of the fL*et 
had planned a fistic carnival on shore. 
They were arranged In two rows of 
twenty couples, a soldier facing the 
marine. The word was given and a 
royal battle ensued.”
