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BRITISH NEWS. “ Do-the-boya-hall” to which we had consigned 
the Roman Catholic professors and students of Moy- 
nootii, lie felt shame for the deep degradation to 
which we had consigned those who differed from 
us only in religious principle. If it were innocent 
to grant £9,DUO tq this establishment, he could not 
see how it was not innocent to grant £36,000 for 
the same object But then came forward the other 
class of reasoners, who insisted that the Church of 
Homo taught error, and that mo were not justified 
in contributing to the propagation of error. He 
denied that proposition. You have endowed the 
Church of England and the Church of Scotland,
They differ in doctrine ; one of them, .therefore, 
must be in error : and yet you have endowed them 
both. Sir It. lnglis was a strong advocate for 
church extontion. He wanted to build n thousand 
churches; but would not Tractarians get into some 
of them, and if sc, would not the public money get 
into tlie hands of those who, in his opinion, were 
teachers of error ? The principle en which Par­
liament acted xvas that where the truth was of such 
value as to require to be made known, it would 
not shrink from circulating it, even though there 
sliould be an alloy of error mixed with it. It was 
on this ground that it had decided that it was 
better that the people of Ireland should be Ro­
man'Catholics than professors ol no religion at all.
The quantity of good in the Roman Catholic 
religion was so infinitely beyond any 
dcducible from its disputable doctrines, that 
it was far belter that the Irish peasant should be 
instructed in it, than that he sliould live without 
religious instruction or die without religions con­
solation. As to the arguments against the mea­
sure urged by the friends of the voluntary princi­
pe, if lie wore one of them, he should say that this 
case of Maynooth was an exception. You had in 
Ireland 13 Bishops of the Established Church re­
ceiving an income of £70,000 a year : you had a 
Presbyterian hotly also receiving an endowment 
from the Slate : and you had four-fifths of the in­
habitants of the country—who were at once the 
poorest individuals in it, and those from whom the 
endowment for the two other religions had been ta­
ken—left without any at all. Justice required that 
some endoivmentshould be made for them. Where 
it was to come from was «mother question : all that 
the House had to nettle that night was that some 
should be given. He then adverted to the argu­
ment of Mr. DUsraeli, that this measure ought to 
bo rejected because it was brought forward by 
men who were not morally entitled to bring it for­
ward. He tliought'that they ought to look at the 
measure on its own merits, and to reserve for those 
who brought it in their praise or censure, ns the 
case might be. After admitting Sir Robert Peel's 
great talents for debate rod for the business of the 
House, his great know ledge of public affairs, and 
his sincere desire to benefit the public he proceed­
ed to say that it wss impossible to deny there xvas 
too much reason for his political friends to assert 
that, after they had a second time trusted him and 
raised him to poxver, they had been à second time 
deceived. 4t had been too much Sir Robert’s 
practice xrhen in Opposition to use passions with 
which he had no sympathy, and prejudices for 
which he fell the most profound contempt, as wca- 
pons against his political adversaries. It was also 
his practice, when restored to office, to kick down 
the ladder by which he had risen to power. One 
sucli change as xvhat occurred in 1827 and in 1829 
xvas<piKe enough for any one man., But ouain had 
Sir R. Peel recurred to hie old practises. He would 
not now refer to all the arts by which the Govern­
ment of Lord Melbourne had been struck down : 
but would ask, whether there xvas any one class of 
men, who rallied round hir Robert in opposition, 
ready to support him noxv ? The cry which had 
done Lord Melbourne more harm than the hundred 
others which were raised against him was, •• No 
Popery.” Was therqjmy man who did not believe 
that if Lord Melbourne Bad brought in this bill four 
years ago, he would have been opposed by Sir R.
Peel and all his party ? It xvas not more than four 
years since a noble colleague of the Piemier’s had 
brought in a registration bill, disfranchising by 
tens of thousands the electors of Ireland, and rest­
ing on the pretext that it xvas necessary in order to 
get rid of the minions of Popery. Sir R. Peel had 
been in office four years, and where was his Irish 
Registration Bill now ? Instead of that bill, which 
xvus to rid them of the minions of Popery, the Pro­
testants of Ireland now received one for*thc en­
dowment of the Roman Catholic religion by the 
State. Did Sir Robert and his colleagues fancy 
that, when they raised the devil of religious onimo- 
i‘ity for their own purposes, they could lay it again 
at their own pleasure? Did they fancy that the day 
of retribution would never come. I: had come at 
last, and they were noxv doing penance for their 
past transgressions. He called upon Ministers, if 
they were honest in 1845, to shoxv how they could 
have been honest in 1841 ? To ingratiate them­
selves in England they had then thrown Ireland 
into flame ; and noxv, to ingratiate themselves in 
Ireland, they had throxvn England into conflagra­
tion.

