GENZRAL DESCRIPTION

“The dvelll:xlgs of the earliest settlers, the rude pioneers of civilization, were in
true patriarchal style—they abode in the field, sheltered by tabernacles that (as tha
legend runs) had made the circuit of the globe with the illustrious Cook. Rude
indeed were those primttive days; Macadam was a name unknown—plank roads and
mllghu were fictions of lying travellers. Yet steadily though slowly the good

n grew, and peace and plenty (with one brief interval) were the characteristics
of its quiet life. Some few of those who bore the heat and burden of the day, and
saw the first roof-tree rise from the marshes of * Little York,” have lived to see
themselves, their children and grandchildren, citizens of a large and prosperous city;
but thod.m turf wraps the graves of the greater part of those who knew it in
infant days.

“The tourist who would visit Torento to indulge a taste for antiquarian researeh,
will find but little to reward his labour. The red men have left their forests—they
have sought other hunting grounds, and, true to their native habits, have left no
trail; butif her history be brief, it is not wholly devoid of interest. Im the last ten
:un of her life, she has acquird most of the substantial advantages of & European

“To the traveller, who looks with greater pleasure on evidences of health and vigor—
on the busy wrestling of civilization with the wilderness, than on ruin and decay,
and the ivy creeping over the fallen remains of man’s past energy, there are few

laces capable of exciting a livelier interest than Toronto. The present and the

ture occupy her thoughts far more than the past :—

“ Viewed from the noble highway of Ontario, the city, with her rectangulas streets,
reoanh & pleasing aspect. Gradually tising from the water’s edge, her ranges of

uildings are at length bounded by the green outline of pine forest, that seems to
emrclose her in its embrace. The prominent points are the tall spires of St. James’s
Cathedral [sinee destroyed by fire| and St. Andrew’s Church. At the eastern extre-
Andty of the bay, the fortress-like walls of a dark Prison look black in the bright sun>
shine: that unusual feature in the Canadian lafdscape, a wind-mill, stands near,
and the heights of Searboro’ bound the vision on that side. Towards the centre, &
strange pile of brick, designed, it is said, after some Ttalian model [the City Hall and
buildings] accommodates the collective wisdem of the city in itscorporate character.
Westward, a not very fierce-looking Garrison affects to protect the entrance of the
harbour, and above it the ‘ meteor ’ dallies with the light breeze. * * % The
ﬂrﬂaon having been pasged, as we tﬁroach from the west, we are just entering the

y; and there lies Toronto, stretched along the northern margin of that glorious

sheet of water. As we draw near the busy quarter of the city, we observe villa

residences scattered along that bank on our left, whieh rises abruptly from the

water’s edge. The long ranges of red brick, fiaeing the bay, were once tuneful with

the eloquence of our legislators, but are now the peaceful retreat of learning. In

the main structure and west wini are the temporary hall and lecture rooms of our
i

noble University, whilst the building on the east is at present occupied as the
Lunatic Asylum—a playful illustration of the peetie adage—
‘ Great wit to madness nearly is allied.’

A little in the rear, above a thick plantation, may still be seen the staff, which in
days gone by was wont to bear the flag that indieated to the lieges of Torcnto the
ﬁrseenoe of the Lieutenant-Governor, in the official residence (old Government

ouse), embosormed b{ those dark trees. To the north is the handsome pile of Osgoode
Hall—the Canadian inns of Court, with it columns and dome glistening in the
clear atmosphere. Further on beyond, the clusters of houses, in the centre of its
picturesque grouuds, laid out with judicious attention to landscape gardening, and
approached by a stalcly avenue of chestnut and other graceful trees, rise the white
and massive walls of King’s College (now Toronto University).

“We will not trouble the reader with any lengthened description of the internal
.pr)a.unee of the city, vith its busy population of nearly 23,000 (now over 25,000).
Splendid warehouses and shops, worthy of any American or European city, greet the
eye—gas lights enliven the darkness—the forest supplies aggreeable trottiers—Mac-

dam emoothes the roadway—and beneath the level surface of the streets—

¢ The prison’d water fills its iron cell.’

We may not stop to describe the various public edifices—the pleasant grounds and
neat buildings of that admirable establishment Upper Canada College—the various
institutes and associations—literary, philharmonic, national and mechanical—the
extent of commercial dealings—the noble prospects that projected improvements
seem to open. Suffice it to say, that there are fow more striking results of British
Canadian vigor than this city, carved as it has heen by stout arms and loyal hearts
out of the wild bosom of a transatlantic forest; nor will the stranger who visits it,
we trust, fail to discover the appropriateness of its chosen motto—* ndustry, Integ-
rity, Intelligence.’ *

