The Synod has appointed public collections to be made in 
all Churches during the year for the following objects :

(1) The object of the Sustentation Fund is to provide a supplement of at 
least $200 per annum to each Minister, in the active service of the Church, 
who is not in the receipt of an annual allowance or grant from the Tempor­
alities Board. The yearly amount required to meet the claims on this fund 
is about $10,000; and, by appointment of the Synod, the collections for it

taken up half-yearly—on the first Sabbath of March and September.

(2) The collection for the Ministers’ Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund is made 
the 1st Sabbath of January in each year. The number of annuitants is

38, and of Children 53: the amount paid to whom in 1874 was $5428. 
Each Minister of the Church at his ordination comes under an agreement 
to contribute $12 annually to this Fund.

(3) The French Mission Fund contemplates the supply of religious in­
struction for those of our countrymen—speaking the F’rench language—to 
whom our influence may extend. Mr. Tanner officiates in St. John’s Church 
in the French language every Sunday.

(4) The Scholarship and Bursary Fund is for the assistance and encour­
agement of deserving students, having the ministry in view.

(5) The Rev. T. Hart, M.A. was sent in 1872 as missionary to Manitoba. 
He is at present both preaching every Lord’s day and teaching in the Pres­
byterian College during the week. This Manitoba Mission is now com 
mended to the liberality of our people.

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Eighth A:'.r.ial Report of the Trustees of St. Gabriel Church.

A- iti accordance with the Buies and Regulations?, at the 
Annual Meeting of the Congregation, the proceedings of the 
Trustees for the past year, together with the accounts of 

revenue and expenditure, duly audited, shall be submitted for 
inspection, and approved or disallowed as shall seem proper,” 
the following Report has been prepared for your consideration.

The financial statement of the Treasurer, to be presently laid 
before you, shows a slight increase in the aggregate of revenue 
from all sources as compared with the previous year.

The Trustees are much pleased to notice the increase of mem­
bers of the Church, and that the finances are improving; at the 
same time they have to state that at present there are arrears of 
scat rents due to the Treasurer, amounting to $467.00. Had 
this sum been paid, it would have been employed for the general 
benefit of the Church, and it would not have been necessary to 
that extent to use revenue obtained from the sale of the manse 
property for general purposes.

The pews are let, payable in advance, at a low rate compared 
with the rate of pew rents in other churches; and as there is 
increasing demand for sittings in this church, the Trustees con­
sider it advisable to state that unless all arrears of scat rents are 
paid by the present holders by the 1st March next, the Trea­
surer will have power to lease such pews in arrears, to appli­
cants after that date.

The Corporation of Montreal still continue to make a claim 
for a large sum (about $1400), against the church for the opening 
up of St. James street. It was and still is under consideration 
whether the strip of land on the side of the church and St. 
James street, and included in the church property, would be

)

an
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required by the Corporation. If needed by the City, the value 
of this piece of land would cover the amount demanded.

There has, however, been hitherto a doubt as to whether the 
Corporation have any legal claim against the Church or other 
properties in St. James street, as it is understood there has been 

informality in the proceedings, in making the expropriation.some
I n order to arrange the matter the Trustees proposed to transier 
the piece of laud for the sum claimed by the Corporation, with 
the provision that if the claim of the Corporation could not be 
collected from the other proprietors, that the price at which the 
land was transferred should he paid to the Trustees of the
Church.

The Corporation intimated to the Trustees that the City 
required a strip of land on the front of the Church to amend the 

line, and in consequence of this there was great delay in 
icting the fence. The Trustees finding, however, that the City 

did not proceed to expropriate the laud, determined at last to 
complete the fence on the original plan.

Should the Corporation now expropriate the land, the expense 
nf taking down and replacing the fence will fall upon the City.

The improvements in the Church, and the building of a School 
House cost a larger sum than the amount the Trustees were au­
thorised to borrow under mortgage; the deficiency was about

The 
Trustees beg to acknowledge the obligation they are under to the 
gentlemen who have so kindly undertaken this work.

The Trustees have t iken into consideration the amount of 
stipend received by the Pastor of this Church, compared with 
many other churches in the City, and have resolved to increase 
the stipend to the extent of $1100 per annum.

To Messrs. Brown. Hood. Bertram, and Patton, who formed 
the Committee for the improvements on the Church and the
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building of the School House, the Congregation is much in 
debted.

Mr. Bertram has especially interested himself in this matter. 
The retiring Trustees at this time are James Robertson, Alex. 

R. Brown, David Strachan. E. S. Kemp, all of whom arc 
eligible for re-election.
