Books, study, discipline, has been the
cry ever since the enthusiasts got in con-
trol. Wherever they could find the slight-
est opening they favored chucking some-
thing in. So enthusiastic, and so insist-
ent did they become that the children
could not do the required work diring
school hours, but had to get their lessons
at night.

A few years later we began hearing
about the rapid increase of tuberculosis
and other undesirable physical condi-
tions.

The custom is to push the fast boy
along and let the slow boy take care of
himself.

In truth, he is
often treated unfairly, and that discovr-
ages him, and if his home training and
environment are not good he may drift
off and get lpst among the ruck.

We need better leveling-up methods in
our schools, and in our churches, and in
society generally. The boy, or the man, !
who can make a big show, or a big noise,
will be in the limelight for a time, but

who is most certain to stay.

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COM. FRINK'S LETTER.
The Times prints today & Jetter from

In many instances field ‘examiners have
discovered that taxpayers keep two sets
of books, one set accurately setting
forth the status of the business, and the
other set fraudulently setting forth the
income and merely kept for the purposel
of defrauding the government. It is
safe to say that in nine out of ten of
these latter cases the fraud is discovered
within a short time after it

COUNTY COUNCI

The regular mid-summer meeting of
the municipal council was held in the
county court rooms, Germain street, yes-
terdhy afternoon.

Bradstreet’s Wcekly Food
Index is again higher, all the cereals,
butter and cheese and most hog pro-
ducts contributing with live hogs to
lift the general level of food 2.8 per cent.
This index is, in fact, higher than at
any date since late April. Higher prices
are also noted in raw cotton and gray
goods, hides, hay and yellow pine, these
more than balancing declines in coffee,
eggs and most of the metals, with the
result that twenty-one products are
higher, only fourteen are lower, and
forty-four are unchanged.

While industry is dull as a whole, it
is well to note that all manufacturing
is not' and has not been entirely pros-
trate. Figures of silk consumption show
a quantity taken for consumption that
exceeds anything in the past year and a
half, and cotton consumption for June
was the largest since August a year
ago. The June building report, too,
shows that that industry is not by any
means dead, the value of construction
permitted for in June being not far be-
low that of April, well above June a
year ago, and, in fact, the fifth largest
monthly total on record. Despite this,
however, lumber trade reports are of
rather dull conditions at leading points
of production. Southern hardwood pro-
ducers are inactive, awaiting a lead as
to the outlook in the furniture trade to
be afforded by results at the western
furniture expositions.

In the iron and steel industry the fea-
tures are the number of new wage and
price reductions announced and the im-
proved buying of repair materials by
leading western railroads, who are said
to be operating car repair shops at the
greatest capacity in months. Many steel
mills and furnaces have cut wages
ag.ain, and pig iron, iron bars, most
wire goods, zinc and tin as well as coke
are lower. Copper is steady on reports
of large German buying. Structural
steel material sells better on the more
active outlook in the building trades.

THE WORLD'S ONLY
WOMAN SALVAGER

Minus Experience, She Started
Bringing Wonderful Cargoes
From Bottom of Lakes.

NEW DIVING DEVICE

Now She Is Going to England to
Look Into World-Wide

Treasure-Hunting.

HIS is the story of a tiny we-

man, a few inches over four

feet high, who took a notion,
goodness knows why, to wrest the
buried treasures from watery
graves; and who, with twenty dollars
capital and no knowledge whatever
of diving or the salvage business,
succeeded in fobbing the deep
of its romantic  wreckage, of
solid copper in five-ton chunks,
and treasure-chests, and thousands
of relics of men that go down in
ships at sea!

Mrs. Margaret Goodman is the
only woman salvager in the world.
She succeeded where many men
have failed. Winifred Harper Cooley
tells the story in the Green Book.

it was through a fascination for
diving apparatus that Mrs. Goodman
first became enamored with salvage
work. She saw a suit of armor de-
monstrated that was a big improve-
ment on past kinds. Of éourse, the
whole secret of securing limitless
treasure is a perfected breathing
apparatus. If a diver can breathe
long enough, he can wander areund
the ocean floor and help himself teo
endless loads of priceless things.

She began plans by going to Al-
pena, Michigan, to see Captain Johl
Persons, who had stood as a child,
with his father, the keeper of the
lighthouse fifty-five years betore,
and seen the ship Pewabic sink with®
a cargo of copper. Mrs. Goodman
was a Detroit woman and recalled
the historic fact as well as a number
of other picturésque traditions. T
read the scrap book arranged by the
lighthouse keeper, and learned that
the captain of that lost vessel had
been rescued, and was living at the
age of eighty in Cleveland, Ohio, so
of course, I was eager to sees him,”
sald Mrs. Goodman.

Lifted Tons of Copper

HE old sea-dog showed her the 7

ship’s manifest, by which she
learned that in the hold had been
three hundred tons of copper, worth
some two hundred thousand dollars,
and several tons of pig iron. In the
express-box of the ship was money
then current, but now termed shin-
plasters, worth at the time, tifty
thousand dollars.

Imagination reeled. -The ship was
down there on the lake-bottom.
Diving armor was walting, and
brave souls are not lacking who al-
ways stand ready for the minor
trial which may result in the “Great
Adventure!”

The lady had twenty
dollars.
" In Toledo, Ohio, she was lving in
1916, She formed a little company
and tramped around in a cold, wet,
winter, trying to sell stock, by in-
teresting folks in this wild, and to
her fascinating and feasible scheme.
At last, thirty thousand dollars was
secured. Doubtless many of the
people who ventured on the “wildcat
investment” ‘kissed their money
good-by!”

With four men and the barge, Mrs.
Goodman dragged the lake for five
weeks before -success crowned bher
efforts. After the first thrill, it be-.
came a routine business., They
hauled up so much copper in five~
ton chunks that treasure-inspecticn
was all in the day’s work for Captain
Margarst! :

The salvage business is like open-
ing & Christmas box: there are uns
ending surprises.

Under such cir-
cumstances, taking Iinto account the
diversfied nature of agriculture in East-
ern Canada, and in view of prospects be-
yond the Great Lakes, a moderate de-
gree of agricultural progperity may still
be looked for.
