Only Hope Now Is In Efforts Being Made By
The British Sovereign

HE COMMUNICATES ALSO WITH THE GERMAN EMPEROR

THE' PEOPLE’S MONEY f
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HE HAS STRIVEN HARD FOR PEACESituation Regarded as Desper­
ate and One Report Says Czar 
Has Already Ordered Mobiliz­
ation of His Forces on Sea and 
Land — British Cabinet in Ses­
sion Over Situation
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London, Aug. 1 — King George of England today threw his full support 
Ho the cause of peace. He sent an urgent message to Czar Nicholas of Russia. 
|lt was reported in diplomatic circles that the message was an appeal for the 
'Czar to stay his hand and avert the war catastrophe that threatens.

As a member of the triple entente, England may be able to wield an in­
fluence that will curb Russia, and at the eleventh hour prevent the terrific 
«lash to which all nations have been rushing for a week.

News that Germany had sent an ultimatum to Russia and had demanded 
(from France a statement of her position, is believed to have been the cause 
of King George’s action.

Premier Asquith dashed from his home to Buckingham Palace in an auto- 
imobile at two o’clock this morning, after receiving the latest reports from the 
• foreign office. The king had not gone to bed, and the premier was immediately 
received. The conference of the king and premier, who is also minister of war, 
was brief, and Asquith then returned to his home.

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GERMANY MAY GIVE WORD ANY MOMENT
Early today official announcement was made that the king had communicat­

ed with Emperor Nicholas.
As the tread of martial feet resounded throughout the continent today, the 

shadow of war hung heavily over England as well as the rest of Europe. 
News of an actual declaration of war by Germany was expected to come at any 
moment.

The only hope lay in King George’s message to the Czar. Reports in 
official circles were that the English sovereign was also in communication 
with the Kaiser. At dawn messengers were dispatched fay the premier to all 
members of the cabinet summoning them to an immediate council. As soon 
as this became known, crowds began to gather around the premier’s office. By 
the time the first member of the cabinet had arrived, an enormous throng had

RUSSIAN MOBILIZATION ORDERED?

Paris, Aug. J—The Temps has a Berlin despatch dated 1.45:—“At the 
foreign Office I was assured a despatch had been received from the German 
ambassador at St Petersburg, stating that the Czar has just ordered a gener­
al mobilization of land and sea forces. The situation is considered desperate. 
The Emperor returned yesterday afternoon."

United States as Peace Maker.

Paris, Aug. 1—The suggestion un­
doubtedly has been made to the United 
States as the greatest power not direct­
ly interested in the present situation, 
that the American republic should as^ 
the powers of Europe if there is any pos­
sibility of their using its services in an 
effort to maintain peace. The sugges­
tion probably has been made only semi­
officially. The chief obstacle to a peace­
ful solution of the difficulty through the 
good offices of the United States is the 
question of time. Any form of inter­
vention would be welcomed by the pow­
ers, but any action taken in this direc­
tion must be taken Immediately.

Such offers as that which the United 
States might make in the present crisis 
always need time for success in accom­
plishing their object. Little hope is ex­
pressed here of the possibility that any­
thing could be achieved now through the 
efforts of the United State, if that 
tion should offer her services to the 
powers involved.

Germany hitherto has not listened to 
any power, or rather she has listened 
without acting on the suggestions offer­
ed. If she would listen to the United 
States some good might come of an off­
er of the services of that country as 
mediator. But the German attitude 
maintained up to the present precludes 
hope that Germany would accept 
gestions which might be offered by Am­
erica.

Paris, Aug. 1—The “Echo De Paris” 
says Sir Francis Bertie, the British am­
bassador, went to the Elisee Palace dur­
ing the meeting of the cabinet and made 
an important communication. Premier 
Viviani left the cabinet to receive the 
ambassador, who afterwards saw Presi­
dent Poincare. The paper says it be­
lieves that Great Britain will aid France 
if she should be attacked by Germany.

M. Pichon, begins an editorial in the 
Petit Parisien as follows: “The die is 
«east. We are at war. We have tried 
every means of conciliation, but we have 
failed.” The article goes on to say that 
Germany has acted in a contrary man­
ner towards every proposition for medi­
ation.

“There is nothing left to do but pre­
pare for the great encounter, which for 
so many years France has striven to 
prevent. Defeated in 1871, she will be 
victorious in 1914. Von Moltke gave 
fifty years for the Germanization of 
Alsace. Forty-three years have passed 
without this Germanization advancing.”

German Hotel Employes Also Prac­
tically Have to Live oh Tips

London, Aug. 1—The Franco-German 
border conditions have .been brought to 
a critical stage on account of German 
troops stopping French trains, seizing 
the locomotives and tearing up tracks. 
It is said a detachment of German cav­
alry actually crossed the border and en­
tered France. This has Inflamed the 
Fiench, although the Germans im­
mediately withdrew.

