down the motion to reject the home rale 
bill, by a majority of ninety-eight, after 
which the measure passed second read­
ing without division. J

Dissenting from Mr. Redmond, who 
declared that the overseas dominions 
were overwhelmingly in favor of Irish 
home rule, Major Morrison Beil said the 
issue had never been cleariy but before 
the Canadian people. He challenged the 
Nationalists to get a resolution in fav- j 
or of it being passed through the House 
of Commons at Ottawa.

Hamar Greenwood said there was not 
a single public man in Canada who was 
not in favor of home rale for Ireland, 
because the principle had worked well 
in Canada. It was regarded there as a 
long stride toward the federation of the 
empire.

Bonar Law said: “Anyone who has 
the smallest acquaintance with Canada, 
knows that the statement made by the ’ 
last speaker is absolutely wide of the 
mark. If he had said a majority of Can­
adians were in favor of home rule, I 
should not have contradicted it, but to 
say the whole of Canada is in favor of 
home rule is utterly at variance with 
the fact. The honorable member said 
further that no member of Mr. Borden’s 
cabinet had taken part in any anti-home 
rule demonstrations. I hope and believe 
that is true. There is not one of them 
who is not wise enough to recognize 
that, just as we have no right to inter- . 
fere in their domestic affairs, they have 
no right to interfere in ours.”

The honorable member tells us that 
the Canadian parliament has passed re­
solutions in favor of home rule, when 
was the last resolution passed? I defy . 
him to obtain from any Canadian JJàttMP-—"*■ 
ment today any expression of opinion 
on this subject. Nobody knows better 
than the honorable member what non- 
sense it is when he says Canadians ap­
prove of this home rule bill because they 
like their own. Let him propose to Can­
ada that one of the provincial legisla­
tures should be given a separate customs 
house and a separate post office and see 
what the Canadian people will say.”

London, June 11—Viewed by the 

special correspondents of the London pa­
pers who cabled long reports of the de­
feat of the British team at polo by the 
Americans yesterday, the challengers’ 
work received considerable criticism.

The Daily Telegraph’s correspondent 
says: “The English team lacked direc­
tion. They were far from showing the 
brilliant game they put in at practice 
before the match.”

“Englishmen will be amazed to learn,” 
according to the1 Daily Mail’s 
pendent, “that at the outset the Ameri­
can ponies were" speedier than the Eng­
lish, for it had been confidently asserted 
that a better collection of mounts than 
those of the English team had never 
been brought together. The Americans 
were peculiarly adept in riding their op­
ponents off. The whole team played a 
cool and resourceful game, whereas the 
Englishmen seemed flurried and inclined 
to hurry their shots with unfortunate 
results, up to the third period.”

In the first place 
everyone was aware that the attempt 
of the government to depart from the 
policy which had been approved by the 
house of commons at the session of 1909 
for the establishment of a Canadian 
navy was not the result of any patriotic 
desire to help the empire, but 
unpatriotic attempt to get out of the 
hole into which the government had 
fallen by reason of the alliance which 
had been made with the Nationalist party 
prior to the general election of 1911. It 
will be remembered that the Nationalist 
party led by Mr. Bourasse. was opposed 
to doing anything for naval defence out­
side of Canadian waters, and they espe­
cially insisted that, no step in this di­
rection, either by the establishment of 
a Canadian navy or by contribution, 
should be taken until the question was 
first submitted to the people. As a re­
sult of this unholy alliance the National­
ists led by Mr.-Monk, late minister of 
public works, lent most effective aid 
towards the defeat of the late

Canada Making Start.
Canada in good faith started out along 

the same lines when with the full ap­
proval of the British admiralty the plans 
and specifications for tén war vessels 
were prepared with admiralty supervis­
ion and tenders called for their construc­
tion prior to the general elections of 
1911. The view of the Liberal members 
of parliament was that the admiralty 
memorandum showed that there was no 
emergency but that a condition existed 
the same as in 1911 which made it de­
sirable that the overseas dominions 
should take upon themselves the bur­
den of protecting their coasts and trade 
routes and so enable the imperial gov­
ernment to concentrate its fleets in home 
waters. When Mr. Borden submitted 
the government resolution for contribu­
tion of three dreadnoughts, the Liberal 
party as represented in parliament firm­
ly resisted the proposal and took strong 
grounds in favor of carrying out the 
resolution passed at the session of 1909. 
At the same time having in view the in­
creased revenues they declared that the 
proper course to .pursue was to proceed 
as speedily as possible toward the creation 
of two fleet units, one to be stationed in 
the Atlantic and the other in the Paci­
fic, the vessels to-be built as far as pos­
sible in Canada, and to be the same as 
the ships of Australia, manned and con­
trolled by Canada.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley reviewed the con­
test in the commons and continued:—
Government Fears Election.

As to the result of the senate’s action, 
Hon. Mr. Pugsley said it is impossible 
to say. “The government do not want 
an election. The Conservative members 
do not want an election for the reason 
that they are afraid to go to the people. 
They realize that if the question were 
submitted to the country they would go 
down to defeat. They are, therefore, 
prepared to submit to any humiliation 
rather than appeal to the judgment of 
the people. Whether they, however, can 
long resist taking such~a course remains 
to be seen. The fact that the members 
of the government have intimated that 
they will wait until there is a Conserva­
tive majority in the senate to carry the 
proposal for contribution shows what a 
sham and pretence was their contention 
that an emergency had arisen, and that 
it was necessary to contribute three bat­
tleships to the imperial navy in order to 
ensure the safety of the empire. If 
they really believed this, and thought 
that the people would sustain them, they 
would dissolve parliament at once, in 
which case the election could be all 
in six weeks, and if the judgment of 
the country was found to be in their 
favor when the bill went again to the 
senate it would be passed without delay.

“I am of the opinion, however, that 
many members of the Conservative 
party in parliament and some members 
of the government as well have become 
convinced as a result of the discussion 
which took place, that the policy of es­
tablishing a Canadian navy is the best 
for Canada and for the empire, that it 
will be less likely to lead to friction 
such as would result from the policy of 
contribution. They would like to throw 
the Nationalists to the winds and pro­
ceed to carry out the resolution of 1909. 
At the present moment, however, Mr. 
1‘elletier and Mr. Nantel are the bosses 
of the situation. How long this will be 
so remains to be seen.
Concerning Highway Act.

“With regard to the Highway act,” 
Dr. Pugsley went - on fo say, “an at­
tempt is being made by Conservatives, 
and it is a very improper attempt, to 
convince the people P the senate kill­

ed this bill for granting aid to high­
ways. This i, entirely incorrect, as all 
that the senate did was to amend the 
hill in order to provide that grants be paid 
over to the governments of the different 
provinces In amounts based upon the 
population of the several provinces as 
determined by each decennial census. If 
this amendment had passed it would 
'simply be carrying out what the minis­
ter of railways alleged was his intention 
and the expenditure would be made sub­
ject to a standard of road making to be 
approved by the minister. Unless the 
government had the design of using the 
expenditure for improper, motives, it is 
impossible to conceive of any reason 
why they refused to concur in the 
amendment of the senate and asked their 
supporters in the house of commons to 
kill the bill.
