Progressive Leader Backs up 

Government Proposals in 
House of Commons.

OTTAWA, March 18—Tentative 
support of the Government’s proposal 
for reducing ocean rates was given in 
the House of Commons today by Rob­
ert Forke, Progressive leader.

“Let us make an attempt to deal 
with this ritatter, anyway,” said Mr. 
Forke, in announcing that he would 
support the Government’s plan to sub­
sidize the Petersen line of steamships, 
at least until it was examined in com­
mittee.

“Let us have an investigation ana 
find out what we can. Having done 
this, X think most members will be 
able to give an intelligent vote when 
the proper time comes.”

Voices Opposition.
Members of all parties contributed 

to the debate this afternoon and even­
ing. Mr. Forke was 
Donald Sunderland, Conservative, South 
Oxford, in opposition to the Govern­
ment’s scheme. “Why subsidize an­
other line to enter into competition 
with the Canadian Government Mer­
chant Marine?” he queried. He ad­
vised the Government, In view of Its 
large railway obligations, to go very 
slowly before involving the country in 
more experiences.

Strong support of the proposal came 
from Hon. G. P Graham, Minister rf 
Railways and Canals, who declared 
that for 18 years Government* had 
wrestled with the ocean rate problem, 
which this Government was now mak­
ing a serious attempt to solve.

The Victoria Falls are 
about midway on the Zambesi River, 
in .Southern Rhodesia. The falls were 
known to ancient peoples of Old tes­
tament days, who worked gold mines 
in the vicinity, but they were not 
made known to the modern world until 
discovered by David Livingstone in 
November of 1855.

The volume of water at Victoria is 
not constant as is the case with the 
falls of Niagara. The Rhodesian cat­
aract depends very largely upon the 
rain fall, and is best seen during April 
and May. Then the watgr leaps into 
the mighty chasm with a roar that 
can be heard for miles. The total 
width of the four main divisions is 
1,860 yards and the height varies from 
266 feet to 343 feet. All the water is 
forced through a narrow opening less 
than 100 feet, in width. At full flood 
the volume of water going over the 
falls is more than four times that of 
Niagara. Up to the present time no 
power development has been under­
taken, but all the land in the vicinity 
has been set aside as a public park by 
the Rhodesian Government.

Meets Many People From 
Maritimes and Tells 

of Them. i

Walter H. Mllllcan, who has just 
returned from British Columbia, brings 
back a cheering word for the lumber 
dealers of the Maritime Provinces. He 
has come to the conclusion, after look­
ing the situation over that before long 
the lumber men of the Pacific province 
will have to raise their prices and then 
will come opportunity of lumber deal­
ers here to get into the New England 
market again.

Mr. Millican, who is buyer for a 
large New England firm, went to 
British Columbia to try to make ar­
rangements to buy direct from the 
operators rather than through whole­
salers and brokers. He found that the 
dealers there were losing money on the 
lumber shipped to the east coast and 
one man informed him that last year 
he had lost $1.60 per M. on all that he 
shipped to the east coast.

Mr. Millican found that a large busi­
ness was being done with Japan, Aus­
tralia and the United Kingdom in big 
timber.

New Brunswick.

It can be washed as often as 
desired, and one coat a year will keep 
it always looking new and fresh.

Pale green is a good color. Light 
drab also makes an attractive looking 
finish. A good smooth wall, however, 
is needed, and all cracks and crevices 
must be filled with a filler and smooth­
ed off, as every rough spot will çhow 
through the paint. A little varnish 
mixed with the paint will make it dry 
hard with a good bright finish, but care 
must be taken not to add too much 
varnish, if only one coat is to be given.

The old paint should always be well 
washed before applying the new, and 
allowed to become thoroughly dry.

Beginning at the left of the table, 
apply the paste evenly with a paste 
brush on the top strip of paper. After 
you have applied the paste on about 
one-half the length, fold over (be care­
ful not to crease) the part of paper 
that is pasted, using special care to see 
that the sides are exactly even.

Now apply paste to the other half, 
and fold that over toward the centre 
—the same as the first half. If strip of 
paper is longer than the table, paste 
the left half, and after folding, allow 
the folded ends to hang over thé ends 
of table and rest on floor while you are 
pasting and folding the other half. 
Next, trim as previously directed. You 
now have an entirestrip of paper before 
you, all pasted and folded and the side 
of the paper perfectly even and ready 
for hanging.

To have a neat, clean finish after 
smoothing out, do not trim the selvage 
edge off until after paste has been ap­
plied. It is difficult to paste evenly 
along a strip of paper after it has been 
trimmed and not get a few drops 
the edge which will likely ooze out and 

the adjoining paper hung.
This smearing is avoided by leaving 

the selvage edge on until you finish 
pasting, then when trimming, all ex­

paste is also taken off, which leaves 
clean and neat finish.

As a guide to hanging the first strip, 
drive a nail in at each end of the ceil­
ing 16 inches from the sidewalls. Rub 
a piece of cord with charcoal or chalk 
and tie to the nails, being sure it is 
drawn tight. Then take hold of the 
centre of cord, pull down and let go; 
cord will strike the ceiling and leave 
a chalk line. Take strip you have 
pasted and trimmed, unfold end to your 
right, and let other end, is still un­
folded, hang over a roll of wallpaper 
held in your hand.

& Maine will try out a two-car gaso­
line motor-driven train between North 
Adams, Mass., and Troy, N. Y., begin­
ning March 16, as part of a plan to 
reduce costs in territory where traffic 
is light. A considerable saving is anti­
cipated. The announcement said, how­
ever, that in certain sections of New 
England the traffic is Insufficient “to 
stipport even this type of equipment, 
and the only remedy lies in abandon­
ment of the lines.”

“It was on such lines,” it is stated, 
“that the Boston & Maine recently 
petitioned the Interstate Commerce 
Commission for discontinuance, in the 
belief that where any organized ser­
vice was warranted motor buses on 
the highways offered the only means of 
making both ends meet.”

The new train is the products of the 
Sykes Company Mad the St. Logis Car 
Company. The motor car is 51, feet 
long, comprising a 16-foot baggage 
compartment and accommodations for 
thirty passengers.
