In presenting to the Shareholders of the Shubenaccadie 
tanal Company, a Report of the Proceedings during the past 
?car*ir_8Ubmitting the actual condition of its affaira, the 
Hoafd of Directors have much satisfaction in being able tp re­
fer to the effectual progress made during 1831 in the works of 
the Canal ; although they have to regret that, by circumstan­
ces beyond their power to foresee Or prevent, that advanced state 
ol the undertaking,—which they had reason to anticipate when 
they last addressed the annual meeting—has not been attained.

It will be remembered that, since the commencement of 
Canal operations, the attention of the Board has been almost 
exclusively devoted to those Sections of the line, which inter* 
vene between the Grand Lake and this Hsrbour—a distance of 
about twenty miles —Upon that portion the difficulties te be 
overcome were by far the most numerous, and the required ex* 
penditure comparatively extensive : while, by completing the 
navigation through this space, the resources of the Interior 
would be. immediately made available ; and the more distant 
operations upon |he River be conducted with peculiar facility 
and advantage. Every effort therefore has been made to finish 
this division of the Canal. The whole of it was early placed 
under contract ; and, considering the time which has since elap­
sed—and the labour engaged—as well as the large expenditure 'g 
upon it-pthere appeared, at the commencement of the last sea­
son, little room to doubt that, long ere its closet the company 
would have witnessed the accomplishment of at Uatt this part of 
their Enterprise. Of this Result the Board entertained a confis 
dent expectation :—and their disappointment is now the more 
severely felt from the circumstance, that—while the Public 
mind is already impatient at the delay in opening a communi­
cation daily becoming more Indispensable—the causes which 
have produced that result, have been either not understood or" 
too Jreqnenlly misrepresented. The principal impediments that 
have been met with, will be found in the details now to be sub­
mitted to the meeting.

0preference- to the last Reportfit will be seen, that—at the I 
follow”*"lhe ,eMOnof 1830’ toeatatrtfthe undertaking-wai ae.
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On ihtfirtl or Dartmouth Section—the direction of the Civ.
Ml Line had been changed, so as to enter the Harbour at the 
Dartmouth Mill Cove, instead of at the place originally select­
ed. The Excavation in solid Rock for the Locks Nos one 
and two was far advanced : and the Invert of the latter partly 

4 executed. The Canal Excavated to Lock No 3, and this partly 
built. The masonry and Embankment of No. 6 complete!», and 
an extensive Dam or Waste Wear formed above it, to include a 
Basin extending to No. 6 Lock at the foot of the Dartmouth 
Lake. This Lock had been previously erected, tho’ rcquiiinr 
various alterations. °

On the second or Port Wallace Section—the two Locks No 7 
and 8 appeared substantial: but a considerable expense was bein* 
incurred in rebuilding the Dry stone Retaining walls erected t«7 
lessen the Slopes and Excavation through the deep cutting. A 
pair ot Stop Gates had also been placed against the 
Lake Charles. f

On the third or Reeves Section—the rebuilding the waste 
wears on a new foundation at the head of Locks No 9 and 10, 
had commenced—and part of the Lock No 10 been taken down 
by the Contractors on account of defective workmanship, and 
its reconstruction commenced.

On thefourth Section—the Lock No 11 at Fletcher’s and No 1 
12 at the south end of, and immediately in connection with the 
Great Lake,were nearly finished, with their very extensive em« 
bankments ; but several ad/itions, for their security and efficit 
ency were still required. /

And for the acomplishment of all these objects—completing 
the works of those Sections—and further extending the opera­
tions upon the River course of the Shubenaccadie—the board 
then possessed funds to the extent of about ^26,900 which ap­
peared entirely adequate to those purposes.—For the members 
of the Board, not being practically conversant with the details 
of such constructions,—nor competent to that personal inspec­
tion which professional Persons alone can execute—could not 
anticipate that works, which had been performed under con­
tracts of the most precise and etricteet character, and been regu­
larly reported, during their progress, to be in accordance with - 
those Stipulations, and to possess the proper Strength and per• 
manence would be found materially defective, or requiring any - 
important additional expense, beyond what was then known 
and provided for.—The sufficiency of the Funds was therefore 
unquestioned.

