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THE REV. DANIEL F. GEE,
The second son of William and Hannah Gee, was born in the township of 
Scarboro’, on the 26th day of January, in the year of our Lord 1840, and died 
in Newcastle on the (5th of February, 1893. When but nine years of age he 
was converted to God, at a prayer-meeting held in his father’s house. In the 
early dawn of budding man there came into his soul a richer, fuller, baptism of 
spiritual life and light. Then it was he heard the Master’s call to go and bear 
His message of mercy to dying men. He at once entered upon a course of 

1 literary and theological training in Victoria College at Cobourg. He entered - 
upon his probation for the Methodist ministry in 18(54. The years of his pro­
bation were marked by earnest and efficient toil, proving by gifts, grace and 
fruits that his call was divine. On the 7th day of June, 18(58, by the late Dr. 
Punshon, he was ordained to the office and work of the Christian ministry. 
Shortly after war is be was united in marriage to Elvira D. Crosby, of Markham, 
who with two daughters and three sons mourn the loss of a kind husband and 
a loving father.

During these twenty-five years Brother Gee has labored successively on the 
following charges : — Stoufi'ville, Alliston, Bondhead, Aurora, Thornbury, 
Norwood, Mill brook, Trenton and Newcastle. As a preacher, our brother 
was clear, logical and instructive ; as a pastor, kind and sympathetic. While 
hf. ever ought to win the hearts of men to God, and build up true Christian 
character, he was also successful in church and parsonage building and improve­
ment ; and on many of thp circuits where he labored, there are standing to-day 
beautiful and commodious church edifices—sacred monuments of bis ceaseless 
energy and unremitting toil. It was while thus engaged in extensive church 
improvements that lie was summonéd to his eternal rest, On the last Sabbath 
in January he preached his last sermon. That night he was stricken with a 
fierce and fatal disease that neither medical skill nor ministry of ' loving hearts 
and hands could stay or cure. The call was unexpected, but found him pre­
pared. Responsive to inquiries respecting his hope beyond, he said, “All is 
well, all is well, if God should call.” But he would gladly linger with the dear 
ones in the home-circle a little longer. But as the unseen messenger drew 
nearer, he whispered “ Christ was never sweeter and heaven never dearer than 
now.” At 3 o’clock on Monday morning, Feb. 6th, with a heaven-lit smile, 
that lingered on the face of clay, ho passed from death into life.

The funeral services were held in the Methodist Church, Newcastle, 
Wednesday, Feb. 8th, when the Rev. T. W. Jolliffe, Chairman of the District, 
preached a most impressive and comforting sermon from Rev. xxi. 4, after 
which lthe Revs. President Roberts and Win. Buchanan delivered appro­
priate addresses. The remains were taken to the residence of P. P. Crosby, of 
Markham. On the following morning, after an appropriate memorial service, 
conducted by the lVv. Jos. Young, and assisted by the Revs. Messrs. Chambers, 
Anderson, Stewart, Real and Brown, all that was mortal of our departed 
brother was placed in the silent tomb and there awaits the ►resurrection of 
the Just.
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REV. WALTER W. LLOYD.
Walter Wilbur Lloyd was the son of the late J. B. Lloyd, and was born in 

the Township of King, County of York, in the year 1847. His boyhood was 
not marked by .anything out of the ordinary experience of boy life. After 
attending the public school he continued his studies at the high school until he 
became fitted for the profession of school teaching, in which profession he 
successfully engaged for, a number of years. Although he had been reared in a 
home that was not devoid of Christian influences, his conversion did not take * 
place until he was twenty-one years* of age. This important event, which not 
only brought a new experience to his own heart, but also decided the future

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course of his life, took place under the labors of the Rev T, Argue, in King 
Citv Soon after his conversion the new life began to manifest itself in a desire 
to be the instrument of good to others, and in efforts for their spiritual wel - 
being. The question of giving up his secular calling and devoting himself 
entirely to thd Lord’s work began to press itself upon him. The conviction 
that this was his duty grew upffn him until there was no room for doubt that a 
call had come from God to enter the work of the Christian ministry. 1 he 
Church soon recognized in him gifts and graces that could be used with advan­
tage in the Master’s work, nqd she opened the door to her ministry and invited 
him to enter. This he did, thus settling a question that for some time had been 
giving him painful anxiety. He was received on trial as a probationer for the 
Methodist ministry in 1876, and was appointed to the Utterson Mission, where 
he labored faithfully for one year. the end.üf that, year feeling his need of 
a more thorough equipment for the work upon which he had entered, he asked 
permission to attend college. This request was complied with, and he attended 
for a full term as a theological student fit Victoria University. As a student ho was 
diligent and painstaking. After three years spent at College he went back to 
active work better prepared to discharge the duties and bear the responsibilities 
of a Christian minister. Two years spent on Thornbury and Scarboro Circuits

