The Fats in Milk.

Doctors disagree in regard to the fats of
milk and the power to change them relative-
ly or to increase or diminish their quantity,
by feed, just as they have disagreed on other
things thousands of times. Prof. W. W.
Cooke, of Vermont, is sure that the relative
amount of butter fat cannot be changed at all
by feed, and no doubt his facts bear him out
in his conclusion. But something has to be
allowed for conditions. From October 1,
1888, to October 1, 1889, W. Fleichman, un-
der the direction of the East Prussian herd-
book society, made a series of experiments
with results as follows: “First, with the ad-
vance of the period -of lactation, the milk of
the individual cows became not only abso-
lutely but relatively richer in fat; that is, not
only the per cent of fat in the milk, but also
the percentage of fat in solids increased.
Second, In a majority of cases in which there
was a temporary increase in the yield of milk,
the milk became frelatively richer in fat.” In
other words, as Director Harris of the United
States experiment station says : ‘The rela-
tive amount of fat in milk can be changed by
varying the relations of cows.” It is not,
Gl , COW, der,” but ider pro-
fessor, consider, until you are sure you have
got everything included in your experiments.

When Milk is Formed.

Prof. Babeock, in a recent lecture
touching the subject of the elaboration of
milk in the cow’s udder, said that his obser-
vations had led him to believe that the milk
is in reality not fully formed when the cow is
ready to milk, although the material out of
which it is made is undoubtedly stored up in
the cellular tissues which comprise the lacteal
glands, and the last step in the elaboration
consists in the breaking down of this stored
up material into the perfect milk, which rare-
ly if ever takes place completely except under
the influence of certain emctions. He likens
it to the secretion of saliva which takes place
much more freely when the ‘glands are stimu-
lated by the act of mastigation and which is
often excited by the simple odor of food, or to
the secretion of tears, which flow freely when
the mnerves of the eye are irritated or when
certain emotions, such as grief or even joy,
calls the glands into action. The stimulus
musst be of a certain kind and to a consider-
able extent local, for while the sight of the
calf may call the glands into action it may
not be prevented by severe pain.

A Cheese Instructor’s Experience.

The following is from the experience of a
cheese instructor : Mr. J. B. Harris says that
when he became instructor in Canada, armed
with the experience he had acquired under
Prof. Arnold, he began the discharge of his
first season’s duty, filled with bright anticpa-
tions of a pleasant and successful campaign;
but he soon found that his office was no sine-
cure. The cheesemaker was not quite the
sort of animal he had in minds not half so
docile and tractable as he had hoped to find
him; indeed it was not long before he discov-
ered that making cheese was really a second-
ary element of the business—that how to get
on the blind side of the average cheesemaker
to get into his good graces and induce him to
consent to hear what he had tosay, and to
examine his methods, was the ledgerdemoin
he had to learn. The reluctance with which
cheesemakers are disposed vo receive the it-
inerant instructor is something to be won-
dered at, and che repugnance they manifest
when called upon to examine the contents of
his knapsack is laughable, tosay the least.
or. Harris says ‘“he has notning to say
against a man for standing firmly for an en-
lightened opinion, but he must say that those
fellows who, having served a brief apprentice-
ship at some croseroad factory, set up for
themselves and think they know all that is to
be known about cheese making, and refuse
to listen to the voice of instruction when it
is offered them, are no better than a pestilence
to the cheese business. Of course, it is not to
taken as granted that the itinerant instructor
is the best cheese-maker in the world, and
yet for aught these fellows know, he may be;
but whether he is or no, they are quite sure
that they know more than he does, or fo'
that matter, than anyone else, and thus they
go on, flooding the market from season  to
season with an inferior product, never dream-
ing but that it is the best that can be pro-
duced.” Mr. Harris says, ‘‘Enviousness,
jealousy and self conceit are vices which, it
seems to me, prevail more extensively among
cheese makers than among any other class of

artisans.

KING OF TROTTERS DEAD.

The Famous Campaigner, Rarus,
Expires on Mr. Bonner’s Farm.

Full of Yeagrs and Honor, the Ex-champion
is Buried Near the Great D(xter—A Re-
markable Career for a Horse of His Day.

