BRITAIN IS SUPPORTING

= THE UNITED STATES

Little Likely to Result From Secretary
of State Hay’s Note to the
Powers.

London, Sept. 23.—“Notking that will |
be of any permanent gcod can result
from Secretary Hay’s note to the pow-
ers on Roumania’s treatment of Jews,
unless somebody is willing to crush
Roumania, and no power seems anxious
to take on that task.”

The foregoing quotations, the utteran-
ces of an experienced British official,
represents the real opinion of the Brit-
ish foreign office on the subject of the ne-
gotiations between the United States
and Europe.

The Associated Press is able to say
that Great Britain’s backing up of the
United States in the Roumanian mat-
ter has only produced evidence that the
signatories of the Berlin treaty. refuse
to take othér than merely sentimental
action towards alleviating the persecu-
tion of the Jews, the exchange of views
regarding the United States note solicited
by Great Britain has progressed suffici-
ently to convince the foreign office here
that nothing material is likely to result.

Joseph H, Choate, the United States
ambassador to Great Britain, has brok-
-en up his hdliday in Scotland and return-
ed to London to-day. He is likely to
:spend the neyt few days in dealing with
the Roumanian matter. The hopeless-
ness prevailing by the British foreign
<office of effecting a change of heart on
the part of the Roumanian government
will not be allowed, however, to inter-
fere with the external course of the ne-
.gotiations, :

Germany Not Concerned,

Cologne, Sept. 23.—The Koelnische
-Zeitung, which 1s frequently inspired
from Berlin, refers to-day-to Secretary
Hay’s Roumanian note and says:

“Howévey pitiable the position of the
Jews in Roumania may be, individual
states must ask themselves whether an
affair which concerns foreign subjects
_justifies them in imposing their jurisdic-
tion upon the subjects. Great Britain
and the United States must make it
clear how they conceive the whole busi-
ness is to be managed. Germany, by it
:gelf, is in no way concerned in the ques-
tion. The fact that the treaty of Berlin
was signed in Berlin does not impose
the obligation of defending it upon Ger-
many any more than upon the other sig-
natories, It follows that we by no means
feel called upon to play the leading role,
the more so as we are under no illusion
as to the difficulty of the enterprise.
Roumania would have done better to
frame her Jewish legislation otherwise
than she has® The measures taken by
Roumania are hopeless. When she re-
~cognized this fact she will perhaps
modify her legislation in so much as it
is very much to her interest that the
Jewish, question disappear from the or-
der of the day.”
BOER GENERALS MANIFESTO.
.Appeal for Funds for the Assistance of

Needy in South Africa. -

Amsterdam, Sept. 23.—Generals Botha,
Dewet and Delarey have issued a mani-
festo in the shape of an appeal to the
wivilized world. This document relates
bow, after the terrible struggle in South
Africa, the Boers wers compelled to ac-
-cept the British terms of peace, and the
.generals were commissioned to proceed
to England and appeal to the government
to allay the distress which is devastat-
ing the colonies, and in the event of the
failure of the mission to appeal to the
«civilized world for charitable contribu-
tions. Continuing, the appeal says that,
having failed to induce Great Britain to
grant furthe:- assistance, it only remain-
ed for them to address themselves to
people of Europe and Americ..

“The small Boer nation” goes on the
manifesto, “:aa never forget help it re-
ceived in its dark hours of suffering.
Our people are completely ruined. It
has been impossible to make a complete
inventory, but at least 30,000 houses,
Boer farms, and many villages, were
burned or destroyed by che British dur-
ing the war. Everything was destroyed
and the country was complegely laid
waste. The war demanded many vie-
tims, and the land was bathed in tears
and our orphans and widows were aban-
doned. We are appealing to the world
for contributions to assist the destitute
and help in the education of the chil-
drem.” The generals repudiate all de-
sire to inflame the minds of the people,
nd declare ‘“The sword is now sgheath-
ed, and all differences are silent in the
presenee of such great misery,”

PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT,

He Underwent Operation Yesterday For GRE"I BRI.I.AIN

Removal of Ahscess on His Leg.

Indianapolis, Ind., Sept. 23.—As a re-
sult of the trolly accident at Pittsfield,
Mass., the President received several
bruises. One of these on the left leg
between the knee and ankle, has develop-
ed into a small abscess. The President
is entirely well otherwise and has con-
tinued to meet the several engagements
of his itinerary, but in view of the con-
tinuance of caution, Doctors Oliver
and Cook, of Indianapolis, were re-
quested to meet Dr. Lung, the Presi-
dent's surgeon, at Indianapolis, Dr.
Richardson, of Washington, D. C., be-
ing also one of the number. In the opin-
ion of the doctors, the trouble necessi-
tated an operation,

As after the operation the President
will require rest, possibly for at least
ten days or two weeks, it has been ne-
cessary to cancel the remaining engage-
ments of his trin, and he will go directly
from Indianapolis to Washington this
evening. The physicians say that the
case is pot-in any way serions, and
that there is no danger whatever. 'This
statement is made so that no false ru-
mors may disturb the neople, and that
they may be authoritatively advised of
the exact nature of the case.

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AND VENEZUELA

DIPLOMATIC RELATIONS
STRAINED AT PRESENT

The British Minister May Be Recalled,
But Hostilities Are Not Con-
templated.

London, Sept. 22.—The "Associated
Press is in a position to announce that
diplomatic relations between = Great
Britain and Venezuela are on the verge
of being severed. Almost any hour may
bring the announcement that the British
minister at Caracas has been given his
passports with corresponding action to-
wards the Venezuelan representative in
London. The cause of the crisis does
not seem to be contined to any particular
incideng, but eonsists in various difficul-
ties which culminated in Venezuela as-
suming such an angry attitude as to
leave Downmg street fully impressed
with the belier that the YVenezuelan gov-
ernment intends to force matters to ‘a
crucial issue, That a diplomatic rup-
ture would result in hostilities is a con-
tingency thus far searcely contemplated.
The present diplomatic relations are so
strained that to quote a responsible Brit-

“ish official “It ‘wouid make really very

littlo difference if the fact became pub-
lic property by the absence of the dip-
lomatie representatives from Caracas
end London.”

The view of the fpreign office is that
affairs have reached a stage where it is
impossible to deal satisfactoriiy with
Venezuela in any matter which may
come up. In proof of this contention
the foreign office instances the report of
tha United States minister at Caracas,
Herbert W, Bowen, announcing that the
Veneztelan government had protested
against the British flag being raised over
Patois (or Goose) island, over which the
Venezuelan governmént claims sover-
eignty. According to the British goy-
«rhment’s understénding Patois island be-
longs to' Great Britain just as much as
Trinidad, and so as known no question
as to its ownership has ever arisen. In-
habitants of the island hawe recently
been shot or otherwise _endangered
through "the action of Venezuelans,
whether government or revlutionary
partisans is not known. For purposes of
protection the local West Indian author-
ities ordered the British flag to be prom-
inently” displayed on the island, hence
the protest which the foreign office says
is only one of many.

An - exceptionally prominent official
said to a representative of the Asseciat-
ed Press this morning: . “Affairs in Ven-
ezuela are so hopelessly muddled that
we can get nothing done. There is no
concealing the fact that the Venezuelan
government has made heated protests to
our minister. The chief grievaneces ap-
pear to he the allegation that the British
government is aiding the revolutionary
army.
feetly baseless, We only wish the Unit-
ed States would take over the whole
country, and’ then perhaps we would- zet
some peace, Of the disturbances of the
last decade, the present seems to be the
worsf. This combined with the aftitude
of the national government makes us
somewhat indifferent. to any action which
may take place . Venezuelans appear in-
clined ¢to be. rather reckless, thanks
chiefly to what I presume is the mis-
taken notion that Washington will pro-
tect them from the results of their own
folly, however inimical that might be to
the life and property of 3ritish subjects
and the other Europeans, As we under-
stand Monroeism, Venezuela is quite
mistaken in this matter, though appar-
ently the impression has much to do
with -her present actions.”

REVOLT CAUSES SUFFERING.
Business at Colon, Colombia, Is Sus-
pended—Rebel Sympathizem
Imprisoned.

Kingtton, Jamaica, Sept. 23.—The
British steamer Artilian, which has just
reached here from Celon, Colombia,
brings a report that the situation on the
Isthmus was extremely critical when
she left there last Sunday. The rebels
at that time were reported to be mass-
ed near the railroad, between Colon and
Panama, and the government was gend-
ing troops from Panama to Agua Dulce,
to cut off the rebels’ retreat, should they
be beaten on the Isthmus. The main
rebel army, under Gen. Herrera, was
reported Saturday and Sunday to be
within seven miles of Colon,

Officers of the Antilian said the busi-
nesy at Colon had been suspended and
that the privations there were very
great. The government soldiers at Co-
lon are mainly youth and are apparently
unable toj stand the hardships of a
campaign. The decree preventing Lib-
erals from appearing on the streets is
being strictly enforced at Colon. Enor-
mous prices are being charged for food
stuffs, accordifg to reports brought by
the Antilian, and a number of promi-
nent people in Panama have beén im-
prisoned because they sympathized with
the rebel movement. i

Colon, Colombia, Sept. 23—Three com-
panies of ,United States marines, who
arrived here on the auxiliary ecruiser
Panther, reached Panama this morning.

LATE QUEEN OF BELGIANS.

The Remains Removed\to Chapel—Re-
vival of Quarrel Between King
and His Daughter,

Brussels, Sept. 22.—The fuperal train,
bearing ther body of Queen Marie Hen-
rietta, arrived at-laeken at 2:40 p.n.
The engine was draped with a crepe-
covered flag,. The King and other mem-
bers of the royal family, the men in full
uniform with crepe scarfs and sword
hilts covered with crepe, descended and
gathered in tha waiting room to whiech
the coffin was removed. The procession
afterwards startad for a neighboring
churcn, the Grenadier band playing a
funeral march. The coffin was borne
into the ehurch, where the Archbishop of
Malines pronounced the absolntion, af-
ter which ‘the coffin, followed by the
King and other notabilities, was taken
tosthe crypt. The remains later will be
placed in the mausoleum,

The scandal arising from the revival
of the family quarrel between King
Leopeld and his daughter, the Princess
Stephanie . (Countess of Lonya) beside
the bier pf the late Queen Marie Hen-
rietta, at Spa, yesterday, when the King
refused to speak to the Princess, and
compelled her to lezve the palace, is
agitating all classes. Popular svmpathy
on all sides 18 expressed for the Princess,
who, thongh deeply affected by the inci-
dent, makes no complaint,

Th2 Princess herself has issued a sim-
ple statement of the.facts, as follows:
‘“The precise facts are these: I was
praying at the bier of the Queen when
some one came at 4 o’clock to tell me
the King would rnot receive me. I imme-
diately left the de~th chamber. I had
no interview with His Majesty.”

It was hoped bv the public, who ap-
nlauded Princess Stephanie’s love match
with the Count of Lonya, that the Queen
would lead to healing the rupture, but
the incident at Sna is taken to demon-
strate that the King is as irreconcilable
as ever, to what he openly designated a
misalliance, even after the approval of
the Austrian Emperor, Franeis Joseph.

. rincess Stephanie staried for Calais
this afternoon. She was accorded a
most enthusiastic greting by large
crowds of people at the railroad station,
while cries of “Vive la Comtesse!” were
raised, to which she replied, “I thank
you with all my heart.”

MAY ORDER TROOPS
10 PRESERVE ORDER

SITUATION AT LEBANON
IS CRITICAL TO-DAY

Messenger Dies From Injuries He Re-
ceived While on His Way Home
~—Mitchell Displeased.

Harrisburg, Pa., Sept. 23.—The strike
situation at the American Iron and Steel
Works at Lebanon has become so criti-
cal that troops may be ordered there by
Governor Stone within 24 hours. A
committee of citizens of Lebanon waited
upon the governor to-day earnestly re-
quested that he furnisa the eity with
military protection,

The governor has the matter now un-
der advisement, and unless the situation
improves troops will likely be sent there
to maintain order and protect life and
property,

The city was ia a state of excitement.
There was firing of pistols for hours near
the American works, and the colored
men ‘who had just arrived at the works
were terrified - &s were the citizens.
About midmght, Wm, Hafman, aged 17,
was shot. He died in the hospital this
morning. He was & messenger in the
cffice of the company and had attended
an entertainment at the opera house, On
his way home he was struck by a bul-
let. To-day the plant is surrounded by
a threatening crowd.

ASKS FOR TROOPS.
Further Outbreaks in the Strike Region
of Pennsylvania,

Scranton, Pa., Sept. 22.—Sheriff
Schadt, of Lackawanna county, to-night
telegraphed Governor Stone to send
trocops to his assistance. The worst of
to-night’s -outbreaks occurred at Archi-
bald. A crowd of 200.strikers, mostly
foreiguers, ransacked the barracks occu-
pied by the 40 men employed at the
Raymond washery while the men were
at work, and then meeting with the men
as they were returning, drove them back
to the refuge of the washery. The meb
then returned to the colliery proper,
drove out the engineers, firemen, pump
men and guards, and took possession of
the breaker. The plant of the Crescent
Electric Light Co.. which is supplied
with steam from the breaker, had to
shut down, and the whole region around
was left in darkness. In ‘the breaker
two men were shot, one ,a striker and
the other a workman.- Their names or
condition could not be learned. Chief
Deputy Sheriff Miles McAndrew was
attacked and shot at by a mob at Oli-
thant. 'The steam nires of the ‘Penn-
sylvania colliery at Oldforge were blown
un with dynamita to-nicht. Two color-
ed cooks at Willilam A, colliery were
resewed by the deputy sheriff ffom a
crowd that was threatening to. lynch
them,

Qapt. Sverdrnp Has Mapped Ount a
Large District,

London, Sept. 22.—Dispatches -from
Stavanger, Norway, say that Capt. Sver-
denp, who returned there last Friday
from his Arctic expedition in the steam-
ship Fram, mapped, while he was in the
North, an extensive district in the vicin-
ity of latitude 81.37, longitude 110. He
considers it probable that groups of isl-
ands of the same character as those
already known stretch to the westward
as far as the meridian 0f Behring strait.

The Times, in an editorial article on
Capt, Sverdrup’s personal narrative of
his trip, highly compliments the explorer
on the abundant and availabie addition
he has made to Arctic knowledge, *and
shows that he did wisely in abandoning
the larger tasks.'

The Times considers that, as Lieut.
Perry met no land in his attémpt to
reach the pole, Capt. Sverdrup has prob-
e2bly discovered the last outlet between
the American continent and the Neorth
pole.

REFUGEES FROM ISTHMUS.
Many People Are -Leaving = Celon and
Panama as They Fear an Attack.

Kingston, Jamaica, Sept. 21.—The Bri-
tish steamer La Plata arrived here to-
day from Colon, bringing a large num-
ber of refugees from the Isthmus. It
is reported that owing to the fear of
rebel attacks a great many people are
leaving Colon and Panama. The Colom-
bian government is ntill sending rein-
forcements to the Isthmus, and the Ia
Plata carried 1,000 government troops
f16m Savanilla tc Colon. The Colombian
revolutionists are said to be massing
iz the neighborhood of the railroad on
the Isthmus. The refugees declare the
situation at Panama and Colon to be ex-
tremely critical.

The officers of the La Plata say they
were informed while at Colon that sev-
eral Liberal sympathizers had been im-
prisoned at Panama because they violat-
ed the order recently issued by the gov-
ernment and appeared on the streets of
thas ecitr. Business at Colon is entirely
suspended.

The plan of the revolutionists would
seem to be to attack the government
forces without interfering with railroad
traffic over the Isthmus.

