Persons of her description think nothing 
of going into a shop and turning every­
thing over and taking up half an hour or 
more of the attendants’ time, and then 
walking out without spending a penny. 
As soon, however, as they can save a few 
shillings by going to the co-operative stores, 
they will at once withdraw all their cus­
tom from the private tradesman, no matter 
how long they may have dealt with him. 
Consequently, they and all their belongings 
are now as much detested by tradespeople 
as they are by revolutionists and profes­
sional demagogues. It is difficult, in 
fact, to
classes are to look for assistance when the 
time of need and emergency arrives. The 
army is certainty no longer an aristocratic 
weapon, whatever it may have been in 
former days. The abolition of purchase 
has introduced the dem 
into that, and each year 
stronger. A Royal Duke may be at the 
head of it, but his true master will hence­
forth be “ the million, ’’ and the million hate 
the aristocracy, and, indeed, do not much 
love anybody who is in th e slightest de­
gree better off than themselves. It has 
often been said that Mr. A. T. Stewart 
ruined a great many small storekeepers, 
but at any rate He was a storekeeper him­
self, and accomplished his successes by 
legitimate private enterprise. There 
could not be the same feeling of ill- 
usage in reference to him, that soon grows 
up when it is found that a co-operative 
store is underselling all its neighbors. For 
this underselling there is no help. A 

tradesman cannot bay as cheaply as the 
large co-operative societies, and the system 
of cash payments adopted by the stores 
and their unlimited command of capital 
place the retail dealer at a hopeless dis- 
ad vantage. A shopkeeper of my acquaint­
ance said to me quite frankly the other 
day, “The stores can do with 2 per cent, 
or even less by \vay of profit; I cannot 
carry on my business with less than 15 
per cent. I could Sf everybody paid on 
the spot and carried their purchases home 
with them. Even then I could not pay 
my way with less than 10 per cent. My 
rent is too heavy and my assistants cost 
too much. It is useless to tell us to beat 
the co-operative stores at their own game, 
for we cannot do it. We must be beaten 
and then let the landlords look out for 
themselves. We shall not go down with­
out dragging others with us. That I fully 
believe, but I think if I were going to be 
ruined, it would be no comfort for me to 
know that my landlord and my neighbors 
were certain to share my fate.”

Ridiculous Attempt at Press-Censor­
ship

It is therefore somewhat 
surprising to find Inspector Cox airing his 
grievances against the Advance by proxy 
at a district school meeting, although 
both that gentleman and his deputy had 
remained silent for months after the alleg­
ed injustice was done. The attack of 
Secretary Cnmmin on Thursday last 
was all the more singular because both 
Inspector Gox and himself have been, 
professedly at least, on friendly terms 
with the Advance, and had either 
of them complained, personally, of our hav­
ing done any injustice they might readily 
.have secured such corrections as estab­
lished truth would justify. There can, 
therefore, have been but one object in 
view when Mr. Crimmin made his attempt 
to “correct” the Advance at last 
Thursday’s school meeting. His failure 
was as great as his effort was mendacious, 
This, however, does not relieve either the 
Inspector or his deputy of the respou 
sibility they then assumed, and as they 
have brought their troubles into an annual 
school meeting, “officially ”—a la “Pina­
fore ”—they are entitled all the credit they 
are able to win in the arena they have 
chosen. Secretary Crimmin appeared to 
be acting under at least two distinct hallu­
cinations on Thursday last, which are now, 
doubtless, dispelled. With Sir Joseph 
Porter, he appears to have imagined that 
“ official utterances are always unswera- 
ble.” According to his theory he was the 
Secretary of the meeting and all he had to 
do was to say black was white and it would 
so appear. He, evidently, thought that 
his blushing and hesitating challenge of 
the incorrect press—in аЦ the evident per­
sonal trepidation with which he advanced 
hie baseless charge—would be approved 
by his fellow-ratepayers. He seemed to 
imagine that he could gaiu some credence 
without reference to the palpable 
insincerity of his misstatements. If 
there had been a semblance of fact on 
which he could hang his alleged correction, 
thfi ridiculous manner in which he took up 
the Inspector’s case might be overlooked, 
but when it was known to himself arid 
every other person present that he was at­
tempting to pervert the truth, his men 
daeity evoked only pity and contempt. 
His other hallucination appears to have 
been that he represented some persons 
other than those who desire to secure a 
salary of live or six hundred dollars a year 
for the prospective secretary of a certain 
school district which is not now large 
enough to suit hie views. It is a pardon­
able ambition that engenders the desire on 
the part of any man to lead a considerable 
number of his fellow-citizens, but, in these 
days, something more than mere ambition 
is needed to draw men towards a would-be 
leader, and no man, however ambitious he 
may be, will eain public confidence by 
allowing himself to l>e made a hare of at a 
public meeting in an attempt to turn truth 
into falsehood.

The “History of Acadia.”—The Edin­

burgh Scotsman has the following’friendly 
notice ot the History of Acadia, of which 
Mr. James Haim ay, at present of the 
Telegraph staff, is the author 

Mr. James Hannay's History of Acadia 
is in two ways a monument of the author’s 
industry and pe 
place it must have involved a vast amount 
of labor and research to extricate from 
musty official documents, old manuscripts, 
the records of the explorations of sixteenth- 
century voyagers, and many other sources, 
the facts he has collected about the first 
settlement and early history of Acadia, 
and to weave them iuto the form of a con­
tinuous and intelligible narrative. But 
further, Mr. Han nay mentions in his pre­
face that the book was nearly finished so 
far back as in the early months of 1877, 
but that the whole of the manuscript in 
the printing office, together with his own 
library, was destroyed in the great lire 
which, in the summer of that year, devas­
tated St. John, N. B., so the greater part 
of his work had to be done over again. 
The manner of its performance, on the 
whole, reflects great credit on the author. 
There is no attempt at fine writing, but 
there is a simple narrative of the misfor­
tunes, the efforts, and the successes of the 
early French colonists ; of the long warfare 
between France and GreatBritain in North 
America, which ended in the transfer of 
all the French possessions to the latter 
Power ; and finally, of the circumstances 
attending the famous deportation of the 
Acadians in 1755. There are few events 
in modern history, as Mr. Hannay has 
succeeded in showing, which have been 
more widely misrepresented and misunder­
stood than this. Ninety-nine people out 
of every hundred form their impressions 
of it from Longfellow’s “ Evangeline, ” and 
believe that the Acadians were a gentle, 
innocent, pastoral people who were cruelly 
oppressed by the British authorities. The 
actual fact is, that the utmost patience 
and even indulgence were exercised to­
ward them ; and that it was not until 
after the Government had had long 
experience of their readiness to aid the 
arms of France—from which their colony 
had been formally separated by the Treaty 
of Utrecht—and after they had again and 
again refused to take the oath of allegiance 
to King George, that their deportation 
at last carried out. They soon found out 
that the Government to which they so 
persistently and perversely refused alle­
giance was far better than that for which 
they had made fruitless sacrifices, and the 
greater number of them ultimately found 
their way back to Acadia, which their 
descendants still inhabit, and are among 
the most loyal of Her Majesty’s colonial 
subjects. Mr. Hannay attributes the 
irreconcilable attitude of the Acadians be­
fore the deportation to the evil influence 
of the French Jesuits and other missionary 
priests, against whom he makes out a very 
strong case. Altogether his book, unpre­
tentious though it be, is entitled to take 
its place as a standard authority on the 
subject with which it deals.
