to be ironed, as well as those that are 
not, and it is better if they can be 
left out over night, that they may get 
the benefit of the dew as well as the 
sun and air.

Those that must be ironed may be 
taken down while they are still damp, 
folded smoothly, and laid in the basket 
ready for the iron,while the others may 
be left on the line till midday, when 
they will be thoroughly dry and ready 
to be put away. Sheets may be tak­
en from the line, folded evenly and 
piled on a table, a board and weight 
placed upon them, and they will look 
quite as well and be far sweeter and 
healthier than if ironed. Kitchen tow­
els, dish Rowels, and many other small 
pieces, as well as all knit underwear 
and stockings, may be treated in the 
same manner. This will greatly ligh­
ten the labor of ironing day.

Table lines, napkins, and tray-cloths 
need to be well ironed, also pillow slips, 
dresses, aprons, and all starched 
things. The busy housewife may be 
thankful that much starching is a 
thing of the past, as prints, ginghams, 
and other cotton goods should only be 
slightly stiffened, but if 
wear white skirts one may starch them 
to her heart's content.

Many women launder men’s shirts 
nicely at home, but it is generally 
better, in the long run, to send them 
to the laundry, as no one but a pro­
fessional can attain the desired stiff­
ness and polish; the cost is compara­
tively small and the work hard at the 
best. An ironing-board, a lump of 
beeswax, and a dust of borax in the 
starch, make ironing comparatively 
easy.

COLD DESSERTS.

A Dish of Snow. — Heap a grated 
cocoanut up in the center of a hand­
some dish and ornament with pretty 
green leaves or ferns. Serve it up 
with snow cream, made as follows: 
Beat the whites of five eggs to a stiff 
froth, add two large spoonfuls of fine 
white sugar, a large spoonful of rose­
water, peach of pineapple flavor. Beat 
the whole together, add a pint of thick 
cream. Put several spoonfuls over 
each dish of cocoanut.

Orange Souffle.—Peel and slice six 
oranges; put in a glass dish a layer of 
the orange, then one of sugar, having 
two or three layers of each, 
over this a cold custard made of lone 
pint of milk, yolks of two eggs and 
one-half cup sugar. Beat three whites 
to a stiff froth, stir into them three 
tablespoons of sugar and pour it over 
the custard.

Orange Water Ice. — One quart 
water, one pound sugar, the outer 
rind of one and the juice of three lor 
four oranges. Strain into can and 
pack ice and salt around it, id freeze 
and scrape it down until it is suffi­
ciently frozen.

Cream and Orange Pudding. — Stir 
one pint of thick sweet cream with 
three yolks of eggs and three table­
spoonfuls of sugar. Put a layer of 
bread crumbs in the bottom of a pud­
ding dish, fill with the cream, then 
cover with more bread crumbs. Bake 
half an hour; when done, spread the 
top with thinly sliced oranges, and 
over these a meringue made from the 
whites of eggs, brown lightly.

Surprise Lemons.—Surprise Lemons 
are an attractive novelty for dessert 
or a luncheon. Pour a quart of fresh 
cream into a vessel; pound 2 ounces 
of sweet almonds and a few bitter 
ones with 12 ounces of sugar; sift 
through a sieve and put it into the 
cream, adding 2 gilli of maraschina 
and 4 ounces of candied fruits, cut in 
quarter-inch squares. Tint it to a 
soft pink, then freeze. With this 
frozen cream fill some large lemons 
that have been emptied. Tie with 
delicately colored ribbon, lay on fern 
leaves and serve.

Adams House 1 USES FOR KEROSENE OIL.
Kerosene oil is good for many 

things besides fuel and lamp oil. It 
should always be substituted for soap 
in cleaning shellacked floors. Use a 
cupful to a pailful of lukewarm water 
—hot water spoils the varnish — and 
wipe with a floor mop or a soft cloth. 
After scrubbing oilcloth,-i^if a little 
kerosene is rubbed on it and rubbed 
dry, the colors of the oilclpth will be 
wonderfully freshened anjÿ improved 
by the process.

For removing rust nothing is equal 
to kerosene. If the article is badly 
rusted pour the oil into a pan and lay 
with the rusted surface in the oil so as 
to cover it. Leave for as long as may 
be necessary for the oil to penetrate 
the rust; then wipe off, and polish with 
sand soap, or rub with bath brick, ac­
cording to the article to be cleaned.

