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TRAGIC TERMINATON

TO A BRILLIANT CAREER

Sir Henry Havelock-Allan's
~ Death on Indian Frontier.

The Body Recovered—Accounted the
Bravest Soldier in British Army,

He Had Served in Canada—Colonel Denison
Recalls an Adventure Which the General
Met With in the Eastern Townships.

(Mall and Empire, Toronto.)

CALCUTTA, Dec. 31.—The dead
body of Gemeral Sir Henry Havelock-
Allan, it is announced from Fort Ali-
Musjid, has been found, and is being
conveyed to Peshawur.

It appears that after visiting Lun-
di-Kobtat Sir Henry Havelock-Allan,
coming from Ali-Musjid with an ade-
quate escort, left the latter in order
to hurry to Jamrud. Sir Heary was
always prone to take rash chances. It
is not clear whether his body was or
was not mutilated.

ARRESTED AS A SPY.

Sir Henry Had an Amusing Experi-
ench in Canada After the Fenian
Raid.

The mews of Sir Henry Havelock-
Allan's untimely death fin India. has
caused much sorrow in this country,
for the gallent general wds known
personally to quite a few, and by re-
putation to a host of others. In Tor-
ont> amd Montreal military men, now
fainrly well up in years, easily remem-
ber the occasion of the dead’ hero’s
visit, amd have a lively recollection of
his :jallant bearing and the military
ardour which he possessed. They c¢s-
pecially lament the tragic close, afier
an exceptionally ' brilliant career, of
one who was promounced to be ‘“the
bravest soldier in the British army.”

Sir Hemry was sent to this country
4in 1367 to take the place of Sir Garnet
Wolseley as assistant gQuartermaster-
general. That was & stirring time in
Canada, being just aftér the Fenian
raid, and Sir Hemnry's duties were
neither few nor unimportamt. It was
thougfit that & second Fenian incur-
sion into Camada “vould be attempted,
but this did mot turn out o be the
case, and S0 Sir Henry saw mo fighit-
ing. In 1869 he was tramsferred to
Dublin as assistant adjutant gemeral
on fthe headquarters' etaff.

'COL. DENISON'S RECOLLECTIONS

Lieut.-Col. Denison of this city was
a ‘warm - friend end devoted admiver
of Sir Henry's., He met the hero of
the . Indian mutiny when he was in
this coundry, and was associated with
him in: important military duties, The
friendship between. the two was very
strong, and rarely did Col. Denison

Denison said: ‘I cannot express the
sorrow I feel at the sad mews from
India. Sir Henry Havelock-Allan was
2 trud soldier in every sense of the
word, and had undoubiedly .earned
the name which was given him of be-
ing ‘ithe bravest soldier in- the Brit-
ish army.” I camnot understamd, in
the ahsence of details, how he came to
hiis death, but I cani well believe thait
his mtter fearlessness and - imdomit-
able courage may have led him " to
neglect precautions which others who
had more thought for self would per-
haps have adopted.

AN ADVENTURBE IN CANADA.

“I remember having a mather am-
using advemture with Sir Henry ‘n
Eastern Canada. * It was inv the gpring
of 1868, I think, and there was a fear
that the Fenian raid mfight be renew-
ed. Sir Henry asked me to aczom-
pany him on a tour on the frontier
of the Bastern Towmnships, from St.
Regis to Rouse’s Poinit, with a view
of verifying an ordndance map. It was
important not to let the public know
the Tusiness we were on, €0 'the
strictest ' seécrecy was maintained.
‘This mystified people very much, and
by the time we got to the village of
Huntingdon all sorts of stories were
in circulation concerning ftwo myster-
dous men who were walking about.
‘We were doing the journey om foot
because the gemeral was a great walk-
er. The stories in circulation had a
rather startling effect, for we ware ar-
rested by a militia captain and a file
of soldiers on suspicion of being ¥e-
nian spies. We protested our ' inmo-
cence, but in wvain., Mhe captain in-
sisted upon us going oOff to Beaud
nois jail, but we objected, seelng that

the roads were bad. Finally a c
‘promive was effected, and we were'
taken before a local migistrate. To
this gemtleman we explained matters
privately, with 'the result that we.
were allowed to proceed on our way:
Sir Henry remained in Canada until

With a decision that
is characteristic of him, and a soldier-
1y dacsh that is not less characteristic,
he reallized the possibilities before ham
when Brasyer’'s Sikhs forced their
way under a terrible fire into a court-
vard adjoining the palace. He ran
back to. Captain Ammesley’s detan-
ment of *the 10th Foot, ordering it to
the front. They dashed forward, joim-
ing the Sikhs. and succeeded, by a de-
speraite effort, to get behind the Tara
Kothi and mess-house; thus turning
the third line of the enemy’s works.
It was mainly due to Havelock's ¢f-
forts that the ememy were compelled
to evacuate that line! By his effort,
@aliso, Brasyer and his gallant band
were saved from destruction. These
achievements cleared the way for the
storming of the Kaisar Bagh. ' ln one
of these engagements young Havelock
was again wounded in the left arm.

