May Seize Corean Pori of
Masampho

War Declared to be Inevitable—
English Sentiment as Usual
is Against Russia.

TOKIO, Jah 2.—A powerful squadron
consisting of six armored cruisers and
Admiral Kamimura, is expected to
leave Saseho tomorrow for Masampho,
Corea. Saseho is a Japanese port,
twenty-five miles northwest of Naga-
ki, /

JAPAN MAY SEIZE COREAN PORT.

TOKIO, Jan. 2—The report is cur-
rent that the Japanese squadron of six
armored cruisers, under Admiral Kam-
imura, now at Saseho, will seize the
port of Masampho, Corea. In well
informed circles, however, it _is doubt-
ed that Japan would seize ﬁasampho,
or any Corean port, except to forestall
Russia in the event of the latter show-
ing evidences of any inténtion to take
such a step or in the event of the ne-
gotiations Between the two countries
finally ending in failure.

Great activity prevails and the force
of workmen has been increased at the
Osaka arsenal. The holidays of the
arsenal operatives have been curtailed
in order to hurry the work in hand.

DISTRUST OF U. 8.

Paris, Jan. 2.—The 8t. Petersburg
correspondent of the Paris edition of
the New York Herald says that the
active Far Eastern policy of the United
States attracts much attention and
causes distinct distrust. This feeling
culminated, the correspondent says, in
the announcement that an American
fleet wotild sail for Asiatic waters and
that the American minister at Seoul
had been directed to obtain a definite
answer regarding the opening of Wiju
to foreign trade.

A gereral of high position in an in-
terview says that he does not believe
that there will be any immediate war
for reasons which the _correspondent
says it is better to leave unmentioned
but the general is reported to have
added: “War is inevitable. No matter
what the papers say. We behind the
scenes know better. War would be
very unfortunate for Russia, but Ja-
pan apparently is determined to fight

FAINT HOPES OF PEACE.

LONDON, Jan, 2—~No word has yet
been received here tending to show
when the Russian reply to_Japan may

be expected. Foreign Secretary Lans--

downe has informed Baron Hayashi,
the Japanes minister trat he fears the
war party in Russia is in the ascend,
and he has faint hopes of Japan receiv-
ing a favorable reply. Baron Hayashi
says he has received no news of the
intended dispatch of a Japanese squad-
ron to Masampho. The last news he
heard was that a Russia cruiser was
there. The minister pointed out that
the dispatch of a squadron to Mas-
ampho would not necessarily be a war-
like action, though it could scarcely
help being regarded in the line of other
precautions which Japan has openly
taken.
BRITISH OPINION.

The weckly papers here share in the
general feeling of alarm current in
Great Britain. The Spectator says war
draws ever nearer and adds:

“If we pre dragged into this war, as
we may be, the country will not be
divided in sympathy, dislike of Russia
being as strong among the masses of
our population as-it was in 1855.”

The papers surmises that Russia may
keep her ships in her harbors, as she
did during the Crimean war, therby
forcing land action or a dangerous at-
tempt by Japan to sieze Port Arthur
and Valdivostok.

The Standard Review adopts a some-
what similar tone, saying
likzelihood of Chinese intervention men-
aces the commercial interests of all
Europeans and the United States. A
communication has been received in a
London diplomatic quarter unfriendly
to Russia, that M. Bezobragoftf, who was
recently raised by the czar to a secre-
taryship of state, is the power behind
the scenes of the Russo-Japanese nego~
tiations. M. Bezobragoff, who 1is re-
ported to be now the prime favorite of
the czar and the leader of the war
party, is largely interested in the com-
mercial enterprises in Corea and is the
posom friend of Viceroy Alexieff.
Though the news is evidently partial it
receives some credit and adds-to the
alarmist feeling.

INDIAN WAR THREATENED.

Nevada Tribe Threaf:en Wholesale
‘Massacre of the Whites if Indian
Murderer is Executed.

CHICAGO, Jan, 2.—A despatch to the
Tribune from Calientes, Nev. says,
Word has just reached here of the
killing of two prospectors, Wm. Jones
and Henry Alexander by Piute Indians,
who are threatening to revolt against
the whites. The prospectors were
working in Arrow Range. Henry Stowe
and James Dunlap, two other prospec-
tors passed their tent and found the
bodjes of the men lying near the ashes
of a camp fire. They had been shot
and their bodies afterwards frightfully
outraged. Piute Indians are roving
about committing depredations on
ranches and camps of surveyors or
prospectors. A general uprising is
feared.

The trouble started over the passing
of a sentence of death on a Plute boy
who killed William Williams, near
Las Vegas in August, last year. The
Indlans threaten a wholesale killing of
whites if the sentence of death is car
ried ouk.

States Attorney Denéen when told of
the flling of the complaint and the is-
suance of the warrants, said that he
would take charge of the case and pro-
secute it' to the full extent of the law.

WAR RAGINGIN
FREIGHT RATES

Canadian vé. American Lines
for St. John Traffic

The Seizure of MeClary’s Goods Was
’ Only An Incident—Rates May
Drop Lower.

It now appears that the seizure of
two carloads of goods brought here by
the McAlary Co. was only an incident
in a brisk fight which is going cn bet-
ween the C. P. R. and other lines for
business of this sort to St. John. ‘This
fight has been developing for three or
four- weeks and while the present af-
fair relates only to the goods brought
by the McAlary Co., the competition
is intended to affect all kinds of
freight brought to St. John from Up-
per Canada, via American points.

The railways some time ago estab-
lished the rate of 54c. per bundred on
the class of goods now under immedi-
ate attention, and the McAlary peo-
ple got a rate through Boston to St.
John, via the Eastern 8. S. Co., which
meant a saving of between $40 and $50
on a car. When the rallways saw the
1oss of business resulting from the new
540, rate, they at once made a cut of
12c., so that now 42c. per 100 Ihs. is
quoted. This is still 9c. per 100 Ibs.
higher than via Boaston, which route is
still about $19 per car cheaper. Tt is
altogether probable that a still furth-
er reduction will be made for the busi-
ness to St. John is an important item
and well worth fighting for.

