an improper act after Japan consented 
to negotiate. It is also averred that

He at once ran to 
the shed which was sufficiently ele­
vated above the ground to allow him 
to get at the fire. While waiting for 
water he took a large edging and par­
tially thrashed out the blaze. Then 
when the other members of the house­
hold came with buckets of water the 
flames were quickly extinguished but 
not before the sills and beams were 
badly charred. Mr. Sullivan then cut 
through the floor from above to satisfy 
himself that the fire was completely 
out. After all was over Mr. Sullivan 
found that his hand had been quite 
painfully burned.

The beginning and Spread of the boy- 
cdtt are fresh in the minds of all who 
follow current history. As a result 
American goods are already uhmârltët- 
âblé over a large pârt of China; th- 
deed, though the Chinese government 
has taken no unfriendly action, It is 
difficult for Importers Of Âmërifcàn 
goods to get them Into the country at 
all, as in several ports the coolies have 
refused to unload them front the ves­
sels. Naturally bne effect of this has 
been to awaken In the mind of the 
American exporter a greater respect 
for China afid the Chinese and a great­
er desire td be friendly with thèni thân 
has been noticed since the first slant­
eyed immigrants came across the 
Pacific. Consequently the government 
has received many requests for better 
treatment Of the Chinese, even tb thé 
extent of admitting Chinese laborers, 
from those whose money is eti invested 
that the closure of the orientai market 
injures its earning power.

On the other hand the attitude of the 
American laborer is unchanged ütitfce 
the day his combined actltifi secured 
the passage of an act of exclusion. He 
sees In the coming of thé coolies a 
danger greater than the lose Of â mar­
ket—a menace to every American who 
earns his living by hts hands and who, 
by long struggle, hie fdréed his em­
ployer In the majority of cases to make 
that living a comfortable one. So he 
has no sympathy with the new 
humanitarlanlSrrt Of the exporting capi­
talists and le In active and bitter 
opposition to any action that might— 
for any reason—expose him to coolie 
competition.

The case of the capitalists Is well set 
forth by an open letter addressed to 
President Roosevelt last week by the 
president of the Chamber of Commerce 
In Portland, Oregon, one of the greatest 
places of export for Oriental traffic. In 
Ingenious Introduction he explains the 
great change in conditions since t6e 
day when anti-Chinese feeling origin­
ated.

“In those days,” he sayS, “thé Paci­
fic coast was very sparsely populated, 
and there was terror even in the Idea 
of the propinquity of a nation of four 
hundred millions of subject»—a mys­
terious people, possessed of unknown 
possibilities for evil—even to the fear 
that, by force of overwhelming num­
bers, the standards of Christian and 
Anglo-Saxon civlltoatloh might be over­
thrown. But experience since thit 
time has shown that such fear was 
without warrant, that the Chinese have 
no desire to attain citizenship, that 
they attempt По part in the administta- 
tion of affairs, and that they have По 
influence on our Institutions.”

■He also points to their value as 
laborers in the work of opening of the 
country, which Is not progressing fkst 
enough, and contends that their arrl- 
vial in the past has not done the ex­
pected harm to the American workmen 
and will not In the future, “it seems to 
us,” he says, “that the objections of 
the laboring classes to the Importation 
of Chinese in limited numbers are no 
more reasonable than the objections 
urged by the same classes ân the past 
to the introduction of labor-saving 
machinery, which, as we all know, had 
no effect to degrade the laborer, but, 
on the contrary, to make of him a 
better man than he was before,"— 
meaning thereby that the Chinese Will. 
simply do the menial labor which Am­
erican workmen do not take kindly to 
and will open wider and higher fields 
for native energy.

All this‘eulogy of the Chinese Is fol­
lowed by a statement of the necessity 
of propitiating China If America’s Far- 
Eastern trade would be saved and Is 
concluded by the request that the gov­
ernment "shall provide for the removal 
of the exacting conditions that now at­
tach to the entrance Into this country 
of their merchants, students and pro­
fessional men, for the absolute freedom 
of all Chinese residents of this coun­
try to visit their own land and return 
here, and for the admission during the 
next ten years of a number of male 
Chinese laborers that In any one year 
shall not exceed one-tenth of one per 
cent, of the population of this coun­
try." ,

The committee appointed by thé St. 
John Medical Society to go into the 
question of the proposed sanatorium 
for the treatment of consumptives 
have completed their investigations and 
will present their report to a meet­
ing of the society to be_ held this even­
ing, who will consider it, prior to its 
discussion at the twenty fifth annual 
meeting of the New Brunswick Medi­
cal Society, which commences at the 
council chambers tomorrow morning.

The report of the committee will, it is 
stated on thé highest authority, contain 
a strong recommendation in favor of 
establishing immediately a suitable 
sanatorium and will go Into details as 
to the best means of running it. Facts 
as to cost of building and equipping 
thoroughly the institution could also 
be submitted together with the esti­
mated cost of maintenance. The kind 
of situation and climate required for 
successful treatment will be indicated, 
but the exact location of the sanator­
ium will be left to the members of the 
New Brunswick society to decide upon.

The St. John committee in the course 
of its duties, have spared no efforts to 
get at the best and most reliable In­
formation and every sanatorium in 
Great Britain, American and Canada, 
of any note, have been communicated 
with, and their views and system of 
conducting their establishments have 
been obtained. The committee feel 
very grateful for the willing way in 
which this information has been given.

Ottawa will decide as to whether the 
responsibility for maintaining the in­
stitution will rest with the provincial 
or federal governments, or whether 
each will contribute to it.

It is expected that about seventy-five 
medical men will attend the conference- 
here tomorrow.
