LA
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Democrats Prefer Not fo Adopt
All His Government Owner-
ship ldeas But Will Form-
uiate a Different Policy.

CHICAGO, April. 20.—A despatch from
Omaha says: The Democratic National
platform of 1908, if Wm. Jennings Bryan
controls the convention, will not de-
mand ‘absolute government ownership
of railroads. - This was authoritatively
announced. yesterday by Jas. C. Hahl-
man, national . committeeman from
Nebraska. The statement is in the na-
ture of an official announcement for
the reason that Mr. Hahlman is in close
touch with Mr. Bryan and recently has
been in conference with him over the
plans and policies of the forthcoming
campaign. From the same source it is
stated that the tariff will be a dominant
feature of the platform. Mr. Dahlman
says the prominent planks in Mr.
Bryan’s declaration of principles will
concern trusts, the tariff, state regula-
tion* and money. The railroad owner-
ship plank, of course, will be conspicu-
ous by its absence. Constitutional
guarantees will have a strong endorse-
ment and the acceptance of campaign
contributions from trusts and large cor-
porations will receive severe condemna-
tion. The platform will define the
necessity for and proper use of money
contributed for running the campaign.
Usurpation of power by the president
will be as trong point and the conven-
tion will be asked to censure President
Roosevelt in that respect as well as in
accepting campaign funds from trusts.
Governmental economy will receive the
usual attention and a halt will be de-
manded in naval extensions. It will be
declared that the vast sums spent on
armament may be much better employ~
ed in irrigation of the plains of .the
west. Development of river navigation
is to be endorsed. Election of senators
by direct vote of the people, reformation
of civil service rules and a strong
foreign policy, will be strongly pro-
claimed and pledged. No concessions
of any sort are to be made to the Popu-
lists beyond a general invitation direct-
ed to all classes to join forces with the
Demberatic party in an effort to enforce
the principles proclaimed and demand-
ed in the Democratic faith.

Soldiers or Sailors May be Excluded From
Dance Halls Just the Same as
Anyone Else,

PROVIDENCE, April 20—Chief Yeo-
man Fred Buensele, who was barred
from a dance hall, because, as he
claimed, he was wearing the uniform
‘of the, United. States navy, can recover
at' law only the price of his admission
ticket, according to a decision handed
down today, in the Superior Court.
Judge Sweetland, who wrote the deci-
sion, rules that Buensele is in no dif-
ferent position legally than one who
was not in evening diess, or for any
reason that may have been the whim
of the defendant. In other words, the
judge said, the proprietors of a place
of amusement are not under any oOb-
ligations to admit any person whom
they may choose to exclude, Later suit
was brought against the Newport
Amusement Association, proprietors of
a dancing pavilion at Newport, from
which Buensele was excluded last Sep-
tember because he was wearing a nav-
al uniform, The magistrate tendered to
him the 25 cents he had paid for his
ticket but Buensele immediately
brought suit for damages. He was giv-
en financial support by officers station-
ed at Newport and President Roosevelt
sent a check to help defray the expen-

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Barker's Grocery on Princess

It was discovered this morning that
crooks:- managed a couple of successful
breaks: last night or early this morn-
ing, and in each case the use of a
jimmy came in for effecting an en-
trance.

The places broken into were Barker's
white-stoge on Princess street and Geo.
E. Price's branch drug store on the
corner - of Union and St. Patrick
-streets. In both cases the breaks were
not discovered until the clerks of the
stores o6pened up for business this
morning.

At the Barker store the burglars had
easy access to the safe and used viol-
ence with the cash . register. They
must have been very much disappoint-
ed on findlng both empty. Entrance
to the Princoss street establishment
was made from the rear. A window
that has not been opened for years
was raised gnd the marks of a jimmy
or some smaller instrument are left on
the window sill. The rear of the
“White” store can be approached not
only from:an alley off Princess street
but from the stable yard off Hors-
field street.. After the large window
had been raised the bar on the rear
door was open and the keys to the
¢t flour that wera propped against it
were removed. The safe and cash re-
gister are near the front of the store
in the cashier’s office. The outer safe
donor was open and the keys to the
innner door and apartments are left
in the safe.” These were used and find-
ing nothing of value in the safe the
burglars left thé®keys on-top of the
safe, where they‘eould be easily found.

