wright distinctly promised should be
carried to a cumpletion there, is still in
the air, voted out of the committee by
the direction of the prime minister
himself, and with his distinct promise
that the encquiry should be conducted
elsewhere. Now he is at liberty to
make as much investigation into other
matters as he pleases. But this is the
jmmecdiate subject 2nd the one in re-
gard ‘to which the government has
placed itself under deeper suspicion

-golleagues im the government voted
against the clause which Mr. Blair
asked the house* to support, but did
not support himself.

Sir Charles Tupper ' pointed out
these things, referring particularly to

The row famous bill for the .con-
struction of the Toronto-Coliingwood
railway -has passed its third readiag
and has witnessed two more changes
of hase cn the part of the minister of
railways. The career of Mr. Blair in
relation to this bill is like that of the
Romap emgperor who was called the
tennis ball of fortune. When the bill
xwas first in the house, Mr. Blair set
forth that the railway was an impor-
tant national enterprise and might be
required by the government as a link
in the chain of transportation. = He
therefore sgreed that provision should
be made for its expropriation by the
government. At the second meeting
he agreced to prepare a clause to pro-
vide for such expropriation. At the
third mceting he brought in his clause
and oppoesed it. At the fourth meeting
he opposed it. From the fifth he was
absent, and two other ministers ap-
peared to oppose expropriation on any
.terms. So the bill was reported. In
the committee of the whole all the
ministers cpposed the clause which
Mr. Blair had prepared.

Yesterday, Mr. Clarke, on the motion
for a third reading, moved the Blair
elause, with the paragraph to which
Blair chiefly objected struck out. This
clause provided for a return of the
subsidies in case the road should be
taken over. Mr. Blair then announced
that the amendment as corrected had
his approval, and he thought the house
should adopt it. Having so spoken, he
listened while IMr. Campbell, the pro-
moter of the company, and several
other government supporters denounc-
ed his view. Then he went away.
When ths vote was taken the Blair

The premzture celebration a few
days ago of the fall of Pretoria did not
.dampen the ardor of the citizens of St.

. John when news came last week that
Roberts had really entered the Doer
capital. There was a reeling of relief
that the strcnghold had been taken
without less of life, a feeling of joy
that the war was nearing a close, and
a feeling of deeper pride in the great
er:pire whose flag now floats over the
city from which so lately Kruger .is-
sued his edicts against the outlander.

‘A holiday was not proclaimed, bhut
the citizens soon showed that they
were in the mood for rejoicing. It
scemed as if everybody had been lay-
ing in a stock of flags for this event,
for before noon the streets, both busi-
ness and residential, seemed a mass
of \flutterirg banners. To attempt a
description of the decorations would
be too great a task. Public buildings,
stores, botels, private houses, delivery
wagons and private turnouts were pro-
fusely adoined with flags and bunt-
ing, and patriotic emblems were worn
by nearly everybody.

In the afternoon the streets pre-
sented an unusualy animated appear-
ance. There was no definite plan of
celebration, but the people were abroad
in thousands, admiring the handsome
decorations and exchanging congratu-
lations on the fall of Pretoria.

And sll day long many wera busy in
preparaiicn for last evening’s demon-
siration, wkich, considesing the very
brief time in which it was planned and
airanged for, was beyond guestion the
most imposing and creditable ever
seen in St. John. We shall have
greater, with more time for preparation
and: a whole day for the event, but
last evening’s splendid parade and
general turnout, the spontancous trib-
ute. of a loyal city, will long be re-
rembered Ly all who witnessed it

The Sun had the pleasure of an in-
terview yesterday with R. Rutherford
of London, England, a. member of the
firm of Wilkinson & Graviller, West
India merchants, L.ondon and Barba-
dos. The firm are owners of planta-
tions in Barbados, and they and their
predecessors have been interested in4
the sugar trade of that island since
early in the eighteenth century.

Mr. Rutherford, who left for Mont-
treal yesterday afternoon, has been in
the lower provinces partly on business
and -partly for pleasure, as he has rela-
tives in Nova Scotia.

Speaking of Barbados, he said to the
Sun that the island is' dependent on
the sugar industry, and any effort to
ideciire closer - trade relations with
Canada must take into consideration
the question of a market for sugar.
‘The people are very favoravly disposed
‘towar@d  Canada, but the business in-
terests cannot idgnore conditions at
present existing. Barbados must sell
sugar. She camnot sell it in England
because of the competition of bounty-
fed sugar from Germany and other
countries. Canada cannot yet take all
the sugar the West India islands pro-
.duce. : The United States, on the other
‘hand, places a heavy duty on beet
sugar, and thus gives the West India:
cane sugar an excellent market. Ger-
many grants a bounty of 25 shillings
rer ton on beet sugar for export, but
when that sugar reaches the United
States it has fo pay the ordinary duty
and 1s. 3d. per 112 1bs. more, which
countervails the bounty. England has
refused to. impose a countervailing
duty, and so the Germans and others
cut the West Indies out of the British
market.
.wovade or Demerara vrystals can be
sent te the mother country, and very
little of that is shipped. Mr. Ruther-
ford, who 4is a membeér of the West
India committee In TLondon, has very
_little hope that there will be any coun-
tervailing duties, but theére is some
talk of action that would lead to -an
agreement with- other countries ex-
cept France that would abolish their
bounties, and would meet the French
bounty system with total prohibition
of imports from that country.

