It is the intention
of the government to proceed with the
erection of an pgntirely new bridge,
but. before doing so the gquestion of
combining facilities for a railway,
street. rallway and passenger traffic
will be considered. In the event of
this not being found feasible it is un-
derstood that the new bridge will be
constructed for highway and street
railway purposes. It will be located
close to the site off the present sus-
pension bridge.

Three, four and five
year old trees uupruned since plant-
ing, will produce a 16t of small branch-
o8 in thelr tre and at the base of
the main 1 Such .growth is un-
dersized and of no use to the tree
later, but it is detrimental in that it
uses up nourlshment and thus pre-
vents the eptimum growth of the per-
manent Hmbs. Such growth should
not be allowed to develop and is best
removed in June by rubbing off the
ghoots, In fact, light pruning of this
nature may be safely dome at any
time of the year, and if done when
the need for it is first observed a

saving to the tree is effected. Re-
move the superfluous, broken and
cross limbs, Select two or three limbs
for each main branch of the tree
and cut these back one third of their
growth.

Artificial Supports.

For the first three
ing weak crotches may
ened by connmecting two or three
limbs together as the case may be
by tying twine in a circular belt
around the lmbs. This gives room
for each limb 'to expand in growth,
does not interfere with the sap flow
and maintsing their correct position.
A soft spun ply tarred manilia
or hemp twine answers the purpese
as it will last abeut three and four
years, The branches will then be
large enough for the substitution of
screw eyes and wire; small screéw
eyes about %-inch long are screwed
into the inside surface of the limbs,
and these are then connected to
géther with wire, a 12-inch galvaniz-
ed wire being best. In time the
wood growth will cover up the screw
eye and only the wire will protrude
from the limb. Where three or more
limbs are to be jomed together In
this manner the wires are fastened
to & small ring in the middle. Wires
put in neatly and carefully will hold
weak crotches together for years
even under heavy strain and large
creps. This method is certainly more
satisfactory. safer and more econom-
fcal than that of temporarily tyving
trees together and propping up limbs
in time of huryvest,

Injury from Vermin,

Precautions mugt be taken to pre
vent “injury from mice, rabbits, etc
Many fallures in apple growing here
and elsewhere are caused by these
pests and a large annual toll in the
form of dead trees is annually exact-
ed by them. As far as possible crops

hatboring or  aftracting such pests
should be avolded and the accumula
tion of litter trash, weeds, long grass;
etc, which furnish suitable winter
quarters for these animals, prevented. |
Mice work under the snow and dam
age from them may be prevented by
tramping the snow solid round the
trees after the snow first falls. {
This method of protection is how-|
ever somewhat dependent on the
weather. The cheapest and safest pro-|

tection is secured by wrapping thej
trunk eylinder fashion with paper,|
wood veneer or some such material

Good strong bullding paper, as light
ag possible in color gives good satis

faction. This may be placed round
the trees in the fall, not tightly, bu

leaving an inch or so of space be

tween the inside of the paper and the
bark of the tree. The soil should
then be mounded up around the bot-
tom of the paper to a height of six|
inches or so. Veneer tree protectors

made of thin material one-half inch
thick, eight inches wide, twenty-four
