RUSSIANS ADMIT VICTORY AT CRACOW.

Some days must elapse before this battie, which promises to prove
the most decisive of the war, is concluded. So far, all that is definite-
ly known is that the German advance has been brought to a standstill.
Some of the German troops have been partly or wholly surrounded, but
they are still fighting stubbornly to break their way through the Rus-
sian lines apparently to the northward, where they hope to join rein-
forcements sent from Thorn.

In the battle before Cracow, the Russians do claim decisive suc-
cess. During the last week they took 30,000 Austrian and German pri-
soners in this region. This victory is taken in Petrograd to mean that
Cracow will not bar the Russian advance in Silesia from the south, but
that, with the Austrian army beaten, it will be necessary only to mask
the fortress.

In the western arena the Germans, although an occasiorial Infantry
attack seem at present content to bombard the allied * positions, but
with somewhat lighter guns than they have been using.

“I cannot speak too highly of the
services rendered by the Royal Artil-
lery throughout the battle.

“The battle which forms the chief
feature of Gen. French’s report really
began on October 11, when Major
General Gough, of the Second British
Cavalry Brigade, first clashed with
German cavalry in the woods along
the Bethune-Aire Canal.

“The English cavalry moved toward
Hazebrouck, clearing the way for two
army corps, which advanced rapidly
in a northeasterly direction. For sev-
eral days the progress of the British
was only slightly interrupted, except
at La Bassee, a high position, which
General French mentions as being
stubbornly resisted.

TRIALS OF MAYOR
IN TOWN CAPTURED
BY THE GERMANS

(Correspondence of the A.ssoqlated
Press.)
Epernay, France, Nov. 27.—Some

idea of the. trials and troubles of the
civil authorities while a town is in
the possession of an invading army is
given by the mayor, Maurice Pol
Roger, of this city, which was in the
hands of the Germans for a week,

When the Germans entered the town
late in the afternoon, the mayor was
summoned before the commandant,
Gen. Von Plettenberg. This first in-
interview, according to the mayor, was
marked by courtesy on both sides, but
that evening the mayor received a vio-
lentiy-worded protest from the genral,
who complained that the water, gas
and electric supply had been cut off.
The mayor was told that if these were
not restred at once he would be hang-
ed. This arose because the inhabi-
tants, leaving their houses, had shut
oft the gas, water and electricity.
The mayor gave the necessary orders
to have the services restored, but, with
other town officials he was arrested
and held in the town hall g8 a host-
age, and when a fire broke out that
night the general sent word that if a
second outbreak occurred he would
have the mayor shot.

The next day a food requisition was
made and when it was not raised in
time the town was fimed 176,550
francs. Then, to add to his troubles,
the mayor was simmoned to explain
the shooting of a German soldier, who
had been wounded in the leg.by a re-
volver shot, and, when the town's
chief executive declared the accident
took place on a different street from
that given in the German report, he
was accused of having concealed the
fact that @ second German had been
wounded and made way with.

After this incident was ‘cleared the
mayor was taken before a group of
German officers, including Prince Ada-
Ibert, son of the Germam Emperor,
and accused of having replaced the
German flag on the station with a
French tricolor. When threatened
with a heavy war indemnity on the
town b 3 of this incident, the
mayor protested that the railway sta-
tion was private property and there-
fore the town had nothing to do with
any flag thaj might have been placed
there.

The mayor was then ordered to
make a German flag and unfurl it
from the town hall. He was told that
if this flag was touched he would be
shot and the town burned and looted.
The mayor manufactured a German
flag by using part of a French flag
for the white and blue and the black

“MADE IN CANADA™
CAMPAIGN GIVING
STIMULUS T0 TRADE

Montreal, Nov. 28—There is little
doubt but that Canadian industry is

threw themselves on us. They were
mobtly turcos and zouaves, strong

at present receiving the greatest
boost it has ever had in the history of

the Dominfon. This general improve-
ment {8 not concentrated to one lone
industry or confined to one particular
district, but is distributed all over the
country, and touches almost every
branch of Canadian endeavor includ-
ing woollens, textiles, rubber, leather,
canning, hardware, livestock, horses,
grains and a great many others.

To begin with, the “Made in Can-
ada” campaign has done much to con-
centrate the flow of currency in the
Dominion and has brought the consu-
mer to realize that by watching Can-
adian advertising more closely, he can
readily purchase a Canadian made ar-
ticle in place of the foreign product
which he, in former years was wont
to use? This, in itself, a tremendous
undertaking, has meant a great deal
for Canadian industry. Large busi-
ness houses who take the trouble to
place the “Made in Canada” stamp on
every article which they turn out are
finding that repeats are coming for-
ward when the article is satisfactory.

