PROBABLY NO LIVES LOST IN MARITIME PROVINCES— TWELVE DROWNED
WHEN BARK STRIKES TREACHEROUS BAR OFF BARNEGAT — BOSTON
FIVE - MASTED SCHOONER MARCUS L. URANN LOST WITH PART OF
HER CREW—ENGLAND HARD HIT BY ANOTHER STORM AND MANY VES-
SELS IN TROUBLE —SNOW BLOCKADE IN MANY PART OF PROYINCE.

The most severe storm in many years swept over the North Atlantic seaboard on
Friday and Saturday entailing very heavy losses to shipping and water front properties
The storm was particularly severe in New York, Boston, Halifax, St. John, Parrsboro,
Yarmouth, Chatham, and other points in the Maritime Provinces. Probably the storm was
at its worst at Halifax, where considerable damage was done to the new ocean terminals.
A freight steamer at Klalifax went ashore and the St. John towboat Lord Robetts sank at
her moorings at the Nova Scotia capital.

In St. John some damage was done along the water front but ‘happily the loss was

not heavy.

Up the bay the St. John schooner Jost, a large threes-masfer, went ashore at Spen-

Zer's Island but was refloated in a damaged condition. The Coral Reef,

a schooner also

well known in St. John, stranded near the same locality and is still ashore.

Two Sisters Ashore.

The schooner Two Sisters, from Economy, N. S., for St. John, with a cargo of deals,
went ashore outside the Parrsboro lighthouse bar and is still ashore, rolling heavily in the

surf, but will likely be floated

in a damaged condition.

The schooner R. P. S., from Econoy for St. John, was compelled to slip her anchors

off Parrsboro, but made port safely.

Jennie A. Stubbs Sunk.

The anchors will likely be recovered.

The three-masted schoooner Jennie A. Stubbs, coal laden, from New York for St.
John, sank in Bliss Harbor, N. B. The crew escaped. :
At Yarmouth a building was blown into the harbor and another demdlished. The

lobster men there lost their

traps.

The steamer Prince George from Boston had a ter-

rific struggle with the elements and was many hours late reaching port.
The storm was very severe on the North Shore; trains were from 4 to 5 hours
late, lighting systems were disabled and on the Miramichi rlver the smelt fishermen lost

nearly all their equipment.

At Chatham two men were marooned on the ice in the river by the storm for nearly
three hours, one of them falling into a hole, but escaping.
Quite a number of marine disasters occurred in the United States, the most serious

of which was the loss of a Brazilian bark off Barnegat on the New Jersey coast.

17.—Telegraphing from
Copenhagen the ‘correspondent of the
Exchange Te'logl:axm Company quotes
the Frankfurter Zeitung as saying:

“Germany does not want a cessa-
tion of- fightixg, but merely a confer-
ence at which all the belligerents shall
openly state their peace proposals.

“A conference will be held at The
Hague about Jan. While the con-
ference Is in session all the belliger-
ents will be allowed to continue mili-
tary operations.”

War Must Go On.

London, Dec. 17.—Lloyd's Weekly
News publishes specially written
statements on the subject of the Ger-
man peace offer by four representa-
tive labor leaders—Stephen Wailsh, M.
P., representative of the Lancashire
miners; James O'Grady, chairman of
the general federation of trades
unions; C. B. Stanton, M. P,, for Mer-
thyr Tydfil, and Lieut. Colonel John
Ward, commander of the Navvies Bat-
talion.

All declare that the war must con-
tinue until the conditions laid down
by Premier Asquith and Lloyd George
are achieved, but Walsh, in addition,
contends that the Allies should take
the opportunity to make their posi-
tion clear to the world.

The storm of Saturday was accom-
panied by a southeast gnle blowing
as high as 52 miles per hour, and the
total ‘'smow fall amounted to 14%
inches, a half inch more tham fell dur-
ing Decemwber, 191¢. In the storm of
1905, 16 inches fell, this storm being
accompanied by a northeast gale and
the temperature was much lower.

