• raised from a very humble condition to occupy a place among 
princes. Our fathers were taken from among the common people, 
and they had no outward show to give them an influence among 
men. They possessed but little education of the schools, and as for 
riches and honors they had them not, and what is more, they did 
desire them. They had no powerful friends to introduce them to 
notice ; indeed their friends generally opposed their religious views, 
and were pot slow in calling them fanatics. It is very true, the 
families with which they were connected by the ties of nature, were 
very respectable people, but their relatives generally stood aloof 
from them and thought them demented or well nigh beside them­
selves. But, notwithstanding, they had more than an ordinary share 
of sound common sense, and certainly possessed stout Anglo Saxon 
hearts. They were soundly converted to God and decidedly conse- 1 
crated to his service,.and as a consequence their moral character/ 
would hear inspection. They were in sympathy with the common 
people around them; and above all, they were filled with the holy 
spirit of promise. By those who claimed to be above them in life, 
they were considered as low and .mean, as refuse and vile, and its a 
consequence they were laughed at and scorned, derided and nick- 
mamed, and treated as the base among men ; and all this storm of 
abuse was showered upon them by people who professed to love the 
Saviour, and who claimed to be recognized as ladies and gentlemen. 
Read what was said about us in a note in the History of Nova Scotia 
and New Brunswick, published about the time that our Denomi­
national life began, and before our organization was consolidated, 
and you will not fail to understand the estimation in which wo were 
held by some^jpersons of exalted station, and can easily see what 
some intelligent people thought of us then. But notwithstanding 
all this abuse and slander, our fathers in the ministry went from 
place to place preaching the Gospel of Peace and proclaiming 
salvation to the people. In the spirit and practice of the Mi 
they “ivent about doing good" andNwonderfully did the Lord show 
his approbation of their work. Revivals of religion were multi­
plied, rich showers of mercy descended on the community, until very 
many were brought to acknowledge the truth as it is in Jesus. And 
so by the mercy of God and the labours of the fathers we have be­
come the lar^e and influential body of Christian people that is here 
represented in this semi-Centennial service to-day. Surely we have 
every reason to express our gratitude to God and be excited to 
emulation in our future life as weoonsider the past mercies received 
from God and the blessings he has so kindly bestowed upon us.

II. Consider the place God has given us among the Churches of 
this Province in our Denominational life. When we inquire as to the 
facts of our rise we cannot help believing that God had a place for us 
as a Denomination among the Churches of this Province. Indeed 
it must be plain to all inquirers, that we could not very well help be­
coming the people that we are. If we have raised up a Denomina­

to repeat with one in the Bible, “ To his holy name be all the glory 
both nopv and forever more ”

III. ’Consider the benefits our doctrines and our principles have 
been iio other churches in our Denominational life. Surely no one 
will cohsider us guilty of egotism when we say that by the grace of 
God wd think that we hare been a benefit to the various religious 
bodies hf this Province. We are glad to believe that they have been 
a benefit to us in many ways, but we think also that we have helped 
them ip their religious life and in their Christian work. These 
churches may not be willing to concede to ns this merit, neverthe­
less we believe it to be a substantial fact, and we shall now proceed 
to state’why we believe so, and why we claim to have been the 
means or doing this work. When our fathers began to proclaim the 
glorious igospel of the Son of God, they necessarily taught the doc­
trine of ft free and full salvation, and with this doctrine, as a matter 
of course, the sentiments of free communion for all the people of 
God. T^rey also taught the duty and importance of the exercise of 
the gifts pf God's people in his house on his day at d in his worship.
For it seqmed plain to the fathers, and it seems plain to us, that if 
salvation Iwas offered freely to all men on the same conditions, then ' 
the sacraijnent of the Lord’s Supper was free to all his children who 
embraced!that salvation. And if all this was tree then it followed 
that tile exercise of the gifts of his people was free also. Our fathers 
believed that “ Where the spirit of the Lord is there is liberty,” and 
they acted up to this belief and insisted that the membership* should 
exercise these gifts as they were moved by the Holy Ghost. They 
considered it was their duty to exercise the gifts of the church in 
any religicjus service, even if they were not in holy orders, or were 
not regularly ordained to the work of the Christian ministry. All 
that time this practice was by most people considered a great inova­
tion against order and decency, and the cry against it was loud and 
long, hut our fathers believed in lay preaching, and they properly 
allowed it to have its fullest and widest extent. If there was bluster 
made and rage excited about the practice, they let the bluster go 
on as it pleased Wnd the rage spend its force as it might, but they 
kept on with their work and proclaimed this sentiment all the more 
dilligently. We can well remember how excited we ourselves were 
over this practice, and shall never forget being in the Parish of 
Richmond forking near by where was a meeting of these Ranters or 
New Lights, and we think that Bro. Noble was present at that meet­
ing ; at any rate we heard a woman’s voice speaking for God, 
rage was excited to such a degree that we could have skinned the 
woman alive, and hardly knew how to keep still from doing some­
thing we hardly knew what, and those that were working with us 
were in the same rage, and indeed this kind of feeling was wide­
spread at that early day ; nevertheless the fathers kept on with their 
work, and would not be stopped by all its clamors. Free salvation, 
free communion, and the freedom of the rights of God’s people 
were the mottoes written upon our banners and unfurled to the
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breeze, and we hare the same armorial engravings quartered on onr 
eoat of arrns today.

