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EMPIRE IN A FERMENT.

London, June 15, 4.20 a. m.—Observers
at Shanghai and Tien Tsin think there is
great deal more trouble ahead for the
concert of powers "than merely reaching
Pekin with 2,044 men. Serious disturb-
{nces are, taking place at Yun Nan Fu
and Meng Tze as well as at other points
atll. considerable distance from the capi-
tal.?
The whole Chinese Empire seems to be

fn'a ferment. :

The intentions of the Empress Dowager
are ‘still equivocal, with a balance of- tes-
timony on the side of a determination to
expel the appropriators of a partiof her
country or to lose her dynasty in the at-
tempt. It is related of her that on Mon-
day, following the murder of the chan-

cellor of the Japancse legation, she was
roused to a sense of danger and went per-.
sonally to the Yung Ting gate of Pekin,
where she advised the rioters to disperse.
But she took no steps to apply foree;
and the appecarance of things is more
threatening than before.

While Admiral Seymour, with ‘the in-
ternational relief column is forcing his
way. to Pekin, several of the powers are
arrdnging largely to reitiforce their details
.at Tien Tsin, Germany purposes sending
1,200 men. Great Britain sent 600 from
sdong Kong yesterday and 400 will go
‘Whmday. Italy has ordered 1,000 men to
hold themselves in readiness. Russia, ac-
cording to a St. Petersburg despatch of
Wednesday has decided to bring her force
at Tien Tsin up to 6,000. Thus the .com-
bined forces at ‘Tien Tsin will probably
soon be about 10,000 men.

The explicit statement made yesterday
in the House of Commons by the parlia-

mentary secretary of the foreign office,
Mr. Broderick, with reference to the
identity = of opinion among “the pow-
ers upon the question of the ap-
plication of force and the method of ap-
plying it is accepted by all the morning
papers as quite sufficient for the present;
and the hope is generally expressed that
nothing will happen to diminish the har-
mony.

An incident, however, has alrcady occur-
red, involving the British and French at
Tien Tsin, which nearly ended in violence.
A despatch from Tsin dated yesterday
savs:

“For some days the French and Russian
authorities here have been jealous be-
cause of the supposed facilities given to
the British authorities by the British em-
ployes of the China railways. Yesterday
(Wednesday) some French marines at-
temptéd to take charge of an engine re-
quired at the front. Locomotive Inspec-

stor Weir refused to give up the engine
and a Frenchman attempted to bayonet
him. Weir caught the muzzle of the rifle
and the bayonet passed over hiy shoulder.

'or a moment serious trouble between the
British and French was imminent; but
the prompt act of the British consular and
naval officers, backed by the American
consul and the railway officials, prevented
a collision. Conciliatory expressions were
exchanged. The French consul withdrew

his opposition and the British remained in
charge of the engine.”

Cable from Kempff.

Washington, June 14—The following
_cablegram has been received from Admir-
al Kempff,. Tong Ku, June 13:

Twenty-five hundred men are on the
road to Pekin for the relief of the lega-
tions; 100 are Americans;English and Rus-
sians in large majority; all nations here
represented. The viceroy at Tien Tsin
gave permission to go there; railroad be-
ing repaired as force advances. Russians
are now sending soldiers from Port Arthur
with artillery. - ‘

Statement of Seymour's Force.

Tsen Tsin, June 14—Railroad communi-
cation between this place and Admiral
Seymour’s international force has been
cut three miles beyond Yang Tsun. Two
bridges have been destroyed. It is ru-
mored here that the Boxers are determin-
ed to burn Tsen Tsin station tonight.

The international force under Adiniral
Seymour includes the following: British,
915; German, 250; Russian, 300; French,
128; American, 104; Japanese, 52; Italians,
49, and Austrian, 25. It left Tien Tsin
June 10. ] ;

Before the Killing Began,

Boston, June 14—The American board
of foreign missions received today from
the state department at Washington, a
letter which was in respons: to inquiries
concerning the safety of the Rev. and Mrs.
George H. Ewing, Rev. Horace Pilkin and
other American missionaries at Pao-Ting-
Fu, China. The department of state re-
plies that on the fourth instant Mr. Pil-
kins was safe; that the situation in China
appears to be very serious. Minister Con-
ger is said to be doing all in his power
for the protection of American citizens in
that country and the authori there
have promised to protect them. No case
of violence to an American midsionary has
yet been reported to the department.

A telegram from Minister Conger, re-
ceived on the 1llth instant, says that the
missionaries at I’ao-ling-Fu are safe at
present, and that the Chinese government
has sent troops there and promites pro-
tection.

No Request for' Troops.

Washington, Juné214—It is said at the
state departmment today that no requests
for 2,000, or in fact for any number of
"troops has been reccived from M.nister
Conger as reported from Shanghai. As a
matter of fact the state department has
not heard from Minister Conger for 38
hours past.

Column Makes Slow Progress.

Washington, June 14.—A despatch has
been received at the British embasay here
from Admiral Seymour, in comand of the
international troops now fore¢ing their way
from Tien Tsin to Pekin. The despatch
discloses the extreme difficulties encounter-
ed, mainly in the form of tracks destroy-
ed and stated that the progress was only
three miles for the preceding 24 hours.
The commanding -admiral felt that it
would be desirable to have additional
forces in order to meet every contingency,
although the general feeling was éxpressed
that the trouble would be less difficult to
deal with than had been expected. It is
calculated that with the three miles tedi-
ously covered in the 24 hours preceeding
the admiral’s despatch which is dated
yesterday, the international force was 25
miles from Pekin. There is every inudi-
cation, however, that the 25 mile stretch
will be about the mest difficult of the en-
tire route. The despatch of the admiral
makes no further mention of engagements
with the Boxers.

Alarming Reports.

Iondon, June 14—A special despatch
from Shanghai says an unconfirmed report
has reached there from Tien Tsin to the
effect that a foreign legation has been
burned and that a minister has been kill-
ed. The names, it is added, are withheld
pending a confirmation of the report.

It is added that the Japanese have sent
two more cruisers and have landed 300
additional troops.

A telegram received from Yunnan-Fu
says that the English and French missions
have taken refuge in the viceroy’s resi-
dence.

The trouble, this despatch says, is report-
ed to be due to French intrigues.

Japan to Take Steps.

London, Junt 14.—A special despatch
from Shanghai, dated today, says:

“A report has reached here that the
British, American and  Japanese minis-
-ters in Pekip favor the restoration of Km-
peror Kwang Su, but that the lrench
and Russian ministers insist upon the
powers taking charge of China. It is
further reported that the respective di-
visions of the country have already been
assigned. The belief is that the with-
drawal of the British ships from the Yang
Tse Kiang is an indication of Great Bri-
tain’s disclamer of the ‘Sphere theory.” ”

Later reports from Tien Tsin confirm
the news of the burning of the Japanese
legation; but the rumor that a minister
has been murdered is not confirmed.

Fifteen hundred Russians,with four guns,
have arived outside of Pekin. This makes
4,000 Rusians' who have landed.

It is regarded as certain that the Japan-
ese government will take active steps con-
cerning the murder of the -chancellor of
the Japanese legation.. In consequence of
disturbances at the Che Foo the German
flagship and H. M. S. Phoenix have return-
ed there. A Russian warship with six
hundred troops has gone to Han Kow.

Chinese desperadoes at Quin-San, forty
miles from Shanghai, have seized three
steam launches and treated the passengers
piracally.

Italians Killed.

Brussgiy, June 14—Confirmation has
been received of the report of the massacre
of two Italians and one Swiss engineer
employed on the Belgian railroad in North
China. The sister of the Swiss engineer
was alvo killed and two other persons
are missing.

The rest of the French and Belgian en-
gineers reached Pckin and Tien Tsin in
safety.

The Franco-Belgian Company has 300
armed men guarding its main track, which
is still open for 100 miles.

A Times Despatch.

London, June 15—The Times publishes
the following despatch from Tien Tsin via
Shanghai, June 14:

“A seriows engagement has occurred be-
tween the international column and the
Mohammedan troops of General Tung Fuh
Siang, near Pekin.”

Shanghai, who is now in London, says
that these Mohammedan troops are armed
with machine guns and repeating rifles.”
A Shanghai' despatch, dated yesterday,
s
“A Chinese steamcr, laden with &rms
amd ammunition, cleared from Shanghai
today bound for Tien Tsin.

