Pretoria, July 7—-Lord Kitchener’s vale­

dictory, to the troops, dated June 25, af­
ter extolling the conduct of the British 
soldiers in the face of great hardships and 
difficulties and! against dangerous and elu­
sive antagonists, commends the kindly 
and humane spirit displayed in ail ranks 
and concludes as follows:

“This message would be incomplete were 
no reference made to the soldierly quali­
ties displayed throughout the campaign 
by our quondam enemies and the admir­
able spirit displayed in carrying out the 
surrender. Manj{ of those who contended 
until the end have expressed the hope 
that they may have in the future an op­
portunity to serve side by side with his 
majesty’s forces.”

London, July 8—General Buller, with 
the permission of the war office, has sent 
to the press copies of his original des­
patches from South Africa and of lps 
famous heliograph. These copies differ 
only in trifling details from the versions 
previously published and do not serve, ac­
cording to the general belief, to place his 
attitude regarding Ladysmith in any bet­
ter light.

St. John’s, Nfld., July 7—Reporta con­
tinuel to be received here which show the 
wide extend of the damage along the 
coast by the storm Saturday. Many fish­
ing craft are ashore, scores of boats have 
been destroyed and much fishing gear has 
been ruined. The losses were particularly 
heavy along the southern and eastern 
coasts of Newfoundland where whole set­
tlements have lost nearly all their nets 
which were in the water when the storm 
arose.

Toronto, July 7—(Special)—The Tele­
gram’s cable from London says: “Many 
Canadians and Australians are in Cape 
Town in stranded conditions. They inter­
viewed the mayor Saturday demanding 
assistance and threatening to raise a dis­
turbance if refused. The mayor promised 
them assistance in shape of employment 
until the arrival of expected transports to 
take them home.”

London, July 7.—The colonial Kerb* 
tary, Joseph Chamberlain, was somewhat 
cut on the head today as the result of a 
cab accident. His hansom was passing 
through the Canadian arch when the 
horses slipped and Mr. Chamberlain was 
precipitated forward with great violence,

Mrs. Chamberlain remained at the hoe* 
pital until a late hour.

The following bulletin was issued this 
evening from Charing Cross Hospital:—■

“Mr. Chamberlain is suffering from * 
scalp wound on the forehead. He is now 
free from pain and feeling comfortable. 
There is no concussion.”

Mr. Chamberlain’s injuries, although 
not dangerous, are likely to detain him in 
the house for the remainder of the week. 
He has already cancelled his engagements 
until next Thursday and it is extremely 
doubtful if he will be permitted to attend 
the coronation banquet in the Guildhall 
Friday or the reception to Lord Kitchener 
Saturday on his return from South Africa.

The colonial secretary has a nasty cres­
cent-shaped ctit across the forehead three 
inches long and penetrating to the bone. 
Pieces of broken glass were found1 imbed­
ded in the wound. There was no concus­
sion, but the bone is bruised. Mr. Cham* 
berlain also sustained a slighter cut under 
the right eye.

Upon finding that he mnet remain in 
the hospital the patient asked if he might 
be placed somewhere he could smoke. He 
was thereupon carried to a room on the 
next floor.

Mr. Chamberlain treats the matter of 
his accident lightly. He has informed a 
political friend that he hopes’ to resume 
his official duties Friday.

Seattle, Wash., July 7—At the extreme 
head of Miller’s Bay the boat which car­
ried Harry Tracy, the outlaw, and Ander­
son away from Port Madison Saturday 
night, has been found. In it was a pair 
of oars. Everything else had been carried
away.

The boat had been pulled in from the 
beach and stowed away in a clump of 
bushes and Tracy evidently felt secure in 
the belief that it would not be found for 
several days at least.

The Head 
of Millers Bay is but a few miles over­
land from Port Gamble. It fa directly 
north of Port Madison Indian reserva­
tion where, accôrding to an Indian 
woman, Tracy was seen in the afternoon.

