Interview with Stokes.

[From tfe N. Y. Times |

In his greeting there was almost an air
of jollity. Stokes had changed his attire,
being dressed in a loose-fitting pea jacket
and light-gray pantaloons. Nestling in
the folds of his spotless rgfiled shirt bosom
was his solitaire brilli:ﬂ.n::j,h Ile seemed loth
to refer to the subject which was the all-
absorbing topic of the duy, and a stranger
would never have suspected that he was the
principal actor in the bleody drama of the
day previous. :

The following is the conversation :

Reporter - Mr. Stokes, I am sorry to
meet you here with this terrible crime
hanging over your head.’

Mr. Stokes—You need have no fears for
me. [am no murderer. I have read the
papers, and I assure you there is a tale yet
untold.

Reporter—Can you bear to hear the
worst ? (He had not yét been informed of
Col. Fisk’sdeath.) e

Mr. Stokes—Certainly 1 can bear to
hear anything. g |

Reporter—Mr. Fisk 1* E]cud.

Mr. Stokes—Is that s0? [Calmly.!

Reporter—Yes ; he djed about an hour
220. ¢ .

Mr. Stokes—Well ; it isa sad loss to the
business community ;; But  the papers
should not -prejodge we by calling me a
murderer. Some ¢l -gile narratives read
like a romance. ¥ rover wished Col. Fisk
any personal barm, and, never dreamed of
offering him any. I ‘eguld say more, but
you can certainly appreciate my position.
My counsel have closed my lips.

Reporter—Did you follow Col. Fisk’s
carriage down Broadway yesterday ?

Mr. Stckes—That statement is propos
terous; 1 rode down from the Yorkvil'e
Court yesterday afternoon in company with
Assistant District Attorney Fellows and
Mr. John McKeon ; we stopped at Del-
monico’s, corner of Chambers street, and
took some lunch.

Reporter -Did not Judge Barnard say
there that there was a bench warrnt
ouat for you—you having been indicted by
the Grand Jury ?

Mr. Stokes—1 did" not see Judge Bar-
rard on Saturday, and had no knowledge
from any source of there being any in-
dictment found agninst me; had I heard

such a thing I would not have believed i',
for I know there was nothing to warran-
such a proceeding.

Reporter—It is the general impression
that Mr. Beacli’s severe examination of
Mrs. Mansfield, added to the alleged re
mark of Judge Barnard, drove you to des-
peration, and that you intercepted Mr. Fisk
on Broadway and followed him to the
Grand Central Hotel.

Mr. Stokes—There is not one syllable of
truth in that report; [ never dreamed
that Col. Fisk was out of his house ; [ sup-
posed him confined to his room with an
attack of varicloid ; there was nothing oc-
curred at the Ycrkville Court to discom
pose me ; on the coutrary, I think the case
was much in my favor. I had considerable
business to attend to in the alternoon ; 1
had an engagement with a well known
gentleman at Amity street and Broadway
regarding a trot to come 6fT at Providence;
I also telegraphed to a gentleman request-
ing his presence hcre this woek. Iere
Mr. Stokes remarked that he was disobey-
ing the instructions of his counsel, and,
therefore, could not speak further.

Zeporter—Do you have any fear for the
result as regards yourself? Ilere Mr.
Stokes took a small wallet from his
pocket :

Mr. Stok-s—Do you sec that wallet?
Well, as sure as you sce it, just as sare
will 1 be acquitted by any jury that can be
impaneled. '

Mr. Stokes here excnsed -himself, and
tapped on the window of the dovor for
Warden Stacora. The Warden asked him
il he wished to return to his quarters. Mr.
Stokes replied, 1 merely wished to trouble
you for a match to light my cigar. .

Mr. Stokes concluded by again assuring
the reporter that it'would be impolitic tor
him to say anything turther, and he hoped
that the reporter would not attribute his
reticence to indiffcrence.

At 7 o’clock last evening, Stokes was
reported to be in a better physieal condi
tion, and more calm and composed in
mind. Miss Comstock, a relative, and a
number of his intimate friends called upon
him during the afternoon. e wes visited
by his twe brothers. The gounger hrother
had a long interview with his unfortunate
relative, and left him apparently in great
sorrow.  About 7 o’clock the doors of all
the cells were ordered to be double locked,
and Superintendent Kelso and Inspector
Jameson, with a large force of Police,
were present in the prison.

