Fry, wbo take» à deep interest in mis­
sion work, and who, ty personal experi­
ence and useful observation, has acquired 
a great (leal of information about mis 
sionary wolk in India, gave some inter­
esting facta to a reporter about the work 
of the Salvation Army missionaries in 
that country. The Salyatiqn Army, Mr. 
Fry believes, are now concenttatiog their 
work in the southern parts of India, and 
in Gujerat, which lies fry tWe north of Bom­
bay.

Possibly the work they were 
doing in that as well as other places in 
the East is more important in its interest 
thad<«vite direct bearings, because in- 
dhreetly they ;are fdriing others to con- 
Buiep the wholfc question of

mesroKAKYJHAka and measures.
If the work-which remains to be done is

It is estimated that a third and more 
of the timber annually taken out by 
limit-owners has been dishonestly strip­
ped from the crown reserves and un­
patented lots adjoining by means of 
falsified returns and collusion with the 
government officers. The proofs in the 
bands of the government are, it is 
stated, abundant and overwhelming, and 
measures are to be at once taken to 
punish the offenders and put an end to 
practices so disastrous to the public in-
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▼MB INDEPENDENT STAN.
Hie Montreal Star, in a recent éditer­

ai, which hu been copied by the* tory 
press, and hu been made do duty for a 
week put, ia very solicitous about Mr. 
Wilfred Laurier, and advisee him to map 
out at once a bold and vigorous policy. 
It laments too, the heavy burden which 
the leadership of the liberal party throws 
upon him.

Our Montreal 
contemporary wishes, we have no doubt, 
to be independent, very independent, 
but in order to carry out what it repre­
sents u its desire, it must forget the 
two cardinal points in its mental pro­
gramme, a “hankering” after dominion 
boodle, and a desire to be always on the 
popular side. Till it has shown that 
such motives do not actuate its course 
the Star may continue in vain to 
preach independence and dictate to 
those who know how to set a proper 
Value on its advice.

. BYE-ELECTIONS IN BRITS
The result of another bye-election in 

Britain hu been announced, and al­
though it is not disappointing to the lib­
erals, is not what they could have wished. 
The election was held in one of the divi- 
ions of Huntington. At the general 

election a tory was returned by acclama­
tion, while at the bye-election the strug­
gle was a hard one, resulting in a victory 
for the government by a majority of only 
three hundred votes. The result shows 
the change which has taken place in 
public feeling in that tory stronghold 
during the past year, and is another 
among the many evidences of the waning 
power of the Salisbury government. The 
election in Huntington is the twentieth 
bye-election which has been held 
since the general election a year ago. 
Of the twenty, the tories were 
successful in eleven, merely, how­
ever, holding seats won at the gen­
eral election. Of the twenty, the liberals 
won nine seats, four of which were gains, 
making a difference of eight votes on a 
division in parliament.

While the tories held their own seats 
in eleven electoral districts, the majori 
ties were in every instance greatly re­
duced, while in the elections won by the 
liberals, very substantial gains were 
made-

Altogether the bye-elections have been 
most advantageous to the Gladstonians, 
and indicate unequivocally the trend of 
public opinion in Britain. Everything 
tends to strengthen our belief that a 
abort time will see Gladstone restored to 
power, and Ireland a happy and a pros­
perous land.

NORTHWEST MOUNTED POLICE.
Much dissatisfaction has of late been 

expressed at the deterioration of the 
Northwest mounted police. Not long 
since, Canadians looked with pride upon 
their force, but recent reports have shak­
en the confidence they once reposed in it 
Desertions from the force are known to 
be frequent, resulting, it is said, from dis­
satisfaction with the management. The 
custom of promotion appears to be ignor­
ed, and imported Englishmen who could 
find nothing to do at home/)r at all events 
who wquld do nothing there, are pitch" 
forked into positions above those who 
have long been in the service, and who, 
from faithful discharge of duty, are en­
titled to promotion. The exertions of 
influential friends appear to be sufficient 
to place in positions on the force men in 
many cases wholly unfitted by experience 
for the work. Little wonder that the 
force should deteriorate. Canadians with 
a taste for that kind of life, and who 
would readily enter the service could 
they see any chance for promotion, re

fuse to become connected with a force 
where they will be subjected to the do­
mination of imported Englishmen who 
look upon them merely as dependents. 
Canada has men perfectly qualified by 
experience for the work, and there is no 

son why they should not be appointed 
to do it.

