Wednesday's Globe.
On Tuesday January 25, the Feast 

of the Conversion of St. Paul, the 
Paulists celebrated the golden jubi- 
less of their institute in New York.

Cardinal 
Gibbons graced the occasion by hit 
presence on Monday night, Jan. 24, 
and at the Pontifical High Mass on 
the Feast day, Jan. 25. His Excel­
lency, Mgr. Falconio, the Apostolic 
Delegate, imparted the Papal bless­
ing on Tuesday evening. Each suc- 
ceeding evening of the week is to be 
marked by special functions. The 
preacher for this Wednesday even­
ing will be Rt. Rev. Mgr. Mooney, 
Vicar General of New York, and his 
theme will be “The Progress of the 
Church in New York.” The preach­
ers for the succeeding evenings will 
Le drawn from the various religious 
orders. On Fehuary 2, there will be 
a great demonstration on the part of 
the laity, to which the Governor of 
the State and the mayor of New 
York have been invited.

It was just a little over 50 vears 
when Pius IX, by a special de­

cree. Nuper Nonnulli of the Congre­
gation of Bishops and Regulars, sep­
arated the Reverends Isaac Hecker, 
Clarence Walworth, Augustine He­
witt. George Deshon and Francis 
Baker from the Congregation of the 
Redemptoristts and bade them contin­
ue the good work of the salvation 
of souls in the United States along 
their chosen lines. The decree is 
dated March, 6, 1858.

They num­
ber now about seventy priests and 
about twenty young men preparing 
for Holy Orders in the Novitiate at 
Washington, D. C. They have mis­
sion houses in New York City, Chi­
cago, Alabama and San Francisco.

He expressed the wish that it 
would be used for the benefit of “the 
ur fortunate and indigent in every 
Faris parish." In return for the 
gift he desired that prayers and Mass­
es should be offered as often as pos­
sible for the repose of his own and 
his wife’s -souls. The "Assistance 
Publique" or Charity Organization 
claimed the bequest. The claim was 
contested by the Abbe Thomas as the 
legatee of Cardinal Richard, who 
th rough his counsel, pointed out that 
the "Assistance Publique,” could not 
fulfill the conditions laid down by 
M. Duval. The legal tribunal agreed 
that this was so, and that the pro­
perty could not therefore go to the 
organization, but it was not given to 
legatee of the late Cardinal-Arch- 
bishop. The will was annulled and 
the poor have been deprived of what 
would have been a boom to many of 
them.

Prospects for the new Catholic 
school are looking brighter all the 
time, and the indications are that be- 
fore building operations are com­
menced in the spring there will be a 
large proportion of the cost of the 
rew school a in hand, through 
the vigorous parts being put for­
ward by Rev. J. L. Carney, pastor 
of St. Dunstan’s church.

On the past fiscal year of St. 
Dunstan’s church there was a credit 
balance of $2,105.28, and that amount 
will be added to the fund for the new 
school, which previously amounted 
to about $4,000.

Te annual financial statement of

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest Land: 
Regulations.

Any person who is the sole head of 
family, or any male over 18 years 

old, may homestead a quarter-section 
if available Dominion land in Mani­
toba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. The 
applicant must appear in person at 
the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by 
proxy may be made at any Agency 
on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or 

sister of intending homesteader.
Duties.—Six months residence up­

on and cultivation of the land in 
each of three years. A homesteader 
may live within nine miles of the 
homestead on a farm of at least 80 
acres solely owned and occupied by 
him or by his father, mother, eon, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader 
in good standing may pre-empt a 
quarter-section alongside hie home- 
stead. Price, $3.00 per acre. Duties 
Must reeide six months in each of six 
years from date of homestead entry 
(including the time required to earn 
homestead patent) and cultivate fifty 
acres extra, ooned

A homesteader who has exhausted 
his homestead right and cannot ob­
tain a pre-emption may take • pur­
chased homestead in certain districts.

He in- 
gratiates himself into the confidence 
of the pastors with* all sorts of glow­
ing promises until he secures their 
approval of his scheme, generally ex­
pressed in a letter of recommenda­
tion. Armed with these letters, the 
wily promoter as stated by Arch- 
bishop Glennon, ‘proceeds to hold up 
the merchants and business men' for 
advertising contracts, practically 
blackmailing them to the best of his 
ability. This ‘hold-up’ practice is re- 
sponsible for a great deal of ill-feel­
ing towards the Church and its in­
stitutions. It naturally irritates the 
business men, as they feel that they 
are being imposed upon; and the sins 
of the Calendar promoter are visit- 
ed upon the Church and her people. 
If a parish must have a calendar, it 
should be conducted entirely by the 
pastor and his wardens, as several at 
present published in this archdiocese 
Then will be avoided the ‘hold-up’ 
and the grafting of the irresponsi- 
ble promoter; and then will mer.
