Visitors 
from a considerable distance are al­
ready flocking into the city, and from 
present indications the largest crowd 
in the history of Clinton will be pres­
ent to welcome Canada's greatest son.

Sir Wilfrid will arrive before noon 
and will be welcomed by the mayor and 
council.

Weeping Water, Neb., Sept. 22. — In 
a head-on collision last night in the 
yards at this place, between a Mis­
souri Pacific passenger train and a 
freight, 38 passengers and 3 trainmen 
were injured. The engineer of the 
passenger train rounding a hill was 
unable to check his train before the 
crash came.

Of the 49 passengers few escaped in­
jury of some kind, but only a few were 
severely hurt.

Le Mans, Sept. 21.—In the presence 
of the officials of the Aero Club, of 
Sarthe, a large number of French and 
foreign officers and aeroplane experts 
and a wildly cheering crowd, number­
ing 30,000, Wilbur Wright, the Ameri­
can aeroplanist, the afternoon cap­
tured the world’s record from his 
brother, Orville Wright, with a mar­
velously impressive flight of one hour 
and 31 minutes and some odd seconds, 
covering in that time an actual dis­
tance of 98 kilometres, or nearly 61 
miles.

Today’s trial was for the Michelin 
cup for the greatest distance covered 
by an aeroplane in 1908, and the Aero 
Club prize cf $1,000 for the longest 
flight over an enclosed ground. Wright 
made three false starts, owing to the 
oblique direction of the breeze and 
trouble experienced with the cradle. 
Finally at 5:15, with a four-mile an 
hour breeze, the aviator got away 
nicely, sailing majestically up the field 
amid thundering cheers. After round­
ing the upper turn Wright swept back 
to where the thousands were gathered 
and began describing ellipses. Wright 
at first manifested extraordinary prud- 
ence, flying so low that he seemed al­
most to skim the earth, but finally rose 
to greater heights.

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vise the tariff, giving a preference to 
British goods over and above those 
from all other countries of 12% per 
cent. In 1898 this preference was In­
creased to 25 per cent, and later on to 
33 1-3 per cent. The result was an 
enormous increase in our trade with 
the mother country. In the ten years 
ended with 1906 our imports and ex­
ports from and to Britain increased 
from $99,513,758, to $202,276,486, or a 
growth of over $10,000,000 a year as 
compared with $1,000,000 a year in 
the previous decade.

Under the Conservatives Imports 
had steadily declined until they 
dropped $11,916,845 in ten years, and 
amounted to but $29,401,188 in 1897. 
Under the preferential tariff they rose 
by leaps and bounds, until in 1906 they 
totalled $69.183,915, an increase of 
$39,782,727, or considerably over 100 
per cent.

So, too, with the exports. Under the 
Conservatives there had been growth, 
it is true, but it was far from satis­
factory. In 1887 the exports totalled 
$44,571,312; in 1896 they amounted to 
$66,689,233—an increase in the ten 
years of $22,117,941, or an average of 
about $2,225,000 a year. Under the 
Laurier Government the exports rose 
from $66,689,253 in 1896, to $133,092,- 
571 in 1906—an Increase of $66,403,318 
in ten years, or an average of over 
$6,500,000 a year.

In addition to developing trade with 
the motherland the preference has 
been the means of effecting a very 
material reduction in the taxation of 
the people of Canada, who now pay 
one-third less in duties on imports 
from Britain than under the general 
tariff, which itself is lower than the 
National Policy rates..

Of much importance also is the 
prominence and favor which the pre­
ference has given Canada in Great 
Britain. More than anything else it 
drew upon the Dominion the eyes of 
the British people. It was the start­
ing point of that Interest in Canada 
which has turned the tide of British 
emigration toward these shores.

the total emigrants 9.15 per cent were 
under 15 years of age, 83.9 per cent 
between 15 and 35, and 6.6 per cent 
35 or upwards.

During the year 22,509 marriages 
were registered, 15,571 of which were 
between Roman Catholics, while 3,688 
were celebrated according to the rites 
and ceremonies of the Church of Ire­
land, 2,347 in Presbyterian meeting 
houses, 479 in "registered buildings” 
belonging to various religious denom­
inations, 422 by civil contract in reg­
istrars' offices, 77 according to the 
usages of the Society of Friends, and 
15 according to the Jewish rites. The 
Roman Catholic marriage rate is 4.79 
per 1,000 of the Roman Catholic pop­
ulation, and the other marriages rep­
resent a rate of 6:15 per 1,000 of all 
persons other than Roman Catholics in 
the population. The marriages of 
bachelors with spinsters formed 89.3 
per cent of the total; those of widow­
ers and spinsters were 6.8 per cent, of 
bachelors and widows, 2:4, per cent, and 
of widowers and widows 1.6 per cent of 
the total marriages. Thus of the men 
married .8.4 per, cent, were widowers, 
and 4 per cent Of the women were 
widows, while in eleven instances in 
every 100 marriages one or both the 
contracting parties had been in the 
married state before. 7

The marriage registers and certifi­
cates furnished a crude test of the 
progress of elementary education, the 
percentage of contracting persons in 
1907 who can write their names show­
ing a considerable improvement when 
compared with corresponding results 
in the first of the preceding ten years. 
Last year 92 per cent of the bride­
grooms and 94 per cent of the brides 
wrote their names, and only the small 
remainder signed by marks. In 1897 
the percentage of bridegrooms who 
signed their names was 84.8, and of 
brides 86.7. In 1864, when the general 
registration of marriages in Ireland 
was established, only 61 in every 100 
men and 50 in every 100 women mar­
ried wrote ther names.

