Hero lie. was so inipressod with
the sad condition of the heathon, and
tlioir ileod of tic Gospel, that hoe cane
homxe, studied for the îninistry, and wiveît
back, as a inissionary. Arriviîig there hie
sottled on the islafl( of Erronîanra, ivhere
Joliii Williamns, the rnissionary, 1 lad bci
k-illed, anîd whlere bue two Gordon hroth-
ers, froîn Pince.Edw'ard Island, liad leeii
k-illed, one0 of tixei not long beforc M'vr.
Robertson wveit tixore.

Kîîowing the danger, but lovixîg the
heathen, hié andi his youn)g wifo, a 0Miss
Dawsoni, froin Pictou Counity, Nova Sco-
tia settlod thore. Thocir lives werc soino-