Maynooth College.—1The most exciting sub­
ject ndw under discussion in England is, the pro­
posed grant, supported in the House of Commons 
by Sir Robert Peel and the Ministry, to the Roman 
Catholic College of Maynooth. It had been the 
subject of the most animated debate for five ses­
sions of the House, and the question was yet un­
decided. The speeches of Mr. D’Jsraeli (Tory,) 
who opposes it, and Mr. Macaulay (Whig) who 
supports it—both acting in opposition to the par­
ties with whom they have usually cooperated, have 
attracted particular notice. The following sum­
maries of the speeches, from the Times, will give 
some idea of the questions involved, and the spirit 
with which the views of the opposing parties 
sustained : —

“ Mr. D'lsracli observed, that in listening to the 
speed) of Mr. Gladstone, he had wondered in his 

mind what had led Mr. Gladstone to pass be­
low the gangway to deliberate on this measure. 
He had next wondered, why Mr; Gladstone had 
■crossed the House to deliberate upon the principles 
of it, and had pursued the course which lie had fol­
lowed whilst in OHKreition. Mr. Gladstone had 
explained the reason by stating that the principle 
on which the connexion of Church and State rest­
ed was worn out, and that her Majesty’s Govern­
ment had just discovered that to be the fact. But 
if such were the case, had there been no public 
men in that House who hod previously advocated 
the new principle now propounded by Mr. Glad­
stone ? Did not the members of the l«te Adminis 
trntion discover it, and had not opposition to it 
been considered as the foundation of the Conser­
vative theory ? It had been said, “ You have en­
dowed the Anglican Church, why will you not en- 
doxv the Roman'Catholic Church?” But that was 
fln evasion of the question ; for the real que 
was, “ Did xve endoxv the Anglican Church ?” He 
for one denied it; and unless that position was 
proved, the xvhole foundation for this measure was 
cut away 
ed thanh
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Alderman O’Connell, in reply to Councillor Hud­
son, said he understood that whenever her Majesty 
honoured any portion of her subjects with n visit, 
her Ministers were, out of respect to the Queen, 
invited, and he, certainly, would not violate the 
rule. He understood, also, their healths are toast­
ed, as a matter of respect to the Queen, and to this 
he also agreed. Of course, there xvould be no 
other toast, or one of a political tendency.

Even supposing the clouds which at present 
cover the political horizon to bloxv over, it will be 
an act of the sheerest folly for a purely agricultural 
people like the Texiens to place themselves under 
the pressure of a tariff which wantonly sacrifices 
the interests of the agricultural many to that of the 
manufacturing few, and if, instead of bloxving over, 
these clouds should burst in a war with England, 
they will not be able to get a bale of cotton to 
market without running the gauntlet through the 
host of English and Mexican privateeis, which xvill 
swarm in the Gulf of Mexico, or, indeed, to 
tain themselves for a single campaign against the 
Mexican armies which the English steamers will 
land in the heart of their territory, in such 
they xvill look in vain for assistance from the States, 
for they will be much too busy at home to have 
any thing but good wishes to spare for their Texiun 
friends.—Liverpool Times.