Since the above description was written, many new buildings have
been erected, some of them the largest and most beautiful in the city,
and would require the pen of the clever contributor to the Annual to
them justice—such as the St. Lawrence Hall and buildings, the Lunatic
Asylum, and St. Michael’s (Roman Catholic) Cathedral. The destruce
tion by fire of St. James’s Cathedral, it is true, is to be deplored ; but a
still greater ornament to the city will be erected immediately in its stead,
Many occurrences of a public nature, favourably affecting t{e city, have
taken place since that period: Toronto has again become the seat of
Government—the Parliament House is restored to its legitimate use, the
students of the University and the invalids belonging to the Asylum
having been removed to their respective buildings. ©Old Government
House is now occupied by the different offices of the Governor-General’s
Secretary, Provincial Secretary, Crown Law department, Indian depart-
ment, Provincial Registrar, and Executive Council Chamber. A Book
of Registry is kept here, wherein those who wish to leave their names
and address at Government House can insert them. The east and west
wings of Parliament Buildings accommedate the other Provincial Governe~
ment departments and offices—viz., the Receiver-General’s office, the
Inspector-General’s office, offices of the Commissioner of fnland (‘ustoms,
office of the Registration of Statistics, department of Publie Works,
department of Crown Lands, and the department of the Adjutant-General
of Militia,

It is unnecessary here to do more than advert to the various public
edifices, as many of them will be more particularly described under
their proper head ; we will endeavour however to afford an idea of the
size and importance of the City, and its internal appearance.

Toronto contains upwards of one huudred streets, some of which are
of great length; and King Street—the main street of the city—is one
of the finest in America. The shops on this street, whic displa
extensive stocks of goods, are finished and decorated in the Englis
style, and in appearance some of them would bear comparison with
those of Regent-street, London. Many houses on King-street pay a
ground rent of £100 and £200 ; and £250 is not an uncommon rent for
those most centrally situat- . ‘The public and private buildings on this
street are—Trinity Church, and School-house attached ; Copeland’s
brewery ; Berkeley House (the residence of C. C. Small, Esq.), which
is said to be partially built upon the logs of a fisherman’s hut, purchased
for a temporary residence by Mr. Small’s father, upon his arrival with
Governor Simcoe, some fifty or sixty years since, when not a single
house was to be seen on the ground which now forms the site of t is
metropolis ; the substantial residence of Mrs. J. S, Baldwin ; the St.
Lawrence Hall and Buildings ; St. James’s Cathedral (in course of erec-
tion); the Farmers’ Bank; Royal Lyceum; Ellah’s Hotel ; Club
House ; old Government House ; Count{ of York.Land Office ; Normal
and Moljel Schools ; Upper Canada College; and the Toronto General
Hospital.

Yonge Streel is the second street of importance, and greatest in
length, (extending, as it does, thirty miles into the country). The por-
tion of it lying witlin the city limits is however not quite two miles,
It is the most centrally situated street in Toronto, and has a large
wholesale trade ; that portion of it lying south of King Street being
principelly occupied by wholesale dry goods warehouses. The Banks
of Britith North America and Montreal are also situated in this local
ity. Ycnge-street, north of the eastern entrance of the College-avenur,
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is principally occupied by private residences, among which are Elmsle
illa and grounds (the residence of his Excellency the Governor General .

e lodge entrance to which is occupied by two non-commissioned officers
and twelve privates of the 71st Highlandy Light Infantry, which compose
the Governor General’s guard. A little further north, occupying a
commanding situation, is Kearsney House, the handsome residence of
William Proudfoot, Esq. ; this building is designed in the Roman villa
style. Still further on is Clover Hill, the residence of Samuel P, Jarvis,
Esq. Wickham Lodge, the residence of the Hon. Mr. Justice Macaulay,
is also situated on this street, a little south of the College-avenue. There

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Allan, the cottage of 8. Ridout, Esq., .and McMahon Cottage, each of
which is surrounded b handsomely laid out grounds, the first having
a lodge entrance. There are three new streets opened out, leadi
north from this part of Queen-street, which run through a delightful
rapidly improving section of the city.

Church-stree'. ~wnning parallel with Yonge-street, although not of
such extent, ie 1. _rtheless another of the principal streets of Toronto;
it commences on Front-street, and runs north about a mile. The
portion of it south of King-street, like Yonge-street, is principally occu-
EIM by wholesale stores, mostly in the grocery and spirit tra e; Beard’s

otel, and the eastern, northern and western stage offices are also situated
on this part of it. North of King-street may be said to be chiefly occu~
pied by private dwellings, for which it is admirably adapted on account
of its healthy locality and proximity to the business part of the city.
8t. Michael’s (Roman Catholic) cathedral and palace are situated on
this street, as are also St. Andrew’s church, and tL): site and grounds of
the Cathedral Church of St. James, from which the street originally
derived -its name. [When this edifice is restored, it will add much to
the appearance of the street and cily generally.] The Court House,
which contains the County offices, is also situated on this Street, a little
north of King-street, near to which, a little in the rear, is the Firemen’s
Hall and Mechanics® Institute. There are extensive ranges of private
residences of two and three stories high on this street; the principal
detached edifice, however, is Oakham House, the residence of Mr.
Thomas, architect, which is designed in the Tudor-Gothic style, having
a highly decorated front,

The next street, east of and running parallel with Church, is Jarvise
sireet. This street is oi' considerable length, being a continuation of
Nelson-street, which it inlersects at Queen-street east, running through
direct to Yorkville. The park-like character of the neighbourhood
through which this street runs gives it quite an alluring and healthy
appearance, which cannot fail to attract favourable notice; but in con-
sequence of its having been only recently opened, and the ground
through which the greater part of it runs Eaving been but lately
brought into market, few houses have as yet been built on it. From