Germans at Amenvillers, another fron­
tier town, forced the French rallwaymen 
to walk back to their own territory.

Berlin, Aug 1.—Tips make up the sole 
wages of the unskilled employes of more 
than 60 per cent, of 706 German hotels, 
according to an investigation just com­
pleted by the Association of Hotel Ser­
vants. The highest wages paid is* $11 
monthly, and the total expenditures re­
quired of the employes more than equal 
their fixed wages. Only 9.5 per cent of 
the servants in the hotels investigated 
have les sthan 100 hours of work week­
ly, while 42 per cent work from 100 to 
112 hours, and eight per cent, have at 
least eighteen hours’ work a day. Twelve 
per cent have no day of rest whatever, 
and less than half have three half day» 
in the month.

Washington, Aug. 1.—President Wil­
son last night received despatches from 
American diplomatic and consular rep- 

* reseentatives in Europe on the war situ­
ation. Ambassador Penfleld cabled from 
Vienna that the situation was growing 
worse rapidly ; that the Emperor had 
ordered a general mobilization, includ­
ing the Landstrum, which is the third 
branch of the Austrian reserves. He 
paid this was the extreme length of 
military preparation.

Ambassador Herrick sent an equally 
pessimistic outlook from Paris.
Stated that one French bank had closed 

failing to meet engagements amount- 
to $1,000,000.

Other representatations of an equally 
rioomy character, which

From Berlin, it was authentically re­
ported that the peace efforts of Ger­
many had resulted in total failure, and 
that war now seems inevitable. This 
despatch together with the ironclad 
censorship and embargo on news to the 
press from Vienna, St. Petersburg, and 
Berlin, was regarded as virtual confir­
mation of the ominous reports of the 
last twenty-four hours.

Whatever may be one’s views on the 
subject of Irish home rule and as to the 
respective merits of the Ulsterite Union­
ists on one side and Nationalists on the 
other, there can be no doubt that the 
use of the regiment of Scottish Border­
ers on last Sunday, against Nationalist 
volunteers in Dublin was grossly illegal, 
and that it had the effect of placing the 
government in a very awkward position.

According to British law, troops can- 
not be employed against civilians in 
times of peace, unless requisitioned by 
full-fledged magistrates. Nor can they 
resort to armed force against civilians 
until the magistrate, finding civil auth­
ority to be powerless, have called the 
populace to disperse and has read aloud 
to it the Riot Act. It is only after that 
that the soldiers have a legal right to 
use their sabres, their bayonets, and 
their rifles.

There was no magistrate present at 
the clash between the regiment of Scot­
tish Borderers and the Nationalist Vol­
unteers at Dublin on Sunday. The Riot 
Act was not read, and the official, who 
invoked the assistance of the troops 
against the Nationalists, was Deputy 
Commissioner of Police Harrell, who 
had no warrant or authority to take 
any such action. The consequence is 
that he, as well as Major Haig, com­
manding the Scottish Borderers, and the 
soldiers who fired their rifles against the 
Nationalists and bayonetted them, 
wounding a large number and killing 
four, have rendered themselves liable to 
criminal indictment for felonious as­
sault, and even murder.

but the Liberals have won three very 
decisive and successive victories at the 
polls, and the Unionist leaders complete­
ly disregard this expression of the peo­
ple’s will.

Burke used to say that if the law was 
not strong enough to protect the 
humblest Hindoo upon the shores of the 
Ganges, the nobleman was not safe in 
his castle upon the banks of the Thames- 
And it is true that if at the first mo­
ment we owe everything to labor, at the 
second and at every succeeding moment 
we owe everything to law. Jeremy Bent- 
ham, in one of his addresses said:

“Lpw, alone, has accomplished what 
all the natural feelings were not able to 
do; law, alone, has been able to create 
a fixed and durable position, which de­
serves the name of property. The law, 
alone, could accustom men to submit to 
the yoke of foresight, at first painful to 
be borne, but, afterwards agreeable and 
mild; it alone could encourage them in 
labor—superfluous at present, and which 
they are not to enjoy until the future. 
Economy has as many enemies as there 
are spendthrifts, or men who would en­
joy without taking the trouble to pro­
duce. Labor is too painful for idleness ; 
it is too slow for impatience; cunning 
and injustice undèrhandedly conspire to 
appropriate its fruits ; Insolence and 
Audacity plot to seize them by open 
force. Hence society, always tottering, 
always threatened, never at rest, lives 
in the midst of snares. It requires, in 
the legislator, vigilance continually 
tained, and power always in action, to 
defend it against his constantly reviv­
ing crowd of adversaries.”