Such being the situation of the enterprise at the period re­
ferred to, and the season being unusually early and iavourable 
the Contractors on tbejirsl Section pursued their labours with 
a numerous body of workmen ; and under the Inspection of a , 
Gentleman whom the Board selected to be ia constant attend* 
ance, and to superintend unceasingly every detail of the opera­
tions ;—a Daly which the experience of former years had 
shewn to be altogether indispensable—but at the same time 
In compatible with the engagements of the Engineer.—Under
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this system of continual supervision, and with every portion 
- »t «h» Materials used for the Lock^subject, before being 

placed, to the Inspector’s approval, tile works of the Double 
Locks No*, one and two,three and four—and some extensive ad- 

| ditions to.Lock No 5 have been executed by the Contractors, 
in a manner, which appears very far superior to any masopry 
previously pcrloi med—and such as promises great strength and 
durability. Foimed in, or bt.ill upon, the solid Rock, and with 
circular Tunnels—partly of Iron and partly of cut Granite— 
these double Locks, as well as Lock No 5, exhibit the appear* 

/Tfnce of being executed in a solid and permanent manne». ~
I ( Tunnels of tlio latter were originally sqOare, but’'doubts 

being entertained ol the sufficiency of that construction; they 
have been subsequently arched internally with Ifcrd Bricks laid 
in Cement ; and the whole five Locks require but little for their 
completion.

e ^ hf progress of the Lxca vation to connect Dsrtmouth Càye 
with the Lock chamber of No. One, has been this year very con­
siderable ; and the Tide waters now flow into it it : so that 
when the Coffer Pam across the head of the Cove is removed, 
small Boats wilfhave ready access to this Lock at high Water.

Upon the large Dam—termed abqve No. 5 and across the 
course of the Dartmouth Mill Stream—very considerable addi­
tions were recommended to he made, to strengthen this work 
against the heavy pressure it is required to sustain. These 
have been executed by persons employed by the Board ; and it 
ja.believed will amply suffice lor the security of the large Basin 
which it forma.

Below the Lock No 6, a deep excavation had been made for 
l lie course o( the Canal ; But the Eastern Bank being of Clay, 
and of considerable height, the Earth was carried by every rain 
into the bed of the Canal. To prevent this injury it was found 
advisable to divide the slope into Terraces, and construct low 
retaining walls. These also have been completed at the cost 
ol the Company, and appear effectual.

Above this Lock, the EmbankmÀit at the foot of Dartmouth 
tke was found so much exposed Vo its waters, during high 

winds as to require some kind of covering for its protection.—
J he whole face ol the Embankment has therefore been laid 
with Planks, by direction of the Board ; and it is hoped is 
secure. x , . r

On the second or Port Wallace Section, the efficiency of th e 
low retaining Wells and Terraces, formed in 1H30, in the place 
ol the defective Walla placed by the Contractors, decided the 
Board to continue them thro the whole of the deep cutting : 
Phil work has now beenjexccuted under an Inspector employed 

I t by the Company, end by Day Labour; and at soon as some few 
■ large «tones are removed to a greater distance from the Banks, 

all danger from these and inconvenience to the navigation will 
be obviated.

Ihe Guard Embankments formerly mentioned were also 
commenced, and have been raised in a very efficient and perms*
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level extended from thii thro» Like Charles and thMeen cut 
ting at Port \\ allace, tl was suggested that—a* both Locks were 
ntcctsanly to be r«6ui/l-the expense of excavating the solid 
Rock to widenand lower the dtep cul—as.elso many impediments 
m Lake Charles-would be avoided, by raising Lock No* 8 two 
and a half tcet higher, and increasing the Lockage at Reeves 
to the same extent : making the whole rise 93 feet 10 inches ; 
which divided Into three Locks, would prove more secure and 
convenient than two of greater Lift. The advantages of this 
alteration induced the Board to adept it : and arrangements 
were made accordingly, During the whole season, end as long 
as was practicable, the worki on this Section were prosecuted 
by a large body of men ; and every effort used to complete them: 
—all communication with the farther port ions of the Line being, 
without these, interrup ed, This undertaking necessarily in­
volved a great expense, both for labor, tools, and materials, and 
tor the land carriage from Dartmouth of a large part of the lat­
ter;—and, being conducted by day's work end uot under cons . . 
tract, has proved more costly than could be expected;—a result 
perhsps fully compensated by its superior execution. Towards 
the close of the season, when the works of the three Locks 

iar advanced, they received much damage from the eud- 
den breaking of the temporary Dam placed at the North end 