ference, and ordained in 1880. He was united in marriage to Miss Bella 
Hunter, who, with three children, are left to mourn the loss of a kind husband 
and loving father. Subsequently he travelled the following Circuits : \ îctona 
Road, Warsaw, Plainville, Manilla and Epsom. On these charges lie served 
well and faithfully the interests of the Methodist Church and the cause of Christ. 
At the close of his first year on the Epsom Circuit he found his health giving 
way. He sought, through a short period of rest, to re-establish it, but in this 
he was only partially successful. Resuming his work again, disease more hrmly 
fastened itself upon him, medical skill being unavailing to check it. His decline 
was rapid ; but during that decline the divine presence was his comfort and 
the grace that fails not his support. On the morning of November drd, 18.L, 
Brother Lloyd peacefully closed his eyes and “ceased to work and live. , 
Brother Lloyd, as all who knew him will testify, was a man of beautiful spirit, 
and was earnest and devoted to his work.

Your Sabbath School Committee would beg leave to report as follows :
Number of preaching appointments, 548 ; increase, 14. Number of 

schools, 490 ; increase, 6. Officefs and teachers, 4,572 ; increase, 181. 
Scholars, 36,500; increase, 943. Conversions, 2,332; increase, 537. 
Members of Church, 9,591 ; increase, 1,975. Learning catechism, 
increase, 227. Pledged to total abstinence, 9,604; increase, 1,390. 
Volumes in library, 39,081 ; increase, 5,753. Contributions to Missions, 
$2,602.49; increase, $267.82. Raised ior School purposes, $17,149.10; 
increase, $272.20. Sabbath School Aid and Extension Fund, $374.71 ; 
increase, $41.84. Teachers’ meetings held by 47 Schools; inerease, 4. 
Schools open all the year, 284 ; decrease, 9.

Your Committee regret to find that some of our Schools are without our 
own Sunday School publications, and would earnestly urge upon our people 
the importance to our Church and country of patronizing only such publica­
tions as will build up our people in loyalty to Methodism and the country 
in1 which they live.

We also find that many of our Schools are closed during the winter 
months, and would urge upon all Superintendents of Circuits to use their 
best efforts to prevent the continuation of this evil.

While we rejoice that so many of the children have been converted to 
God during the year, we would recommend and emphasize the importance 
of forming catechumen classes where possible.

We would recommend that not only the children, but also the oEcers 
and teachers, abstain from the use of alcohol and tobacco, and that the 
pledge found in our Discipline be signed by them.

We regret, as in reports of former years, that that grand treasury of 
Methodist doctrine, the Catechism, is studied by so few in our Schools, 
and would urge its adoption by all.

We would all call to mind the fact that in many of our Districts there 
are no regular Sabbath School Conventions held under the auspices of 
our Church, as ordered by the Discipline (Section 311), and heartily 
recommend that the disciplinary requirement be carried out.

We further recommend that there be a Children’s Day, and so far as 
practicable, it be held on the first Sabbath in September.

These are the hope of our Church, 
whence our workers, either in the pulpit or school, or as officials, are to be 
recruited.

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public worship, the prayer meeting and testimony meeting, cannot fail to bring 
great spiritual blessings to them. Let us have for our children a sanctifie# 
ambition that will tower above all desires for honor, pleasure, wealth and 
power, and seek for them an intelligent cultured, holy Christian life, that will 
eminently bless the world and glorify God.

We ask your earnest interest for our missionary work, which lies very 
to the heart of the Church, and we entreat that it be made a subject of daily 
prayer. Never was this work so pressing as now, and never so full of encour­
agement. The vast fields of our operations, the great number of noble men 
and women engaged in the work, the vast multitudes of many tongues and 
nations reached by our agencies, and the magnificent results already obtained, 
give inspirations of hope and conquest. But this work is only begun. Fields 
unmeasured and unmeasurable are white unto the harvest, and God calls for 
reapers. What is the duty of the Church? First, Prayer. “Pray ye there­
fore the Lord of the harvest, that He will send forth laborers into His harvest.” 
Second, Faith. “ If ye had faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye would say 
unto this mountain be thou removed an-t be thou cast into the sea, and it would 
obey you.” Third, Self-sacrificing liberality. If we “love our neighbor as 
ourselves,” we shall delight in giving our money to save the sons of China and 
Japan from darkness and despair. The opportunity is ours to-day. Let us 
grasp it and “ work while it is day, for the night cometh when no man can work.”