Close beside the verdant mound on
Robert Bonner’s Tarrytown farm, be-
neath which lie the remains of the
famous Dexter, the still more famous
Rarus, who for years ranked as the fore-
most performer on the trotsing turf, was
quietly laid to rest last week. Mr. Bon-
ner ceased driving the speedy gelding in
the fall of 1890, and from that time unitl
December of last year the great trotter
passed his days quietly at the Bonner
stable now and then taking gentle walk-
ing exercise. Just before last Christmas,
Rarus was taken to Tarrytown, where he
enjoyed all the care and attention which
he so richly merited, alike on account of
age and long service. His teeth had
begun to loosen last summer, and a cold
which he caught soon after arriving at
the farm hastened his death. Rarus was
buried when Mr. Bonner reached the
farm in response to a telegram. The
superintendent had buried him near the
northern limit of the farm, ina plot re-
served for such purposes. Many have
wondered why the remains were not
turned over to a taxidermist for preserva-
tion. ‘But, remarked the owner of the
grand old gelding, ‘the kindest thing in
my estimation is to give a good horse hon-
orable burial, after allowing him the
enjoyment of his last few years in the
ease and comfort of a well earned leisure.

‘Mr. Bergh nsed to advocate the shoot-
ing of all old horses, but I rememler
that I upset his theory in a letter in
which I asked him if he would be bar-
barous enough to advocate the shooting
of his grandmother because she had
grown old. Good horses deserve the
same consideration in their decline as a
human being would receive, and Rarus,
estimated by the diflference between the
lifetime of a horse and thatof a man,
was fully 75 years old.

‘Although Rarus was but 25 when he
died, which is under the average age of a
horse, he was for six years, 1874 to 1879,
the greatest campaigner of his day, and
that is in part why I estimate his age as
that of a man of about 75 who had passed
a life of honest and honourable labor, and
is why I took measures to insures to
his having the reward of such a
career.

‘I bought Rarus at Hartford,” continned
Mr. Bonner, ‘in the early fall of 1879.
He had juB¢ come from Utica, where he
had defeated Hopeful in straight heats.
I paid $36,000 for him, the highest price
ever paid for a geiding. He was king of
the trotting turf then, and I was willing
to pay that sum to get the best specimen
of trotting horseflesh in America.

‘I bave driven on my track at the farm
to wagon in 3.20% the last quarter in 32}
seconds. John Splan doubted my having
driven Rarus so fast, but when 1 told
him my son held a watch on him he was
satisfied I had done it. John Murphy
has frequently driven Rarus to sulky
trails in 2,12} and 2.12, and once he drove
him in 2.114, with several watches agree-
ing as to the time.

‘I recollect, said Mr. Bonner, ‘that
when 8t. Julien trotted against time at
Hartford, in October, 1879 when he se-
cured the champion record, the judges at
first hung out the time as 2.11} which
was strictly in accord with all the outside
watches; but a few minutes later the
time was altered to 2.11}, thus beating
the trial of Rarus by one quarter of a
second.’

Rarus wasdriven by his ownerson the
road, both in single and double harness;
his mate was usually the bay gelding
Picard 2:18}.

Rarus was bred by R. B. Conklin, of
Greenport, L. I. He was foaled in 1867
by Abdallah (Conklin's) dam Nancy
Awful, by Telegraph, a son of Smith
Burr’s Napoleon, by Young Mambrino;
second dam, Tady Hunter, by Vermont
Black Hawk. The history and pedigree
of his sire is nnknown. %r. Conklin
bought the horse in New York in 1875,
under the uame of Abdailali, and, al-
though nothing definite can be discover-
ed it is generally conceded that he was a
son of Rysdyk’s Hambletonian. Rarus
was the only one of his get to trot in
standard time. A mere recapitulation of
the races in which he started and the
victories which he won will show what a
great horse he undoubtedly iwas, more
especially as the sulkies, harness and
tracks of those days were decidedly in-
ferior to those of the present. Raruswon
his first race Aug. 21,1874, at Hornelis-
ville, being then seven years old. Bar-
bara Knox took the first heatin 2.47 and
then Rarus the next three in 2.46, 2.45},
and 246} Not much promise in such
figures of the brilliant record he was g
secure six weeks later. That vear hLe
won four races, his best performance be-
ing at Prospect Course, L. I., Oct. 28 and
29, where he defeated a field of five in
the second, third and fifth heats in 2.30,
2.28} and 2.308. This race brought him
into the 2.30 list, and placed him among
the coming horses, and thenceforth his
performances were watched with the
keenest interest by tl.e trotting publie.