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REIGN OF TERROR

FURTHER REQUESTS TO
GOVERNOR FOR TROOPS

Present Force of Deputy Sheriffs Un-
able to Keep Order—Non-Union-
ists Assaulted.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Sept. 24 —A reign of
terror was felt in this portion of the
strike country last night and this morn-
ing. No sooner Was. one outbreak sup-
pressed than another broke out.

At Nanticoke the street cars were
boarded by the mob in search of non-
union men coming from or going to work.
A sheriff's posse and a crowd of strikers
exchanged shots at Wanamie, after the
latter had derailed a train of coal cars.

At Plymouth a number of non-uniomn
men on their way home from No. 2 mine
were held up and beaven so badly that
they. were left on the roadway for dead.

Karly this morning a demand for more
deputies was received from no less than

plying for aid saying that if help was not
sent at once there would be loss of pro-
perty and possible bloodshed. Sheriff
Jacobs, after consultation with his at-
torney, decided to take no more chances,
but to appeal to the governor at onee.
Shortly before 2 o’clock this morning the
slaeriff telegraphed Governor Stone telling
him the situation in the Wyoming region
 Was beyond his control, and that in
order to protect life and property troops
would have to be sent here immediately.
The zovernor’s secretary replied that the
matter would be laid before the former

‘Wilkesbarre, Pa., Sept. 24.—Governor
Stone, Adjutant-General Stewart and
Sheriff Jacobs did considerable talking
over the long distance tclephone to-day.
The governor suggested that the names
of twelve prominent citizens be sent him
as a guarantee that  there was really
need for the troops. The reqguired num-
ber of signatures being -secured, the
governor and the adjutant-geéneral then
held a conference, and at noon an order
was issued calling out the 9th Regimept,
with headquarters in this city. The
work of mobilizing the regiment at onee
commenced,

The regiment is made up of twelve
companies, and is about 750 strong, and *
'is commanded by Col. C. B. Dougherty.
The troops will be ready to take the
field in a few hours. Bat{alions will at
once be sent to Pittston, Nantico and
Plymouth, where disturbances occurred
last night.

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TROOPS ON DOTY

THE NEW YORK MURDER,

Man Taken Into Custody Has Made a

Confession.

Derby, Conn., Sept. 22.—William
Hooper Young, for whom the police of
New York have been searching in con-
nection with the murder of Mrs, Anna
Nelson Pulitzer, has been found and is
also said to have made a confession re-
garding the killing of Mrs, Pulitzer.

In the guise of a tramp he had been
wandering about the country for several
days and was arrested last evening by
the Derby police on suspicion. Although
hig description corresponded closely with
that sent out by, the New. York. officers
the prisoner at first stoutly denied -any
onnectiod ‘with the murder, and even
when he was ¢onfronted with a man who
was formerly a fellow workman he still
denied his identity. But this evening,
upon the arrival of a man with whom he
was intimately acquainted, the prisoner
acknowledged that he is William Hooper
Young. He consented to gq back to New
York - without the formality of requisi-
tion papers and will be taken there prob-
ably to-morrow morning.

It was to MaLevy, a physical culture
instructor of Brooklyn, and Detective
Sergeant Kdward Hughes, of New York,
that the prisoner admitted his identity.
During the interview with the officers
which followed Young’s admission of his
identity, he is said to have made a con-
fession régarding the crime. The exact
nature of this confession was not made
public to-night. It was said that Young
had spoken of an accomplice, but one of
the officers, when questioned about this,
replied: “If yop say simply that a con-
fession has been made you will tell the
whole story.”

From another reliable source, however,
came the information that Young did say
that he had an accomplice, 2

withdrew from the. prisoner's cell and
left him for the night, the announcement
being made that the man would not be
taken to New York: until to-morrow even-
ing.

THE BOER APPEAL.

Tone of Manifesto Has Atoused Resent-
ment in Great Britaid.

London, Sept. 25.—The “tone and con-
tents of the manifesto of the Boer gen-
erals, which was issued i the form of
an appeal to the civilized world for con-
tributions to assist destitute Boers and
belp in the education of Boer children,
excite the utmost resentment of  the
whole British press, and the doecument
tends' to alienate thé 'sympathy which

| has hitherto been felt for Boer people

in many quarters, It is regarded as a
manifesto of hostility to Great Britain,
and the work not of Generals Botha, De-
wet and Delarey, but of Dr. Leyds, the
European representative of the Boers,
and Mr. Reitz, former state secretary of
the Transvaal, and a blunder which the
Boers will live to regret. The state-
ment contained in the manifesto that|
30,000 houses have been burned is de-
clared to be a gross exaggeration, and
complaint is made that while the docu-
ment presents the cause against Great
Britain in the worst possible light, it
dighonestly ignores the ‘fact
British government has ‘promised to ad-
vance loans free of interest for three
years, to enable the Boers to re-settle on
their farms. It is pointed out that even
if the Boers’ estimate of 30,000 farms
destroyed is correct, these - $15,000,000
granted under the peace terms will give
each family $500. The idea ' that the
appeal is likely to result in getting
something - like $150,000,000 is ridiculed
as preposterous.
H. Phipps’s Gift.

London, Sept. 24.—A  dispatch. from
The Hague to-day confirms the report
that the donor of the $100,000 sent to
Gen. Botha for the relief of destitute
Boers was Henry Phipps, an Ameri-
can, and not Arthur White, as announced
by the general in Rotterdam on Monday.

BOMBARDED TOWN.
Venezuelan Warship’ Hoisted TUnited
States Flag in Order to Ascend
' River, %

'Port of Spain, Island of Trinidad,
Sept. 24.—A leading German merchant,
who recently escaped from Ciudad, Boli-
var, on the Orinoco river, at Venezuela,

‘arrived here yesterday, and 'made a

statement under oath before the officials
here, setting forth that on August 20th
the Venezuelan warship Restaurador,
formerly George J. Gould's yacht Atlan-
ta, when steaming ug:thé Orinoco river
for the second-time, in order to again
bombard Ciudad, Bolivar, hoisted the
United States flag in: order to be able
to reach that city without arousing the
suspicions of the inhabitants as to her
identity, and'in this stratagem reached
the custom- house at Ciudad, Bolivar.
She then immediately opened fire 'on the
centre of the city, causing loss of life
and damage to' property in‘the quarters
inhabited by the foréigners.

TINE FOR BRIDGE

TENDERS EXTENDED

 WILL LIKELY EFFECT

SW THE CITY

English Firms Require Three Weeks
After Receiving Specifications—
Must Be in Oct. 27th.

Bridge centractors will have a fort-
night longer than ‘originally intended to
prepare tenders for the sub-structure of
Point Ellice bridge. The c¢ity council
last might extended the date to October
27th ‘at 4 p. m. This action was taken
asg the result of a cablegram received
from Agent-Gencral J, H. Turner, in
London, who pointed out that BEnglish
bridge builders required three weeks’
time after the arrival of the specifica-
tions to prepare tenders and dispatch
fhem to the city clerk’s office here.,

Mayor Hayward recommended that
the time be extended, as the knowledge
that the English firmg were in the field
would greatly affect the tenders of the
Canadian and United States bridge build-
ers, and something like $10,000 would
likely be saved to the city. The city en-
gineer would- communicate to every firm
that intended tendering, the decision of
the council to extend the time and the
reason for doing so.

The city solicitor reported on Mr, Hag-
gerty’s communication regarding com-
pensation, that the latter was only en-
titled to twenty-five cents per yard for
the amount of stone of the five thousand
contracted for and not used. He pointed
out that the contract with Mr. Haggerty
was not tc be repudiated, as a certain
quantity of sandstone would be used.
The sandstone, it has been deeided, will
be nsed in connection with the granite
facing for the abutments and wing walls.

The question of the safety of the pre-
sent structure at Point Ellice was
brought ‘up by a communication from
the B. C. Electric Railway Company. In
this connection the city engineer reported
that he had examined the bridge three
weeks ago, and found it absolutely safe.
If deemed advisable the centre could be
strengthened by the addition of a few
piles. The company will be notified that
the bridge is safe, but that the regula-
ticns governing traffic over it must be
strictly observed.

A VICTORIAN’S INVENTION. .

Porcelain Packing of Salmon Proving a
Gmt‘ Success.

8. M, Okell, inventor of the Okell por-
celain jar for the pacKing of salmon,
which has been described in former.is-
sues of the Times, leaves to-morrow
night for the Bay City to consult with
his principals, a big San: Framcisco firm
‘'who have acquired the rights from the
inventor, and who have used it in their
canneries upon the other side of the line
this season. Mr, Okell will be accom-
panied by J. M, Bradburn, the local rep-
resentative of the San Francisco house,
and on the result of the conference will
depend the extent of the pack next year.

After returning from San Francisco,
Mr. Okell will go East to Ottawa, and
to Halifax, making arrangements at the
latter point for packing lobster next sea-
son by the same system. He will then
proceed to England, and will likely con-
clude his business there in time to re-
turn by New Year,

The company this year put up 7,000
cases of choice salmon in these jars, and
the reception of the output on fhe Brit-
ish market has been so flattering that
next year it is contemplated to double
the pack, beside branching out into the
lobster trade and other lines. Five hun-
dred cases have been shipped to South
Africd, wnere an order treble or
quadruple that amount is assured for
next season.

Unfortunately the patent has been-se-
cured by ;a foreign concern, notwith-'
standing the efforts of the inventor and
other local capitalists to interest Cana-
dian packers in it. ' Prof. Prince, of the
department of fisheries at Ottawa, says
it practically solves the question of
safely transporting canned salmon to the
British market and overcoming the an-
nual loss from spoiled tins, which now
aggregates every year about $100,000.

The salmon is patked and cooked just
as in the ordinary tins, excepting that
porcelain, hermetically sealed, is substi-
tuted, so that the fish is absolutely im-
mune from contamination from the cas-
ing.

EXPLORATION TRIP

'VICTORIA BUILT BOAT

ASCENDS THE PELLY

Damages to the Tug Lorme—C. P. N,
Steamers Have Had Busy Season--
Schooner in Distress.

The steamer La France, which was

built in sections and taken north to
White Horse and -there put together,
has just returned to Dawson from an
expedition 350 miles up the Pelly river,
into the hitherto almost wholly unex-
.plored and- unprospected Pelly basin.
This is the third expedition of the La
France up the river this season to take
.rrespectors into the country,
. apt. Smythe, master of the steamer,
‘brings the encouraging news that pros-
pectors are finding gold in the gravel
.everywhere along the river, but have not
yet struck paying diggings. From the
extensive spread of the fine gold, it is
thought certain that gold must exist in
big quantities somewhere in the Pelly
basin, and many are expecting to see a
good strike made there.

Capt, Smythe says that he saw men
all-along the Pelly river, and that the
whole country seems to be attracting
frontier settlers. He is highly pleased
over the indication of so vast and hither-
“to neglected country becoming inhabited,
and says he believes the region will be
so populated in another season that
the La France will find permanent and
constant traffic up the river from Daw-
son.

“There are colors to be found every-
where along the Pelly,” said Captain,
Smythe, “and I have hopes that a good
camp will be struck somewhere in the
basin. I should estimate there are-100
men along the Pelly. Some are there to
trap, and others to prospect. Some of
the prospectors have gone up the river
150 miles above Smith’s post, and are
prospecting on streams in that district.
They have built cabins and will winter
there. .. A numbe: have also built cabins
at the post. Among the streams tribu-
tary to Pelly being prospected are the
Glenlyon, Laperie und Campbell rivers.

“The country is full of game, Every
time we stopped to eut wood we found
:all the grouse we cared to shoot, and
squirrels and other small game abound.
Moose, caribou and bear are also plenti-
ful, but the steamer frightens them, and
we scarcely ever get within firing range.”

The La France took 20 passengers and
a full load of freight up the Pelly this
trip. She brought back no passengers
nor freight, but:at Selkirk picked up
the largest raft of wood ever assembled
on the Yukon and- brought it te Daw-
son for the Northern Commercial Com-
pany. The raft comprised 250 cords of
wood and was 250 feet long, 48 wide
:and 3 feet thick. It was brought down
the river without a mishap. 1

SCHOONER IN DISTRESS,

Her story was
wone of contrary winds and no winds at
all, during which the Klose was driven
far out of her course. Every effort to
weturn to the track was met with adverse

breezes, followed by calms, in which the

sails flapped idly against the masts and
the schooner was like a painted ship
©n a painted ocean.

“The Klose is a comparatively new
schooner of small dimensions, and has
‘been operated on the coast for several
Jears past. Ordinarily the Xlose has
made fast trips in her work, but this
time so many days elapsed that the San
Francisco papers several days ago stated
that she had probably met with misfor-
tune. The Klose is owned by A, W.

SAUCY LASS ARRIVES,

After a cruise of thousands of miles
in an almost fruitless endeavor in search
©of seals the schooner Saucy Lass, Capt.
Gillion, dropped anchor in James Bay at
4 o'clock yesterday afternoon, No soon-
er had slie arrived than anxious friends
of the Baker boys, who disappeared from
the Geneva on the Copper island coast,
were on hand to make inquiries regard-
ing the missing men., The Saucy Lass,
being the second last of the sealing fleet
to reach home from the Asiatic coast,
was expected to have some tidings of the
lost ones, but in this the expectant were
disappointed. Her crew had heard noth-

The Saucy l.ass has been one of the
most nnfortunate schooners of the fleet,
notwithstanding the fact that she is one
of the last home. Her total catch ob-
tained since the 8th of January last only
amounts to 79 skins, and this represents
her work on this coast as well as that on
the pup grounds and on the coast of
Copper island. She only secured 40 odd

pelts on this coast, while not more than ,

half a dozen were taken on the pup
grounds, whither she sailed after re-
provisioning at Bamfield creek on the
completion of ner cruise along this coast.
The weather throughout the greater part
of her voyage was very unfavorable for
sealing operations, and seals were scarce
everywhere she ‘went.

The Dora Siewerd, the only other ves-
sel of the Copper island fleet still out,
was spoken before the Saucy Lass start-
ed for home. It was on the 18th of last
month, and she had a cateh of 200 skins,
which is also a very small catch, The
Dora Siewerd was then on the Copper
island coast, and had intended remaining
there for a short time in the hopes of in-
creasing her catch. ;

On the way home the Sauey Lass call-
ed at Atu for water, and was 33 days
coming from. there to port..the weather
having been very stormy during the most
of the passage. The vessel carries a crew
of 18 men, of whom four were Japs, ship-
ped at Bamfield Creek. There had been
rome apprehension felt over the schooner,
but there appears to have been no just
cause for any uneasiness.

NO LONGER INSURABLE.

The San Francisco Bulletin says:
“The British ship Vildanden, now out
204 days from Port Tampa, Fla., for
Adelaide, with a cargo of Tennessee fer-
tilizer, is no longer insurable in Liver-
pool or in London. This means that she
has been ‘posted for inquiry’ at Lloyd’s
and that two weeks hence, unless some
word of her comes from the sea, that she
will be written a total loss, risks paid,
and her name expunged from the records
of shipping for all time. Sailors call this
a ship’s funeral and they really are a
lost craft’s obsequies, A more dangerous
cargo could not possibly be found than
the one taken to sea by the long overdue
vessel, Tt is composed of elements that
drink up moisture like a sponge, and
while naught is definitely known of how
it sends n vessel to her deom, it is gen-
erally presumed that it keeps growing
leayier and heavier until the craft car-
rying it falls in with foul weather, and
having no bouyancy left plunges to her
death. Ninety per cent. has been paid
for a- month past to insuare the Vildanden
with few takers, the dangerous reputa-’
tion of her eargo making speculators
most wary."”