When your lamp chimneys are smok­
ed newspaper, wet with kerosene, is 
much better than water, for cleaning 
them, and after they are washed the 
same medium polishes them beautiful­
ly. Only be very careful to rub all 
the oil off before using the lamp or 
it will have a bad odor. The objec­
tionable odor so oîlen noticed with 
lamps and oil stoves comes from oil, 
which is spilled in filling and left to 
dry, instead of being wiped off.

On washday, cut up a quarter of a 
cake of soap into the wash boiler, and 
allow it to dissolve, which it will do 
by the time the water comes to a boil. 
Then stir in a teacupful of kerosene 
and put in the sheets, towels, pillow­
cases, etc.—that is, the clothes which 
are not badly soiled. Boil for fifteen 
or twenty minutes, stirring frequent­
ly. Then rinse, rubbing them out in 
the rinsing water to wash out the 
soap. This is all the washing they 
need, and you will find them all clean 
and ready for the blueing. The kero­
sene dissolves the dirt and whitens the 
clothes without injury to the fabric.

Kerosene oil is also an effective re­
medy for burns—fully equal to linseed 
oil. It contains the remedial qualities 
of vaseline, but is a much less sooth­
ing application and the odor is, of 
course, objectionable.

At the far end of the room was the 
wonder of the world, the peacock throne, 
Whether it is one of the seven thrones 
of the great mogul, and was brought 
from Delhi, I don’t know, but it is cer­
tainly the most costly ornament that 
the eye of man can look upon. I in­
spected it most carefully. It is entire­
ly of silver, a great camp-bed struc­
ture, but modeled in lovely designs. It 
is encrusted from end to end and from 
top to bottom with diamonds.

At the back is a star of brilliants 
that makes you blink. The rug on which 
the shah sits is edged with precious 
stones, and the pillow on which he re­
clines is covered with pearls. I could 
keep on writing about the dazzling 
beauties of the throne of the king of 
kings, but I never could get beyond 
declaring it to he a superb jewel. 
Some people have valued it at £5,000,- 
000. Its real worth is between £2,000,- 
000 and £3,000,000.

But though the peacock throne is 
the magnum opus of the Persian crown 
jewels, it by no means extinguishes 
the magnificence of the other trea­
sures. Who can attempt, however, to 
recount the number of be jeweled arms, 
the royal arms, the flashing aigrets, 
the trays piled up with cut and uncut 
stones and bowls filled with pearls that 
you can run through your fingers'like 
ai handful of rice ? Everyone has heard 
of the Daria-i-Nur, or Sea of Light, sis­
ter diamond to the Kohinoor, or Moun­
tain of Light. Everyone has also heard 
of the Globe of the World, made by the 
late shah, of seventy-five pounds of 
pure gold or 51,336 gems—the sea of 
emeralds, Persia of turquoises, India 
of amethysts, Africa of rubies, Eng­
land and France of diamonds—and val­
ued at £947,000.

Scotland, and his young wife, Mary of 
ùuise. The royal father never saw 
his child, for he was on his deathbed 
at Falkland Palace when she came in­
to the world. The Palace of Linlith­
gow was burned by Gen. Hawley’s dra­
goons after they had been defeated by 
the Highland. army under “bonnie 
Prince Charlie” in 1746, and the oak 
cradle was most likely “looted,” and 
got into the hands of a woman who 
used it for her own babies and pass­
ed on to her children and children’s 
children. From her granddaughter it 
was obtained about sixty years ago by 
Mr. Joseph V. Paton, a well-known 
Scotch antiquary of Dunfermline, who 
made a fine collection of antique fur­
niture. His daughter, Mrs. D. O. Hill, 
gives the following account of it : "A 
man whom my father employed to look 
out for any old carved oak furniture in 
the neighborhood of palaces went into 
a house near Linlithgow Palace, where 
a woman was rocking a child in an old 
oak cradle without one of the rockers. 
The man said: ‘What are ye doing, 
jumblin' your bairn’s judgment in a 
thing like that?’ She answered him : 
‘Eh, man ! do ye no ken that was the 
Queen's cradle ?' He said ; ’You’ll be 
asking a lot for it.’ She replied : ‘I 
wouldna tak a pound note for it.’ The 
man on his return told my father about 
this, but thought the woman was ask­
ing too much for it. My father went 
off at once to Linlithgow and gave the 
woman a good price for it, and it has 
been in possession of the family ever 
since.”

HOW MUCH SHALL BE IRONED.