Lieut. Havelock wsustained a great
sorrow in the death of his father, om
Novermber 24th, 1857, who succumbed
to an attack of dysentery. He dled
on the morning of ‘the 24th, at the age
of 63, and was buried next day. Be-
fore ‘his death he called his son to. his
bedside and said, “See how a’ Chris-:
tian can die.” hd i

SIR HENRY AT TEL-EL-KEBIR.

Sir Henry Havelock-Allan was pres-
ent on September 13th, 1882, when Gen-
eral Wolseley won his great victory
at Tel-el-Kebir, capturing the strong-
hold of Arabi Pasha, and scattering
his ammy. When the Egyptian war
began and British soldiers were on
the march against the hosts of the re-
bellibus chieftain, .Sir Henry felt that
he could mot lve at home at ease.
When there was fighting to be done
he must be present, if not to strike
with his own hand, at any rate to look
on 'while his countrymen were doing
battle. He was present at Kassassin
when General Graham ‘was attacked
by 13,000 Egyptians, and when the bat-
tle was saved by General Drury-Lowe,
who, at the head of a force of House~
bold Cavalry, charged the foe, who, in
their disorderly flight, left behind them
11 guns.

The Late Arthur Kavanaugh, Member
of the Imperial Parliament,

Rode Well to the Hounds—Most Skillful
Driver of a Four-in-Hand—Could do
Anything Except-Button a Glove,

Mhe death of Mu
recalls ‘the career of his father, Ar-
thur Kavanaugh, who was borm with-
out arms and without legs, but. who,
revertheless, got more out of life than
most men who are thoroughi_ coulip-
ped. :

When I was a boy, regiding in: Lon-
don, I was staying ome winter with
friends who lived in Chester  jia:e,
within a block of Eaton square, A
fashionable physician lived in . the
bouse directly. opposite to ours, and it
afforded me much interest to watch
‘the occupants of carriages that rolled
up to the great man’s door at all
hours. One camtage afforded us Devu-~
Har excitememt. It contaimed a very

Durning her brief absence one had
time to observe the strong-faced gen-
tleman who remained in the carriage
and who never moved. Some one told
me that this was Arthur Kavanaugh,
member of parliament for the Coumnty
Carlow, who had neither arms nor
legs. I have gome several times to
the house of commons to see him anad
hear him speak, but his seat was in a
corner remote from  the strangers’ gai-
lery, so that it was difficult to get a
g00d look at him. I heand him speak
once, but it wee merelv a notice of
motion, and as he remained sttting 1
could scarcely distinguish his wvolce.
However, I made the acquainbance
of & lJawyer who knew a good deal
about Mr. Kavamaugh, and who toid

believe if they had mot been fully cor-
roborated by other persons., - tg, o

Kavanaugh was a wealthy land-
owner and had been thomoughly edu-
cated. By his tenamits he was' re-
garded as a sterm man, though, “ac=
cording to- his conservative dight, in-
exorably just. As student, thinker,
and man of science, he had few equals
in his coumtry, while he was @ inde-
fatigable a3 a sportsman. Seated in
a basket saddle, he always. rode well
forward with the hounds, and 0 Mman
in the county was more particular
about his horses. He had the repu-
tation of being 4 most skildful driver
of a four-in-hand, and it dis said: of
him that with the long lash of his whip
he was so dextrous ithait he flick .

ing horses. He iconld get a crack out
of his long driving whip every time—
a feat that I couldn’t accomplish if
I ware at it until the day of judgment.