The Eastern 8. S. Co., carrving goods
by water. are able to quote a low fig-
ure, and tor the haul by rait fo Bos-
ton from points west, some of the Am-
erican roads give tbe low New York
export rate. 'Thig would indicate that
the C. P. R. and I. C. R. will have to
come right down to the figures of the
other lines if they wish to sucressfully
compete, for the other lines, while per-
haps not making any high profits on
the business are pot losing money.

Canadian manufacturers would, it is
believed. give the preference to Cana-
dlan lines if the difference in rates am-
ounted to only a few dollars per car-
load, but this feeling will not carry
them through when there is a differ-
ence of twenty dollars to be gained or
lost,

Large quentities of floor, handled
from the Canadian West, to bay and
Nova Scotian points, via schooners
from Boston may also be affected by
this struggle between the competing
lines, and the rallroads running to St.
John will be in a good position to reach
out for this busginess when the new
gouth shore steamer goes on the route.

SCHEME GIVEN UP.

Celgti
Yakima Indians Raise’ the Price of
Ponies and Thus Put an End to

Project.
— e

TACOMA, Wash.,, Jan. l1—Yakima
Indians have prevented the establish-
ment of what was expected to become
an important industry. in Central
Washington. E. Kimmon went to Yak-
ima recently with the idea of starting
a cannery for preserving Indian ponies
in canned form for shipment to Nor-
way and Sweden. Kimmon lives at
Linton, Ore., near Portland, and for
several years has been converting horse
flesh into table delicacies.

Horses are not numerous in Western
Oregon and Washington, and those ob-
tainable are tougher than the cayuses
which inhabit the bunch grass plains
of Eastern Washington. Kimmon went
among the Yakima Indians prepared
to buy as many hcerses as they could
furnish at $2.50 and $3 a head, which
is the prevailing price for stock used at
Linton.

The Yakimas would not consider
such a price, demanding at last $i5 a
head for every horse they should fur-
nish, whether young and sleek or old
and thin, The cost was too much, and
Kimmon has returned to Linton to
continue operations there.

A Busy New Year All Along the Line
in All Branches of Engineering.

(Engineering News.)

The year 1904 promises to be one of
unusual importance in the annals of
engineering progresg on the North
American continent. In all human
probability we will see inaugurated in
the coming year several great engineer-
ing works, great not only in the mag-
nitudes of the operations involved, but
in their prospective influence upon‘com-
merce and industry, both national and
international, L

The first of these great tasks to be
undertaken is the construction of the
Isthmian canal. The dimensions of this
problem dre vast, as measured by simi-
lar enterprises in other parts of the
world, and the opportunity will now be
given to American engineers and Am-
erican contractors and builders of ma-
chinery to utilize all that knowledge,
skill and experience in conducting pub-
lic works that has already done 8O
much to make our own country great.
The economical solution of the prob-
lem calls for mechanical appliances to
a degree almost unprecedented, and for
this machinery we confidently look to
our own engineers and to our own
shops.

The climatic conditions will demand
the utmost endeavor in the way of or-
ganization and the ®are and handling
of- labor; and, last, but not least, the
engineering features involved are SO
unusual and of such huge dimensions
that the latest sum of engineering gen-
jus and experience can alone bring
about successful resuits,

Another great engineering enterprise,
already started, but to be energetically
pushed in 1904, is the plan of the Penn-
gylvania railroad company to -connect
its system with the cities of New York

and Brooklyn by tunnelling under the.

Hudson-and East rivers. Here again is
a problem that in its solution includes

new and practically untried engineer-

ing methods.

In the state of New York the popular
vote technically approves of the ex-
penditure of a hundred or more millions
upon the 1000-ton barge canal, connect-
ing the great lakes with the Atlantic
seaboard.

In many of the inland states the
companies controlling the great rail-
way systems have an enormous volume
of work either in progress or contem-
plated, which _has for its object the
creation of new works to take the
place of those planned and executed by
a past generation of engineers,

The enormous traffic developed by
the growth of our domestic commerce
has brought into use heavier locomo-
tives, larger cars and stronger_'bridges;
and the resulting saving in operating
expenditures now warrants an outlay
for reduction in distances, gradients
and curvature that would have been
deemed wasteful extravagance by the
preceding generation. 2

Northward, in the Canadian posses-
sions, the coming Yyear will doubtless
see a notable ‘beginning made in what

{ will become another great transcon-

tinental railway., This Grand Trunk
Paciffic railway will be nearly 4,000

miles long, '‘and will connect the At~

lantic seaboard at Halifax with the
shores of the Pacific ocean at Port
Simpson. It will be the most norther-
1y railway line’ of importance on the
continent, practically following for
much of its length the great divide
g~parating the waters of the St. Law-
rence basin from those of Hudson bay.
Its purpose is. to open up to population,
trade and commerce ~ vast areas of
wheat = land, timber land and mines
that are now valueless by reason of
the lack of transportation facilities.

With these enterprises once fully
started—as they will be in 1904—there
should. be abundant demand for the
gervices of the engineer, for the de-
signér and maker of all types of en-
gineering machinery and materials, for
the men who handle machines and la-
bor, and for labor itself.

———

London Doctors Condemn Oatmeal®}
Porridge as Being Unfit for a Con-
stant Diet,

e
LONDON, Dec. 28.—The condemnation
of porridge as an article of diet by sev-

protest from Scotchmen.

Their anger is expressed in a large
! number of letters, from many quarters,
to the press, and the writers in nearly
every case proclaim the fact that they
have eaten porridge all their lives and
know no more health-giving diet. Sev-
eral correspondents boast of the super-
jor physique of Scotchmen and attri-
bute this entirely to the national food.