The cash register is on a shelf and
is only.used by the clerks, who ring
up their sales, and for this reason the
cash drawer i3 empty and locked.
Finding that the drawer was Incked
the register, which weighs 125 pounds,
was carried through the shop and out
into the back yard, where the drawer
was pried open, and finding it empty,
like the safe, it was left in the yard.

The only other things disturbed were
two pound boxes of chocolates that had
been taken from the front window.
These were left on a shelf near where
the safe is situated.

TWO BOLD BURGLARIES
IN THE CITY LAST NIGHT

Street, and George E. Price’s

Brangh Drug Sore Entered—$15 Stolen from the
 Latter Place—Two Men Did the Work

Mr. ;Barker, who lives across the
street from the store, thinks that the
break was somewhere about three
o'clock this morning, for at that time
he was about the house with a lamp
and he thinks that this caused the
crooks to make a hurried departure,
leaving the candy near the safe. The
cash register was not altogether put
out of commission, for when a Star re-
porter visited the store this morning
it was back in its old place and
being used by ‘the clerks in
the usual way. Mr. Barker says
that he does not think anything was
stolen, and that the thieves were only
after some money which they did not
get.

The robbery in Geo. BE. Price’s drug
store was a bolder one and more pro-
fitable than that in the White store.
The entrance was made from Uniog
street, A large window next to the
store door which was thought to have
been securcly nailed down, was forced
up and from the marks on the window
sill it looks as if the same instrument
that was used in the White store break
was used on the druggist’'s window.
Once the thieves entered the store, a
sale was rung up on the register and
an envelope containing $15 was stolen.
A few packages of cigarettes were also
removed but nothing else was disturb-
ed.

The robbery was conducted by two
men, one taller than the other. It was
about two o’clock and.a%ady who lives
near the store was awakened by the
noise they made. She raised her win-
dow and looking out saw a man stand-
ing on the' side walk. He said “Hurry
up,” and his companion came out
through the window and the two has-
tened away in the darkness. The lady
could not discern the features of the
crooks for at the time the moon was
clouded over and the street was quite
dark.

Messrs. Barker and Price have both
reported the matter to headquarters
and the police are working on the cases
although no information regarding the
breaks could be obtained from them
this morning,

MAGGIE IS BACK IN TIME
FOR SPRING HOUSEGLEANING

Summens Issued for D. R. Jack — Boys
Agaln in Court Contrary b
Magistrate’s Orders,

In the police court this morning
Samuel McAuley of the West End was
charged with drunkenness. Sergt.
Ross .informed the court that Mec-
Auley spent nearly all of his earnings
in liquor, and his father complained
of him not paying any board. The
prisoner was sent to jail for a month
in default of paying $8.

Margaret Sullivan is back in jail
again and just in time to help with
the spring house cleaning. She was
fined $8 or two months for drunken-
ness and $8 or two months more for
taking the name of God in vain.

Michael Donelly was charged with
refusing duty on board the steamer
Manchester Trader and pleaded not
guilty. The captain of the ship said
that Donelly refused to go to
work this morning and was about to
leave the ship when he was arrested.
It is said that a couple of other men
have deserted the ship. Donelly was
remanded to jail and the case will be
heard on Monday.

A couple of small boys were in court
and unnoticed by the magistrate until
after the prisoners had been dealt
with. His honor said that it seems
useless for him to repeatedly request
that small boys be, kept out of court
during the trials of older people, that
their presence in court was an object
lesson that they should not be permit-
ted to learn.

James Mabce, aged 15 years, was
charged by I. C. R. Policeman Collins
with stealing coal from the I. C. R. The
boy explained that while on his way
from the York Cotton Mill to his home
on Celebration street he crossed the
tracks and the foreman of the coal shed
told him he could pick up the coal un-
der the trestle, He was allowed to g0
and the policeman was instructed to
inquire into the matter and tell the
L shed foreman that no matter how good
natured he felt he was not to allow
boys to pick up coal as he might be
the cause of having the boys sent to
the home for four years.