Bat whatever may be ‘done to make
a better market in England for West
India sugar, Mr. Rutherford points
out that the nearness of the TUnited
States and Canada makes them the
most favoraple markets for the article.
The increase in the preferential
by Canada, he was informed, would
give the istanders almost as favorable
a market in Canada, as to duties, as
they now have in the States.

The situation is of course more com-
plicated by the fact that with Cuba,
Porto Rico and the Philippines loom-
ing up as souarces of American supply,
the British West Indi2s are likely at
no distant date to be shut-out of the
. 8. market. This of course leads
them tc look toward Canada. TFor the
present, however, the odds arz all in
favor of the United States, which of-
fers them far more favorable terms
than the mother country. Could Can-
ada take all the sugar, both business
interests and imperial sentiment would
turn te her. To such an outcome Mr.
Rutherford looks forward, but at the
present {ime :there seems mno other
course #o pursue than to take advan-
tage of the only available marlhet—
that of the United States.

Barbados, however, is really suffer-
ing loss at, present because of its ef-
forte to make better terms with the
United States. The island !cwered its
tarift to gain a recivrocal favor from
the rstates, but congress has not yet
ratified the’ pgreement. Meanwhile ‘the
revenue cf the island has been reduced
to the extent of the reduction in its
tariff.

Mr, Rutherford says that extensive
experiments are now being made tc
secure beiter grades of cane on the
plantations of Barbados. Botanigcal
steticns have been astablished, and the
imperial government has granted £17,-
000 for experimental purposes.

Mr. Rutherford hopes to see closer
relations between the West Indies and
Canada, and was glad to note that
the Bank of Nova Scotia had estab-
lished branchers in Jamazaica and Trin-
idad. It would greatly facilitate the
transa.ctiqn of business if better cable
communication were provided. 'There
is .now a cable from Halifax io Ber-
muda, Turk's .Island and = Jamaica,
and this shculd be extended to the
other islands and Demerara. The lat-
ter places have to use the cable via
Panama, Cuba and the United States.
The Island of St. Lucia has been made
a coaling station end is being fortified.
Yet its only cable connection with the
mother country is; via Cuba or Marti-
nique, thréugh ar American or French
channel. This condition, Mr. Ruthes-
ford points out, should'no longer exist.

¥ utreal Methodist Conference Cen -
' sures Hon Mr. Blair.

At a meeting of ¢he lay delegates of
the Montr=al conference of the Metho-
dist church held in the town of Gana-
noque, Qusbec, June 4th, 1900, the fol-
lowing resolutions were unanimously
carried : .

Moved by J. M. Oxley, Esq., Mont-~
real, seconded by G. N. Clarke, Esq.,
Clarenceville, Que., that—

Whereas, according to an official state-
ment made in the house of commons in
Canada by the hen, the minister of railways
and canals, in reply to an enquiry by Mr.
Taylor, member for the South Riding of the
county of Leeds, it appears that free passes
are gi\en on the I. C. R. as follows, viz.:
8 to R. C. bishops, 7 to bishops of the
Church of England, 1 to the general super-
intendent of the Methodist church, 1 to the
president of the \Iethodist c)ntetence of New
Brunswick, and 1 to the moderator of the
general assemhbly of the Presbyterian church:
and

Whereas, in the case of these 18 passes
the following ‘are bestowed on clergymen
who have no jurisdiction on the line of the
railroad, viz., the Archbishop of.Ontario, the
Bishop of Ottawa, the Bishop of Niagara,
a2nd the Right Rev. C. Guay, ‘‘retired;”’ and

Whereas, these favors are bestowed quite
cut of proportion to the relative numerical
strength of the different denominations con-
cerned: and

. Whereas, other important religious denom-
inations are aitogether overlooked in the
bestowal of such favors; and

‘Whereas, on behalf of the chairman of a
Methodist church- district in Quebee, whose
jurisdiction covers a large - area through
which the I. C. R. runs, request has been
recently made that if such favors be granted
he shoald rightly participate in them, and
this request has been refused by the Hon.
Andrew George Blau- minister of railways
and canals; and

i Whereas, ‘in this denominaﬁon there is a
manifest fictitious importance attaching to
the Episcopal title of office, such as is not
warranted by law or equity, and is contrary
to- the principle of equality of all religious
bodies in:iCanada in the eyes of the law; and
Whereas, the functions of a presbytery or
of a chairman of a Baptist or a Congrega-
tional Union are parallel ecclesiastically te
those of a bishop of the prelatical churches,
8o far as official duties are comcerned, and
no distinction should be tolerated in such
;matt:ers ‘in favor of certain ecclesiastical of-
ers, simply becanse of their Episcopal
titles, such 'as is manifestly illustrated in
¥he facts above citéd;
It is resolved, therefore:

1. Tkat in our opinion, whether the grant-
ing of such passes should be altogether aban-
doned, an alternative strongly favored by a
majority of the lay delegates here assem-
bled, or that passes should be impartially
glven to the chief ofiicers of all religious de-
nominations having ‘jurisdiction on the line
of the I. C. R., and require to travel on the
same in the dxscharge of their duties, irre-
spective of the ecclesia.stica.l titles by which
they are designat

2. That we recommend that the special
committee of this conference be instructed
to. press ihis proposal with energy until
Jjusticas be done in the premises:

3. That copies of these resolutions be sent

to the hon. minister of railways aad canals,
the moderdtor of the Pres ynod of
Montreal and Ottawa, the chairman of the
Baptist Union of Canada, and the chairman
of the Congregational Union of Ontario aud
Quebec, an a.lso glven to the press.

TREATMENT OF CONSUMPTIVES.

A desx)atch states that the board. of
health of Trenton, N. J., has adopted
an am&hdment to = th¢ health code,
placing.. consﬁmption in the same cate-
gory as small pox, diphtheria, yellow
fever and other contagious and infec-
tious diseases. The amendment pro-
vides fines and imprisonment for
physicians who fail to report cases of
consumption within thirty days after
they so diagnose them.

The Ontario Medical  Association
last week reaﬁ‘xrmed its declaration of
the previous year that the treatment
of - consumption in sanatoria has
proved superior to anything that could
 be done in hospitals. The association
further declares that cases which are
in too advanced a stage for treatment
in a sanatdrium should be rigidly iso-
lated. It is further held ' that the
. maintenance of the tuberculous poor
should in the:general interest be a
charge upon legislatures, municipal
corporations, and philanthropic organ-
izations. The association emphatically
vrges “tRat the present is an opportune
time for the dominion and provincial
legislatures, provincial ‘and local
boards of health, combining with
medical men and others to determine
what are the best situations, condi-.
tions, and methods for carrying -out
the ideas of the separate housing, care,
‘and treatment of tuberculosis, espeti-
ally of. the poor.” The Ontario legis-
Vlature has passed an act. respecting
municipal sanatoria for consumptives,
and ‘this.is welcomed as affording a
‘practical means for combating and

lessening the ravages of the disease in
that province

HAMPTON,; Kings Cos; June 6.—Yes-
terday, on the receipt of the news of
the 'fall of Pretoria, the same demon-
strations of enthusiastic loyalty and
rejoicings which characterized the
relief of Ladysmith and Mafeking, the
Queen’s birthday, and the premature
statement that the Transvaal capital
was in possession of the British forces,
were repeated by the people of the
shire town of Kings.

But
when it became known that Lerd Reb-
erts had informed the war office of his
intention to make his formal entry
intp Pretoria at 2 p. m. (Cape Colony
time), there was no further delay in
accepting the statement as the verit-
able truth. Men, women and children
donned their badges, miniature flags,
parti-colored ribbons, and any and
every emblemy which would manifest
their delight - and satisfaction. The
teams employed at hauling from the
mills and about the station were also

decked out with flags and colors,
while the mill and factory whistles,
and church bell vied with the scream-
ing and tooting trains as they came
and went all day long. While work
was not suspended, there were not
wanting indications that the evening
would not be allowed to pass without
some signal display of the patriotism
of the people, and shortly after six
o’clock the gathering crowds gave
token of what was to follow.

- He suggested . that the ecommission
should not only inquire into the ‘con-
duct of persons accused of manipulat-
ing ‘ballots, but should enquire as to
who engaged them to do this work and
from what source they got their pay.
Sir Charles also quotzd Edward Blake
to show that such an investigation as
this could not be made effective with-
out a clause indemnifying witnesses
frem: prosecution. He also asked that
proper provision be made for the pay-
ment of witnesses and their mainten-
ance: .He prupoced that the two coun-
sel employed should be 50 select2d that
the opposition party would be able to
give assistance to the enquiry. In view
of the doubts e¢xpresced whether votera
can testify as to how they voted, and
in view of the impocrtance of such
testimony In 2n enquiry like this, Sir
Charles hoped that the commisgion
would be empowered to hear such evi-
.dence. He would also propose that
the evicdence taken before the privi-
eges committee be placed at the dis-
posal of the commissioners. Then he
would suggest that as the West Huron
and Brockville elections enguiry had
begun gnd had made some progress,
and as tkis commission grew out of
these electicrs, these should be the
first elections investigated.