Another thing which as done a
whole lot to keep money flowing and
artisans employed is the orders which
the British Imperial Government have
been placing in Canada through their
agents, Mr.. Fred W. Stobart for gen-
eral army supplies, and Col. Sir Fred-
erick Benson for remounts, as well as
supplies which have been ordered
through the Department of Trade and
Commerce. and the Militia Depart-
ment, the latter principally for the
outfitting of the Canadian Overseas

Oxpeditionary Forces.

Textile and woollen mills through-
out the country are being severely
pressed and the great majority of them

’

are working to highest capacity. Some
mills report that their pay-rolls have
been increased since the outbreak of
war. This is all over and above what
the general public are wont to believe.

The textile industry of Canada is
optimistic in the extreme and the re-
ports go to show that conditions in
this great Dominioh are not nearly as
black as some alarmist would paint it
—in fact, conditions in that particu-
lar industry are better than they have
been for a long time past. It is sel-
dom that all mills of any size what-
ever are working to capacity despite
the fact that spring orders are under-
way about this time each year.

Another industry which has reach-
ed impetus is boots and shoes.

The general leather and saddlery
business has also received a good
healthy boost due to recent orders
placed by the British and French Gov-
ernmentg saddlery purchased in Can-
ada for the French Government
amounts to 15,000 sets at $52 per set,
30,000 saddle blankets at $3 apiece
and 350,000 blankets at $4 apiece. The
British Government has ordered 10,
000 sets of saddlery, at $40 each and
3,600 sets of artillery harness costing
$80 per set. So that it may be seen
that industry is by no means running
into the ground.

When f§t is also taken into consid-
eration that at the time of the mobili-
zation of the Canadian troops at Val-
cartier, local packers did a very heavy
business with them in supplying them
with sufficient meats for their suste-
nance there as well as produce con-
cerns general industry and trade has

benefiited a very great deal. On top

of this comes the forecast of a local
packing house who says that two or
three millions worth of meats would
cross the ocean to meet the unusual
demands there. He also reports tha#
his company’s pay-roll has increased
twenty-five per cent. since war was
declared.
e e e

The New War Weapon.

A French doctor, who has just re
turned from Flanders, describing the
effect of the “Fleche d'aero,” as the
steel darts with which the French air
men are supplied, are generally called,
said:

“Among the 2,000 wounded whom wa
treated in 48 hours was a German who
had been struck by an aeroplane dart.
He was evidently bending over wheg
hit, for the dart had entered the right
thigh and traversed the whole leg, sc
that the point emerged just above the
boot. The man was conscious when
he was brought in, and said he felt no
pain, only a heavy blow. He died
soon afterward from shock and loss of
blood.”

The darts resemble steel pencils,
They are about five inches long with
the unpointed end half-fluted to insure
their falling head first. It is calculats
ed that they strike with a hundred
pounds force if thrown from an elevs
tion of 1000 metres. %

CARADIAN  TRADE
RETUANS FOR QCTCBEF

Ottawa, Nov. 29.—The amount of
bullion and coin which has been re-
ceived here from the United States
since the outbreak of the war now
totals $100,000,000.

The decrease in trade for October
as against October 1913 was 26 million
dollars, while for the first three
months of the war it was 68 mililons.
Imports were 49 millions less and ex-
ports 19 millions less,

Since the outbreak of the war Cana-
dians exports to Great Britain have
increased by $22,000 as compared with
the same period last year. The chief
factor in maintainng this trade level
was the heavy purchases of wheat in
September $7,500,000 worth more than
in Sept., 1913.

In October the wheat shipped to
England totalled $10,000,000 as against

BOUGHT UP THE LITERARY

One would think so to read the let-
ters which the publishers have receiv-
ed from German readers, extracts from
which are printed below. And yet in
the face of these letters rebuking the
editors for their pro-Allies attitude,
certain Canadian newspapers assert
that this well-known weekly seditious-
1y favors the German cause.

Continuing Mr, Wisted said he was
proud to have served in the army for
twenty-seven years, that he know
British soldiers would not do anything
dishonorable or injuré women and
children and that they would valiant-
ly defend the British flag which flew
over the freest country under the
sun, the bag we all love.

The veteran’s speech was received
with loud applause.

A splendid series of moving pic-
tures, showing the making of a Brit-
ish soldier, with glimpes of Tommy
Atking at work and play, and inter
esting battle scenes were then thrown
on the curtain and met with an en-
thusiastic reception,.