The gale of Slaturday blew its hard-
est between the hours of 10 a. m_ and
6 p. m., when the ve ty of the wind
ranged between 48 and 52 miles per
hour. Yesterday the w her cleared
with the temperature steadily falling,
and at nine - o'clock last night the
official reading was 16 above.

Considerable Trjury Done to

Halifax, Dec. 17-—Halifax was swéfit
by a sixty mile an hour gale and
snowstorm late Friday night and Sat-
urday. The storm was from the
southeast and considerable damage
was done at the new ocean terminals,
part of the great granite sea wall be-
ing carried away. The damage to
shipping is extensive, crafts at the
terminals or thereabouts faring very
badly. The tug Lord Roberts, belong-
ing to the terminal contractors, was
sunk, as was also one of thelr water
boats. The Lord Roberts is well
known in St. John. Two or three

they have also sunk beneath the
waves, or have been broken up, as
the harbor is filled with spars and

DROPS DEA

Prof. Hugo Munsterburg of
Harvard University Dies
While Delivering Lecture
at College

A. Hugo Munsterburg ,professor of
pyschology of Harvard College, and
ome of the best known college men in
the world, died suddenly Saturdey
while lecturing before a class of Rad.
cliffe College, the women’s branch of
Harvard. Heart disease was the
cause of death.

Professor Musterburg was the per
sonal representative of Kaiser Wil
liam in the United States, and it was
through  Professor Munsterburg and
Professor Kuno Francke, also of Har
vard, that the German emperor made
many financlal gifts to Harvard, in-
cluding the Germanic museum at that
university. Dr. Munsterburg was
born at Danzie, North Germany, 53
years ago. - He was born a poor boy
but worked his way upward #nd was
graduated from the university of his
native town. He also attended the
University of Heidelburg and the Uni-
versity of Munfch. His attainments
attracted the attention of President
Charles W. Eliot, now president
emeritus of Harvard, and he induced
the Kaiser to send Prof, Munsterburg
to the United States.

Of Strong Opinions.

Prof. Munsterburg was a man of
strong opinions and was outspoken to
|a degree which at times called down
the wrath of many leading Americans
and newspapers upon his head. Na-
turally he was a strong upholder of
the Kaiser and his war, and even
went so far as to defend the Belgian
atrocities. For this many influential
Bostonians called upon President Low-
ell of Harvard to suspend him, bat
his value as a teacher was such that
he was retained in office.

He was a strong writer and lecturer
and had written in English and Ger-
man many books, and writings
have appeared in many publications.
He was an ardent admirer of King
Edward VII. and the present King of
England. He was decorated by the
Kaiser en several occasions.
Personally he was well liked, but
his strong defense of “the Father-
land” alienated many of his former
friends. He was a st iking type of
the North German' *Physically he
was a splendid speciman of humanity
and would attract attefition anywhere,
His mustache was typically German.
His body will probably be sent to
Germany sometime for final inter-
ment.

The Royal Fletet Reserve was filled
up with short service men who had

eighteen and, after five years’' serv-
ilce, passed into the reserve. The
,short service system, permitting the
entry of grown men for a period of
five years’ service, after which they
were liable to be called upon for the
nmext eight years in the event of war,
comstituted a large reserve of trained
bluejackets which had not previously
existed.

The Royal Naval Reserve comprised
a large number of officers and men
!in the merchant service, ranging from
‘captains of Atlantic lners to yacht
hands and fishermen, who entered the
reserve, underwent a short training
annually, and were underan obligation
to come foward in the event of war.
The third branch, the Royal Naval
Viclunteer Reserve, in which he was
especially interested, and in which he
was the senior officer, was raised
some thirteeen years ago and consti-
tuted an experiment on the part of
the Admiralty.

trusted would never happen, so soon!
would the safety of her people cease
to exist. The merchant vessels, he
pointed out, were almost as essential |
as the fleet because they carried the
men, provisions and munitions and
without them the Empire would be
bankrupt. “Therefore when you are re-
cruiting for the navy do not try to get
the men who are serving on the mer-
chant vessel.”
People might ask “Who can we
get?” The civilian population of every
type, men who were strong in body
and who have the spirit and enterprise
were the desirable recruits. They were
made of the stuff that the navy was
looking for.