which was not published until 1848? About these sentiments a large
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diversity of opinion prevailed, and many persons left our churches 
on that account, and it seemed as if our ruin was at hand, but we 
escaped by the blessing of God, and in a few years these separatists 
dwindled away and were seen no more. Many of us now living can 
remember the trouble caused by one Smith in Jacksontown in *1839, 
when the church in that vicinity was divided, and a number of our 
members left us and det up for themselves, but Smith soon uroved 
what he wa«, and the separation did us no real injury. We can 
also call to mind the difficulties we had with George Garrity and 
Campbelliteism ; and we know what we suffered from the Millerite 
excitement in 1842 and ’43, especially about the setting up of the 
everlasting kingdom, and what we have suffered since with the dotr- 
mas of Anihilation, or as that peculiar writer, Carlyle, calls it, “ The 
gospel of dirt,” and we are still suffering somewhat from these per­
nicious ideas. I do not wonder that our respected Brother, Rèv G. 
A. Hartley, ,wrot« a valuable treaties on this subject that ought to be 
in the hands of all persons, aryl especially read and studied by the 
members of our church. After this came our financial difficulties 
which were a sore trouble for a while, threatening to destroy our 
usefulness and to bivàk down-our influence, but from all these things 
we have been delivered, and I am not sure but we are a stronger 
people for the opposition to-dav. A t any rate vve have left them far 
behind, as we have travelled t > our present resting place We have 
had difficulties with our ministry, and have had to exclude some of 
them from our number and communion, but a far larger number have 
passed away to their home on high. A few years ago a number of 
our members left our churches and have done all they could to blast 
our good name and to destroy our influence in this part of the ooun- 

% were l®d to this work by one of our ministers who 
withdrew from our communion because he could not have his own 
way and govurn the Coherence. Ignorance was at the bottom of 
all this, and all we can do now is to pity and pray for them. Ignor­
ance is a bad foe to h mdle, and generally had better be entirely let 
alone. We-have had to encounter tiumy difficulties within and 
without in our Denominational life, of which we have not time now 
to apeak particularly, but from all the dangers that have beset us 
God has graciously delivered us; and on the whole we think they 
have been overruled for our furtherance in the Dlvinelife. We may 
well be grateful to God for the past and be filled with emulation for 
the future when we consider how kindly God has dealt with us, 
causing us to stand upright when it seemed as if ruin was upon us 

V. Consider the union that has existed among us and especially 
among the ministry in our Denominational life. We have thus far 
been comparatively free from a disloyal spirit which always hinders 
the ad vancement of God's cause among men. Indeed, as a body of 
Christian people, much union and loyalty has always existed among 
us, and if some disunion and disloyalty have appeared in our ranks 
from time to time, it was no more than was to have been expected, 
considering the frailty of man and the imperfect state ot ouf church 
life, for true Christian union and loyalty is largely in accordance 
with the amount of grace we possess and the fullness of love we enjoy.
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than they had, and so our work should be well done, and when life 
is ended, we shall with them receive a glorious reward.