“A notorious murderer who was de-
livered by the mumicipality of Shanghai
1o the Chinese authorities, is heing slowly
stoned to death in a eage. Thousands of
upectators watch lhus agonies daily.”

Enthusiasm Has Accumulated.

St. John's, Nfid., June 14.—Queen Victoria's
birthday was officlally celebrated here to-
day under the special arrangement post-
poning the celebration from May 2i. It was
the occasion for an enthusiastic outburst
«f loyalty. The British warship Charybdis
fired a royal salute at noon; and this even-
ing there were fireworks, illuminatnions and
parades.

London, June 15, 3.30 a.'m.—That Com-
mandant Gen.Louis Botha should have been
able to stand for two days against Lord
Roberts and then retreat without losidg
any guns or having any of his men cap-
tured is taken to mean that he "has a
force which the British must still reckon
as formidable Frhen acting defensively.

The pacification of the whole of the
Transvaal, especially the wide spaces far
from the railways, is looked upon as a
business requiring months rather than
weeks, :

A Boer Bulletin.

Meanwhile everything goes well for the
British arms.

A Boer bulletin issued June 12 at Ma-
chadodorp said: ‘“Both wings of the Feder-
al forces touched the advancing enemy at
1 a. m, yesterday east of Pretoria. Fight-
ing continued until dark. The enemy,
though in overwhelming numbers, were
checked along a line of 36 miles; and the
burghers succeeded in driving back their
right wing five miles. Two. burghers were
killed and ten wounded.”

Another Machadodorp announcement
is that the first regiment of General Bul-
ler’s force to attack Almonds Nek was
“annihilated;” but as the. British were
in overwhelming force, the burghers were
compelled to abandon the Nek.

Kruger Keeping His Gold.

A despatch from Lorenzo Marques dated
yesterday, says:

“President Kruger is holding on to his
~»ld and issuing paper notes from a press
in his executive car. The Boer govern-
ment’s coin stock is exhausted; and the of-
ficials are now paying out plain gold discs
unstamped. Some who have declined to
accept notes have taken their salaries in
gold bars.

Supplies for the Boers.

The Boer government is still paying out
much gold in that way. "

Two steamers arived at Lorenzo Mar-
ques yesterday bringing several thousand
tons of supplies consigned to Portuguesc
merchants, but destined for the Boers.
One. hundred Americans, Frenchmen, Ger-
mans and Hollanders have arrived there
by various steamers en route for the
Transvaal. Mr. Crowe, the British con-
sul general, has large stocks of clothing
for the British prisoners; but he will not
forward these until he gets assurance that
the Boers will not take them for their
own use.

Buller Must Wait.

General Buller will be unable to ad-
vance . further. until he gets supplies.
e will probably wait until the tunnel
has been cleared. Nearly every farm
house his troops passed flew a white flag.
The British took mothing without paying
for it; and a brisk business was done in
milk, eggs, bread and chickens by thrifty
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housewives who were pleased to get so
much English money. One woman whose
husband and two sons have been fighting

i “You British are unlike our people.
They took my horses in exchange for
sheep and mealies and made me make but-
ter, which they never paid for. I am
sending to have my men come home at
mce.”

! Usually the first question a Boer wo-
tman puts is: “Will my husband be shot
if he is captured?’ One young man was
pulled from under the bed and he went
on his knees hegging the British patrol
not to shoot him.

In the Free State.

General Rundle had a sharp skirmish
at Ficksburg on June 12. The Boers had
been aggressive along the whole Ficksburg-
Senekal line and menaeed Ficksburg in
force. The British outposts retired to the
village. General Rundle held the atten-
tion of the Boers in front with two guns,
while Yoemanry were sent round to their
rear and drove them off, with a loss to
the British .of three wounded. Two pa-
trols were also wounded.

President Steyn is at Uitkop. His
presence there is supposed to acount for
the Boer activity.

Sick Men and Horses,
London, June 14—The Daily Express

' porrespondent, telegraphing from Macha-

dodorp, 140 miles east of Pretoria, under
date of June 10, in connection. with the
capture and destruction by the Boer gen-
eral, Dewet, of 3,000 suits of clothing,
says:

“The Britsh soldiers complain much of
the cold. 'There is much suffering among
them and the hospitals are full of the sick
and exhausted. The sickness among the
horses, too, is increasing, thousands of
animals having succumbed at Kroonstad
(on the road from Bloemiontein to Pre-
{oria).

Roberts to the War Office.

' London, June 14—Lord Rober'ts reports
to the war office, under .date of Pretoria,
June 13, 9.55 a. m., as follows:

“Meothuen advanced to Honingspruit yes-
terday and found all quiet. Kroonstad is
strongly ‘held. Methuen returned today
to Rhenostet River, where the mailway is
being repaired. We were engaged all yes-
terday with Botha's army. The enemy
fought with considerable determination
and held our cavalry on both flanks, but
Jan Hamilton, assisted by the Guards
Brigade of Pole-Carew’s division pu-hing
forward, took the hill in his front, which
caused the enemy to fall back on their
wacond position to the eastward. - This
they are still holding. It is slightly higher
tban the one we have captured. he
great cxtent of country which has to be
covered under modern conditions of war-
fare Tendems progress very slow. Details

of the casualties have not reached me, but

" I understand they are moderate in num-

bers. The only further casualties reported
today are two officers wounded.”

The war office issues the following report
from Lord Roberts, under date of Pre-
toria, June 13, afternoon:

“The enemy evacuated their strong posi-
tion during the night and have retired
to the eastward. Buller’s force and mine
have afforded each other mutual assist-
ance. Our occupation of Pretoria caused
numbers of the Boers to withdraw -from
Jaing’s Nek, and Buller's advance to
Volksrust made them feel their rear would
shortly be endangered.”

Buller to the War Office.

London, June 14—General Bullér reports
to the war office as follows:

“Headquarters at Laing’s Nek, June 14,
morning—General Lyttleton yesterday re-
ceived the formal submission of the town
and district of Wakkerstroom, which the
enemy is believed to have completely
evacuated.”

Dorsets as Good as Any-

T.ondon, Junt 14—The war office has
made public a despatdh from General Bul-
ler accepting the congratulations of the
secretary of state for war, Lord Lans-
dowme, in which he says: 1

“The Dorsets, who have been ‘unlucky,
had a chance at Almond’s Nek and show-
ed themselves to be as good as any others.

“About 150 yards at each end of Laing’s
Nek tunnel are blown in and will require
several days to move the debris. The
line otherwise is uninjured and open to
the reversing stations and also to Sand-
spruit.”

CANADIANS FORCED
BOTHA TO RETIRE.

A Brilliant Advance and a Heavy Fire in the
Afternoon Compelled the Boers to Leave
During the Night.

Toronto, June 14—The Telegram’s spec-
ial cable says the Morning Standard’s cor-
respondent at Kiroonstad, cablcing yester-
day, says at Yester Nek the Canadians
were ordered to advance towards the -en-
emy with long range fire. The Canadians
advanced under a heavy shell fire from
three guns over a dead level plain and
gained the foot of a slight ridge before
the main range held by the Boers, and
took cover behind a stone wall. All the
time they were pouring a steady, well
aimed fusilade on the enemy, and finding
phemselves -outflanked, the Boers left dur-
ing the night. Acording to the Standard’s
correspondent, the Canadians figured prom-
inently in fercing Botha to evacuate his
position near Pretoria.

The Judge Says that the American
Customs Authorities Have Failed
to- Show Mrs. Dodge Intended
to Evade the Law in Bringing in
the Diamonds.

New York, June 1i.—In the action
brought by the United States to have de-
clared forfeited to the government dia-
mionds and jewelry valued at $064,900
which were seized by the customs author-
itics from Mrs. Phyllis E. Dodge, Judge
Addison Brown, of the United States
district court today announced after lisfen-
ing to arguments that unless the govern-
ment had further evidence to submit that
would be competent at this stage of the
case, he would grant the motion of the
attorneys for Mrs. Dodge to dismiss the
case on the ground that there had been no
intention to conceal or defraud; that the
articles mentioned in the bill were purely
personal effects, not for sale and not for
presentation to others; and that under
the court’s interpretation of sections 2799
and 2802 of the revised statutes of 1799
the pasenger was not compelled to en-
umerate the articles in question or par-
ticularize them unless questioned by the
customs authorities.