Tracks of two 
men were plainly discernible, and there 
was no doubt in the minds of the mem­
bers of the party that they were hot on 
the track of Tracy and his unwilling part­
ner.

-Vf) Henley, Eng., July 7—Louis Seholes, 
the Toronto sculler, was beaten today by 
Titus in the first heat for the Diamond 
Sculls. Titus caught the water first, but 
fckdioles, putting more power into his 
work, after a few strokes had the lead* 
The rates of pulling were 37 strokes to 
the minute for the first minute* Seholes 
gradually increased his lead and was six 
feet ahead at Temple Island. Titus, how­
ever, spurted' level with the Toronto oars­
man several times and the biggest lead 
Seholes ever had was three-quarters of a 
length. The half-way mark was reached 
in 4 minutes and 6 seconds. Going along 
the meadow's Titus put on a great spurt 
and almost got up even * with his com­
petitor, but Seholes got away again. It 
was a grand race to Phyllis Court, when 
Titus spurted to the front. Seholes re­
sponded but was never able to get on 
even terms again. At the grandstand 
Titus drew clear and went away, winning 
a very fine race*

The time, 8 minutes and 33 seconds, 
shows how hard was the race. It is two 
seconds better than the time made by 
Ten Eyck in the 1897 final and only four 
seconds over Howell’s record, made in 
1898, while today was not considered a 
fast day.

Boston, July 7—The steamer Cumber­
land, which left here today for Portland 
(Me.), and St. John was compelled to re­
turn because of a collision with the United 
Fruit Company’s steamer Admiral Farra- 
gut, below Boston light. The Cumberland 
wad considerably damaged, but succeeded 
in reaching her dock and landing her 
passengers.

Efforts were made to stop the (hole in 
the Cumberland’s side with bedding and 
other material and it was hoped to patch 
her up so that she could go on the ways 
at high tidte. The plans adopted, liow- 

did not work successfully and when 
•the tide came in the steamer filled rapid­
ly and tugs could not float her. At high 
tide only two feet of her paddle box were 
visible. The damage to the cargo will be 
heavy.

The St. Croix will make the Cumber­
land’s return trip from St. John on Wed­
nesday stopping only at Eastport. One 
of the other big boats, probably the Pen­
obscot, will be assigned to the Cumber­
land’s route while she is undergoing re­
pairs.

It will be five or six weeks before the 
Cumberland can be ready for service. Sur­
veys will be made on both steamers and 
a board of inquiry will determine the re­
sponsibility for the accident.

The loss to the Eastern Steamship Com­
pany, including repairs, loss of revenue 
and other expenses, will approach $100,- 
000. The Farnagut will require a few 
thousand dollars for repairs.

He 
has thoroughly explored the woods and 
swampsi and will now search for the body 
of the murdered boy. He does not be­
lieve the boy wandered in from the road, 
but is firmly of tihe opinion that he was 
taken into the woods and murdered. Mr. 
Walton is an old woodsman and his opin­
ion hast, great weight with the state police 
who will continue the work along these 
lines in the hope that if the boy cannot 
be found alive hM body may be recovered 
and the terrible suspense under which his 
parents are now living be removed.

Washington, July 7.—It has been deter­

mined that the body of Lord Pauncefote 
shall ‘ be interred at Stoke, near Newark,

located, rather than taken to the 
old home at Preston, from which the fam­
ily have been separated for some time. 
Moreover, the ancient burying place at 
Preston has been closed owing to the 
number of bodies there*

30 EARTHQUAKE SHOCKS. Oyster Bay, N. Y., July 7.—The first 
official callfcr on President Roosevelt on 
Sagamore Hill since hie arrival here waa 
Rev. John Hay Cushing, a Catholic priest, 
of Denver (Cblo.) who went to file a com­
plaint against Ambassador Meyer, at 
Rome- He claims he and 28 other priests 
were driven out of the Denver diocese by 
Bishop Mats for failure to vote for him 
for the bishopric. The 29 priests as well 
as Bishop Matz went to Rome to state 
their case- The fight has continued with­
out succès» ever since 1888. In 1901 Bishop 
Matz is alleged' to have had Cushing ar­
rested in Rome for forcing himself into 
his presence, and it is said Cushing was 
put in jail by the Italian authorities who 
openly admitted that it was in retaliation 
for the lynching of Italians in New,Or­
leans. He claims he was treated to 
indignities, and that Ambassador ! 
and Consul De Castro were negligent in 
protecting him as an American citizen- 
When Dr. Cushing called the president 
was not at home but he will return 
Thursday.