Moral of the Murder.

[From the Boston Post.]

To recite in detail the whole stury of the
recent tragedy in New York, what led to
this fatal culmination of revengeful pas
sion, and how the various parties concern-
ed were drawn into the vortex of violence
and death, is t) reopen a reeking scandal
from which purity recoils, and to parade
a mass of furbidding pruriency that cannot
but insensibly corrupt and deworalizs the
purer sentiments of the reader. 'The ul-
most regular repetition of these startlivg

“erally laid.

occurrences has become an unenviable
characteristic of New York, whose mani-
festation may be predicted with a fearful
certainty. We are accustomed to speak of
the Empire in France as steeped in sin and
crowned with crimes against society ; but
the morals of the Empire appear almost
spotless in comparison with those of New
York, where human ingenuity seems per-
petually tasked to invent new forms for
publicly outraging the sense of decency
and security together. In France, a de-
corous secrecy was rigidly observed, as if
from sheer respect to the society whose
supremacy was never disputed; in New
York, all appears open and unblushing, and
even in affected masguerade social sin para-
des with a brazen effrontery that denies
the very thought of a rival or corrective.
The almost vociferous protests raised
against such a conditivn of things by the
country at large have hitherto availed noth-
ing to 1mpress that city with a sense cven
of shame.

The glittering bubble breaks, and the
charm of its chase is over. There was the
powerful fascination ot the empire of Erie,
with its millions tossing this way and that,
its terrible raids on Wall street, and its
b)ld contest with the power of the United
States Treasury. There was the intense
passion for display, at the Park, on the Ave-
nuc, by the seaside. There were opera houses
with their bewildermentsof dancing girls;
steamboats with their summer night bands;
regiments with their trappings and impos-
ing pageantry along the crowded and cheer
ing streets. There were youth, high animal
spirits, a wide circle of friends, excitement
without limit, and an influence that swept
in its wiae circuit ‘from New York to
the Capital, to the Mississippi, to London.
And a sudden deed terminates all with
silence, unrelieved save by the audible calls
for the swilt punishment of a guilty erimi-
nal whose violent hand wrought the mar-
vellous ehange. The scene shilts in an
instant, and to all this glitter, pomp,
power and passion succeeds the picture of
the midday death-bed, as if its oceupant
had been hurried from the engrossing ex-
citements of his high-strung life to this
relentless reality of fate. The solemn
drawing of the last will and testament ;
the whispered consultations of the phy-
sicians ; the business partner, overwhelmed
with anxiety and grief ; the weeping father
and sister ; the speechless agony of the
wife who had hastened to the scene; the
painful silence in the hall and along the
hotel passages ; the suspense of the ecrowds
that blocked the outside entrances—these
form a terribly sharp contrast to the pic-
ture of intense activity in the world of
business and n.en, and. though shocking in
their rehearsal, are necessary to explain
and impress the moral of an extraordinary
personal career, possible perhaps in no
other place than where its acts were sev-

M. Burtis, W. P. Dole, Andre Cushing,
Esquires, Sheriff Ilarding, Chief of Police
J. R. Marshall, €. Armstrorg, Esq., of the
Globe, Alderman J. G. Forbes and O. D.
Wetmore, Esq  The officers were installed
by Robert Middlemore, G. . A.

MR. MARSHALL,
who was iostalled. W P.. made a neat
speech 1n which he took occasion to remark
that drunkenness in our midst now was
frightfully on the increase. lle said he
was determined to do all in his power to
put a stop to it, and he thought he could
effect something.

MR. ARMSTRONG
of the Globe, next being seized upon by
Mr O.D. Wetmore, who seemed tole
lynx eyed enough to see all the good look-
ing men present, called on Mr. A, for a
speech, who, rising, remarked-that scldom
had it been his good fortune to see such a
good looking body of men,and that he
sympathized with the cause that brought
them together, and could say that never
was action more needed than at present, as
he: saw the evil of intemperance growing
greate' cvery day. Mode:t,,v h'ch was his
failing, would not allow him to trespass
further on their time. Grand Master
Barnes of the Qdd Fellows was excused
from speaking on account 0f a severe cold.

JUDGE GILBERT
was pleased and gratified to be able to be
there, aud congratulated the Temperance
body on the progress it is making. He had
never before been at an installasion, but
was so pleased with what he saw and heard
that he will exert his ulmost efforts in
dealing vigorously with the evil when
brought to his notice.