VANISHED INTO THIN AIR-
Sir John Macdonald has apparently 

failed in his attempt to start a new paper 
in Toronto. His monopoly friends do 
not relish the idea of paying out hard 
cash, without seeing a prospect of some­
thing tangible in return. Sir John, it is 
said, started the ball rolling by subecrib- 
ing for some stock himself, but in this, 
his occasional friends declined to follow 
him. In view of the want of success and 
practical sympathy which those whom 
Sir John instructed to work up the affair 
have met with, they have given it up as 
a bad job, and have come to the conclu­
sion that unless the railway magnates 
take hold of the matter it is likely to fall 
quickly to the ground.

Premier Torquay is reported to have 
succeeded in raising a loan of a million 
of dollars in the United States for the 
purposes of the Red River Valley rail­
way. This will not be very cheering 
news for Sir John or the C. P. R magnates 
who had almost begun to think that their 
antagonism to the road would be a most 
powerful influence, if not an insuperable 
obstacle, against Manitoba raising the 
needed funds. In the face of all their 
opposition, work on the road has been 
pushed along rapidly and without a 
hitch, if we except Van Horne’s “little 
trick,” and the'money hasjbeen'supplied 
to the contractors whenever they were 
in a position to demand it The whole 
history of the little road is a striking ex­
ample of what determined effort can ac­
complish even though the mighty be 
against us. _________

ANOTHER GBKAT FIRE.
Fearful Loss of Life at Thea 

tre Boyal.

Over 100 Lives Lost—60 
Corpses Taken From 

the Gallery-

Pitiful Scenes at the Burned 
[Theatre this Morning.

Fathers and Mothers Per­
ish Together,

And Many Children are Left 
Without Support-'

London, Sept. 5-The theatre at 
Exeter took fire this evening, during a 
performance of Romany Rye. The oc­
cupants of the pit’after an awful stiug- 
gle, escaped. Many were greatly injur­
ed. There was only one exit from the 
gallery, and the rush was terrible. .Scores 
were trodden under foot, and suffocated. 
The fire escape was brought to the win­
dows and many inside rescued. Sixty 
corpses were removed. The injured 
survivors were sent to the hospital.

There have been 130 bodies recovered 
almost unrecognizable. In many cases 
every shred of clothing was burned off. 
The bodies look black and raw; the search 
continues. Thirty injured persons were 
taken to hospitals. The structure was 
the Theatre Royal. It was built after 
the latest design, elaborately fitted and 
considered one of the prettiest in the 
Kingdom. There waa a full house to­
night. Everything was all right until the 
end of the third act at 10.30, when the 
drop scene fell. In a moment the whole 
stage was a mass of fire and a wild panic 
ensued. Hie flames spread rapidly and 
filled the theatre with dense smoke. The 
scene was awful; men implored the au­
dience to be cool but ic was impossible to 
check the frantic rush. The theatre hose 
was brought into use butin a few minutes 
the watei had little effect on the flame!.

Actors and actresses in the dressing 
rooms were taken from the windows with 
the aid of ladders. They lost everything 
except the clothing they wore. The 
occupants of the stage, pit and dress 
circle escaped after a dreadful crushing. 
Many were badly bruised. People in 
the upper circle and gallery rushed to 
the windows screaming frantically. 
Those who jumped from the windows 
were injured ; the others were rescued 
with ladders. The fire brigade arrived 
five minutes after the breaking out of 
the flames. The efforts of the firemen 
were without effect. Several thrilling 
rescues took place. A majority of the 
victims were men and boys.

The News says it is safe to say that one 
effect of this awful disaster will be a 
general law governing the construction 
and management of public places 
throughout the kingdom, and that after 
this catastrophe, and that of the Opera 
Comique in Paria we ought surely to re­
quire no more warning.