Escape, and that in the quickest way 
possible, is its only thought when 
threatened by danger.

In the soft tides of the St. Lawrence 
the fiercer cetacean Is for some reason, 
if not unknown, at least only a visitor 
at rare intervals. Even the almost 
ubiquitous shark is an absentee or but 
poorly represented by his scavenging 
relative, the dogfish. In a realm so 
peaceful and fruitful the porpoises for­
get their terrors, and in the confidence 
begotten by numbers will hunt their 
prey to the very shore. In the shallow 
waters where the settlers have set nets 
to entrap the herring these freebooters 
will devour the schools of meshed fish 
and then in mere wanton attack rend 
the nets.

Their sense of hearing is re­
markably acute. When, as is not in­
frequent, the waters are whitened by 
vast numbers of these invaders, and 
the air is loud with the noise of their 
splashings and unmusical gruntings.

CONDITIONS IN IRELAND.
Ireland’s population continues to

decrease, the net falling off last year 
being 14,674. The natural increase— 
1. e., the excess of births over deaths— 
was 24,408, but against this must be 
placed the loss by emigration, amount­
ing to 39,082, which exceeds the num­
ber of émigrants enumerated in 1906 
by 3,738, and the average for the ten 
years, 1897-1907, by 1,701. The popu­
lation at the middle of last year is es­
timated by the registrar-general at 4,- 
377,064. The mortality from tubercu­
losis continues on the increase.

The highest death rate among the 
provinces is that of Leinster, namely,

been made with firms in Ontario and 
Quebec regarding the sale of sugar and 
starch. It was complained that some 
of the members were not living up to 
their agreements, and the action of the 
Ontario Sugar Refining Company sell­
ing in Quebec at an open price was 
noted. The Ontario Company was seen 
about the matter, but failed to fall in 
line. The result was that a resolution 
was passed stipulating that If any 
sugar firm wished to lower or raise 
the price of its output, before doing so 
the executive of the guild should be 
consulted.

A neatly-bound volume, containing 
all that had been read, was put in as 
Exhibit No. 1. Mr. Washington then 
took up a similar volume dealing with 
the Ontario Wholesale Guild, and It 
was put in as Exhibit No. 2.

Stand Together.
"If the members of the guild stand 

together," read the lawyer, "trade will 
be benefitted. It is necessary that all 
agreements entered into be adhered 
to."

"The agreement with the Canadian 
Canners Company is one that should 
commend itself to every member of the 
guild."

"If there is a well-founded reason 
for suspecting that a firm is not living 
up to its agreement, the firm in ques­
tion, and its salesmen, if necessary, 
shall make a sworn statement in the 
matter, all proceedings to be strictly 
confidential."

Several incidents this week point to 
changes in the general situation of 
unusual significance. First, there is 
King Edward's remarkable message 
to Abdul Hamid, sultan of Turkey, 
Its terms are almost Insulting to that 
muzzled and almost dethroned mon­
arch. It recognizes the grand vizier 
as the real ruler of Turkey, and the 
message is scarcely a disguised wel­
come to the new reform government. 
This is the sense in which it has been 
received by the Turkish people to 
whom it really is addressed, and has 
already accomplished its object. It 
has been greeted with enthusiasm and 
It is apparent the British influence in 
the Ottoman empire has been restor­
ed to the paramount position it occu­
pied before it was destroyed by Glad­
stone.

Germany's favored position in the 
near east has entirely disappeared. 
Great Britain today is able to aban­
don utterly her growing suspicion of 
the last few years that Germany is 
secretly endeavoring to stir up the 
Moslem world against her.

Effect of Turkish Revolution.
This is the first and one of the most 

important effects upon international 
affairs of that wonderful revolution in 
Turkey of July 24.

The second incident is the reception 
by the powers of the Franco-Spanish 
note as to the recognition of 
Mulai Hafid, the usurping sultan of 
Morocco. Its acceptance by all pow­
ers save Germany is a foregone con­
clusion. It is difficult to see what 
grounds the Kaiser can find for criti­
cism, and it is scarcely believed he 
will attempt to pick flaws in it. His 
presumptuous and premature inter­
ference in the Morocco situation was 
so coldly received everywhere, the 
impression is gaining ground that he 
will abandon his recalcitrant attitude. 
He has not openly intimated that he 
regards the Algerciras agreement 
abrogated by the fall of Abd-el-Aziz, 
and unless he does so the official re­
lations of Europe with the new sul­
tan may easily be adjusted.