Important from Texas.—II. M.sliip E’.cctra, 
Commander Darley, in 21 days from Galveston, 
Texas, arrived hereon Monday last, xviih import­
ant despatches from the British Minister at Mexico, 
to hie Government. We understand that England 
and France having before acknowledged the-in­
dependence of Texas, recently renewed their as­
surance tm the subject, and further intimated their 
intention to use their influence with Mexico, that 
she also should do so. To this Mexico assented 
on the condition that Texas would not entertain 
the idea of annexing herself to the United Etates. 
1'he'British and French Ministers to Mexico, im- 
mediiitely proceeded thence to Texas, and had an 
interview with the Government of that place, 
xvhich resulted in an expressed determination ol 
Texas to accept the offer of Mexico, and reject 
that of the United States.—This decision on the 
part of Texas .had scarcely been arrived at, when

[Published by order of the Common Council.]
H. And be it ordained, that no slop, wash, foul 

or dirty water of any description, shall be thrown, 
or allowed to fall, flow, or ooze into, over, or upon 
any of tlie gutters of the streets of the said City, 
or upon any part of such streets, under the penalty 
of not less titan Ten Skillings or more than Fifty 
Skiiiings for each and every offence, to be paid by 
the party offending, or by the owner or occupier cf 
thé house, shop, or premises from which the same 
may have been throxvn, or allowed to fall, tioxv, or 
ooze as aforesaid.

Ill. And be it ordained, that no papers, shavings, 
dirt, dust, or rubbish of any kind whatsoever shall 
be throxvn, cast, or axvcpt from any house, ware­
house, store, shop, nr other building, or from any 
sloop, platform, or erection of any description, or 
front any yard, lot, or piece of land, in or upon any 
of the publie’etreeta, wharves, or squares within the 
said City, or anv part thereof, under the penalty of 
not,less than Ten Skillings or more than Filly 
Skillings for each and every offence, to be paid by 
the person or persons offending, or by the oxvneror 

pier of the house, warehouse, store, shop, or 
other building, stoop, plntform, or other erection, 
vard, lot, or piece of land from xvhich the same may 
be thrown, cast, or sxvept ss aforesaid.

VI. And be it ordained, that all and every saxvyer

or dirty water of any description, shall be thrown, 
or allowed to fall, flow, or ooze into, over, or upon 
any the gutters of thee treots of the said City, 
or upon any part of such streets, under the penalty 
of not lees titan Ten Skillings or more than Fifty 
Shillings for each and every offence, to be paid by 
th" party offending, or by the oxvner or occupier cf 
thé bouse, shop, or premises from which the same 
iray have been throxvn, or allowed to fall, tioxv, or 
ooze as aforesaid.

III. And be it ordained, that no papers, shavings, 
dirt, dust, or rubbish of any kind whatsoever shall 
be throxvn, cast, or axvcpt from any house, ware­
house, store, shop, nr other building, or from any 
sloop, platform, or erection of any description, or 
front any yard, lot, or piece of land, in or upon nny 
of the public’streets, xvhnrves.or squares within the 
said City, or anv part thereof, under the penalty of 
not.less than Ten Shillings or more than Fitly 
Shillings for each and every offence, to be paid by 
the person or persons offending, or by the oxvner or 

pier of the house, warehouse, store, shop, or 
other building, stoop, platform, or other erection, 
vard, I«»t, or piece of land from which the same may 
be thrown, cast, or sxvept ss aforesaid.

VI. And be it ordained, that «11 and every saxvyer 
and saxvyers, or person or persons for whom any 
wood may be sawed by such sawyer or saxvyers, 
shall remove all saxv dust and dirt made by him or 
them, by sawing any Wopd on any of the 6treets.nf 
the said city, and leave the place where the said 
worn! was sawed thoroughly cleansed, under the 
penalty of Five Shillings for each ami every 
offence.

XXVÎ. Ahd be it ordained, that no person or 
persons whatsoever, shall open, unpack, or dis­
charge any crates, bales, hogsheads, puncheons, 
barrels, or packages of goods, wares, or m**n'han- 
di*H, on any part of the streets or squares of the 
■aid city, under the penalty of Ten Shillings for 
each and every crate, bale, hogshead, puncheon, 
barrel,or pa<:kHge, which may be so opened, un­
packed, or discharged on any of the said streets or 
squares as aforesaid.