If the very pillars of this ordered so­
ciety preach and exhort to violence, and 
threaten the unhappy nation with the 
last calamity of civil strife, surelv there 
are here new snares against which so­
ciety in the past has not had occasion to 
defend itself, and against which it is 
very poorly armed at present for effec­
tive and continued defence. One ’ huig 
is certain, that changes difficult, to com­
prehend, are creating an England alien 
from the England which the past has 
known. When the party; that in the past 
controlled politics, and law, and possess­
ed power of all kinds, resorts to anarchy 
because it ^disagrees with the verdict of 
fey test election, the indications are that 
the common people have at last secured 
real power in England. The present dis­
content of the Unionists, in that case, is 
the final struggle of special privilege.

THEY MOVE SWIFTLY
The week just closing has been event­

ful beyond the ordinary. Previous to 
last Saturday the despatches gave no 
evidence that ominous war clouds were 
gathering over Europe and yet today 
nations are under arms, troops and fleets 
are assembled and already the artillery 
booms, swords are drawn and men have 
fallen in battle. The swiftness with 
which the players in the grim drama of 
war have sprung to their places and the 
speed with which the stage has been set 
arc remarkable features of the situation. 
Last Saturday’s papers gave a hint of 
trouble that might involve the great na­
tions but few read seriously—Austria 
end Servia might clash, said they, but 
the though of a war to involve all the 
peoples of Europe in a titanic struggle 
was too horrible to he allowed to linger. 
And yet we are on the verge. Russia will 
not see Servia crushed and her territory 
annexed and stand quietly by. Ger­
many bids the Russians keep hands off 
and herself prepares to combat the Bear. 
Alliance and entente bring into the 
theatre of destruction and death Britain, 
France, Italy and other countries. Far- 
off Japan, as ally of England, is drawn 
In and Portugal, too, because of obliga­
tion to furnish troops to Britain if the 
latter goes to war.

Where it would end, when and what 
1 widespread disastrous effect it would 
have the world over are questions which 
make the brain whirl. If there can be 
peace, then peace will be the univeral 
grayer.

Whatever of right 
there is in the Globe’s criticism of 
French methods there is this to be said, 
that the issue in the Caillaux trial was 
determined promptly. So much can not 
he said of many such cases in the courts 
of tlie United States. The record so 
reads.

A TIME OF CHANGE.
“We must have a country to squabble 

in,” says a Unionist member of parlia­
ment—Sir Edward Coates. The difficulty 
is that his party in the current session 
of parliament threatens to pass from or­
ganized squabbling to disorganized 
squabbling. They threaten to repudi­
ate all tile conditions of civilized govern­
ment, and to do what they can to break
the public peace.

It is an extremely interesting phase 
in the history of English parties. Inde­
pendent of how the particular question 
of Irish government may be decided, one

There was a leader among 
the ancient Hebrews who secured for 
himself unenviable notoriety as the man 
who made Israel to sin, and it looks as if 
Mr. Bonar Law might succeed in days 
to come in having himself classified with 
leroboam the son of Nebat.

The lot of a large number of people 
In England is certainly not less intol­
erable than would he the lot of Sir Ed­
ward Carson and his friends under a 
Home Rule parliament, and home is the 
principle of security to he enforced when 
these millions seek in the Unionist way 
for those objects which are so intimately 
associated with their life and happiness? 
Will life be worth living for the individ­
ual members of the Unionist party un­
less the law Is maintained and enforced?

London, July 31—Facing the most 
perilous epoch in thefr 
they shivered before tne 
Napoleonic invasion, the English people 
are the calmest nation of Europe. Yes­
terday they felt that the decision,whether 
Great Britain was to be drawn into a 
general European war was hanging in 
the balance ; today they believe it is a 
probability rather than a possibility.

There is no mistaking the fact that, 
(with the exception of a minority of peace 
advocates, whose voice is hardly heard, 
and seems to carry little weight, the na­
tion’s mind is reconciled to war.

The new fountain in Indiantown 
square has been , completed and water 
connections have been made and all is in 
fine order. I he fountain is practically 
all of new stock and is of fine appear­
ance, practically in the same style as the 
old one. The material used Is granite and 
free stone. The old fountain, which 
stood just across the street from the 
present one, has rather an interesting 
history and was unveiled on May 18, 
1883 the centennial of the landing of the 
loyalists in St. John. James T. Ken­
nedy a well known wharf builder and 
contractor of the North End at that 
time, and who was himself of Loyalist 
descent, donated the fountain.

The new fountain is a model of the 
old, which on account of its age had 
come to lie in poor condition, and it was 
decided by the mayor and commission­
ers to have it rebuilt. As the location 
was not considered as good as it might 
be, it was decided to place It in its pres­
ent position on the lower side of In­
diantown square at the edge of the 
plot.