LLeLke Ch*r,ei $ the waters of which, raised to a great ' 
height by heavy Rains, descended upon the Locke and swept 
away part of the masonry.endalarge extent of the Embankment.
The interruption thus occasioned—nllbo* the pecuniary lees did 
not perhaps exceed £500— rendered vein the expectation of an 
advanced progress before winter; and therefore, alter repairing 
aa far ai possible the injury, and placing the works in safety, the 
workmen were discharged.

The chief Expense here has arisen upon the Waste wears.
•I?’ iV® neee,efrM7 lf**t dimensions—and are constructed 

with the greatest care and precaution. The Locke are formed 
of similar dimension! with those at Dartmouth. The Tunnels 
are ol cut Stone and circular—One of these remains to bo built.
▲ very large portion of each Lock la finished.

Upon the fourth Section altho1 the Locks II and 12 required 
some extensive additions, the Contractor baa not yet completed 
whit is necessary ; and he hae left the upper part of the latier 

’ in en unprotected state : «Hedging the Inadequacy of his funds 
to complete the Wing walls and Platform which he had began 
to alter. The Expenditure of the Company, on this Section, 
hes been chiefly limited to the removel of Timber end other 
obstructions above Lock No, 12.

From thii Statement of the work» prosecuted during 1831,the 
Board turn to the circumstances under which a purchese of the

Upon the completion of this purchase, the Board applied for 
Q d0.b‘a,"*d fro,m Hi. Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, a 
Grant of the water Ihroughont Dartmouth Cove, and of some 
valuable water Lot. on its East side :-tbu, securing«5 thî

payment of tiie amount of the Loan in ten years, with Interest 
at four per Cent ; and under such further stipulations as were 
expressed and entered into by the Agent of the Company, on 
his Indenture of Agreement, made under the authority of the 
Board, with the Lords Commissioners of H. M- Treasury; thua 
perfecting the arrangements under which that Loan was obtained.

Subsequent to this security, Hi* Lxcellency the Lieutenant 
Governor, in pursuance of His Majesty’s gracious instructions 
in favor of the Company, was pleased to Grant to th# Company 
Three Tracts of Land on and near the River Shubenaccadie, 
containing together about 7126 acres, in situations selected by 
\ surveyor employed by the Board, and comprehending some 
very valuable Lands.

It lias been stated that, for fhe purpose of forming a. large 
Basin or Reservoir above the Lock No. 5 at Dartmouth, an ex- 
Umsive^Wastc .Wear had been built across the course of the 
Mil! stream. The Preston Road being thus interrupted it was 
in contemplation to place a Bridge above this Lock and connect 
it with the Road by an embankment ; but, the expense Esti­
mated for this work being near db’lOJl), the Company were un­
willing to incur it. After the purchase from Messrs, f remains, 
a change in the Roads was decided upon ; and the Company 
formed one leading from the Preston Road down the East aide 
of the Locks to the Highway from Creighton’s ferry ; and 
opened an entirely »tio Road by the South Shore of the Lake 
to Lock No. G, crossing it by a Bridge, and thence to the West 
end of the great Dam. Of these indispensable alterations, tho* 
of great public convenience, tho expense was barely one third of 
the Plan first proposed, while the property of the Company was 
materially improved.

In consequence of the'large sum of £7000 being appropriated 
from the Company’s funds to the purchase from Messrs. Tre- 
mains, and of the great and most unexpected expenditure which 
the gross misconduct of the Contractors had compelled the 
Board to incur at Port Wallace and Redves’ Section—especial­
ly the latter—amounting together At the close to nearly 
£11,000, including materials—the means at the disposal of the 
Board became, towards the monte of September, confined to 
the Balance of £2450 Stg. remaining of tue Loan from H. M. 
Government; and which, from various circumstances, the Agent 
in London had not then been able to obtain. In reliance, how* 
ever on its being soon paid, the Board, on the responsibility 
of individual members, found it necessary to effect a Loan for 
£2400 to enable them to provide for the payments demanded; 
and subsequently a second advance was procured—on similar 
individual Security—for £1650—for the same objects. These 
funds were distributed to the contractors and to the pen 
•ona immediately employed by the company, in anch propore 
tiona as their respective claimi required. By recent advices

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those Contractors for the relief of these people, in addition to 
several other payments made with the same object.