Another great responsibility which presses our hearts and hands is the educa­
tional work of our Church. Every Church educates its own ministry. If the 
demands of all our congregations for an able, educated pastor be met, it must 
be by the liberal equipment and generous support of our colleges. As is the 
sympathy and support bestowed upon our colleges, so will be the intelligence 
and culture of our Methodist people. We are proud of our colleges, and thank 
God for them and the grand work they are doing. Of three of them we make 
special mention here. First, Victoria College, with its increased facilities and / 
its large staff of consecrated Christian professors, whose personal influence upon 
the students must be a life-long benediction. Second the Wesleyan Theological 
College, Montreal, affiliated to McGill University. The growing influence, 
attendance and resources of this institution attest its importance in the educa­
tion of the ministry of our Church ; and Third, Albert College, whose work 
each year proves its growing power and efficiency. We ask you who send your 
sons and daughters away for education, to send them to Albert College, believ­
ing its home-like influence, its Christian supervision and its thorough teaching 
will roach the highest possibilities for your sons and daughters. The Church 
needs all immediate increase of thirty per cunt, in the Educational Fund to meet 
the pressing necessities of the work. Will not the loyal congregations of 
people supply this need this year, and relieve the embarrassment which so 
heavily presses the Church ?

We have reached a crisis in our temperance work. All great moral and social 
reforms originate in and are fostered by the Church of God. True to its innate 
spirit, and wise to discern the Master’s guiding hand, she has sought to relieve 
the burdens, stimulate the virtues, and correct the evils of humanity.

The Cliurôh exists, not only to smile upon the right, but also to frown upon 
the wrong ; not only to “ top off the mouldering branches” of the tree of evil, 
but to tear it up by the roots. In pursuance of these principles, Methodism 
has not ceased, and must not cease, to wage a vigorous warfare against the 
liquor traffic.

, That is but an ephemeral manhood that wilts,>vhen under fire. The best 
type of character is not d veloped in the hot-house of self-indulgence. Thus, 
the best conditions of the religious life of the Church are determined by, and 
manifested in, uncompromising conflict with evil. As the Church is but the 
aggregate of the individuals composing it, so its concerted action must be 
inspired and directed by the same principles that should govern individual 
actions. These are the eternal principles of truth and righteousness
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The royal Psalmist says, “I was glad when they said unto me, let us go into 
the house of the Lord." And again, “How amiable arc Thy tabernacles, O 
Lord of Hosts. My soul longeth, yea, even fainteth for the courts of the Lord, 
mV heart and my flesh crietli out for the living God.” Surely, then, in this 
broader and better dispensation we should value our privileges, and show 
attachment to the sanctuary by a regular attendance upon its worship. No 
little thing should ever keep us from the house of God, neither the presence of 
visiting friends in the home, slight indisposition, unfavorable weather, or any­
thing else that wo wopld not allow to keep us away from our week-day business. 
The same law that hinds the minister to be in his pulpit binds you to be in your 
pew, viz., the law of duty.

If wo be true men and worn eh we shall find it a joy to assemble writh God’s 
people. A special blessing is promised unto those who thus meet together, and 
the admonition is, “ Not forsaking the assembling of yourselves together as the 
manner of some is, but exhorting one another, and so much the more as ye see 
the day approaching.”

Let us keep in touch with Christ. His indwelling presence will enable us to 
say, “Lord, 1 have loved the habitation of Thy house, and the place where 
Thine honor dwelleth.” Your absence from church is always a disappointment 
to your pastor and a loss to yourself.

Our Sunday School work. When we look at the' magnitude to which our 
Sunday School work has grown, we have much reason to be grateful to God. 
We have more scholars under our care than are to be found in all the other 
churches in Ontario. This, we say, not boastingly, but gratefully, and with 
the consciousness of the tremendous responsibility involved. The late Cardinal 
Manning said, “Let me have the training of the children up to twelve years 
iif age, and England will soon become a nation of Catholics.” The possibilities 
that are wrapped up in our Sunday School work are infinite. Let us endeavor 
to tit ourselves for the privilege thus afforded. Commentaries and lesson helps 
arc within reach of the great majority of teachers. Use these freely at home, 
do not bring them before your class. Teach the Scriptures, not from a leaflet 
or fragment alone, but from the Book itself. Instil a love for the Bible in 
the mind and heart of the child. Keep your own hearts pure and peaceful by 
close contact with the truth. Seek not merely the entertaining or the instruc­
tion of the children, but endeavor to compass their salvation. V*