His opening victery in 1875 was at San-
dusky, on July 22, but no heat was
trotted faster than 2.31. At Clevelahd,
on July 30, he won a great race, defeat-
ing Molly Morris, Carrie, Eva, Belle
Brasfield, Mazomania Snowball, and
Bertie in the fourth, fifili and sixth heats,

in 2.24}, 2.23% and 2.26}. At Rochester,

Returning
east for the summer campaign, he inaug-
urated a remarkable series of victories at
Grand rapids, Mich., where, on June 22,
he defeated Cozette, Little Fred, Slow Go,
Lady Maud, and Nettie in the third,
fourth and fifth heats 2.213, 2.243 and
2.233. At Detroit on July 6 he defeated a
similar field in 2.22}, 2.25 and 2.22}. At
Cleveland, O., on July 25 he showed his
heels to Lucille Golddust, Cozette and
Albermarle in straicht heats in 2.18%,
2.18 and 2.18%, and one week later he de-
feated the same (ield at Buffalo in 2.24,
2.20 and 2.19; At the same meeting two
days later he defeated Lucille Goldduust
and Nettie in 2.193, 2.18 and 2,19} At

Utica on Aug. 15 he showed his heels to

Lucille Golddust and Great liastern in
219, 220 and 2.17.

At East Saginaw Mich., on June 26, he
trotted in 2174 216 and 216} At
Cleveland, O., on July 27, he trotted in
2.14},2.15 and 2.13. At Buffalo, N.Y,,

n Aug. 3, 1878, he capped the climax of
liis wonderful career, passed all previous
records, and became king of the trotting
turf by trotting in 2.13§. This record re—
mained the champion until Oct. 15, 1879,
when St. Julien trotted in 2123, In thag
year he won thirteen events,

His best efforts in 1879 were at Buflalos
on Aug. 7, in 213 and 214%, and at
Rochester, on Aug, 14, in 2. 173, 2.16 and
2.133%. I:J's last victory was against Hope-
ful at Utica, on Aug. 21 when he wonin
2174, 216} and 2.16.

was a stambling block to his fellow-poli-
ticians, and they used their pull to have
his head, figuratively, lopped off. Kuh
Yuen took his dismissal very much to
heart, and so resolved, before committing
suicide to revenge himself. This he did,
and wrote a long poem denouncing his
enemies and telling in thrilling Chinese
pathos the story of his sufferings. Hav-
ing finished his ode he guietly slipped
out of the world by dropping into an
affluent of the Ting Tung lake. The
common people, who even at that early
time had faith in reforms, were much
grieved at his death,and though they
did all they could to find his body it was
never recovered. A temple was erected
near the spot of Kuh Yuen's exit, and
every vear since then the scarch lor his
body is resumed and food is offered to
his shade. The legend on which Kuh
Yuen's fame rests says that cn one occa-
sion he re-appeared onthe banks of the
river and complained to the Chinese that
the offerings of food never reached him,
but were devoured by wator reptiles.
He, however, suggested a means of a)-
leviating his attenuated and ghost-like
condition. Now all the food 18 tied in
small bags with five threads of different
colored silks, or with leaves of bamboo,
and it is presumed that the ghost of Kuh
Yuen is well fed, as no further complaints
have been made.

In China, and especially in Canton, to-
day, the anniversary of the drowning of
the poet-statesman, the river will be
crowded for miles with gayly decorated
boats of every description, while the evil
spirits, to borrow the phraseology of the
War Cry, are “routed” from one end of
China to the other, and food is offered to
the shade. As these spirits do not fre-
quent San Francisco bay there is no
water celebration in that city, but there
will be great feasting, special perform-
ances at the theatres and a general holi-
day, the food being eaten by the cele-
brants instead of being cast upon the
waters.