BERNIER’'S EXPEDITION,

“Capt. J. E, Bernier, the Canadian
Arctic explorer, is at present in Toronto
for the purpose of further interesting
the people of Ontario in his proposed ex-
pedition in search of the North pole, He
reports that at Montreal he has had
some encouragement. Capt. Bernier is
anxious to raise some $30,000- to- com-
plete the $120,000 that will 'be Tequired
to equip the expedition. The Dominion
government has promised to contribute
$60,000 if the balance of the $120,000
is raised by other means. Then they are
expected by Capt. Bernier to guargntee
the payment of $50,000 wages of the

guen ‘émployed on the expeditjon. The

Ontdffo government has promised to
contribute $15,000 to aid the captain,
who, by the way, asks nothing for him-
self, having freely spent his own money
in'promoting the .voyage in which he is
8o interested. Contribution for the Can-
adian North pole expedition will be re-
ceived at any bank or any branch bank,”,
says the Toronto Globe.

Capt, Bernier said: “I think that this
fall is the 'proper time to commence
building our ship, go that we can benefit
by these last expeditions, which are in
the North now.

Capt. Buandahl, who left two years ago
with a vessel of 44 tons, with six men

“Chief Engineer Svame, of the Nor-
wegian steamer Tellus, hes accomplish-
ed a feat which has rarely if ever been
precedented,” says the San Franecisco
Exdminer. “With a broken erank pin
he steamed from the Bay City to Lady-
smith, B. C., and sent the collier into
the harbor in safety.

“When the Tellus left for Ladysmith
she collided with the schooner O, M,
Kellogg outside the Heads. Shortly
after the collision the crank pin, which
drives the propeiler shaft, broke short
off. As a result the steamer was com-
pelled to stop, and lay helpless for some
time,

“The Tellus carried an extra crank
pin, but time was required to substitute
it for the broken one. Chief Engineer
Svane 'volunteered to send the vessel
along with the broken pin. The fractur-
ed parts were fitted together, the brasses
were tightened and the vessel reached
Ladysmith on schedule time. The steam-
er was unable te go astern, however,
and when Ladysmith was reached was
compelled to drift into port.”

'of navigation interests involving the in-

vestment of upwards of $1,000,000. Mr.
Peabody is now in New York, where it
is understood he will present his options
to the banking firm of Harriman &
Co., who have stood ready for some time
past to finance a steamboat combination
on Puget Sound,” says the
Times. ‘“The capital for the new enter-
prisc is already available, but terms are
vet to be agreed upon,

“The steamers owned by the Puget
Sound Navigation Company, which will
be embraced in the new combination, in-
clude the following: The Rosalie and
Majestic, which are on the Victoria run;
the Alice Gertrude and Garland, which
run to Neah Bay, Port Angeles, Port
Townsend and other points in the lower
Sound country; the Lydia Thompson and
Prosper, which touch at the big mill
camps on the west shore of the Sound,
and the Evangel. All save the Rosalie
were purchased nearly a year ago by
Mr. Peabody and his associates from the
Thompson Steamship Company for $300,-
000. All of the steamers named have
the United States mail routes om the
Sound.”

KAGA MARU HEAVILY LOADED.

The  sailing of the steamer Kaga
Maru some time this evening will'be the
principal incident on the waterfront to-
day. She leaves Seattle to-day and is
carrying so much cargo that steerage
accommodation for only twenty Chiinese
and Japanese have been-left. She will
receive as passengers Major H. H.
Smythe, who is em route to Hongkong
from Montreal; Chas. P. P. Buchell, who
is bound for Shanghai; Mr., Parrott, a
New Yorker bound ‘for Yokohama,' and
a prominet Japanese. The Iyo Maru, of
the same line, leaves Yokohama for Vie-
toria to-day.

Among the sailing fleet, the strange
manoeuvres of a sailing vesgel which
came in this-morning and drifted about
oif Dallas road, with all sail set, created
no small amount of interest. The Dyno-
mene, which has been in the Roads for
the past week, left for Portland last
night in tow of the American tug Tyee.

THE LORNE'’S INJURIES,

LAYING OF FIRST
ATLANTIC CABLE

‘ ki

T IS INTERESTING
AT THE PRESENT TIME

Forty -Four Years Ago Europe and
America Were United—How It
Was Done.

Apropos .of the work of -the. €olonia
now in full swing, the follow@g article
by Francis W. Jones, “T'he First Atlan-
tic Cable,” in the Telegraph Age, will
prove of interest:

August 5th, 1858, forty-four years ago,
the first Atlantic cable was landed, con-
necting Ireland and Newfoundland. The
Niagara and the Agamemnon, two
steamships, containing sufficient cable to
span the ocean between Valentia and
Trinity Bay, met in midocean and, splic-
ing the outside ends of their respective
sections of cable, proceeded on their
courses, the Agamemnon east, the Ni-
agara west, both arriving at their destin-
ations on- August 5th. A mistake was
made in putting armor on the cable so
that when making the splice it was dis-
covered that the outer armor wires of
each cable met in reverse direction, and
a peculiar “ball splace” was made and
closed in a crescent-shaped wooden box
about eight feet long, protected by iron
boiler plates, and was so lowered into
the ocean, 9,000 feet deep. This would
make an interesting addition to the curi-
osities of 2 museum if some one interest-
ed enough to grapple with the subject
should recover the unique’ cable splice.

The distance in a direct line. over the
ocean between the two' cable huts is
1,984 miles. The cable paid out by the
two ships between the harbors of Val:
entia and Trinity Bay was 2,267 miles.
The total distance covered by the ships
was 1,960 miles, and the length of cable
submerged was 2,267 miles,; an excess of
307 miles of cable, or about 16 per cent.
of the whole length absorbed by the sinu-
osities of the bottom of the:ocean, which
was over 10,000 feet deep for more than
two-thirds of the distance,

The ‘core had seven strands of 22 cop-
‘per, equal to 123 1-3 pounds per mile,
insulated with three .cocatings of gutta-
‘percha to three-zighths inch diameter,
wgighing 261 pounds per mile, and
gerved with hemp saturated with a mix-
ture of tar, pitch, linseed oil and wax,
and then sheathed with 18 strands each
containing seven iron wires of 22 gauge,
and the cable weighed, finished, a little
over one ton per mile, and a breaking
strain of three and a quarter tons, For
10 miles from Valentia, and 15 miles from
Trinity Bay, the shore ends had heavier
insulation and armor. The 2,500 miles
of cable ordered for this vast undertak-
ing required 1194 tons of . pure copper,
made into 20,500 miles of wire; 300 tons
gutta-percha, 1,687 tons irop, drawn in-
to 367,500 miles of armor wire; 240 tons
of tarred yarn, besides tar, ete., and
cost nearly $500 per nautidal mile at the
factory in London. by

The simultaneous news in Eyrope and
America on August Hth, 1858, of the
landing of the cable resulfed in a uni-
versal  jubilee and extraordinary mani-
festations of joy everywhere,

The electricians had to c¢ontend with
hitherto unknow electro-static and other
phenomena, and several anxious days
were spent in trying to get readable sig-
nals through. The first message was
hanging on the hook in Ireland. It was
from the Queen of England;to the Presi-
dent of the United States. ' On August
16th part of this message was received
in Newfoundland and forwarded by land
wires to Washington. It 'was as fol-
lows: “The Queen desires 'to congratu-
late the President upon the successful
ecompletion of the great ‘international
‘work in which the Queen hds taken the
deepest interest.” It was “thought this
was g complete message, thié' curtness of
which  led the President ahd others to
regard it as a fake. On the following
day the President received the delayed
part of the message contaifing the fer-
vent good wishes and courteous expres-
sions’of the Queen, and made a suitable
reply-of 136 words. The cable failed on
September 1st, after the “transmission
eastward of 2,885 words and westward
of 1,474 words, and was ‘permanently
abandoned.

CHAIN OF MUSICAL FESTIVALS.

Particulars of the Movement to Be In-
augurated by Chas. A; E.
Harriss.

A short time ago the Times announced
that Charles A. E, Harriss had left Ot-
tawa for the purpose of inaugurating a
cycle of musical festivals, to commence
in this city, and extend across Canada
to Halifax, Further particulars of this
very interesting movement are given out
by Mr. Harriss as follows:

“The news cabled from London recently
that Sir Arghibald Campbell: Mackenzie
would visit Canada next April and con-
duct a-series of musical festivities under
my direction, with, I hope, the:aid of the
musical profession throughout the  Deo-
minion, is quite correct. This report is
the outcome of a movement exploited by
me some time ago, and whith I have
been actively engaged upon for the past
two years, having for its raison d’etre
the formation of choral societies, which
have in some centres hecome inactive,
the formation of choral bodies of voices
in towns where there have never been
such, and by such means as these to ac-
tively employ and serve to musically edu-
cate the vast amount of local vocal talent
which T know abounds in all places in
thie Dominion, and. furthermore to prac-
tically demonstrate that such a chain of
musical festivals, properly organized and
managed can, with the co-operation of
societies already established, be made
self-supporting besides being musically
instructive alike to both the young and
the more matured vocalist, as also a
means. whereby we all—as a music lov-
ing public—can the better become ac-
guainted not ounly with the compositions
of the old masters and the modern works
of foreign compeosers, but to learn of the

of our own foremost British composers.

from the Atlantie te the Pacific- Coast,
will be given to commemorate through-
out Canada the coronation of His Ma-
jesty, King Edward VIL., the works to
be performed, both choral and orchestral,
will be British works, the principal solo-
ists will come from England to interpret
the leading roles, and a British conduc- |
tor, the eminent composer, Sir A. C.
Mackenzie, LL.D., principal of the Royal
Academy of Music, London, has been
good enough to say that he will aid me
in this work by personally conducting
the performances.

THE MINING INQUIRY. .

Commissioners Conclude Labors at
Fernie—Next Session to Be Held
at Cumberland.

The commissioners appointed to innuire
into the subject of explosions in . coal
mines completed their labors at Fernie
on Wednesday, having examined some !
25 witnesses, most of whom had many
yvears’ experience in coal mining, and in-
cluding most of the underground officials
of the mines at Coal Creek, Morrissey
and Michel and the mining inspector of
the district.

The subjects covered - were safety
lamps, explosives, the watering of dusty
mines, tamping, electric motors in
mines, ventilation and the legislation
necessary to regulate these and the full
punishment of men, who by smoking, or
carrying matches in mines, or commit-
ting other illegal acts, may imperi] the
general safety of those employed.

The suggestions for changes in the éx-
aminations for minars, firemen and
overmen were also asked for snd_given
freely by the witnesses, all of. whom
testified under oath,

The question of explosives received its
full share of attention. It seemed to
be the genaral opinion that the ordinary
black powder is the best for getting out
coal, under proper care and supervision,
Some of the witnesses, however, waould
prohibit its mse in gaseous mines in
favor of some of the “permitted explos-
ives,” such as are authorized by the
British government,

‘All expressed themselves in fuvo.r_of
some system of watering dusty mines,
a pipe and spray being.that most gen-
erally approved, where wetting would
not affect the stability of walls and
roof.

Tamping came in for a good share 9f
attention, and while many spoke .in
favor of clay tamping, others thought

nder proper conditions, coal dust pro-
,gerly wetted, or shale, fully safe. The
examination of holes by shot-lighters
-before charging was also dealt with, a
laxity in this respeet in some places
being perfeccly apparent, ;

Electric motors were only in favor in
main airways, some objecting to them
anywhere in the mine on account of the
possible :ignition of ligl‘lt dust by
sparking. i

Ventilation and velocity were thor-
oughly threshed out, a full air current,
being apparently most in favor.

There arose of course the much vexed
question: *“Which is “the best safety
lamp?’ The Bonnet-Clanny, the Wolfe,
the' Marsant, the Unbonnet-Glennie and
the old -Davy each has its loyal adher-
ents, the weight of evidence being. per-
haps in favor of the Wolfe in the face
of some very pronounced opposition

Most’ of  the: witpesses were in favor
of alteration in the system of examin-
ation, leaving the miners’ examination
as it is after a year’s employment at the
face or in timbering, with an amend-
ment of the present law, to provide that
fire bosses, overmen and shot lighters be
examined -by the same board as mine
managers.

Many other cognate subjects_ were
fully dealt with, including the 'pnw']ege
of inspection by the men, of which little
advantage seems to be taken, although
no obstacle is placed in their way by the
proprietors. i

After expressing their appreciation. of
the ready assistance to see everything
afforded by the Crow’s Nest Ceal Corm-
pany at their various mines, the _com-
missioners adjourned, to meet again glt;
Cumberland in a few days, the commis-
sion being issued to cover all the work-
ing coal mines in the province.

SENATOR TEMPLEMAN

Object of Visit to. the Interior— Did Not
Attempt to *‘ Formulafe”
Policy.

Senator Templeman was asked this
morning if the statement made editorial-
ly in the Colonist, to the effect that he
had, while recently in the Kootenay,
“formulated the Liberal policy for the
province of British Columbia,” was true,
and the Senator replied that hie visit to
the interior was for the purpose’ of ac-
quiring a knowledge of the country and
its requirements, with a view to being
placed in a position to better under-
stand guestions affecting British Colum:
bia interests that may present them-
selves at Ottawa. He did not attempt
to “formulate” any policy,

“The statement attributed to the
Kootenay Mail,” said the Senator, “that
I had promised or suggested that any
duties would be remo¥ed, or- increased,
or that the tariff would be changed in
any way whatever, is an error, uninten-
tional no doubt on the part of that pa-
per. I have not read the Mail article,
but assuming the Colonist correctly ex-
plains it, I must say the misapprehen’-
sion of what was said by me in conver-
sation with some of the leading citizens
of Revelstoke is to me quite inexplicable.
1 appreciate the responsibilities of my
position as a member of the Dominion
cabinet too highly to make such a state-
ment, Were I aware that it was the
intention of the government to lower
the tariff in any particular, or to in-
crease the present duties on any arsicies,
it. would be very improper for ni¢ to
publicly state the fact. Tariff changes
are only announced by ihe Minist2r cf
TFinance when he delivers his budget
speech,

A NOTED INVENTOR.

Joseph R. Holmes, Man Who Invented
Inextingunishable Light, Spent Few
Days in City.

The inventor of the inextinguishable
light of the utmost importance in naval
manoeuvres, the life-saving and a seore
of other fields, Joseph R. Holmes, of
London, was recently in this city, a guest
of the Driard. He is known on beth
sides of the Atlantic as an inventor of
note, devoting his attention largely to
nautical appliances and improvements,
and has been signally successful in his
work.

Mr. Holmes’s inextinguishable light is”
used largely in marking the .course .
torpedoes when they are shot at a tar
get. or in the practice of manceuvering
of war vessels. A ‘chemical compound
is placed in a glass vial at the extreme
front end of the projectile. As the tor-
pedo glides into the water the glass is
broken and the water combining “with' "
the chemicals forms a gas.

He works
almost entirely at his home in Londen,
and spends the greater part of his time
in scientific rescarch along different
lines.

After some further
discussion the motion and amendments
were put, resulting in the one granting
4he request and calling the attention of
the company to the statutes carrying.

T. Bradshaw, secretary of the Imperial
Life Insurance Company, protested
against the imposition of the $100 tax
on insurance companies.

I am asked to give the reasons for my
opinion, and having again considered the
cases, I must repeat that it is unsafe for
the council to act upon the power attempt-
ed to be given by the statute.

| Reports, Q. B., p;ge 291, from which it

tion of a new criminal offence, and in
this cdse the judge expressed an opinion
that a provincial law creating an offence
for selling liquor on a Sunday should be
removed from the provincial statute book.
 The other case is the Queen against the
i Halifax Tramway Company, reported in 1
. Oanada Criminal Cases, page 424, where
it was In effect decldtlag by several judges
{ that new legislation this character is
within the exclusive jurisdiction of the
Dominion.