Ironing is a duty that vexes the soul 
of many housekeepers, more especially 
in the warm season of the year.

It is hard for the-careful housewife, 
brought up in the old fashioned way, 
to adopt new and easier ways, but 
times and customs change, and we have 
to consider that in the rush and bother 
of this high-pressure age some cus­
toms must be set aside and many 
things left undone, if we would have 
time left for culture, recreation and 
social duties. The careful and con­
scientious housewife needs to discrim­
inate closely between the essentials 
and non-essentials of housekeeping and 
homiemaking.

When we first became a partial 
convert to the non-ironing system, it 
proved a wonderful salve to an accus­
ing conscience, when a friend told me 
of a noted physician, who had given 
express orders that the sheets, pillow 
slips, and undergarments of a patient, 
under his care, should never be iron­
ed. He stated that the strengthen­
ing healthgiving properties of sun­
shine and fresh air were destroyed by 
the use of the hot iron.

A careful oversight of laundry work 
will soon convince the most painstak­
ing housekeeper that very much of 
the family washing may be made 
smooth, sweet and clean without the 
wearisome labor of ironing. In the 
first place, all clothes should lie hung 
evenly upon the line, and then pulled 
straight and smooth; those that are

We have much of this kind of party 
‘journalism* in New Brunswick. It 
always manifests itself against those 
who are responsible for the adminis­
tration of the country’s affairs. A few 
years ago papers which were issued in 
the Liberal name—but nearly all of 
which died as soon as the Liberals 
came into power, because their vul­
garity and misrepresentation were no 
longer thought useful—did much to de­
grade liberalism and party politics, 
generally, here. Their class of work is 
continued, however, in the Conserva­
tive interest, and one of its most recent 
manifestations is the assurance given 
to a very large class of our people, who 
have always observed the law, that 
they need no longer do so. The object 
is, of course, to induce them to break 
the law, so that when its enforcement 
is continued—as it must and will be— 
a feeling against those administering 
the government and its departments 
may l>e created. Those whose sup- 
posed ignorance is appealed to, how­
ever, probably know the difference 
between good sense and the “Cheap 
Jack” advice, and will act accordingly.

The publication of falsehoods for 
political effect has liecome a regular 
business with a certain class of papers, 
but it was hardly to he expected that 
even the Chatham Woild—although it 
is reckless and dieteputable in that 
gard beyond almost any other paper in 
the country —would venture to suggest 
to our fishermen that they are not 
bound to obey the Dominion regula­
tions, because it imagines that it may, 
thereby, in some way, cause trouble to 
either the Dominion or Provincial 
nuthoiities. The World of Saturday 
said :—

To* tiihery-regulation tangle has not been 
cleared up, nor does anything appear to have 
been doue as yet towards that end. The

bound to obey.

It will be nows to intelligent people 
that there is a fishery regulation tangle, 
or anything in connection with the 
subject to justify the statement that 
“there are no regulations which the 
fishermen are bound to obey.” Prior 
to the rendering of the decision of the 
judicial committee of the Privy Coun 
cil of England in June last, there was 
a pretence of that kind set up by cer­
tain )>eople of nihilistic leanings, but 
their Lordships set them aside 
pletely by holding that “The enactment 
of Fishery regulations and restrictions 
is within the exclusive competence of 
the Dominion Parliament.”

As is well known, the Dominion 
Parliament has enacted regulations and 
restrictions by statute, and also by 
orders in council, which latter have 
the same force and effect. The declar­
ation of the World, therefore, cannot be 
made in ignorance, but must be intend­
ed to encourage the fishermen to get 
themselves into trouble.

Our correspondent opens np a rather 
complex subject, and the questions he 
propounds involve considerations which 
would require more space tor their full 
discussion than we have at our disposal.
We can well understand and sympa, 
thiee with his dissatisfaction, and quite 
realise the discrimination which 
the government of Canada seems to 
make against North Shore lumber ship­
pers, but it is fair to say that the con­
ditions existing in this regard are not 
of this yeer’s, or last year’s, or this 
Dominion Government’s creation, al­
though the facilities exclusively afforded 
to the lumber shippers of SL John 
under government auspices are being 
gradually enlarged. In dealing with 
eo important a matter, however, we 
must take into sooount the fact that the 
primal purpose for which the steamers 
referred to by our correspondent are 
subsidized, is the promotion of a national 
interest, end that the advantages which 
the lumber shippers ot SL John are 
afforded over those ef the North Shore 
of the Province thereby are only inci­
dental, and cannot bo considered as hav­
ing influenced the granting of the tab. 
tidies in the eligheet degree.