When he went salmom' fishing his
attendanit ‘was kept fully occupied in.
varying the files until “the cast” was
hit on that suited exactly the stream,
ilve clouds. the wind, the atmosphere—
and the fish. The angler was a mean
of infinite patience, and his
success was proverbial. My friend told
me that Kayanaagh comld .do any-.
thing except button a glove, and he
was fastilious to thelast degree about
the color and fit of the covering for
his machine-made hands.” He'had a
contrivance fixed to the arm stumps
that served him for all the purposes
of elbow, forearm, hand amd’' fingers.
Among his other accomplishments was’
that of carving. He used a long silver
fork, with handle adapted to _his
mouth, while he employed ‘the me-
chaniism of his right hamd on the
knife,

All this meams, of course, that Kav-
anaugh’s secret was will power. Dur-
ing the different agrarian agitations
since John Bright's land bill of 1870
the member for Carlow was the most
daming ‘and intellectual of the Irish
conservatives, He asked for no quar-
ter and gave mone. His book on the
land question is sald to be the ablest
written on his side. :

Next to the case of Laura Bridge-
man I can’t remember any instance
on record of so many natural defects
having been overcome by persistent
exercise of intelligence and will. Kav-
anaugh had the advantage of wealth
and oareful training, but to most men
these things would have afforded an
extra inducement to itake :the world
easy. The whole object of this man’s

SHE MUST LEARN TO SEE.

Curious Effects of Sight on a Girl Who Had
Been Blind from Birth.

PARIS, Dec. 22.—An interesting case or
oplical. surgery is afforded by a recent op-
eration performed by Dr; a well-
known oculist,  Julie Duplessis, a - girl %0
years old, had been blind from birth because
of & congenital double cataract, She could
distinguish ~light from darkness, but that
was all. At the same time she had an ex-
traordinary ense of touch, even for a blind
‘person, and could escrlbe minutely any-
thing .sho . was permitted  to run - her hands

The operation ‘took place two weeks
ago, and, although she has sight, she is un-
ahble so tar to make eompleta use of it. And
that is the singular’ patt of it.

For .an:hour:after.the operation ‘she could
see nothing, but after that objects became
visible to her, and cauged her exquisite pain.
She naid sho felt ca it{lhey were hl&ing her

headache,

. eyes. She sSuffered severely from
rand for the two or three emsuing days she

wae obliged to keep her eyes closed. opening
them only at intsrvals. For a week all ob-
Jects were very much blurred, but gradually
they . became: distincter, and she could des-
ciite them from sight almost as well as she
could from touch.

Later ‘an expaciment was made with her in
the: paming of varioas objects. Depending
cnly upon sight, she mistook a cat for a
dog, a pencil for a key, and'a feather dustor
for a bunch of ochrysanthemums. Then one
of the doctors held a canary upon his fors-
finger, and she was toltally unable to. tell
what it was. He put the bird in a cage,
and instantly she said it was a bird, al-
though, of course, she did not know "what
kind of ‘a bird. PFinally; they blindfolded
the girl and permitted her 1o touch ail the
objects she had misnemed. She designated
them without an error.

Another curious point is that she seems
to have no idea of distance. One of the doc-
tors beld his hand close o her face and told
her to take hold of it. She reached out for
it as if it were several feet away. Con-
versely, she tried -to grasp a bottle that was:
placed upon a table at the other side of thé
rcom, thinking' that #t was within reach.
‘While blind she had no difficulty in walk-
ing, her movements being similar to those
of any person with sight. Now she steps
out as if walking 4upstairs. She says the
fleor locks very steep to her, and she always
feels as if she “were going up hiH.

Colors she 10es not comprehend. Some of
them, bright red, ‘or instance, pain her eyes
very mush. It Is curious, too, that color
secms to cause her more surpﬂu than form.
In touching things she was always able to
get scme idea of what shape they were; and-
she ‘could also distinguish the difference be-
tween substances. But color is entirely be-
yond her. .

It is said that several months must elapse
before the muscles of the girl’s eyes will be
trained even beyond the rudimentary stage.
Never having had sight, she must begin just
as if she were a baby, obsarving things and
muziing to know them without the aid of

Whiskey Smugglers.

Schooners Seized—Regulations Enforced—
Want Full Penalty for Undervalu--
*“ation Inflicted.
’

A Quebec despatch of  the 4th
inst. says: Judge Chauveau sen-~
tenced Cyrille Coulombe, Telesphoré
Coulombe and n- Dechene each to
a fine of $200 and six months’ impris-
onment, finding them guilty in the
first degree of smuggling contraband
whiskey from ithe Miquelon Islands.
Hemgninabelde Bilodeau was fined $200
for having aided kmiowingly in - dis-
changing the cargo. Solicitor General
Fitzpatrick personally conducted the
prosecution, and imsisted on a maxi-
mum penalty, as.a small fine, consid-
ering the profits of the business, was
not felt by the smugglers, Who a.ne
prominent tradesamen of
counity. Mr.Chognusite, aesochteldwm
Hon.' F. Lamgelier, defended the pris-
oners.”