In many quarters, the indictment is
strongly supported. “I quite agree
with the statements,” says a well
known authority on diet. “I have al-
ways held that a great deal too much
farinaceous food is eaten in the United
Kingdom. If people would eat more
eggs and bacon for breakfast, and less
porridge, it would be much better for
4hem.”

Support aiso comes from another
direction. “When a man comes to me
suffering from indigestion,” says an-
other medical man, “'I say, ‘Do you eat
oatmeal? In answer to the ‘Yes' which
I anticipate, 1 reply, ‘Drop it.’ That is
all the dieting I prescribe. If people
would eat more meat and less messes
like porridge they would be all the
stronger. We -should have fewer in-
sipid-looking people among the ranks
of our young men and women."”

The Scottish doctor who first drew
attention to the matter has returned
to the attack. ‘I charge the oatmeal
crage,” he says, “with being mainly
responsible for the innumerable cases
of rickets among children in Glasgow.

“Rickets is enormously on the in-
crease in England, especially among
the poorer classes, who, misled as to the
value of oatmeal as a food, give it to
their children for breakfast, and so fill
them up with insufficiently nourishing
food, instead of more easily digested
things, such as bread, meat and milk, a
Jess quantity of which would supply
far more nutriment.

«People who feed their children on
oatmeal are literally starving them,”
says an eminent doctor. “Oatmeal is
one of the greatest blessings the medi-
cal profession has ever known. It fills
their surgeries and it increases their
incomes. What the effect of its in-
creased popularity will be on the na-
tional physique, though, I am afraid
to think.”

KING O’KEEFE.

Britisher Who Wedded a Dusky Queen
Romantic Career.

King O’Keefe, the South Sea Island
millionaire, disappeared a couple of
years ago and recently ‘the wreckage
of the vessel in which he last sailed
from Hong Kong has made its appear-
ance.

O’Keefe's story is a romance of real
life. Twenty years ago he was cast
ashore on a coral island called Yap.

But he was not
a man to 'waste much time “sporting
with a dusky Amaryllis in the shade”
of a cocoa-nut palm.

His business instinct was strongly
developed. His real position placed
cheap labor at his command and he
soon started a trade with Yokohama,

But his majesty insisted on being his
own commercial traveller, and conse-
quently he was compelled to leave his
queen for months at a time. Tiring

i of so occasional a consort, the queen

adopted a substitute, and, returning
from one of his voyages, O'Keefe
found a new king on the throne of
Yap.

Nothing daunted, he immediately
started a new kingdom on a neighbor-
ing island, to which he gave the name
of St. David’s. Here his queen was
less exigent, and O’Keefe was able to
gspend seven or eight months of the
year making money and spending some
of it at Hong Kong and other ports,
where everybody knew him as a good
fellow.

Hia children have been as thorough-
ly educated as the best schools of Asia
allow, and the fortune to which they
now Succéed, if O’Keefe is really dedd,
is very large.

The eity of Manchester.will shortly
be provided with the most powerful |*
steam fire .and salvage boat in. the
world, which' will be manufactured for
the protection of  the docks and other
property on the Manchester Ship Can- [
al. The new vessel, which is being
constructed ‘by Merryweather & Sons,
of London, will be 90 feet long " and
fitted with two steel boilers, each of
suffificient power to drive all the ma-
chinery on board. There will be two
double eylinder compound propelling
engines, driving twin screws, two dou-
ble cylinder steam fire pumps e de-
livering over 2,000 gallons per ute
and two separate centrifugal pumps,
each with its own engine, delivering
2,600 gallons each. The boat will be
able to throw three giant streams,
each two and a half inches diameter,
at high pressure, or as many as twen-
ty-four ordinary fire jets simultaneous-
1y. The centrifugal pumps will be
used for pumping out in case of flood-
ed compartments in ships, ‘breakdown
of docks, machinery, etc.

AN EXTRAVAGANT GbVERNMENT

The Globe last night pointed to the
condition of provinical finances as dis-
couraging, though it placed the deficit
considerably under the amount.

MAYOR CLOSES
19 THEATRES.

Chicago’s Leading Playhouses
Shut Up.

Careful Investigation of Causes of
Iroquois Fire—MWany Heart-
rending Scenes.

CHICAGO, Jan. 1.—Mayor Harrison
today took steps to provide as far as
possible against a repetition of Wed~
nesday’s horror at the Iroquois Thea-
tre. As a result of an investigation
made at his orders, nineteen theatres
and museums were ordered closed,
some of them being among the lead-
 ing and most popular playhouses of
the city. The act of the mayor was
based on a single violation of the or-
dinances which are intended to pro-
tect the patrons of theatres from just
such an occurrence as that which cost
This
was that everyone of the places had
omitted to supply an asbestos curtain.
The theatres ordered closed are: How-
ard’s, Sam. T. Jack’s, Marlowe, New
American, Olympic, Academy of Music,
Alhambra, Avenue, Bijou, Chicago Op-
era House, Columbus Stock, Thirty-
first Street, Criterion; Piegenbaum’s,
Milwaukee Avenue, Garrick and Click-
man’s.

In addition to these the London Globe
museum and the Clark street museum
were also compelled to close their
doors.

The Chicago Opera House and the
Olympic Theatre are vaudeville houses
of the highest class, and probably do
as much business in point of numbers
as any of the theatres in the city as a
single performance. They, however,
give a matinee every day in the week,
and it is seldom that seats can be ob-
tained for any performance 'at the
time of opening. In addition to this,
they have been accustomed to selling
large numbers of tickets for standing
room, and as a general thing more
people are within these places of am-

usement at any average performance
than can be found at any other play-
house in the city.