Fred Simmons, a C. P. R. Telegraph
messenger, was reported for riding a
bicycle on the side walk. He was al-
lowed to go with a warning that per-
sons must not ride on the walk. He said

there was a man- who persists in rid-

ing on the side walk and he might take
warning as well as the boys. The
magistrate also said there were two
very impertinent messenger boys who
had been reported to him and that they
had better mend théir ways.

He spoke for some time on the act
that provides for streets and side walks
being kept clean, He said the police
should be sharp and report persons
who threw fruit, paper, etc.,, on the
street and if commenced early the city
should soon be in a neat condition. It
was much better that this be attended
to than bringing drunks into jail.

D. Russell Jack’s name was called
out three times by the court sergeant
but there was no response so the magis-
trate ordered that a summons be is-
sued for him. Mr. Jack was notified
yesterday to appear in court on the
charge of obstructing the Union street
sidewalk with a large number of empty
barrels.

Shore Line Insists
Nut_ Violated

As a result of the charges mage by
the St. John Icé Company that the

New Brunswick Southern Railway
Company was hauling ice for the Un-
ion Ice Company at a rate less than the
tariff rate for hauling such ice, George
Brown, chief clerk of the traffic depart-
ment of the Railway Commission, held
an investigation into these charges this
morning and the evidence of P. W.
Wetmore of the railway and Mr. Seely
of the St. John Ice Co., was taken.,

Mr. Wetmore showed that he was a
greatly titled person as he is general
freight and passenger agent, account-
ant and auditor of the New Brunswick
Railway Company, besides doing some
other auditing and being in with Col.
McLean in the fire insurance business.
Mr. Wetmore said that there never had
been any discrimination against the St.
John Ice Company, that Mr. Seely had
come to him and that he had offered
Mr. Seely the same rate as Mr, Scully
was getting.

Col. McLean—*“Was MTr,
name mentioned?”’

Mr, Wetmore—*“Yes, it was,

The witness in his evidence also
showed that during the past year the
New Brunswick Southern had had a
deficit of $40,000.

J. D. Seely, the president of ‘the St.
John Ice Company, was the next wit-
ness called. He stated that the ice
company was a joint stock company
with James Jack as secretary; L. G.
Crosby, vice president; James V.
Russell, James H. Doody, D. J. Purdy
and W. H. Purdy as a board of direc-
tors, Mr. Seely stated that Lily Lake
furnished all the ice used by his com-
pany. His company, however, have
eutting rights on several other lakes
leased -to them by the Park Association,
For these lakes they pay a yearly ren-
tal of $750. His company -also have
leases of Robertson, Crystal and Cres-
cent lakes. ;

“Did. any person ever cut in these
lakes besidés the St.'John Ice Com-
pany?* : .

“Yes, Mr, Law did, previous to 1900.”

“Did you get the leases of these lakes
to prevent Mr. Law from getting ice out
of them?

“No, we acquired these lakes when we
bought Mr. Law out in 1900.”

“Did you buy Mr. Law out so that
he would not be a competitor of the St.
John Ice Company?”’

‘Mr, Seely, “I was strongly opposed to
buying Mr. Law out.”

A man by the name of Walsh is still
‘a. competitor of the St. John Ice Com-
pany. The witness was of the opinion
that Walsh did not do very much busi-
ness. Had the weather conditions con-
tinued favorable in the United States
the St. John Ice Company would have
sent ice to the United States, had they
known that there was a sixteen cent per
ton rate for company ice over the N.
B. Southern. Mr. Seely said that when
he went down and tried to buy out the
output of the ice of Mr. Scully that he
was acting on his own behalf. ‘“If Mr.
Scully did not get a cheap rate he would
-not be able to put the ice in as cheap
as we could as Mr. Scully could not
make a profit of $1.25 per ton.”