Recruiting From Civil Life.

The length of the duration of the
war, and the activities of the enemy
at sea when the First Lord of the
Admiralty perceived his inability to
use his fleet above waters made new
demands on the British Admiralty
and called for heavy drafts in person-
nel. The anti-submarine campaign
and the measures taken to keep the
trade routes free from the menace
of submarine and ficating mines re-

bers from the fishing populati in
England, and it was then deemed ex-
pedient to meet the growing needs
to recruit from the ‘civil - population
of the Empire.

As the navy built ships it was neces-
sary that more men should join the
naval service to take over the man-
ning of these ships. The naval gervice
must be maintained because it was
essentlal to the foundation of the
Bmpire's gilitary power, the founda-
tion of the“security of the residents
of this very city. “Your people, your
very hearths and homes are protect-
ed by the Royal Navy, the maritime
power of the Empire,” said Captain
Guinness.

The Support of The People.

Captain Guinness continuing point-
ed out that the Navy was the founda-
tion on which the people were sup-
ported at this very moment., The
Empire could not build up her Army
'without the protection afforded by the
fleet. The Navy gave sufficient breath-
ing space for the building up ,of the
great army, which had done such gal-
lant work, in common with the British
Allies, at the front. The fleet also
served to protect the merchant ves-
sels which brought food to the mother
country and enabled the people of
Canada to send across the seas her
splendid army of trained soldiers, and
to provision and muniticn them while
in England and on the battle line.
“It makes it possible for you to live
in safety, because it has the German

audi the strength of the navy. Let
me tell you, if Germany could, she
would separate the parts of the British
Empire; she would separate the Bri-
tish Empire from the rest of her al-
lies, But, she cannot; she must never
do it,” said Captain Guinness, amid
great applause.

Captain Guinness pointed to the fact
that the Admiralty had been engaged
continually In constructing new ves-
sels and in Improving the old ones.
There was a vast fleet of small ves-|
sels sweeping the seas of mines and
submarines. These were the small fish- |
ing vessels which strove to keep the':
trade routes open for the passage of |
British ships. Then mines must be|
Jaid to prevent the enemy from comv';
ing out. The larger fighting vessels !
must be in readiness to meet the ene-
my’s ships if they do get out.

Enemy’'s Losses Heavier. |

There were many who at first!
thought the navy had sustained \'ery|
heavy losses, but it must be rmnemher-|
ed that the losses of the enemy were
heavier than the British losses. Al-
though we dld lose the enemy’s losses
were larger, and as Britain had a
greater navy she was in a hetter posi-
tion to stand the loss than Germany
was. Since Britain had a larger fleet
the Canadian coast was secure be-
cause the enemy was prevented from
sending oMt her larger ships. It was
therefore vital not only to the old
country but to every part of the Em-
pire that Britain should retain the con-
trol of the seas.

It would be well for the recruiters
in the audience to bring home to the
possible recruit the fact that life in
the navy was very interesting. It
was not only the seaman’s work that
the recruit must be taught but they
must be instructed in gunnery—which
was a very interesting branch.

Canada Should Help.

After all 5,000 men was not a very
large quota for Canada to give to the
navy. The number should not prove
a heavy drain on the man-power of
the Dominion. In joining the navy

Should Aid Provincial Committee.

Captain Guinness strongly urged
the citizens of Saint John aund the
province to give every endorsation to
the activitiegs of the Provincial Naval
Recruiting Committee, headed by the
Hon. J. B. M, Baxter, attorney-general
of the province. If all co-operated in
the work of the committee he had no
doubt that the desired results would
be achieved.