2. Our denominational life was given us for a great and noble 
purpose, and that purpose is still before us. We shall yet have to 
contend “ for the old paths;" and see to it that they are not obliter­
ated, or turned into other paths that lead us astray. We are not 
to suffer, ‘‘the ancient land marks, which our fathers have set, to be 
removed,” or obliterated. Our church life began with certain usages, 
and our life will be continued and will increase as we use these 
forms well ; but it will be destroyed if these forms or usages are 
abandoned. We are aware that progress is the order of the day at 
the present time, #nd' we firmly believe that progress in a certain 
direction is all right, and we trust it may be continued, but we need 
be very careful not to carry progress so far that it shall result in 
disruption, and destroy the edifice it was intended to finish and 
adorn. Progress may be carried so far as to leave us destitute of 
the grace of God, and then the disgrace that so many have feared 
will Be upon us. To contend for free salvation, for free communion, 
and for the free exercise of the gifts of God’s church, is a precious 
legacy, and an invaluable inheritance left us by our fathers, which 
we sincerely hope may be sacredly and steadfastly maintained. To 
lead in the march of improvement, to study for order and system, 
to become able ministers of the New Testament, workmen that need 
not be ashamed, is a bounden duty that we must be careful not to 
ignore, and be very sure to do what we can for the true and 
proper advancement of God’s cause, and for the glory of His great 
name.

8. Our past success should lead us to a higher life, by the conse­
cration of our ministry and membership to the service of God. Our 
fathers were wedded to their work, and

decidedly consecrated to the 
service of God ; as a consequence they prospered in their work and 
did it well, and with them was no flagging or indolence. Let us 
rest assured that unless we give ourselves unreservedly to God, he 
will turn from us and give our place to others; but if we are a sanc­
tified and devoted people to God, as we ought to be, and are set 
apart from all wicked and worldly associations, as God desires we 
should be, then will the future of our denominational life be 
glorious than it has been in the past, a brighter and a better influ­
ence will be shed upon us, and our work will be very much blessed by 
the Master, and be highly appreciated by society. Let us then always 
remember that holiness and happiness are inseparable compan­
ions, and that consecration and usefulness go hand in hand, blended 
together as a marriage tie, and our prosperity shall be proportionate 
to the quality and to the quantity of true piety, or true holiness 
we enjoy. The fathers have gone over the river and left us their 
work to carry forward, but many of us are getting old and shall soon 
be dismissed flrom our work. Who of the young is there to rise up 
and take our place and carry forward the worn P My work here will 
soon be done, I hear the spirits of the past calling me away, I shall 
sbon join the fathers on the other shore, and with those with whom 
I have labored and wept over sinners I shall rejoice and praise God
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forevermore. I can catch the anthems that they are slnaine ever
there, the song of jubilee, and can say in the words of the poeti*

“There is my home, my portion fair,
My treasures and my heart are there,

And my abiding home ;
For me the Elder Brethren stay,
And Angels beckon me away,

And Jesus calls me home.”
May we accept the invitation, and be blessed. Amen.

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HOME MISSION REPORT,
Mr. President and Christian Friends,—Our Home Mission So­

ciety, whose annual tiaeetingwe now attend, has, during the year just 
closed, continued its effort* to supply, at least in part, the many un 
cared for Churches of our Denomination. That but a comparative­
ly small number of them have been properly supplied I need 
ly now tell you. The want of means, and of Missionaries as well 
has hindred your Executive Committee doing what they hoped to1 
accomplish. It teems to be difficult to get brethren to labour under 
the directions of the Board, in some sections of our needy field, 
especially so, for the amount of remuneration your Board has felt 
able to pay. So that with a slimlv supplied treasury, many places 
to assist, and reluctance on the part of brethren to labour, your 
Executive have been unable to do very much. Several efforts and 
some engagements were made to aid the Churches in the First Dis­
trict, some of which failed in execution. Rev. C. Rideout has, how­
ever, spènt the greater part of the year with those Churches. After 
labouring a tew months on the Tobique River, he went to the West­
ern side of the St. John River, where he continued until the time of