Judge Brown then decided - that Mrs.
Dodge ought to take the stand to explain
her action in not declaring the goods and
the defendant was placed in the witness
chair. She testified that some of the
jewelry had been bought in this country
and she had taken it over on her trip to
Paris where some of it was repaired and
some of it whs given to her in Paris,

THE COMMISSON 10
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HAVE A FREE HAND.

Ottawa, June 14—The first business of
the house today was the motion of Mr.
Monk for a committee to investigate the
charges he has made in connection with
the emergency food supplied to the Can-
adian soldiers in South Africa by the mil-
itia department. Mr. Monk formally put
his motion, the terms of which were given
in this correspondence yesterday. He said
that the food was not sterilized nor was
it hermetically sealed, and said that pay-
ment was made before goods were deliver-
ed.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that the mos
tion of Mr. Monk was not one of privi-
lege. However, he was willing to waive
any objections in that regard. On' the or-
der paper it would be seen that the mo-
tion was put down for Friday, and there-
fore the government did not expect it
would come up today. That being the
case he would move that the debate be
adjourned and made the first order to-
MOTTOW.

This was agreed to.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier introduced a bill to
restrict Chinese immigration. The prem-
ier gave a history of the whole question,
dealing with Japanese immigration as
well. He said that British Columbia kad
grievances from both classes, and it was
the -intention of the government to is-
sue a royal commission to investigate Jap-
anese and Chinese immigration and lay the
whole matter before the imperial author-
ities, so that the matter could be proper-
dealt with. The question was an imperi-
al one. He 'was prepered to deal with
the Chinese question, but he recognized
that the agitation in British Columbia in-
cluded Japanese as well. He was not
prepared now to put the Japanese on
the same footing as Chinese, thereby
probably - involving Great Britain in war
in the east. The government had been
asked to put legislation similar to the
Natal act in force, but that would in-
clude the Japanese, and he would not
deal with the Japanese now. In respect
to the Chinese bill, he would raise the
poll tax from $50 per head to $100 per
head. /

The premier in stating that the gov-
ernment had decided to increase the poll
tax to $100, showed that this was the
amount which was asked for several years
ago by the legislature of British Colum-
bia. There was just one departure from
this and that was in 1899, when the legis-
lature asked that the tax be increased io

To double it at once would be a
considerable advance and step in the right
direction. The result would be investigat-
ed and the government would get infor-
mation on the whole question. :

In respect to the Japanese he was sat-
isfied that British Coiumbia would not
wish to jeopardise the interests of Great
Britain in the Orient at the present time.
Indeed he was satisfied that the people
of British Colambia would be prepared
not to put any obstacles in the way of
Britain, now at war with South Af-
rica, but would be prepared to view the
matter as he did, ‘“‘for the sake of the
mother country and for-the sake of unity
of the Empire.”

Lieut.-Prior did not agree with Premier
Laurier, but on the contrary said there
would be general regret in the provinge
that the Natal act was not adopted.

Clarke Wallace on the other hand agreed
with the premier that the present was
not the time to do anything that would
interfere with imperial interests in the
east, ;

In reply to Col. Prior, Dr. Borden zaid
that the department on February 3, sent
to the inland department two parcels of
emergency food for analysis.

Mr. Bla‘r, in reply, said: that in his
opinion the ‘opposition had a desire to
have a full investigation into the alleged
fraud, and he claimed the government
and its supporters are equally sincere in
their desire to have the investigation
thorough . It was in the interest of both
parties to discover to what extent these
practices had prevailed. The government
had not only no desire, but no interest
in not having a full investigation. The
government believed that the words of
the commission were broad enough to
give full scope to the inquiry and could

not see why it should be amended lin-any
way. He pointed out that the words of
the commission covered not only the bal-
Iot boxes and their contents, but also all
persons who may be implicated in .any
frauds. There was absolutely no restrics
tion as to persons, as Mr. Borden  had
intimated. He could not agree that amy

Champion’s description has been given s
accurately by those who knew him tha
the fugitive seemingly has turned up i1
many places at or about the same time
From .Union, N. H., early this morning,
came the report that Champion had been
seen to jump on a moving southbound
train, but although this mysterious pass-
enger was practically chased to Wenham.
Mass., by detectives, it was not until
evening that the passenger was proven to
be an express agent of the town who had
been on a visit to Urion and had gotten
his train on the return by the merest
chance and then rode all the way to Wen-
ham in a baggage car. The report that
Champion was headed towards Boston
naturally s‘irred up police activity in many
places. The best showing for his capture
lies in the work of Read Lang, a Sanborn-
ville officer, who had Champion in his
hands not long ago for a misdemeanor and
can identifv him on sight. Mr. Lang be
lieves that Champion w111 go back to Mal-
den, Mass.. where he formerly belonged.

Living on the Beach of the
Kennebeccasis.

The chief topic of conversation among
the residents between Rothesay and Gon-
dola Point is the existence of a family
who live on the river shores without a
kome of any kind. For the past week
or so a man and woman with five small
children, -one a child in arms, have been
iiving a life of the greatest poverty and
exposure.

On the beach at a point on the Ken-
nebeccasis, between Rothesay and Gon-
dola Point,. this strange family have taken
up their residence. They have been-seen
on numerous occasions by residents in the
neighborhood, but their actions are very
strange. The man who is at the head of
the family, when he observes anyone ap-
proaching, gets his family out into a boat
and rows them out into the river. They
are reported to be without a camp or hut,
and when night falls they sleep in the
open, around a fire, built of wood picked
| up on the shore and in the woods. Where
they get their food is not reported, but
it is supposed they obtain it by fishing o
begging. ‘At all events the food they eat
is cooked ovi: a fire on the beach.

Yesterday afternoon, a man named
Harrison brought the mews to the city
and reported it to Captain Hastings of
the Northera Division, who in turn re-
ported the matter to the S. P. C. A, au-
thorities who will probably make an in-
vestigation.

Ottawa, June 12—When the House met
today Sir Hibbert Tupper asked for cer-
tain papers and corresponderce in regard
to Mr. J. B. Charleson’s work in con-

Sir Wilfrid Laurier re-
ferring to Mr. Charleson said that he
would be surprised to learn that there
vas any wrong done by him, because he
(Laurier)” had known him for 25 years.

Mr. Britton calied the attention of the
minister of militia to a letter published
n the Toronto (ilobe from Colonel Sam.
lughes, and said to be a copy of one re-
ceived by the minister , from  Colonel
Hughes.

Dr. Borden said he had reccived a sim-
ilar letter from Colonel Hughcs. He got
.t about the same time as it appeared in
tze Giobe and only read it the same day
that he saw the letter published in the
Globe. That was .all he knew about it.

Dr. Borden laid on the table additional
papers in connection with supplying
emergency - food for the troops in South
Africa by Mr. Devlin, of Montreal.

Other people got licenses as well as
Mr. Burrows, who was tlre owner of a saw-
mill and carried out all the conditions
necessary to obtain a licensc. M. Sath-
erland pointed to the manner the public
domain was given away by the Conserva-
tives when in power and showed that Mr.
Davin had got 50 squarz miles of a tunber
berth on the Saskatchewan for which h:
paid nothing.

The House divided on the amendment
which was lest by 37 for to 72 against, a
majority for the government of 35.

The Liberals of Queens and

Bill, barrister, of Shelburne, was secre-
tary.

Hon. Mr. Fielding was nominated by
Mr. Thomas Robertson, M. P., seconded
by Mr. Samuel T. Kempton, of Milton,
and was the unanimous choice of ‘the con-
vention. Mr. E. M. Bdl moved, scconded
by E. Moore, of Liverpool, resolutions ap-
proving of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, his rec-
ord and policy iand approving of Hon.
Mr. Fielding’s record as our representa-
tive. Mr. W. A. McDonald moved, sec-
onded by Mr. F. McLeod of Brookfield,
a resolution approving of the assistance
already given by the dominion and local
governments to railway companies pro-
posing to give facilities to these counties,
but regretting that the companies so far.
had not met the expectations of the
people, and urging up-n ihe governments
that if the present companies fail, larger
subsidies should be offered, or a railway
be constructed by the government.

Another Blazé in '-the- Villa;;
of Kingsville.