INDIANS AflE ANGRY.Vienna, July 7—The Neue Freie Presse 
publishes a despatch from Salonica, Euro­
pean Turkey, saying that since last Sat­
urday 30 shucks of earthquake, eight of 
whidh were violent, have been experienc­
ed there. The populace of Salonica is 
now camping in military tents. A very 
violent shock, which occurred after mid­
night of Sunday, caused damage to the 
villages of Gmvesne and Zelisova in the

TORONTO PLUMBERS WIN.
IMPERIAL DEFENCE PARAMOUNT Trouble With Cheyennes Feared Because

Sun Dance is Stopped...Had Chosen a Good Time to Strike for 

Higher Wages.

Toronto, July 7—(Special)—The striking 
ithrmibers, after being out. three weeks, 
■wfll return to work tomorrow, a com­
promise having been arranged. The 
broke a three-years’ agreement with al­
most two years to run because the wage 
ecale—27* to 32 cents per hour—was not 
enough, owing to increased cost of living. 
The employers denounced this action as a 
gross breach of faith, -but were not able 
to obtain men elsewhere and rather than 
tie up the building trade, agreed to pay 
a minimum wage of 30 cents now and 3-i 
after January 1; eight hours to constitute 
a day’s work in the city and 10 in the 
country.

Duke of Devonshire Places it Before Ques­
tion of Commercial Relations. Guthrie, Okla., July 7*—The Cheyenne 

Indians near Calumet, in Canadian county, 
are reported holding a council of war, 
angry over an order issued by Major 
Stouch, Indian agent, proliibiting them 
from practicing the tortures, so-called, in­
cident to their Sun Dance. The Indians 
are excited and the whites near Calumet 
are becoming frightened. Major Stouch 
has apprised the war department. About 
2,000 Indians took part in the dance last 
week and the tortures were to have closed 
the doings. This is the first time that 
itheir dances have been stopped by the 
government authorities*

London, July 7.—Presiding at the an­
nual meeting today of the British Empire 
League, the Duke of Devonshire (lord 
president of the council and leader of the 
Liberal-Unionists), discussing the confer­
ences of the colonial premiers, said the 
question of imperial defence was para­
mount. The question of imperial commer­
cial relations would solve itself at no dis­
tant day, in accordance with economic 
laws which will inevitably assert them­
selves and which he did not think would 
present any obstacles to the consummation 
of that which they all must desire, name­
ly free trade or the nearest approach to 
free trade within every portion of the 
empire* Imperial defence, however, could 
not wait* If they waited for it to solve 
itself they might wait until there was no 
British empire to defend.

London, July 7.—Speaking at different 
banquets in London tonight the colonial 
premiers congratulated the empire and 
(Sir John Gordon Sprigg, prime minister 
of Cape Colony, on the victory for con­
stitutional government gained in that col­
ony by the decision of the imperial gov­
ernment against the proposal to suspend, 
the Cape constitution.

promote manual training. That province 
has 11 schools where there was only one 
two years ago. Ten more will probably 
be opened next year. In Now Brunswick, 
thanks to Doctor Inch, a bill asking in­
ducements to introduce manual training 
was presented at the close of last session. 
Everywhere the schools are proving im­
portant educational factors. In closing, 
Professor Kidner expressed the hope that 
soon every school in this province would 
be teaching domestic science and manual 
training.