ANDRE CUSHING, ESQ ,

made some sensible, well-timed, and other-
wise appropriate remarks. lle had always
been o ‘Temperance man ; remembered the
0ld Washingtonian movement, and spoke
of the pleasurc the progress ot Temperance
gave him. Ile urged, as the truc solution
of the difficulty, legalized action against
the evil ; such a pitch has the liquor traffic
reached that it should be taken charge of
by the law like any other nuisance or dan-
gercus article, and indicted and crushed
out by all means. Mr. Cushing’s earnest
remarks were cordially received.

Mr. Gus. Bustin sung a Temperance
song, which received hearty applause.

MR. POTTS

made a lively speech. He said, years ago,
when he had said the Tewmperance cause
had not received support from the clergy,
the Christian Visitor had abused him to
the extent of a ¢ lumn. Times had changed
now, but still the necessity for united pub-
lic action was as great as ever.

OTHER SPEAKERS,

Mr. Burtis spoke some encouraging

words, and the Rev. Mr. Pope made a
lengthy, effective, and eloquent speech.
Mr. Hawker spoke briefly, and Mr. " Dole
said the impressions he . had received from
his early experience had made him resolve
never to leave the Temperance body. The
Rev. Mr. Bennett made a few witty re-
marks, and with this closed the speeches.

The whole proceedings were character-
ised by an earnestness which forebodes an
active Temperance campaign, and the men
who have the matter in hand are quite
able tv bring some good out of what they
undertake.

Rothesay School Trustees.

To-day the Rothesay rate-payers elected
Messrs. S. S. Hall, Manks and Richard
Titus, Trustees ; and authorized an assess-
ment of $2,000 for a building,$200 for land
and $800 for the support of the School for
the ensuing year. Proceedings were very
harmonious.
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Earnings of Politicians.

Frank Leslie’s Illustrated Paper called
~attention to the enormous sums that are
paid into the capacious pockets of New
York officials in the shape of fees ; and it
urges a change to fixed but liberal salaries,
Leslie says :— : :

« In this country, $50,000 is considercd
a competence, and a fair and fall return to
a man of fifty years of age for the honest
efforts of his mature ycars. Yet, we find
the County Clerk of this city receiving, in
fees alone, from $50,000 to $100,000 a yoar,
for performing a very simple duty. We
find the Register, for recording deeds, ete.,
obtaining upward of $100,000 ; the Sheriff,

enerally a small politician, gaining frem

200,000 to $400,000 ; and the City Cham-
berlin, for signing a single check once a
year, receiving upward of $45,000. Leayv-
ing out of view municipal exactions of. this
kind, we know that the Federal officers
here fatten on fees to an enormous extent.
The ¢ General Order’ fellows in the Custom
House, with nothing to recommend them
in capacity or otherwise, except that they
are favorites of General Grant (they rejoice
under the names, respectively, of Leet and
Bixby) own \;p to a Hundred Thousand &
year ! The Tribune asserts that the same
system of extortionate fees infects the judi-
ciary, and that within three years not
much less than a million of dollars bad
been paid to three favorite referees in civil
suits, whom it calls by name!”’

These are certainly large sums, but it
must be remembered that in the States,
politics is a distinct branch of commerce,
in which capital is invested as in any other
line of business, and good profits are
figured for. A man throws in peace of
mind, much labor, some times a consider-
able amount of talent, a vast deal of wire
pulling, much caucussing, oftimes large
sums of money, much personal solicitation
of a low class of voters, with a vast amount
of vital energy. Ile submits to many re-
buffs, unlimited abuse, loss of character,
and personal friendships,—besides being
obliged to attend prayer meetings, church-
es, lectures and other public gatherings in
which his soul has no delight. Is it sur-
prising, under the circumstances, and espe
cially in the large cities of the United States,
where the cost of living is so high, that the
politician expects ample reimbursement
during the two or three years which the
cupidity of others permits him to enjoy his
office and its fees? The fixed salary must
be liberal, indeed, that will fully make up
for the investment. When all the draw-
backs to American public 1:fe, with the in-
tense national thirst for money, and the
abominable system of rotation in office,-are
considered, we may reasonably look for a re-
petition of what has been,—San Do-
mingo jobs,—Alaska jobs and Far mono-
poly,—Railway Land speculations, —Tam-
many swindles—Erie Rings and Frauds,—
Gold gambling and Black Fridays,— Indian
Jobs — Carpet-bag rule with enormous
State debts—Revenue Frauds,—purchased
Tariffs, (the Reciprocity Treaty cost
Canada alone $100,000 for its * pro-
carement,”’ and that, too, was a time
of comparative purity and economy,) a
bribed elective Judiciary, and those other
evidences of corruption to be seen on every
hand. Itis notso much what officials re-
ceive in a legal way, whether fees or salary,
that should be guarded against, but the
stealings, the absolute robberies they com-
mit, that should be prevented. Better
that the Register of New York City should
receive $100,000 a year legally, than that
he should receive a petty salary and steal
millions.