London, Sept. 6—The victims by the 
burning of the Theatre Itoyal at Exeter, 
last night, were mostly working people. 
As soon as the flames were extinguished 
a large force of men began searching for 
bodies. The stairway leading to the gal­
lery waa literally packed with bodies, 
while at the stairs there were scores of 
others piled one on top of the other. 
The unfortunate victims had rushed to 
the door when an alarm was given, but 
they found the stairway blocked, and all 
means of escape cut off". In a short time 
the flames had reached Ahem and they 
suffered a horrible death.

There were pitiful scenes in the vici­
nity of the burned theatre this morning 
as friends and relatives of supposed 
victims awaited recovery of the bodies. 
In many cases fathers and mothers both 
perished, and numerous children are 
left without means of support. Several 
of the bodies were burned so that only 
a small cinder remained. . The number 
of persons severely injured is sixty. It 
is feared that the death list will reach 
one hundred and forty.

COMMERCIAL ONION.
Hon. William McDougall’s 

Opinions

As Expressed to a Detroit 
News Beporter.

Sir John A. Macdonald’s Ter 
giversations.

The correepondent of the Detroit Kewe 
who recently visited Ottawa Benda the 
following report to hi. paper u to the 
views of Hon. Wm. McDougall on the 
question of unrestricted reciprocity.

“As a Canadian,” said he, I have no 
hesitation in avowing myself an advocate 
of commercial reciprocity with the 
United States. As a political writer and 
proprietor of a live newspaper, I gave all 
the aid in my power to the reciprocity 
treaty of 1854 and as a member of parlia­
ment and ex-minister, I supported the 
government of 1871 (to which on other 
questions I was opposed) in confirming, 
the Washington treaty which opened 
the fisheries to the people of both coun­
tries. As o member of the Canadian 
government from 1862 to 1869 1 had it 
in my power to render important aid to 
the Washington government in its death 
struggle with the slaveholder, which 
Mr Seward and President Lincoln per­
sonally acknowledged. You will there­
fore see that I am not likely to be fright­
ened by the bugbear of annexation. We 
were commercially annexed for 12 years 
*n respect to everything we then had to 
seller exchange and the annexation 
feeling died out in a few months.”

‘•Do you think that Sir John A Mac­
donald really believes commercial union 
means annexation?”

“I do not He ia too well versed in 
the political history of this continent and 
is too familiar with the political forces 
that dominate the new world to believe 
that burdensome taxation and trade 
restriction and the creation of a pinch- 
back aristocracy of railway boodlers and 
protected manufacturers will prevent an­
nexation, or that reciprocity of trade 
with the United States and the pros­
perity it will be sure to confer on the 
farmers and fishermen will make them 
unhappy and rebellious.”

“Has not the tory party used that cry 
before in Canada ?”

“Yes, many times ; but unfortunately 
for them thé only instance in our history 
since the union of the provinces in 1841 
of a bona fide movement and public 
declaration in favor of political annexa­
tion with the United States, was 
the tory annexation manifesto 

1849. Don’t give much 
heed to those who, tor want of rational 
argument against commercial recipro­
city, resort to the bugbear cry ‘annexa-

“I have heard the suggestion, that Sir 
John and his party would advocate reci­
procity if they thought the United 
States would agree to it!”

“I have not the slightest doubt that if 
the retention of office and its emolu­
ments could be made secure by a new 
reciprocity treaty, Sir John and his fol­
lowers to a man, would cry out. ‘All 
aboard for Washington!’ ‘Why, how can 
any cue acquainted with our political 
history doubt it? Let me cite a few oases, 
as the lawyers say i First. The scheme 
of uniting upper and lower Canada in 
1841. The Toty leaders in upper Canada 
opposed it might and main. But Lord 
Sydenham intimated that they must sup­
port the imperial policy or resign their 
offices. They flopped round in 24 hours 
and became zealous supporters of the

“Second. The secularization of the 
clergy reserves. One-seventh of the pub­
lic lands had been set apart for the sup­
port of a protestant clergy. The liberal 
party of that day (1850) made it » plank 
in their political platform that these re­
serves should be appropriated to publie 
non-sectarian purposes. Sir John and 
his party resisted tooth and nail, but at 
last public opinion became too strong for 
successful resistance, and he flopped 
again ; and as the price Of office agreed 
to commit sacrilege by taking the lands 
from the church and giving them to the 
people!