Two 
years ago the German army and navy 
cost $4 25 a head of population, and 
the British cost $7 50.

English Pay Highest Taxes.
The total revenue from taxation 

cost the Germans $8 25 each per year, 
and the Englishmen paid $16 25. The 
German pay 36 cents annually on to­
bacco tax and Englishmen $1 75. The 
German beer tax is 25 cents, the Bri­
tish $1 62. The German spirit tax is 
62 cents and the British $2 87.

It will be seen, therefore, that Ger­
many possesses large resources in 
fresh taxation if the people submit to 
them, whereas Britain practically has 
reached the limit unless it resorts to 
tariff. From all the foregoing it will 
be seen the German holds the centre 
of the stage in the great drama of 
European polities and upon her the 
eyes of the world will be fixed during 
the important developments which the 
next few months will witness.

Amidst the practically universal 
commercial depression it is surprising 
to find Spain the only country in Eu­
rope whose trade increased in the 
first half of 1908. The British board 
of trade report of foreign trade for 
the semester ending June 30, shows 
the exports and imports of every 
other country declined in that period, 
while Spain went ahead. Agricul­
tural machinery, steam engines, min­
eral and manures were the most con­
spicuous among the increased im- 
ports, the main improvement of im­
ports being due to increased sales of 
cheap wines and sherry. Spain’s ex­
ports to Britain have grown notably 
since Alfonso’s matrimonial alliance.

Many Young Ladies and a Num­

Anglican clergymen in this city have 
heard with general regret of the death 
of Bishop Carmichael which occurred in 
Montreal recently. Bishop Carmichael 
was one of the most prominent figures 
at the Pan Anglican Congress and 
Lambeth conference, and the fact that 
he had only returned a few days and 
was apparently in the best of health 
when stricken, adds to the sadness of 
his death.

Bishop Carmichael was one of the 
most -intimate friends of the late Bishop 
Baldwin and was held in the highest

esteem by him. When Bishop Baldwin 
died in November, 1904, Bishop Car­
michael preached at the funeral ser- 
vices, and his remarks were a most 
eloquent tribute to the memory of his 
friend.

Early in 1905 he preached at the con­
secration of Bishop Williams.

Bishop Carmichael had on many 
other occasions preached in this city 
and made a most notable address in 
St. Paul's Cathedral on the occasion of 
the special jubilee services held in St.

He 
went to the Pacific coast and in look­
ing into Chinese matters there found 
that while there were many arrivals, 
there were few of the merchant class. 
When he returned he arranged for the 
chief interpreter of the department, 
Mong Kow, to come from Vancouver 
and meet the next Elder-Dempster 
boat from Mexico. The Bornu came 
in Sept, 17, with ten Chinese on board. 
Precautions were taken that they 
should have no communication with 
the shore, and as soon as the boat was 
docked they were taken under guard 
to the custom house, where they were 
put through an examination by Mr. 
O’Hara and Collector White, with Lee 
Mong Kow doing the interpreting.They 
were examined separately and passed 
on so that they could not go back and 
tell their story to the unexamined lot

Had Been Coached.
There was a great similarity be­

tween their stories, which indicated 
coaching, but which did not stand 
cross-examination. They declared that 
they had been in Mexico for six or 
seven months, that times were dull, 
and they had now decided to look over 
Canada for trading opportunities.They 
had only from $1 to $20 each, but pro­
duced yellow bits of paper purport­
ing to be drafts of bills of exchange 
from the Way Fung Company of Mex­
ico on the Chew Kar Company of New 
York. The drafts were for amounts 
ranging from $480 to $1,500 each, and 
the bearers declared that a Montreal 
house, the name of which they gave, 
would honor them. Mr. O’Hara knows 
Spanish, and it was to be presumed 
that Chinese who had been in business 
in Mexico for a half-year would have 
a few words of that language. How­
ever, none of them knew a word, nor 
could they state the value of Mexican 
coins which were shown to them. They 
were put back on the steamer and 
will have to be returned to Mexico by 
the Elder-Dempster Company, which 
is not held to be a party in any way to 
the fraud, as the merchants’ certifi­
cates appeared to be regular.

Many Have Entered.
It is estimated that two hundred 

Chinese have entered Canada by the 
Mexican route since the movement be­
gan, and that means the country has 
been defrauded of a hundred thousand 
dollars in head tax.

The three Chinese from New York 
also had Mexican certificates that 
they were merchants, and the same 
sort of bills of exchange, which the 
Montreal house repudiated, as they 
did when shown the first lot.

At present the veterans are compelled 
by law to live a certain length of time 
on the lands. Many of them find it very 
difficult to do this and they want the 
act rearranged so that they can appoint 
a substitute to hol dthe land for them.

In addition they want protection from 
land speculators who have in the last 
year or two been making every effort 
to buy the veterans’ land at prices very 
much below what it is really worth.

Last night’s meeting was well attended 
and besides the local veterans, several 
from surrounding towns were present.