The fountain as it stands now, con­
sists of two side troughs and a stream 
further up for the public to quench their 
thirst. An electric light has 
placed at the top and the monument is 
up to date in every particular.

The fountain was built at the Monu­
mental and Building Works of Augus­
tine Kinsella, Paradise row and an ex­
cellent piece of work has been done.

Diseased animals will be condemned 
prior to slaughter, although post mortem 
inspection is to be continued and ex­
tended. Raw pork will be prohibited in 
sausage, because of danger of trichinosis.

London Aug. 1—The Brazilian gov­
ernment has placed a contract with a 
British firm for a battleship to take the 
place of the one sold to Turkey and now 
known as the Sultan Osman I. The new 
vessel will be the most powerful armor- 
clad warship in the world, and will 
greatly exceed in offensive power and 
defensive qualities any battleship at 
present afloat.

The total length will be 620 feet and 
the width of 94 feet, while the tonnage 
will amount up to 80,$00 tons. She will 
carry eight 15-inch guns, fourteen six- 
inch shells, ten four-inch guns and two 
torpédos tubes. On the main belt, bar­
bettes and gun shields, the protection 
will include 181-2 inch armor.

In some of the latest British battle­
ships now -building, 15 inch guns will be 
mounted, but the stoutest armor today 
is only twelve inches thick.

ANGLICAN CHURCH

THEY CHARGE NOW FOR 
BREAD AND BOILER

Western Railroads Give Only a 
Glass of Water Free

Decisipn Reached at Annual Meet­
ing of Representative Church 
Council in London

Chicago, Aug. 1—Railroads began to 
economize a few years ago. The west- 

railroads have now extended their 
economy programme to the dining-serv­
ice. Bread and butter, formerly furn­
ished free to all patrons of the car, will 
he charged for at ten cents a portion.

Ever since dining cars came into vogue 
on American railroads the bread platter 
and the butter plate have been free in- 
stitutions.l.

Now those who dine on railroad trains 
will bring their own provender or pay 
the company’s price. The edict has been 
signed by each of the large lines operat­
ing westward from Chicago.

The inspiration for their action was 
found in a similar move made by east­
ern railroads about two months ago. 
Heads of dining car departments of 
those lines assert that no complaints 
have been made and they do not expect 
any interference on the part of the In­
terstate Commerce Commission.

London, Aug. I—Women members of 
the Anglican Church have been given the 
vote on equal terms with men in church 
affairs, and will also be admitted as lay 
representatives on 
councils, according to a decision reach­
ed at the annual meeting of the repre­
sentative church council.

The vote was 188 to 90. Those for 
the change were twenty-two bishops, 
ninety clergy, and seventy-six laity; 
those against, three bishops , fifteen 
clergy and seventy-two laity.

The militant suffragettes’ reply to this 
concession was an attempt to break up 
the meeting and a demand that the 
council should drop all other business and 
devote its attention to securing the re­
lease of women who are undergoing im­
prisonment for burning churches and de­
stroying art treasures.

The Dean of Canterbury was the most 
insistent opponent of the enfranchise­
ment of women in church affairs. In 
the matter of public affairs he was en­
tirely of the opinion of Pericles, “The 
less women said the better.”

Another opening for women is to be 
discussed at the International Presby­
terian Congress to be held in London 
next year. Authorities in the countries 
which are to send representatives to the 
congress have been asked to report on 
the policy of the employment of women 
in the services of tne police and the in­
fluence on crime of the publication of 
objectionable matters by pictures or 
otherwise.

MONUMENT 10 COMMEMORATE
TRIUMPH OF AIR FLIGHT 

AND AN ANCIENT FABLE
Paris, Aug. 1—The proposal, to erect a 

monument to aviaton’s first victim, the 
legendary Icarus, at Candia in the Island 
of Crete, has been revived. Tlie idea 
first originated with Henry Deutsch, em­
inent as tlie pioneer of aviation in 
France, after a visit to Greece, between 
the two promontories which dominate 
Kuossos.

There, according to the legend, stood 
tlie labyrinth where Daedalus and Icar­
us were imprisoned by Minos, the Ty­
rant of Crete, and visitors are shown the 
workshop in which the two captives, to 
escape, made the first flying machine of 
birds’ wings stuck together with wax. 
Now that Crete has become again Greek 
territory nothing stands in the way of 
the realization of this scheme, which 
would commemorate at once one of the 
greatest victories of modern science and 
one pf the most graceful fables of an­
cient mythology.

An air race from Paris to Condla is 
being considered as a fitting comple­
ment of the inauguration ceremonies.