I pon the cessation of the works, a measurement of the Locks 
3 Sc4 was commenced ; but the state of the weather prevented 
the necessary examinations for perfecting ir. Of the other 
Contractor the claims arc principally for specific sums for par* 
ticular portions of work, and but a small part requires the 
mensurumntof wlir.t bis been executed. The Board cannot 
adopt any plan for the adjustment of these claims, until the 
opening ot the season enables them to have a correct inspection 
made, and the true extent of these claims ascertained by com­
petent persons. In the mean tune they deeir.it necessary to 
declare that the sums chargeable against those Contractors 
amount —to £33,559 14 4 against Mr. Hoard—and to £6,057 
9 6 | against Messrs. Moore &. Synnotl—exclusive of advances 
lor the materials of their Lock Gales and other purposes—and 
also ol other liabilities of the former : and, according to the 
statements prepated by the Secretary and laid before the 
Hoard, actually txcetd any claims which, under their engages 
incuts with lie Company, they can now make upon it.

The Accounts of the Company, with that full and detailed 
statemi nt of its affairs, debts and Engagements, by the charter 
required to be submitted to the Annual Meeting, have been 
piupaied ; and the accounts of the Secretary to the 31st De» 
eember,l83J (tho’ including certain charges to (his date) have 
been made up and audited by a Committee of Directors, who 
leport them to be correct. All these with any other informa­
tion requested, will be read and laid before the meeting.

From these documents it will be observed, (bat the actual 
Expenditure of the Company to the present time has been 
£08,535 16s. 3-jd—of which sum £8561 2s. l-jd. has been ap­
plied to the purchase of Real Estate for the objects of the 
Company ; and, of the whole Cash payments, about £74,000 haa 
been expended in Labour and materials on the Canal Line; the 
remainder being for various Incidental charges, Engineers Sa- 

, lary, Interest, £tc. as detailed in the accompanying abstracts. 
On the other bund the whole amount of the Loan from H. M. 
Government haa/been received as well as tho Provincial Grant. 
The Real Estate stands charged with the Loan of £2000 and 
Interest. Deferred Shares to the amount of £10,950, of the 
original capital of £60,000, remain to be disposed of, and a 
Balance of £1461 3s. lOtd. to be received from subscribers • 
in Halifax.
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For the expenditure already incurred, the Company hold at 
Dartmouth—a valuable Mill and large property in Land, wil(i 
Water Privileges of the amplest kind, all which, upon the open­
ing of the Canal, will necessarily rise in value and become an 
important accession to the means of its improvement They 
hate obtained a Trsct of large extent, in a situation where a 
few years must render it desirable to settlers. The power, 
which the surplus waters of the Canal afford for Mill purposes 
and machinery of all kinds, is very great, and such as in other
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ba de serted an 1 abandoned—as * scheme wholly unworthy of 
. that aid, support and countenance, which, in so many and the 

biggest quarters, it has been honoured with, when its benefits 
remote, and the moans of its execution doubtful and un- 

e certain ? Neither in the actual state of the works—nor in 
what was effected during the past year—nor in the prospects 
for the future— itor in the claims or differences that remain for 
adjustment—can the Directors discover any just reason for des- 
pendency ; or the slighetl justification for that hoilile feeling 
which has, in some instances, been exhibited upon the subject 
ol this undertaking. From this laat its character of a great pub­
lie work—calculated in its success to exert a beneficial influ- 

throughout the Province—and liberally supported by pub­
lic and private contributions—entitled it to the most perfect ex­
emption ; but, notwithstanding those circumstances, the Di­
rectors arc induced to trust that the present meeting will not 
terminate until' it shall have decided on such measures, as will 
enshle the Hoard to obtain the means of relief from the pre- 

_ *ent temporary embarassments, and to secure that ultimate tue* 
cett which well directed perseverance, applied to useful objects, 
will invariably command. J -