Referring to the law of this province, Ch.
177 of the Revised -Statutes, the Sunday
Observance Act applies only to the portion
of the province comprised in the former
COolony of British Columbia, and makes ap-
| nlicable (on the Mainland only) the old

IE‘ngllsh statutes dealing with the subject.

The attempt to deal with the question
made in the amendinent to the Municipal
{ Clauses Act in 1899 has not, in my opin-
‘ion, succeeded in attaining the object of
{ the promoters of the amendment. To give
effect to this amendment it would be neces-
sary for the council to pass a by-law: de-
claring It penal both to sell and to pur-
chase clgars, cigarettes and tobacco on Sun-
day. This regulation would not have the
effect of closing tobacconists’ shops as de-
sired by the promoters of the measure, and
would further cause inconvenience to hotel
and restaurant keepers, and to the travel-
ling public. - As before stated, I am clearly
of opinion that the provincial parliament
had not the power to deal with the subject
in this way, and could not therefore dele-
gate the authority to the municipal council.

I am aware of the attempted enforcement
in Vancouver of an amendment in 1899,
dealing with barber shops, but the section
relating to this trade is entirely distinct in
form, and possibly is not open to the objeec-
tion I have herein stated, as clearly exist-
ing in the case of the section referred to by
Senator Macdonald.

On motion a copy will be addressed
to Senator Macdonald, who
writing to the council on the subject, and
another to the Lord’s Day Alliance.

The city solicitor also reported that
he had commqnicated with the party
who had complained of cars being over-
loaded crossing Point Ellice bridge, but
had obtained no reply. He suggested that
an officer be appointed whose duty it
would .be to look after such complaints.

A letter bearing on the same matter
came from A. T. Goward, local manager
of the tramway company, in which he
stated that owing tc no specific informa-
tion being given in the letter complain-
ing of the overloaded cars he found it
impossible to locete the blame.

Barnard, Yates and Gra-
hame was appointed by the Mayor to
assist the city assessor in his work.

The city water commissioner wrote
reporting the following inecident:

When the filter beds at Beaver lake
were being constructed, the Vietoria & Sid-
ney Railway Company laid a siding into the
works for the purpose of delivering ma-
terial, etc. This siding, which was laid on
the city’s land, is still there, and has been
used, and may be used again, by the water-
works. On a Sunday morning about two
months ago an employee of the. railway
company informed the caretaker.at Beaver
lake that he had come to remove the
siding, as the company required the rails,
and brought with him an engine to drag
them away. The caretaker telephoned to
me, and I told him on no account to allow
them to be removed, and as he, in common
with all employees of the waterworks,
under the act have all the powers and
authority of officers of the peace, to arrest
the trespassers, if necessary, and also to
inform them that their proper coursel was
to apply to the council for permission to
remove the siding. They went away and I
heard nothing further about it until yes-
terday morning the caretaker telephoned
that some of the railway men, with an
engine, had come again to remove the
siding. I gave him the same instructions
as on the former occasion, but they attach-
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on the Point Ellice bridge work :and
some street improvements was then read,
and excepting a clause relating' to sand
stene being placed in  the Point Ellice
bridge, which Ald. Yates -objected to,
was carried. .

Hig Worship reported that the con-
tractor for the granite to be used in the
Point Ellice bridge, had agreed to cut
it in Vietoria on terms which he thought
would be satisfactory to all,

LIEUT.-COL. DELACOMBE DEAD.

Commanded the British Troops on the
Island of San Juan,

The latest issue of the Naval and
Military Record gives the following ac-
count of the death of Lieut.-Col, W, A.
Delacombe, comu:ander of the British
troops who occupied the Island of San
Juan when that property was disputed
by Britain and‘the States:

“The death took. place in London on
Friday of Lieut.-Col. William .Addis
Delacombe, who was born at Plymouth
69 yedrs ago. When 16 years of age he
obtained. a commission in the Royal
Marine Lignt Infantry, and soon sag
active service, being in the Boscawen,
which- formed part of the Baltic flcet
during the Crimean war, and for this he
received the medal. From 1859 to 1863
he held an official appointment in the
Esland of Ascension, and in 1864 he
went to sea as a captain in the Marines
on board the old line-of-battle ship Bom-
bay, which was blown up off Rio in
December of that year. On that occas-
ion, it may be remembered, 94 lives were
lost; but young Delacombe was amongst
those saved in the boats. 1n April, 1867,
he was sent out to take command of the
troops in the Island of San Juan, which
was at the time in the joint military
occupation of the English and the Am-
ericans. He remained in San Juan until
the island was given over to the Am-
ericans by the late Emperor William of
Germany, who was the arbitrator on the
subject of the disputed property. The
award was made in 1872, but, affairs
being still somewhat unsettled, he re-
mained at Victoria, British Columbia,
until July, 1873, when he returned to
England on six months’ leave of absence.
A ‘year later he was appeinted marine
recruiting officer for the Derby district,
which position he held until 1776. He
then retired on his pension, and earned
a second one by reason of his police
service at Derby.” A

BRANCHING OUT.

Number of Cannerie§ May Be Used for
Packing Crabs and Fruit,

Aemilius Jarvis, of Toronto, first vice-
president of the British Columbia Pack-
ers’ Association, hgs arrived on . the
Coast en route to California, on a holi-
day trip. Mr, Jarvis is accompanied by
his wife, and states that his trip is in no
way connected with the Packers’ .Asso-
ciation, or the close of the canning sea-
som.

Referring to the season’s. pack, and
the market outlook, he stated in Vancou-
ver that although the Fraser catch had
been small, the season, as a whole; had
not been a bad one. Already the indus-
try was feeling the benefit of the amal-
gamation, as instead of some 30 or 40
canners all rushing.to the market to dis-
pose of their pack, the salmon was be-
ing placed and sold, virtually, by -one
man, and there was ne flooding one
market with a superabundance of sal-
mon. :

Questioned as to whether the associa-
tion intended branching out and can-
ning other fish or class of product cap-
able of canning, Mr, Jarvis stated that
it was the intention of the canners to
handle all fish which could be canned
and for which there was a market.
Crabs would also probably be treated.
There had been some talk of adapting
and using jpart of the cannery plants
available for fruit canning, and 'no
doubt this matter would receive consid-
eration. The amalgamation of the in-
terests had been effected so late in the
year that the association had. barely
had time to secure inventories of the
cannery plants, ete., and value them
before- the fishing season was on. The
real organization of the work and elab-
oration of plans, etc., would practically
be done. during = the coming _winter.
The: industry had, however, already
felt the benefit of the organization and
amalgamation of interests, both in the
handling of the fish and in the steps
for packing the pack, which = had al-
ready been taken. :

DYNAMITE EXPLOSION
FOLLOWED BANQUET

Man Who Quarrelled With Proprietor
Supposed to Be Responsible—He
Afterwards Suicided.

Washington, Sept. 25.—The Golden
Eagle hotel, on the corner of the New
Jersey avenue and “D” street, was dyna-
mited early this morning, it is alleged,
by Frank McKee, one of the guests, whe
subsequently committed suicide.

Between twenty and thirty guests were
thrown from their beds by the explesion,
but only ‘the proprietor, Louis Brendt,
and his wife: were injured, the:latter
seriously. The roof of the building was
tdown off, and the falling wreckage crush-
ed through the basement, Jleaving the
structure as if wrecked by a ternado.
Every pane of glass in the building and
the a'djuiuiug structures was broken, The
explosion called out the fire department.

The affair is involved in some mys-
tery. The proprietor gave a banquet last
night in honor of his wife, who had just
returned from Germany, and, McKee
was a guest. During the evening Me-
Kee and Brandt quarrelled over the
former’s attentions to Mrs. Brandt, and
McKee left the hotel with threats of |
revenge, He 1eturned about 4 o'cock,
and is said to have exploded the dyna-
mite in the reom above that occupied by
Brendt and his wife, subsequently shoot-
ing himsalf in the head. g

McKee was about tyenty years of age,
and it is said was in fairly good circum-
stances. He came here five years ago
from Philadelphia,

WAS UNDOUBTEDLY fNSANE.
Body of Chas. B. Rabson, Formerly of
This Province, Recovered From
Saginaw River.

J. Frank Collom, managing director of
the Arlington mines, Slocan City, passed
through ths ecity yesterday, returning
from the mines. Mr, Collom, with Prof.
Parks, has been investigating the method:
of treating dry ores, and if it can be
successfully applied to 'the Arlington

, and other dry ores, they can be treated

at a cost of $2.50 per ton. 'Both gentle-
men are ganguine as to its' 'practicability.
The only place in the world where the
system is employed at. pregent is Pres-
cott, Arizona, where similay ores to the
Slocan are being suctessfully ‘treated,
and have been for the past year. The
Prescott plant was' installed by Prof.
Parks, the same company that ewn the
Arlington being interested ‘i the former
property. -The process consists im run-
ning the ore through the mill, creating
all slimes possible which are then
treated in vats with electrical and
cyanide processes. In the year at Pres-
cott 94 per cent. of the .valwes have
been saved, and the present smelter
system gives returns ef 80 per cent. of
lead values and 95 per cent, of silver.
As an example of saving, the present
cost of hauling ore by wagon from the
Arlington to a shipping point is $3 per
ton, and at other mines even lighter,
without mentioning freight amd smelter
charges. The new process would all be
done at the mine, and the result ship-
ped as base bullion to the rgfinery, The
Arlington is' shipping a carload of ore
to Prescott for treatment, and if sue-
cessful will instal an experimnental plant
at the mine.

The surface workings recently eopened
up on the northern part of the B, C.
Copper Company's Mother Lode pro-
perty in Deadwood camp, show a decid-
ed improvemeént in the quality of ore
ag compared with that heretofore mined
in the big quarry situated further south
on the same claim, and this, notwith-
standing that these older and much
more extensive surface warkings have
latterly been turning out a better grade
of ore than they were three montns ago.
‘As the ore in the new quarry carries a
higher percentage of iron and stlphur
than :that from the old, it serves ad-
mirably to flux the more silicions ores
from the older surface workings, The

gold and copper values compare favor-

ably with those carried by the chutes of
good class ore oceurring at the 300-foot
level of the mine, so that in this respect,
teo, there is substantial reason te be
well satisfied with recent developments.
The ore output of the mine is now be-
tween 600 to 700 tons a day. Of this
about 200 tons is coming from the new
quarry, and practically the whole of
the rémainder from the old quarry.
The proportion from the former - will
shortly be increased to. 250 tons daily.

News comes from Fonolulu that
the officers of the Marcus Island Guano
Company are busily engaged in preparing
their case for presentation to the United
States government. The facts will be
set out in a printed brief, containing al-
so the maps of the island, photographs
taken there and a copy of the communi-
cation received from the Japanese gov-
ernment. It is claimed now that the
Japanese lieutenant committed an gyert
nct.in ordering the members of the ex-
pedition to leave the island before their
work had been completed, fur oven
though they made no claim to the island
yet as citizens of a friendly power Ja-
pan should have allowed the seicntific
men t6 have pursued their investigations
without molestation, Besides the value
of Marcus island for its guano deposits
and as a cable landing place, it is said
noy that its principal value is for a coal-
ing station for the United Stutes. : The
formation of the coral reef, about the
island, with plenty of deep water to the
shore line, would permit of am entrance
being cut in the reef suflicient to allow
a large vessel to come in and coal.

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TAXATION AND MINING.

The Colonist saw something- in ~the
Kootenay Mall which set its imagina-
tion, soaring skyward, the consequence
being an article a trifie more absurd’
than the public is in the habit of reading
in the columns of that erratic organ of
Conservatism and advocate of “‘adequate

« protection to Canadian industries.”

We suppose our contemporary will not
deny that the mining industry of British
Columbia is at the present time in a
very depressed and unsatisfactory con-
dition, and that it is the duty of our
public men, if possible, to find out the
cause of this depression, remove it and
substitute therefor a period of expansion
and activity. The opinion of the pratt:-
cal mining men of the interior is that
this stagnation is, to a certain extent,
caused by hampering legislation. The
views of these men are surely as fully
worthy of consideration as the opinions
of political doctrinaires who believe ‘it
is possible to tax particular sections of
the Dominion' and the country as a
whole into a condition of prosperity. One
would think the experienceiof eighteen
years, during which Canada stood still
waiting for “something to turn up,”
would have made the quacks dubious as
1o the efficacy of their pet nostrum. But
it has not. It is surely not unreasonable
to assume that the shortest route to the
prosperity we all confidently believe
awaits British Columbia should be set
out upon with the least possible delay.
Does that road not lie in the direction of
removing all unnecessary burdens from
the industry which, it is confidently be-
fieved will, in the course of a very short
time, prove one of the most prolific’
wealth producers in the Dominion of
Canada? This province has several
grievances against the Deminion, the
chief of which is that we pay more than
our. share of federal taxdtion. Since the
present government attained power that
burden has been lessened. The tax on
inining machinery not made in Canada’
has been removed entirely, and the levies
on imports have been cut down all und
through the British preference and gen-
eral reductions. Yet mining men are not
satisfied. They claim they cannot' get
sstisfactory machinery in Canada, and
that they prefer to' pay the duty on
articles they know will give satisfac-
{ion, although our manufacturers are
noeminally prepared to supply their
wants, The condition of affairs as re-
gards machinery necessary in the min-
ing industry seems to be analogous to
that which prevails in the printing busi-
ness, There has been a heavy duty on
printing machinéry for twenty years.
-The adoption of the N. P, was to result
in the erection of factories which would
furn out all kinds ¢f printing presses
wnd the employment of an army of/
workmen, who would in turn be con-
sumers of large quantities of farm ptro-
duce and other kinds of goods, the ulti-
mate effect being a general _coudlﬁon
of activity and prosperity. That was the
theory of the protectionists. The cold
faets are'that to-day the Colonist can-
not procure a press in Canada suitable
for the purpose of printing its paper and
that on the one it is using it had to pay a
heavy daty, and that that duty is a tax
on the printing business it is conducting.
If it were not for that duty it would be
in a better position to compete with the
Sound papers, which circulate so freely
in its constituency—papers which can be-
produced cheaper because the machines
wsed and the paper consumed are
free from taxation. The product of
the Colonist presses cannot be protected
against the output from the offices on the
other side of the line. Mining men
claim that neither can their products be
protected; that the one thing needful is
freedom to extract the wealth from the
reck in the .nost economical manner.

Now that the great Conservative con-

We believe the Minister of Mines ex-
cuses his conduct and says he will retain
his seat, notwithstanding his pledges to
resign if the result proved he and the
government were not acting in absolutely
good faith, in the hope that he may yet
accomplish something towards securing
the terminus of the Canadian Northern
railway for his constituency. That is
exactly what the Times expected and
predicted.

SPIRIT NOW WILLING.