It bed long been e reproach to the 
Dominion Government that it subsidised 
steamers which carried a large proportion 
el the grain, settle, cheese end other 
transatlantic freights of Western Canada 
from Portland, Maine, while we had 
equally good winter ports of our own, in 
St. John and Halifax. As an outcome 
of publia comment end agitation ever 
those conditions, subsidies were given by 
the late government to steamers to induce 
them to. run between St. John and 
Halifax and oertsin British ports, carry­
ing each of those freights as offered.
Terminal facilities had to be created at 
St. Jehn, and, if we mistake not, some­
thing like a million dollar» was expended 
by the eity in building wharvee and 
deepening it* docks, etc. involving heavy 

Assay taxation, the burden of which most fall 
_ quite largely upon the lumber shippers, 

wbe, as a rule, whether they are making 
money or not, are amongst the most 
heavily rated citizen». In addition to 
this the Canadian Pacific Railway, whieh

Tuesday the they would otherwise bo able to obtain, 
and opportunities to take advantage of 
favorable aspect» of the trans-atlantio deal 
markets. There can be no deobt that St.
John’s advantage in this regard creates 
another of the many drawbacks whioh 
operate against North Shore lumbermen 
for it enable» the shippers of the winter 
port to supply SL John deal cargoes all 
the year round to British buyers and thus 
spoil the market for our northern ship­
pers, whose ports ire closed to navigation 
for six months of the year.

Our correspondent asks “whether it is 
“fair or equitable to the lumber shippers 
“of the North Shore that steamers sub­
sidized by the Dominion Government 
“ostensibly for the purpose ef opening and 
“developing a new trade should be allow- 
“sd to interfere with a trade already ea- 
“tablished by carrying deals 1”—It seems 
to us that those managing these steamers 
can hardly be expected to refuse to carry 
deals in any spare spaos they may have 
for the purproe, and it is no doubt a fact 
that they would not think of discriminat­
ing against Mirsmiehi deals were they 
feCered alongside at the winter port. It 
Vherdly reasonable, therefore, to elaim 
that their boats should be required to leave 
St. John with only partial cargoes, when 
they might fill up with deals, which they 
must refuse simply b see use none of that 
commodity can be sent to them from the 
North Shore as well as it tan ho supplied 
from SL John mills.

As to the last question of our corres­
pondent, it may bo observed that it is 
hardly correct to (ay that the Dominion 
government eubsidizea these steamers “te 
carry deals.” The subsides are given for 
the reasons whieh we have already stated, 
and unless it can be shown that it is 
wrong to grant subsidies fer such a pur­
pose—end we hardly think eur correspon­
dent will attempt te do that—he must, 
in order to he logical, withdraw his 
complaint, or take the ground that as a 
condition of their being paid their subsi­
dies the steamers must not carry deals 
from SL John for the purpose af making 
up fer any deficiencies in freight offering 
from the Canadien west.

Interest in proposed 
pnlp mills in other parts of New Bruns­
wick is being actively manifested, and it 
ie evident that there is a “boom” on in 
connection with the industry. This sug­
gests the thought that it is possible for 
the business to be overdone under pre­
sent conditions and that if it is to increase 
very largely a policy in the direction of 
preventing a repetition of the experience 
of the State of Maine in regard to the 
denudation ot its forest lands, will have 
to be firmly maintained.

It is no part of a newspaper’s work to 
suggest what the steps to be taken should 
be, but the subject is one of great im­
portance, not only to a great industry 
which may be safely prosecuted in the 
province, but also in its bearing upon 
other than wood industries, and con­
sideration of it should be had with due 
knowledge of and regard fur all the in­
tercuts involved. A matter which, how- 
ever, seems of immediate importance is 
that connected with the size of the wood 
used fer the manufacture of pulp. There 
are, as we all know, areas of even Crown 
Lunds which cannot produce trees large 
enough for deals, boards or other mer­
chantable lumber, but which grow ex­
cellent pulp wood. Some of these areas 
have been surveyed and leased to pulp 
wood operators, and arc a legitimate 
•ouice from which those who prefer 
undersized stuff for the manufacture of 
wood fibre may obtain their supply. 
There are also granted lands on which 
there is still an abundance ef growing 
trees, which are cot and sold to the palp 
mills. Much of this stuff would, in due 
time, become merchantable lumber if let 
alone, but, of course its owners have the 
■ole right to dispose of it before its 
maturity. It ie feared that aa the number 
of pulp mills increase in the province, 
there may be a relaxation of the present 
wholesome requirement which is embodied 
in all ordinary Crown Land licenses, and 
under which only merchantable lumber 
is allowed to be cut. Ic is to be 
heped that this rule will continue to be 
enforced, a id that the pioprietore of all 
pulp mille which may be established io 