‘The particulars of this case were
given dn  the Sun some  time
ago. The Messrsr.. Coulombe, faither
and son, were owners of ‘the
cargo of the schooner Canada,
which was seized by the cruiser Comn-
stance. This was the only cargo of
contrabual whiskey that Ileft St.
Plierre last seasom for the St Law-
ranice.

During the summer the schr. Union
was seized at Pictou with a consider-
able quantity of Hquor on board amd
vessel and cargo were confiscated.

Last month the John Millard was
seized at North Sydney by Officer Pho-
rom of the preventive service, and she,
with hee cargo, was confiscated. She
had about $1,600 worth of contraband
Hiquor on board.

PARIS, Jan. 4.—A: letter from an of-
filcer of ‘the Marchand @ expeditiony
which, according to ithe authentic
news received here yesterday under.

date at Rafl in the Tambura district
of the Nile basin and was proceeding
to occupy Rumbek, published in a
newspaper of ‘Toualouse, says the
French force comsists of twenty-three
white men amd five hundred Semegal-
ese riflemen. Describing the hardships
endured, the writer remaris that the
native carriers give ‘nuch trouble. We
vainly shot or haagad those who we
recaptured, but others continued  to
escape. Many more were mecaptured,
but several succeeded in escaping.
‘We were obliged to emter villages with
a few riflemen and seize all the men
and women found therein. Some times
ithe wihoole population fleéd.

COPPER ORE,

The Result of a Practical Examination Made
. Recently,

(From Daily Sun, January 1.)
Yesterday a reporter of this paper encour-
fered W. A. Fillmore of Amherst. Remem-
bering & recent interview with Mr. Ripley
about & Nappan copper mine irn which Mr.
Fillmore js intersted, the Sun imposed some
quegtions on him. The owners of the pro-
perty have gone forward with developments,
and have tracsd their vein'a long distance.
A considerable body of copper ore is now
in the dump. A short time ago they engaged
Henry H. Eames, formerly state geologist
of Minnesota, {o examine the property and
report upon the ore. Mr. Eames went into.
the mine and took nine samples of ore frem
different places. The returns show the fol-
lowing percentages of vopper: 18, 21, 24, 11,
4, 46, 46 and 24, while one sample gave 7 per
cent of lead. Two samples gave in addition
to the copper 10 and 13 ounces of silver re-
spectively to the ton. Mr, Bames suggests
an average of 20 per cent. copper, and on
this basis computes the value of the ore to-
be $46 per ton. The cost of mining, ship-
ping, smelting ‘and refining he places at $22,
or something less if the silver is neglected.
Mr. Fillmore says that active opaca®ons will
be resumed in the spring. mine is on
the property of Mr. Blenkhorn, close to the
experimental farm, and within a quzrter of
a mwile of the railway station.

DUBANT MUST m\m;

The Latest Attempt to Delay the 'Exeoution
/ Unsuecessful.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6.—Counsel for
Durant, the condemned murderer, to-
day meade an unsuccessful effort to
have Justice Brewer of the sSupreme
court interfere and stay the proceed-
ings. ' Attorney Boardman - arrived
here from California, today and made
two applications for interference. Jus-
tice Brewer went over the case in de-
tail with him first, and considered an
esppliacavtl-on M. Boardman made to
sign a citation upon the appeal, which
was sought to be taken from the
Jjudgment of the federdl circuit court
of California, denying the issuance of
a writ of habeas conpus, the object be-
ing to perfect the appeal.  This appli-
cation was refiused, and then Mr,
Boardman presented an. application
for a writ of error from the judgment
of the supreme court of California
upon the appeal from the last order
of Judge Bahrs’' fixing the date of
Durant’s execution, the object being
to secure a wnit of supercedeas, which
would act as a stay of proceedings.

In denying the application wpon the
habeas ‘corpus proceedings  Justice
‘Brewer said that under the construc-

| tion by the court of the comstitution

‘the federal courts had no .power of
Hmitation upon the right of appeal in
hal.2s corpus proceedings; ‘the opin-
fon being that such appeals should
not be allowed - where the appeal op*
erates to suspend the power of the
state and authorities and especially
where the case has already been heard
upon one appeal in a habeas corpus
proceeding. With reference to the
writ of error he considered especially
the representation of Mr. Boardman
upon: the claim that as the constitu-
tion of California grants. am, appeal,
such appeal became a vested right.
The justice considered this point care-
fully, but said as he could not aoccept
the court’s judgment on this point as
its final action he could not therefore
see his way clear to intevte'z*e on this
account.