The innpectlon ordered by the mayor
today was .carried out by Building
Commissioner Willlams and Chief of
Police O’Neill. The scope of the in-
vestigation included no other feature
than asbestos curtains. The mayor in-
structed Commissioner Willlams to re-
port to him promptly at the conclusion
of his investigation, declaring that it
was M{s intention that. no theatre
‘should be allowed to open its doors in.
Chicago hereafter unless it was pro-
vided with ail’ asbestos curtain of stan-
| dard quality that would work at all
times and under all conditions,
_:“It may not be possible, sdid the
mayor, “to prevent loss of life when
augliences rush for the doorways, but
1 have determined to see that every
precaution is taken to prevent such
oceurrences as will alarm the people
and start them on a rush for the exits.
It is all very well to say that the loss
of life in the Iroguois-theatrs was. due
to the fact that the people lost their
heads and crowded into the door-
ways and aisles like maniacs, but the
fact remains, and it cannot be denied,
that there would have been.no panic
it the apparatus in this theatre, which
judged by all ordinary standards, was
the best equipped play house . in the
city, had been in proper working con-
dition.

Such a day of mourning: Chicago
never witnessed as that which ushered
in the new year, In every portion of
the city almost it seemed as though
there were funerals going, or an un-
dertaker’'s wagon arriving with dead
who were being brought to their homes
for the. last time. While the funeral
processions were moving through the
snow-covered streets to various ceme-
teries, the throng about the various
morgues and undertaking establish-
ments seemed as large as ever. Many
men appeared at the door of Rolston’s
and Jordan’s morgues this afternoon
who had been on their feet for 48
hours constantly searching for those
they had lost. The greater number of
dead are in these two places, and men
who had viewed the ghastly rows of
corpses before and had gone on un-
availing search to every other morgue
and undertaking room in the city to
which the dead from the theatre had
been taken, came back once more to
Rolston’s and Jordan’s almost in de-
spair, but hoping against hope that
they might have averlooked their dead
in the -great number that had crowded
the tables and floors on Thursday
morning. In some cases they were
successful, in many others they were
not. Practically all of the bodies which
admit of careful identification have
been carried away, and of those which
remain the majority are in such a con-
dition that only the most minute and
careful inspection will be able to re-
veal their identity to those who know
them best.

BRITISH TO INVADE THIBET

On the maps of the world there does
not appear another such country un-
known to the outside world as moun-
tain walled Thibet, which, it is an-
nounced, the British may invade short-

ly, and open to commerce. For cen-
turies Thibet has been a sealed book
to civilization. 1Its high priests, or
lamas, have ever denounced the for-
eigner as an incarnatéd devil; and they
preach that so long as Thibet remains
isolated from the rest of the universe,
80 long shall she be great. A few mis-
sionaries .and explorers, among thema
Canadian girl, Dr. Susie Rhynhardt,
whose husband was murdered, have
wandered acrosse the corners of . this
great tableland, clambered up some of
its snowclad mountains, and visited a
few of its stone cities; yet the greater
part of its 650,000 square miles, an area
equal to Germany, France and Italy
combined, is still unknown to the out-
side world.

From the accounts of travellers, Thi-
bet would seem to be a land where
religion is supreme. The people obey
their priests with almost slavish obe-
dience, and accept the most marvel-
ous teachings with utter credulity.

In Thibet 1 roads lead toward
Lhasa, the forbidden capital, and the
residence of the Dalai Lama. It isthe
mystic treasure city of Buddha, where-
in are kept the countless sacred relics,
images and other paraphernalia
wrought and adorned in pure gold,
and studded with preclous gems. To
get within its gates and witness some
of the mysterious lamanistic ceremon-
ials, for centuries veiled from Europ-
ean eyes, has been the coveted goal of
the most intrepid travellers of recent
times. Sarat Chandra Das, the learn-
ed Indian surveyor, in the interest of
the English government, disguised as
a priest, entered thé city, and succeed-
ed in making numerous illustrations of
its buildings and inhabitants. His
suppressed observations have recently
been made public.

A Mongal lama for some transgres-
sion forfeited his right to visit Lhasa.
By way of punishment for his offence,
he was ordered to travel from his‘home
to Lhasa, a distance of several hun-
dred miles. in a praying posture.
Flinging himself prone with his hands
stretched out on the ground in front
of him, he drew his knees up toward
his hands, and then, falling forward
again with his hands stretched out
in the same way, again drew his knees
up to them, and in this way traversed
the whole distance, which took him six
years to accomplish. His knees be-
came as hard and horny as the cal-
losities on the foot of the camiel, ‘and
still the Dalai Lama would not allow
him to enter. About one-fourth of
the population of Thibet are lama
priests, who hold the key to all learn~
ing and:- knowledge,

The head lama or abbot of these in-

stitutions acts as magistrate of the
law, and reads out justice in their in-
terests.

Payment for penalties is made in

At night it is In-
tended that this whole territory of the
cascades shall be treated simultane-
ously with light effects. The intention
hes not been to simply trim structures

objeots with lights, but it is desired

and it is possible of accomplishmeént,
that the entire teritory should be built
up, as it were, of light itself.

“In order to convey the idea, perhaps
it would be well to recall the display
of the electric tower at the Buffalo Ex-
position. This structure at night did
not appear as a structural shaft treat-
ed with light, but appeared as it the
structure was incandescent. In the
same manner the entire territory of
the cascades will partake of the color
of light applied by rendering the build-
ings as light itself and not simply the
effect of light.

ILLUMINATED IN COLORS.

“One effect sought for will be to make
the entire territory the color of an
amethyst crystal, while at the same
time the cascades will appear as illum-
inated by varicolored lights for pro-
jector lamps. At another time, when
the entire hillside is an emerald color,
the water will take on the phosphores-
cent hue. Again when the entire cas-
cade territory appears as a ‘solid incan-
descent thing the waters of the cascade
will appear as sheets of moilten silver.”

W. G. McGee, who is'the at the head
of the department of anthropology of
the St. Louis Exposition, has been in
New Yorw during the past week for a
meeting of the American Ethnological
Society, and while there discussed in
outline the plans which he and his as-
sistants are working out for the ar-

The lot of Dr. McGee is not altoge-
ther a happy one just at the present
time, for he is trying to work out a
scheme for.the department of anthro-

which will conform to the re-
gdjustment of appropriation and space
allotment determined upon by the man-
agers of the fair not long ago.