Col, McLean—*"Do you not know that
for three years Mr. Scully was getting
the four dollar rate?”

“No, but I suspected there was some
crooked work.”

Col. McLean—"“Well if you suspected
that there was crooked work among the
officials of the railway why did you not
come and report the same to me, as you
knew that I was the head of the Shore
Line Railway in this city?”

“I thought you were in the same
boat.”

Dr. Macrae to Col. McLean—You were
not like Caesar’'s. wife.”

Col. McLean—*“When you first learned
of what you say is crooked work and
you: would not complain to me that
there was any wrong why did you not
enter a complaint to Russell Sage the
head of the road?”

“I heard you say the other day that
there was no use séeing Sage as you
could not get anything out of him.”

Col, McLean—“That is absolute non-
sense, for how could you sce Russel
Sage. He is dead, and you surely must
know that he is dead. As a matter of
fact, Mr. Seely, did you not know what
the New Brunswick Southern was
charging Mr. Scully and was it not
brought up before a meeting of the di-
rectors of the St. John Ice Company?”

“I don’t know.”

Col. McL2an—“You never know any-
thing.” '

In concluding his evidence Mr. Seely
said that the St. John Ice Company had
never tried to buy out Mr. Scully and
furthermore they would not buy him
out,

Wm. E. Scully was the next witness.
He said that he was sole proprietor of
the Union Ice Company. He had been
in the ice business since 1902. “During
the season of 1905 I would say that
there would be about 2500 tons of ice
cut by my company. In 1906 my busin-
ess increased to about 3,000 tons.” The
witness then showed how the four dol-
lar rate originated and claimed that it
had been in vogue for years, and he
further stated that for 20 years past all
cars were billed at 20,000 pounds. He
said that the St. John Ice Company
had on different occasions tried to buy
him out and they had also threatened
him that if he did not sell out they

A PERMANENT COUNGIL

The American settlements at Ermita
and Malate escaped through the hard
work of the firemen assisted by soldiers
and citizens. The flames, fanned by
heavy gale, swept an area of 100 acres
clean within two hours and destroyed
the homes of one hundred residents and
ten thousand natives.

QUEENSTOWN DOES NOT WANT
T0 LOSE WHITE STAR LINERS

Unrest: .in Ireland s on the Increase — The Progress of
Educatlon Strikingiy Set Forth by-John Burns----Nationa

DUBLIN, April 20.—Unrest in Ire-
land is believed to be increasing. BY

n'ade the other Sunday at the Ardagh
Roman Catholic Chapel near Ballina,
Co. Mayo, against a farmer named
Patrick Keane.

Keane and other farmers recently
took portions of Crannagh Farm
against the wishes of the United Irish
League and since then the hostility
towards him has been growing. Mat-
ters reached a climax on the Sunday in
question when Keane and,a number of
his friends were met at the chapel
gates by a large crowd of people who
refused to permit them to pass into
the building to attend services.

“No grabbers here!” and “Away
with them!” the crowd shouted and
Keane and his friends were forced to

seek safety. They were pursued but
were not overtaken.
Resolutions have been passed by

meetings of the United Irish Leagues

“held throughout Nerth Mayo calling on

shopkeepers and othersnot to supply
the ‘“grabbers” with goods of any de-
scription.

As a result of these tactics many
of the farmers have been unable to
enter upon the farms for which they
are paying rent.

Recent celebrations at Stewartstown,
Co.. Tyrone, culminated in serious
riots.

SUPREME COURT

FREDERICTON, N. B, April 19. —

The court met again at 3 o’clock,
when the following judgments were
delivered: ¥

Milmore v. the Town of Woodstock—
The Chief Justice read the unanimous
decision of the court refusing the ap-
plication for a new trial.

Moran v. Oregan—Judgment for the
plaintiff on demurrage, Judge Haning-
ton 'assenting. Southwest Miramichi
Log ' Driving Co. v. Lynch—In trial
below verdict was awarded Lynch, the
plaintiff below, with leave reserved to
the company to move for verdict, and
also to Lynch to increase verdict. Both
parties moved for rules accordingly,
and both cases were argued together.
The court was unanimous in decision
that a new trial be refused, and as to
increasing the verdict, Landry and
Hanington held verdict should be in-
creased by the amount claimed, $1,100.
Chief Justice, Barker and McLeod con-
tra. Decision of the court is, both
rules refused and that the verdiet of
the court below stands.