‘“We stood by Belgium, it is true,”
said Captain Guinness, “But in doing
80 Wé were protecting ourselves from
the hostile foe. "And let me tell you,
ladies and gentlemen of St. John, we
are not going to finish this war until
'we have satisfaction for the outrages
that have been perpetrated by the en-
emy and the fullest security fior the
future that such outrmages will never
again be perpetrated,” concluded Capt.
Guinness amid loud applause.

Lady Guinness.

The chairman them introduced Lady
Gwendolyn Guinness, who received a
mpgnificent reception. She found in-
stant favor with the audience in her
opening remarks:

“I have heard it said that people are
getting tired of recruiting speakers,
that there have been so many speakers
that it is difficult to say anything new.

It overestimate
Canada’s debt to the British navy. We,
on this side of the Atlantic, have felt
but little of the pinch of war and none
of its horror and this happy condition
is directly due to the fact that the
fighting ships of Britain guard the sea
lanes and hold the enemy's vessels
where they are powerless to harm us.

Since the outhreak of hostilities

there have been some occasions when
the German ships ventured forth from
behind their protecting walls and far-
ed over to the English coast there to
make demonstrations’ in f¥oht of un-
armed towns. On such occasions
lives were lost and property damage
done. That Canada, and particularly
the Atlantic ports, would have been
a mark for similar activities had
it been possible for the Germans to
break through the cordon maintained
by the Admiralty is practically a cer-
tainty, and that we have not so euffer-
ed can, again, be traced to the efficl-
ency of the protecting navy which has
kept our shores free from the aggres-
sion of hostile raiders.

Canada now has an opportunity of
providing men to man the ships of
that navy and to take an active part
in the perpetuation of the traditions
of Frobisher, Drake, Hawkins and,
most of all, the great Nelson. An ap
peal has been made for 5,000 men to
form the Canadian Royal Naval Re-
serve, and it is a signal honor to this
country that these men are being
sought here.

. INWALL STREET

Bethlehem Steel Rallied 25
Points Saturday .and Other
Stocks Rose on Hasty Cov-
ering by Shorts.

New York, Dec. 16.—Additional re-
coveries today of two to five points
in stocks recently under pressure,
with a rally of 25 points in Bethle-
hem Steel, were due mainly to a hasty
covering movement by the shorts, and
no little buying, particularly of rails,
by investors and operators, who seem-
ed to feel that the hysteria of the last
few days had run its course.

A wmore potent factor in the rise of
special stocks was the belief that
peace negotiations between the war
ring nations of Europe are yet some
time off. Thig assumption had its

basis, to a great extent, on the action |

of the Russian Duma and the state-
ments of local observers in touch with
affairs abroad. Today further rallies
included United States and Lackawan-
na steels, the former making an ex
treme gain of 22 points on its usual
large overturn, three to almost five
points in shippings, and as much and
more for leading equipments such as
American and Baldwin locomotives
and New York Air Brake, two to three
points in coppers and other metals,
and three to five points in Central
Leather, Industrial Alcohol and Inter-
national Paper.

Far more convincing, however, was
the sustained movement in rails, low

southern and southwestern states be-
ing the foremost features. Southern
Railway, common and preferred, Sea-
board Air Line issues, Missouri, Kan-
sas and Texas issues, Missouri Paci-
fics, Kansas City, Southern and Texas
and Pac were two to three and a
half peints higher on steady accumula-
tion.

Labor Department’s Review
of Industrial Conditions
During November Shows
Interesting Story of Up-

* ward Trend.