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is about all we bave done during the year., Looking over the un- 
supplied and waning Churches throughout the Conference 
ready to ask “By whom shall Jacob arise?" They are our people 
and look to us for the ministry of the Word. It seems more than 
hard that we cannot supply them. Possibly some of these Chin ches 
are partly or even largely to blame for not trying to help them­
selves ; nevertheless; we cannot afford to see them die out, and 
would exceedingly regret having to lose them. Others of them are 
small and isolated from larger Churches and quite unable to do muoh 
towards supporting the Gospel. That they must have aid, if they 
live, we repeat. Means must be furnished to assist them or they 
and the Denomination will suffer loss. In other days much Mis­
sionary labour was expended by the old and faithful Ministers, who 
travelled so largely, looking after these young and small interests. 
But there seems not now to exist amongst us so much of this kind of 
care. The Hartts and McMullins amongst the dead, and the Pen­
ningtons and Nobles of the old Ministers among-t the living, 
have but few successors amongst our young Ministers in general 
denominaiional care. Were all our Churches supplied with constant 
and fostering pastoral oversight, and all our Ministers settled and 
devoted to faithful pastoral work, we think it would be an improve­
ment upon the times and manner of labour of the fathers. But ns 
things are, with unsupplied Churches and unemployed preachers, 
wc almost sigh aloud for the good old times passed away. Hoping 
however, that we shall soon pass through our present transition state, 
from itineracy to the more steadfast and profitable pastorate style 
of labour, we must press on and work for God as best we can. We 
would like to impress upon the minds of our people in these places 
the importance and profit of doing what they can towards helping 
tbemselvis. It is the man who is trying to lift tho sack to bis 
shoulder who appreciates the friendly hand of his neighbour, and 
those Churches who are praying to God for help, and are doing their 
utmost to keep up the Worship of God, are tlie most grateful for 
Mission help when sent to them, and the most likely to profit by it. 
We also desire to remind those Churches who are able to do so, of 
their obligations to help their brethren and kindred who are in need. 
At the same time wishing we could help our brethren in the Minis­
try to a deeper consecration in the matter of care for the Churches. 
Your Executive Commiltee has been both anxious and vigilant. 
During the year they have "held thirty-three regular meetings for the 
transaction of the business of the Society, which means to some of 
them, not less than twenty-five days of indirect, or what may be 
called, the “home part of Home Mission labour."

This work of Missions, both Home and Foreign, is emphatically 
the work of the Church. In the life and labours of Our Lord and 
Master we have an illustrious example in each, that he came from 
Heaven to earth, and set an example in, and sanctified forever For­
eign Mission work, and in that he confined his own personal teach­
ing and works to his own native country, he has taught us the vast 
importance of preaching the Gospel to the poor of our own people.

Baptists of New Brunswick have been formally committed to the 
work of Foreign Missions. Prior to that time srtme, probably many, 
individual members of the denomination contributed to the work as 
they had opportunity and ability, while, doubtless, all prayed 11 Thy 
Kingdom come,” everywhere.

The experience of the denomination has not differed from that of 
other bodies. The interest manifested in Foreign Missions has paid. 
Proportioned to our interest in, our prayers in behalf of, and our 
contributions for the support of the work of winning the heathen to 
Christ, has been our success in the home field. Our statistics, im­
perfect though they be, make sufficiently clear the fact that as, from 
whatever cause, our interest in Foreign Missions has waned, the 
additions to our churches have been smaller and the work generally, 
at home, has been less energetic and attended with less success. 
The fact is significant; its lessons we do well to heed.

In addition to the regular meetings of the church there is a little 
service held weekly for the children of the church and a few others, 
called the converts1 band. This has been found of great service to 
the young Christians and also to inquirers.