The quiet little village of Kingsville has
been again visited by fire, and although
not so seriously as on Sunday, but the
destruction of four barns with their con-
tents means a loss of about $1,000, while
thne insurance is small.

1u was §wous Zoclock Tuesday after-
noon, when fire was discovered in one of
Mr. Charles Doherty’s hay barns, situ-
ated about 500 yards to the southward
of the King mill site. The barn was a
large one and was stocked with about 30
or 40 tons of hay. 1t was only a few min-
utes until the whole building was wrap-
ped in flames. Nothing could be
done to save the contents or building.
The fire soon spread vo a smaller barn
adjoining, also owned by Mr. Doherty,

and which contained some farming im-
plements. This, like the other, was scon
destroyed.

The barns were situated in the rear of
the dwelling house owned by Mr. John
Delaney and occupied by the owner and
son-in-law, Mr. Lewis Palmer. The fire
was raging and a high wind was blow-
ing from the north and the house was in
great danger. Mr. Frank Lige; secing
this, took his team of horses and began
hauling water from a pond near the
Delaney house. Willing hands formed a
bucket gang and with wet mats and
plenty of water the house was saved.
Two houses across the street, owned and
occupied by William Baizley and Mathen
Cannon, would have been in danger had

the fire caught the Delaney house. Mr.

Delaney moved his furniture out on the
street and Messrs. Baisley and Cannon
packed their furniture up and was all
ready for a hasty move.

From the Doherty barns the fire
spread to two barns owned by Mr. De-
laney, although men worked hard to
save th(‘-m. They were. burned to the
ground in a short time. In one of the
Delaney barns was a quantity-of  tools
and 2,500 feet of clap woards. An hour
after the fire started the four barns were
in ashes.

Mr: Delaney had about $100 insurance
on his barns and Mr. Doherty had about
two_or three hundred dollars insurance

As an instrument
of commerce the canal must be under the
protection of the world, and instead of
dissolving our agreement with Great Brit-
ain regzarding the canal we must secure
the adhesion of other mations to it.' Dhis
is thoroughly in hmne with atl our diplo-
matic precedents. None of our presidents
or secretaries of state have committed the
i countny to the pelicy: of an exdlusively
Amenican control, while with only one or
«two exceptions all-of them have uniformiy
| assumed that the canal wes to be ‘a’high-
way for the commerce of the world. This
has been distinctly asd<erted in many of
our state papers. ‘The fadlure of the senale
to abrogate -the Clayton-Bulwer . treaty
czn only be explained by the consciousness
of senators that this is the true American
policy.” .

! Washington, June 10.~—Dr, Tal-

mage, who i{s now in Europe preach-

ing -.te immense congregations in the
great cities, sends this sermon, in

which he describes the rough places-

of life and indicates the best means
of getting over them and shows how
many people fail to understand ‘their
best: blessings; text, Mark iv, 89,
‘‘And he arose and rebuked the wind
and said unto the sea, Peace, be
still.”’ :

Here in Capernaum, the seashore
village, was the temporary home of

‘that Christ who for the most of his

life was homeless. On the site of
this village, now in ruins, and all
around this lake Wwhat scenes of
kindness and power and glory and
pathos when our Lord lived here! 1
can understand the feeling of the im-
mortal Scotchman, Robert McCheyne,
when, sitting on the banks ef thxs
lake, he wrote

It ia pot that the wild gazelle
Comes down to drink thy tide,

But He that was plerced to save from hell
Oft wandered by thy side.

!

Graceful around thee the mountains meet,
Thou, calm, reposing sea,

But, ab, far more the beautiful feet
i Jesus walked o'er thee.

I can easily, understand - from the
contour of thé country that bounds
this lake that storms were easily
tempted to make these waters their
playground. This lake, in Christ's
time, lay in a scene of great luxuri-
ance; the surrounding hills, terrac-
ed, sloped, groved; so many hang-
ing gardens of beauty. On the shore
were castles, armed towers, Roman
baths, everything attractive and
beautiful—all styles of vegetation
in smaller space than in almost any
other space in the world, from the
palm tres of the forest to the trees
of rigorous climate. It'seemed as if
the Lord had launched one wave of
beauty on all the scene and it hung
and -swung from rock and hill and
oleander. oman gentlemen in pleas-
ure boats sailing this lake and toun-
trymen in fishing smacks coming
down to drop their nets pass each
other with nod and shout and laugh-
ter or swinging idly at their moor-
ings.

at which latter place a buckboard carried
the prisoner and hls escoTt to the jail.

At Sanford there was quite a crowd await-
ing the. arrival .of the electric car.

Champion was handcuffed to Officer Mlles
and when the jail was reached the prisoner
and officers: were shown to the office of the
institution where County Attorney W. S.
Mattehws and Officer Frank Matthews, of
Karmington, N. H., were waliting.

taining the shirt which is believed to be the
strongest evidence against Champion.

‘R‘ev. Dr. MéoRae Attacks the Gov-

.ernors of ‘Morrin College, Which

He Says Has Always Been a

Fallure, Due -to - Their _Incom-
petence and Misdirection.

e | \
Halifax, . June 14—This aftermoon was
college afternoon at the Presbyterian as-
sembly. The greaoter part of the time
was devoted to the reception of reports

from various institutions of learing, under

the supervision of the church. The general
tone of reports was that of prosperity.
The report, of Queen’s College was pre-
sented by Principal G. M. Grant, giving
a resume of the year’s work. The recep-
tion of thé report was moved by Rev. A.
G. Mowatt, of Montreal, a graduate ot
the college, and seconded by Rev. John
Neal, of Toronto. The report of Morin
boldege, Quebec, was next called for, but
no report was forthcoming. Dr. Warden

.intimated that he had received a communi-

cation from the secretary of the board of
governors,. stating that they did not con-
template gwmg any printed report this
year. Mr. 'Tait, of Quebec, reported that

.'on account of ﬂhe emall’ number of stud-

ents and -the- soarcity: of funds, the gover-
nors had discontinued work and are now
considering what is to be done with the
funds invested. It is probable that these

‘will be devoted tb higher education in the

city of Quebec. Dr. Heridge, of Ottawa,
reported for a commission. appointed by

the, ladt assembly to confer with the gover- |

nors of Morin College. A conference was
held in November last, at' which the com-
mhission. suggested that a part of the en-
dowment should be:used for higher educa-
tion in Quebec’and a part for the endow-
ment of a chair in some one of the collegcs
already existing in the church. He could
give no information as to whether the
recommendation was likely to be carried
out. It was moved by Dr. Warden and
seconded by Dr. Sedgewick, that the com-
mission ‘be continued in office .and report
at the next assembly.

Dr. MacRae, late principal of Morin
College, insisted that this would serve no
purpose because there wouud be no re-
sponse on: the part of the governors. No
money will be given by the governors to
other colleges of the ehurdh.. Dr. MacRae
said the college ‘has been a failure from
the first of its history. He told of mis-
conception, misunderstanding, inefliciency
and indifference upon the part of the gov-
erors. ‘Its closing is in no sense a calam-
ity to the church. The governors think
the assembly has no right to interfere and
that all the money invesdted should be
used to further educational work in' Que-
Apa
» Dr. Grant 'held that there was nothing
to do but pass the motion. The gover-

nors had always reponted to the assembly

and the assembly has the right to know

what is to ‘be done with the funds if the |

college was. to be closed. This was. the

.mind of the assembly and the motion for

the mntmnance of the committee was
adonted.

Rev." Ephriam. Seott, M. A. of Mont-
editor of the - Presbyterian Record,
and Mr. J. R. McLeod, of Three Rivers,
were appointed to represent the assembly
on the board of governors of Morin Col-
lege. The teport of the Presbyterian Col-
lege, of Montreal, was submitted by Prin-
cipal McVicar.

Schreiner ‘Has Resigned.

Mr. Schreiner, the Cape premier, and his
colleagues resigned last evening, Sir Alred
Milner - accepting their resignations. The
London papers only recently abused Mr.
Schreiner for not making war preparations.
Now they are.complimenting his refusal
to follow the majority of the Afrikander
Bund in opposition to the British military
policy.

The Times’ corespondent cables  that
though. the announcement of the resigna-
tion of Messrs. Tee Water, Sauer, and
Merriam was premature, it seems certain
that they will do so and it is not likely
the whole ministry will resign, a solution
of the difficulty being posibly found by the
Progresives lending Premier Schreiner
two members to fill vacant seats in the
cabinet.