Mrs. Hoodless, of Ontario, regretted 
seeing manual training and domestic sci­
ence separate subjects on the programme. 
The educational value of the two subjects 
is about equal, the same principles are 
applied, only one is more directly to tJhe 
woman in the home. The paper quoted 
several renowned authorities on the sub­
ject of domestic education. Scientific in­
ventions have altered the industrial world 
and by these the home has! been changed. 
The three great social influences are the 
hpme, church and school, they build the 
fqundation and should occupy the build- 
irig. But another influence which must, 
be regarded as dangerous and tending to 
undermine the social structure is commer­
cialism. The present danger is that this 
ruling spirit will absorb the other three 
great forces. Provision has been made 
for the church and school, but the cor­
ner stone of the structure—the home—has 
been left unprotected. Instead of finding 
pleasure in thé home circle women now 
want a career and everywhere offices are 
showing the result of this. The two links 
which should be most closely united in 
tlje social. chain are the church and the 
sqhool. The new education aims to affil­
iate the school with life. In nearly all 
t-lje universities in the United States a 
department of domestic economy has been 
established. Domestic science is as the 
name implies—the application" of scientific 
principles to the management of the 
heme. It teaches the value of pure air, 
proper food, economy of time, labor and 
money, sanitation, care of children, nurs- 
irig, etc.

;As an impetus to the new movement, 
Sir William McDonald, of Montreal, has 
g^ven $125,000 for establishment of a train­
ing school of domestic science in Guelph, 
fob.* teachers, with special courses for those 
who do not wish to teach, in 
domestic science and art, nature 
study and manual training. The school 
often to the Dominion.

The speaker Imped New Brunswick may 
will be maintained by Ontario, though 
fop low the good example of Nova Scotia 
and Ontario, and urged the ladies of this 
city to give the matter earnest attention.

Doctor Inch, provincial superintendent 
of education, pledged lus personal and 
professional influencé to any movement 
along - the line of domestic science. Fred- 

.cijioton has had an opportunity of study­
ing' manual training, and all are agreed 
as to its practicability in the schools. It 
seemà to stimulate and give warmer at­
tachment to the schools on the part of 
the pupil. The cost of the system can be 
rejet without adding to the burden of The 
people. The speaker regretted that the 
same attention had not been shown in 
the cultivation of domestic science here 
ad in Nova Scotia and Ontario, but he 
trusted this would soon be remedied and 
hoped! that though the words domestic 
science Iliad been omitted from the bill 
presented to the legislature, it would not 
interfere with its development. If this 
interferes with it liq ’felt sure the govern­
ment would amend the bill. Anything 
that adds to the hygienic conditions of 
the home, its purity and happiness helps 
the fabric of society. There is more need 
for this now than at any other time. Man­
ual training was not so good now as in 
last century and under present conditions 
was wholly neglected unless a man wa^ 
fitting himself for a trade. In the same 
w(iy the women of last century knew more 
of domestic science than the woman of 
the present day.

Rev. John deSoyres made a j)rief and 
witty speech in which he highly compli­
mented previous speakers, and explained 
man’s interest in and knowledge of domes­
tic science. There were three Q’s upon 
which much of the happiness of life de­
pended—cleanliness, comfort and comeli­
ness. He felt the present movement was 
an important^ and .practical one.

Before the meeting adjourned Senator 
J. V. Ellis made a few remarks, after 
which lie moved a vote of thanks to the 
speakers, which was seconded by George 
Robertson, M. P. P.

Chicago, July 5—A special to the Rec­
ord-Herald from Winnipeg says:

Rev. Dr. Ferlies, a Church of England 
clergyimlam, arrived from York Factory, 
Northwest British territory, today, and 
brings authentic information of the fate 
of Explorer Andree and his companions.

Two years ago, 1,800 miles north of 
York, a party of Eskimos under the lea­
dership of “Old Huskie” saw the Andree 
balloon alight
vicinity, which is two miles north of 
Fdrt Churchill. Three men emerged from 
tfie balloon and sonie of “Huskie’s” pèo^ 
pfe approached them out of curiosity.