Getting into Working Order.

The labors of the St. John Board of
School Trustees are beginning to show
some results, so far as the mere organiza-
tion of the new system is concerned. Yes-
terday, we published the official announce-
ment of the Local Board, designating the
School buildings that have been engaged
and the boundaries of districts, and also
requiring the attendance of children at
certain points to facilitate their admission
into the Schools of their appropriate dis-
tricts. In the securing of buildings and
the selection of teachers, there have neces-
sarily been difficulties to overcome and
special interests to eonciliate ; and it isnot
improbable tbat these difficulties may-in-
orease, rather than diminish, before the
new system is fairly in working order.

Qutside of St. John, as well as within,
there appear to be difficulties in the path
of the new order of things. These would
have been reduced to a minimum bad the
Government not delayed working out their
Act until the last moment. They had re-
‘ceived ample warniugs through the Press
and from their friends to begin in time the
work of organizing under the Act, but they
were hard to move, and procrastinated
until they could no longer hold back. 1f
the difficulties prove greater than was anti-
cipated, the country may thank the Gov-
ernment for a considergble share of them.
This delay was the more to be regretted
because of the hopeful leeling which every=
where existed immediately after the mea-
sure had become the law of the land.

Advices from the country districts show
that in Gloucester the Sessions have re-
fused to make the necessary assessment,
and have thus deprived the County, for a
time, of the banefits of the Act. 1t is pos-
sible, however, that another meeting of
the body may reverse this action. From
the several telegraph stations, last even-
ing, messages state that Trustees and
Auditors were elected, and liberal assess-
ments ordered, with a considerable show
of unanimity.

A Pedigree Found!

When Mr. Edward Blake was a simple
member of the Opposition, nobody thought
of pushing enquiry as to his forefathers.
Since Mr. Blake has become Premiex of
Ontario, his pedigree has beed diligently
unearthed (probably by Morgan,) and is
now published in all the newspapers. It
goes back a long distance, apparently co-
temporary with the O’Neills, an interest-
ing and ancient Scottish family. One ac-
count—that of a Reform paper favorable
to Mr. O’Blake,—solemnly asserts—

The patronymic name of Blake isa cor-
ruption of the English.” Ap Lake, from
Ap,—signifying from or son and Lake—

the son of lake. The family went into [re-
land with Stronghow. where the name be

came corrupted into Blake. Ap Blake was
one of the knights of Arthur’s Round Table.

From this we inler that a forefather of
Premier Ap Lake, like the immortal Ap
Taffee, was a Welshman at some very re-
mote period of the World’s History ; and
in the fact that Wales has ever been a
mountainous country and given to stone
quarries, we have a satisfactory explana-
tion of Mr. Blake’s position as a clear grit.

.If Morgan disputes this theory we should
like to hear from him.

Our City Councillors.

The problem of getting something for
nothing has never been satisfactorily solved
to the present day, and the results of spec
ulators and philosophers all tend to the
one opinicn, that good men in any case
command money for their time. Oaur City
Council strikes us forcibly as being an ex-
ample of important business entrusted to
poor hauds. We visited that department
of public: service, and found ¢ things
mixed’’ at one of their sessions