“Third. Confederation of all the prov­
inces in 1867. This was a measure advo­
cated by the liberal party and stoutly 
opposed by Sir John and his allies. But 
in 1864 be found himself out of office, 
wanted to get back, succeeded, but in a 
few weeks was outvoted, was willing to 
take half a loaf it a whole one was be­
yond his reach, and he agreed to a coali­
tion of parties, accepted confederation, 
and found it a good thing.

“Fourth. Protection. In 1878 his op­
ponents, the Liberals, were in power. 
Sir John had for many years opposed the 
principle of proteption— was, In tact, an 
avowed free trader. But it was appar­
ent that free trade implied that there 
were at least two parties to the bargain. 
High protection on one side, and a low 
revenue tariff on the other side of the 
international boundary, did not work 
well. Sir John, reluctantly, 1 know and 
admit, joined in the demand for higher 
duties on American Imports, merely as a 
means of promoting reciprocity. See 
his speeches. A section of the Liberal 
party, believing in bis fiincerity wd fav­
oring that policy, supported his candi­
dates. The Liberals were badly beaten. 
Now, finding himself pretty safe from 
the assaults of the Liberals for three or 
four years, he flops again, repudiates re" 
ciprocity, avows himself a protectionist 
dyed in the wool and puts up his organs 
and tools to shout annexation wherever 
reciprocity of trade is suggested.

“I don't think it will take much dis­
cussion or more than a year or two to 
demonstrate the overwhelming forces 
that can be combined in Canada in favor 
of coinmefcial reciprocity with the 
United States. In the meantime the 
whole question hinges on the aotiàn of 
congress at it* negt session. We are 
five millions, you are sixty millions. The 
greater force must needs prevail in such 
a case. If Mr Butterworth's is approved 
of by both houses, as I hope and believe 
it will be, at least four-fifths of the elec­
torate in all the provinces lyill denjand a 
treaty of reciprocity for a long term of

Unlike most advocates of commercial 
union, but quite like an astute politi­
cian, Mr. Macdougall has fully weighed 
the many arguments that can be made 
against it. At the outset, he says, the 
question of Canada's having sufficient 
Revenue to run the government must be 
met. Commercial union would take 
away the meet productive revenue, that 
of customs. Any negotiation, therefore, 
must have in mind such a division of the 
combined tariffs of the country which 
should insure Canada at least $2,000,000 
annpally. The government, including

interest and debt, had cost ns high as 
$40,000,000 annually, but this could be 
trimmed down by stopping railroad sub­
sidies and boodling, which are both quite 
prominent factors in the Canadian ac­
count. The division of the joint tariffs 
might be made on the basU of popula­
tion, although Mr. Macdougall thinks 
that an allowance should be made Can­
ada for the States’ large non-consuming 
lower classes, such as the negro popula­
tion of the south. These are only 
mechanism and details, however, the 
discussion of which will only ombaraas 
the general discussion, although they 
must be met by the politicians.

City of Mexico, Sept. 5—A great sen­
sation was created a few days ago by an 
article in The Monitor Iiepublicano mak­
ing an astounding revelation of the con­
duct of the Emperor Maximilian on the 
surrender of the City of Querüaro. The 
writer obtained his information from a re­
port presented by Gen. Escobedo to the 
government in regard to the manner in 
which Queretaro was taken. Gen. Esco­
bedo describes the situation of the two 
armies during the final days of the siege, 
and says the situation of the besieged was 
desperate. They were running short of 
provisions and amunition, and were

FAST BECOMING DEMORALIZED.
At this juncture Gen. Escobedo was no­
tified that one of Maximilian's officers 
desired an interview with him. Escobe­
do granted the interview and Col. Miguel 
Lopez was introduced. Lopez said he 
-was commissioned-by Maximilian to of­
fer to deliver the garrison to Escobedo on 
condition that the latter should allow 
Maximilian and his officers to depart un­
molested; that Maximilian had already 
signed his abdication and that he would 
go straight to Vera Cruz or Tuxpan, 
where a ship would be in readiness to 
take him on board, and that he would 
engage himself on his word of honor nev­
er again to meddle in the affairs of Mex­
ico. Gen. Escobedo replied that he