After matiire consideration the Colon-
ist has arrived at the ‘conclusion that
it would be an exceedingly dif-
ficult matter to discover any Te-
ductions that have been made in
the tariff by the Liberal govérnment.
The administration has been guilty of
one sin, and that one of omission. It
has neglected to apply the “principles”
of the National Policy to the lead min-
ing industry of British Columbia, There-
fore there is no foundation for the great
to-do about certain industries in the Bast
being ruined under the operations of the
British preference. The “present tariff
must be all right, as in its essence it
represents the spirit of the great N. P.
The pity of it is that that spirit, im-
mediately it was raised by Finance Min-
ister Tilley, took a journey into a far
country and did not arrive home again
for twenty years. Then it set to work,
created the prosperity which has been
so distinguishing a feature of the his-
tory of ‘Canada dur.ing the last five
years, and incidentally made things ex-
ceedingly pleasant for the present gov-
ernment. We have hopes that the spirit
may yet be set to work upon the improve-
ment of the condition of the lead min-
ing industry. It is on record, we be-
lieve, in inspired writings that spirits
have mo particular love for the instru-
ments which raise them from the depths
in which they are at rest, Ergo, it would
be 'a dangerous. thing to permit Conser-
vatives to tamper with the National
Policy now in existence and in opera-
tion. The spirit might take to flight
again and leave Canada in the lurch for
another term, It is no time for foolish
experiments, with the country in the
midst of an era of such unexampled pros-
perity. Nor would it be safe to over-
look the fact that the present govern-
ment has been guilty of none of the acts
which brought reproach and shame upon
Canada in the days when the National
Policy ought to haveé been in full flower,
but was not. The acts of the adminis-
tration of those days smelled to Heaven.
All the world which wields a pen was
writing about Canada’s degradation.
That effluvia and the comments thereon
may have frightened ihe potent spirit
away. It is true Mr. Borden has lopped
off the offending members. He has cast
out from his immediate following all
who were mixed up in the gross scandals,
But there are indications that there is
still some purifying work to do. And
we know some things that should not
bave been done but were done by the
Tory party in the days of its undeserved
dominance have yet to be undone, There
is the gerrymander act of Ontario, for
instarce, which gives a party which rep-
resents a minority of the electors a ma-
jority in the House of Commons, to be
wiped out. There are several other acts
of justice to be executed. The wander-
ings,of the Tory party are not yet com-
pleted by any means. But in the days
of its adversity it may comfort itself

goods.. . It has endowed us as a people
with a prosperity surpassing that of -all
other nations, while such conditions, sup-
plemented by the cqnfession that the
tariff is the same as it was when the
Conservative party was driven from
power, prove there~is no occasion
for radical changes in our present fiscal
system and that the agitation of the
Conservative party is without sincerity
—that it is merely a ruse which it is
hoped will aid it in its weak attack upon
the position of the government.

S THE YUKON ELECTION.

The people of the Yukon have‘given
the very best evidence that the govern-
ment acted wisely in grantiag them rep-
resentation in the House of Commons.
They have chosen Hon. J. H. Ross, who
resigned his position as commissioner of
the teftitory to contest the new constitu-
ency—if there should be a contest—in
their interests. Mr. Ross has had a
varied experience in the West, and that
experience, we feel assured, will be used
in the future, as it has been used in the
past, for the advancement of the interests
of the most remote, but pot by any
means the least important, of the dis-
tricts of Canada.

The candidate found affairs in a very
chaotic state when he assumed the post
of commissioner of the Yukon Territory.
His predecessors had beén chosen, re-
gardless of political leanings or affilia-
tions, because they wera thought to pos-
sess the qualifications necessary in men
who would be called to meet such eondi-
tions as could be countered nowhere else
in Canada—probably nowhereg else in the
world.. They may in a eertain degree
Irave met those conditions and prepared
the way for the man who is now the
first candidate for representation of ‘the
territory in the Parliament of Canada.
But there is no denying that there was
discontent and dissastisfaction and omin-
ous mutterings when Mr. Ross assumed
the duties of the position. All that is
changed now. The suspicion with which
many of the acts of the offizials under
the commissioner were regarded has been
changed to absolute confidence in the
integrity and .probity of the public ser-
vants. Laws and regulations which were
considered opp-essive have been modified
in accordance with the desires of the
more mouderate and reasonable class of
the new commiunity. The people of the
north are so well pleased with what has
been accomplished by Mr. Ross, that
they have asked him to tdke their case
to the High Court of Parliament. He
has served them so wecll in one capacity
that they have the utmost confidence no
one could be found who would do his
duty more faithfully in another. The
acceptance of this candidature will in-
volve soma personal saerifices on the
part;of Mr. Ross. It will also entail
a certain amount of inconvenience and
anxiety to the government. It will prove
a difficult matter to choose a man who
can fill the chair of the commissioner
as Mr. Ross filled it. But the new in-
cumbent will have the advantage of the
counsel and adviee of his predecessor,
while the government at Ottwa will also
have the benefit of the wisdom Mr. Ross
has acquired by experience. There is a
class in Dawson and the territories no
douht which is not satisfied with the ad-
ministration. That is only natural. There
are such classes in all parts af the Do-
minion. ' Whether the opposition in the
Yukon will prove sufficiently strong to
put up a candidate in opposition to Mr.
Ross is not yet knewn. Conservatives
there are in the territory we know, be-
cause Sir Hibbert Tupper entered into
an alliance with them and endorsed their
pro-American tactics in the hope that the
effect would prove a source of em-
barrassment to the government. The
resulting campaign was far from success-
ful. The announcement, however, tpat.
it is proposed to naturalize nine hundred
Americans and.place their names upon
the voters’ list indicates that the coalition
has not been dissolved and that Toryism
is as ready as ever to make use of any
instrument that will give it: an advan-
tage. The men who have been declaim-
ing against taxation without representa-
tion might tracsfer ‘themselves to the
land of the free and apply their great
powers towards sscuring representation
in Congress for Alaska. That territory
has many times the population of the
Yukon, has been settled for nearly a
score of ygears, yet it is still governed
from Washington and its people have
nothing whatever to say in'regard to its
administration.

The probability is that Mr. Ross will
be elected by acclamation. It is a mat-
ter for sincere regret that the ex-com-
missioner has not yet so’far recovered
from his recent illness—induced by un-
remitting attention to his duties and the
terrible affliction he was called upon to
endure—as to be able to appeal to the
electorate of the constituency personally.
But he has hosts of friends who will
take up the cause, and if there be a con-
test the appeal of the candidate will be
presented with vigor.

The act of the Dominion government
in fixing upon a date more than a month
earlier than usual for Thanksgiiving Day
will give general satisfaction. While it
is true the people have in a great de-
gree lost sfght of the original purpose of
the day—to give thanks to the Creator
for all His bounties—that is no reason
why the holiday should not be fixed at
a season when the weather will permit
of the-populace thoroughly enjoying it-
gelf in the way it prefers. There
can be nothing displeasing to the Power

which showers especial blessings upon,
Canadians in beholding the youth of
the land rejoicing "in displays of its
strength on a day of relief from the
“daily grind.” Besides, it is desirable
that the statutory holidays shall be more
evenly distributed throughout the year.
The 28th of November is less than a
month from the beginning of the Christ-

mas holidays. The new arrangement will |

Emmons, who was entrusted by
the President of the United States with
the task of discovering the Russian mon-
uments which are alleged, to mark the
boundary between Alaska and Canada,
is' on his way to Washington. The ex-
plorer refused to talk when in Seattle,
which is taken by the Post-Intelligencer
as irrefragable evidence that he discover-
ed that which he was sent forth to “lo-
cate.”

Nor is it all excited about the
documents alleged to be in possession of
a priest of the Greek  Church. The
ireaties are evidenece enough for the
Post-Intelligencer—provided the United
States be permitted to interpret them.

an independent tribunal of arbitration.
If the circumstances of the case were
reversed—if Canada were in possession
of territory claimed by the United States
—we might unearth monuments by the
score and produce priests with reams of
treaties, but we would be compelled to
submit our case to indépendent authori-
ties, if indeed we were not dispossessed
in the meantime. And Great Britain
would be a consenting party.

ROSSLAND CAMP,

Last Week’s Ore Shipments Amounted
to Over Seven Thousand Tons.

The output for the camp was reduced
somewhat by the suspension of opera-
tions at three of the four principal ship-
pers on the day of the miners’ excursipn
te Nelson, says Sunday’s Rossland
Miner,

The Le Roi's shipments were more
than a thousand tons greater than dur-
ing the preceding week, when opera-
tions were hampered by the delays inci-
dent to temporary accidents to the equip-
ment. Last week these delays were not
encountered and ~the production was
about at its normal figure under existing
conditions, When the expected alter-
ations in freight and- coke charges are
forthcoming the mine’s shipments will be
increased largely, but there is.no immedi-
ate likelihood of this being affected. Ship-
ments from the War Eagle and Centre
Star mines will be increased till the 450
ton mark daily is reached and passed.
The Le Roi No. 2’s production will be
maintained about the 1,600 ton mark for
the present with aJ)rosppct of increases
from timo to time.

Shipments from the Rossland camp
for the week ending September 20th fol-
low: Lo Roi, 4,260 tons; Le Rai No. 2,
1,204 tons; Centre Star, 1,200 tons; War
Eagle, 750 tons; Giant, 200 tons; Velvet,
60 tons. Totals, 7,674 tons.

The week passed quietly among the big
mines on Red mountain. The usual pro-
gramme of work has been carried ahead
steadily with excellent results,

Matters ars looking up somewhat in
connection with the coke supply that has
been a vexed question for the Northport
The plant is  now receiving
three cars a day from East Kootenay,
and while this only renresents a compar-
atively small portion of the coke actually
required to operate the smelter, it is re-
garded as significant of better things in
the future. .

DISCUSSED VARIED
LIST OF SUBJECTS

 VOTERS’ LEAGUE HELD
MEETING LAST NIGHT

! San Juan Foreshors, Cowichan Valley
Survey and Chemical Works Fumes
Engage Their Attention.

/

The regular weekly meeting of the
Voters’ League was held last evening
at the city hall. There was very little
routine business to be transacted, but a
prolonged discussion was kept up until
10 p.m. upon various matters.

P. C. MacGregor took the chair on the
unanimous request of those present,
among whom were Honorary Secretary
Morley, Assistant Honorary Secretary
William Laird, and Messrs. Henderson,
Bragg, Clements, Firth, Laughtlan, Sex-
ton, Seabrook, Maynard, Lovell, Wilson,
Smith and Winsby.

The minutes of the previous meeting,
having been read and approved, the sec-
retary reported that there were no com-
munications on hand, thereupon Mr.
Laird brought up the motion, notice of
which was given at the last meeting. It
was as follows:

That a committee of seven be struck off
for the purpose of enquiring into the re-
port of the syndicate acquiring all the
foreshore rights suitable for erection of
wharves at Sgn Juan.

It was laid on the table for considera-
tion later om. 4

F. Laughtlan submitted a motion com-
mending the government’s action in re-
gard to arable lands and recommending
that a certain tract of land, suitable in
every way for settlers, be set apart and
pamphlets printed detailing its advan-
tages, to be distributed at the forthcom-
ing fall fairs, . The motion was lost,
there béing no seconder. s

Secretary Morley, on behalf of the
Cowichan-Alberni survey committee, re-
ported having seen D. R. Harris. That
gentleman had expected to receive his
instraction yesterday (Tuesday). He was
of the opinion that a wagon road should
be first built through the district through
which it was proposed to construct the
railway. The railroad was, of course,
of the greatest consequence, but he was
of the opinion that the engineer in charge
of the survey work should alse report on
the cost, ete., of the construction of a
wagon road. The present one, he said,
went as far as Cowichan lake. The con-
tinuation of this road to Alberni would
be greatly appreciated by the settlers,
and as the construction of a railroad
through that country would necessarily
mean the construction of a wagon road
also, there was no reason why the latter
work should not be done as soon as pos-
sible. :

Charles H. Lugrin, on this suggestion,
moved, ;

That the league, while
government for the prompt action taken in
the matter of the Cowichan-Barkley sur-
vey, further recommend that an estimate
be taken of the probable cost and feasibil-
ity of copstructing a wagon road over the
same route.

Anton Henderson, in seconding the mo-
tion, pointed out that the roud, if built,
would open up a rich jmineral country.
The motion carried.

Mr. Laird’s motion referring to San
Juan foreshore rights was brought up.

Mr. Lugrin expressed the opinion that
the league was overstepping its rights
in inquiring into what an individual or
a number of individuals intended doing
with their private property. He under-
stood that Mr. Laird, in taking ‘this ac-
tion, had done so in erder to protect
farmers in the vicinity of San Juan from
exorbitant wharfage charges which
might be imposed should all the fore-
shore rights at San Juan suitable for the
building of wharves be acquired By pri-
vate individuals. He agreed with the
mover that some action should be taken
to prevent this, but thought the motion
might be worded differently.

Mr. Laird,said .that at present there
wag only on¢ wharf suitable for use, and
that was private property. San Juan
was the only adequate locality for
wharves along that part of the eoast, and
if any syndicate was to obtain posses-
sion of the foreshore they would be in
a position to make unreasonable demands.
for wharfage fees and so work a hard-
ship on the settlers of the country. He
thought the motion, ag he worded it, cov-
ered more ground than that suggested
by Mr. Lugrin.

Chairman MacGregor and Messrs. Lov-
ell and Wilson both agreed with the
mover. The chairman did not think
there could be any harm in the commit-
tee being appointed to intervieZv the gov-
ernment to point out the advisability of
reserving a site for the construction of
a public wharf at Port San Juan.

The motion finally carried.

The appointment of the committee re-
sulted in the selection of R. Hall, M. P.
P.; A. B. Fraser, sr., and C. E. Red-
fern,

As all the members of the committee
appointed to look into the matter of the
Songhees Indian reserve were not pres-
ent an additional three were appointed
to take up the question. They were Al
B. Fraser, sr.,, Charles B. Redfern and
Richard Hall, M. P. P.

Ed. Bragg essayed to speak several
times, but was ruled out of order. How-
ever, he finally managed to get the floor
and “expressed the opimion that as the
Songhees Indian reserve question was of
the utmost importance a public meeting
should be held, when the matter could
be thoroughly discussed by the city eoun-
cil, members of the Voters’ League and
prominent citizens, and some definite de-
cision arrived at.

Secretary Morley drew the attention
of the league to the unpleasant fumes
emanating from the .Chemical Works.
He understood this had a detrimental
effect on the growth of gardens in Vie-
toria West, and there could be no doubt
that it affected the tourist travel. He
thought that a br-law should be framed
by the city council relegating such in-
dustries outside the city limits. While

Ldisinclined to act against an establish-

ed industry he agreed that the nuisance
should be abated, if possible. .

Mr. Lugrin said that the matter had
already engaged the attention of the
council and that it would be poor policy
to take any action which might result
in the removal of a growing industry
from this city. He said that the firm
had promised to remove the cause of
complaint by improvements in their
plant.

After some further discussion the
league adjourned.

As Mr. Justice Walkem is still too ill
to resume active work for some time yet,
and Mr, Justice Irving is in England on
leave of absence, it looks as if the re-
maining members of the bench would
be kept exceedingly busy throughout Oec-
tober. Besides the Criminal assizes in
Victoria, sittings of the court have been
fixed for the following places and dates:
At Vernon and Nelson on the 1st; at
Clinton on the 6th; Kamloops on the 8th;
Vancouver on tne 15th; Nanaimo on the
21st; Revelstoke on the 22nd; Golden
and Greenwool on the 27th, and New
Westminster on the 28th. At Victoria
and Vancouver on above dates the sit-
tings will be for ‘trial of eriminal cases
only, while at al]l of the other places civil
as well as criminal cases will be heard.

SHOULD COMBINE TO
CONTROL YUKON TRADE

Opinion of Northern Mine Owner as to
How to Successfully Manage
Northern Business.

Leading merchants of this city should
coxybine and establish in Dawson a large
departmental store in order to success-
fully compete for the business of the
north.

This is the opinion of John Hepburn,
who has just returned from having spent
another season in the north, where he
has had the management ©of large min-
ing interests, and at the same time been
a close observer of the conditions which
govern the trade. of the Yukon. The
business of Dawson, he says, is now in
the hands of large companies. Mer-
chants here send their representatives
north every year and solicit orders, but
they are continually underselling one
another, and, instead of meeting the
strong corporations with a solid compe-
tition, they are gradually losing ground.
Montreal and other Eastern firms have
been catering to the trade, not because
they want to so much as they have,got
to. They are too remote from the coun-
try, and, in the estimation of Mr, Hep-
burn, would much prefer doing business
through British Columbians, when they
knew that their interests weould not be
sacrificed. Therefore, Mr, Hepburn be-
lieves, if the bigger merchants of this
city would unite they could soon place
themselves in a position to again con-
trol the trade of the Yukon.