re. the province will be made to undeis'and 
that, excepting on anch lands as those 
referred to, where timber of large size 
cannot grow, the Crown Lands, at least, 
will be operated only as in the past—for 
merchantable logs. It ii only by adher­
ing to this policy that the expauiion of 
the pulp industry will be a permanent 
one and of lasting benefit to the Provinee.

39,937 were from Austria-Hungary, Ger­
many 17,111, Italy 68,613, Ruuia 27,221, 
and Ireland 26,128. The illiteiates over 
14 years of aye numbered 44,743, end it is 
tafe to say that quite that number of the 
arrivals are candidates for the poor 
houiesjlunatio asylums and penitentiaries. 
The Saxon element does well to sustain 
its supremacy and courage under such an 
infliction.

Fredericton, Dee. 3.—People who were, 
on the street in the viemity of the Barker 
House this morning at about eight o’clock 
thought an earthquake had taken place, and 
the guests and other inmates of that most 
excellent hotel feared that the structure was 
about to fall open them. The cause was an 
explosion of soetelyae gas. Mr. Celeman 
had a plant for generating the new gaa pnt 
in a few days ago, and placed it in a room 
at the rear of the office. The odor of the 
gas, however, permeated the office and wae 
becoming offensive generally, when it was 
determined to remove the machine to more 
remote quarters in the building. Mr. Ham­
ilton Kitchen and Joseph Sonsey ware 
making the ehange. They had disconnected 
the pipes and earned the generator away, 
and Sonsey returned with a lighted lantern 
in hie hand. Ae soon aa he entered the plaee 
where the machine had been there was an 
explosion. It knocked him over and knock­
ed things down generally, forced tke sashes 
of the piste glass front of the hotel out­
wards, broke bottles in Whelpley’s store 
next door and shook the building all over. 
It is fortunate that there was nothing in­
flammable or explosive in the room excepting 
the auetelyne gaa, otherwise there might 
have been a fire. Had one occurred there 
would have been a difficulty over the insur­
ance, aa it is understood that the under­
writers forbid the carrying of lighted lamps 
near generators. Hereafter they will have 
to include lighted lanterns alio. The pres­
ence of the gas is accounted for by its being 
emitted from the disconnected supply pipe 
and also from the machine when it was 
taken down, proper precautions not having 
been taken to let it esotpe. The danger of 
having even a little of it about was not fully 
realised until it exploded.

BARNEY BARNATO’S LIFE. LUDELLATHE OUTBREAK AT VIENNA A 

VERITABLE TRAGEDY. Why it Is Cured by Heed's

The last act of Barney Barnato’s 
life was to make the fortune of a young 
naval officer. The diamond king of 
South Africa, who had been the ruin 
and blessing bf so many lives, prob­
ably did not contemplate this result of 
his suicide when he leaped from the 
saloon of the royal mail steamer Scot, 
on the way from Cape Town to South­
ampton, for it was almost certain death 
to battle with the high waves that 
were surging at the time. And out 
of the 1,500 persons on board the ship 
but one was willing to court destruc­
tion for the off chance of saving Bar­
ney Barnato, whom he barely knew.

This was Mr. XV. T. Clifford, fourth 
officer of the Scot, one of the bravest 
men and most powerful swimmers in 
the British merchant marine. His he­
roic effort proved futile, but it pays 
to be a hero for all that, since young 
Clifford has just won for his bride a 
beautiful young South African heir­
ess, who witnessed her lover’s gallant 
action, and used it to win over an 
obstinate father. Mrs. Barnato, more­
over, has settled a handsome annuity 
on Clifford,1 and his bank account is 
swelled to good proportions by sever­
al testimonials of £500 each, the gifts 
of Johannesburg citizens and two 
steamship companies.

All South Africa has been greatly 
interested in the outcome of Clifford’s 
courtship, and the happy culmination 
of it which is to take place in Port 
Elizabeth, Cape Colony, in December, 
will be the occasion for a town dem­
onstration, and general rejoicing am­
ong admirers of the brave young Clif­
ford.