An idea of the magnitude of this task
my‘ho obtained from the statement
that 'the original intention was to have
the whole exposition in a development-
al way grouped around the division of
anthropology in a mammer which would

. make that the greatest exhibition of its

kind ever attempted. By subsequent
changes, however, the appropriation
was cut enormously and the space al-
jotment reduced 20 per cent., so that
Mr. McGee is now at work “trying to
save something out of the wreck,” as
he expressed the case.

A BIG CONTRACT.

.None the less the description which
he, gave of the plans for the six sec-
tions devoted to ethnology is indicative
of no small undertaking. “Besides those
gections that devoted to the Philip-
pines is to all intents and purposes eth-
nological in character. It will com-

-prise forty acres of land in the south-

western part of the grounds, and the
intention for it is that it shall be illus-
trative of the life of the islands, ‘their
people and racial characteristics. Like
the Philippine exhibit, the Alaskan ex-
hibit will be primarily ethnological,
and the fullest co-operation is planned
between the respective managers of
these departments and the ethnologi-
cal department.

Of the six section strictly pertaining
to the ethnological department proper,
the first will illustrate the outdoor fa-
mily groups from different parts of the
world. As many of the unoivilized
and semi-civilized peoples will be here
represented sas there can be obtained
individuals.
its way to Africa with a view to bring-
ing here a group of pigmies of ‘the
Congo region. .

Up to the present time all the efforts
of scientists have resulted only in
bringing out of Africa isolated indi-
viduals, or at least two or three of
these pigmies at a time. Now the at-
tempt is being made to obtain a con-
siderable number, comprising several
families, 80 that a true South African
village establishment may be set up on
the fair grounds. :

A CONTRAST.

In strange contrast to these pigmies
will be the savages from Patagonia, to
obtain whom an expedition is now in
the field. These Patagonians with the
South African pigmies will represent
‘the extremes of physical development.

In the same group will be the re-

.presentatives of the aborigine peoples

of North America. In providing for
these it has been the intention so far as
possible to have the several exhibits
{llustrative of different branches of In-
dian industry. Thus there will be a
party of workers with beads and por-
cupine quills; others engaged in the
dressing of skins, and still others in
basketry and pottery. Particularly in-
structive will be the copper and silver
workers, fashioning their product with

impleménts of stone of the most prim-
itive nature,

The second group will present an In
| dian school, illustrative of the te
efforts for the education of the red man.
One hundred pupils are to be loaned
for this purpose by the government,
including an Indian band.

The third group in the department of
anthropology will comprise a number
‘of special exhibits, archaeological in
character, and covering a wide range
of territory. Among the Mexican ex-
hibits ‘will be a partial restoration of
the ancient City of Mitla, and a great
number of i{ndividual speciméns illus-
trating modes of life and customs of
the early peoples. These latter are to
be arranged in four divisions, so as to
be suggestive of, first, the discovery
of the use of fire; second, the develop-
ment of the knife; third, the use of the
w;lxeel, and fourth, the ‘working of me-
tals,

VALUABLE RECORDS.

By an assocfation, the reason for
which does not appear at first, the de-
partment of history is to be included
in that of anthropology, and will con-
stitute Group 4. This will be shaped
particularly as bearing on the history
of the Louisiana Purchase and will of-
fer collections of records and original
documents of extreme value. -In ad-
dition there will be general historical
exhibits having to do with the nation
at large.

The fifth and sixth groups of the de-
partment of anthropology will be those
of anthropometry and psycopometry,
for which there will be good opportun-
ity of development as the different
tribes of men are gathered for Group
1 and for the Philippine and Alaskan
exhibits. For the present little can be
done in these two last-mentioned
groups, which must necessarily wait
upon the completion of the others to a
large extent. Extensive sets of meas-
urements are to be taken, and tests
made of all the tribes available, and it
is expected that important data will
be collected to serve as the basis of
subsequent anthropological study.

OFFICIAL REPORTING.

's " Elaborate Btafl
at the Gamey Trial.

Mr. Nelson Butcher, the official
stenographer of the Gamey investi-
gation, made elaborate preparations
for his task. Mr, Butcher .has 16
copies of a verbatim report of each
day’'s proceedings in the hands of
the court at 10 o’clock of the fol-
lowing day. The copies are for the
use of the commissioners and the
golicitors and principals on each
side. To reproduce them in the re-
quired time Mr. Butcher has a stafl
of 10 or 12 experts, with other pro-
fessional operators in reserve in case
of accidents. Even with so large a
staff thé most laborious and exact-
ing labor will be rcquired to carry
out the contract.

Mr. Butcher himself remains in
court during the proceedings and
takes most of the shorthand report
himself. This occupies his time from
10 o'clock to 2. To extend his
notes  he uses a Bettini instrument.
This is an electrical appliance, which
works on something of the same
principle as a phonograph. Mr. But-
cher reads his notes into the instru-
ment, and this operation takes
about the . same time as the pro-
ceedings took in court, that is until
about 11 o’clock at night. The Bet-
tini attachment, while Mr. Butcher
is spedking into it, is connected to
successive rollers, which reproduce
his words as by a phonograph to
two cxpert operators on typewriting
machines, who made the first copies
of the evidence. A few minutes af-
ter these two start working another
relay begins making the coples of
their sheets, and in this way the 16
copies are compltte before midnight.
After that there are two or three
hours’ work verifying the report.
This is done by reading the' type-
written manuscript back to Mr. Dute-
cher, who follows his shorthand
notes throughout.

The officials thought at one time
of attempting to reduce the report
to printing each might for the fol-
Jowing day, but this plan was giv-
en up as impracticable owing to the
limited time. Printed copies are,
however, available on the second day
after each day’s proceedings.