Loggie v. Montgomery—Appeal dis-
missed with costs.

Furlotte v. Lapoint—Judge McLeod
is advised to make order for speedy
judgment.

Green v. Stark—Appeal allowed with
costs and new trial granted.

Clark v. Murray—Appeal dismissed
with costs.

Prek v. Robinson—Appeal dlsmissed
with costs. This concluded the jude-
ments

ward, Mr. Chalten, on behalf of the
plaintiff’s solicitor, W. B. Chandler,

moved that the appeal in this case
taken by the defendant not having been
set down for argument be dismissed
with cost; granted as moved.

THE SCOTTISH COURTS DEAL WITH

A MURDERER SUPPOSED TO BE INSANE.

The Trial Ordered to Proceed, and the Grown
Submitted 'Evidence Which Resulted in a Ver-
dict of Insanity and the Sentencing of the
Prisoner to an Asylum --- Inferesting Military

Operations.

GLASGOW, April 20—Visitors to the
Highlands during June this year should
find additional interest in the romantic
country around Blair Atholl and the
pass of Killicrankie.

The manoceuvres will be watched
with special interest in Glasgow owing
to the inclusion of volunteer artillery
in the scheme.

Artillery who are now classed as fleld
artillery, have been selected to work
with the Royal Field Artillery. They
are to furnish two batteries of four
guns each. Forty-eight horse will be
attached to these batteries which will
be - accompanied by two ammunition
wagons with four horse. teams, two
transport wagons, and the staff trans-
port.

The Scottish education department
has taken the first step in a policy of
collaborating with teachers and man-
agers in drawing up courses of in-
struction by issuing a memorandum on
the teaching of English, the first of a
series intended to deal with various
school subjects. Something of the
same kind had already been done by
the board of education by means of a
very useful manual of suggestions for
the consideration of teachers and
others concerned in the work of public
elementary schools. The department
disclaims any idea of departing from
what is now its established policy by
laying down a rigid prescription of
work and methods; it aims rather at
putting within the reach of all con-
cerned the opinions and experiences,
the ideals and aspirations of teachers
of repute.

The Old Cummock poisoning case has
been one of exceptional interest. The
accused was charged with the murder
of a lady by the transmission through
the post of poisoned shortbread address-
ed to his wife's uncle, with the result
that the lady, an inmate-of the uncle’s
home partaking of what appeared to be
a friendly gift died suddenly. It was
indisputable that her death was due to
poisoning by strychnine. The accused
pleaded not guilty. In the course of
their investigations the crown ascer-
tained that the accused had been sub-
ject to epileptic seizures over a long
series of years. The crown had him
examined by experts of high standing
in mental disease. They pronounced
him to be insane and unfit to plead.
Thereupon the crown considered that

the high court should be put in posses=/{

sion of this information in bar of fur-
ther proceedings. After conculting
specially with four other judges the
lord justice general directed the trial to
proceed. It was apparently a safe judg-
ment in view of the strenuous opposi-
tion of the prisoner. The trial did pro-
ceed and during its course the crown
brought prominently under the notice of
the jury many peculiar incidents in the
history of the deceased together with
the evidence of distinguished alienists.
All apparently pointed to the conclu-
sion that the accused was insane as the
result of chronic epilepsy. The defenee
characterized the procedure of the
crown as an innovation and a serious
invasion of the liberty of the subject.
It was claimed that it was startling
that any one should be liable to arrest
on a criminal charge and without his
guilt being affirmed or negatived be
liable by order of-a criminal court to
confinement as a lunatic. Some of the
most eminent attorneys of Scotland
have, however, declared the precedure
to be eminently humane. Apparently
the view of the defence was that so
soon as the crown was satisfied of the
prisoner insanity he should have been
released upon the other charge. That
could not be consistent, however, it was
pointed out, with the duty of the ¢crown

to the public. Above all as Lord Dune-
din pointed out it was incumbent under
the Lunacy Acts upon a jury before
whom any accused was being tried to
inquire into his insanity whenever the
issue was raised deliberately, either by
the rosecution or the defence. Under
the prosecution or the defence. Under
the jury found thep risoner insane and
acordingly their functions ended. Sev-
eral lawyers have since drawn interest-
ing parallels of procedure between this
case and the famous Thaw case in the
city of New York.