Ottawa, Dec. 17—"Prices were again
steeply upward,” says the Labor De-
partment's review of industrial condi-
tions during November. The prices
soared especially in grain, dairy, fruits
and vegetables and miscellaneous
groceries, while in materials textiles,
hides, leathers, boots and shoes, iron
and steel were considerably higher.
The average cost of a list of twenty-
nine staple foods in sixty cities in Can
ada was $10.056 for November, as com-
pared with $9.30 at the middle of Oc-
tober, and $8.02 jin November, 1915.

Many increases in wages took place
during the month, chiefly in coal
mining and transportation.

The number of strikes reported to
the department was considerably in
excess of the number reported in the
previous month, there being fourteen
new disputes in November.

In 1660 the
Royal Marines fought in battles while
the sailors only sailed the ships, now
the marines are, as in Kipling's well
known poem, “Soldier and sailor too.”
The sailor of today is a highly edu-
cated fighting man with a long and
detailed training; master of the lat-
est discoveries of modern science.

When war broke out the navy was
an untried instrument, but we be-
lieved the sailors had the same re-
sourceful spirit as of old and we plac-
ed our trust in them. The army was
“contemptible” as compared in num-
bers to the great conscript armies of
other countries. Everything depend-
ed on the British fleet and we all
know how it was fully mobilized two
days before war broke out, much to
German disappointment. The navy is
a cardinal factor. The sea routes all
over the world must carry to five dif-
ferent fronts the necessary supplies,
and the nations must have the food-
stuffs. The navy also keeps from Ger-
many, by means of the blockade, what
she needs, though unlike Germany,
we have a tender respect for the
rights of neutrals, and so some sup-
plies go through.
Germany {s building ships but Great
Britain is building literally miles of
ships. In the underwater warfare it
must have been noticed that it was
waged fiercely, then there was a lull.
This can be explained, not by the
sending of a note from President Wil-
son, but by the fact that a fleet of
submarines are built by Germany,
crews trained, the boats sent out, but
they do not come back, and the work
has to be done all over. The speaker
pictured in glowing terms the splen-
did work dome by the trawlers, quot-
ing Rudyard Kipling, who said, “The
‘navy is very old and very wise, and
most of her wisdom lies in the uncon-
scious blood of her sons.” The mine
sweeping done by the trawlers and
fishermen of the coast towns of Great
Britain had kept the submarine men-
ace down in a wonderful way. It had
been glorious work done quietly by
brave men. :
Lady Gwendolyn went on to explain
the different classes of men serving
in the navy, the naval reserve, the
royal reserve and the volunteer naval
reserve. These men are sometimes
called “ocean territorials,” as they are
as their names implies, volunteers.
They come from all sorts of occupa-
tions and after a short training are
put on the big ships.
Men are needed for the new ships

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Merritt's Shipyards to be
Scene of Revival of Ship-
building.

Work Alreacy Underway and
Will be Rushed to Com-
pletion.

Merritt's shipyard at Moss Glen,
Kings county, which for years has
been d: d from a ing stand-
point bids fair to resume its place in
the maritime world. Peter Mcintyre
is laying the bed logs for the construc-
tion of a tern schooner, of 400 tons.
The shipyard has been leased from J.
F. Merritt, who is making prepara-
tions for a big cut of lumber at Moss
Glen this year.

Mr. Merritt has had broad experi-
ence in the building of ocean going
vessels, and he is supplying the tim-
ber to be used in the construction of
the new schooner.

It will be remembered that when
New Brunswick was foremost in the
construction of -vessels the shipyards
in Kings county were working day
and night and very few months pass-
ed that there was not launched a
“beauty” for the deep. This is the
initial step in the revival of that great
industry which twenty-five years ago
furnished a large number of men with
profitable employment.

It is understood that the work of
construction will be carried on with
the least possible delay.

Capt. Guinness Speaks of
Worth of Former N. B.
Resident — Fighter and
Pusher Takes Place of

Obstructionist.