The Subbath School proper at the chapel is much smaller than 
formerly. This is owing partly to the fact that our members who are 

Engaged in teaching during the week also have their sabbath schools 
among the heathen in different parts of the town, and again our 
village dav-school now embraces very few except the children of 
Christian families. Still the Sabbath School us a rule embraces all 
the members of our community who are not elsewhere engaged.

It may be a matter of interest to know how far our mission 
churches are self-sustaining, and to throw light on this point the 
following statement is given. .

The church employs a native preacher, Jacob Misra, a portion of 
his time. He takes his turn in preaching on the sabbath, and would 
do the whole if desirable, and also renders good service in pastoral 
work, and in looking after all the affairs of the church. A monthly 
subscription meets his support for this service. During the year 
past this has amounted to Rs. 79, which is more than a full propor­
tion for the service rendered. He is also employed in daily bazar 
preaching and in country work during the cold season, for which the 
mission pays a portion of his salary. Then the expenses of the 
chapel, church and sabbath-school are met by monthly collections, 
one at the communion service and fine ill the sabbath-school concert

Of the Palasbani Church Dr. Phillips writes :—

:

i

The“This church has had regular preaching throughout the year, 
native preacher in charge of this post, Tuphan Chandra Chakdar, 
has been woiking faithfully, and I feel confident that the fruit of 
this labor will yet appear. He has visited many villages near 
Palasbani, and everywhere h^s been received with kindness and 
cordiality by the people. Whenever I visit this little church, which 
is twenty-one miles west frfltfr my house, Tuphan reads me his daily 
journal. In this I have been pleased to notice evidences of real 
energy and faithfulness. His afternoons are devoted to tillage 
work, the forenoons being spent in teaching the school attended by 
the native Christian and other children.

This year the church has paid one sixth of Tuphan’s salary, partly 
in paddy, but in March, the dosing month of our fiscal year, weibe- 
gan to raise one fourth of the preacher’s salary in the church. We 
hope to do better by and by. When the membership increases, and, 
what is of vastly more importance, the faith of the people, these 
little churches will be able to provide amply lor their own native 
teachers and pastors. For a while it may be necessary to combine 
the work of schoolmaster and preacher.

The way-side chapel, dedicated to God’s service at the close of last 
year, has been such a blessing in many ways.

It may be said truthfully that In no particulars were the fathers or 
the denomination slack in inculcating purity of thought and action, as 
well among the young as among the more advanced In life Among 
those who tlrst organized temperance societies were the pioneers or 
the Free Christian Baptist denomination of ibis Province, while quite 
early In the history of this Conference were heard words of warning 
against the too prevalent use of tobacco. Notwithstanding that thus 
early was waged war against these almost universal evils, still they re­
main I regret to say, to this day. a source of weakness, and sap, to 
some’extent, both the moral and financial strength of the body. At­
tention Is called to these here that the members of Conference may be 
induced to take a more decclded stand against them, and through the 
medium of our Sabbath schools, strike at the very root of their growth 
bv Inculcating among our childreh a love for purity of thought and 
action, and a distaste for the evils growing out of the use of both to­
bacco and alcoholic stlmnlents.