Milner Has Use for Schreiner. .

Cape Town, June 13—It is understood
that Sir Alfred Milner, governor of Cape
Colony, is extremely unwilling that Mr.
Sdhreinér, the Cape premier, should Te-
sign, and that he favors a coalition minis-
try, for the purpose of carrying through
bhe contemplated imperial measures.

Methuen and Kitchener Win.

London, June 13.—TLord Roberts’ line
of communication has been practically re-
stored by a complete victory gained by
Generals Methuen and = Kitchener over
General Déwet 'yesterday. The Boer
camp was ‘gaptured and the burghers, it
is added, were scattered in all directions.

Roberts and Botha Draw.

Lohdon, June 13.—Lord Roberts has
fought a battle with General Botha, at
the end of which, though the British
gained considerable ground, the Boers were
not beaten. All is quiet at Pretoria and
Johannesburg. . .

SIR CHARLES ON EMPIRE.

He Again Declares Against tmperial
Federation.

Toronto, June 11--The fruit dinner of
the newly organized Alumini Assotiation
of Toronto University was a brilliant suc-
cess. The guest of homor was Sir Charler
Tupper, who responded to the toast of
“The Empire and its defenders.” He paid
a splendid tribut,to the valor of the im-
perial army, pointing out the material as-
sistance rendered by our troops in South
Africa had opened the eyes of foreign na-
tions to the faot that the colonies, instead
of proving a vulnerable point of attack,
were in reality great sources of strength.
Sir Charles, in his closing sentence, repeat-
ed 'hi=. declaration against parliamentary
federsatdn of the empire, and said the true
bond of union was the mutual interest
and common aim. '

The chancellor of the university, Sit
William Meredith, in his speech discussed
the relationship of universities to the
province and declared his belief that it
was edsential the university should be a
state institution.

The Fox Bay Settlers are Giving Evidence
in the Menier Suit.

Quebee, June 13—The steamer ‘Wander-
er, with the Fox Bay seftlers, has arrived
and anchored in the stream opposite
the city. A petition to subpoena five of the
principal men as witnesses in a damage
suit brought by Mr. Menier against Dr.
Griffith has been granted by Chief Justice
Casault, and hence the journey of the
settlers to homes in Manitoba may be in-
terrupted for at least a day or two. The
examination of witnesses is taking place
today.

Arrangenemts have been made with the
owners of the steamer to allow the people
to live on board until they can be trans-
ferred to the C. P. R. and taken to the
west. Thirteen families, numbering 63
souls, are on the steamer.

Three of the Fox Bay settlers were ex-
amined today as witnesses under the order
of the chief justice in the case of Menier
vs. Rev. Dr. Griffith for damage to the
amount of $3,600. They: testified that Dr.
Griffith had.not interfered with the order
of the court or in any way interrupted the
course of the law in the case of the Fox
Bay settlers’ eviction. On the contrary,
Dr. Griffithe had done everything in his
power to bring about an amicable settle-
‘ment. They said all Dr. Griffiths did was
to  inform them that negotiations were
going on which he. trusted would enable
them to remain on the island during the
fall and to prosecute their fishing as usual
so as to provide themselves with outfits
for the northwest. The case is still n
progcress.

Ocean Freights and Charters.

Respecting ocean freights and charters_

the New York Commercial says: The
higher wheat market has limited the de-
mand materially for steamship grain car-
riers, but with no increase in the ton-
nage supply, full former rates are sus-
tained. Cork f. b. boats are bid 3s. 9d.,
and large berth term carriers 3s. 43d. The
demand for deal tonnage has appeared less
urgent, but at 57s. 6d.@58s. 6d. shippers
are in the market. General cargo and
timber Gulf freights display strength on
the few vessels obtainable. Coal tonnage
for Europe is still inquired after, but at
rates that do not permit of business. Suit-
able long voyage sailing vessels are spar-
ingly offered, and in most cases at rates
that are above the limits of shippers.
Tonnage suitable for the South- American
trade is accumulating, and with little de-
mand, rates are barely as firm. Coasters
continue neglected at nominally unchanged
quotations.

“Measures are being taken at the navy
department to send a battalion of marines
to the Philippines. These men are want;
ed for service at certain naval stations in
the Philippines and to replace about 80
marines .who have been sent into Chinese
waters.” . ;

A marine battalion is only about 2530
strong. The men could be gathered up
at short notice -from the marines now at
the naval academy and the New York,
League Island and Washington navy yards,
so it is expected that they will be on their
way to Manila by August 1 at the latest.

It is figured at the .department that
there are now about two thousand marines
in the Philippines and at Guam, the larg-
est part of the 'force not afloat being sta-
tioned at the Cavite naval station. Thia
is the largest naval reservation under the
control of the navy department with a
water front of about 14 miles, and the
withdrawal of the soldiers has made it
necaksary to mraintain a largee force of
marines to garrison the -reservation and
keep down the insurgents who are numer-
ous in Cavite province. The other points
mentioned in Admiral Remey’s cablegram
are also naval or coaling stations, and as
ihey have been turned over to the navy,
the army naturally does net care to be
charged with their maintenance, e:pecial-
ly as there is so much work for the soldi-
crs to do elsewhere.

Terrib_h; loss of Life Re-
ported.

New York, June 13—Oftidial advices
were received in this city today from Car-
thagenia and Bogota, giving the details
regarding the revolution in Colombia. The
complete and utter overthrow of the rebels
in Santander has ben confirmed, in which
place, after a hard battle lasting 21 days,
the government forces remained compilete
masters of the field. . The casualties were
1,800 dead, belonging to the enemy, 2,000
wounded, and 1,800 prisoners of war, be-
sides implements of war in large quanti-
ities, which were taken from the enemy.
Ameng the prisoners taken were General
Vasyas Santos, one of the prominent Lib-
eral leaders, who was put aboard the
steamship Alios, and .is .now on his way
to the prison at Boca Chica, situated on
an island-in the Bay of Carthagena. The
Tevolutionist general, Avelino Rosas, was
captured, and the rcbellion seems to be
virtually at an end.

On the night of the 19th May a great
conflagration took place in Bogota, and
the city ‘hall was completely destroyed,
36 persons perishing. The loss is estimat-
ed at $4,000,000 gold.

Three Persons Killed and Eight Badly
Burned.

New York, June 12.—Three persons lost
their lives, eight were so badly burned or
maimed that they are in the hospital, and
three other men are missing, as the result
of a fire in the cooperage establishment
of Paul Weidmann, at North Eleventh
street and Wythe avenue, Brooklyn to-
night. The property loss is variously esti-
mated at from $75,000 to 250,000,

The dead are:

August Benedict, burned so badly that
he died after being taken from the build-

ing.

John M. Lockwood, crushed by falling
izzber.

Unknown man burned to death.

The fire was first discovered on the
ground floor of the building which occu-
pied a city block. When the firemen ar-
rived the entire building was a mass of
flames and doomed. The attention of the
fire department was turned to rescuing
the people who were hanging from the
windows or who were lying on the side-
walks helpless, and w saving adjoining
property.

The building was four stories high and
there were over 100 employes in it. Many
of these leaped from the windows and es-
caped. It is said that at least two score
of people dropped before the firemen ar-
rived. When they came many were hang-
ing from the upper windows.

August Benedict was hanging out of a
window with all of his clothing aflame.
He held on until the ladder was even up
to him, but he was so badly burned ihat
he died half an hour afterward. -

John M. TLockwood had his chest crush-
ed by falling timber and died late tonight.
The unknown man’s body was badly
charred.

The Disappearing Gun Carriage.

The system of disappearing carriages
appears to have originated with Colonel
Moncrief, of England, who patented his
invention in that country in 1864, though
the details were worked out by Sir George
W. G. Armstrong & Company. Colonel
Monecrieff proposed that the enormous
energy of recoil, or “kick” of the guns in
fir'ng—a pressure amounting to upwards
of 35,000 pounds to the square inch—
should be utilized in bringing the gun
down into a protected position behind
an earthwork, and at the same time be

éuscd in storing up sufficicnt cnergy to

raise the gun into firing position after it
had been loaded.