As they did so one of Andrees comr 
pinions fired off a gun. This was a signât 
to uncivilized natives for battle. It was 
regarded as a challenge, 
sthntly the natives fell 
explorers a9d massacred them. Every- 
tlimg pertaining to their outfit was car­
ried to the homes of the natives on thé 
(borders of the Arctic region.

“Old Iluskie” himself gave this infor­
mation to Ralph Alstine, agent for the 
Hiid*on Bay Company, and the story af­
ter being investigated by Doctor Ferlies, 
was 'told by him today. He says there 
is' little room for doubt, as frequent re­
ports have since come of the strange im- 
pfemeruts which the north natives have in 
their possession, the telescope being par­
ticularly described. The Hudson Bay 
Company has recently offered a reward 
fair the recovery of any portion of the 
outfit belonging1 to Andree, and although 
the natives have gone on the, search they 1 
hâve returned believing they vÿill foe pun­
ished if they continued their investiga­
tion.

Free Homestead Entries Far in 
Excess of Other Years.

Ottawa, July 6—(Special)—There is, 
perhaps, no greater evidence to show the 
development of Manitoba and the North­
west Territories than the number of free 
homestead entries granted during the past 
few years. It was felt that the returns 
fob* 1901 showed1 such a large increase over 
otiher years, even as against 1892, during 
ttje big land boom, when there waa such 
a tremendous influx of eastern Canadians 
tof the west, that it would hardly be pos­
sible to show as good results, especially as 
sutlers were obliged to take up land as 
free fiomesbeads so much farther from 
ranliwhy lines, but, after all, this year 

jsfioWs even â still greater increase, being 
6,te in excess of 1901.

Ll'he total entries for the fiscal year end­
ing 30th June, 1902, were 14,832, as against 
8,167 in 1901; 7,426 in 1900 ; 6,689 in 1899; 
4,848 in 1898 ; 2,384 in 1897, -and 1,857 in 
1896—the last year of the previous gov­
ernment.

The entries for 1902 represent a total 
area of free lands taken up during the 
fiscal year of 2,373,120 acres, against 297,- 
ljO acres in 1896.

For 
betting is a man’s game and, no matinees 
for children should be allowed at the af­
ternoon games. ’Nough said.

Perhaps it isn’t the most polite thing 
to speak about just now, .but it seems so 
appropriate that the spirit moves me to 
suggest that this idea of placing visitors 
o:i the poor, suffering public at every re­
ligious or society convention is doue to 
death. At least "the suffering public are 
done so brown that they might well wish 
they were dead. -Whether it -be a meet­
ing of presbytery ter synod, an Kpworth 
League or Sunday-school convention, or 
-merely a gathering of -King's Daughters 
or Ladies’ Council it means the same in­
vasion of the home by one or more del­
egates. There is one householder who had 
a unique experience in this line. He is 
easy and his wife is good-natured, so when, 
they were asked how many delegates they 
could take they said “two.” They pre­
pared for the two, but at the last mo­
ment they were asked to take “four” and 
then a lady friend asked them to take 
“two” who had been -located with her as 
she had been called from home on account 
of the illness of a near relative. So that 
suffering family entertained “six” and 
now if you iwan-t to make trouble m the 
family ask either bead of it to entertain 
delegates.

. THE ENGLISH TIMBER MARKET. 
London, June 28.—The Timber Trades 

Journal today says: To a merchant it mat­
ters not- very mUch whether he sells a few 
dozen pine doors or the deals wherewithal 
ta make them, and, indeed, in many cases 
li$ would probably prefer to sell the manu­
factured article as yielding as is not, infre­
quently the case, â better percentage of 
profit. Such is the variety of the wooden 
articles now Imported that enumeration with­
in the limits of a short note is not possible, 
but when wo. hud couch sides, plain or 
wdrked, blind slats, picture backs, chair 
bdeks, and countless forms of ttirnery, we 