What & promiscuous gathering His
Honor Recorder Hazen gaze upon from his
throne, and what changes he has seen dur-
ing his occupation as Counsel to the Cor-
poration! One of the ** old school men,”
a good lawyer and of commanding appear-
Pee, he sees *‘ motley ”’ inscribed year
after year on the new faces, as like bubbles
kthey scintillate on the stream of life, and
disappear as speedily, and are as soon for-
gotten. Mayor Reed is in his second year
of office. No harder pounding is he ever
called on to perform with his pestle and
mortar, than the pounding of his desk t)
keep the unraly members of the West side
quiet, or to reconcile the discordant ele
ments of the East side in their playful
moods. He fills his chair well, and Ban-
gorians and other visitors see more curious
sights in the City under bis guidance than
in *“ye olden time,” when ways were
more straight. Alderman Dickson repre-
sents King street, Market Square, and
York Point, and is passive and dignified in
his general management of Ward affair:.
Councillor J. L. Robinson is a King’s
Ward man too. ‘He don’t say much, but,
like Grant, *¢ thinks a good deal,”” we sup
pose. Alderman Rowan isa good ** skip,”
a good humored fellow generally, and well
pustedvon City affairs. The King Square
trees blessom about the same under his
ministrations as under those of the former
well-dressed incumbent. Councillor Pugs-
tey would like to have a larger field for his
operations, but keeps pretty quiet, as there
are wily old occupants of the chairs right
across the room, who are up to as many
tricks as the Fox in the Fable, and they
smile a quiéet smile when any of the young
lawyer Councillors are tripped up.

The breastworks of Duke’s Ward are
manned entirely by legal talent, Messrs.
Forbes and Kerr. Councillor Kerr is pro
bably the youngest member at the Board
and would like to effect some heavy opera-
tions for the public good, but the old
hands want to have all the talking to them-
selves. Alderman Forbes has a forcible
way of putting things that leaves the im-
‘pression that he is very much in earnest.
At present he is engaged n getting Twenty
Thousand dollarsout of Mr. Anglin. Alder-
man Duffell, of Sydney, represent a ward
that has for its Councillor the ° time
honored’’ Mr. Bart. Coxetter. Both these
gentlemen are eminently non-committal on
subjects in general. Alderman Ferguson
of Prince Ward ranks high as a Temper-
ance lecturer ; he has a good field in the
Council Room. George A. Wood is Coun-
cillor for Prince Ward ; he is a good horse
shoer, as well as a revisor.

But now we come to the West side. No

side show keeper ever had a more pep-
pery lot of animals than the Council pos-
sesses in this same contingent of West
side members. War to the knife is now
and ever shall be till some outside fusion
is made. Alderman  Littlehale, of
Guy’s, is not young in years, but he flies
off the handle quickly whenever Alderman
MecCordock crosses him. Uriah Drake is
Councillor for the same Ward. He is
cranky at times, but inclined to see justice
pravail. Whether the old proverb, that
fish sharpens the intellect, is true or not,
it is apparent that the Carletonians are
« raspy.” The name on their ferry-boat,
+¢ Quangondy,’’ has a warlike significance,
and would suffice to keep any community
in hot water trying to explain the mean-
ing of it to strangers. Joseph Coram is
an M. P.P. and Alderman for Brooks.
In early life he was a good horseman, and
has learned to keep seat well in trying
political issces. Councillor O*Brien howls
like an Indian warrior when he orates, but
his course mnst meet the approval of his
constituents, as he is in old habitue.
Alderman McCordock, of Albert Ward, is
calm, cool and imperturbable. He knows
as much about the bye laws, rules and re-
gulations, as any other member of the
Board, and Carleton has a cute represen-
tative in him. Councillor Clark is quiet,
cool, and genial-looking ; would pass for
a Norwegian sea captain.

M. W. Maher, like Alderman Coram, is
an M. P. P. and an old hand. He sits
near Alderman McCordock, and the young
and rising councillors are in fear and awe
of the two of them. Last, but not least,
in size or appearance, is the Councillor for
Wellington. Hisjudgment, taste, discern-
ment and prudential gnalities can be judged
of by the magnificent block of wooden
buildings he has erected on King’s Square
If every Councillor would adorn his ward
in the same manner. carpenters would be
constantly employed at all seasons. The
proper way to open his new hotel would be
to give a Ball to the Common Council, as
their kid gloves would cost them nothing.

The Councilmen are rather good looking.
Alderman Rowan is positively handsome ;
Ald. Forbes gay ; Ald. MeCordock has a
crafty face ; Coun. Flaglor is the fat boy of
the batch ; Mr.Pugsley issomewhat stylish,
Mr. Kerr honest, Mr. Ferguson siccere,
Mr. Cozxetter economical, Mr. Maher
bland, the Clerk dignified, the Iligh
Constable angular, and the Newspaper Re-
porters a pretty hard lot.