OOCLD MAKE NO SUCH TERMS,
as the orders of the Government were 
that the besieged should surrender at 
discretion. Lopez finally declared he 
was authorized to make such terms with 
Escobedo as he could, and in the name 
of his chief he informed Escobedo that 
the republican army might occupy the 
convent of La Cruz at 3 o’clock on the 
following morning without encountering 
resistance, and that Maximilian in per­
son would there surrender himself uncon­
ditionally. Velez seized Lopez without 
resistance, but Maximilian did not com­
ply with his promise to surrender bis 
person. Queretaro was then occupied 
after some ineffectual resistance, avd the 
Imperialist leaders

Maximilian alterward told Eaoobedo he 
had an immense favor to ask of him. and 
Escobedo promised to grant it if possible. 
Maximilian then asked Escobedo to 
promise that he would never reveal the 
manner in which the Convent of La Cruz 
had been occupied. Escobedo said he 
could make no such engagement Max­
imilian, however, persisted. He said he 
foresaw his own end, and that his only 
care was to prevent any stain lighting on 
the escutcheon of the illustrious house 
of Hapsburg, of which he was a scion* 
Escobedo, compassionating the unhappy 
position of his fallen foe, made a promise 
on condition that he should consider 
himself released therefrom if at any 
time circumstances ahould arise which 
might make it imperative on him to

THE UPPER WATERS.
Two Hundred and Eighty-Ono 

Miles Above Fredericton.

The Seven Islands, and How 
They are Reached.

The Beautiful St. Francis, and 
Robert Connors* Costly 

Residence.

A Brief Description of the 
Country-

Poeilblj eome ef your re*drri, femilior 
only with the lower portion of the St. John, 
may be interested to bare a few notes from 
its upper waters—meaning, however, by this 
term, not what most persons are in the habit 
of so regarding, but the real upper waters, 
the more remote sources from which its sup­
plies are directly and chiefly derived. Most 
travellers on the river are apt to think that 
they are pretty well np if they get as far 
as Woodstock. A much smaller number 
is attracted by the beauties of the Grand 
Falls as far as that point. But a few, a very 
few only, comparatively, ever venture as far 
,as Edm unde ton, and this too, though the 
latter point is accessible,even from St. John, 
in a single day’s railway travel and with en­
tire ease. Bat the point from which I am 
now writing, and which is known as 

The Seven Island*,
Is one hundred and three miles shove Ed- 
mundeton, and three hundred and sixty-five 
miles above the mouth of the river. It is 
true that even this is not the very head of 

^jhe latter—to reach that one must travel on 
^Kme fifty miles or more further to Baker 

■*w^ke, almost on the western confines of 
Maine, bnt the place to which I have referred 
is perhaps sufficiently remote for onr present 
purpose, and, as it is the last spot on the 
river showing signs of human habitation, it 
may not be uninteresting to describe a few 
of Its peculiar features, if only by way of 
contrast with the more familiar regions 
where the great stream seeks its final exit 
to the sea.

Not the least of the features of interest 
^ connected with the Seven Islands is the 

mode by which it Is reached. From the 
lower part of the river this is only possible 
with the assistance of a canoe, and in our 
own case this was our mode of conveyance 
all the way from Edmunston, the motive 
power being the brawny arms of two young 
Tobique warriors. Tbia, however, was not 
absolutely necessary, as the country 
for some distance is well settled, 
mostly by the French, and excellent 
roads ascend on either aide of the river as 
far as the mouth of the St. Francis.

where one of the old block houses, used dur­
ing the Aroostook war, ia still standing, and 
awakens eome curious historical associations, 
thefre is quite a thriving village on the Amer- 
ean side of the river; and on the English 
side, not far below the St. Francis, which 
marks the International boundary, one ia 
agreeably surprised to meet the really ele­
gant and costly residence ot Robt. Connors, 
Esq., the well known lumber dealer, most 
beautifully situated and commanding an ex­
tensive prospect. Nothing indeed can ex­
ceed the beauty of tbia part of the river, 
and one cannot ascend it, cither by boat or 
wagon, without wishing that its attractions 
were more geneially known. The valley is 
broad but completely shat in on 
either side by high faille of most varied and 
graceful outline, and whose sides and tops 
are generally densely wooded, butaleng the 
base of which are green fields, the white or 
red cottager, mostly quite Beat, of the 
French farmers, and here and there the tin- 
coated spire of one of their chapels, glancing 
in the sun. Islands also are common, and 
with their thick covering of grass and 
edging of ash or elm trees, drooping over 
the water, constantly delight the eye with 
their scenes of quiet beauty.