The country he considers is good for
many years. Its climate is no worse
than that of the Northwest; in fact, in
his opinion, it is becoming milder. Along
the banks of the river there has been
grown during the past season almost
sufficient vegetables to supply the peeple
of Dawson. Almost everything in the
vegetable line has been raised. 'Pota-
toes alone have been scarce, but they
can be grown, and another year may
see a bountiful crop harvested. Some
conception of the size and success of a
number of gardens around Dawson may
be gleaned from the fact that from oue
place alone 17,000 cabbages were cut
during the past geason, in addition to
vegetables of other varieties. The grow-
ing season lasts for three months, and
during this period vegetation is very
rapid. There is not, however, a great
deal of land about Dawson that is avail-
able for gardening, but along the Yukon,
on the American side especially, there
are many patches that may some day
soon be placed under cultivation. - On
the Stewart river there is a farm that
has yielded a heavy crop of hay, oats
and other produce this year, hut t has
been worked for the past four or dve
years.

Mr. Hepburn left Dawson for home on
the 13th inst. The weather in the north
was then fine and navigation, considering
the season of the year, favorable,

Speaking of the subject this morning,
Ald. Vincent said that he considered that
the people decided by a large vote to
buy the lot. Therefore il was up to the
council to decide on the best available
lot owneaed by the -city, and he consider-
ed the one in question the most suit-
able. “It was very favorably situated,”
hg said, “would never be obscured by
other buildings, would possess a beauti-
ful view for a reading room and would
be convenmient to the post office. Tourists
could get their mail and, stepping over
to the reading room, eould there answer
their correspondence.”

“If the city does not use the lot,” Ald.
Vincent continued, “it will be in tihe
position of having paid out $9,000 to
make the property adjoining a corner lob
of enhanced value, with the proba-
bility - that a = small hotel fronting
on the city lot would be built. If not
used it will be part of the street and
cemented over. Besides the lot has a
basement already excavated, which
would mean a considerable saving in the
erection of the proposed building. The
lot would be' plenty large enough, for
after furnishing and heating, the :\mm.mt
left would not erect a very large build-
ing, especially if it is to be made very
ornamental. In regard to the structure:
spoiling the view of the parliament build-
dngs, I do not think any argument cam
be based along this line, for during the
past six or seven years a very delapidat-
ed old building was allowed to stand on
the lot without any effort being made to
have it removed, and now a small fruit
store, which is rented for a paltry sum
is allowed to ‘'obstruct this m:l;:nihw’lylf'
view. Apart from this there \\-ouv‘d
always be room on the recesses of the
causeway for sight-seeing. The situd-
tion is central, tram cars pass every tel
minutes, and it is always a good idea %
group all the fine buildings' together, be-
cause it gives an impressive effect to the
whole surroundings.

In conclusion, Ald. Vincent thought
that the stone-cutting for the building
would furnish employment during a dull
season of the year, which would be of
considerable benefit to the city,

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WERE COMMITIED
ON FIRST CHARGE

ALLEGED SHOPLIFTERS
BEFORE MAGISTRATE

Clerks of Westside Identify Goods Found
in Their Possession—Second Case
This Afternoon.

There was quite a crowd in the police
court this morning. The prime attrac-
tion was tue case of the quartette of al-
joged shop lifters, whose hearing was ad-
journed from yesterday until to-day.
They were the cynosure of all eyes, but
bore .the scrutiny without any visible
evidences of einbarrassment, They have
already passed tarough one experience
with Canadian machinery of justice, and
doubtless before the authorities are fin-
ished with them their famiiiarity with
court procedure on this side of the line
wiill be quite extensive. The four con-
sist of Mr. and Mrs, Williams and Mr.
and Mrs. Lewis, 'The latter is already
under sentence of one year’s imprison-
ment, a penalty which was inflicted on
her in Vancouver.

The first charge taken up this morning
was that of stealing and being in
possession «of goods belonging to the
Hutcheson Company;y Limited, Tor
the Westside. A number of witnesses
were examined, after which the four
were committed for trial. The prosecu-
tion was in the hands of Deputy Attor-
ney-General H. A. Maclean, and Geo,
Powell appeared for the defence., He
did not eross-examine any of the wit-
nesses, 'reserving ‘his energies and de-
fence for the higher tribunal. When the
proceedings opened ‘the prisoners were
given théir ¢hoice of trial, and each elect-
ed to he tried by a higher court. Their
prelimimary 'hearing was then com-
meneed.

The ‘frst witness, one of the sales-
ladies of ‘the mantle department at the
Westside, recognized Mr. and Mrs.
TLewis ard Mrs., Williams as the per-
sons ‘who “were 'in ‘the store on Saturday,
August 30th, between the hours of 12
noon and 1 ¢’¢lo¢ck. "They were together,
‘Mrs, Tewis wanted ‘to see some water-
proofs, and the witness, who was alone,
took her-to the Blouse department, where
¢he fitted a number-on. Mrs. Lewis was
dissatisfied with them, and asked the
witness 1o inquiire if the manager would
Teduce the price. Witness replied that
she ‘was ‘in «¢harge of ‘that department
and coildr’t make any reduction, Mrs,
Lewis then replied that she would go
elsewlere, About this time Mr, Lewis
came over from ‘the stairway down
which Mrs. Williams had just gone, and
asked 'lis "wife 'if -dhe 'had seen anything
1o suit her. The latter Teplied negatively,
and both'hurried after Mrs. Williams.-

While Mrs. Lewis was trying on the
waterproofs Mr. T.ewis and Mrs. Wil-
liams were walking around the mantle
department, They were there alone for
seven -or ©ight nmiinutes. Weither of the
prisoners purchased anything up stairs.
There were five departments on this
floor, but she didn*t know whether the
prisoners went through any of the
others,

The witness then ‘idenfified the fancy
black coat and @ress skirt, prduced, as
the pronerty of ‘the Westside, the values
being $30 and_ $50 respectively. She
last saw the coat on Wednesday, August

. 27th, and ‘the <kirt on fhe ‘morning of

Saturday, the 30th. Neither of them had
been sold. This could always be deter-
mined by the system of checking pur-
chases adoptedl by this -establishment.
The skirt was hanging within easy
reach, It was missed on the morning
of September 3rd, but she did not miss
the coat until it was reported. The witt
ness then deseribed the system of 'com-
munication between the cashier’s depart-
ment and the other sections of the place
in connection with purchases, which is
in vogue in all the large departmental
stores,

This closed Mr. Maclean’s examina-
tion of the witness. Mr. Powell, for the
defence, did not desire to evoss-examine.,

Another saleslady of the mantle de-
partment also stated she recognized bhoth
garments produced as the Westside prop-
erty. She didn’t remember seeing the
coat, as it was not on the side brushed
by hrer, but she plainly recalled the skirt,
She tast saw it about 10 o'clock on
the morning of Saturday, the 30th,
Neither garment was sold to her knowl-
edge,

Detective Chas. Mulhern, of Vancou-
ver, who, with Detective Jackson, of the
same city, arrested the four, deposed that
the prisoners were apprehended in a
rooming house on Hastings street. Wil-
liams andl his wife occupied a Toem on
the second flat, and the others on the
flat above. They were arrested on the
night of September 2nd) and the gar-
ments produced were found in a tele-
scope valise in the room occupied by Mr.
and Mrs. ‘Williams. He did not ask
them where these goods came from as
they were not arrested for stealing them,
but others.

Mr. Powell—“On which charge they
were acquitted, you might also say.”

“And on which one was convicted,”
softly interposed the deputy attorney-
general.

“Not on that charge,” volunteered the
witness. Ceontinuing, the Terminal City
sleuth said the valise contained a mis-
cellaneous rollgction of goods, some of
which had not yet been identified. He
found $429 on Williams, $117 on Lewis,
%53 on Mrs. Williams and $49 on Mrs,
Lewis, as far as he could remember.

In reply to & question by the prosecut-
ing attorney, the witness was proceeding
fo tell where he had seen the prisoners
hefore they were arrested, which brought
Mr. Powell to his feet with an objec-
tion, Fe submitted that such evidence
was irrelevant—did not at all affect the
Dresent came—and was wasting the time
of the court. The court, however, didn’t
think so, and the witness was allowed to
proceed.

He said he had seen them together on
August 26th ‘and 27th. They didn’t be-
loug to the Terminal City. . He 'saw

the system of

them_again on the night of September
1st, as they landed from the Joan, which
had just arrived from Nanaimo.

The cashier of the Westside described
checking purchases in
vogue at this store, Neither of the gar-
ments produced in court had been sent
to her department for wrapping up, and
no money had been received for them
between August 29th and September 4th.

Detective Jackson, of Vancouver, al-
80 gave evidence concerning the arrest of
the prisoners. He first saw them; on
August 26th at the C.P.R. depot, and
again at’the same place on the nex# day.
Williams, however, was not with them.
After  describing their movements in
Vancouver ang their visits to a number
of drygoods stores there, the detective
said -they left for Victoria on the 29th.
He next saw them on September 1st in
Vancouver,

This closed the case for the Crown,
and after the customary formalities the
prisoners were committed for trial,

The case of stealing and being in pos-
session of goods belonging to Spencer’s
Arcade is being proc€eded with this af-
ternoon, :

PROGRAMME OF RACES

After due discussion of
Dr. Tolmie’s report the committee pro-
ceeded tc other business.

The report of the committee, compris-
ing the principals of the Victoria schools
and Ian St. Clair, which was appointed
to draft a suitable programme for the
ertertainment of the children on Chil-
dren’s"Day, proposed the following pro-
gramme Boys’ flat races, under eight
years old, under nine, under ten, under
eleven, under twelve, under thirteen, un-
der fourteen, under fifteen and under six-
teen. One mile relay races, one for each
of classes specified above. The commit-
tee asked for an appropriation of $100
for the earrying out of the programme.

NEW LECISLATION
FOR METHODISTS

REV. ELLIOIT S. ROWE
BACK FROM WINNIPEG

He Gives His Impressions of the Work
Accomplished by the General Con-
ference at Its Meeting.

Rev, Elliott S. Rowe returned last
evening from Winnipeg, where he has
been attending the meeting of the Gen-
eral Conference of the Methodist church,
This conference, which meets every four
years, is representative of the church in
Canada and Newfoundland, and is the
legislative body of that church,

Its meeting in Winnipeg, such a con-
siderable distance west of the main cen-
tres of population and of Methodism in
the Eastern provinces, created an idea
that the attendance would be less than
usual. This ‘was not realized, however,
as the delegnics aitended in about as
good proportion as they usually do, when
the meeting takes place in Eastern Can-
ada, There - were about two hundred
and fifty delegates present, including a
very fair representation of laymen,

Winnipeg extended to the conference
a most hearty welcome. This was not
connned to the Methodist ‘church of the
city, but the city itself and its public
men réalizing the importance of the vis-
itors and the inestimable good which
might be derived from their visit, show-
ed a great deal of attention to the mem-
bers of the conference. The delegates
were practically given the freedom of
the city. J. T. Gordon placed a Canada
Northern special train at the disposal of
the conference, and took the whole dele-
gation to Brandon. At that city the
party, which numbered about four hun-
dred in all, were tendered a banquet.
Hon. Lieut.-Governor McMillan also en-
tertained |the conference at Government
Housa, while J. A. M. Aitken, X.C,,
himself a member of the conference, also
entertained tlie whole party . The Ma-
sonic lodges of Winnipeg took occasion
also to provide for their visiting breth-
ren, and the members of that order who
were members of the conference were
tendered a reception, and in many ways
mad» to feel at home,

The most important legislation, in the
opinion of Mr. Rowe, was that relating
to the pastoral term. Hitherto the nor-
mal length of the pastoral term has been
three years. This could be extended to
four or five years under exceptional ecir-
cumstances, but by the new regulations
in connection with this subjeet the nor-
mal length of term is made four years.

The spirit of the conference was in-
fluenced by the development of Western
Canada. This was manifested in the
appointment of a board of three men
who will have special supervisory charge
of missionary work in Maniteba and
British Columbia  conferences, Dr.
Woodsworth has been appointed corres-
ponding = secretary of missions in con-
nection with this work. He will prob-
ably, have his headquarters in Winnipeg,
and will Jook after the interests of the
work. To provide for this a special
fend of $50,000 has been created, Up-
on the conference reaching the decision
they did in this matter, Chester A.
I\.Iassey, of Toronto, showed his appre-
ciation of the scheme by subscribing
$5,000 to the fund.

It was decided also to mark the two
hundreath anniversary of John Wesley’s
birth next year in a fitting manner. The
church will endeavor to raise a fund of
3_250,000, which shall be devoted to mis-
slonary work, being applied to both
home and foreign missions,

A new department was created, that
of temperance and moral reform. This
department of general conference work
was placed under the charge of a gen-
eral secretary. The selection of this lat-
ter office resulted in the choice of Rev.
S. D. Chorm, D.D. He will devote his
whole time to this department of the
work, and will be assisted in the wark
by a board of the general conference,
The footnote to the general rules of
the church, Which - specifies certain
amusements which are to be regarded as
prohibited, was retained. This question
caused such a heated debate at the last
n}eetmg of the conference, it was de-
tc)xdted by the vote being taken without de-

ate,

pne of the decisions arrived at which
wiil affect the British Columbia confer-
ence to a very considerable extent, was
that the Chinese and Japanese work in
British Columbia should be placed un-
der the direct management of the gen-
eral board of missions, This places the
worlf in the same position as the Indian
missions have occupied, and takes the
management of the Chinese and Japan-
ese missions in this provifice out of the
hands of the local conference,

Thc other denominations during the
sitting of the conference showed their
One
of the marked evidenced of this was that
of' putting the different city pulpits at
the disposal of visiting clergymen of the
Methodist church during the visit of the
latter in the city,

A determined effort was made to in-
duce the conference to select Victoria as
its meeting place for the next session.
The question of transportation, however,
was a heavy one to overcome. With
mest of the delegates living in the East
it was a different matter to satisfactorily
golve the question. The difficulties, how-
ever, may be overcome. and the confer-
ence select British Columbia - for its
meeting place.

—A recent issue of the Toronto Glohe
says: “L. W, Paisley, secretary of the
Live Stock Association of British Co-
lumbia, yesterdav shipped seven carloads
of stock to the Coast. Mr. Paisley has
been for some weeks buying pure bred
cattle for western owners. He is taking
with him two cars of stockers, a couple
of cars of shorthorn bulls and heifers, to
be sold by auction, and several cars of
mixed stock for customers, G. H, Had-
wen, Duncans, B.C., is also taking West
a carload of good cattle, sheep and hogs
for breeding purposes.’’

'THE HAYES CASE.

All Evidence for the Prosecution Is Now
In—Adjousned Until To-morrow.

The prosecution completed its task in
the celebrated Hayes case this afternoon,
the proceedings being wound up with the
usual verbal fireworks. The case had
been before the court since ten o'clock
and at 2:45 an adjournment was taken
until to-morrow.  One witness was ex-
zmined, Mrs. Bligh, the stenographer,
who reported the examination for dis-
covery of Col. Hayes before the regis-
trar in June last. The witness was on
the stand about feur hours.

This afternoon counsel indulged in a
hot argument regarding the production of
the famous draft that Col. Hayes is said
to bave sent to Portland through the
Bank of B. N. A. Mr. Taylor offered to
produce it and Mr. Burns for cross-
examination, but the defence did not
take advantag> of the opportunity, claim-
ing that when they wanted the draft
produced the ether day it was refused.

WILL SURVEY ROUTE
FROM COWICHAN LAKE

D. R. Harris, C. E., Appointed to Pro-
ceed Forthwith to Locate
Line to Alberni.

The prelimimary survey for the pur-
pose of locating -a feasible railway route
from Cowichan te Alberni, by way of
the Nitinat Valley, is to be undertaken
at once. D, R. Harris, C, E., has been
instructed to preceed forthwith upon this
work. As the season is advanced, the
work wil be pushed forward with all

| dispatch.