For some reason, the' father of Miss 
Gertrude Rodney, the naval ^officer’s 
pledged wife, had a dislike for Clif­
ford, and objected strongly to his at­
tentions which began on the voyage 
to England, when Barney Barnato was 
a fellow passenger, and several officers 
of the Scot told the writer, who made 
the trip out to Africa on that vessel 
just after the diamond king’s escapade, 
that Clifford had performed his feat 
as much for the effect on Miss Rod­
ney as to save Barnato. However, it 
was bravery of the most admirable 
kind, and ihe romance in it must be 
considered only secondary.

CLIFFORD’S BRAVERY.

How the HI чеаке Was Contracted-The
O rlginal Ylclini Owed His Premature
Heatli to an Inoculated Kat—The
Hanger of an Epidemic.

A veritable tragedy of modern sci­
ence is the outbreak of the bubonic 
plague in Vienna, It has already kill­
ed a doctor and a laboratory assistant, 
and threatens the lives of many other 
persons.

In Professor Xothnagel’s laboratory, 
where this outbreak originated, exper­
iments have been conducted with the 
plague germs since the outbreak in 
the East, nearly two years ago, of the 
most dreadful of all epidemic diseases. 
It receives great attention from the 
medical profession of Vienna, because, 
on account of that city’s proximity to 
Uhe East, the plague is more feared 
there than elsewhere in Europe.

Xrienna has been a centre of plague 
investigation. It is now a centre of 
infection. The germs have undoubted­
ly been carried broadcast through the 
city from Nothnagel’s laboratory. 
There is danger of a general epidemic.

Barisch, the original victim of the 
Vienna laboratory, owed his death, ac­
cording to the latest report, to a rat. 
He was an assistant in the laboratory 
The doctors had been making experi­
ments with anti-toxin on the rat. In 
the first place, the germs were inject­
ed into the animal. Then it was put 
back into its cage, in order that the 
disease might develop and the anti­
toxin be tested. Barisch was ordered 
to report on the condition of the-ani­
mal. Familiarity with such experiments 
had made him careless. Instead of 
looking at the rat from a safe distance 
he took it out. He held it too loosely. 
Quick as lightning it twisted and bit 
deep into his thumb. The dumb victim 
of science took an awful revenge. Its 
sharp teeth carried the germs right 
into the man’s circulation.

Barisch dropped the rat, which dis­
appeared in a hole. He sucked his 
thumb and said and apparently thought 
no more about it.

For three days Barisch went about 
the city as usual, visiting friends, 
drinking beer and enjoying the larg­
est possible amount of social inter­
course. Even after he began to feel 
ill he said nothing about what had 
happened.

Celery can be stored out of doors in 
about the same manner. Have the 
boards along the sides of the beds sev­
eral inches higher than the tops of the 
plants, so that sticks can be laid across 
to support covering. During the fall 
and early winter a covering of straw 
well weighted down will be sufficient. 
Later soil will have to be added. Or 
covering can be made of cold frame 
sash. During the day these can re­
main open and at night be covered 
with mats. Here as in the cellar 
special care must be taken to give good 
ventilation. Also the covering must 
be removed after a rain so that the 
tops may dry off in ihe material does 
not turn water. Of course when very 
cold weather arrives, celery does not 
keep as well out of doors as in the cel­
lar, but that to be used in the fall 
and early winter is better stored out-

Small quantities can best be taken 
care of in a cool cellar with an earthen 
floor. A couple of feet from the wall, 
place a board, and with stakes fix it in 
an upright position. Lift the bunches 
and leave a little earth on the roots. 
Place a row against the board and 
draw some moist soil part of the way 
up. Set in another row of bunches 
and treat in like manner. When the

The First Lord of the Admiralty and 
the Secretary for XXrar in Great Bri­
tain are never taken from the army 
and the navy, as the corresponding 
cabinet ministers1 often are in France. 
They are almost always men of force, 
with a general training for public bus­
iness, rather than any special know­
ledge of the great offices conducted by

Mr. Goschen, who is the chief execu­
tive of the British navy, was a banker 
when he entered public life. He has 
been Vice-President of the Board of 
Trade and Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer. He has conducted an im­
portant diplomatic mission at Constan­
tinople, and has held many offices of 
state because he is a man of great ca­
pacity. He is a most efficient head of 
the admiralty because he has a talent 
for making everybody in the depart­
ment work.;

Mr. Goschen has a bent, ungainly 
figure, a rough-hewn face with deep 
lines and wrinkles, and a harsh, rasp­
ing voice. Although one of the poor­
est speakers in Parliament, he is al­
ways listened to with respect because 
the force of his argument commands 
attention.