Mr. Butcher has one or two Bet~
tini instruments and several type-
writing machines in reserve in case
of .accident, - as a breakdown with
such a limited time to work in
would be disastrous. One of his
typewriting machines is run by elec-
tricity—said to be the only one of
its kind in Canada. It is a ponder-
ous dnstrument, but the keys require
only the  merest touch to depress
them and form the letters. Magnet~
ism does the rest. The speed of the
machine is almost unlimited.

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A Garden for Birds.

I knew a certain garden that was
made solely to attract the birds,
says a writer in Country Life, and
it is in every way an unqualified suc~
cess. It is free from murderous cats
and small boys, and the birds like
it. Thirty-four different specics have
been counted at a single time, and
on one occasion 20 different species
were building nests or rearing their
young.

The ground is deeply carpeted with
Bermuda grass, on whose matted
tangles birds may scratch and catch
bugs from meorning until night.
Fruits and seeds of many plants
that mature at different times of the
year are in great abundance, and if
at any time there is not enough the
owner of the garden supplies the
birds with various tidbits. - Sun-
flower seeds are always on hand, as
well as quantities of crisp lettuce.
These supplementary stores are plac-
ed on a stand called ‘‘the birds’ ban-
quet board.’”” About the grounds are
scattered logs, under which bugs and
worms huddle in the damp earth.
Hydrants are left dripping, where
birds may drink or bathe to their
hearts’ content. Strings, threads
and cotton are hung about on bush-
es and trees, so that building mater-
fals may be easily accessible. Many
of the birds become so tame and so
wise in the ways of the place that
when Mrs. Grinnell overturns a log
they will flock to her like a drove of
chickens. <

TRADE IN SOUTH AFRICA.

Already the market of South Africa
18 ¢ very important one to us, says En-
gineering; as will be evident from the
fact that the total imports by way of
Cape Colony, Natal, Delagoa Bay and
Beira, and exclusive of those imported
for government use, have Increased in
value in the last ten years by nearly
250 per cent., and in the same period
the value of our exports to South Af-
rica has increased by nearly £17,000,-

1000. This large increase has not taken

place during the last two years only;
the progress has been steadily up-
wards for the last ten years. Though
there is a great depression in trade in
South Africa at the present time, it
is a curious fact that this depression
is not reflected in the colonial import
returns, which continue to show extra-
ordinary elasticity; and it is felt by
many, both in the colonies and at
home, and has produced a certain
sense of disappointment out of all pro-
portion to its importance. There may
be—indeed, there will be—set-backs In
a great chapter of commercial and in-
dustrial development; but they will
probably be incidents—disappointing to
individuals, but of mo serious import-~
ance when 1obkKed #t brosdly,‘ ' But
whatever the prosperity of the other
colonies may be, it is in the Transvaal
that we-must look for its most strik-
ing expression. The Transvaal is the
pivot upon which the immediate com-
mercial prosperity of kthe}cou_x}t_‘ry turns.
In the other colonies you miy have,
and in all probability will have, solid
and steady progress; in the Transvaal,
there are all tHe elemerits of more ex-
citing developments. It is difficult to
speak of the eventdal future of the
Transvaal without appearing to see
the language of exaggerati\on. Un-
doubtedly that future depends upon
the mineral wealth of the colony. It
is from the mines, and moré particu-
larly the gold mines, that means must
first of all be drawn for the devélop-
ment of the couritry and the expansion
of trade. But gold is not the only min-
eral wealth of South Africa; coal 18 in
abundance, and ‘the output is only lim-
ited by the demand and not by the ca-
pacity of the mines. Of {ron there
are enormous deposits, and arrange-

_ments are-now being made to com-

mence mining operatfons. New finds
of metals and minerals are constantly
being reported. In view of the results
alresdy attained, and of the wide areas
which have not yet_ been prospected,
one need not be very sanguine to form
a high estimate of the mineral wealth
of the new colonies.

! hrought into use in case of emergency;
and from the pit six exits. From the
stage there will be three exits. :

“The exits from the pit, besides the
main exit, or entrance, near the front
of the building, will be cut into the
sgides and, of course, issue upon the
open. A platform will be arranged
around the building exteriorally on a
level with the exits and will be pro-
vided with proper railings. On the
east side of the buflding this platform
will connect with the main entrance
and will thus afford a ready means of
egress. This platform will be allow-
ed to remain uncoveréed. A

‘“With all these exits, I believe that
it will be poesible to empty the build-
ing of a full sized audience in from
six to eight minutes.” ;

Neil F. Brodie, who is one of St.
John'’s rising architects, said: ‘“There is
but one practical way of solving the
évil of which the Chicago fire may be
taken as an {illustration—the adoption
of a stringent law rendering it incum-
bent on theatre owners to provide a
theans of egress more than sufficient
for ordinary p es.

Wants Dominion Legislation For Sab-
bath Observance.
il S

OTTAWA, Dec. 30.—The Lord’'s Day
Alliance of Canada, through its presi-
dent, the Rev. Dr. Potts, and its secre-
tary, the Rev. J. G. Shearer, is asking
the Dominfon government to enact
legisiation for Sabbath observance as
a day of rest all over the Dominion.
They had conferences today with the
minister of justice, and Dr. Potts made
the following statement to the Witness
correspondent, of the mission which
brought him to the capital:

“A decison of the judicial committee
of the privy council this year was
given to the effect that the prowincial
legislature have no authority to
legislate for Sabbath observance where
anything of a criminal nature is in-
volved. This function belongs to the
central parliament at Ottawa, and Mr.
Shearer and myself are here to ask
for the enactment of a statute that will
cover Canada from ocean to ocean.
Our chief desire is to secure the re-
cognition of Sunday as a day of rest,
and in this subject we have with us
all the Protestant churches, together
with the sympathy of the Roman
Catholic church and the labor bodies.
We had & splendid reception at the
hands of Sir Wilfrid Laurier. last year,
and I feel sure from the conversations
we- have had today that the govern-
ment is with us in the desire for Sab-
bath observance.”