The Glasgow corporation sub-com-

The
power house is now running with
coal dust and with the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway compelled to use that
kind of fuel in their power house they
will likely shut off the city’s supply.

TORONTO, April 20.—~D. B. Hannay,
of the Canadian Northern, says that
for 1907 the company has placed or-
ders for 120 new engines, 1,500 box
cars, 200 stock cars, 200 dump cars, 200
flat cars, 50 steel oar cars, 25 cabooses,
4 snow plows, 20 refrigerator cars, 20
express and mail cars and 80 passen-
ger coaches.

Morgan today reached the age of three-
score-and-ten, and rounded out a half
century in the banking business.

During the last three years Mr. Mor-
gan has been devoting more attention
to art than to finance. He is now in
Europe, and it is understood that be-
fore he returns he will haye arranged
for several notable additions to the
great art collections that now fill his
private galleries in this city and in his
London home,

Though Mr. Morgan is still hale and
hearty, and hopes to live many years
more, he recognizes that he has reached

‘the time in life when he must round out

his business affairs and put them in
such condition ‘that his large interests
would not suffer were he suddenly to
die. To this end he has been gradually
turning over the cares of business to
his son and his partners.

IN OPERATING HIS FACTORY

William s Working Up Qlile a Business For One of His
Boys—German Comment on Britain's Naval Policy—

The. Gongo Development.

BERLIN, April 20.—Great interest is

-} being taken here over the report from

Brussels concerning the exploiting of
the Congo by American syndicates.
Some of the delegates of the great New
York bankers who have lately received
large concessions in the Congo State
have just paid mysterious visits to
Berlin, and the announcement is made
here of the appointment of the well-
known African explorer, Mr. Dossey
Mohun to lead the large expedition
now on its way to the Congo, the ex-
pedition being sent out by the Com-
pagnie Internationale Forestiere et
Miniere du Congo, in which Messrs.
Guggenheim and Ryan, of New York,
hold a large part of the shares. The
object is to determine the mineral
values existing in the Congo. Mr.
Mohun is an African explqrer of great
experience and he is being accompan-
fed in his expedition by some of the
most expert prospectors and geolo-
gists of the United States:

The “Deutsch Zeitung” says during
the course of an interesting story re-
garding the movements of the British
Admiralty:—

«“The belief is general in German
naval circles that unfavorable reports
are being spread from England re-
garding the battleship Dreadnought
with the  deliberate -intention of mis-
leading foreign Admiralties. Not only
i{s the British Admiralty satisfied with
the Dreadnought but it is already ar-
ranging for battleships of still greater
dimensions to be laid down.”

After publishing the above statement
the Zeitung adds the further informa-
tion that in the circles above mention-
ed it is generally understood that ‘not
only Germany’s new line of battleships
but also her new large cruisers will
have a displacement of 19,000 tons,
anr each be equipped with sixteen 28-
centimetre guns in eight double tow-
ers.”

The “Deutsche Zeitung continues:—
“Attempts will probably be made in
England to construe such progress in-
to fresh menace to peace. All we do,
however, is by profiting from the ex-
perience of foreign nations to follow
the path of other powers, and while
doing our best with the means at our
disposal to bring our navy qualitively
on a level with others, we still remain
far behind England and France in re-
spect to the number of line battle-
ships.”