“The fighters and pushers” have re-
placed the “wait and see obstruction-
ists” in the British administration. I
feel that the change is a most desirable
one, and that a more vigorous
prosecution of the war will result
from the pblicies of the new govern-
ment,”” sald Captain the Hon. Rupert
Guinness, A. D. C., member for South
Bast Essex, and a leading member
of the Unionist forces in the Imperial
Parliament, to a Standard reporter
at the Royal Hotel yesterday.

“The situation really has changed
greatly from what it was seven
months ago when I left England flor
(Canada. At that time Asquith was
the big figure. He was no doubt am
able statesman, but we needed more
energetic pushers at the head of
affairs in these momentous times.
Lloyd George is himself a great work-
er, and he seems to have gathered
about a number of brilliant men whose
policy it will be tio push the war to
a successful issue. Your province
gave a fine man to the counsels of the
Empire in Andrew Bonar Law. He is
certainly a big figure, as you say in
Canada. In fact he is the best we
have in the Unionist party.

“The Tory is to a certain extent a
Slocialist. He is not afrald of outside
interference. He is well represented
in the new cabinet. Again Lloyd
Gecrge has given adequate representa-
tion to the important Labor panrty.
The Free Trader seems to have not
been included in the slate, but he, too,
is not antagonistic to the new cabinet
and is willing to give it a fair trial.
Sir Edward Carson, as the First Lord
of the Admiraity, is a particularly
admirable choice.

“There is no doubt that our cause
will triumph dn the end,” said Oap-
tain Guinness. “Really I wouldn't care
to venture an opinion as to the dura-
tion of the war. It will take six
months from the beginning of the end
to complete it, and the beginning is
not here yet. The present peace pro-
posals emanating from Germany seem
to me as an indication that she is
getting sick of war, that she has prac-
tically captured all she thinks she
can capture, and that the soomer she
makes peace the better. The best
answer to the proposals was the ad-
vance made by the Allies in the Ver-
dun section.

“Your Canadians are doing truly
wonderful work at the front. The
tribute paid to them by Admiral
Jellicoe a few months ago was well
merited and I heartily endorse every
word of it.”

\lf Local Dealers Declared
Themsslves Combine They
May be Liable to Fine,

Today is the day on which the milk
dealers are supposed to file their an-
swers to the question of the city coun-
cil in regard to the recent increase
in the price of milk. In connection
with the increase and the way in
which it was brought about the follow-
ing despatch from Ottawa will be in.
teresting reading:

“Ottawa, Dec. 17.

“The milk dealers of Sydney, N. 8,
have got themselves into a fix, They
met recently and decided to raise the
price of milk from ten to twelve cents.
Hon. T. W. Crothers, Minister of La-
bor, heard about this and he notified
them that if the price was raised they
would be lable to criminal action un-
der the new cost of living regulations,

“Having met and made the decision
they in effect declared themselves to
be a combine and if they increased
their price they_may have to go to jail
or pay a fine of $5,000.”

Ten cents is the highest price charg-
ed in Nova Scotia for milk.

It will be remembered that before
the price of milk in St, John was in-
creased from eight to ten cents per
quart, the milk dealers held a meeting
in the Palmer building, and there
agreed among themselves to raise it
It is interesting to consider whether
according to the interpretation of the
order in council by Hon. Mr. Croth-
ers, they have made of themselves a
combine and are liable to criminal ac-
tion and subject to a fine of $5,000 or
imprisonment.

Saturday night and it {s thought that
the boiler is damaged to some extent.
The cause of the fire is unknown as
the boat was laid up for the winter.

The firemen work-
ed for about one hour and a half be-
fore the fire was all out.

Joseph Williams, owner of the boat,
did not know of the fire until yester-
day morning, and when hsked about
‘it could not assign any reason for it,
unless some person had broken in and
made a fire in the stove in the cabin
and gone away and left it burning.

Mr. Willlams had no insurance on
the boat and estimated his loss at
$2,000. It is not likely the boat will
be rebuilt as she would probably re-
quire new machinery.