A pledge may. and Indeed should be secured from every child, 
whose age will justify it, as well against these evils as against all 
others of a similar kind. Such pledges, when once taken, should be 
encouraged and strengtnened by both parents and teachers so that 
our children will come to look upon them as sacred, and these sins as 
great and abhorent i,n the sight of God. It Is a well known trnelsm 
that the most lasting Impressions upon the mind are tho-e made in 
vouth hence the necessity of our children learning early to abstain 
from these disgusting habits in youth. This being the case, every 
Christian, whether male or female, should endeavour to convince the 
young of the danger to both health and morals In the use of either or
b°Apart fro!““he"?]"hn pen-tant doctrine of faith in Christ, few If any 
snbiects require to be more carefully Impressed npon the minds or 
children than the ones under discussion. It Is greatly to be regretted 
that so many professed followers of Christ prefer to spend their SatH 
baths In sloth and Idleness or In visiting rather than attend the Sabbath 
school and assist In imparting knowledge to the young or being them­
selves instructed out of God’s Word, and In this way become a pattern
t0 A commendable effort has of late been made to establish conventions 
In the different counties of this Province for the furtherance of this 
good cause. Carleton County I believe holds the honor of being the 
first to establish a convention for this purpose, and It has already ac­
complished ranch good. It has been the means of organizing new 
schools, resusitatlng dormant ones, and Improving many already in 
existence. We should readily and heartily lend our aid in the good 
work and not rest satisfied until we know a convention for this pur­
pose Islestablislied in each county. In our zeal. however, we must not 
forget the primary and chief object of the Sabbath school work to 
gather In the children of the pour and destitute and do them good, as 
well as those of the more wealthy, and to make all feel they need the 
pardon of their sins, and that can be had alone through the blood of 
Christ. In this we will honor God in the salvation of souls.

pare my annual Report, and as we review the past year.we have 
great reason to thank God, while it bas pleased Him, m His infinite 
wisdom, to call home some of the faithful laborers in the Mission 
field, and others have had to leave in search of health ; our dear Mis-
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eionary has been graciously preserved. In a private leU^she sayy^
ia^fUuxuiy and “^privilege to be here. My health is good, and 
although more or less exposed to malarial influences all the time, I 
have not had fevers yet. My trip to Darjeeling gave me new life 
and spirits, although 1 was not really ill, only worn out. Living on 
the plains affects one’s health and spirits more or less." Speaking ot 
the work there she says : •• After all it is the patient, steady laboure 
that tells in the end, and we know that success is sure as his Word. 
This is what our dear Sister Hooper with the other Missionaries are 
doing steadily, patiently, earnestly working for the Master.

BOMB WORK.

I could not this year correspond with the different Secretaries of 
the Districts, and as many of them did not report to me (although I 
requested them through the Intelligencer to do so) my knowledge of 
our Home work is of course limited. I have received reporta this 
year from two Districts, vis : the Second and Seventh. Although we 
have not received reporte we believe our work is spreading among 
our churches, and if we only had some more earnest workers much 
more might be done. . . ...

Second District.—The Secretary of this District reports twelve 
Societies and one Mission Band. The Society at Tracey’s Mills is 
growing in interest. The amounts paid by the different Societies 
will be found in the Treasurer’s Report. The little Society at the 
mouth of Presquile is increasing in members. They have regmar 
meetings every four weeks at the homes of the members. They 
spend tiie first hour in prayer, the remainder of the time is devoted 
to work, the proceeds of which go to the society. Victoria society is 
doing well. Waterville is at work but did not report. Third Tier, 
Jacksontown, have formed a society of their own this year, and are 
at work. They have previously been worsing with the Waterville 
society. Jacksontown sends $7. Woodstock society has done well, 
although suffering in the loss of their church, which was burned. 
They have thirty members ; hold monthly prayer meetings. The 
society at Pembroke had not done anything when the Secretary last 
heard from them, but their Secretary promised to try and collect 
something before Conference. Lower Brighton sends $6.26. Hart- 
land reports eleven members; sends $17, each member pays one 
dollar, the balance they get by quarterly collections in their church. 
They have interesting meetings. Upper Brighton has twelve mem­
bers; have met once every month this year. The little Mission 
Band was formed at Somerville in January. They contribute some­
thing. The Secretary reports that their annual meeting was very 
interesting, and says there is more interest taken in the work than 
ever before in this District.