The “Moncrieff”” mountings were so de-
signed that a heavy counterpoise tended
to keep the gun in firing position. The
energy of recoil was absorbed in lifting
the counterpoise, and a ratchet and pawl
kept the gun in the position to which it
finally recoiled. In operation, each time
it was fired the gun recoiled to the load-
ing position, in which it was held until
loaded, when, on releasing the pawl, the
counterweight lifted the gun into the fir-
ing position, or, as is termed, “in bat-
tery.”—G. H. Powell, in The Engineer-
ing Magazine for June.

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There Has Been a Remarkable Rise
in the Price of Copper and a
Large Quantity of Coin was Im-
ported Into the United States
and Melted Down,

The most astonishing sight has just
been presented in Boston of copper coins
from India and other countries coming as
part of a ship’s cargo, designed for the
melting pots, because the price of the
metal has advanced to such a figure that it
is more profitable to melt the coins down
and sell them as pure copper than to
cxchange them for their current equiva-
lent in other money. So steadily has the
value of this metal advanced, owing to the
great demand, which always keeps ahead of
the supply, that the prophets are making
the most optimistic asertions as to the
future price of copper. To own a rhare
of the famous Calumet and Hecla copper
mine is to be worth enough to go into
business in a small way, pay the first
installment on a home, or live for half
a year, economically, without earning
or receiving a cent of money from other
directions.

The copper kings of America, with the
keen, far-seeing judgment for which Am-
erican business men are famous, have
known for a long time past what an im-
portant position copper was destined to
take among minerals and they have been
getting together with a view to control-
ling, the market of the world in this pro-
duct. The prices of copper have been ad-
vancing and the outlook for the metal
is most favorable. Control of the world’s
copper supply is now in America and not
in England, the largest consumer next to
the United States and herself but a small
producer.

This explains why the astonizhing sight
is seen of the copper coins of the British
empire being sent to this country to be
used as plain copper. It would be dif-
ficult to find a parallel for this state of
things. i

The reason why copper has become so
valuable, and is daily becoming more ro,
is easy to explain. First, the supply is
limited, there being but a few large cop-
per mines, and, second, the purposes of
which copper is used in_this electrical age
are daily increasing in number. Former-
ly there were but few uses for ccpper.
Now_ miles and miles of copper wire are
coiled on every warship. Copper wire
fires the guns, carries the orders from the
officers to the remotest part of the vessel
has its wvoluminous lengths coiled around
machinery in the engine room, and re-
flects the sun dazzling from fittings and
furnishing ‘on deck and under the deck.
As vesels are always building, and cop-
per wears out,. there is constantly an in-
creasing demand for the metal in con-
nection with shipbuilding industries. By
the army copper is wanted in huge quan-
tities.Copper wire trails everywhere around
fortifications. It is used for the firing
of mines. It is run under the waves
around the coast forts and at signalling
stations, and it is wanted for telegraph
and telephone purposes.

Modern office buildings are coppered
from roof to basement. Kvery telephone
mesesnger call and electric fan has its
own particular copper wires. The metal
runs in and out of offices, under the floors,
in the walls, over the roof, around the
windows, up the walls and under the side-
walk. It is everywhere like a thin ser-
pent of endless dimensions. It runs under
the rivers, across the bridges, overhead,
underfoot, around and about us, copper,
copper,- and still more copper, until the
workmen in the mines, toil as they will,
cannot keep up with the call for further
supplies and, in accordance with the na-
tural law of the business world, prices
rise and keep rising. The more science
discovers in the electrical line the better
for the copper market. If this is the
‘clectrical age, as it undoubtedly is, it is
no less proper to call it the copper age,
for electricity and copper are inseparably
united. \ ;

Years ago, before the copper age dawn-
ed, the Calumet and Hecla mine was own-
ed by a few men who little dreamed of
the great fortune that there was in cop-
per. Some of the original owners of the
mine who were wise enough to hold on
to their shares are today rich men. Few
shares are sold and when they are 6ffered
for sale, usually in very small lots and
often in single shares, there is a rush of
buyers.

Cape Town, June 12.—Premier Schreiner
is engaged in reforming the cabinet, owing
to the resignation of Mewrs. J. X. Mer-
riman, treasurer; J. W. Sauer, commis-
sioner of public works, and Dr. TeWater,
minister without portfolio.

At the recent bond caucus the premier’s
policy was generally condemned. / The
ciiicf pont of difference relates” to the
treatment of the rebels. The bond, led by
Messrs. Hofimeyer and TeWater, desired
general amnesty. Mr. Schreiner urged a
scheme recommended by the imperial gov-
ernment, under which a special tribunal
will try the rebels, convioted lcaders will
be fmprisoned and perpetually distran-
chised and the rank and file wil be dis-
franchised for a period.

It is understood Mr. Sdhreiner’s policy
will be supported by the entive loyalist
party, which is endorsed by the loyal pub-
lic opinion of South Afiica.

The Ccmpany Claim to Have Won the
Battle,

St. Louis, June 12—There was no im-
portant developments in the street car
strike today. The Transit Company
claims to have the situation practically
under control by reason of the protection
afforded by the police and the sheriff’s
posse. The company’s officials stated that
cars were running on cvery line in the
city, meeting all demands of traffic.

More men are now employed by the
company than there is work for them
to do, according to Manager Baumbhoff.
Night cars are running on all lincs. Lines
to the north and south are still guarded
by police, but in the central and western
portions the ‘police have been in a great
measure withdrawn from the cars.

The Southern Electric line is in opera-
tion  tonight for the first time since the
strike began. The line is regarded in
police circles as the most diflicult of all
the lines to protect.

Two Mains Down Lrin Street to
Supply the Business Portion of‘
the Ciy.

The water aud sewerage board giappled |
for «hr e 1o urs J'uesday v ght with tie water |
service question and then decided to ve- |
commend the council to spend $16,500 in |
the improvement of the distribution in
the low level districts. If the recommen-
dation goes through the two pipes, (10
and 15 inches), on which the low level
districts is dependent for its pressure,
will be replaced by a 20 inch ond a 15
inch pipe running up Erin street into the
castern section of the eity. The new pipes
will give 14 feet additional feet pressure.
In calling the meeting to order the chair-
man, Alderman Millidge, said the import-
ant point to be considered was the im-
provement of the low level service which
was very defective owing to uneven dis-
tribution. The chief business portion of
the city depended on two pipes of inferior
capacity—one ten inch laid in 1837 and
one 15 inch laid in 1873. The chairman
closed by asking the board to give serious
consideration to the mew 20-inch main
up Erin street as proposed' in Engineer
Murdoch’s report.

Engineer Murdoch stated that the 20-
inch main which would be 3,160 feet long,
would cost $13,50 and the 15-inch pipe
$3,000. These pipes, he said, would give
14 feet more than the present pressure.
The engineer in reply to questions from
members of the board said the old pipes
owing to accumulation of dirt, were now
cven smaller than their original. size. The
present mains running to the Marsh
bridge would supp'y 102,000 mhabitants,
but it was greater pressure instead of
supply which was demande!.

Ald. McMulkin wanted a new supply
from Lake Buck, but it wa+< pointed out
lthat expert opinion had deciared the
water in this lake unfit for use.

After a long discussion by the members
of the board and a lot of explanation
by the engineer, Ald. Macrie moved that
the board recommend the council to 1e
place the old pipes in the low level dis-
tricts by new ones of larger capacity-—25
and 20 inches.

Ald. Waring felt, despite the engincer’s
estimates, that sufficient wator was coming
to the Marsh bridge. Unail the engineer's
estimates respecting the supply at the
bridge were coroborated it would be a
useless expenditure for the improvement
of the distribution if there were not ample
supply coming into the city. The first
move of the board should be to learn if
the mains were giving 5,000.000 gallons
daily as Mr. Murdoch estimated.

Ald. McMulkin said there should be
more water coming into the ¢ty and
moved an amendment that a new service
be brought from Lake Lattimer to supply
the summits of the city. The amendwment
was decided out of order as it was not
embodied in the orizinal report. Ald.
Macrae’s motion was then: carried, the
mover, Ald. Seaton and Aaxwell voting
in the affirmative and Ald. McMui%in and
Waring in the negative. Ald. McMulkin
then moved that a commit‘ee and the
engineer be imstructed to prepare a ve-
port respecting the cost of a new main
from Lake Latimer to.the Marsh bridge.
Carried.