faintly gauge the. enormous amount of 
native labor which is dispossessed by the im­
portation oif ithese goods. Their variety and 
multiplicity, and the ease with which small 
parcels can be obtained, enabling consum­
ers to obtain supplies direct, place some of 
these goods outside the pale of the timber 
trade proper. At the same time they cer­
tainly curtail the importation of rough tim­
ber to the ultimate prejudice, we suppose, 
of the big importing houses, which by their 
stability and the magnitude of tbeir opera­
tions have helped to sustain the importance 
of the timber trade in the fcreat world of 
eeemnerce. it is not plearant to look for- 
wArd to the timber trade as a business deal­
ing in carloads and cases, and without en­
tering into a discussion on highly complex 
fiscal questions, it appears to us to bc a 
pressing need that English capital, aided by 
high mechanical talent, should make an effort 
to stem by effective competition the tide of 
manufactured wood goods now being poured 
into this country.

There to not the slightest change in sprued 
deals; what We wrote last week this
subject applies in every way to the position 
of today. The only cargo we have seen dis­
charging is the Aeon, from St. Jonn, (N. 13.), 
with a cargo for Lumiey, Lloyd & Co.

The pine market remains unchanged, and 
the liners here are bringing forward only, 
small quantities each trip.

Complete History of ihe War.am
Rev. father JohmC Murray.

Woodstock, N. B., July 7—(Special)— 
Rev. John C- -Murray, parish priest of 
Johnville, died this morning at his home 
in the 70th year of hia age. On Saturday 
evening Rev. Wm. F- Chapman, of this 
town, received word that' Rev. Father 
Murray was ill and wished him to visit 
Father Chapman, finding that the call was 
urgent, drove the 35 miles that evening. 
The deceased had been afïlicted with 
rheumatism for 25 years but wus able Vo 
pursue his priestly duties and this 
iiis Jtealth was particularly good. He had 
as &h assistant last winter Rev. Fr. Poir- 
egf of St. John. Rev. Fr. Murray was 
jprn at St. John November 11, 1S34, re­
vived his early education in St. John and 
'hen studied in Quebec Seminary and was 

ordained at St. John. He had been pas­
tor of churches in several parts of the 
province, including Richibuotu, Moncton 
and Bathurst before he came to Wood- 
stock in the fall of 1876. He was the be­
loved pastor of St. Gertrude church here 
until the Easter of 1891 when he was 
transferred by Bishop Sweeny to Jolm- 
villc. He had been 40 years in the sacred 
ministry. The deceased wus a fluent 
speaker, one of the l>est theologians in 
the province, and his death will be gener­
ally regretted.

Moncton, N. B., July 5—Weld No. 5, 
the second well torpedoed, -was shot at 
St. Joseph’s by M. W. Sliaiw on Thurs­
day afternoon. This well, which taps the 

,pi| sands at about 300 feet, was drilled 
nearly a year ago and has been plugged 
since that date. When it was drilled end

The four wells in Albert county will 
be exploded within a very few days.

Hon. A. T. Dunn was seen Sunday 
relative to the above. He told of the 
exploding of the No. 5 well Thursday af­
ternoon. He went there with Matthew 
Lodge, secretary of the owning company, 
and Harvey Atkinson, of Moncton. The 
well was successfully shot in the presence 
of a gathering of people living in the vicin­
ity, and Mr. Dunn confirmed the story 
from Moncton in full. ' The work of tak­
ing the water out of the well was begun 
after the operation and next day Mr. 
Dunn and Mr. Lodge went back to see 
the result. They found the well flawing 
oil very freely.

Three wells are now producing. In a 
few days the big one in Albert county 
will be shot and it will not be long before 
pumpe will be at work on all. The pump 
for number 7 well, which was shot some 
days ago, will likely be in place Tuesday.

The company are now storing the oil 
in 'barrels, but tanks will soon be provid­
ed.

Mr. Dtinn also visited the place where 
the Company keeps its nitho-glycerine and 
found it a compact factory. The making 
of the explosive will .be a big saving, for 
the nearest place to get it is Halifax, and 
it would have to be brought by teams, 
for the railways cannot carry it.

Mr. Dunn is impressed with the con­
ditions and speaks highly of the outlook, 
lie says refineries will soon be in order.