An Fminent Expert—A New Aid
to Justice.

Of late years, a new and curiovs pro-
fession has come into vogue. We allude
to that of ‘‘experts” in handwriting.
These gentlemen’s services have for some
time been repeatedly called in request in
ingland, especially in disputed will cases,
but they seldom made much impression
either on Judge or jury until there arose
a master in the craft, Mr, Chabot. It
was through a case which occurred a few
years since in the London Probate Court,
that this gentleman was brought into the
first rank of his very limited profession, of
which a Mr. Netherclift had up to that
time been the chief. The ground of dis-
pute was in relation to the willofa wealthy
old yeoman. One side claimed that the
will was genuite, the other that it was a
forgery. When the turn came for Mr.
Chabot’s evidence to be given, the counsel
for the will gave a contemptuous smile as
the export ascended the box, and my Lord
leaned back in his chair in 2 manner which
indicated ¢ [ know how much this sort of
testimony is worth.”” By degrees, how-
ever, matters underwent a change., Coun-
sel against the will became particularly
assured in his bearing. Counsel for 'the
will fidgeted in his seat, and, what was
more important, my lord aroused himself
and began to take notes. When Mr.
Chabot descended from the witness-box he
had broken the will. The Judge, in sum-
ming up, said that he must confess that
previous experience had not disposed hiw
to place much reliance on testimony of
this description, but the present case was
an exception. Mr. Chabot’s evidcnee was
certainly most remarkable. The point &)
which this accomplished gentleman drew
special nttention was the fact that he had
examined page after page of writing,
which was admitted by either side to be
that of the deceased, and in no case had
he found the vowel *‘O’’ connected with
the otLer letters in the word in which it
oecurred ; whereas, in the document al-
leged to be forged, ‘“O”’ sometimes stood
alone, sometime was joined on to the
neighboring letters.

Mr. Chabot’s services are now in con-
stant demand, and he ought to be making
a very large income. The Tichborpe case
must alone’have put a great many pounds
in bis pocket. Quite recentiy he has been
eaployed in two notable suits. One of
these—** Fircbrace vs. Firebrace and others”
—isa divorce case. A maid-servant, as
often happens in such suits, is a prominent
witness, She, it appears, kept a diary, in
which she recorded suspicious circumstan-
ces in her mistress’ conduct. This diary
the mistress got hold of, and, the scrvant
alleges, interpolated passages which reflect
sadiy on the morality of the servant her-
self, and are thus calculated to weaken the
effect of her evidence against Mrs. Fire-

brace. Mr. Chubot is of opinion thas the
alleged interpolations are not in the hand-
writing of the servant.

The other case was one of libel, in which
a lady named Dilks was plaintiff, and a
Mr. Shepherd defendant. In January,1870,
a Mr. Birket, to whose son the plaintiff
was engaged, received a letter imputing to
her improper conduct. On the 14th Febru-
ary, Valentine’s day, plaintiff herself re-
ceived two letters, one containing some in-
decent verses, and the other some lines
from Chaucer. The experts differed strong
ly in regard to the similarity of the writing
with that of Mr. Shepherd. An summing
up, the Lord Chief-Justice pointed out that
the great merit of Mr. Chabot in sach
cases was that he gave cogent reasons for
his conclusions, and was not content mere-
ly to state that he was of such and such an
opinion. The jury found for the defend-
ant. Mr. Chabot lately brought his inge-
nuity to bear upon the vexed question of
Junius, and has helped to strengthen the
already everwhelming evidence in favor of
Sir Philip Francis’ authorship of the fa-
mous letters.— [N. Y. Paper.

Forland,
school houses, &c., $5.000; for teachers
§1,450, for rent and fuel $150.

Dorchester —Trustees, D. L. Hanington,
S. W. Palmer and Alpheus Palmer, for
district No. 2. An assessment of $775 for
two teachers and $2,500 for a school house
was ordered.

No. 9—Sackville — Trustees, Thomas
Pickard, William Morrice and John Ford.
For .general school purposes $2.000 was
voted.

The ¢ Vernon Mill” Property.