On the American side the road runs for 
•even or eight miles

Above the St. FriinriN, 
bnt here It also ends, and all travellers who 
would wish to go further must, like ducks, 
take to the water. Now, this would not be 
especially objectionable if the water were 
moderately slow and the channel free from 
obstructions, but when, as is the ease, we 
find it thickly strewn with great rounded 
boulders, and these in many places heaped up 
like dams, between which a channel must 
be sought, and that too in tbo face of waters 
which are rushing and foaming with all the 
violence of a cataract, one begins to appre­
ciate the difficulties of the journey and to 
speculate apon the skill and muscle of those 
to whom his well-being is for the time en­
trusted. One would also be apt to suppose 
that the absence of roads and the consequent 
necessity of such a mode of water-tiavel 
would prevent any one from seeking a home 
In such inaccessible localities. But this is 
far from being the case. On the contrary 
every two or three miles along the stream, 
one Is surprised to meet a clearing, with a 
small pabin in its midst, and a swarm of 
children about its door, with the invariable 
accompaniment of a “smudge” or small 
re of damp smoky wood to keep off the 
flies—and though these are In most cases 
miserable enough, in some they show abun­
dant evidences of thrift and prosperity. 
The last of these settlements; except that of 

ethe Seven Islands itself, ia that of a man 
* Mamed Hunter, who, a bachelor, lives here 

aWnein tie forest, twenty miles from any 
other settler, with no other company than 
that of his horses, his cattle, and a single 
grey call

AS «he Seven Islande
there is quite a little settlement, at least 
there are four or five distinct farms, and at 
the time of our visit, when haying was in 
progress, the total population, including 
ourselves, embraced some fifty souls—to say 
nothing of the numerous horses and large 
herds of cattle. These features are at once 
understood when one sees the extent of rich 
island and intervale land which here exists, 
anjF'xhich forms so marked a contrast with 
^rost other portions of the river in these its 
upper regions. The opportunities thus offer­
ed in the midst of a lumbering country were 
very early taken advantage of, and the high 
price which produce can here command— 
$20 a ton for example for hay—has, in some 
instances at least, made its occupancy 
quite profitable.

Not the least of the surprises, considering 
the route by which we had come, which 
greeted us «it the Seven Islands, was the 
degree of comfort and even of luxury which 
we there encountered. Having for many 
miles seen nothing but woods and recks and 
rapids, camping night after night along the 
river's bank, imagine how welcome was the 
sight of a room adorned with sofas and easy 
chairs, with a sewing machine and organ, 
and how grateful the offer of late (?) papers 
and cold lemonade. Such facte would seem 
to imply that we had left the woods and had 
reached civilization again. Yet to the east 
of us, being the way we came, we k bow 
that there is
MeSAIng but «be Forent and «be Rlv-r.

-To the south, for seventy-hve miles, could 
we look so far, we could agni:: „nd nothing 
but the woods, excepting a single depot 
camp on the Allegasb, itself fourteen miles 
distant; to the west, again nothing but 
woods and streams and lakes, the home of 
the moose, the bear, the caribou and the 
beaver. Only to the north is any other exit 
possible, and this only bj » lumber or por­
tage road through the woods, scarcely cap­
able of being traversed in the summer time 
by a wagon,and in which direction it is still 
twenty-three miles to the nearest settlements 
and fifty miles to the shore of the St 
Lawrence.

And here, good reader, I must for the 
present leave you, reserving for another 
occasion some account of the very different 
route by which our return was affected.

Railway Bridge Note*.
The Northern and Western railway wharf, 

the Gibson terminus of the railway bridge, 
presents an unusually active sbene. The 
Northern and Western are piling up the 
Miramichi freestone, and between thirty and 
forty stone entiers are preparing it for the 
bridge. It has been found necessary to put 
on an extra train on the Northern and 
Western for the transportation of the stone. 
The steam under-water saw is now atation- 
ed at the Gibson end, at work on the wharf 
pier. The pile foundations have nearly all 
been driven.