In the selection of D. R. Harris, the
government have put the work in the
bhands of one who is well acquainted
with the interior of the Island. It was
he who, under the beard of trade of Na-
naimo, undertook the task .of surveying
a feasible route from Nanaimo to Al-
berni by way of the ,Namaimo lakes,
about one year ago. He accomplished
the work, and in doing se gained a con-
siderable acquaintance with the charac-
ter of the interior southeast of Alberni,

a part through which the present route!

will in part, be located. *

This appointment of a survey party is
the carrying out by the government of a
promise made somg days ago to a com-
mittee representing thd Tourist Asso-
ciation, which waited npon Hon. W. C.
Wells in the matter.

Another government survey party are
also in the field under Frank Shepherd,
of Nanaimo, looking into the feasibility
of a railway route from Wellington, the
present terminus of the E. & N, railway,
to Alberni by way of Cameron lake.
That party expect to complete their duty
about the end of the month.

These proposed 'railway rowtes were
the subject, during the last sitting of the
legislature, of many conferences between
the government and the boards of trade
of Victoria and.Nanaimo, The project-
ing of a railway along the route which
D. R, Harris will survey is deemed per-
fectly feasible, and would open up a rich
agricultural and mining country.

GUNDBOATS INVESTIGATING.
Further Details of the Murder of
Messrs, Bruce and Lowis,

From exchanges brought by the steam-
er Tacoma on Sunday, further particu-
lars off the fate which befell. Messrs.
Bruce and Lowis at the hands of barbar-
ious Orientals are obtained. The follow-
ing are extracts from a letter from H.
B. Stewart, dated Changteh, Hunan,
Sunday, August 17th, 1902:

“I am afraid the dreadful news given
in the enclosed letter is only too true.
The bearer to us is Bruce's cook. I
start for Chenchou to-morrow morning
under official protection. I will investi-
gate as soon as possible'and then make
a full report to you. Two gunboats—one
German und one British—are here. The
‘German captain has generously offered
to go full speed to Shasi and send my
telegram from there. The British gun-
boat will stay and see me off under a
full escort. On arrival at Chenchou; if
necessary, I wiil see to the burial of our
friends in a suitable place. I will re-
turn to Changteh as soon as possible.

“We being powerless to help them
these two missionaries were killed.
Through God’s grace I have escaped. In
the city and district there is a very se-
vere epidemic, and there have been a
very large number of deaths. It was
rumored that the cause of the deaths
was the distribution of poisonous medi-
cines by the missionaries., Several hun-
dred desperadces gathered together,
came to the mission house and ecaused
the disturbance. I specially send Mr.
Bruce's servant, Wan Tac-sin, with this
letter to Changteh, that you may inform
the mission director and also send some
oné€ here quickly from Changteh to bury
the missionaries. All their property has
been looted. This is a special report.”

Letter from Chang Pah-shuen, native
evangelist at Chenchou, to Mr, Quirm-
bach, dated Chenchou, August 15th,
1902:

*“I beg to inform you that the two
missicnaries, Messrs, Bruce and Lowis,
have been cruelly beaten to death in the
mission house by the people of Chen-
chou. T myself was nearly killed. I re-
ceived a serious injury in my left hand
and my left cheek, and indeed my whole
body was injured. Three days nrevious-
ly T exhorted the two missionaries to go
to the yamen of the prefect named Wu
for safety. They repeatedly said there
was no cause for fear, but they said, ‘If
you are afraid you can return to vour
family’ They also said to. the servant
Wan, ‘If yon are afraid you fan go
heme too.’ The two missionaries said
this repeatedly.”

FROM THE ATLANTIC
10 PACIFIC OCEAN

SOMETHING ABOUT
TRANS-CANADA RAILWAY

The  Original Promoter Is Confident
Trains Will Be Running Before
Many Years.

Colonel George Earl Church, * vice-
president of the Royal Geographical So-
ciey of London, England, and original
promoter of the trans-Canada railway,
at present in Quebec in connection with
the construction of the gigantic enter-
prise, is positive that the railroad will
be built and locomotives running over the
line from the Pacific to the Atlantie
coast befare many years, Colonel Church
is a typical English gentleman, and it
was he who first conceived the idea of
the trans-Canada railway from the Pa-
cific to the Atlantic oceans, and after
making a practical study of the country
became so thoroughly convinced of its
great value, both as a commercial enter-
prise and a source of strength to the
British Empire, that he lost no time in
) obtaining the first charter in 1859.

In an interview at Quebee, Colonel
Church said:

“The project of ihe trans-Canada rail-
way was the result of a study of the
military pesition which Great Britain
would occupy in relation to Eastern Asia
on the completion of the trans-Siberian
railway by Russia. The geography of
North America showed that the British
answer to the Russian strategic line is
a railway acress the Dominion of Can-
ada between the port of Quebec on the
Atlantic side to the port of Simpson on
the Pacific Coast. By this route Eng-
land

Could Throw Troops

into Japan and China in 20 days, while
it is conceded by experts that Russia
could not transport any important body
of troops across Siberia in less than 22
days, The trans-Siberian railway, it will
be seen, promised to put Russia in a
more advantageous military position in
| relation with all the military problems
coincident with the Far Kast of Asia
than any other European state, and the
problem naturally aroused the question,
What should be the British answer to
Russian effort to contrel the Orient?
The answer is the trans-Canada railway,
because it will place England 750 miles
nearer Japan and China than any other
possible route which can be made avail-
able. This is due to the narrowing of
the distance of land stretch the further
north we go, but in addition to this agd-
vantage in distance 1s the wonderful
character of the country between Que-
bec and the Pacific terminal port of the
trans-Canada line which lends itself to
the construction of the railway with
easier gradients and curvature than any
other Pacific railway existing across the
American continent. Thus it may be
said that above all other railway enter-
prises of thae British Empire the trans-
Canada/railway is of Imperial import-
ance,

“Looking to the value of this project-
ed railway for through traffic between
the Pacific and Atlantic oceans, it is
well to draw attention to the proposi-
tion which is being made by the Pacific
railways of the United States to

Control the Growing Trade

of the eastern coast of China and Japan,
and carry it across the American conti-
nent for distribution, in competition
with the projected Panama canal, to
which the government of the TUnited
States is now committed, and which in-
volves an expenditure of perhaps $200,-
000,000. If the six great Pacific rail-
ways of the United States can compete
for this trade while carrying it to an
elevation from 7,000 to 11,000 feet, how
easy it will be for the trans-Canada rail-
way, being so much the shorter line,
and the summit elevation of which will
not exceed 2,500 feet, to control a very
large part of the trade of the Orient.
This much for some of the ‘advantages
of through trade incident to the con-
struction of the trans-Canada railway.
But if these advantages are so salient,
it may be said that as regards the local
value of the line to Canadian develop-
ment, is of immense importance, for the
railway is projected through the very
heart of the Dominion. It interferes
with no other line, but promises to open
a belt 'of country teeming with great
natural resources, the eastern part of
which produces in the form of timber
and other products exactly what the
great wheat belt iof the Dominion west
of Lake Winnipeg requires to receive
and exchange for its cereal products.

*“The success of the scheme will de-
pend ‘upon the support of the provincial
governments and the Dominion govern-
ment, and with reasonable support will
go through, and capital will be forth-
coming from other sources. It is the
inteution to

Commence Work Immediately
from Roberval to James Bay, and the
project is much nearer realization than
the public is led to suppose.  There is
no doubti that the trans-Canada railway
will be built, and that at an early date,
and we may ceunt upon seeing a loco-
motive running over its entire line from
ocean to ocean sooner than expected.
The countty has resources that are
ample to warrant its construction.”

The first division of the trans+Canada
railway, from' Roberval to James Bay,
is 380 miles in length, and will pass
through the centre of the new territory
recently acquired by the province of
Quebec from the Dominion. As the
Quebec & Lake St. John railway runs
northward from the city of Quebec in
a direction suitable for the.shortest lo-
cation of this railway, and as the rivers
flowing into Lake St. John on the one
side and James Bay on the other, offer
a route which will give the easiest grad-
ients crossing the height of land between
the waters flowing into the St. Law-
rence and those dowing into James Bay, i
and as this route will give the railway l
the advantage of two castern seaports, |

amely, Quebec and Chicoutimi, its has
!been decided to use that line between

Quebec and its northwestern terminus
at Roberval and Lake St. John,

The Dontinion government in 1901 re-
cognized the merits of the project and
submitted to parliament a subsidy bill,
which was daly ratified, granting a
subsidy of $3,200 per mile, or $192,000,
in aid of the first 60 miles of the railway
from Roberval westward, to be increased
to' $6,400 per mile should the cost be in
excess of $15,000 per mile to that ex-
tent.

WELL-KNOWN AUTHOR
VISITING VICTORIA

J. Castell Hopkins, Canadian Imperialist,
«  Came Over From the Mainland
Last Evening.

J. Castell Hopkins, Canadian Imperial-
ist and author, came over from the
Mainland last night. It is over nine
years since Mr. Hopkins last crossed the
continent and since that time he has
published some sixteen or geventeen vol-
umes, among which may be mentioned
“The Encyclapoedia of Canada” and
“Queen Victoria, Her Life and Reign.”
To the latter he is now publishing a
companion volume in a life of King Ed-
ward VII. A popular history of Can-
ada, published some 18 months ago by
Mr. Hopkins, hag’ already reached a cir-
culation of 23,000, and the ““Annual Reg-
ister of Canadian Affairs,” recently com-
riled by him, has received a wide pub-
licity.

Mr. Hopkins is an ardent advocate of
Imperial Federation. In an interview
given in the Terminal City he expressed
the opinion that the visit of Sir Edmund
Barton had accomplished much gocd. He
was glad that he had laid such stress
upon the duty of the colonies to con-
tribute tosards the defence of the Em-
pire. Some few years ago he had him-
self looked into the question of the cost
to the Motherland of the defences of
Canada, and had written to the war of-
fite and obtained some interesting figures.
From these he approximated the cost
of the Canadian defences to Great Bri-
tain at $300,000,000 for the past 100
years. The war of 1812 would also prob-
ably have cost an equal amount, all of
which had been paid by the taxpayers
in the United Kingdom. Canada had to-
day reached the stage, or, rather, it
claimed to have, of a nation, yet its po-
sition in thus depending upon Great Bri-
tain for protection and defence showed
it to be a dependency, which it would re-
main until it accepted its full position as
part of the Empire and contributed to-
wards the cost of the Imperial defence,

not be large and need not be such as
would make any material difference to
the Imperial exchequer. Its value would
be in the enunciation of a policy—in the
evidence of Canada’s part to bear her
share in the cost of maintaining and
holding together the “vaster Empire than
has been,” to which it is Canada’s proud
boast to belong.

Other colonies and dependencies of the
Empire contribute. Australia gives £150,-
000, which aids in maintaining the navy
that defends its shores. India contrf-y
butes something like £70,000. Cape Col-
ony gave and maintains a warship, which
costs about £30,000 per annum to keep
up, while Natal gives a large coal sup-
ply; but Canada gives nil, as Sir John
Forrest pointed out.

HOME FROM AFRICA,

Victorian Tells of Wonderful Gathering
of Ships at Capetown.

Some conception of the wonderful |
mecea which Capetown is becoming for’
shipping is given by Arthur Nobbs, a
young Victorian, who has just returned
with others from South Africa. Mr.
Nobbs was one of the iast contingent
going from this city who was agreeably
surprised to find on reaching his destin-
ation that peace had been proclaimed.

Off Capetown, he says, there were
from 30 to 40 big ships at anchor, all
waiting their turn to enter the harbor,
which, though spacious, was erowded
with vessels, craft of all descriptions be-
ing lined along the wharves two and
three deep. When re-embarking, Mr.
Nobbs says he had to cross the deck of
two or three ships before reaching the
steamer on which he was to take pas-
sage. Of course many. of the big fleet
were troop ships, but there was a large
percentage of the tonnage merchantmen,

At Durban Bay, where Mr. Nobbs
subsequently called, the same animated
scenes were presented. The steamer dn
which he travelled had to wait for three
days outside the port before she could
make a landing. In-the meantime ten
other big vessels had arrived, and they
too would have to await their turn to
enter the harbor,

A Nohbs thinks that about four of
the 25 frem here, who formed the last
contingent, will ba remaining in South
Africa. Harry Ware was in the hospital
at Durban Bay suffering from sickness
contracted op the trip south. The others
are McKenzie, G, T. Devereau and
Watt, the last mentioned of whom
joined the constabulary,

Lieut, Vernon, who commanded the
Victoria contingent, is on his way home,
via England, by which route Dicksonl
and W, Mitchell are returning.

Speaking of the voyage to and from
Africa, Mr, Nobbs states that on the out-
ward trip the troops were treated hand-
somely, but returning their. provisions
became musty, and they had to put up
with many privations in consequence.

HERBERT CARMICHAEL
IS MAKIKG SURVEY

Provincial Government Wiil Issue Bulletin
Upon Result of His Researches for
General Distribution.

Herbert Carmichael, provincial as-
sayer, has returned from the West
Coast after a month’s trip in search of
iron showings. The intention is to.issue
a~bulletin concerning the results of his
explorations, and to have this issued for
general distribution. This is a matter
upon which a joint committee of the
Victoria Board of Trade and the
Voters’ League have made representa-
tions to the government, and the inten-
tion is to attract by the issuing of such
information attention to the rich de-
posits of iron ore to be found on Van-
couver Island. Mining bulletins have be-
fore been issued by the government, but
never upon any one branch, as the forth-
coming publication will be. Alberni and
a few other mining sections have been
set forth in bulletins previously, but this
upon the iron industry is the first of its
kind.

The provincial assayer visited the vari-
ous places where development work has
been carried on about Fesquiot, Clayo-
quot and Barkley Sounds and the Al-
berni canal. To visit these he had to
resort to the use of the boat and the
canoce, and for very considerable dis-
tances he had to make the trip on foot.
At many points he found most encourag-
ing indications. At one place iron. was
traced by parallel trenches for over 1,200
feet.

Near Maggie lake, north of Barkley
Sound, he encountered a marvellous
magnretic attraction. It was the most
powerful he has ever seen. At a distance
of several hundred yards the comp:ss
needle would point in the direetion while
a circle was made about it. Closer in
the dip neadle, at a slight inclination,
indicated the spot of attraction, which
was located within a square of only a
few feet to the side. It lies in a t'm-
bered section, no rock being near, and
the indications are that the source of
the magnetic att-action is net very deep
in the earth. Whether it is due to the
presence of magnetite which is exeep-
tionally strongly magnectized, or arises
from a buried meteorite, it is not pos-
sible to say.

A story is given that is represented as
an Indian legend that would indicate
that probably a meteorite had buried it-
self there. It is to the effect that the
white men were to be frightened away
from. the region, and that fire from
Thunder was sent.. The story may be
the invention of some imaginative miud,
and it is doubted whether it belongs to
the Indian legends. A company are now
working there, and will dig down and
seek to ascertain the cause of the at-
traction,

PROMINENT SHIPPING MAN.,

William Lewis, of Liverpool, Visiting
"This City on Tour of Coast,

William Lewis, of the ‘well known
English shipowners, William Lewis &
Co., 23 Water street, Liverpool, is at the
Driard., He has been making a tour of

land, Tacoma and Seattle, and after a
stay here and in Vancouver will be re-
turning via the C. P. R., sailing op
October 3rd for Liverpool on the Celtic.