The speakership of the House of 
Commons was once offered to him, but 
he was compelled to decline the office, 
one of the greatest posts in England, 
because he was extremely short-sight­
ed, and could not recognize members 
from the chair. He is a man of many 
talents, and has been highly successful 
in public life by virtue of them.

Lord Landsdowne, the Secretary for 
War, has not had military experience, 
but he has been under-secretary in 
two departments and Governor-Gener­
al of Canada, and Viceroy of India. He 
is a graceful speaker and, an accom­
plished man of the world, but he is al­
so a* plodding, industrious official 
whose working power and mastery of de­
tails have been repeatedly shown. Un­
der his direction the War Office is well 
managed, as it needs to be when Eng­
land's small army is overworked by 
arduous service in a world-wide em­
pire.

An American Cabinet should be made 
up like a British ministry, from the 
ablest men of the party in power. The 
members do not need to have special 
training for the office assigned them, 
but they should be men who have had 
experience in public affairs, and who 
possess executive capacity and genu­
ine working power.

POULTRY NOTES.
Sunflower seed improves the gloss of 

the plumage.
Introduce new blood among the poul­

try once a year.
Buckwheat, oatmeal and milk are 

good for laying hens.
Give lime for growth of bone and for 

eggshell material.
A little cayenne pepper in the food 

often stimulates laying.
Good leghorn hens may be kept until 

they are five years old.
The usual causes of roup are cold, 

dampness and exposure.
A laying hen should have her food 

and drink at regular intervals.
Do not winter late pullets that have 

failed to make good growth.
If the hens show an inclination to 

pull feathers, feed them salt pork.
It is essential that confined fowls be 

supplied with plenty *f gravel.
Intelligent mynagemeiit and feeding 

are as necessary with chickens as with 
other stock.

Corn is a fattening food, but can 
nearly always be given at night to good 
advantage.
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Even if taken from the sum­
mer pastures to the fields, as perhaps 
most of them are, the grass killed by 
frost and washed by the heavy rains 
following, has lost a large measure of 
its nutrition, and is an inferior sub­
stitute for the sweet summer grasses 
and will not keep up that thrift and 
condition which never should be lost, 
and is especially important just be­
fore going into winter quarters. Nor 
is the feed supply all that calls for at­
tention at this critical season. Shelter 
is as important as food. The cold 
storms of this season of the year are 
especially damaging to flocks. Storms 
at any season of the year are damaging 
to exposed flocks. From now on 
through the winter sheep should be 
carefully housed through all storms. 
No sheep’s back should be wet after 
the cold storms of autumn set in. But 
very few flock owners make any spec­
ial provision for their flocks at this 
critical season. A few sheep given the 
run of a farm will find enough food 
still nutritious and palatable on which 
they possibly keep up a thriving con­
dition.
flock without an equivalent increase 
in available food supply is sure to re­
sult disastrously. Hence the claim so 
often heard that “mutton sheep will 
not thrive in large flocks.” The trou­
ble is in the lack of food supply far 
more than with the sheep. English 
sheep feeders grow turnips as a spec­
ial crop for sheep to feed directly fçom 
the field. In some sections of this 
country rape is being grown for the 
purpose. These crops, if grown, might 
be utilized in the same way here to 
bridge over a measure of the critical 
fall season. To thrive, sheep must be 
supplied with a succulent, appetizing 
food. In order for sheep-husbandry 
among us to rise to the proportions its 
advantages invite, there must be at­
tention given to special crops for their 
special wants. Low-grade sheep man­
agement is no longer profitable. There 
must be more of high pressure put in­
to it.

Rats have long been dreaded as a 
means of spreading plague infection.
They spread it in Hong Kong and Bom­
bay, two cities where the disease has 
raged recently.

Wherever the pestilence has appear­
ed vast quantities of dead rats have 
been about the houses. This was par­
ticularly true during the last epidemic 
in Bombay. After the dead rats had 
been seen the human death rate be­
came high. It is conjectured that af­
ter one man had been killed by the 
plague the rate attacked the dead 
body. The rate carried the infection to 
other houses. The germs clung to their 
hair and whiskers. The animals contam­
inated human food, then sickened and 
died. Their bodies were eaten by oth­
er rate and vermin. Thus the disease 
was spread far and wide. It is also 
probable that soiled dressings were 
carelessly thrown away and gnawed 
by the rats.