Fixtures, Men ‘Who Let Their Hens

The Rev. Ezra J. Riggs, pastor of
the Congregational church in Kensing-
ton, N. H.,, is greatly interested in-the
present movement against profanity.
Mr. Riggs is a2 man of practical ideas,
and while interested in the reform
movement, he recognizes the fact that
profanity is likely to exist as long as
such provocation exists as is presented
to excitable temperaments on every
hand. He gives some happy illustra-
tions of these provocations:

“Take the matter of stovepipe, for
instance. Who ever has struggled to
place together some badly fitted pieces
of this sort of furniture that has® not
been provoked to the use of such lan-
guage as would hardly be suited for
publication in any moral and reputa-
ble newspaper. Suppose now, some
inventive genius could devise a species
of pipe of some pliable material, so that
all difficulties would be overcome and
length could be fitted to length, with-
out taxing one’s patience beyond the
point of endurance, how happy would
be the effect and how many men who
are otherwise irreproachable would be
saved from a wicked and foolish indul-
gence.

“Qr take the adjustment of curtain
fixtures. The novice who engages in
this business is certain to meet with
such difficulties as will stir him to most
righteous indignation. If at such a
time he seeks relief in language not
countenanced in polite society, it is
generally recognized that the serious-
ness of his offence is largely mitigated
by the greatness of the provocation.
But suppoge, Now, some new sort of
appliance were devised so that all
these difficulties of adjustment might
be obviated, how the sum total of pro-
fanity might be largely reduced.

“I1f, further, we could abolish the
man who, whenever we became involv-
ed in some unforeseen difficulty, hast-
ens triumphantly to proclaim that he
gave us solemn warning as to what
might rightly be expected, the book
agent, to whom we grudgingly give
some moments of the time we desire
for more profitable uses; the neighbor
who allows his hens loose in our back
yard to scratch up our vegetable gar-
den; if only these could be got rid of
or be persuaded to mend their evil
ways, the labor of the Anti-Profanity
League officlal would be far less ex-
hausting. - ;

“As an illustration of the beneficial
results to be secured from this method
of treatment, let me call attention to
what has been accomplished by the
managers of public entertainments in
our large cities. In the theatres and
public halls of today it is expected that
every lady will remove ‘her headgear,
g0 as not to obstruct the view of other
onlookers. Those who have paid ad-
mission to amusement halls and have
found it impossible to obtain a view
of stagé or performers because some
mountain of velvet and ostrich feath-
ers lay directly across their line of vi-
sion have nothing but feelings of gra-
titude for those thoughtful managers
who have introduced the new and al-
together sensible custom. A more va-
juable contribution to the cause of
anti-profanity has been made in this
way than might be obtained through
the preaching of many eloquent ser-

mons.”

PUGILIST AND PUPIL.

Peter Jackson, the Australian heavy-
weight pugilist, once said that the
“master was the thing, no matter what
the pupil may hawve been.” Jackson
‘made this remark just before he went
to England to fight Paddy Slavin in

1892. Slavin was once a pupil of Jack- !

‘sori’s, and was regarded as one of the
best of the big men that Australia
‘turned out up to that time, Jackson
knew this, and when some one hinted
that Slavin would probably whip him,
the big Negro replied in his usual de-
cisive fashion:—

“I taught him all he knows, but not
everything I know. If he has acquired
further knowledge, so much the better.
But I feel confident that I will meet
him on more than equal terms.
beats me he is the better man, and 1
will take my hat® off to him.
doesn’t, it will prove that I am still
master and he is simply the pupil.”

Jackson and Slavin put up one of
the best battles ever decided before the
National Sporting “©lub. Ten hard
rounds were fought. The skill was on
Jackson’s side, and science conquered.
In the tenth Slavin was knocked out.

Slavin had only words of praise for his |

conqueror, and often remmarked: “He
is the daddy of them all and is still my
master.”

But the theory of the master excell-
ing the pupil has been reversed many
times since that mill. The most recent
instance was the case of Jim Jeffries
and Jim Corbett. In 1897, when Cor-
bett, then the champion heavyweight
of the world, was matched to meet Bob
Fitzsimmons at Carson City, he need-
ed the service of a sparring partner.
Billy Delaney, who was Corbett’s train-
er, tried several ambitious youths, but
few of them were able to stand before
Corbett and give him any kind of fight.
Delaney was willing to pay them a
good salary, but they were not satis-
fled to take a punching and quit after
a few days.

About that time Delaney heard of the
‘advent in San Francisco of a big, ro-
bust heavyweight. The fellow was Jim
Jeftries. Jeffries had gone to San Fran-
cisco from his home, Los Angeles, in
gsearch of a job at his trade of boiler
maker, Jeffries had a letter of intro-
duction to a California sporting man.
The latter had seen Jeffries box at Los
Angeles, and asked the present cham-
pion if he wanted a match.

“Not exactly,” said Jeffries. “I'm
looking for work. But if I can  get
anything to do at the game I will,not
throw it over my shoulder. Dp yoéu
know of anybody who is looking for a
fight?”

The sporting man said that he could
gecure Jeffries a position as sparing
partner with Jim Corbett. Jeffries was
satisfled, and a few days later Jef-
fries was on his way to the Corbett
camp. Delaney liked Jeffries’ appear-
ance, and he was employed  on the
spot. He was a raw one at the time,
but as strong as an ox. Corbett show-
ed him a number of tricks, and Jeffries
being apt, picked up the art of boxing
quickly. This was the stepping stone
to Jeffries’ success in the ring.