The Kaiser's industry in making
at Cadinen, has excited some amuse-
ment, but it is probable that the aver-
age German is proud that the monarch
has shown sound business sense though
naturally some of those in the indus-
tries into which the Kaiser has enter-
ed do not quite like the competition.
Cadinen. by the way is a handsome
property worth $2,000,000 left to the
Kaiser by one of his admirers, a
wealthy Holsteiner who has no direct
heirs. There was some criticism ex-
pressed at the time even becaude the
Kaiser accepted the gift, but the royal
house of Prussia is none too wealthy,
and has many claims on it. The Kaiser
has six sons to provide for and Cad-
inen has possibilities in it, for one
of them, The Kromzliche Palais has
of course been handed over to the
Crown Prince, Prince Eitel Franz has
been given the Cabinet House at Pot-
sdam, and Prince August Wilhelm is
to be given the castle at Stettin. But
there are still more sons to be provided
for and the little Princess Victoria will
also expect a residence as part of her
dowry. However, it should be remem-
bered that there are limits to the num-
ber of castles and palaces at the Em-
peror’s disposal. He himself makes
constant use of four: the Neues Pal-
ais in Potsdam, (his favorite residence)
the royal castle in Bedlin, Chateau
d’Urville in Alsace and the castle of
Wilhelmholhe near Cassel. Then of
course he has Reminten and Hubertso-
tock, but these are mere shooting box-
es and are used only during the shoot-
ing season, though the former is al-
most palatial in extent.

Many of the palaces are simply his-
torical piles little suited for habitation
such as the old palace at Potsdam and
the palace at Konigsberg, the corona-
tion palace of Prussian Kings. The
palace of Charlottenburg could easily
be adapted for residence (the Kaiser
Freidrich lived there for a few weeks
during his hundred days reign) but it
is too vast for a mere Prince. Kiel cas-
tle is always given to the Royal Prince
commanding the fleet, and it is at
present in possession of Prince Henry,
the Kaiser’s brother, It will probably
be the future residence of Prince Ad-
elbert, the Kaiser’s sailor son. The only
two suitable residences are the castle
at Wiesbaden, a handsome moderniz-
ed residence and the castle at Cadi-
nen.

The people of Cadinen have reason
to be thankful that the former owner
left it to the Kaiser, for he takes the
greatest interest in its welfare. The
porcelain factory is a case in point.Cad-
inen ware has existed for a couple of
centuries and resembles the percelain
of Delft. But in recent times its de-
sign has become of astonishing ugli-
ness. The Kaiser some years ago took
the matter in hand and invested $100,-
000 in the business. He himself designed
a number of pieces of ware and got
well known artists so provide others.

Theé first practical use ever made of
aluminum was in fitting a cap on the
peak of the Washington monument in
1884.

PERMANENT IMPERIAL BUREAU
MAY BE OUTCOME OF CONFERENCE.

LONDON, April 19.—The colonial min-

isters are resting from the conference
and as far as possible from social func-
tions today. The matter that is occa-
sioning the greatest concern at the mo-
ment in talk among themselves is the
fact thgt the public here and in the
colonies upon whose judgment each one
of them is dependent are being kept in
the dark as to the vital points in the
conference debates. Some Unionist
journals declare that the Imperial gov-
ernment finds the blunt speaking of
some of the delegates, notably Messrs.
Deakin, Ward and Jameson so har-
assing that Lord Elgin, acting on the
instructions of Premier Campbell-Ban-
nerman, has put his foot down and de-
clares perempforﬂy that open discus-
sion is inimical to the best interests of
the gevernment here and of the Empire
as a whole. Sir Wilfrid Laurier is re-
ported as saying-that it matters very
little whether th‘e discusisons are open
to the public or not. Imperial prefer-
ence is of course the British ministry’s
greatest difficulty.

A Permanént Counci!