Sixth District. —In this District there are about thirteen socie­
ties, hut cannot say they are all at work. Taylor's Village|is active 
as ever. Millstream, Sussex and Penobsquis are doing about as

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B low 8are seen literally wallowing in the mire. Only a few Sabbaths ago, 

at “ Five Pointa” school, the father of one of the girls was carried 
past the children literally “ dead drank” and thrown down near us, 
when he began wallowing and rolling in the mud and dirt till his 
body looked like the ground itself. When we ask you to “ pray for 
India" it is no idle form but the cry wrung from our hearts by just 
such scenes as these. Men, women, and children, whole villages in­
toxicated on the Sabbath. I can’t paint the picture ; imagine it if 
you can. I must give you a short sketch of each school, beginning 
with Kenie’s, which is supported by Fredericton Sabbath school. 
The people of the village, where she teaches are of the palkee bearer 
caste, a low drinking class, and it often seems up-hill work, and as 
we have loud calls to many places we o'ten think it is our duty to 
leave this village for a better opening. Yet we argue, who so needy 
as these ? and still hold,on. There have been and still are tokens 
for good even here. Parbritti, one of the brightest boys in the In­
dustrial, graduated from Kenie’s school, his mother whom I believe 
to be a Christian, escorts Itenie as an old woman. Yon are aware 
everv teacher must have an escort. She says she could not live in 
the village if she and her family became Christians. I trust she may 
prove her error by confessing Christ openly. A weekly prayer meet­
ing is held in her house and no opposition follows. The good seed is 
being sown there steadily and faithfully, and must bear fruit in time.

Butini’s school which is supjxirted by St. John and Caneton is 
composed largely of women. Mothers learning with their children ; 
several of the women are taught in their own houses. It is in this 
village where the dear old woman of whom you have heard before, 
has become a believer in our Saviour. I am sure you would rejoice 
as I do every time I see her could you see her countenance light up 
and her eyes fill with tears as she speaks of Jesus and His love to 
her. She was brought to the light by a pamphlet, “ Gungar Bre- 
tanta,” (Story of the Ganges,) which she brought to Butim to read 
for her, and which was given to her husband years ago, (she is a 
widow.) There is a very interesting class of hearers in this village. 
One Sabbath as I was going to the school, with woman's curiosity. 1 
I stepped aside from the path to see what the drums were beating 
for, and found a crowd of men worshipping the idols in a imall 
temple. Holding un a picture-book I said, “do you want to see 
these pictures?" “Yes, yes," and the crowd followed to the Sab- 
bath school and have been earnest listeners from that time. 1 he- 
man who lives in the house on the verandah of which the school is 
held is an invalid. He seems to be a firm believer in Christ, who is 
“ a stumbling stone and rock of offence” to the Hindoo. Speak to a 
Hindoo about believing in our God and he will at once reply We 
do believe in your God, for our God, Krishna, and your God are the 

„ same : there is only one God, but he takes different foims. But 
speak of Christ Jesus, the Saviour of sinners, and instantly the Up 
will curl with scorn and words of contempt are often the result. 
The third school, “ Five Points,” is supported by N. B. Society and 
is now taught by a Hindoo in the evening after his work is done in 
the printing office. It is scarcely safe to send a Christian woman, so

Bible instruction is willingly received, and good progress is made 
by the pupils in their studies. Still it is most astonishing that even 
after years of instruction they hold with [great tenacity to their 
ancient faith in many instances!”

One Missionary says there is more to be hoped for in the evangeli­
zation of India, through the discipline and Christian education of 
the children than from any other source.

In regard to Sabbath Schools, Mrs. Phillips says : “The way and 
places in which Sabbath Schools are taught have filled our hearts 
with astonishment and praise. A few Sundays past, we unexpect­
edly entered a Sabbath School of thirty-five little girls who were re­
peating the Ten Commandments, Scripture texts and hymns with a 
heartiness that would have touched any heart not entirely stone, 
this they were doing within reaching distance of a sacred idol in a 
pretty little open temple. Just beyond them, in a large court, were 
six manly looking Bnbus listening with'intense interest. Can child­
ren, who.have learned the sermon on the mount, and of a God of

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Another Missionary says: “Our Churches have received their 
greatest accessions from the schools, and that the chief workers in 

oatlve Christian community have fcome'from our schools."

an Industrial, with fifty pupils, part of whom are paying small fees 
tor tuition. Mrs. Phillips writes of the ragged schools, that the gen­
eral progress has Been much greater and the work far more cheering 
tnan any previous year. “The first great cause for cheer Is the im- 
provement in our teachers. We thought our faith in native teachers