The committee appointed were: Ald.
Maxwell, McMulkin and Warring.

Ald: Macrae moved that the board
recommend the purchase of the farms
owned by John Braden and John Ryon,
which were required by the city for m:
provement of the water sovvi Carried.

The engineer reported that ihe Ryar
property could be puarchased for $3,600
and the Braden for $3,)00.

During the meeting the hoard decided to
accept the lowest tendar, thar of Geo I
Day, for printing the watsr repurt. The
only other tenders were Progress: Publish-
ing Co., and Messrs. J. & A. McMillan.

Engineer Murdoch wmade a vevort re-
specting the proposed Berntley street sewer,
The report said it wou'l enst #730 addi-
tional to avéid going tharough private
property. He thcught thouzh that right
of way could be secur=l and it wonld not
bhe necessary to run ‘he new sewer up to
the present Straight Shore sewer.

Adrift in a Dory.

Steamer Harlaw  arrived at Halifax
Monday from Newfoundland. She had
on board a Gloucester man named John
Hickey, who, with a native of Bay St.
George, Nfld., got adtray in a dory from
the American schooner Lawrence K Munyo,
Captain Oscar Lyons. The &chooner had
been out about two months and had taken
about 10,000 pounds of fish. She was
about to keave for home and the last set
was just being made. Hickey and Chim
went out in a dory to attend the trawls.
A thick fog ca.ne in and they were quick-
ly«shut out from the vessel. They were
about 40 miles ofi Scataric. In vain they
rowed about searching for the vessel and
after a time they gave it up. In the dory
they had no food and only a very little
water. Later in the-day th2 wind arose,
stirring up a high sea which threatened
to swamp their frail craft. .\s night came
on they sufferéd from hunger and thirst,
which was made more intense by the con-
tinued labor of the oare. All through the
night they rowed in the direction they
believed the land to be and as the hours
passed they became faint for want of food.
All the next day thoy rowsd with the
pangs of hunger mereasing and constantly
growing weaker. But the sight of land
raised their hopes tnd toward evening they
arrived at Neil’s Harbor, completely ¢x-
hausted.

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British Marines Fought and
Chased 2,000 Boxers.

London, June 13, 4.42 a. m.—Sixteen
British marines, reconnoitering in advance
of the international column marching to
Pekin, fought "and dhased 2,000 Boxers
Monday, killing 20 or 30.

A correspondent accompanying the col-
umn, in a despatch dated Tien Tsin June
12 via Shanghai, June 13, 6.15 a. m., says:

“While the working parties aceompan-
ied by a patrol of 16 British marines,
commanded by Major Johnson, were re-
pairing the line Monday afternoon, eight
miles beyond Lofa, they encountered
small parties of Boxers who were destroy-
ing the line. The Boxeis moved away
from the advancing marines and apparent-
ly dispersed into the country, leaving the
rails moved and the sleepers burning.

*lhe marines, when two miles in ad-
vance of the first train, near Lang Ifang,
suddenly perceived Boxers streaming
from a village on their left. It was esti-
mated that they numbered 2,000, some of
them being mounted; and they were try-
ing to get between the marines and the
train. Mest of them were armved with
spears and swords. A few had fircarms
which they handled awkwardly.

“The marines retreated, keeping up a
running fight for over a mile and killing
between 20 and 30. !

*“T'he Boxers pursued the British for
some distance. Then, sceing more marines
from the train coming to thuir assistance,
Major Johnson’s 16 halted and poured a
heavy, continuous fire into the crowd,
driving them across the front of- the re-
inforcing bluejackets, who punished the
Boxers severely with Maxims.

*“I'ne Boxers fled; and the Kuropeans.
following up their success, cleared out two
villages. The total loss of the Boxers is
estimated at 40 killed and wounded. Seven
of their wounded were attended by Brit-
ish surgeons. The British loss was noth-
ing.’

**Unless their loss causes the Boxers to
lose heart, the international column wilt
have much trouble before it readhes Pekin.
The railway is so muc¢h damaged that the
column only covered 34 miles Sunday and
Monday and there is rea-on to fear that
the road beyend is more badly damaged.

“Kvidence of Gen. Nieh's opcrations
were found in headless bodics. The whole
country presents a desolate aspect, entire
villages having been deserteds

“The expedition numbers 2,044, as fol
lows: British, 915; Germans, 250; Rus-
sians, 300; Frenchmen, 128; Amer.cans
104; Japanese, 52; Italians, 40, and Aus-
trians 25.”

Proection Asked Fcr,

Washington, June 13— The following
despatch was rcccivsd -at the state de-
partment today:

“Chinkiang, June 12—Secretary of state:
Large numbers natives organized secret

soviety. Halted here. People very' ap-
prehensive. More protection. Want crui-
ser.”’

Mazrtin, who signed the above-despatch,

is the United States consul at Chink-
iang.

Decision of the Cabinet.

Washington, June 12--The cabinet

meeting today was devoted largely to a
discussion of the Chinese situation. Sec-
retary Hay laid ‘before the cabinet des-
patches from Minister Conger which in-
dicated that the situation was very criti-
cal. The steps that have been taken to
reinforce Admiral Kempff were gone over
and it was decided to svand by the policy
of pushing measures for the protection of
the lives and property of American citi-
zens and of acting independently as far
as possible.

Testimony of a Preacher.

Joston, June 12.—In a letter under
Pekin date just received at the head-
quarters of the Christian Endeavor So-
ety from Rev. Dr. F. E. Clark, who is
making a tour of the world in the interest
of the Christian Endeavor, the statement
is made that China seems to be on the
ragged edge of revolution. The ‘““Boxers,”
an anti-foreign society, are becoming very
bold and defiant. In some places they
completely terrorize the people, parading
the streets three times a day with spears
and huge knives and compelling all Chris-
tians to keep in doors. >

There have been several fights between
“Boxers” and Christians and many "have
been killed. The Empres Dowager seems
to encourage the “Boxers” or at least
makes no effort to put them down.

Ohina is going from bad to worse poli-
tically. A revolution may break out at
any wmoment which may result in the

! death of hundreds of foreigners and the

overthrow of the present dynasty. Many
issionaries are living in extreme peril,
but all are bravely sticking to their posts.
In spite of these troubles, interest in re-
ligious maters is maintained, and the
Christian Endeavor meetings in different
parts of China have been very suceessful.
Major Conger, American minister at Pekin,
presided -at one of these meetings.

Consul Has Exaggerated.

Washington, June 12.—There is an in-
timation at the state department that the
consul at Chin Kiang has exaggerated the
danger of the situation and that the mere

, halting near the town of a number of

Boxers is not evidence that “they have
any hostile intentions against the Amert
can consulate. It is probable therefore,
that in the absence of more serious de-

s

velopments, no ship will be sent to Chin
Kiang. The t(own is ncarly 300  miles
southeast of DPekin, but fortunately is
much more accessible to foreign warships
and vessels drawing as much as 25 feet of
water can work up the river to that point.

One of the despatches at the state de-
partment this morning was from another
copsular ofticer in China but it was stated
that it conveyed no mews of importance
and its contents were not made public.

The presure upon the president and de-
partment of state from the missionary
interests is increasing cvery moment. It
is desired ‘that relief expeditions will be
sent by the government to secure the safe-
ty of the missions in outlying Chinese
towns and the intimation is conveyed
that troops might be employed there.
The state department, however, has not
altered its position and Admiral Kempff
is still confined to his instructions to pro-
tect American lives and the American
legation and consu’ates.

Mr. Conger likewise has been laid under
the same injunction but nothing has been
added to his instructions that would
specificaly direct- him to endanger the
safety of the legation at Pekin by sending
the guards into the southern country in
the effort to reach the scattered missions.
If this task is to be undertaken by him
something more than the limited force of
U. 8. marines now available at Taku.
Pekin,, or even Manila will be required
and the administration is not disposed to
go beyond that limit.

From the Chinese Coast.

Tien Tasin, June 12.—One hundred and
sixty-three British landed last evening. An
additional twenty British have been sent
to Fong-Shan.

This morning a special train left Tien
Tsin for Yang Tsung to bring General
Nieh to consult with the viceroy.

Telegraphic communication with Pekin
is still interrupted.