This valuable property situated on Sal-
mon River, near the dividing line of St.
John and Albert Counties, was purchased
last year by an American Company, of
which Mr. Eastman is the Manager. The
Moncton Tim:s informs us that the Com-
pany ¢* have since erected a new store and
two new dwellings, and built a dam 25 feet
high across Salmon River, and erected the
frame of a large miil. 1t is said that two
gangs will be in operation in this mill
early next season, and many teams are now
in the woods getting timber.”

A Drawback to Honest Industry.

The late sleet storm did a considerable
amount of injury to the ship building in-
terest It did not, like the Saxby gale,
destroy the forest trees of which spars and
timbers are constructed, nor did it wreck
the shipping at sea like the hurricane ; but
with the utmost coolness it covered the
frames and timbers of vessels on the stocks
with an icy coating that has considerably
retarded work on most new vessels. So a
country correspondant writes us, and we
presume the statement applies to vessels
building in the suburbs of St. John as
well.

Repairing Telegraph Wires.

been more marked improvement, in our
Province, in recent years, than in that of
Electric Telegraphy. Since the days when
Mr. James Mount, at present of the Bank
of New Brunswick, constituted the Staff
of the St. John office, what str’des have been
witnessed! The St. Jobn Staff now includes
a dozen persons ; five wires, instead of one,
run o the westward and up river, and
neatly as many eastward; the officd is never
closed} and the Repairing Staff itself
forms a large force of emplovees.

The repairing of Telegraph TLines is now
an anxious and responsible duty,—at times
very harassing and slavish. Subsequent
to the recent sleet storm, the labors of the
repairers in the vicinity of St. John were
remarkably onerous. Men were obliged
to work at night as woll as day, with the
thermometer lower than it had been at any
date since the winter opened. The breaks
were almost numberless. Between the
Yorkshire Tavern and Justice Robinson’s,
on the St. Andrew's Road, the weight of
sleet” broke the wires in two huadred
places in a distance of two miles! No
small risk was run by the repairers in
mounting and descending from the sleet
covered poles; for in one instance,
Mr. Williams, a resident repairer, fcll
from the top of a pole to the ground,
a distance of twenty-five feet, sprain-
ing his hcel and otherwise so injut-
ing him as t» confine bim to his bed up to
the present_time. The repairers found the
lines sadly wrecked by the late storm ; in
all directions, cross heads were wrenched
away, wires parted, insulators goue, poles
thrown down and other damage done.
Nevertheless,the rapidity with which lines
are renovated and injuries' repaired is
something wonderful. A great deal de-
pends on the zeal of the men and their ap-
preciation of the serious losses and incon-
veniences experienced while the lines re-
main prostrate. In the recent instance to
which we reler, the Western Union Com-
pany’s men worked 48 hours without ces-
sation in order to facilitate the repairs of
the lines. These facts are highly credit-
able to the energy and push which inspire
the Management.
of Maintainance on the Cable wires in the
Lower Provinces, is Mr. Geo. A Robinson,
brother of the popular Manager of the St.
John Office, and under him are twenty-
two repairers, whose ‘* line’’ of duties ex-
tends fr. m St. Stephen, via Pictou, to Cape
Breton. This line is known as the *‘Cable
Line,” in contra-distinction {frem the wires
and lines over which Cable telegrams to or
from the United States are not expected to
pass. The Company gives employment in
the two Provinces to 34 persons, in con-
nexion with the repsirs service alone, and
a large number of horses, certainly not less
than 20, besides waggons, sleighs, etec.
This large force is constantly on the move.
Its work is never ending.

Basiness Part.ership.

It will be noticed that Messrs. Stewait
and Sun have dissolved partnership, and
that the former partnership between Messrs
William Logan and Alexander Stewart has
been revived. The old firm of Logan and
Stewart was very successful in the mana-
facture of Svap and Candles, and achieved
both large gains and an escelleat reputa~
tion. We have no doubt that like results
will follow the new partnership. The busi-
ness will be conducted in the New Factory
in Germain St., recently erected by Messrs.
Stewart, which, however, will be largely
extended. It is proposed tv add some sixty
feet to the bailding, increase the number
of pans, and otherwise prepare for engaging
on an extensive scale in the manufacture
with which the members of the firm have
been so long identified. We understand
that the manufacture of the Cold Water

energetically pushed ; and as this is proba-
bly the best article in its line ever intro-
duced in the market, and is secured by
Patent throughout the Dominion, it is
highly probable that Messrs. Logan &
Stewart will find ample work on their
hands under the new order ol things.