The Maryland hill quarry, where the coron 
mon stone was being obtained for the 
bridge, has given out, or the supply has 
proved insufficient, and a new quarry has 
been opened on the Hanwell road. About five 
teams were set to work yesterday hauling the 
atone from the latter quarry. A large num­
ber of men are employed quarrying granite 
on Spoon island, and the shipments are soon 
expected to arrive.

It is stated that as soon as the.electric 
light can be established for" niglt work on 
the bridger three crews', each working eight 
hours, will be employed.

A Rumor «bat It Has Been Ordered.
It is now stated that the bridge company 

will be obliged to change the location of 
the Sunbury street rail » ay track from that 
laid down at first; that to run the track 
along tho loWcr side of the street will 
necessitate too great a curvature at the 
bridge terminas, and that the only course by 
which this may be overcome is to lay the 
track on the upper side of the street along 
the square and lo cut across the lots on the 
upper side of College toad as mentioned in 
fast issue. If this be-true, ""the tight of way 
question will have to come up again in a 
new form before the civic rulers, and it would 
seem that a resort to the courts will be the 
only way to settle the matter wltti the In­
dividual owners of the lota over which the 
track will run. The change is said to have 
been ordered by the dominion engineer, the 
location not having been approved of, es­
pecially as the sharp curve at Queen street 
can be avoided.

INCENDIARISM.
Rascally Work of a Gang of 

Sneak-Thieves in Sheffield.

Sunbury Grammar School Set 
on Fire and Destroyed

Another School Building 
Fired—Discovered in Time 

to Save It

The grammar school building at Sheffield 
was totally destroyed by fire at an early 
hour y es tn day morning. The school house, 
known sa the Upper Sheffield school, was 
set on fire also about the same time, but was 
fortunately discovered and extinguished be­
fore much serioua damage was done.

The grammar school fire was the work of 
an incendiary. . It was wrapped in flames 
before being discovered and all efforts made 
to save the building proved of no avail. 
The fire occurred ahortly after midnight.

T* a fire bng-t do not belong to Sheffield. 
Of Ibis t*»a residents of Sheffield are confi­
dent. Sums dangerous characters have been 
lurking around the place for some time past 
and eome of the people have been living in 
dread that their houses would be burned 
down over their beads.

Our Sheffield correspondent writes that a 
gang of sneak thieves have been visiting 
the place for the last four weeks robbing 
pantries and cellars of everything they 
could lay their hands upon. It is believed 
that the thieves are the school house 
burners.

A Sheffield gentleman stated to-day that 
he believed the rascals have made 
their war towards this city and that 
they set tbe fire in the Upper Shef­
field school house on their way np. It ia 
hoped that they may be tracked. Scarcely 
a eight has passed daring the past week 
that some house has not been raided and 
robbed by the gang in eome part of the

The Grammar School burned was compar­
atively a new building and was situated 
near the site of the old Sheffield acadamy. 
It was taught by Mr. Howard Barker. The 
building was considerably wrecked by tbe 
flood last spring but had since been repaired 
and re-fitted. Since the fires, and tbe re­
cent daring burglaries‘îwhich have been 
committed, it has been found necessary 
to keep night watches for the secur­
ity of the residents. This incendiary 
work may have been the parting piece of 
rascality of the gang, but nevertheless a 
sharp watch will be kept for them. The 
Sheffield people do not intend that they will 
continue their depredations without being 
made to suffer for their scoundrelism.

Among the losers by the ravages of the 
desperadoes, was Mr. Ubas. Burpee, ex-M. P , 
who lost a number ofhains, all that he had, 
from his storehouse. The plunderers ap­
peared to have taken anything and every­
thing that came in their way during their 
raids on the store houses and cellars, and 
many a honsewife are bewailing among 
other things the loss of all their stock of 
winter preserves. No visitation of the rob­
bers was reported last night, and no clue 
has been obtained yet of their whereabouts, 
except that it is quite generally believed 
that they have made their way towards the 
city. The police have been informed uf the