William Lewis & Co, are the owners
of sailing ships, many of which are

“the Marion K'raser, the barque Morven,
the Swanhilda, Talng' and Marion Inglis.
While in Tacoma Mr. Lewis was inter-
viewed on a number of shipping subjects,
and he is quoted as saying:

*“Freights are in a most unsatisfactory
condition in every line of trade. Our
earnings have been getting less, but our
operating expenses are not decreasing
any... The Morven obtained a freight of
42s, Gd, on this coast shout two years ago.
Now she was chartered prior to arrival
at 29s, and rechartered at 26s, 3d. The
profit to be derived from such freights
is certainly not great, still there is a lit-
tle profit. There is not a good rate to
be obtained on anything. The French
have been a sfrong factor in the tonnage
market, and under their hounty system
are enabled to operate at a rate on
which nothing but a subsidized ship
could live, :

"‘Y«m have every facility . for ship-
ping on Puget Sund, but it seems to me
that the authorities at these Pacific
coast ports should co-operate with ship-
cwners for the protection of crews. Tt
is to the interest of each port to make
the port,expenses of a vessel as cheap as
possible, so th4t ships will prefer to come
to that port. When freights are good,
owners ecan choose between ports, and
the question of ‘éxpense is important:
When freights are low, of course, the
shipowner has to tage whatever he can
get. There is no ‘blood-money’ system
in secaring sailors in San Francisco now,
but Portland, Tacoma and Seattle are
unsatisfactory in this respect. ‘It seems
to me. that the authorities of each port
yvould he as anxious as possible to do all
in their power to foster the shipping in-
dustry. Tacoma is becoming more and
more a grain shipping port, and you are
bound to grow.”

Speaking -of the “subsidy question,
Wwhich has heen under discussion in Eng-
land, Mr. Lewis said that he did not
think Great RBritain would ever subsi-
dize ner merchant marine, “We do not
believe’” said he, “inm fostering one in-
dustry at the expense of all the rest.
I?rnnca, of course, had no merchant ma-
rine until tha subsidy went into effect.
Now she has eonsiderable tonnage, has
opportunity to train her youth for the
navv and kindred advantages. For the
British shipowner individually the sub-
sidv, of course, would suit ns, but. as a
citizen, T am not in favor of it.”

ONE HUNDRED DEAD.
Cigarette Started a Fire During Wed-
ding Celebration. and Many Lives
Were Lost.

London, Sept..24.—A special dispatch
from St, Petersburg says that while 400
peasants were attending a wedding cele-
bration yesterday in a barn at Werba,
near Moscow, a fire was started from a
cigarette and a panic ensued.

FIRST CHARGE TAKEN
UP IN COURT TO-DAY

It Was All Over an Innocent Looking
Plank—Poundkeeper Curran
Tells His Story.

Only a plank, two by twelve, but it
caused a heap of trouble, illuminated
visages, discolored - optics, ' lacerated
fingers, ‘and to crown all the notoriety
of police court inquiry. The ventilation
of the Curran-Webster melee on Sunday
last has commenced, and judging by
present indications and the crop of
summonses issued, it will be a long time
before the clerk of the court will be able
to write finish at the end of his chroni-
cles. "'The series of outbreaks between
these two families hag attracted con-
siderable attention, and as this last is
the most serious of the lot, its judicial
investigation was considered too good
a thing to be missed, and the attendance
in the police court this morning was
larger than usual,

The first charge arising out of the
trouble is preferred by Foundkeeper
Curran against Mr. Webster, whom he
charges with assault. The complainant
has engaged Yrank Higgins to look after

been retained for the defence. The first
withess' was the informant. He is
gradually recovering from the effects of
his lively experience, and his marks of
battle are not so conspicuous as they
were a few days ago. Still Mr. Curran
presents a somewhat picturesque appear-
ance, one side of his face looking as
though someone had attempted to repro-
duce an Alpine sunset on it, with toler-
able success.

In the meantime Mr. Webster
called for his wire to come and assist
him, She did so, and proceeded to
pound the witness’s head. Mr. Webster
.thed “gaid: “Pull the tongue out
him,” and in obedience ‘to the request
she eatight hold of his mouth with both
hands.” Witness caught one of her
fingers''in hig'mouth and chewed it.

Hé likewise called for Mrs, Curran,
who-alsé rushed out. Witness said: “For
God’s sake pull her (meaning Mrs, Web-
ster) off of me.” His wife attempted to
do so, Mr. Webster, who was still held
by witness, then ‘told his wife to get one
Langton James, who “would fix them.”
This party and another man appeared

a cotiple of minutes afterwards, and at-
tacked him, tearing his vest, and eventu-
ally himself-away from Webster. Wit-
ness ‘was bleeding from his mouth -and
the seratches on his face.

To corroberate this statement, Mr.
Curran flourished aloft a gory shirt: He
also exhibited the torn vest which, with
the shirt, was put in as evidence.

Continuing, -he said“that both James
and the other man ran away at this
juncture, while. Mr. Webster leaped to
his feet and hurried out of the yard,
witness following.

PURCHASED STEAM THRESHER.
Indians Operate 1heir Own Machinery
—Indian Agent Robertson Deep-
ly - Interested.

W. R. Robertson, Indian agent at
Duncans, was in the city last evening on
his way to visiti the Indians at Saanich.
He will visit the ' day schools there,
which are conducted under the Domin-
ion government, and will look into other
subjects of interest.

He is more than usually pleased over
an advance wnich the Indians of Saanich
have made in the way of adopting mod-
ern ideas, and falling in line with the
white population along the lines of agri-
culture. This 18 shown in the purchase
this year of a steam thresher, Hitherto
the Indians have hired threshing ma-
chines owned by their 'white neighbors.
This year, howeyer, they conceived the
idea of purchasing one themselves,

A twelve horge-power engine and the
necessary- threshing machine was pur-
ckased by them; from a local firm. All
the help necessary to run the machinery
is provided by themselves, The engine
is 'under the management of . one of
themseives, whd holds a temporary cer-
tificate to run it < A low rate per.bushel
is charged by them for threshing, which
will provide for the amount still owing
on the machinery|

In connection -with this a feature
which is very gratifying to Indian Agent
Robertson is that the Victoria firms
which handle farm machinery now deal
with the Indians on the same basis as
they do with white farmers. They have
gshowr their readiness to grant credit to
the prosperous farmers of the reserves
in. the same manner as they would to
other well-to-do' farmers. This has af-
fcrded these Saanich Indians the oppor-
tunity to providé themselves with this
necessary steam thresher. They have
paid dowm about half the cost, and the
remainder yill b& paid from the proceeds
derived from thé"work.

Taking a very fféep concern in the wel-
fare of the Indians under his ¢harge, the
Idian agent was very anxious to see the
working of the stéam thresher. He went
to Saanich to-day.

SOUTH AFRICAN CONDITIONS.

Quartermastebsilé.rgeant Esmond Says
Many Discharged Soldiers Are
Unahle to Find Work,

Quartermaster+Sergt. HEsmond and
Trooper Evans,'of the 5th C. M. R,
have returned from South Africa. They
ca back via thé ©Old Country. Q. M.
SY¥smond is a former Victorian, having
lived here for 4 number of years, He
enlisted from British Columbia,

Referring to the condition in South
Africa  Quartermaster-Sergt, Esmond
said: “Since the discontinuation of the
war everything has been in a state of
chaos. Tt has peen estimated that 60,-
000 soldiers took their discharges in
South Africa confident of getting em-
ployment, but it is doubtful if 50 per.
cent, have succgeded. ;

“The Impena,l government -attempted
to come to the,rescue of the men. by
granting them the use of tents and sup-
plying them with certain rations, 'As
many men as possible were employed on
public works, bpt this has failed to al-
leviate the distpess to any great extent.
In Capetown the government employed
a large hody of men in this way giving
them a $1 a day and loaning them tents
o live in. o1 . 2

“Many thought they would get work
at th> Rand mipes. It was found, how-
ever, that they gould not stand the work,
owing to the climate. One of the mines
tried the experniment, and engaged 500
of tha soldiers, but within a week half

‘had resigned, and it was not very long

after before alldhad given up the work,

~A- number of mines are idle on account

of the lack of mative labor.

“I would no#: advise anyone to emi-
grate to Africa at the present time for
the purpose of settling down and earning
a living. Living is very expensive, and
employment scarce. You can’t get de-
cent board and: lodging for less than 30
shillings to £2 per week. I think
it will be more than a year before the
country hecomes settled. At present any-
one landing at“Capetown has to prove
to the satisfaction of the authorities that
he has in cash'$500, or its equivalent in
baggage. In spite of this all available
berths by .steamers bound for the Capa
from-England kave been engaged ‘for
three months ahead.” :

CANADIAN TEAM 10
TOUR OLD COUNTRY

TWO PLAYERS WILL
REPRESENT VICTORIA

Rugby Football Aggregation Selected
From Dominion Will-Tour England,
Scotland and Ireland.

The project of sending an - all-Can-
adian Rugby team on a tour of England,
Scotland and Ireland for the purpose of
pitting itself against the strongest aggre-
gations of the Old Country has occupied
the attention of prominent Ruby clubs of
Eastern Canada for some time. All dis-
cussion of the matter, however, has
never amounted to anything until the
present time. James H. 8. McClure, one
of the most conspicuous members of the
Montreal Rugby Association, and once
one of the best and most enthusiastic
Rugby players of this country, has taken
active steps towards the consummation
of the scheme and preparations have
been pushed with such determination and

energy that there is now not the slight-
est doubt but that this season will see a
Canadian team trying its strength and
skill against those of the Mother
Country.

When A. T. Goward, captain of Vie-
toria’s fifteen, heard of this proposition
he immediately took steps to secure
places on the Canadian team for two of
the most worthy of Victoria’s players, A.
Gillespie and K, Scholefield. His efforts
have beea attended by unqualified suec-
cess, and there now is very little doubt
that this city will be represented on the
all-Canadian by the two players men-
tioned.

Mr, Goward’s first letter to H. S.
McClure advancing the claim of Vie-
toria’s players to a place on the team
was written on the 10th of April, and a
reply was received on May 3rd as fol-
lows:

21 Brunswick Street, Montreal,
3rd May, 1902.

Dear Sir:—I duly received your favor of
10th April. I note what you say regarding
Scholefield and Gillespie, and though your
modesty naturally forbids you from. self-
praise, I have no doubt your offlical capa-
city on the Victoria team will warrant re-
cognition. Now, my knowledge of football
on the other side has been the cause of the
work in organizing this All-Canadian team
and -arranging the fixtures to fall: on my
shoulders, but as we will seek the auspices
of the Canadian Rugby Ualon to go over,
there is no saying what say I shall have in
selecting the team. If, as I expect, I am
allowed a fair show in the selection, then,
conscientiously, I could not take many from
this district, but would centre all my hopée
in the West and Halifax, Personally, I
would take your knowledge of the English
game as sufficient warranty to select you
three, and two good forwards if you can
Jget them.  Granting that I can do this, I
‘shall be glad to hear.from .you that you
understang thé conditions. Ve léave herel
about 25th November and will arrive back
about middle of February '(not later than
20th). The guarantees will; not cover the
expenses quite, but, personally, I do not
think any man’s liability should exceed $50
at the outside. That is beyond personal
expenditure, of course. Do’ you agree to
that understanding? This is trifling for a
three months’ trip. Each man, tog, will
require to furnish his own passage money,
to be refunded as guarantees are received
from clubs on the other side. This would
amount to about $120, according to quota-
tion already received for tickets from New
York to New York. This quotation in-
cludes all travelling on the other side.

And in the event of our relying on your
services, we must safeguard  ourselves
agalnst disappointment at last minute. This
has not been decided upon yet, but would
your men be prepared to deposit, say, $150
with the Canadian Rugby Union as evidence
of good faith? This to be forfeited in
event of non-appearance, You will probab-
Iy see the force of such’'a requirement.

Please let me.-hear from you at as early
a date as possible.

In answer to this Mr. Goward sent a
letter asking for full particulars, and a
reply was received stating that the team
would leave Canada about the 25th of
November, and would play first in Ire-
tand with the principal teams of that
country, then in Scofland,' where matches
would be' played with some’ of ‘the’re-
nownad Scotch teams, -ameng - which
would be that of Glasgow - and others,
after which the team would make an ex-
tended tour of England, expecting to get
back about the 20th of February."

After-some further communicating the
matter of giving Gillespie and Scholefield
rlaces on the team was practically de-
cided as will be seen by the following
letter:

. 18th August, 1902.

Dear Sir:—Yours of 28th May duly re-
ceived, and I am sorry for delay in answer-
ing. I am now relying on Glllespie and
Scholefield going, and hope they do so. The
sum of $150 mentioped was “each man,”
but it was only a suggestion of mine to
insure against their backing out at the very
last moment. I have been in communica-
tion with the Canadian Union for some
time, but no guarantee of this kind has as
yet: been agreed om, and so' long as you
can assure me of their being genuine in in-
tention I think we can waive the deposit.
There are many kicks and good applications
for places coming from Ontario, etc., but I
feel more confidence myself in selecting
men from the West who know the English
game. Let it be clearly understood that
the trip may cost each man about $50, but
I hope to see that reduced before final ar-
rangements are completed. Let me hear
from you soon agaln, and also if there are
any men in your district likely to take ad-
vantage of the cheap through rate from
New York to New York of about §li4.

He has play-
ed at three-quarters for the Victoria team
for the past five years. He is remark-
ably fast, playing quick off the mark and
with great dash and vim. He is an ex-
cellent taekler and a good kick. Capt.
Gowaxrd is of the opinion that there is
not a better three-quarter in British Col-
umbia.

A. Gillespie learned his football at
Loretto, Scotland. For the past four
seasons he has played half-back, and has
proved himself fearless, quick on the
ball, and very smart in feeding in three-
quarters.

BIG ORGANIZATION OF
MARITIME LABORERS

Meeting Held in Labor Hall Last Night to

Form a Waterfronit Fed-
eration.

A meeting was held in Laber hall last
evening for the purpose of forming a
waterfront federation to include boiler-
makers, iongshoremen, shipwrights and
in short every class of laborer who earns
s livelihood along the wharves. There
was a good attendance of representatives
of the different organizations and steps
were taken towards drafting a constitu-
tion. The umon is to be known as the
Waterfront Federation of the ports of
Victoria and Esquimalt, and according to
a skeleton of its constitution it is “for
the purpose of extending, strengthening
and perpetuating the organization of
maritime workers of this port; to im-
prove their social and economic condi-
tions; to resist the imposition of addi-
tional burdens; to effect the just settle-
ment of all questions between employers
and employees; to engage in the use of
a strike or boycott only as a last resort;
t,, effect the federation of all maritime
workers and to co-operate with all _local
national and international organizations.

“Only delegates representing organ-
izations whose:members are directly em:
ployed iin.the rconstruction of repair of
docks and vessels, the handling and
hauling of cargoes and the handling of
vessels, steam or sail, shall be eligible
to membership in the federation.

“Any union. intending to resort to a
sirike, shall immediately notify the fed-
eration2 in . writing. A meeting ‘shall
then af once be convened, at which twp-
thirds of all delegates must be present.
If two-thirds of all delegates present en-
dorse the action of the union, the feder-
ation shall give its full support to the
union er unions affected.

“In the event of a union refusing to
carry . out; the recommendations of the
federation the case in question shall be
submitted directly to all affiliated unions,
and should two-thirds of the unions affili-
ated condemn the action of said union
in not eomplying with the recommenda-
tions of the federation, the said union
shall be suspended, and its delegates re-
fused admittance to meetings of the fed-.
eration. The federation may endorse a
strike, bat it is beyond its jurisdiction to
crder a strike.

“The endorsation of the. federation
shall be had before a strike is ordered.”

A ‘copy' of the by-laws and constitu-
tion of the federation will be submitted’
to all affiliated unions and passed on.