With this he 
reports that he cured twenty-one out

Amoy, China, in 1896. There has been 
no opportunity to test the anti-toxin 
on human beings in Europe .and Am­
erica and therefore the experiments 
have been confined to animals, as in 
the fatal case at Vienna already des- 
cibed.

The method of obtaining the anti­
toxin is ns follows: A minute quantity, 
of dead plague germs is injected into 
a rabbit. This makes the animal fev­
erish, but it recovers. The injection 
is gradually increased until at last the 
rabbit becomes immune against the live 
plague germs. Then the serum of the 
animal’s blood is collected and this 
serves as an injection with which the 
disease may be cured. The process is, 
of course, very elaborate, and delicate, 
and occupies about six weeks.

Steam lo­
comotion belonged to thirty years af­
ter date.

There was no voting by ballot. Pock­
et boroughs flourished ; political de­
bauchery was rampant. There was no 
police force. Superstition reigned su­
preme ; every village had its “ wise wo­
man ” and fortune teller. Duels were 
common ; so were diabolical outrages 
at sea. Men were executed for high 
treason, forgery and horse stealing. 
Hanging, drawing and quartering were 
the cherished punishments of the crim­
inal code. The hemp crop was the most 
flourishing and fruitful of harvests. 
The gibbet post cast its baneful shadow 
over the land. Public executions were 
a popular outdoor entertainment pro­
vided by the state for the edification 
of the people. Suicides were buried 
without the offices of religion at the 
meeting of four croes roads, with a 
stake through their hearts.

Women were openly tlogged. There 
was a public brand for scolds. Whip­
ping posts and stocks were promin­
ent in every two and-:tillage. Women 
were placed in the pillory and pelted 
by the populace with rotten eggs, put­
rid vegetables and the like. Flogging 
was of frequent occurrence in the ar­
my; deserters were incontinently shot ; 
seamen were summarily hanged at the 
yardarm for mutiny. Even penny news­
rooms had their persecutions and mar­
tyrs. On the 6th of September, 1798, 
six informations were heard before the 
magistrates at Bow street and laid by 
the stamp office against a Mr. Wil­
liams for suffering in his room in Old 
Round court sundry persons to read 
the Daily Advertiser and other news­
papers for the consideration of 1 pen­
ny each.

QUEEN VICTORIA'S AVIARY.
A visit to the Queen’s aviary at Wind­

sor is a treat that comes to few. The 
front pens were built for such orna­
mental birds as should be acquired by 
her Majesty, but they are nearly all 
filled with poultry. In one pen may 
be seen a very fine family of gold- 
pencilled Hamburgs, and in another a 
family of twelve ring-doves. There is 
a very pretty story in connection with 
these latter birds. When her Majesty 
made her first journey through Ire­
land after her marriage there were low­
ered from the top of a triumphal arch, 
beneath which the royal carriage was 
passing, a pair of beautiful ring-doves. 
From these birds the present family 
at Windsor have descended. Stringent 
means are adopted to prevent disease 
in the aviary. As soon as a bird shows 
any signs of illness it is killed and its 
body cremated.

In spite of this tremendous exertion, 
Clifford on the return voyage, when 
the writer was a passenger, carried off 
the honor at athletic games which are 
always the feature of a voyage on 
these steamers.

of spring is abundant enough to sup­
ply every want. Early planting of a 
large variety of corn on land especially 
manured and cultivated, and only 
small plat will be needed, for the push­
ing of rapid growth, will prpvide fodder 
large enough to begin feeding by the 
last of June or first of July and it 
always results well. From this time 
on it may be fed unless there is an 
abundance of pasture, or feed it as 
long as the stock relish it. A piece 
of late planted corn may be fed from 
the first or middle of September until 
the silo is opened, which willbe when 
the stable feeding must be entirely de­
pended upon. All corn fodder should 
be run through the cutting machine 
before it is fed. I have never tried 
summer feeding of young cattle as I 
have never kept much stock of that 
kind. I have always thought that 
larger returns were to be obtained from 
food given a dairy cow than to grow­
ing stock. Spring calves are usually 
kept in the stable all summer or until