Tommy Ryan, who has had a great
deal to do with the succeesful careers
of boxers, taught Kid McCoy almost
all the latter knows about the game.
Several years ago Ryan required the
services of a boxing mate and discov-
ered McCoy. McCoy had been fighting
in the west for years, But was not the
finished pugilist he was when he was
near the front ranks. Ryan took pains
to instruct the Kid, never dreaming
that at some future date he would be
called upon to meet his pupil and suffer
the humiliation of defeat. But he did
and was knocked out. The fight took
place at Maspeth in March, 18%6. It
was McCoy’s first important fight and
the victory made his reputation.

Jim Hall is credited with having
given Bob Fitzsimmons a number of
pointers on how to mill properly. Hall
and Fitzsimmons were companions in
the early '90s and used to give exhibi-
tions in Sydney and other Australian
cities. One day they had a falling out,
sand Fitzsimmons challenged his men-
tor. The meeting took place in Syd-

How Many Christmas

One of the after-features of Christ-
mas that cause many of the stores a
good deal of trouble is the swapping of
Christmas presents by people who have
received duplicates they have no use
for. *In St. John it is not so common
as in larger cities, but nevertheless
there are many people here who find
themselves in this situation and the
days immediately following Christmas
usually finds them hustling around to
change their gifts.

In the larger cities provision is made
for just this contingency by having an
exchange counter. Here all articles
that have been bought at this particu-
lar store can be changed for something
else, or credit can be obtained, if there
is nothing that the customer happens
to want, i

In St. John, however, there are no ar-
rangements of this sort, and the
trouble of changing the article falls
upon the clerks. It is often very hard
to find out whether the article has been
bought at this particular store as us-
ually all identification marks have been
removed, and it often happens that it
takes a lot of time to find out this fact.

Some unscruulous persons will take
articles which they don’t want and put
them in a box or wrapper that has a
certain firm’s name on it and then take
it to that store and try to exchange it
for something that they want, but what
the store where the article was purch-
ased, didn’t have.,

*THE COLDEST YET:
Thermomefer grazad 15 Below
Zero This Morning — Cold Wave -
All Over the Continent.

A marked falling in the temperature
oceurred last night. From 24 degrees
above at eight o’clock last evening, the
merctiry in the course of twelve hours
dropped 39 degrees. At nine o’clock
this morning, it was nearly fifteen de-
grees below . gzero, a flgure that was
only reached once before in the last
sixteen years.

Intense cold prevails over the great-
er part of the continent. Reéports from
other sections of Canada indicate the
bitter coldness of the wave. At To-
ronto it is two below, at Montreal 14
below, at Quebec 24 below, at Chatham,
N. B., 16 below, at Charlottetown, P.
. 1, two below, and at Halifax six
below.

Between eight and ten o’clock last
night, there was a strong breeze, ac-
companied by heavy gusts. FEarly this
morning the wind moderated consider-
ably, and by nine o’clock it had fallen
to about a ten mile an hour breeze.

The indications are for a speedy
change in the weather conditions. A
snow storm is prognosticated and.ev-
entually rain.

January 21st, 1901, was a day of in-
tense coldness. The official thermo-
meter registered on that day fifteen
degrees below zero, the coldest in thir-
teen years, The coldest day of 1902
was December 9th, when it was 1402
below. < =

POLICE COURT.
- .
Nine Prisoners and Not ‘One a St. John
Man.

; g

The prizoners in the police court this
morning were interesting from the fact
that there was not one St. John man
in the crowd. Nine persons had been
arrested and every one was a stranger
{h the city. Seven of them were the
product of winter port business and
the other two came from up the line.
One man, by the name of James wil-
gon, a sailor, who has been here for
five or six days, spent all his money
and then applied to St. Andrew’'s 80-
ciety for protection. He was sent to
the police station and there created
some disturbance, which resulted in
his removal. Finally he was arrested
for vagrancy, along with another man
whom he had picked up on the street.

Two or three of the others were also
charged with wandering about  the
streets and not giving gatisfactory ac-
counts of themselves. The whole lot
were punished by the usual four or
eight dollar fines.

CRIME IN 1903.
.

During 1908 there were 1276 cases dis-
posed of by Judge Ritchie in the pol-
joe court. Of these 828 were.drunks,
83 assault prisoners, 60 theft, 61 vag-
raney, 41 fighting, 39 profane, 30 disor-
derly house, and smaller numbers for
other offences. Of the prisoners 1170
were rales, and 98 females,

There were 1272 persons arrested in
1902, and 1147 in 1901. The police court
receipts in 1903 were $3,930.85, as com-
pared with $2,682.30 in 1902, or an in-
crease of $1,258.85. This is accounted
for by the hard labor plan, on account
of which many who formerly went to
jail now pay their fines,

In the civic court there has been a
falling off in business for several years.
The receipts have been:—1900, $1,648.08;
1901, $1,445.08; 1903, $1,369.13; 1903, $1,-
226.53.

A QUEER COINCIDENCE.

Number of Infestious Diseases Here
in 1903 Was Exactly the Same
as in 1902,

Secretary Burns of the board of
health, has completed his report on in-
fectious -and contagious diseases for
the year 1903, Strangely enough there

were exactly the same number of
cases, two hundred and nineteen, as
were recorded in the previous year, al-
though the details of the report differ
in almost every particular,

Scarlet fever heads the list with 78
cases and four deaths, as compared
with 108 cases and one death in 1902.

Of measles there were 59 cases and
five deaths, to 9 cases and no deaths
in 1902,

Typhoid fever was responsible for six
deaths out of 45 cases in 1903, and sev-
en deaths in 21 cases in 1902.

There were 33 cases and 10 deaths
from diphtheria, and 5 cases with 12
deaths in 1902,

Smallpox shows four cases in 1903 and
six in 1902, with no deaths in cither
year, ;

The total deaths from all these dis-
eases were 25 in 1903, and 20 in 1902.

By months the cases were reported
as follows:—January, 3; February, 21;
March, 4; April, 7; May, 13; June, 22;
July, 7; August, 13; September, 25; Oc-
tober, 29; November, 39; December, 36.