Respecting perpetuation of the col-
onial conference. it is understood thak
Sir Wilfrid Laurier's refusal to assent
to a representative permanent council
or commission is likely to lead to a
compromise. Lord Elgin’s proposal, it
is understood, is that a new permanent
department be created, presumably at
the colonial office, to carry on the work
between the conferences, which will be
held every four years. Sir Wilfrid Lau-
yier is not inelined to. resist this sug-
gestion, knowing full well that the
really effective contact between the
Canadian and Imperial governments
will be maintained, as now, through
the confidential diplomatic medium of
the high commissioner. It is more
than probable that as an ultimate out-
come of. present discussions- the High
Commissioner’s office in JLonden of
each colony will bé¢'made a department
of the government’vf its own colony,
the high commis§ivher himself beinga
methber of hi# -dith government. and
being also in the King’s privy council
here, as Sir Charles Tupper was dur-
ing a part of his High Commissioner-
ship. This suggestion is naturally the
outcome of present practice and dis-

poses of the Imperial Couneil idea
which Sir Wilfrid Laurier thinks
risks interférence with colonial
autonomy.

Hon. L. P. Brodeur, interviewed re-
specting the terms of the resolution on
the Imperial council, cabled by the
Canadian Associated Press last night,
admitted that the ecable was not alto-
gether .incorrect. It is stated that
Lord Elgin submitted a resolution at a
meeting ' of the cabinet today. The
final draft will be decided by the per-
miers tomorrow. Sir Arthur Bigsgs, a
prominent Liberal, speaking to the C.
A. P, said: ‘“What & row there could
be if at any Liberal functjon our
guests dined secated on carpet made
in the form of a faithful representa-
tion of the Union . Jack. as did the
guests who dined at the 1900 Club last
night.”

Pilgrims Banquet Premiers

(Associated Press.)

LONDON, April 19.—Field Marshal
Lord Roberts presided at a bapquet
given this evening at Claridges by the
Pilgrims’ Society in honor of the vari-
ous colonial prime ministers who are
at present in London to také part in
the colonial conferences. It was the
most brilliant of the honors accorded
the visiting premiers since their arrival
in this city. i

The members of the society and their
guests numbered 330; twice that num-
ber would have attended, but many ap-
plications were refused because of the
lack of accommodations.

At the same table with Lord Rob-
erts sat Whitelaw Reid, the ambassa-
dor of the United States, Sir Frederick
Grey, the foreign secretary; Lord
Strathcona, the Canadian high com-
missioner; Alfred Deakin, the premier
of Australia, and the Duke of Devon-
shire.

The government was represented by
a majority of the members of the cab-
inet and in' addition many of the most
prominent men at the bar, in the
church and in the commercial world
sat down at the tables. The Duke of
Argyl, Austin Chamberlain, Winston
Spencer Churchill, Lord Fairfax, Lord
Fitzmaurice, Rider Hagagrd, Lord Kin-
raird, Archdeacon Sinclair, the Duke
of Sutherland, Field Marshal Sir Geo.
White, General Methuen, General
Nicholson and Harry E. Brittain were
among those present. Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier, the Premier of Canada; General
Louis Botha, Premier of "the Traunsvaal,
and Dr. Jameéson, Premier of Cape Col-

Premier Deakin Predicts War

The most striking addresses were de-
livered by Sir Edward Grey and Al-
fred Deakin. Sir Edward remarked
he feared the colonists found the col-
onial office'much farther from the col-
onies than the colonies were from the
colonial office. Mr, Deakin talked from
the shoulder and dealt with interna-
tional problems with straightforward
words that undoubtedly will make the
careful British diplomatists shudder.
He said it was a fact that the colonial
office was farther from the colonies
than the colcnies from the colonial of-
fice, and he emphasized the c¢laim that
the' colonies should be independent na-
tions. He spid it was ‘reassuring” to

come to London and talk with the gov- |4

ernnient face to face. He promised
{hat Australia next year would inaug-
urate a system whereby she would de-
fend herself in the event of war with-
out assistance from the mother coun-
try.

He emphasized the fact that the
problems of Australia were not the
problems of England, saying the me-
ther country had no Asiatic populations
as menacing rivals.

Then, referring obviously to the Ger-
man occupation of the New Hebrides,
the Premier of Australia said he wished
it to be noted that England had not
allowed a rival European nation to se-

the past century, the speaker said this
would happen in the next hundred
years.