The Russian warships Petropoulovski
and Komiloff are at Taku bar and the
Rusian torpedo boats 103 and 107 are in
the river Taku. Want of transport pre-
vents the Russians from landing troops.
The Russians are very active here today.

It is rumored that General Fung Fah
Siang, with many thousand troops is at
Feng-Tai. -
The  latest news from Pao Ting Fu is that
the Boxers, 6,000 strong, are attacking
the Catholic convent there. The situation
is critical and the officials are evidently
inactive.

The United States warships Nashville
and Monacacy are e xpected at Taku.
Japanese Official Murdered.

London, June 12, 5.20 a. m.—The Times
in an extra edition, publishes the follow-
ing despateh from Pekin dated June 12,
2n m.:

“The chancellor of the Japanese Lega-
tion, Sugiyama Akira, while proceeding
alone and unprotected on official duty,
was brutally murdered by soldiers at
Tung Fu Siang, the favorite body gnard
of -the Empress, at Manigate railroad
station yesterday.

“The foreign reinforcements are daily
expected. The present isolated position
of Pekin, the destruction of foreign prop-
erty 'in the country, and the insecurity
of life are dirveetly attributable to the
treachery of the Chinese government.”

Both States to be Made into Crown
Colonies.

Londen, June 12, 1005 p. m.—Jt i
lcarned by the Associated Pre-s that the
government has at last decided upon a
plan for the civil settlement of South Af-
rica. The details are kept most secret
but it can safely be said that the Orange
River Colony and the Transvaal will be-
come crown -colonies, the latter probably
being re-named the Transvaal colony. Sir
Alfred Milner, it is declaied, is to be high
commissioner of South Africa in spite’ of
the opposition he has incurred.

The crown colony form of government
can be best understood by reference to the
system in vogue in the West Indies, Sierra
J.eone and Ceylon. Endeavors will be
made to put this in force as soon as-pos-
sible in the Transvaal and Orange River
colonies, though it is scarcely expected
that the details will be announced or rome
parts of the work be begun for a few
months. While the civil settlement will
be drawn up so as to be eventually inde-
pendent of military enforcement, it is real-
ized that the initial work must be eftccted
with the co-operation of the troops. Sir
Alfred Milner appeais to believe that civil
reorganization and military pacification
can proceed simultaneously and that a pos-
sible scattered rising will not seriously
retard the progress of reorganization conce
it is begun. The colonial office is said to
be of the opinion, however, that the man-
tenance of good sized garrisons at such
centres as Bloemfontein, Kroonstad,
Johannesburg and Pretoria will be neces-
sary for a long time after the crown colony
system gets in working order. For this
reason and others put forward by Sir Al-
fred Milner, the idea of granting an au-
tonomous form of govermment has been
abandoned. It is believed though it can-
not be verified, that a portion of the Trans-
vaal will be partitioned off to Natal.

The whole arrangement may be roughly
described as coinciding with the views ad-
vanced by the progressives as opposed to
‘those held by the Bondites. The final
steps in this decision have been taken dur-
ing the last few days. Mr:. Chamberlain
sent for Mr. J. F. Fitzpatrick, author of
The Transvaal From Within, who is well
known in connection with South African
affairs and spent a whole day in consul-
tation with him. Mr. Fitzpatrick will sail
for Cape Town June 16 do join the ad-
visory committee which Sir Alfred Mi'ner
is forming.

A $200,000 Prize Vessel
Picked Up at Sea.

——

FIRST CREW DESERTED.

e

Brisk Season Anticipated in Local
Shipping Circles -- Repairs to
State of Maine Cost $30,000--
A Cargo of Ostriches--Charters
Reported.

=

One of the richest prizes ever picked
up at sea is now making her way across
the Atlantic to Gibraltar, in’ charge of
six seamen from the British ship Senator.
"The vevel is the Norwegian iron ship Su-
perb, with a rich cargo of ore, which was
picked up in latitude 36 N., longitude 36
W., totally abandoned, but in first class
condition, vessel and cargo being valued
at fully $200,000. The Superb left Rio
Janeiro on February 17, for Middles-
borough, Bngland, with a -full cargo of
manganese ore, and was deserted by her
crew ‘who became needlessly alarmed in a
storm on April 27 in latitude 33 north.
The frightened sailors were picked up by
the barque Seafarer, from San Francisco
for Hull, and were landed at Portland,
Eng., by the tug Oceana on May 1. The
British ship Senator, from which vessel
the prize crew was taken, sighted the
abandoned vesel on May 6, and an officer
on boarding the vessel found her sound and
staunch, with the exception of her main
mizzen and foretopgallant masts, which
were gone. About 60 feet of her amid-
ship starboard rail was also gone, but
otherwise she was as sound and staunch
as on the day she was launched. An ex-
amination made by the officers from the
Senator showed that the vesel was deep-
ly laden with ore, but did not leak. A
call was made for volunteers from the
Senator, and five seamen in charge of the
second mate were sent on board and put
in charge of the prize, which is stated by
insurance experts to be one of the most
valuable that has ever been picked up
at sea, both vessel and cargo being sub-
ject to the salvors’ demands. The entire
crew, as well as the owners of the Sena-
tor, will participate in the salvage award,
which will be at least 75 per cent. of the
value of the Superb and her cargo, esti-
mated to be worth not less than $200,000
and probably a great deal more.

A Novel Cargo.

The Clyde line steamship arived at Dos-
ton Tuesday {rom Jacksomville with a
shipment of ostriches. They are for the
park at Bass  Point.  The shipment in-
cluded 12 yearlings, six breeding birds in
full plumage, six breeding birds hatched
at the Florida ostrich farm since last
November, and, pne baby ostrich, 8 weeks
old. The birds objected to going on board
‘the steamer at Jacksonville, but this diffi-
.culty was overgpme by covering the head
of each with a stocking-shaped hood and
then leading them on board, where they
were put,into the boxes prepared for their
reception. Some. of the birds bear very
distinguished names, Lord Roberts,McKin-
ley, Bryan, Corbett and Depew being
among them.

Increase in Ship, Values.

The folowing: interesting paragraph 'is
quoted from a London paper:

The increase in the value of shipping
property, and particularly in the case of
old iron steamers with compound engines,
suitable for the Baltic trade, is illustrated
by the sale of two vesels of this descrip-
tion which have just changed hands. One
of these, the iron steamer Dauntless, 1078
tons net and 1711 tons gross register, built
at West Hartlepool in 1884 by W. Gray
& Co., Ltd., carrying about 2,300 tonds d.
w. and 700 standards of deals, sold to
Sweedish buyers realized about £13,5600.
The iron steamer Belair, of Cardiff, built

1379 tons gross register, carrying about
1800 tons d. w., and about 600 standard
of deal has been sold for £12,000. Four
vears ago vessels of this description sold
freely for about £7,000 to £8,000. This is,
roughly, a rise of some 60 per cent. in
value.

Wil-
liam Kiwart Gladstone was 88 years old
and has been slowly sinking for some time
past at Hawarden Castle, the family seat.
She was the eldest’ daughter of the late
Sir Rishard Glynne, Bart., of Hawarden
Catle, and was marvied to Mr. Gladstone
in 1839. He died in May, 1898. She was
a woman loved and admired by the vast
circle of those who came in contact with
her busy and varied life, and ‘had great
influence over her husband’s actions. Mrs.
Gladstone, who had been unconscious- for
about 72 hours, died without recovering
conticiousness.

These Té¢
monstrances having no effect her majesty’
government June 6th telegraphed instruc-
tions to Sir Claude MacDonald and te
Admiral Seymour to act in concert with
the other powers.

“Sir Claude MacDonald, after a confer
ence with the Russian representative a
Pekin, was empowered to support, an)
Chinese authority capable of maintaining
law and order or any measures to this end
the Russian minister being similarly au
thorized. !

“On June 10 he marched with 1,078 men,
of which 650 were British. This force has
since been increased to 2,300 men, con
taining detachments from the ships of
even of the powers. The admiral had ad-
vanced 30 miles June 11 when he en-
countered the Boxers and killed 35 of
them.

“About 930 troops are being embarked
at Hong Kong and the Terrible is going
to Taku. The Russians are landing ar
additional detachment of 1,700 men.

“Nine British and 35 foreign ships are
now at Taku and complete accord prevails
among the powers in regard to the action
taken by Admiral Seymour.”