The Fisk Murdor.

Some of the New York newspapers are
not satisfied with the delay that occurred
in the Coroner’s Jury finding a verdict in
the case of Fisk’s murder. Although the
cvidence was of the plainest character that
could possibly be imagined, the Jury de-
liberated for three hours,—a Jury, too,
¢ mposed of leadiag citizens.- The follow=
ing is their verdict :—

The jury find upon the testimony sul=
scribed at this inquest that the deceased
James Fisk, Jr., came to his death at the
Grand Central Hotel in the. City of New
York on the 7th of danuary, 1872, at the
hour of 10 50 A. a., in copsequence of a
wound or wsunds inflicted by a ball or balls
from a pistol from the hands of Edward S.
Stokes, discharged by him in a deliberate
manner at the said James Fisk, Jr., at the
Grand Central Hotel, about 4 o’clock, p. x.,
on Saturday, 6th of January, 1872.

The World points out that the Jurors do
not ird that the act was ** feloniously”
committed ; it is dissatisfied with the word-
ing of the verdict, as well as the extraordi-
nary deliberation that attended its prepar-
ation.

It is a satisfaction to know that there is
in New York at least one journalist who
dots not go into ecstacies over the personnel
of *“ the Mansfield woman.”” The New

But Mrs. Mansficld has in
reality little beyond the freshness and viv-
acity of a‘ youth not yet impaired to
mpke up the sum of her true actractions.
What is by courtesy styled embonpoint,
might without exaggeration be denominat-
ed grossness ; what is intended as alan-
guishing glance from her traly rich eyes, a
Jetractor might call a leer ; while her ripe
and mobile mouth has already a hard set
to its lines which is cruel to see. What
Mrs. Manstield will be when y2ars have ex-
panded her already broad figure, flattened
her sensuous face,and wiped out the bright-
ness which now may pass for intellect, is too
apparent in the woman as she now appears.
Lhe dinmonds that she wea's in a profu-
sion that indicates.the fancy of the woman
are real, and will retain their glitter; but
she herself 1s paste only, coarse-grained
and ready to dull into worthlessness. Not
a woman to die for, indeed ; and if Stokes’s
pocket-bovk, on which he stakes his trust,
should fail him, he must be a fool indeed
to carry within the prison walls the infa-

tuation which brought him to the gallows.

‘The Trustees of liistricts recognized as
poor Districts.in any yesr, to reccive, in
this latter apportionmént, syecial aid not
exceedingonethird more per pupil thun the
Trustees of otner Districts within the
County.

One-halt of the County fund is to be appor-
tioned and paid semi annually.

No public moneys will be received by Dis-
trists which fail to establish Schools under the
Act. It will be observed that the amount
of Proviucial and County moneys to be ex
penged in any District in aid of Schools will
depend almost exclusively uppn locul exertion:
or the direct?effor!s made by'the people of the
several Districts in maintaining their own
Schools. The sum to be received by the Teacher
from the Province is definite, but the exact
amount that will_be reccived by the Trustees
from the County Fund on account ot the aver-
age attendarce of pupils, cannot be known at
the time of the School meeting. The meeting
should, theretore, be careful in voting its esti-
mates to authorize a sum amply suffeient to en-
able the Trastees to meet the liabilities of the
School year. Any balance remaining in the
hands of the Trustees, is, of course, t, be car-
ried to thelcredit of the next School year, while
any deficit arising from an authorized expendi-
ture may be carried forward and provided for in
the estimates of the following year.

RATES OF ADVERTISING.

Tae Daiy Trisuxe will unite, when
requested, with the other City Newspapers
in treating all Advertising as ‘‘transient: ”’
that is, it will regard with favor the
abolition of agreements for advertising
“ by the year.”” The latter practice has
gone out of fashion in all well managed
newspaper offices ; and being a most unjust
arrangement, both for the Newspaper and
a majority of the Advertisers, should’have
ceased to exist in this City many years
ago. Such a step might place the TrIBUNE
at a disadvantage, for a time, in the race
with its older and more vigorous Daily
competitors, such as the Telegraph and
Journal, Globe, and Morning News; but
it would establish a just principle, and, in
the end, prove advantageous both to the
Advertising Pablic and the Press. Until
a change of the character proposed, how-
ever, be consummated, the rates for Ad-
vertisements in THE DaiLy Trisuxe will
be as follows ;: —
